T'he Canadian Pacific Railway has received from the people
of Canada in land grants, subsidies and special concessions,
approximately $450,000,000, at a present day capitalization.
The recent decision of the Railway Commission—in connec-
tion with a general increase of freight rates—would have
added $20,000,009 to the annual revenue of the C.P.R. The
protest against this decision was so general that, for the time
being, the ruling of the Commission has been suspended.

A definite decision has not been made and the C.P.R. is
fighting for its very existence and with a strength that has
actually become a menace through the unparalelled generosity
of the Canadian people.

The decision of the freight rates case will determine the
dominating factor in Canadian politics—the relative strength
of the C.P.R. as compared with the popular will of the people.

Chureh is the lordship of Jesus. That
is the one belief that is common to
all Christians, the one belief which
we are entitled to regard as un
changing in a world of change. This
belief is the essential and unchanging
element in the Christian ereed, because
it is the intellectual expression of the
Christian spirit Where Jesus Christ
is acknowledged as lord \and master
there is Christianity Where Jesus
Christ is not acknowledged as lord and
master the Christian spirit does not
exist except in those exceptional cases
which disregard all law

That is the only ereed, then, that
ean be used as a touchstone of 'char
acter The Christian chureches would
be, I think, justified in denying mem
bership to anyone refusing assent to
that ereed, They would not be justified
in refusing admission to anyone con
fessing such a creed whose life was
