MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,

Tae Commissioners appointed under the authority of an act of the provincial pafliament of Upper Canada, passed in the fourth yeu'.of bis
Majesty’s reign, entitled, * An Actto provide for the appointment of commissioners fo investigate the claims of certain inhabitants of this pre
vince for losses sustained by them, during the late war with the United States of America, andfor other purposes thetein mentioned.

Most respectfully Report,

THAT they have endeavored, to the utmost of their ability, to fultil the duties for which they were constituted into a board, with a rigid impa¥
fiality towards the parties concerned, but the objects which those duties embraced, presented such an infinity of difficultics to surmount, that they
hare reason to fear, (however pure their intention, bowever anxious their desire to do what is right) that their judgment may, perhaps, in many
instances, be called in question by those unacquainted with the multiplicity and ivtricacy ofthem. , The great, . the leading object, which the com-
missioners had in view, was to endeavour to establish such a general scale of values (upon that description of property which admitted of it) a8
would give to the moderate cliimant, the same proportional remuneration, as t6 the individual who had estimated his loss by a too partial valuation
of it in his owneyes ; for, as may be seen by a reference tothe claims, some sufferers have estimated their loss by the actaal cost of the pro-
perty destroyed ; others, by what it would require to replace such at the highest war prices ; and others again, more modestly, at the current pri-
ces before the war, The commissioners, therefore, considered it a duty which they owed the public, to establish such a general scale of moderate
averages as should prevent a probubility of complaint (from those who might have to bear the burthen) that the interest of the many, were sacrifi-
ced to the chims of a few. The commissioners are fully aware that many of the claimants will feel themselves aggrieved at the great deductions
thade from their respective clauns, in consequence of this feeling, but the commissioners could not, in the exercise of their judgment, suppress it,
when they called to mind that many thousand inhabitants of thisprovince must necessarily bear a partin any general contribution, which their award
may occasion, who had no stake whatever therein, at the time these losses were incurred, baving become settlers in the country subsequent to
the war. Thus far, as to general principles which the commissiopers have adopted, as well as to the motives that influenced that adoption.
With respect to particulr clusses of claims, which they have felt it their duty to consider as altogether inzdmissible,~~the first and most_prominent
it amount as well.us of importance as to pracedent, is that of the loss of gnodsand vessels in transitu—in this decision they confidently trust that all
but the parties concerned, will uniformly concur; for what would be the consquerce of a remuneration upon this head, in case of any futare
war? it would act as a bonus for the most hazardous risks—Speculutors would be tempted from such a precedent of remuneration for the original
cost of the article, to venture even upon an almost certaiuty of capture, where the profits, if successfol in escaping it, woold be proportioned to the
extra risk ; 8o that the public would, in fact, be the only possible losers by those mercantile adventurers. As to the absurd srgument made use of
by some interésted in advancing it, that the settiements op the fiontier would notbe supplied with their various wants, unless some such encourage.
ment of indemnification was held out, it scarcely needs refutation, for a very slight knowledge of the spirit of commercial enterpriee must convince
every uninterested person, that there is no risk so hazardous, but some will be temptegi to embark in it, where the extraordinary profits (as before
remarked) hold out such strong inducements: The comnzissioners, after a long investigation into the circumstances have thought it right to consider
one particular claim which came belore them, as an exception ot the foresoing general rule, being the case of a vessel which was cut out of Fork
Erie by the enemy, it appearing that she had sailed from Amberstburgh under convoy, and had been 'employed on that particular voyage, in
conveying American prisoners from theuce, and consequently wight be considered as being partly engaged in governmentemploy—it should further,
be remarked, that there was no claita for uny cargo on board her.

Among the clins for loss of goods in transity, is one preferred by Mr. Thomas M'Cormick, formerly of Queenston, which the Commis-
sioners are induced to represent us a special case, and one which seems to merit the consideration of the government, from the peculiarity of the
causes which led to the loss in question ; but the loss itself, being precisely under similar circomstances with those of other claimunts, the Com«

missioners themselvea would not venture to make it'an exception to the general decision of * Inadmisgable.” 'T'he peculiarity of the case is this
The claimant, Thomas M‘Cormick, had, by the irrugtion of the encray, been lamentably burnt out of honsz and former means of livelihood:
‘at Queenstown, the store which be kept there, being. v:ith its contents, wholly destroyed. ‘T'o support Lis fimily he cmne over to York to set,
up another store in that town, arid it wad the goods destined for it that were captured io transitu on the lake. on their passage fiom Montreal.
It therefore would appear, that it was the destruction by tlie enemy, ia the first instonce st Queenston, which drave him to the risk he incurred
on the lake, and may therefore be perhips considered in 4 difforant light fiom speculators who were not in like munger driven by necessity
tucreunto, but merely tempted to jucrease their ordinury s by the great icdurement which war-prices thea Leid out to them,

The Comissioners however cannot go the length of expressing any decided opinion upen the peculiarify of the case in question, but merely
in justice to the individuul concerined, thus explaia i3 dissinsilarity from the other cases in trausity, as far as the rewote cuuses which led to it
are considered, o . ‘

The second class which the Commissioners luve declared inadmissuble, \afe claims %~ property lost within the territory of the United States
of America—upon these the Commissioners felt they had no discretionary power, tise | vovincial act which governs their proceedings, having
restricted all awards under that act, to losscs sustained within the province, ii which opirion the Commissioners were borne out by that of His
Majesty’s Attorney General, to whom the case was referred. The Commissioners however feel it but justice to some of the elaimants thug

tircumstanced, to represent that there are peculiar cases, uader this head, which would doubtiess huve experienced a different result, but for-
he restriction above recited. ‘

The third closs decided inadmissable are claims for losses occasioned by Burglaries and other Felonies ; these being considered misfortones
ubt riecessarily confined to a state of warfire, and the police laws of the country uot being resorted to at the time, to secure and identify the
perpetrators before the conrts of Justice. The Commissioners after very mature deliberation could not reconcile it to themselves, to burtheg
the public with a remuneration upon this head, fearingthat it might lead to an expectation, that Burglaries in any garrison towa might, upon mere
mippositiod; be fastened upon the soldiery.

