freedom from rest-access to Your Excellency whenever the publié service may
require it; and that the most favourable construction be put upon all their proceedings:
And for myself I have to intreat that any error of mine may not be imputed to the
Assembly."

Then the President of this House said-

" I leave you to your deliberations with the heartfelt prayer that Providence may
bless them for the peace and prosperity of the Province."

House, would, next year, make a dissolution expedient for the purpose of, admitting to
the right of suffrage a new class of voters, under the ballot system, and thereby secar,
ing in the fHouse of Assembly a more reliable exponent of public opinion in reference
to ail the great Ileading questions of publip policy."
