Mir. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly ;

I have to announce to you that His Majesty lias been graciously pleased to leave to their
operation all the Acts ofthis Legislature passed in March, June and September; 1834, with
two exceptions.

" The Act fo- increasing the number of Representatives in the House of Assembly is sus-
p'ended for the signification of His Majesty's pleasure. The questionsg raised by this Act are
of so much importance that His Majesty is unwilling to pronounce any decisiori upon then
antil after some further experience shall have been obtained of the practical effects, whether
beneficial or otherwise,of the representative system as at present in force, and so recently estab-
lished in Newfoundland."

Of the "Act for declaring all property in Newfoundland Real Chattels," the proviso at
the endof the first Clause is deiemed objectionable. I am consequently directed to "recoin-
ùiend to you to pass an Act, in amendnent of the present, for tue repeal of this provision; and
'i the mean timne His Majesty's decision will be suspended."

The only Act of the last Session, upon which H is Majesty's pleasure has been signified to
mre is that "for liniting- the duration of the Parliament of this Colony." H is Majesty has
suspended his decision upon this Act also, in consequence of a peculiarity in its form; but it is
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left to you to prepare a Bill " in the appropriate style, as the enactnent of the Governor,
Council and llouse of Assembly," to which I an empowered to assent on HIis Majesty's behalf,

I an authorizel by Ilis Majesty's Government to suggest the expediency of dating the
comniencenent of the qua(rennial period of the present House of Assenbly from the close of
this Session, so that its existence may be legally continued till 1810, should circunstances
render unadvisable an earlier dissolution.

"If the Local Legislature shall be willing to leave in the hands of the Executive Govern-
ment suci a discretion, it wvill be satisfactory to His Majesty to learn that the proposed law bas
been framed in that muanner." I am, iowever, expressly directed to inform you, that this is
a inatter entirely for your consideration; and let your determination respecting it be what it
mnay, the Bill vill not require a suspendiig Clause.

Extracts ofthe Despatches fron lis Majesty's Principal Secretary of State for the Colo-
nies shall be prepared for you. that you may be fully acquainted with the objections made to
the proviso of the second, and to the fori of the last naned Act.

Mr. Speaker an d Gent!eien of the Honse of J1sseiily;

It affords me much gratification to inform you that the Revenue has proved so produc.
tive as to enable me to call in the " Treasury Notes," all interest upon vhich accordingly ceased
on the 19thi day of December.

The estimate for the approaching finiancial year shall be laid before you without delay.
H is Majesty's Government lias decided that the.Brig "I Maria," hitherto attached to the

service of this Island, shal no longer be supported by ihe Parent State; you will therefore
resolve whether she shall be maintained in future by Colonial resources, or disinissed.

In the latter case [ shall be compelled to forego my intended inspection of the Out-Ports
in the ensuing summer, unless you think proper to provide some other similar means of con-
veyance.

I have been directed to defray the charge of keepiiig the "Government Buildings" in
repair from the Rent Fund, when sufficient for that purpose. This item will consequently
not appear upon the estimate for 1836.

I can assure you of my continued desire to practise the strictest economy in the public
expenditure.

MIr. President and Honorable Gentlenen of the Council;

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of tle House of ssembly;

I arn desirous of offering for your early and careful deliberation the important subject of
the Magistracy and Police.

Althougli great good is derived from the exertions of Gentlemen in the Commission of
the Peace, yet an entire abandonment of private pursuits, and an exclusive gratuitous devotion
to public interests, cannot reasonably be expected.

You vill relleet whether the number of Stipendiary Magistrates may be advantageously
enlarged; and whethersuch Funclionaries, aided by ionorary services and supported by a sufli-
cient Constabulary, would not prove most effectual in the maintenance of individual safety and
general tranquillity. Prevention of crime is ever better than punishmert; but when, as bas
very lately occurred in a small District of this Government. the processes of Justice are resisted
-its Oflicers maltreated-and its mandates defied-it becomes my lirst duty to assert the
supremacy and vindic-ate the dignify of the laws.

I request your attention to a dilemma in which I may find myself placed by the want:of
soie retiring allowance for worn-out public servants.

Whîen there is no alternative between retaining a man in a post for which age or infirmity
bas rendered him unfit, and consigning hiin for the remainder of his days to wretchedness and
destitution, it is clear that the very principle ofhumanity is brought into operation against the
publie welfare.

