“I hawe na reason
for dﬂsbelleving Mr, Rarr; ‘&  man
evidenily of good repu&ﬁon in the
commaunity, and it ls—nqt for me to
say whether Mr. Parr hmaelt or his
farmhand or his wife, | oy who pat
water ig the milk, if there was water
in it. The wcharge js not:that Mr.
Parr watered his milk,  but . the
charge is he delivered at the factory
milk diluted with water; it dees not
ma;ter how that ‘got there. Mr. Parr
is held respousible according to the
rea of ‘the Act, from the stand-
point of public opinion and. citizen-
ship.  If an enemy of Mr, Parr saw

ve reply to a deputation from tllefﬂt to water his milk what is he go-

ing to do? It looks as though under
the ‘Act & man is responsible for
looking after that milk of his until
it ‘gets to the faetory. It might give
him a good- deal of trouble. Possibly
something’ like that . might have
happened and Mr. Parr bé quite in-
nogent personally.

CENSUS IN GONNECTIONWITH
NATIONAL REGISTRATION

Ottawa, Mar. .19. ~—Plans - for  the
taking of an agricultural _cemsus,
which the Government contemplates
in co-operation with the Provipcial
Departments of Agriculture, appar-
ently have ultimately in view some
measure of direct taxation on the
farming community. . So  far all
farmers are practically exempt from
war taxation on incomes or other
forins of ‘direct = Federal taxation.
But with the imperative need of in-
creased revenues to meet the bur-
den of the war and its aftermath,
the Government realizes that -in-
creased direct taxation - fafling  on'
éverything must eome. ' As yet there
is' no adequate or detailed informa-
tion as to farmers’ annual profits or
wealth. To" sequre this and as a
basis on which to determine’any
further measure; of direct taxation
as suggested, the agricultural cen-
sus is to be made. It will be in the
form of questionairies sent out -to
each farmer asking for data as to
his revenues and expengitures, the
value of" hls land, stock, ‘buildings
ete., the net. return on his invest-
ment after ‘allowing ' a reasonable
amount for the labor:of himself and
family, and.all othef information
tending to show as accurately as pos-
sible the financial status and yearly
income of each farmer.

Details as to the method and time
of taking fhe census are still tosbe
gettled, but it s probable it will be'
made in conuection with the coming
national registration next June.

The
relief funds, including the million
pounds steérling ‘appropriated by the
Imperial Government, five million
dollars by the Canadian Government
and three millions by general sub-
seription, reach the sum of about
thirteen million dollars.

Jt is estimated that four million
dollars are required for emergency
relief, temporary housing, hospital
and medical attendance, living allow-
ances, etc., extending over the cur-
