A lit-
tle Indian viilage in western Hon-
duras, and the river on which it lies
keep the name of Copan alive to day
To visit the ruine of the great Copan
you must eeek out this village by
traip and then 8o & long journey on
horse-back., Just beyond the village
lieg the old Maya metropolis.

The only inbabitants of Copan to-
day are queer figures of the Maya
gods, that peer out of unexpected
hiding places llke the creaturee of a
bad dream, Wonderfully carved many
of them are, grotesque in attitude and
expression, according to the artists’
conception of the beinge of the other
world.

When Copan flovrished, how it fell,
and what became of its last people,
no one knows. The city is as deso-

late as only a deserted city can be,

South African Ostrich is a True
Monogamist.

Fifty-five vears ago the ostrich was
pot a domesticated bird in South
Africa, Trpe, a few wild ostriches
bhad been captured and kept in cap-
tivity for private or public exhiihition
but no attempt appeare to have been

mwade to farm them seriously The
few ostrich feathers that reached
European markets were from wild
ostriches, and, commercially, were
considered much damaged. Neverthe-
less they fetched over high prices,
which naturally drew the attention

f South Africa to the possibilities of
lae osirich-feather trade
The more venturesome &tock-breed-
ers and epeculators practically start-
ed the present exteneive ostrich
farm!ng industry by offering very
high prices for egge, chicke, or full-
grown birds. The Kalahari—the fav-
orite haunt of the wild ostrich—was
wearched for eggs and chicks, but the
demand for eome time continued to
exceed the supply.

Ae the egges are In
greater danger of wild animale by
night this mutual arrangement be-
tween the parent birds is as obvious
ae instructive On tne approach of
danger, the parent bird eitting on the
nest will put {te neck and head flat
on the ground in front of it, for by
doing &0 it can be easily mistaken
for an ant-heap or low bueh Even
while going in eearch of food it may
reeort to this deception

In the domestic state they retain
the characteristic. In course of time
they will no doubt cecee to be mono-
gamiets—a fate that seems ever to
await animals eelected by man for

There is the eye, for instance. Here
we have one of the most wonderful
mechanisms known to man. All eyes
differ, and in addition to that there
is what we might call the setting
There are hazels with deep sockets,
blues with prominent brows, browns
with soft overhanging skin, and so

on

Then there is the index of expres-
sion—surely a source of inexhaustible
variety. Who does not know the cold,
steely glare of the man without a
soul, or the flashing eyes which speak
of ardor, love, passion.” Between
those extremes there are countless
shades.

A police officer declared to the
writer that it is possible that scien-
tists will one day discover a means
of identification by the eyes

‘But the camera,” he adds, “holds
out most hope. All that is wanted is
a system of photographing the num-
berless details which go to make up
the human eye Here is a vast field
for inventors A fortune awaits the
successful man.”
