The situation most favorable for 
this purpose would be some elevat­
ed position, which was nailed “cap- 
itolinm," from “ caput," the head; 
hence our word capitol. From this 
eminence the cognate tribes could 
be summoned by signals, usually 
the lowering ot a flag. This custom 
of keeping a flag waving while n.y 
danger was near continued for sev­
eral centuries at Rome until it was 
considered a guarantee of peace 
and harmony, and all ielt «4 cure as 
long as the flag floated from the 
Janiculum bill. It is interesting to 
note in this connection that a flag 
may be seen above our houses of 
congress as long an these bodies are 
in session.

At this point, in the earlie

WINTER DAIRYING

To make the best success in 
dairying in winter it is necessary 
to make preparations in advance. 
One of the principal items 
must be looked after some time 
ahead is to have cows that will 
come in fresh. To this end the 
cows should be bred late in the 
tall or early winter, taking care of 
coarse to have them in a good, 
thnfty condition when bred and 
to breed them to bulls of good 
dairy breeds and from flood strains.

Another item that must be be 
looked after in good seafon is good 
feed. Clover or millet hay or the 
best of corn fodder makes the 
best single feed. Bran, middlings 
andoilmeal can nearly always be 
bought as needed, but in many 
cases a supply can be obtained at 
less cost in the summer than at 
any other season.
