—Business of the First Day Was Only

Ottawa, Aug. 19.—The first session
of the elghth Parllament of Canada
will be formally opened to-morrow, the
preliminary pbusiness of electing a
Speaker having been attended to to-
day.

The Senate adjourned during plea-
sure, when Sir Henry Strong entered,
took the chair in his capacity as De-
puty Governor, and black rod W

o

MR. SPEAKER EDGAR.

{nstructed to summons faithful Com-=
mons: 'This having been done, the
Commons were duly informed that his
Excellency did not see fit to declare
the reasons for summoning Parliament
until the Commons had elected their
Speaker. So with this slap in the eye
the faithful Commoners went back to
their own House and proceeded to
carry out the gubernatorial injunction.

The visit to the Senate did not take
long. Settled once more in their places
in the Commons, there was a pguse
whéni Mr. Laurier entered. The lead-
er of the Government looked splck and
span. Ie wore a black morning coat
and vest and grey trousers, and care
ried a new silk hat, cane and tan
gloves in his hands. His followers
cheered him enthusiastically,

The Clerk called order, and the Pre-
mied rose. Addressing Dr.Bourinot, he
said that in accordance with the mtie
“mation just conveyed by the repre-
sentative of the Crown, and according
to the well.known usages of Parlia-
ment, the duty now devolved upon the
House to select a Speaker. He pro-
ceeded to speak of the importance of
the position, how in the old days the
Speaker was the channel of communi-
cation between the Commons and the
Crown, and how important the duties
were at a time when the relations be-
tween the Crown and the Commons
were hazy and urdefined. A In later
years they had become more clearly
defined, and now embraced almost
wholly the dutles of presiding over de=
liberations of the Commons, The occu-
pant of the positien required to be pos=
gessed of a sound and prompt fude-
ment, a judicial mind, a thorough
knowledge of the law and consti-
tution of Parliament, fairness and im-
partiality.

He submitted thatin all these re-
spects Mr. Edgar was well gqualified
to be Speaker of the House. Old mem-
bers agreed with him that in Mr. Ed-
gar's hands the rights and privileges
of the Commons would be in safe keep-
ing.that he would discharge the duties
with favor to none, and with fear
of none that he would in-
deed be the first Commoner in the
land. He moved, seconded by Sir
Richard Cartwright, that Mr. J. D,
Edgar, member for West Ontario, do
take the chair of this House as Speak-

er.

Sir Charles Tupper, who was receive
ed with loud- Opposition cheers, said
he did not rise for the purpose of op-
posing the motion. On the contrary,
he believed the duties of the high ofe
fice of Speaker would be discharged
with great ability and impartiality by
the hon. gentleman just named, but
he desired to expfress the regret of
members of the Opposition that it had
been found necessary to depart from
the time-honored principle of electing
alternately a French or English Speake
er. (Hear, hear, and some oh, nos.)
That was the uniform practice of the
House, and while not making any ex-
ception to the appointment of Mr.
Edgar he could only express his re
gret that the customary practice had
been departed from. (Opposition
cheers.)

Dr. Bourinot put the motion to the
House and declared Mr. Edgar duly
elected Speaker.

The new Speaker was thereupon es-
corted to the dais by Mr. Laurier and
Sir Richard Cartwright, and the mace,
insignia of authority, was placed on
the table.

The new Speaker, standing on_the
second step of the dais, conveyed to
the House his sincere and hearty
thanks for the high honor done him by
electing him as Speaker. He sald it
would be his pleasure as well as his
duty to endeavor to deserve this high
honor by dealing with all questions
which came before him officially with
firmness and impartiality. He was
fully sensible of his own unfitness for
this position, but he relied confidents
ly on the co-operation of the hon.
members on both sides to assist him in
maintaining their rules and regulas
tions, in vindicating their rights and
privileges, and in preserving the free-
dom and dignity of debate according
to ancient usages. (Applause.) Mr.
Edgar repeated his observations in
very good French,and was on the con=
cluston thereof loudly applauded by
both sides. He then took the chalir.

On motion of Mr. Laurier the Com-
mons then adjourned.