The fourth cless decided inadmissible, are claims for losses of army bills, specie and watchéi—two considerations influenced the commis~
f10ners in this decision—the first was, their being a description of property, which common precaution should have induccd the owners to have
Placed beyonid thé fetich cf accidental plunder; and that therefore a distinction should be mede between avoidable and unavoidable losses—ihe
second consideration was; the extreme danger of admifting claimé for the loss of cash or notés, from the circumstarice that the proof of the amount
of the actual loas of this description of property could scarcely ever be satisfactorily supported by any corroborating testimony to that of the clai«
mant ; offeringthereby a temptatiod too stroog for any future occurrence of claim, to justify a precedent for admission now,~~it may be proper to
remark, that there is an isolated case of R loss of army bills, which the claimant might perbaps consider, should form au exception to the above
generl decision, from the circumstance of his huving had the precaution of sending them off by a friend to Montreal, on progress to which they
were taken by the enemy with the vessel in which they were on board ; but as there was a regular inland post at the time, by which no such risk,

would have been incurred, the commissioners were of opinion, that the claimant became his own insurer against the enenty by the mode of convey
snce sdopted, and bad consequently no just cliim for remuneration.

. The fifih cluss decided inadmissible, are claims for amounts unpaid by the commissariat or otlier military department for teaming &c. these
fhe Commissioners could not contemplate as being embraced within the act for remuneration for loss of property : had the claimants preferred the
proper vouchers to establish their claims, before the department whom they concerned, it can scarcely be supposed, but thatthey would bave
been long since paid with similar claims ; some neglect or 1nformality on the part of the claimant, must, it is presumed, have prevented the k-
quidation of them from the military chest ; and the Commissioners, therefore, do not fecl authorised in throwing the burthen of them upon the
fund which may be hereafter destined to make good the several awurds under the provincial act which governs their decisions—that uct not ap»

pearing to embrace this decription of cluim. It may not be improper to remark, that the former board of clairms, which sat at York, alse deex..

The 6th class are claims for rents of buildings, which althodgh not, in every case decided as altogether inadmissibie; yetas many of the dos
cisions thereapon have been in part founded upon the same principle as those upon the foregoing fifth class, it has been decined expedient that '
the remarks upor the one should follow these of the other. Among the claims under the sixth class, the commissioners had no hesitation in tolal-
ly rejectiug such as appeared to have occasioned no actual loss ; for they considered that the temporary occupation of Buildings, & having meré- "*
ly caused a certain inconvenience for the time sooccupiced, it should be ranked among thasc casmallies, of the seat of sar, which cvery loyal -
subject ought cheerfully to submit to, for the general defence of the province, without further indemnification, than that of being romunerated for *
any actual damages which such builling might have sastained during such occupation—a proportionate allowance for state.l damages hus therefore
beenawarded, Inother cases, where the occupation continued so long as to occasion a palpable loss, reasonable allowanees for rent have been -
made, butin general very disproportioned to the umounts claimed, from the circumstance of the parties concerned having affixed an usreasonable
estimate of the rental, in'some instances so enormous, as would, at seven yeirrs' purchase, have amounted to the full value of the property. It is
also to be remarked that many of these claims, like those of the preceeding fiith class, would doubtless have Been paid out of the military ‘chest,

but for some informalily or neglect of the claimant in not regularly applying to the proper department for liguidation. - -

The seventh class decided inadmissable, are claims for loss of crops left ungathered, the owners being absent on military ‘duty—tivo_ consite
rations ifluenced the comniissioners in this decision, and which, if left uoexplained, might subjeet them to a charge of unfeelingness toward many, |
perhaps highly deserving and muchto be pitied, claimants. None can more truly commisserate the sufferings of individuals than the comnmissioners,
but having an important duty to perform to the government and the public, paramount to all other feeling, they conscientiously endeavor to obey its.
dictates. The first consideration adverted to, was the dungerous precedent it would furnish in future cases of a state of warfare, tending (o slacken
he exertions of those of the family left at home, in their endeavor to secure those crops, for the chief inducement would be removed, if they felt.-
the certainty of remuneration,.without the fabor of harvesting—the second consideration was, that there is every reasan to believe, that the claimg
under this‘bead, scarcely embrace a twentieth part of the sufferers, similarly situated : from which itis presumed, that these who have forborna
to prefer claims according, have justly considered this diZcription of loss, as one of those unavoidable evils of a state of warfure, which cvery sub-
ject must take his chanceof. What then would be the probable consequence of a partial remuneration upon this head ? why, that those, wheo, from
patriotic feelings, have hitherto forborne to come forward with similur claims, would, if these, now before the commissioners. were allowed, be' .
tempted to memorial the government to be alike remunerated, having the claims strengthened, by the example of forbearance which they had ori
ginally set to their fellow subjects. ‘ ‘ ‘ . ‘ .

The eighth class decided inadmissable, are claims by non commissioned officers, and others in his Majesty’s regular forces, for loss of propet-
1y in garrisons or cont’qonments in which they were quartered ; upon these cliims, the commussioners haa no hesitation in decidil}:-: (in c-onformnt){
to the opinion entertained by the former board of claims) that the individuals who had thus unfortunately suffered, could have no just cliim whates
ver, upon the sources from which reimuncration to the inhabitants of the province, was to be dérived , for his Majesty baving most graciously es-
tablished certain rules in the service, by which every individual composing it, may be remunerated from the militury chest for losses on services”
according to a proportionate scale therein, laid down for {be several ranks, (if properly certified by the heads of depurtimenis,) the commiftee
could not, cqns'istcnt with their duty to the government and the public, adinit of two sources of remuneration. ) In cases, howcver, wherc. such
individnals have sustained losses upon their fized property as inhabitants of the proviuce, they have, of course been awarded a proportionate
remuneration in common. with their follow subjects. '

Under the foregoing class of claims deemed inadmissable, may be further classed, a few isolated claims by ofiicers of the Provincial militia,
for loss of bageage and arrears of pay and allowances, which the Commissioners coukl not conscientiously admit among their awards, being fully
apprized, that special boards had already been appointed to determine the justice of all such claits. :

The Commissioners, having thus recapitulated; by classes, most of the cases by them deemed inadimissable, beg leave to remark, that thers:
are other isolated cases similarly decided, but which wonld extend this general report to too great alength, were they separatcly to be detailed ‘
here ; they therefore respectfully refer to the accompanying copy of their voluminous proceedings, for their several decisions upon each pare
ticular claim. At the same time; it may be proper to notice generally, that most of the claims for horses stated to have died in the service, -
have also been declared inadmissable, in ~onsequence of the very unsatisfactory proofs of that service. being the sole causc 9f their deaths ;

Of Commissioners of Burlington Bay Canal.

Niagara Falls, December, 2. 1824,

The Commissioners appointed by your Excellency, in conformity to the provisions of two several Acts passed by the Legislature of this Proe
viace for making a Navigable Canal for Vessels between Burlington Bay and Lake Ontario.