Having pointed out what seems of highest consequence, inasmuch as without securityof
person and property there cati be no happiness, I would next propose the encouragement of
Education-some aid will be well bestowed on the different Associations for the promotion of
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that beinevolent purpose; and this I know, if given at all, will be given with perfect im-
partiality.

In connection vith this subject I have further to observe that the foundation of a publie
seminary for the higher branches of lea;ning, and useful and elegant accomplishiments, would
do honour to our society; and spare its wealthier and iniddle classes the painful necessity of
parting from tleir Children at an age when parental care and supervision are supremely
requisite.

I will cause to be laid before you copies of the Instructions under which Surveyors are
marking out Roads, in pursuance of your votes and intentions; as also of such reports as have
been, or shall bc, made by thei. Froi one of these Gentlemen i have received very grati-
fying accounts of the character ofthe soil on the line between St. John's and the Bay of Bulls.

The sui as yet allotted for this judicious preliminary survey will not be sufficient to cover
the expense, but the G uardians of hie public purse will feel with nie the great advantage of a
liberal appropriation of noney to an object so essential as a ready communication between the
scattered Settlements of thisexteinsive Colony.

The Iospital at River Ilead in its present state is, I regret to say, rather a disgrace than a

credit to the Community. I commend it to your protection and] will joyfully resign any rights
of Government therein provided you wili couvert it into a public institution. An addit:.onal
wing should be built; and special care should likewise be taken for the separate accommoda-
tion of Lunatics-both in compassion to thein, and in commiseration of other patients wlho nov
suffer extreiely fron the occasional turbulence of those unfortunate creatures.

We have of late been enduring a severe infliction of Small Pox, which lias comnitted
great ravages amongst the Inhabitants of St. John's and its vicinity. This evil has been ag-

gravated by the unhappy prejudice existing against vaccination, a discovery which, duly
appreciated and universally and properly applied, would, if it filed wholly to eradicate the

disease, at least render it nearly innocuous-and might therefore well be ranked amid the
greatest blessings of Providence.

It appears to me that an arrangement for the diffusion of Vaccination, and the free distribu.
tion of lymph, with printed directions and instructions for its use, might be united with the pro-
posed establishment of a public Hospital.

You will perceive, by documents vhich shall be forwarded, that a portion of Land on

" Churcli [ ill" was granted by Government as a site for the construction of a Market Place.
Several years having elapsed without any progress being made towards the accomplishment
of that project, the lease of the property, wvhich had been surrendered on a precise stipulation
that it was to be so employed, is now reclained; and unlessyou combine this measure with that
of a suif able structure for the accommodation of the Legislature in Session, the opportunity of
su convenient a situation will be lost.

An accurate Census of our population is a de.siderahni. Provision should be made for its
correct and periodical repetition, to facilitate which I would recommend its not being mixed
up ivitil other points of Statistics.

In my address at the commencement of the past year, I alluded to our difficulties and the
financial crisis at which we had then arrived. We are now in a very different position-our
debt is discharged-our coffers are well supplied.

The impost by which this change lias been effected bas not operated injuriously in any
particular. There lias been no diminution of imports, or enhancenient of prices beyond the
ordinary fluctuations of trade.

Should the Revenue beallowed to remain upon its present footing, with modifications ré.
sulting from further experience, the prudent application of such a surplus Fund to infernal
objects will produce improvements which, a few years since, could not bave beei contemplated.
Industry will be exeited by the constant: demand for labouïr-Artisans and Mechanics will
resort to us in greater numbers-and agriculture, the beneficial effects of which are already
felt in the increased abundance and reduced cost of produce, will advance with accelerated
rapidity.

your Excellency for your Speech at the opening of the present Session of the Legislature, beg
leave te assure your Excellency that we will take into our serious consideration the modifica-
tions recoinnended by lis Majesty to be made in those Acts of former Sessions to which your
Excellency has informed us lis Majesty bas been pleased to withhold hisassent.

We are fully sensible of the imperfect ansd ineflicient state of the Magistracy and Police
of the Island; and ve are prepared earnestly to devote our attention and endeavours, in ce-
operation with the other branches of the Legislature, te improve and render more efficient se
important a branch of the publie Institutions of the Colony.

We also concur with your Excellency in the views which you have expressed of the
advantages the public would derive by the adoption of some Legislative provisions for the pro-
motion of general Education.