Ottawa, Aug. 20.—Probably the larg-
est crowd ever assembled to witness
the opening of Parliament was that
which turncd out to-day. The wea-
ther was beautiful, and as it was the
Capital's Civic Holiday, hundreds of
Ottawa people, who rarely have an Op=
portunity of witnessing the opening or
closings of Parliament, took advan-
tage of the occasion. 1t was three

o'clock when  the Governor-General
reached the Senate Chamber, ‘His Ex-
cellency's carriage being accompanied
by the usual escort of Dragoons. En- |

The formal proceedings then clsed.

Ottawa, Aug. 21.—There was a brief
but not uninteresting session of the
House to-day,in which two orders were
wiped off the initial paper and an ex-
change of opinions passed between the
Premier and the leader of the Oppo=
sition as to when the correspondence
relating to the resignations of thé late
Government should be laid on the
table. The Speaker informed the
House, and the new members particu-
larly, that when questions on the pa-
per were not asked of motions moved,
they should either be dropped or stand
at the request of -the mover.

At the opening of the House seven
petitions for private bills were pre-
sented. The BSpeaker said with the
consent of the House he would re-
cognize the practice that if any ques-
tion on the order paper was not ask-
ed or a motion moved that the order
should be ‘considered dropped unless
allowed to stand at the request of the
Government.

Sir H. G. Joly informed Mr. Wood
that it was not the intention of the
Government to make any changes this
year as to the selection of graln stan-
dards which would require any amend-
ment of the Inspection Act. The de-
partment was considering  several
minor features which the Act permits
to be dealt with departmentally, but
he was unable to state positively that
any changes would be made this year.

Sir Henry also informed Mr. Wood
that it was not the intention of the
Government to adopt the metric sys-
tem of weights and measures in lieu
of the system now in force in Canada.
It . was pragtically optional now un-
der the statute.

On a motion to adjourn, Mr. Laurler
stated with regard to the correspond-
ence between the late Prime Minlster
and the Governor-General, which Sir
Charles Tupper had asked for yester-
day, the Government had the assent
of His Excellency that the correspond-
ence should be brought down as soon
as the address was passed.

Sir Charles Tupper said it was very
desirable to have this correspondence
previous to the passage of the address.
There was no reason why it should be
withheld. As it involved a great con-
stitutional question it was very destr-
able that the House should have an
opportunity of discussing that matter
in connection with the passing of the
address. It was usual for Ministerial
explanations either from those who
had formed the new Ministry or those
who had held portfolios in the retiring
Ministry to be submitted to Parlia-
ment at the very earliest possible mo=
ment. The House and the country
were entitled to knoaw as early as pos-
sible the circumstances attending the
resignation of one Government and the
formation of another. He hoped there-
fore the First Minister would recon-
sider that matter and, having obtain-
ed the assent of the Governor-General
to bring down the correspondence, he
should not delay its presentation to
Parliament.

Mr. Laurier said he had serious
doubts as to the constitutionality of
the contention that_ this correspond-
ence should be brought down and for:
part of the debate on the address. ?;
this matter was going to be discussed
it should be debated as a question of
propriety by itself and not mixed up
with the address. As for any Mipis-
terial explanations regarding the Cab-
inet changes, he was not aware that
any were necessary, when a new Gov-
ernment was formed consequent upon
the result of an appeal to the people,
He thought the better plan would ba
to discuss the address, simply the ques-
tions arising out ot the speech from
the throne. When the papers were
laid before the House and they in-
volved any controversial matter an op+
portunity would be given to discuss

hem.

Sir Charles Tupper stated that the
correspondence affected the very point
at issue. The resignation of the late
Government had a most important
bearing on the situation, and he hoped
the First Minister would give his most
careful consideration and see his way
clear to bring the papers down with
as little delay as possible.

Mr. Laurier informed the leader of
the Opposition that the statement of
the Governor-General's warrants would
be presented to the House on Monday.

Replying to Col. Tisdale, Dr. Borden
said the last report of the command-
ant of the Royal Militag¥ College
would be presented to Parlfayment.

The House adjourned at 3.40.

Were the Five Drownced.

five men of Berthier, County of Mont-
magny, left in a small boat for a fish-
ing trip around the Quarantine Sta-
tion, Grosse Isle. Nothing of them has
been heard until this afternoon, when
the body of one of the men, named
Lesperance, was found by J. B. Turs
cotte and A. Dancause of this place.
The whereabouts of the boat and
the other four men {8 unknown.
It is supposed the boat was smashed
to atoms on the rocks and all her oc-
cupants drowned. The names of the
four missing men are Joseph Lesper-
ance, brother of the man whose body
was found, Boissonneault and Coillard
of St. Pierre, Montmagny, and young
Fortin of St. Thomas village. They
were all married men except youmng
Fortin. Lesperance was a widower
and leaves three young children.