JMost respsctfully report,

That soon after the appointment of said Commissioners, viz. on the fifteenth day of Tnst, they met at the outlet of Burlington Bay
and proceeded to organize 2 board for the transaction of business, wheu the Hon. Thomas Clark was appointed President and James Crooks, Esq.
vice President, Mr. Harris, who had formerly been employed by the Commissioners for the improvement of the Internal Navigation of the Pro+
vince, aud who waswell acquainted with the local situation of Burlington Bay having been requested to attend, was so good as to comply, as also
Mr. Hall, whose experieace under Mr* Tilford in Britain, induced the Commissioners to avail themselves of his abilities.

The assistance of those two Engineers, sided by the surveys and Reports of the Messrs, Clowes's, gave the Commissioners as fuir a view
of the object they were appointed to superiutend, as in the short time between their nomination and meeting, could well be obtained, and ale
though the latter report of Messrs. Clowes's seemed to muke doubtful the practicability of making the proposed Canal through Brants pond that
is northof the outlet, yet the great advantages Vessels wonld derive from the protection of the North Shore, when ruuning in with heavy weather,
jnduced the Commissioners to ascertain the existence of Rack as reported by the Clowes’s, This service was undertaken by Mr. Harris, who,
upon boring, found in every situation between the outlet and north shore suitable for the purposes of a Canal through Brandts pond, such masses
of stone ut the depth of six feet below the water sarfuce as would render the undertaking there impracticable except at an expense for beyond the
vocat advantages of the situation— The next object was to examine the outlet, which in some measnre bhas the advantage of protection from the

north shore, and which, from the excavation already made by the water flowing through it, seem (o offer advantages overa more Southern situation;
But upon examination by the Engincer the distunce was found to be abcut 1000 feet more than one half amile south of it and the expense propor
tionably greater.

Before giving a preference to this last situation the Commissioners examined a place still further south, cailed tha haad ofthe Island, and af-
though the width o1 tbe Dearh at this place is one half greater than at the place lost mentioned, yet the depth of water close to the shore in both
Lakes and sait Island obviating the necessity of any protecting works in Burlington Bay seemed to make this place highly elegible were it not that
the distance from the north shore denied it any protection ; in Lake Ontario and in the littie Lake the chunvel was so intricate and narrow as t0

render the ingress and egress very difficult, and could never be made deeper under any circnmstances than eighteen feet water. Weighing ma¢
turely the advaninges and disadvantages of the different situations the Commissioners using their best judgment could do ao otherwise than decide
on the situation sbout half a mile South of the outlet, where the distance across the beach is 510 feet, and, to protect the entrance from Lake
Ontario, works ure required to be carried out 715 feet and inthe little luke 810 feet, making together 2095 feet cxclusive of the break water, and
caving a pissaze of T2 feet widde and 12 feet deep—"The break water in Luke Ontario resting in 16 feet depth of water, the sggregate expense of
which 18 much levs than itmade inany other situation and the depth of water can be increased at any future period should it ever become necessa.
vy entlier for vessels of war or of Commerce, the entrance of both lakes is also accessable at all times and the disappearance of sand at the depth
of fourteen feet water in both obviates the apprehension of the canal ever filliug up even if'the worksare carried no further out.

Having thus decided upon the plice where the cut across the beach should be made. The Commissions lost no time in agreeing with Mr,
1Tall to superintenil its execution and this Gentleman immediately made outthe necessary specifications for the informatiou of persons who might be
willine to contract, and public notice was also given for that purpose and the first day of June appointed to reccive proposals, to receive which the
Commisgioners again met at the outlet—und on examination found the offr of Messre Strowbridge, H ya, and M*Keen, most advantageous, being fu*
he construchon with block work, thirty ou> thousand seven hundred dollars, and for pile work thirty-four thousaud dolinrs—which last sum
exceeding the graut of the Legislature of this Province it became necessary to consult the Engineer whether such curtailments could be made in
the work without meterial injury to it, #s would come within the grant and also provide for the Engineers Salary and other contingent expenseg of
and hebeing of opinion fach curtailments could be mude, a contract was entered into with those persons, by which they undertake to complete the
whole work by the lst day of October one thousand eight hundred and tweoty-tive, leaving in the bands of the Commissioners one eighth part—
the sum laid out as the work proceeds as security.

To meet the expense, in the beginning, of providing apparatus machinery and materials, one thousand pounds currency was agreed to be advan”
ced upon competent sccurity being given, hut the security heretofore offered not being such as the Commissioners could approve of, no such ad-
vance hasbeen made, and only one thousand pounds paid in compliance with the coalract on the work actually done-—~with a view of benefiting the
Canal and to facilitate the entrance of vessels from Lake Ontario, a breakwater has been substituted for a pier head, which would have heen pat
down this full but for sickness which prevailed amongst the workmen (and of which, onc of the Contractors has died) and the prevalence of Easterly
winds lately—should, however, a fuvourubly change take place in the weather, this desirable object tay yet be obtained and a fair trial made of it
suiliciency to withstand the winter storms andice.

The Commissioners appointed by an Act of the Provincial Parliament entitled, “ An Act vesting in certain Commissioners therein nameg '
all the Stock, debts, Bonds and other Property of the Pretended Bank of Upper Canada, lately established at Kingston, for the be
nefit of the creditors of that Institution.”

Most respectfully state,

That observing how hopeless was every endeavour to settie the affairs of the unforiunate Institution, confided to their care, without the adoption of
compulsory measures ; they determined after presenting the first Report again to resort to legal aid, aware, however, of their liabi-
lity to another failure and of the greal expenses attendant upon such a result, if the whole of the defaulters were at once prosecuted,
they thought it advisable to act with much circumspection, and accordingly selected the Bonds of two principal debtors only, for the
purpose of ascertaining the correct course of legal procedure to be followed on subsequent occasions. -