We are also sensible of the necessity that exists for the speedy completion of public
Èoads, in order to obtain the means of a practicable communication by land, between the
principal Settlements of the Coloiy.

The permanent establishment of a Hospital, under Legislative provisiois for its efficient
support, is an object which the Legislature cannot, we conceive, in regard to their distressed
and indigent fellow creatures, afflicted by accident or disease, longer defer, without involving
a violation of the great laws of charity, humanity and justice.

We also concur with your Excellency that it is much to be desired that measures be
adopted for obtaiding periodically an accurate Census of the Population of the Colony.

We receive with great satisfaction, the assurances of your Excellency of the llourishing
condition of the financial resources of the Colony, which bas enabled your Excellency to dis-
charge the debt created by the issue of Treasury Notes, an expedient to which we earinestly
hope the Legislature will never again find occasion to resort.

While therefore ive are assurëd by your Excellency that the Revenué holds forth the
reasonable promise of a surplus fund, we entirely concur with the sentiments expressed by
your Excellency, that such fund should be prudently applied to internal objects of improve-
ment and public benefit to the Colony; and we consider that the Ground on "Church ill,"
lieretofore proposed as the site of a public Market, might be benelicially applied to that
purpose, upon a plan enbracing also the erection of a public Building now become absolutely
indispensable for the uses of the Legislature, whose continuance in the occupation of the
Court House is already felt as inconvenient ami extremely detrimental to the Judicial and
Magisterial Departments of the public service.

The I instructions are in the following words:-

The Liatructions. The Council have requested this Conference witl the House of Assembly on the subject
of the Bill for establishing a Classical Academy at Saint, John's, with the nost earnest desire
to render the Bill as efficacious as possible, in order to the complete achieveient of its impor-
tant purposes; embracing as the Bill does in the measures it proposes, the interests of the
whole conimnunity, and in particular those of the middle orders of society.

The Couîncil do not concur in the provisions of the second clause of the Bill, limitinig the
authority of the Trustees an(d Directors in their Ollice to the period of Twvo Years, because
thîey consider that frequent elections of new OfFicers in sucli an Institution would be likely to
produce changes in the system of management and discipline prejudicial to the improvement
of the Seholars ; and because it is obvious that the arrangeuments required in the selection of
Masters, &c, must necessarily absorb a considerable portion of the first year; and the Trustees
and Directors would not probably be enabled, within the remainder of their Iimited term, to
judge by that experience whicli a fair trial alone can afford, of the effect and propriety of
those rules which may, in the inception of the Institution, he established for its government.

This frequent change in the Directýion would also render the appointmnent of the Masters
so exceedingly precarious that the diffliculty of procuring those of adequate attainments inci-
dent to the peculiar and very unusual provisions of this Bill, would be materially enhanced.

The Council seeing that by the provisions of the .5th Clause, Clergymen and Teachers of
Religion, are excluded fromn being elected as Masters, and that by such exclusion the Insti-
tution will be deprived of the advantages to be attained by a selection of Masters among so
large a section of the most learned and best educated portion of society, consider it the more
requisite to ensure the selection of eficiently qualified Teachers, by requiring that the
Masters shall be Graduates of some University or College in the United Kingdom, or in
some one of the British possessions abroad, and the Council have introduced a provision to
that effect.
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In the Sixth clause of the Bill, it is provided that there shall be three Masters appointed
to the Academy, who shall severally be paid the Sums of £350, £250 and £250 per annum,
in full for all services, exclusive of House-rent, Coals and Candle-light; and in order to pay
which Salaries, and other expenses aforesaid, together with other charges incidental to the
said Academy, the Sum only of Six Hundred Pounds is provided by the Bill.

The Council seeingso great a discrepancy in the provisions of this clause, wherein the
ascertained expenses, exclusive of the contingencies (which must necessarily be considerable
on the first establishment of the Institution,) exceed the provisions of the Bill by the Sum of
£250, can refer the incompatibilities of such provisions alone, to a clerical oversight or
omission; and have therefore supplied in the second line of the clause, such words as appear
to them to have been accidentally omitted in the Bill, and which appear necessary in order
to render the clause consistent and intelligible.

The Council have proposed,by an A mendment in the last clause of the Bill, to extend the
term of its operation to Ten instead of Five Years, under a conviction that so short a period
would not allow a reasonable prospect of placing the Institution on a successful footing, in the
first instance, or afford time sufficient to mature or even develope the benefits which are
sought to be obtained by its means, parti':ularly when it is considered that the Institution can
scarcely be brought into operation within a period much less than a year.