Dying W hile He fan.

Findlay, O., Aug. 22.—Oscar Wam-
mock met his death in a horrible man-
ner last night near Bluffton. He was
drilling in an oil well, when the well
unexpectedly began spurting ofl. Wam-=
mock's clothing was completely satur-
ated with the oil, and as he started
to run from the derrick, the gas from
the well ignited from the fire under
the boiler enveloped the driller in &
sheet of flame.

William Douglas | Balfour was born
on Aug. 6, 1851, at Forfar, Scotland.
He was a member of the great Kin-
cardinshire family of Balfours, his
father being David Balfour, and his
mother's matden name Janet Dougal.
Coming to St. Catharines, Ont., at the
age of 6, with his parents, he was edu-
cated at thegGrantham Academy. In
1874, at Grosse Isle, Mich., he took to
wite Jc 1 eldest daugh ot Col.
T, F. Br d, an amb
and one who has afforded her husband
much aid in his onward march in life.

A journalist by profession, he, m
1872, established, with Mr. Matheson,
the St. Catharines Daily and Weekly
News, and two years later he and Mr.

Mr, Balfour always took g great ine
terest in local educational and agricul-
tural maters, having been chatrman
of both the St. Cathartnes and Am-
hertsburg Public School Boards, and
for 12 years president of the South
Fssex Agricultural Soclety and Farm-
erg' Institute.

{nstructed to summons faithful Com-=
mons. This having been done, the
Commons were duly informed that his
Excellency did not see fit to declare
the reasons for summoning Parliament
until the Commons had elected their
Speaker. So with this slap in the eye
the faithful Commoners went back to
their own House and proceeded to
carry out the gubernatorial injunction.

The visit to the Senate did not take
long. Settled once more in their places
in tHe Commons, there was a pguse
when Mr, Laurier entered. The lead-
er of the Government looked spick and
span. e wore a black morning coat
and vest and grey trousers, and care
ried a new silk hat, cane and tan
gloves in his hands. —His followers
cheered him enthusiastically.

The (llerk called order, and the Pre-
mied rose. Addressing Dr.Bourinot,he
said that in accordance with the inti-
mation just conveyed by the repre-
sentative of the Crown, and according
to the welle.known usages of Parlia-
ment, the duty now devolved upon the
House to select a Speaker. He pro-
ceeded to speak of the lmportance of
the position, how in the old days the
Speaker was the channel of communi=
cation: between the Commons and the
Crown, and how important the dutfes
were at a time when the relations be-
tween the Crown and the Commons
were hazy and undefined. In later
years they had become more clearly
defined, and now embraced almost
wholly the dutles of presiding over de=
liberations of the Commons, The occu-
pant of the position required to be pos-
sessed of a sound. and prompt fude-
ment, a judicial mind, a thorough
knowledge of the law and consti-
tution of Parliament, fairness and im-
partiality.

He submitted thatin all these re-
spects Mr., Edgar was well qualified
to be Speaker of the House. Old mem-
bers agreed with him that in Mr. Ed-
gar's hands the rights and privileges
of the Commons would be in safe keep-
ing.that he would discharge the duties
with favor 10 none, and with fear
of  nones that he would in-
deed be the first Commoner in the
land. He moved, seconded by Sir
Richard Cartwright, that Mr. J. D.
Edgar, member for West Ontario, do
take the chair of this House as Speak-

er.

Sir Charles Tupper, who was receiv-
ed with loud Opposition cheers, sald
he did not rise for the purpose of op-
posing the motion. On the contrary,
he believed the duties of the high of-
fice of Speaker would be discharged
with-great ability and impartiality by
the hon. gentleman just named, but
he desired to express the regret of
members of the Opposition that it had
been found necessary to depart from
the time-honored principle of electing
alternately a French or English Speake
er.