A learned Solicitor was employed, to institute actions in these two cases, and it was expected that a decision in respect to both
would be obtained at the Court which was to hold its sittings at York, in the month of March. If this decision should be favouc-
ahle, ample time, it was conceived, would thus be given to putin a train for collection, the notes of those unwilling debtors,
wiw vould not pay except on constraint, and whose numbers have unhappily proved to be too great. Ifon the other hand the at. -
tempt should miscarry, it was thought that little comparative expense would be incutred, and that the experience acquired by the
Solicitor, in the mode of conducting the legal business of the bank, would at least ensure full success to future efforts. :

fo pursuance to his instructions the Solicitor lost no time in commencing the actions, and having joined issue with the adverse Counsel, he requested
the Board, by letter, dated on the 13th of March, to supply him with a variety of evidence, which he conceived essential to his sup.
port, and with which it was necessary he shouid be provided, before the 25th day of the same mouth, notwithstanding the briefspace
allowed for the preporation of so much important testimony, and some othet difficulties which will be adverted to, the Board
were cnabled to dispatch their Clerk with every witness and document that was required in good season : and they accordingly obtain-
verdicts for thefull sum claimed in each case. subject, however, to the determination of the higher court upon ten points reserved by the
Counsel for the defendants.  This result being inconclusive, created a delay of a few wecks, as the regular term for hearing the argu.
ments on the reserved points did not come on till theclose of the month of April, when that period arrived two points only were
discussed, one maintz’1ing, that the act constituting the Board was a private and not on a public act as the Solicitor of the Commis:
sioners had stated it to be, the other, that the Statute was unconstitutioual and consequently void ; both points were fully and elaborate-
ly argued by the Counsel on each side but Judgment was postponed and the Board was thus left on the closing of the term, somewhay
perplexed with regard to ihe course they should pursuc. No measures could safely be taken against those who neglected or refused *
payment of their promissory notes while the issue of the suits, instituted by way of experiment, remained in suspence, bécause a
failure in those cases would not only render all other actions, conducted onthe same principles, abortive, but would obviously
cntail on the institution a serious waste of funds. It therefore scemed iicumbent on the Board to remain inactive, and quictly
await the approach of the JulyT'erm; at this period the consideration of the rcserve_tl points was resumed by the Judzes. and on
the 19th day of that month the Board received from the Solicitor the unpleasant wtelligence, that Judgment had at length been given
in favor of the defendants.—The Court it appears regarded the Statute as a private bill which should have been set fourth as
such in the pleadings: and having thus decided one point against the Board they thought it unneccssary to examine or pro-
nounce upon the other nine points, reserved by the counsel for the adverse parties

'a be thus foiled in their second attempt to recover the debts of the Institution by legal means, was a sonrce of real regrel to the Board; regret inno
trivial degree enhanced by the unlooked for delay which had occurred in obtuining the determination of the Court, and which, be-
sides the deterioration it caused in the aggregate value of the debts, left no time to venew the suits at the Court that sat at Kingston
in the month of September. If the Bench had beeu prepared to make a decision in April, the Commissiohers tvould, in the event
of that decision proving unpropiticus, have once more recusrred to the Law, and risked a third failure at home, whers they could have .
had rendy access to all the necéssary evidence, and have thus avoeided the expense which had been incurred in sending proof to
York an the late occasion. In the actual stute of things, the commissioners could vot, safi-ly or pradentiy, cominence new actions ag
York. Notonly were they confronterd by a formidubie array of nine points of Law remaining undecided, but they found themselveg
catirely without means for discharging the costs incidental to leaal proceedings. The cffects of the Dank aﬂo_rdctl them no resourses,
and they saw, that if they persevered in {heir measures, they would be obliged to make further advances from their private funds,

That it would have been indiscreet inthe members of the Board after so many disappointrzents, and amid existing diliiculties, to assume udditiona}
pecuniary responsibilitics, will plainly appear on adveérting to circuin.ilances which it is now requisite to notise.

Atavery early period the Board discovered that embarrassments wouhl_bx; feli iy ,d fr. ing the necesfary evpenscs of their offie, s.urh as the
Salary of the Clerk, the rent of the office, and variouis Contingent chirdes, because they had resolsed snno account to dc-n:lme receiv-
ing the notes of the Bank in satisfuction of debts, -zud they were well aware, that so long as those notes remained in circulation and
at a discount, payments would be tendered in no other description of money. They had ncvcr.thcless prepared thcm.sclv"es to en.
counter temporary difficulties of this nature, fully relyingon the speedy collectioh of. }he d?l?ts of the Bank, and conceiy ?ng; that in
proportion as the notes were redeemed, pagments in current money would be made ib suflicient sutns to meet the expenditure of the |
office.

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IT-will be deen that estimates are here framed for canals according to three differént scales, the first or largest being cafculated to cost £230,785
14 14, the second £145,802 7 84, and the third £62,258' 8 10. The largest canal is planned according to the dimensions
recommended in the first general report, which the Commissioners had the honor to make, for the canal intended to conpect the
navigation of Lakes Erie and Omtario Among the inducements for atlopting this scale, one of primary importance, was the
advantage that would accrue to the Western trade {rom the practicability of passing through the canal with vessels suitable for the
navigation of the lakes; for not only would the transportation of cowmodities be thus materially facilitated, but great expense
would be saved by avoiding the shifting of cargoes at each extreinity of the canal. To reap the full value of this project, it would
be necessary tuat improvemerits on a corresponding écale should be effected between lake Ontatio and the sea-ports; and, on
calculating their aggregate cost, it may be Worthy of enquiry, whether the magnitude of the expenditure would not. in the present
state of thie couttry, exceed its resources, or be more than commensurate with the expected benefils, when estimated with relation
to iimprovements of a minor description, Having in view similar ends.

An uninterrupted Sloop navigation from the great fakes to the Ocean, is without doubt equally important and desirable as it respects local and
" general interests, and certainly should never be lost sight of. That it will be acquired, at no very distant day, there are fair
grounds for hoping ; but whether it should form the object of our immediate exertions, is a point which may be considered ques-
tionable, and conceining which a great diversity of opinion may be expected to exist, ;

To this must be added the cost of enlarging the canals now in progress at Hawksbury and Lachine, which would probably amount to £100,060—

making a total expenditure of £562,340 4 44.

To sustsin so heavy a charge, the Provincial resources may perhaps be justly conceived, unequal without co-operation on the partof the sister
province, or aid from the parent state.—Singly, Upper Canada would undoubtedly be obliged to make extraordinary efforts in order
to accomplish that part of the work which lies within its own limits. : ‘ o ‘

Many years, it is clear, would inevitably elapse, before the province, with its own resources solely, could complete the work ; and the delay
which would thus be created, forms a main objection to the grand scheme of improvement as an immediate measure. It is also to
be remarked, that if the whole energies of the province should be directed to this one great enterprise, our roads and bridges
together with other concerns of public utility, occasionally calling for legislative provision, would be more or less neglected
throughout the country. Such inconveniencier resulting from an undivided attention to canals embracing dimensions that would
ahsorb o great a portion of our resources during a series of years, must be regarded as qualifying, if not outweighing, the benelits
which its completion, within a given period, might place within our reach, and as recommending for present purposes, a plan

B less magnificent and costly.