The Council are impressed with the belief that if the Bill be limited to Five Years, the
ditliculty of obtaining conpetently qualified Masters will be greatly increased, for it appears
to them obvious that few persons of character and talent would be induced by Salaries so
moderate to leave their native Country, and abandon their connexions, under the prospect
of their appointment terminating at the end of Five Years.

Be it therefore enacted, by the Governor, Couneil, and Assembly of Newfoundland, that
for the carrying into effect the objects and purposes of this Act, and for the constant and
ordinary management and disposal of the Monies iitended to be raised and collected hereby,
there shall be elected, in manner and forn lereinafter provided, a Board of Fifteen Directors
in each of the several Electoral Districts of this Colony, as the:same are divided in and by
1lis Majesty's Royal Proclamation, Seven of whom shall form a quorum for the transaction
of business.

Il.-And be it further enacted, that for the purpose of electing such Directors in each
respective District, it shall and may be lawful for the Owners and Masters of Vessels owned
in the said several Districts, and in such District or Districts where there nay not be thirty
Registered Vessels, then for the Owners and Masters of all Vessels owned in each District,
together with the Planters and Boat-Keepers residing therein, on the second Monday in May
now next ensuing, upon ten days public notice being given by one or more of the Justices of
the Peace in each District of the time and place of meeting, to meet and assemble respectively
at the following places in their several Districts, and then and there for so many of such
Persons as shall be present to elect from among themselves Directors for such Districts;-
that is to say, Saint Joh n's, in the District of Saint John's; H arbour-Grace, in the District of
Conception Bay ; Trinity, in the District of Trinity ; Bonavista, in the District of Bonavista;
Twillingate, in the District of Fogo; Ferryland, in the District of Ferryland ; Placentia,
in the District of Placentia and Saint Mary's; Burin, in the District of Burin; Harbour-
Britain, in the District of Fortune Bay:-4nd the Persons who shall be elected by a majority
of sucl Owners and Masters of Vessels, or other Persons as aforesaid lawfully present and
votiig at such meetings, shall be Directors for the purposes of this Act for the said several
Districts for which they shall respectively be so elected: Provided alivays, that should no
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sucli election take place on the day aforesaid, it shall be lawfuil for any Justice of the Peace
to appoint a subsequent day for that purpose.

III.-And be it further enacted, that the said Directors so elected in the several Districts
of this Colony and its Dependencies, shall be and continue in such Office for the period of
four years from the said second Monday of May, when a new election of*such Directors shall
take place in manner and form aforesaid, and so thereafter at the end of every further period
of four vears.

IV.-And be it further enacted, that the Rates and Ducs hereinafter authorized to be
assessed, levied and collected in each District, together with all other Monies, Goods and
Chattels, Lands and Tenemlîents, which shall coie into the Iands or possession of the said
several Boards of Directors, or be in any manner appropriated towards the endowinent of, or
to or for the use and purposes of, the several Ilospitals to he founded under the provisions of
this 4ct, shall be vested in) the said Boards of Directors respectively, to and for the use, bene-
fit, maintenance, anid support of the said lospitals.

V.-And be it further enacted, that eaci Board of' Directors shall elect from aniong
themselves a President and Vice President, and shall have power from time to time to ap-
point, and at their picasure reniove, a Treasurer and Sccretary, vith such other Officeri as
shall to them appear necessary, for managng the affaiirs and business of the said Boards, and
shall also have poier to provide priper Medical andi other attendance upon the Sick who
may from tinie to time bc received into the said Ilospitals, or who niay bc ordered to be
relieved as Out-Patients.

VI.-- And be it further enactei, that it shall and may be laivul for the said Boards of
Directors. in their respective Distriets, to iake Rules and Regulations as to the mode and
nanner of receiving and disposing of the Rates aidl Dues hereby imposed, and of affording
and granting relief to the Persons entitled to the benelit of this Act, for the management of
the respective Hospitals, and also for the regulating of the limes and manner of the Meeting.s
of the said Directors iii their several Districts, and other general purposes; Provided the
sane be not in any wise repugnant to this Act.