The new Speaker, standing on the
second step of the dais, conveyed to
the House his sincere and hearty
thanks for the high honor done him by
electing him as Speaker. He sald it
would be his pleasure as well as his
duty to endeavor to deserve this high
honor by dealing with all questions

which came before him offick with
firmness and Impartiality, e was

Ottawa, Aug. 21.—There was a brief
but not uninteresting session of the
House to-day,in which two orders were
wiped off the initial paper and an ex-
change of opinions passed between the
Premier and the leader of the Oppo=
sition as to when the correspondence
relating to the resignations of thé late
Government should laid on the
table. The BSpeaker informed the
House, .and the new members particu-
larly, that when questions on the pa=
per were not asked of motions moved,
they should either be dropped or stand
at the request of the mover.

At the opening of the House seven
petitions for private bills were pre-
sented. The Speaker said with the
consent ¢of the House he would re-
cognize the practice that if any ques-
tion on the order paper was not ask-
ed or a motion moved that the order
should be considered dropped unless
allowed to stand at the request of the
Government.

Sir H. G. Joly informed Mr. Wood
that it was not the intention of the
Government to make any changes this
year as to the selection of grain stan-
dards which would require any amend-
ment of the Inspection Act. The de-
partment.was _considering  several
minor features which the Act permits
to be dealt with departmentally, but
he was unable to state positively that
any changes would be made this year.

Sir Henry also informed Mr. Wood
that it was not the intention of the
Government to adopt the metric sys-
tem of weights and measures in lieu
of the system now in force in Canada.
It was practically optlonal now un-
der the statute.

On a motion to adjourn, Mr. Laurier
stated with regard to the correspond-
ence between the late Prime Minister
and the Governor-General, which Sir
Charles Tupper had asked for yester-
day, the Government had the assent
of His Excellency that the correspond-
ence should be brought down as soon
as the address was passed.

Sir Charles Tupper said it was very
desirable to have this correspondence
previous to the passage of the address.
There was no reason why it should he
withheld. As it involved a great con-
stitutional question it was very destr-
able that the House should have an
opportunity of discussing that matter
in connection with the /passing of the
address. It was usual for Ministerial
explanations either from those who
had formed the new Ministry or those
who had held portfollos in the retiring
Ministry to be submitted to Parlla-
ment at the very earliest possible mo-
ment. The House and the country
were entitled to know as early as pos-
sible the circumstances attending the
resignation of -one Government and the
formation of another. He hoped there=-
fore the First Minister would recon-
sider that matter and, having obtain-
ed the assent of the Governor-General
to bring down the correspondence, he
should not delay its presentation to
Parliament.

Mr. Laurler said he had serious
doubts as to the constitutionality -of
the contentlon that_this correspond-
ence should be brought down and forg:
part of the debate on the address. 4
this matter was going to be discussed
it should be debated as a question of
propriety by fitself and not mixed up
with the address. As for any Minis-
terial explanations regarding the Cab-
inét changes, he was not’ aware that
any were necessary, when a new Gov=-
ernment was formed consequent upon
the result of an appeal to the people.
He thought the better plan would be
to discuss the address, simply the ques-
tions arising out ot the speech from
the throne. When the papers wers
laid before the House and they in-
volved any controversial matter an op+
portunity would be given to discuss
them.

Sir Charles Tupper stated that the
correspondence affected the very point
at issue. The resignation of the late
Government had a most Important
bearing on the situation, and he hoped
the First Minister would give his most
careful consideration and see his way
clear to bring the papers down with
as little delay as possible.

Mr. Laurier informed the leader of
the Opposition that the statement of
the Governor-General's warrants would
be presented to the House on Monday.

Replying to Col. Tisdale, Dr. Borden
said the last report of the command-
ant of the Royal Military College
would be presented to Parllament.

The House adjourned at 3.40.

This time last year the
steamers from this port were carrying
grain at_one shiling a quarter, while this
year they are getting two shilllngs for all
they can stow away in thelr holds. Last
summer deals were belng carried for 32s,
6d., while this year the rate ls 42s. 6d.

The Americans are also shipping much
more exton-!vvl{ from thls port than for
many years past, and, apart from Chicago
and Duluth, a good many New York people
are shipplig Western products bere, In-
stead of from thelr own port and DBoston.
Oue-eighth of a cent per bushel in grain
will cause the New Yorkers to glve the
preference to. Montreal. A large shipper
ulso said that the figures were even In ad-
vance of those quoted above. BSteamers,
he sald, were asking 2s. 3d. to Liverpool,
23. Gd. to Bristol, Zs. Gd.
Glasgo, 2s. 6d. pald ?nl 3s. asked for
Hawmburg, adding that afl of the September
space had been taken and a good part ot
October, as well. * Should freight rates
advance to 3s. on graln,” he concluded, “It
will then pay ships to come over In bal-
last, and If that rate be reached no doubt
plenty of tonnage would be found comling
to the 8t. Lawrence.”