The second Estimate contemplates a canal very nearly similar in its dimensions to the Lachine canal, and the cost will amoiint to £145,802°7 8L
making a difference between it and the large canal of £84,983 6 5. On the supposition that circumstances may not justify the
prosecution of the great scheme along the whole extent of the communication, the plan of this estimate muy deserve to he consid-
ered. It is larger than that of the Erie canad, on which the people of New- York thiuk, that the immnense commerce of the Wast-
ern couatry, as well as their own internal tr de, may with ease. be conducted. [t will admit larger boaws than those now employed
in the navigation of the River St, Lawrence, atd, moreover, corresponds with the works advancing towards completion, at Hawks-
bury on the River Ottawa, under the auspices of the Imperial Government, and at Lachine under the direction of the: Legislature
of Lower Canada. It this scale, therefoge, should be adopted, the canal would forman important part of the projected improve.
ments, and it would preserve a desirable uniformity with great works already commenced, and on whichlarge sums of money have
been expended.

“The third estimate has for its object the utmost practicable economy, consistent with a regard to uteful improvement in the inland navization of
the province. The dimensions were originally suggested by those of the grand Trunk canal in Englund, which affords adequste
facilities to a vast trade that is in ceasless activily. For the sake of greater accommodalion under the peenliar circumatances of
our situation, the boltom of our canal is estimated to be two feet wider thun that of Staffordshire, and the lacks are calculited for the
passage of boats ten feetin width. 'The Durham boats now usad, have generally a breadth of beam varying from 12to 13 f-et, and”
thus, though they might answer for estimate No. 2, an alteration in their size. would in the present case, be expadient. It is pro-
posed to build the locks with timber on such a plan thatdecayed pieces may from time to time be taken out and replaced with sound
wood, without the necessity of removing any other part of the work. With such occasional repairs, wooden locks miy tast for
many years and be as useful as those of a more costly description. The total expense of fifty-three locks composnd of substantial
masonty, according to estimate No. 2, is £79,633,—averaging £1502 6 O per lock. The total expense of fifty-three 1n- ks
built of wood, according to estimate No. 3, is £13,485,—.averaging £254 8 0 per lock. The actual differonce of expensn
between the locks in those estimates, is £66,148, asum which is in itself more than sufficient to complete the small canal ; mid
although wooden locks obviously require more frequent repairs than those svhich are built with stone, the ‘nietest-an the differ-
ence of expense betwwen them, would repay in a ten-fold degree. the charges of maintmining them in a serviceable state,  As the
chief saviog in the third estimate is eflected in the mode of constructing the lacks, the width of the ¢anal to which it refars, micht
be 8o increased as to admit boats of the size now employed without matarinl addition to itscost; and it is indead prohuble, that a
canal on the scale of estimate No. 2, might be constructed with woorder locks for thesumn of one hundred thousand pounds.

When itis considered how greatly the want of capital is feltin this country. and how important every saving thus becomes in the application of the
public money, to the purposes of internal improvement, the advantage of ~mploying wooden locks may well command attention,
and if that advantage should be in effect as immense as it is confidently believed to be, there shouid be little hesitation in adoptiseg
them on the scale of the second estimate. :

Besides the immediate benefit to be derived from the economical constructinn of wooden locks, it may be also observed. thatia the event of its.
being found expedient to enlarge the cahal at any future period, they might be easily removed, and would in the mean while have
answered all the purposes of locks, which, if they were more durable, would also havé been more costly.

In thus adverting to the distinctions in the three estimates, the Commissioners, with submission, leave it to the consideration of Parliamen®, wliich
of them is most worthy of adoption.

Should the Legislatura look forwardto future facilities without regarding immediate inconvenience ; or should any prospects of co-vperation on the
) part of His Majesty’s government, or of Lower Canadla be disclosed, the grand canals projected on the scale of estimate No. 1, may
lay claim to their approbation.

_Should they be duFiBus of the means of aftaining this end, and yet be desirous of comp}eting that part of the work: which lies eastward of Lake
Ontario on the same plan with the canals of Lower Canada, as well as satisfied of the sufliciency of their resources for that purpose,
the second project will appeal to their judgment. -

Should they, however, be fearful of compromising the revenue of the province in enterprises conceived to be beyond its ability, and anxious to pro-,

" ceed on the most cautious and saviog plan, the third estimate will fix their atteution, as at least calculated for temporiry
purposes, and combining the utmost economy with a great deal of utility.

Having adverted to some of the advantages by which a canal through the interior woull commend itself to the legislature, it is incumbent not to
conceal its defects. The firgt objection which may be urged against it, as a channel of general trade, is its length. The distinge
from Kingston to Montreal by the St. Lawrence, is about two hundred miles. ‘The distance from the government wharf at Kingston,
to the mouth o the Ridesu, following the course of the canal, is one hundred and thirty-two miles, and the distance from the mouth
of the Rideau to Montreal, is one hundred and tweniy miles, forming atotul of two hundred and fifty four miles. The difference
in favour of the former route, is fifty-four miles, which, in point of time, may be computed at rather more than a day’s journey on
the canal. Itis, however, to be observed, that this difference may be compensated by the fuct, that on the interior route, the
waters are altogether narrow, except at the Jake of the two mountains, and that boats in uscending would not be. exposed to the
delays now experienced ou the broad waters of the Saint Lawrence, from the generzl prevalence of the south-westerly winds.

he next objection is, the rise from the level of lake Ontario to the summit ponnd on Rideau lake, and the proportionate fall in the progress of the
canal toward the river Ottava. Were a canal constructed in the vicinity of the Saint Lawrence, this rise and fill, exceeding three
hundred feet, would be avoided, and it would only be requisite to previde locks for the positive fall in the river from Prescott
to Lachine, which perhaps is about 180 feet. A considerable saving in leckage, ever a mmain source of expense in canals, would
thus be effected on the froutier route, which indecd when surveyed, may be found to offer many other facilities, and be capable of
improvement at as moderate a rate as the route by the Rideau.

in such an event, it would remain with the legislature to balance the advantages of one plan against those presented by the other, and to make
a judicious selection. Should they decide in fuvour of the plan for an interior canal, its adoption would not necessarily extinguish
the other; norneed it prevent, though it would of course retard, the improvement of our frontier navigation ’

In coming to the consideration of the ways and means for completing the great work now projected, the Commissioners heg leave to state, that
looking solely to the provincial resources. they had originally designed to recommend an application to His Majesty for an adequate
appropriation of cepwa reserves, which, when sold, would have essentially contributed to the attainment of the desired ends. Bug
as the Imperial government bas since disposad of all these reserves, and the Commissioners have not learnt in what mode the
proceeds of this extensive sale are to be appropriated, they are not aware that their intended proposal weuld now be strictly proper.