VII.-And be it further eacted, hat it shall and may be lawful for the said Boards of
Directors, in their several iDistricts, froni tiie to lime to appoint under them Collectors for
the purposes of this Act, who are hereby authorized within their respective Districts to receive
ail Rates and Dues imposed under or by virtue of this Act; and such Collectors shall seve-
rally keep clear and distinct Books of Accounts of all Rates, Dues, and Sums of Monîey by
then respectively received, together viti the names of the Seanen, Fisiermen, or other
Persons, on account of whom the sane may be received ; and the said Collectors shall
account for and pay ail sums of Montey so received by them at such times and il such manner
as the respective Boards of Directors of each District shall require; and sucl Collectors shall
severally be allowed for the due collection and payment of such Monies received by them,
such compensation as such Boards of' Directors shall respectively award ami determine.

VIII.-And he it further enacted, that aIL Masters, Mates and Seainen above the age of
Seventeen Years, belonging to ail or any Ships or Vessels which are registered or owned or
employed in the Coasting Trade or Fisheries of this Colony and its Dependencies, shall
severally pay and contribute towards the purposes of this Act a suin at the rate of Six Pence
per man per month in each year in which such Master, Mate, or Seanan, respectively, shall
be employed ; and each and every Master, Shareman, Sealer, and Servant, engaged in or
about the Seal Fishery, shall pay for the aforesaid purposes the smn of Three Pence in the
Pound on the full amount of his or their respective wages or shares arising frot the Sealing

IX.-And be it further enacted, that the Master of each and every Ship or Vessel as
aforesaid, and each and every Planter or other Person carrying on a Fishery in this Colony or
its Dependencies, shall, and they are hereby respectively required to, retain and stop from»
time to time from and out of the respective wages or shares of each Seaman, Fisherman,
Shoreman, Sealer, and Servant, as aforesaid, under the command or in the service ami
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eniploy ofsuch Master, Planter or other Person as aforesaid, all such respective Rates and
Dues as aforesaid whichshall be oving and payable by each respective Seaman, Fisherman,
Sealer, Shoreman and Servant as aforesaid ; and each and every suci Master, and every such
Planter or other Person carrying on a Fishery in this Colony or its Dependenciesshall keep
a correct Muster-RoIl of his respective Seaniein, Fishermen, Sealers, Shorenien, and other

XI.-And be it further enacted, that if any of the Rates or Dues aforesaid, or any Suni or
Sums of Money vested in the said Boards of Directors, or applicable for the purposes of this
Act,shall happen to be due by, or in the hands ofany Person or Persons living or residing or
carrying on Trade in this Colony who nmay beconie Bankrupt or be declared J"solvent the
full amount of the Monies, so respectively due orowed, shall be first paid out of the Estate
and Effects of such Bankrupt or Insolvent before any other paynient or dividend thereof shall
be niade.

XII.-And be it further enacted, thIt eachî and everv Seanman, Fisieriain, or other
Person having paid Rates or Dues under this Act, and who may be afflictei vith sickness, or
inay have inicurred any severe bodily injury, shall, on application tu the Board of Directors of
the District in which he nay then be, be entitled to such relief as the nature of his case mxayrequire ; and the Board of Directorsof such District shal be entitled to claim the expenses
incurred for such sick or disabled Person froni the Board of Directors of that District in which
such Person paid the last yearly Dues.

XII[.-And be it'further enacted, that each and every ofthe Collectors ofRatesand Duci
who niay be appointed under this Act, shall, on the reasonable request of any Seaman, Fisher-
man, or other Person, from whon or in whose naie any Rates or Dues Iay have been
received, grant a Certificate, signed with the naine of suci Collector, of the payment of such

in order to obtain Masters of competent talents and acquirements for the purposes of the
Academy.

But even on the opposite supposition, suci an Act would
ncessarily raise that question wifh the French Governmtuent in a forni the most inconvenient
and embarrassing; because the Act, once allowed )y Ilis Majesty, could not be annulled
except by the consent of flte 1-1ouse of Assenbly, however conclusive miglit be the arguments
urged by the Government of France against it, and because every popular feeling in New-
foundland would be opposed to such a repeal. As no practical inconvenience is felt by the
existinîg Rule, which limîits the elective franchise to persons not resident beyond the first ofthe
two Bays, the mischiefs consequent upon tlie passing of sucli a Law would be gratuitously
incurred. Of course, tierefore, you will not give your tissent to any suci Law, if enacted.

of such Servant from his Service or Emplo nient; or in case of any Misdemeanour, Miscar-
ria<eor Ill-behaviour on the part of the Servant, in such his Service or Emuployment, to
punish the Offender either by abatenent of the whole or any part of bis Wages, and the dis-
charge ofsuch Servant fron his Employment, or by fine or imprisonment for any period not
exceeding two nionths, as to such Justice shall seern just and reasonable: Provided always,
that no unpaid Mtagistrate residing within five miles of a Stipendiary Magistrate, shal hear
any complaint under the provisions of this Act.