They
were all married men except ® young
Fortin. Lesperance was a widower
and leaves three young children.

Dying W hile He Kan.

Findlay, O., Aug. 22.—Oscar Wam-
mock met his death in a horrible man-
ner last night near Bluffton. He was
drilling in an oil well, when the well
unexpectedly began spurting ofl. Wam-
mock's clothing was completely satur-
ated with the oil, and as he started
to run from the derrick, the gas from
the well ignited from the fire under
the boiler enveloped the driller In &
sheet of flame. . He continued to run
until his clothing was nearly all burn-
ed off him, when he fell. He died a
short time later. His home was at
Fairview, Penn. The derrick and sur-
rounding buildings were all consumed.
The well, which is still flowing oil
above the tree tops, makes a pillar of
fire visible for miles around.

Great Fire in Baffalo.

Buffalo, Aug. 22.—Fire started in the
Exposition building and in the cover-
ed half-mile track at the Buffalo Drive
ing Park sl Itaneously about 156 min-
utes after the last of the spectators
who witnessed the Grand Clircuit races
this afternoon had left the track.

William Douglas Balfour was born
on Aug. 6, 1851, at Forfar, Scotland.
He was a member of the great Kin-
cardinshire family of Balfours, his
father being David Balfour, and his
mother's matden name Janet Dougal.
Coming to St. Catharines, Ont., at the
age of 6, with his parents, he was edu-~
cated at the Grantham Aeademy. In
1874, at Grosse Isle, Mich., he took to
wite J hi eldest da of Col.
T. F. Brodhead, an ambiti
and one who has afforded her husband
much aid in his onward march in life.

A journalist by profession, he, Jn
1872, established, with Mr. Matheson,
the St. Catharines Daily and Weekly
News, and two years later he and Mr.
ohn Auld started the Amherstburg
Tcho, which the two have ever since
conducted. %

Mr. Balfour always took a great ine
terest in local educational and agricul-
tural maters, having been chairman
of both the St. Catharines and Am-
hertsburg Public School Boards, and
for 12 years president of the South
Fusex Agricultural Soclety and Farm-
erg' Institute. In 1879 he was an un-
successful candidate for the Legisla-
ture in South Essex, but was elected
for that constituency in 1882, and has
heid the seat ever since. In 1894 he
swcceeded Hon, Mr. Ballantyne as
Speaker of the House, holding that
position till about four weeks ago,
when, on Sir Oliver Mowat's removal
to Ottawa, he succeeded Hon. J. M.
Gibson as Provincial Secretary.

Mr. Balfour carried through the
House bills for the improvement of the
law of libel and for the restriction of
the bonugegranting uowers of muni-
cipalities, A hobby of his was woman=
hood suffrage

In religion Mr. Baltour was a Pres-
byterian. His family consisted of four
boys and four girls. the eldest son
now-19 years.of age, being a_pupil at
the Guelph Agricultural College.

Sir H. G. Joly: informed Mr. W 1
that it was not the intention of the
Government to make any changes this
year as to the sclection of grain stan-
dards which would require any amend-
ment of the Imspection Act. * The ‘de-
partinent was considering  several
minor features-which-the-Act permils
to be dealt with departmgntaily, but
he was unable to state positively that
any changes would be made this year.

Sir Henry also_informed Mr. Wood
that it was not the intentlon of the
Government to adopt the metric sys-
tem of weights and measures in lieu
of the stemn now in force in Canada.
It w practically optional now un-
der the statute.

On a motion to adjourn, MrgLaurier
stated with regard to the col espond-
ence hetween the late Prime Minlster
and the Governor-General, which Sir
Charles Tupper had asked for yester-
day, the Government had the assent
of His Excellency that the correspond-
ence should be brought down as soon
ag the address was passed.