Setting therefore, aside the consideration of the means which a portion of the reserves would have furnished for openinz the canals, and apprehens
ding that any grant of waste land, which Llis Mujesty might be gracicusly pleased to make, would ‘afford no funds immediately usefu;
for that purpose, the commissioners have ov furthet investizution, tuken viner views of the quesuon, aud have come to a m'ncclusionl
that the expeace of constructing the canal throngh the interier as well as any unprovements on the Suaint Lawrence, should be de.
frayed by means of duties on imports levied ut Quebec, and that Juwer Canada is justiy bound to share in thut expense. In support
of tius vpinion it may be shown, that the Lower proviace bas al teast an vqual suierest with us 1p accelerating the completion of the
Rideuu canal.  [If this porvioce, by its means, cen resoit to the markeis of Lower Canada with greater tacihty, safety and expedis,
tion and is stimulated to avail herself of the advaniuges us held vut, and augment her anaual exports, the latter province, acting
in her capacity a3 a great factor between us and otner counities, direclly protiis vy the circumstagce, inasmach, a3 her customerbe
comes more wealthy, and, in exchange for the increased prodaca of her sotl; 15 enabled to wake for cousnopuou larger quantities
of Merchandise. In addition to the benefii of inding in Upper Canada a better custowmer, the Lower province would enjoy further
profit from a large portion of foreign trade, which ap unproved communication would natarally attvact to her markets, but which, in
the present state of our navigation, must necessariiy seek a vent by the Hudson. Of the truth of these remirks Lower Canadais
probably aware, .n ! she might therefore be induced to affurd more ready ce-operation in the enterprise now recommented. With
such tmpressions tae conmissioners would suggest, as the most unexceptionable and most effectual mode of speedily completing the
canal, that u loan redeemable within a given period, should be negociated in London on the joint fuith of the Cunadas, tosuch an ac-
count u3 might be deemed necessary, & that the interest should be regularly paid either from a fund to be provided by specific dutics
on importations at Quebec, or by an appropriation from the gross revenue of the provinces, as might appear expedient. ' If, for instance
the plan of the cunul suggested in the second estimate, should be adopted, the loan would amount toone hundred and filty thousu:
pounds. If the plan of estimate No. 3, should be preferred, the loun need not exceed sixty-five thousand. There canbe no qu s.
tion, that while money is so abundant in the British metropolis, that millions are hazarded in loans to revoiutionary goveruments in the
old and new world, the great capitalists of thut city would readily purchase Cunadion bonds, and that the compuratively small sum
required for our purposes, could be at once obtained on the mo:! liberal terms.  There can be little room for doubling the ability
of Cunada to sustain without iaconvenience the charge of such a lean.  All that appears wantinz is a disposition on the part of the
provinces to act in concert with each other on the occasion ; a disposition which we may hope, will not be long withk:eld, upon
due consideration of the benefits to be derivéd from so great an improvement of the communicativn.

1t the foregoing ohservations, the Commissioners have merely taken into account the means of improvement in the Eastern part of the provinee,
but it is indisputably clear, that Lower Canada is equally interested in the project for uniting the navigation of the great lukes,
and that without such a junction the work of improvement would be incoum)! fe.  Adequate facilities of transportation must Le
provided for the produce of the Western districts, otherwise the growing wude of that fine region, will assuredly seck apother
channel. It would therefore be of the highest importance, that Lower Canada should also join us in opening a canal between lukes
Erie and Ontario, sufficiently capacious for vessels navigating those waters ; a purpose for whick the dimenzions formerly stated
would be found mos! suitable.

Should the presumption be well grounded, that a better 1oute than the one laid down by the first survey, may, on further examination, be dis-
covered, the use of woeden looks would materially reduce the estimate, and the joint resources of the Cunadas wight thus be-
capable of effecting the desired melioration along our whole live of communication from lake Huron to the Ocean.  There is still
another consideration to be mentioned with respect to the Rideau canal. From its great utility in time of war for the transportution
of troops and military stores, the Imperial Government would, no doubt, regard it as imnportant to the defence of the colony, and
might, therefore, be induced to assume a portion of the expense that would be incurred in opeuing it, Aid from that quarter, would
greatly lighten the burthen on the provincial resources, and enable the Legislature fo enter upon the great aud interesting
improvement between the lakes with a prospect of more immediate completion.

{n discussing fhe mode in which the interest on the loanis to be provided for, the Commissioners have not adverted to the pr.oduce of‘ the tclls
which will be received on the completion of the canals. There can be no doubt under the most unfavonrable view which cun be
taksm, that they would immediately become productive to a certain extent even upon canals of the lurgost dimensxpng, zmd‘that on
the smaller estimates they would in the course of a few years increase in such u manner, as to relicve the public funds from the
burthen of the interest. The board will not &t present enter into any detailed calculations of the receipts from tolls, because they
have not been able to ascertain with due precision, the annual imports and exports in the iffierent scctions of the proviace. It may
however be menticned, that even if the canals should in the beguning prove to be unprofitable, they could uot fuil eventually to
make the amplest returns, and that the advantages which would be derived from their accelerating the scttiement and prosperity of
the country, would well remunerate us for the exertions made in constructing them and also for the short period during which
they might yield no revente.

After completing the survey of the Rideau, the Commissioners proceeded to explore (he country lying between the Bay of Quinty and the Presqu’i‘lg
Harbour in conformity to the statute of the late session, and they now annex estimates for connecting those waters by meais of cunals;
planned on three different scales of magnitade.
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THREE ESTIMATES

OF the expenses for constructing a canal from the head of the Bay of Quinty to Presqu’ile Harbour, of the following
dimensions, viz: the first, nine feet in depth, thirty feet in width at the bottom, and sixty-six feet in width at the surface of
the water, the banks to slope two feet to one foot perpendicular, with tuming. bridges fifty-two feet in the clear and ten feet
wide. The sccond, nine feet in depth, twenty-four feet in width at the bottom, and sixty feet in width at the surface of the
water. The banks and bridges the same as in the first. The third, five fect in depth, twenty-eight feet in width at the
bottom, and forty-cight feet in width at the surface of the water, the banks to slope the same as the above,

with turning
bridges fiftecu feet in the clear and ten feet wide,

. .
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‘Pt third Fstinate here sumbitted, refurs solely to boat navigation, which it is evident would be comparatively of little setvice to the country,
The other two estimates are framed for the purposes of ship navigation, and the second is on the smallest scale that is conceived
suitable for that object. The depth of both is regulated by the depth of water at the entrance of Presqu’ile harbour, which jg
found in no part to exceed ten feet. The seocnd estimate, computed to cost £16,624 9 8, is that which the Commissioners would
recommend fo the favor of the Legislature.