4.-And be it further enîacted,,that it shall notbe lawful for any Laster or Employerof any
Seanan, Fisherman, Shoreman or other Servant or Labourer, to sell, dispose of in barter or
payment for Wages due or to grow due to any such Seaman, Fisherman, Shoreman or other
Servant or Labourer, any Rum, Brandy, Spirits, Cordials or other Liquor containing Spirits,
nor shall any Rum, Brandy, Spirits, Cordials or other Liquor containing Spirits, be charged in
any Seanian, Fisherman, Shoreian or other Servant or Labourer'sAccount, or be recoverable
in any Court in this Island.

5.-And Whereas the several Laws lieretofore in force in Ihis Island, for the more
effectually securing the payment of Fishermen and Seanen's Wrages having been allowed to
expire, it is but just and reasonable that so much of an Act passed in the Fifth Year of ihe
Reign of Tlis late Majesty entitled " An Act for the better Administration of Justice in New-
foundland, and for other purposes," as declares that Creditors for Current Supplies for the
Fisheries, shall be considered as privileged Creditors uponi the distribution of the Estates of
Insolvent Debtors, should be repealed, to the end that the Merchant, Planter anti Fisherman
be all placed upon the sane footing, and be equally left to their Cornnon Law remedies for
t he reeovery of theirrespective Debts, without any preference being given to the one overthe
other: Be il therefore enacted,that the Twenty-Fifth and T wenty-Sixth Sections of the said in
part recited Act shall be ani the saine are hereby'repealed, and that none of the parties afore-
said shall have any claim or preference the one over the other in obtaining payment of theie
respective Debts, any Law or Custom to the contrary thereof in any wise notwithstanding:

before any Dividend be made thereof amongst any other Creditors.

6.-And be it further enacted, that as often as any person carrying on Trade in Newfound-land; or in any place orTerritory within the Governmeht thereof, shall die, and the Estate andEffects of such Person, shall not be suflicient- to, pay and satisfy all bis or her just Debts, theEstate and Effeets of such Person shall be distributed inlike matner .as the Estate and Effects ofPersons declared Insolvent: Providied always, thatnothing herein contained:shall be construedto affect the right -of any Creditor having a Judgmnent orSpecial secrity forhis or her

If by the provisions of the 3rd clause inserted by the Council as an Amendment to the
Bill, it vere imperative upon Servants and Masters to refer their ditTerences to a single Jus-
tice, the objection of the Assemblv to tis clause would be more apparent ; but since there
are many parts of this Colony, where trifling disputes may arise, and where not more than one
Justice n-ay be found, tle benefits which the Council an ticipate from this provision, would be
nmch dimiishied by requiring the presence of two J ustices instead of one. If the Assembly,
however, upon further reflection, still desire that two Justices instead of one, should be clothed
with the proposed authîority, the Council will not oppose any Amendment in the clause
vhich the Assemnbly may deeni necessary to accomplish this end.

It is with much regret that I find myself conpelled to support the processes of Justice
nt Saint Mary's by the presence of a military force, about to be dispatched, and to be statioied
there until itsservices shall no longer be required.

1 hope that the Inhabitants of that place may have awakened from their delusion, and

that they will not again at lempt to oppose themselves to the -Law. As 1 an rnyselfstrictly
responsible for my conduct, and should be brought to a severe account for any act of
injustice or oppression practised towards the humblest individual, so likewise am I bound to

prevent others from judging in their·own cause.
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Prosecution is not to be confounded with persecution, nor is accusation synonymous
with conviction.

It cannot be too generally inculcated here, that in every case, let the station,
profession or faith of the accused be what it may, his innocence cai be ascertained, or his

guilt established, only by Judicial inquiry.

You will, I feel confident, promote the knowledge of this simple but important truth;
and exert yourselves in your respective Districts to allay angry and sectarian feelings where
such may exist, and to excite and cherish harmony and concord.