Qir Charles Tupper said it was very
desirable to have this correspondonce
previous to the passage of the address.
There was no reason why it should he
withheld. As it involved a gr con-
stitutional question it was very Adestr=
able that the House should have an
opportunity of discussing that matter
in conncction with the passing of the
address. It was usnal for Min sterial
explanations ther from  those who
hail- formed the new Ministry or those
who had held portfolios in the retiring
Ministry to be submitted to Parlia-
ment at the very earliest possible mo=
ment.  The Fouse and  the country
were ontitled to knoav as early as poa-
cible the circumstances atténding the
resignation of one Government and the
formation of another, He hoped there-
fore the First Minister would recon-
sider that matter and, having gbtain-
¢d the assent of the Gove rnor-General
to bring down the correspondence, he
should -not delay its presentation to
Parliament.,

Mr. Laurier said he had serious
doubts as to the constitutionality of
the contention that this correspond-
ence should be hrought down and form
part of the debate on the address. 1t
this matter was going to be discussed
it should be debated as a question of
propriety by itself and not mixed up
with the address. As for any Minis-
terial explanations regarding the Cab-
inet changes, he was not aware 3
any were necessary, when a new Gov-
ernment was formed consequent upon
the result of an appeal to the people.
Ie thought the better plan would be
to disc the address, simply the ques-
tions arising out ot the speech from
the throne. When the papers wers
laid before the Hous and they in-
volved any controversial matter an op=
portunity would be given to discuss
them.

Sir Charles Tupper stated that the
correspondence affected the very point
at issu The resignation of the late
Government had a  most fmportant
hearing on the situation, and he hoped
the First Minister would give his most
careful consideration and his way
clear to bring th papers down with
as little delay as possible.

ALMOST ACR:
THEIR RO

The Daring Feat of Two Norwegian Sall-
ors-They Are Spoken Off Scilly s~
lands on Their Perilous Voyage to
Havre, France.

A despatch from the signel station
on the Scilly Islands stated on August
1 that thé rowboat Fox passed there
at 11 o'clock in the morning after a
passage of fifty-five days from New
York. The two occupangs of the boat
were well, but somewhit exhausted
from the efforts of their long row.

“we'll meet you all in Havre or In
heaven,” were the parting words of
George Harbo when on June 6, the lit-
{le double-pointed eclinker boat, con-
taining himsclf and Fraiyk Samuelson,
glided out of the boatmen’s basin at
the Battery, New York. Two thou-
sand people were craning their necks
to see the small craft start on a row-
ing voyage of 3250 miles to France.

None who heard Harbo's parting
shout and noted the broad grin on
his face. believed either of the hardy
Norweglian sailors would reach Havre.

Never before had a transatlantic
trip been attempted in a rowboa'. It

was small wonder that Samuelson’s
gister, Lena, a pretty girl of twenty,
stood on the float wringing her hands
in an agony of grlef. for she firmly
believed her brother was going to Wis
death
Harbo, who is twenty-seven years
uld, had repeatedly deelared that they
would accomplish the trip in sixty
days by rowing about sixty-five miles
In each twenty-four hours. This cable-
sram telling of the arrival of the frall
craft o fithe Scilly Islands fully bears
out his prediction. The boat had then
used fifty-five days and thirteen hours
In a passage of something like three
thousand nautical miles. She still has
250 miles to go to reach Havre, and
two sailors -have more than four
in which to gover this distance.
‘bo_and Samulson hawve followed
the sea almost from boyhood, and are
practical navigators as well as sea-
men. The boat in which they have
made the perlilous passage was con-
structed under their own supervision
at Branchport, N.J. She is built of
white oak and is elghteen feet four
inches long. She has a beam of five
fect and drew exactly eight inches of
wat wheg she left New York. The
boat is doubled-pointed and of the
elnker type; that is one plank lapping
over the other. In both ends are air
chamlx and a heavy lead keel makes
her  jractically non-capsizable. The
two men  together weighed 350 pounds.
in the boat they carried four pairs of
ash oars, 500 pounds of canned food,
i llous of water and five gallons
kerosene  oil There was also a
small oil stove, a few cooking utensils
and a compressed air mattress, on
which one of the men slept while the
. other rowed. Neither sailor had any
clothing other than the suit he wore.
Fair weather has prevalled since the
little craft left New York and not a
single mishap apparently has over-
taken the two venturesome sailors.
They kept in the track of eastbound
ships, but, singularly enough they
were spoken to only thrice during the
entire voyage up to the arrival at

Scilly Islands. They were sighted

first time on July 15, thirty-nine
days after leaving New York. in lati-
tude 47, longitude 31, by Captain Clau-
sen of the Norwegian bark Cito. They
were also sighted by one of the big
Atlantic liners.