The advantages of a navigable communication between the head of the bay of (iuinty. and Presqu’ile harbour, are great and pumerovs. In
briefly adverting to them, it may be stated that it would render the lotter barbour, which, from its peculiar position, is now almost
unfrequented and of little value, very useful for shippiog, and a place of great resort. Upon inspecting the map of the Province, it
will be seen that Point Petre, in the County of Prince Edward, or, as it is commonly called Long-Point, projects very far
into Lake Outario. A singular peculiarity connected with this point, which it appears to exercise on the direction of
the winds, It has often occurred, that while an easterly gule prevailed to the westward of the point, the wind blew
vivlently from the southward on the lower part of the lake. The delays which are thus created in navigation must be
sufliciently obvious. With the aid of a canal across the Isthmus in Murray, vesscls encountering adverse winds off Long
Point in their way downwards, might enter Presqu’ile harbour, and ruouing through the bay of Quinty, effect their passage
without much delay or inconvenience. Vessels procceding upwards might, i like manner, expedits their passage ; for mariners
during the summer months have observed, that while a steady south-west wind prevails at mght on the mid lake, light northerly aire
are frequent near the land, and greatly facilitate the progress of vessels that make the north shore of the lake.

It 's as it respects Steam-boats, however, that the canal in Murray demands attention ; for by Stean-boats, the greater part of the trade will eveat”
ually be carried on. A vessel of this description proceecing down the lake, and encountering aheavy easterly gale, a8 frequently
happens near Loog Point, might run through the canal into the bay of Quinty, and effect her passage in narrow waters regardless of
the storm without. In the same manner during the occurcence of westerly gales, a Steam-boat from Prescott or Kingston, by pas-
sing up the bay of Quinty, might escape the boisterous ses, which at such times prevails off Long Point—and by beiog resdy at
Presquile harbour, to take advantage of the first favourable weather, might complete the voyage to an upper port under shelter of

. the Lind, before another Steam-bout, preferring the open lake; could weatber Long Point.

Rnother important benefit that would e derived from the proposed canal near the carrying place, is the facility it would afford for regular inter”
couarse between the flourishing district of New-Castle and the markets of Lower Canada.—This benefit would be vastly enhanced,
by the creation of artificial harbours, a3 the circumstance of the country required and admitted it, along the shore of the lake from
Presquiile to York. There is not a harbour or the slighest shelter for vessels at present within that space, and all the produce of
the itervening country must be stupped from the open beach, exposed to the surf, and the delays occasioned by the difficalty and
risk, which craft of all descriptions often experience in approachingthe shore.  Were a breakwater for exumple constructed at
Coburg or Port Hope, or at any other tit situation in that vicinity, Steam-boats from Prescott or Kingston, could visit that place
weekly by the canal, aud convey to its destination the exports of the neiglbouring Country: It has been calcalated that + Break.
water sufficient for the sccurity of uny vessel mvigating the Jake, wight be constructed at Cobnrg, for about two thousand pounds ;
and itis forvently to be wished that a work promising conjunction with the Murray canal, so much good to that district, may be soon
undertaken and completed: A liberal Parliamentary grant in aid of this object, would not perhaps appear a misapplication of the
Provincial resources provided the state of the public funds would warrant the appropriation. The Remuinder of the money might
be raised by an assessment on the District, which there are grounds for believing would not be objected to by the people.

Wit regard to the ways and means for opening a canal in Marray, aceavding to the scale of the second estimate, the Commissioners must declar®
that they arc incapable of devising any that wilt themselves be imwediately avaitable. ‘They beg permission however to sugg@lt
thesale of Big Island in the buy of Quinty, contuining some thonsands of acres of excellent and valuable land, which has been long
occupied by persons who hold vo tities, sud who, if reasonable time were granted them, would no doubt be willing to give a fair
consideration forthe lots they have severally taken into possession. This Island would probably produce at public sale about five
thousand pounds. There is also a largetract of lund reserved ‘on the Presyu'ile itselt, which, if disposed of in asimilar way, would
materially aid the foud. A grant from the wuste lauds of the Crowu would be required to make up the residue, provided no part
of the proceeds nrising {rom the sales of Crown Reserves in Ameliasburg, Murray, and Cramzhe could be abtained for that purpose,
‘These means arc suzgested, becauve the benefit of the canl would be rather local when compared with the other greater im-
provements ; and as considerable delay would occur in realizing them, it might in the mean while be advisable, for the sake of
hastening the completion of the work, either to obtain a loun frora private sources, or to make the requisite temporary advances

from the public treasury. .

The Commissimiers in devising this scheme, are well aware, that Big Island, and the reserve in the Presqu’ile, as well as all the waste lands, are
the exclusive property of the crown, and that the application of any part of them to the purposes allude to can only proceed oa g
respectful representation of circutnstances. from the graciousmunificence of a kind and benevolent Sovereign.

The Commissioners beg leave to attach to this Report a gencral statement of their expenses, and all the vouchers connected with the surveys of
last season. These papers are accompanied with a model of a wooden Lock, and maps and field notey illustrating the line of the

cut at Murray and the whole course of the survey from Kingston to the River Ottawa.

How far it i3 ndvisable to continue these paymerits, in the manner and to the extent they are now made, is léft to the wisdom of your Honora-
ble House to determine ; but your Committee would observe that the Attorney General receives a salary of £300 per anoum, and the Solicicor
General of £100 per annum, from His Majesty’s Government and that added thereto, the amount of Estreats from fines and forfeitures w tbe
several Conrts of Assize and Conrts of Quarter Sessions within the Province, would, in the opinion of your Committee. if so applied, largely
contribute towards remunerating these officers for the services rendered by them.