The Cito ran close to the rowboat,
and thé captain hailed the two oc-
cupants. They were both well brown-
ed by exposure, but were apparently in
good health. No mishap of any kind
had befallen the boat. Captain Clausen
gave ihe men a fresh supply of water
and told them their bearings and then
sailed away on his course. Oan July
24, in latitude 49, longitude 14, the boat
was again spoken by the Norwegian
bark Eugen. The sailors were still in
fine fettle and were steadily rowlng
on their course. This was the last
heard of them until their arrival oft
Seilly. On reaching Havre they exXe
pect to exhibit their boat and reap a
rich harvesg. They whll also go to
various other European x?aports for
the saime purpose.

utation as a balloonist is known in
all parts of the world, and who made
the successful ascension at the
diamond in Bellefonte on Wednes-
day, July 8, is a remarkable young
man in many ways. The excursion
trains brought thousands of people to
the city to witness his daringéxhibi
tion, and it was withdut a doubt one
of the finest exhibitions of its kind
[ever witnessed in Centre county.
There was a space sixty feet square
roped off to keep the crowd back and
prevent accidents. Some time was
taken to inflate the large silken
structure, and at the set time, 5:15
p. m., the balloon was filled to its
utmost capacity and aeronaut Leo
Stevens was ready for his dangerous
trip to the clouids. The large balloon
was swaying violently, as if anxious
to leave, and suddenly the black
clouds came up and rain began to
fall. Remarks were heard on all
sides that he would not go up. But
the aeronaut was determined not to

disappoint the crowd, and yelled to
his assistants to let go, and in -an
instant he was rising above the
housetops on his way to the regions
ahove, climbing higher and higher
until he looked like a .mere speck.
While at an altitude of fully 5,000
feet he jumped with his parachute
and in an instant it was opened and
he sailed back to mother earth, per-
forming all sorts of dangerous feats
on his tiny trapese, a mile in the air.

Leo Stevens was born in Cleve-
land, Ohio, on the 27th day of Sept.,
1871. He stands 5 feet 5} inches
and balances the scales at 143 Ibs.
He commenced ballooning when he
was but 11 years of age. His first
ascension was made at Beyerly’s
Park in his native city, in 1882,

He has had some very thriling ex-
periences during his life in aerial navi-
gation. In 1889, while making an
ascension at Midland, Michigan, he
was banged against the steeple of the
Episcopal church, corner Main and
Market streets. When picked up he
was told by the physicians of the city
that he would not live, but he fooled
them. In 1890 he contracted to give
sixty-one ascensions at Ontario Beach
for the New York Central Railroad
Co. Everything went well until the
closing day. When fully five miles
out over Lake Ontario, a northerly
wind blew up so strongly that it ripped
his parachute in five or six places.
The life-savers had been engaged daily
to pick up the aeronaut, but this day
the waves were rolling so high that
they could make but little headway.
After an hour’s hard work the boat
reached him, when he was picked up
unconscious, more dead than alive, and
but for his life-preserver he would have
found a watery grave. The following
year, while making ascensions ab
Pleasant Beach, Syracuse, N. Y., Mr.
Stevens' partner, Prof. Delve, was
drowned in Lake Onondago, getting
entangled in his parachute ropes when
he struck the water.

Since 1891 Mr. Stevens has been
very successful, not having had any
accident worth mentioning, although
he has made over 1,000 ascensions.
The-New York papers have time and
again had long accounts of his voylges.

He is a very pleasing and interesting
gentleman to meet. One of the things
that wakes him so popular with his
thousands of admirers is the fact that
he does not allow the weather to inter-
fere with his advertised ascensions.

One of the grandest sights of all
Leo Stevens’ aerial exhibitions is the
double-parachute leap by Miss Nina
Yale and himself. The balloon is one
of the largest in existence, being 97
feet high and 182 ft. in circumference.
It is fitted up with all the latest
improvements and appliances for
beauty and safety.

Miss Nina Yale is one of the most
clever of lady balloonists in the
country, and for her age has given
some wonderful exhibitions.  She
made her first ascension for Mr.
‘Stevens at Eldorado on the Palisades
in 1898, and since that time has given
ascensions at all the most famous
resorts in the country. Miss Nina
Yale was born at Brooklyn, N. Y.,
seventeen years ago. She stands 5 ft.
8 in., and weighs 107 pounds. She a
very refined and good-looking lady.