By.!he same accountr « appears that the annual expenditure for the Surveyor General's office is about £1300 Currency. In referring back
to the history of this department it appearsthat in former years, this Province paid for surveys at one time £7000—at another 50001. and at a third
3UQ0L amounting in alf to 15000, That in the year 1818 the Parliament declined to provide for the payment of any more Surveys—and that His
hx'cclloncy the Licutenant Governor, in His apeech from the Throne at the close of the session of that year, said, that, in future he boped to
relieve the Province from the annual demand for the support of the Surveyor General's Department,” and in His Excellency’s Sp=ech at the
succeeding Session, he congratulated the House of Assembly, *¢ that the plan which had been adopted for meeting the expense of survevs, had so
well sncceeded as 1o have putit in His power to relieve themfrom any demand on ‘account of Titat service,” No appropriation has since been

It is proper however to take into consideration that the Government has paid into the bank of Upper Canada instalmentsto the amount of

81250, which has been producing an anoual interest of 8 per cent, and which it considered as asse.s equial merely to its nomina! amount, will leavea
debt of something less than 20000L to be discharged by the province from its future resources,

It will appear from the General estimate of income and expenditure (Acc. No. 15) that there is not at present such am excess of revenue
above the annual charge as would enable the goveroment speedily to redeem the debentures, but it is satistactory to find that the internal revenue
has increased in a cousiderable degree within the last year; and it seems but reasonable to anticipate, that an increase of population will bave
the certain effect of augmenting that source of revenue as well as that derived from importation ut Quebec; with respect to the latter resource, in
which increase is of much more consequence, your committee find that the amount of duties paid at Quebec within the last year, very considerably
exceeds the anticipation of the Inspector General. From the calculations which your comuwittee have made upon the return of merchandize
imported, they believe the proportion of 1-5th of those duties for the year ending 31st December last, will amount to nearly 22000.. The
increasing population of both provinces and the extension of Trade, must, it is conceived, unavoidably augment the revenue, and it is also to be
taken into account, that the duties upon Teas, which are to be imported into Quebec from China will, in future years, add very materially to
our resources. '

Your committee need scarcely observe, that although by the provisions of the Canada trade act this province is secured in the receipt of 1-5th
of the amount of duties collected at the Port of Quebec, that proportion has ceased to be the established allowance since July last, and that it now

depends upon the decision of arbitrators, one of whom is to be appointed by His Majesty to make such other distribution of the revenue as may

Afer examining the Estimates and veports, the considerations remuining to be weighed, are, the probable influence of the projected improvements
upon our security and welfare, the scale on which they should be attempted, the expense at .which they.can be accomplished, and
the means of meeting that expense, the time at which they may and ought to he undertaken, and in what order,

Upon all these pointé the Commissivners have offered very valuable remarks ; and the Committee may without any cepsuruble fajlure in their
duty, forbear much additional observation of their own upon points upon which great diversity of opinions wil) undoubtedly prevail,
however much they may be discussed. becanse they involve considerations o various in their nature, and so conbined a view must
be tuken of the several questions, that it would be vain to pretend to demonstrate satisfuctorily the precise conclusion to which the
gugg: stion of the Commissioners ought under all circumstances to lead.

THE JOINT COMMITTEE,

To whom was referred the Report of the Conmissioners appointed under the Provinciat
Statute 4th Geo. V. Chap. 22d, for settling the affuirs of the pretended Bank of
Upper Canada and also the petition of John Cumming, Esq. and others, praying
that they may be relieved from the yestriction tmposed upon them by the said
Statute in respect to the alienation of their real estate have considered the malters
referred to them and agreed to the following report :—

The Conmittee hvine examined the provisions of the statute above mentioned, and of that passed last segsion in amendnient, amd having perused
the report of the Commissioners, cunnot but exprese theiv regret that since the Legisluure deemed it expedicntto {nterfere, their
interpositien should huve proved, ltherto, 10 very ineffectyal.

Notwithstinding the measures of the Commissivacers, detailed in the present and in their preceding report, the creditors are to this moment
wholly unsatisfied. and the only object which the Legislatre could have had in view remnins unaccomplished,  So far as the interssts
of those persans are concerned, whom it was the desire of the Legislature to protect, it is to litile purpose to examine whetlier the
obstucles complained of by the Commiisvioners as obstructing their proceedmngs were rexlly insurmountible and whether in the
execution of those powers committed to them, they pursued always the wost judicious course.

The great crror, in the opinion of the Committee, seems to have been in the particular mode of interlerence udopted by the Logislature, and lthough
it is probable that most, if uel all, of the diffizultics which undoubtedly were leil in the way of the Cammissioners, might, if foreszen
have been effectually removed ; the Committee arc of opimon that a systany more simple might huve been adopled which would
have affurded a speedier and more certuin indemmty tu the public, with lusy chance of igjury to the Stockholders or directors
of the institutior.

To the last considiration the Commiftee woulkl not willingly appear 16 atfach loo much conseqnence because they ave sensible that the Stoc kholilers,
when they ereated an institation in direct violition of a positive statate are mily answerable for all the bl consequences ta the public,
thouzh they may have arisen entively (rom the misconduct of directors who must bave buen chosen by *hemselves, aud with respect
to the Direetors, the sime reasoning applivs with additional (oree,  On the other hond bowever, s security 0 the public was most
probably the only moative for Legisiative interfereace, the Committee conceive, that conrse wusto be proierred which was bkely o
altain that olject with the least injury to the aveosintion because the indirect penalty, which, under any haw of this kind, would fil}
upon the Stockbolders und Directors, must fall unequally and wight very probubly be most injt}riou: to those who budthe loast share
in producing the mischief, nod who would nevertheless be least willing to endeavour improperiy to evade the consequences,

$t appears o the comuittce, that instead of taking owt of the hds of the assaciation the manngement of their affuirs, it wonld have been more
prudent aud every way less objectionable to have enabled them to comped the payment of debts contracted with them and to have
made it their interest to settle with their creditors with the teast pusnible delay-~taking care to provide an ultmate recourse upan
the property of the Stockbolders tor making good sny deficiency,

These results could, in the opinion of the committee, have been best accomplished by an act centaining the provisions of the Bill which they naw

bog teave to report—and which they are aware, would bave been liable tomuch less exceplion had it been adopled before intorfe.
reace in apother manner had been attempted  The committee have not fuiled to consider tha objections which may be arged hy

the Stockholders agninst putting ma'ters on this footing at so Lie u pariod, but at the same lime, they are sensible that the Legisiature
hiul no other object in view hut the protection of the publir, and that if they hava hitherto failed in extending relief, the persons
creating the illegal ingtitution have, neither in the meaagement of it, nor hy their conduct since it failure, established any claim 0
a cansideration that should now intesfrre with the public interest.

T'he commitice regret much to find how beavy an expense has been incurred by the commissioners in the dhctfargc of & very arduous and
disagreeable duty inpased on them by the Legislature for which no remuncration whatever was pr?vxded, they have exunned the
accounts which shesw that the sum of €114 7 9 has been aztunlly disbursed hy the commirsioners from their private means and that
for £377 2 11 they ate still movally, if not legally, responsible:

'Fhe propricty of taking this cloim of the commis<ioners into immediate consieration need not be enforced by the committee,