BY ROYAL AUTHORITY.

The Law

(3 x L
of the Arms.

Every Canadian who has visited Eu-
rope will recall to mind the fact that
a large number of the shops in the
leading thoroughfares of the various
cities are adorned with coats of arms
of royal personages. Thus, in London
there are at least sixty of the stores
in Bond street that have either the
three feathers of the Prince of Wales
or the armorial bearing of Queen Vie-
toria emblazoned on their windows and
on thelr billheads, while the same coats
of arms are to be found over @ en-~
trances of many of the principal stores
of Unter den Linden, at Berlin, and on
the Graben at Vienna,

A very widespread impression pre-
vails even in Europe that any trades-
man who _pleases may ornament his
shop and his billheads in this fashion,
while there are others who imagine
that a mere chance visit and a single
purchase on the part of a royal per-
sonage is sufficient to authorize the
shop keeper to assume the coat of
arms of the illustrious gustomer in
question, and to entitle himself ‘‘pur-
veyor to his or her royal highness.”

This belief has been rudely dispelled
in London by the arrest of a large
number of tradesmen for having as-
sumed and used the royal arms so as
to decelve and lead to the belief that
the businesses were carried on under
royal authority. The magistrate let
them off with a fine of $100 apiece and
costs, intimating to them that on the
next offence of the same kind the pen-
alty would mean imprisonment. In
Berlin and in Vienna the authoritles
are even still more severe and the fines,
which are much heavier, are invariably
accompanied by a sentence of impris-
onnient.

The only people in trade who have
the right to use the royal arms are
those who have received from the chief
of a royal household a duly stamped
and sealed warrant appointing them
purveyors to the royal personagg._.in
question. Thus, all the shop-keepers
who are authorized to use the crest
and armorial bearings of the Prince of
Wales have warrants signed and sealed
by the comptroller of his household,
Gen. Sir Dighton Probyn. In the same
way the warrants of purveyors to Em-
peror William are signed and sealed by
Count Eulenburg. These warrants are
usually framed and hung up in_the
shop windows, and when ever the royal
or imperial arms are used without the
display of the warrant, it may be taken
for granted on general principles that
the shopkeeper is intentionally deceiv-
ing his customers, and as such is un-
worthy of confidence.

After all, golf isn't a game that
only kings and millionaires may gplay.
It is cheap enough to be popular,
Reading about it in the newspapers,
hearing ndmed the plutocratic and
ultra-fashionable folk who thus far
have made it their business in this
country to keep the “sport” to them-
selves, a man with an ordinary or
even more than an ordinary salary
makes up his mind that bicycling, ten-
nis and rackets are about as far along
as he dares go in the matter of fash-
ionable exercise.

Fences, lanes and rocks, too, are not
only admissible, but are counted among
the necessitles, to diversify the game
and lend zest to it. Where Nature and
the former crop-raising tenant of the
land have not been prodigal in pro-
viding such obstacles and variations,
the fashionable club or the owner cf
private links must put them in at
considerable expense. The course
covers five miles.

ed. It is a serious question whether
a White of Shelbourne, a Burroughs, or
a Thoreau could have been produced
on an exclusive bicycle basis. Their
natural tendencies might have overs
come all obstacles of environment, but
observation is a plant that starts early
and grows by what it feeds upon and
amid surroundings and influences like
the present they might not so easily
have been inducted into those delight-
ful and congenial labors that have =0
sweetened the literature of our time.

The bicycle interest has come to stay
and to grow until some more potent
attraction shall supplant it. But .to
balance it and prevent social one-sided-
ness and mental deterioration, we need
the extension and multiplication of
such organizations as the Appalachina
Club, which will soon start upon an
outing, not to anihilate space, but to
become acquainted with the wealth
which occupies it. and In acquiring
health and strength also to acquire
information. It is something to know
the world of men, but it is infinitely
more Important to know intimately
the world of nature, for upon that
knowledge rests all that man ever has
accomplished or ever can accomplish.
The fastest scorcher may get to the
end of life’s journey the soonest, but
he will not arrive with as much bag-
gage as the more moderate and ob-
servant wayfarer.
