» (By the Rev. E. A. Cooke.)

“If I did despise the cause of my man-
servant or of my maidservant when they
contended with me, what then shall 1
do when God riseth up? And when He
visiteth, what shall I answer Him?"—
Job. xxxi. 13, 14.

On all sides, and especially in manufac-
turing districts, we hear much of the
conflict between employer and employed
|m8 touching the evil of under-payment
'‘and of over hours of labor. The cry is
heard, “Mastegs are not what they usel
to be. They are now more inconsiderate,
iselfish, and exacting than formerly.”
Here and there we do certainly find ma3-
ters who realize their responsibitities and
who consult the real interests of those
who work for them; but it is to be fear-
ed they are comparatively few who carry
their subordinates in their heart like
the high priest in the old law who car-
ried, written wupon his breast-plate
(which, hanging from his shoulders, rest-
ed on his heart), the names of the twelve
tribes of Israel.

Now, in the picture which Job gives us
here of what a God-fearing and, I would
add, what a Christian master ought to
be, let us inquire what was the consider-
ation which induced him to act kindly
to his servants. Was it not that he him-
self had a Master in heaven, and that
he looked upon God as his Judge, to
whom he was accountable, and who
would one day rise up and visit him?
And for this reason he did not despise
the cause of his servants, but, like a
good master, was willing to hear their
arguments; nay, even their contentions.
If they had a burden placed upon them
he did not manifest a rough and im-
perious bearing, but allowed them to tell
their story, amd, so far as they had
right on their side, was prepared to re-
dress their grievances.

Here, then, we have an example of all
masters to give their servants equality—
that is, to treat them as they expect to
be treated themselves; and to be just,
not only in the matter of wages, but also
of kindness.

I have been led into this train of
thought by the melancholy fact which
few can deny, that this “Just and Equal”
principle does not to-day enter suffi-

New York’s Blackmailing Police.

Of all the despicable methods adopted
by members of the New York police force
to add to their income outside of legiti-
mate sources, there is none quite so mean
and worthy of contempt as the practice
of arresting women for blackmailing pur-
poses, or Lo compel them to secure pro-
tessional bondsmen with whom the police
‘divide fees, This practice was largely
broken up during the Low regime, but
it seems to have revived under the pres-
ent administration. A particularly flag-
rant case was that which hagpena'ﬂ a few
days ago when a young mulatto woman
was arrested on the chasge of being a
disreputable character. When she was
brought into court, the presiding judge,
bewng impressed with a belief in her inno-
cence, took pains to make a personal in-
quiry of the poor girl’s employers, who
lived in a suburb, and found that she
had told the truth, the employers de-
claring that they would vouch for her
respectability. It makes no difference
that the vietim in this case happened to
be a colored girl; it may be a young
white girl next time. Cases like this,
which was clearly a put-up job, ought
to bring down upon the perpetrators the
severest penalties applicable to offemses
of this character, A policeman guilty
of making an illegat and uncalled-for
arrest for the sake of what there may
be in it for his own pocket should be
dismissed from the force instantly.—Les-
lig's Weekly.

Signatures of the Future,

" Who does not know of the uncouth
employer who never bids his workman
the homely “good morning,” and if he
speaks at all it is a word of reproach,
accompanied very often by a look of
suspicion? Think of the employer who
has no interest in his workpeople beyond
what he can obtain by the labor of those
whom he is pleased to call his “hands.”
There are masters, again, who use offen-
sive language to their servants, such as
they would scarcely dare to fling at
their favorite dog. Who does not know
of the unsympathetic master, who never
takes the slightest interest in the fam-
ilies of those he employs, and when ap-
pealed to in some case of distress, coldly
replies: “What have 1 got to do with
them?” Again, there is the master who
does things largely.. I.mean the man who
will subscribe hundreds of pounds- to,
say; a famine fund, or towards the erec-
tion of a monument to. some politician,
in order that his name may figure
Jarge print in a public subscription list,
but who fails to understand that char-
ity which begins nearest home; that man
who leaves his office and employees
every afternoon for his palatial resi-
dence, not caring what becomes of those
who helped him to his affluence.

mated that Princess Margaret will have
oni her marriage an allowance of her own
amounting to about $20,000 a year. Her
future husband will eventually be weal-
thy as the present Queen of Sweden
brought to her husband a colossal for-
tune inherited from her father, tlie Duke
of Nassau, who had amassed it in the
same manner as the Prince of Monaco,
that is to say by permitting public gam-
bling establishments to be run in his
‘dominions. King Oscar, by judicious in-
vestment, cautious speculation and sue-
cessful industrial enterprises, i3 known
to have almost trebled this fortune.

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FRANCE FAVORS RUSSIA.
BRITAIN MAY INTERFERE.

apan Complains That
| a Breach of

France is Committing
Neutrality.

Franfle Declares She is

Maintain the Neutrality Laws.

Doing All She Can to

Rojestvensky May Wait Until Reinforcements

Can Reach

A Togio cable: It is stated that Ja-
pan has made a strong protest to France
against the Baltic fleet staying at Kam-
ranh Bay. It is strongly felt here that
France is actively assisting the Russians
within what is practically the zome of
hostilities, The expected advent of the
third Russian squadron into the China
Sea' in about a week strengthens the
opinion that the situation is one of ex-
ceeding gravity so far as French neu-
trality is concerned, and that it may force
Japan to avail herself of her alliance
with Great Britain, which provides in the
event of Japan being attacked by any
two powers Great Britain is bound to
assist her. The elder statesmen and the
members of the Cabinet held a conference
to-day, which lasted five hours.

COVERED BY, TREATY,

But It is Hoped France Will Conform
With Request.

A London cable: A despatch to the
Telegraph from Tokio says that mat-
ters have reached the inevitable crisis in
reference to the unwarrantable stay of
{he Baltic fleet at Kamranh Bay. Japan
has adopted the only course open to her,
and a formal protest has been delivered
to France. It is cxpected that Great
Britain will heartily support this action.
The incident is regarded as being cov-
ered by the Anglo-Japanese alliance, but
1t is hoped that France will conform to
what are considered the elementary prin-
ciples of meutrality. Otherwise the sit-
uation. to which there must be a time
limit, will become exceedingly grave. The
Japanese fleet is ready to go to Kam-
yanh Bay. The tone of the press con-
tinues indignant.

The Kokumin declares that if the Jap-
anese protest is ignored, Kamranh Bay
must be regarded as a Russian base.

The Jipi Shimpo says that a protest
without a ready force supporting it is
useless,  All the papers praise the Gov-
ernment’s insistent attitude. The Baltic
fleet has been amply coaled and provi-
gioned at Kamranh Bay. It has been as-
certained that the Russians anchored
{here on April 12. Tt is stated that
strange transpects were seen in the bay
even carlier than tnat date. The crisis
suggests that the present centre of inter-
est is Saigon, from which place Kamranh
Jav is controlled. A British steamer
that has arrived at Ni rasaki reports
that on April 14 she saw an American
squadron proceeding for Saigon nnd.n_lsn
another squadron, presumably British,
bound for Borneo.

MODIFIED NEUTRALITY.

France Thinks That Restrictive Condi-
.tions Are Justified.

A London cable: There is no offi-
cial confirmation of the report that Ja-
pan has protested to France against her
violation of neutrality. Many Tokio des-
patehes refer to the prowing indigna-
tion of the press and publie.

The St. Petersburg correspondent of
the Telegraph represents that Russia
cought France’s help on behalf of  the
Baltic fleet. A brisk exchange of views
occurred between France and  Russin
and unofficially, between  Ruszia - aud
Ciermany, with the result that all
three powers agreed theorcetically eith-
or that the restrictive construction hith-
erto put on mneutrality obligations - by
certain powers was excessive and unjust-
ified, or that it had become incompatible
with latter-day conditions. France,it 1s
credibly asserted. is cager to extend hLer
benevolence to the furthest compatible
with immunity from international re-
prisals, regarding immunity as larvgely
ensured by igland’s friendship. M. vel-
cnsse, the Trench Foreign Minister,
alone reluctant to incur serious risks.
Russia’s German friends are extreme-
1y optimistic. They are confident  that
England’s influence will tranquilize the
Japanese. [t stated that M. Del-
casse relucetantly intends to request Ad-
miral Rojestvensky to move on,

Japau's Cempact With Britain.

The cgnpact effeeting the Anglo-Jap-
anese allianee, under the terms
i WCs0 MOWSpPAPETs say it now bhecor
" ssary that Great Britain be notified
that her co-operation is requirved.

The treaty, after asserting that the
purpose of England and Japan is to main-
tain the status quo and peace in the
Fast. and mutually recogunizing the
dependence of China and Corea, then de-
clares:

“1f either Great Rritain or Japan. m
the defence of their respective interests,
should become involved in war with ¢
other power. the other high contra
party will maintain a strict neutralit)
and use its cfforts to prevent other pow
ers from joining ia hostilities against its
ally.

“If. in the above event, any other pow-
er or powers should join in hostilitics
against that ally. the other high
tracting party will come to its assist-
once. and will conduet the war in cow-
mon. and make peace L mutual agree-
ment with it. »

“The high contracting parties agree
that neither of them will, without con
sulting the other, enter into separate
arrangements with another power to the
prejudice of the intercst abuve described.

“Whemnever. in the -opinion of eitiier
Great Britain or a.Jpan. theabove-min-
tiomed intercsts are in joopardy, thetwo
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His Fleet.

Governments will communicate with one
another fully and frankly.”

The agreement is to remain in force
five years, or for a longer period, until
renounced by one of the contracting par-
ties, but with this special provise: If,
when the date of expiration arrives, 2ith-
er ally is actually engaged in way, the
alliance shall continue, ipso facto, until
peace is concluded.

MAY WAIT OTHER FLEET.

Japan Does Not Believe Baltic Squad:on
Will Proceed.

A Tokio cable: Although not report-
ed directly, it is believed that the Rus-
sian second Pacific squadron continues
the occupation of Kamranh Bay, or some
other port of Annam, where it 1s expected
to remain until joined by the third Rus-
sian Pacific squadron.

The report that Admiral Rojestven-
sky is maintaining a patrol and examin-
ing neutral shipping off Kamranh Bay
increases the nhritation towards France
for permitting the use of that port as a
base of operations.

LESS CONFIDENT.

Britain No Longer Ridicules the Russian
Squadron.
_ A London cable: The British public
is beginning to realize how much depends
on Togo’s skilful conduct of the ap-
proaching naval contest. Until Vice-Ad-
miral Rojestvensky actually arrived in
the Straits of Malacca there was a dispo-
sition to ridicule the efforts of the Rus-
sian squadron, but now that there 1s seen
tobe a growing likelihood of Vice-Ad-
miral Niebogatoff joining Rojestvensky
before the fateful struggle opens, luke-
warm interest is deepening into anxiety.

TRANSPORTS TAKEN OFF.

Japs Adopt Precautions Against Capture
of Their Supplies.

A Yinkow cable, via Tien Tsin, April
' —Few transpoits are now arriving at
New-Chwang. This contrast with the
rush of traffic since the opening of the
Liao River ndicates that precautions are
being taken against possible interference
by the Russian Pacifie squadron.

Vast accumulations of stores have al-
ready been made along the Japanese lines
of communication, assuring full supplies
to the armies in the field, even if the
transport service is interrupted.

WHERE WILL THEY FIGHT?

Russia Would Prefer a Battle on the
Open Sea.

A St. Petersburg  cable: The main
question now agitating the naval offi-
cials 1s whether Rojestvensky will eleet
to proceed northward through the Straits
of Formosa or bear off into the Pacific
through Bashi Channel (south of the Isl-
and of Formosaj, or Balingtang Channel
(north of the Island of Luzon). 'The
conviction is growing stronger that the
Japanese heavy division is concentrating
close to the shores of Japan, and it is
also believed that Admiral Togo will de-
¢hme to give battle in the open sea. This
is what the Admiralty officials hope for,
as it sincerely  believes Rojestvensky
wonld have more than an even chance
if the two squadrons lined up in an open
Tight,

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KALEIEFF, THE ASSASSIN OF GRAND DUKE SERGIUS.

IS DEATH FOR KALEIEFF.

Grand Duke Sergius’

Murderer Receives

Sentence.

Moscow, April 24,—The trial of
Kaleieff, who killed~ Grand Duke Ser-
gius, by the Supreme Court took place
to-day.

The public was not admitted to the
trial. The prisoner refused to plead, de-
claring he was not in the position of a
criminal before judges, but was a prison-
er taken in a civil war. Ile was sentenc-
ed to death.

The only persons present through the
trial were members of the entourage of
the late Grand Duke Sergius and coun-
sel, of whom two were assigned to
Kaleieff. The prisoner's mother was
not admitted but remained in the corri-
dors. Semator Deier presided. Senator
Sheheglovitoff, Procurator-General of
the ﬁ%ﬁu’tmvnt of Cassation, was the
Senate prosecutor.

When Kaleieff, was arraigned he re-
plied: “I am not a eriminal, and you
are not my judges. I am your prisoner.
We have a civil war. I am a prisoner
of war, not a criminal.” 5

Twelve witnesses  were examined.

Prior to passing sentence the President
asked Kaleieff if he would repeat the
crime if he were given his liberty. He
replied: “Without doubt T would re-
peat it if ordered by the Revolution-
ary Committee to which I am attached.”

When sentence of death was passed
Kaleieff shouted: “Execute your judg-
ment as openly as I have acted, before
the eyes of all.”

The date of execution has mnot been
specified.

Hanged Within a Fortnight.

St. Petersburg, April 19.—'the plea at
Moscow of Kaleieff, who was sentenced
to death for the assassination of Grand
Duke Sergius, that a state of civil war
exists in Russia and that he was a pri-
gsoner of war and not an ordinary pri-
soner accused cf a crime, is considered
here to indicate the position which the
Terrorists will assume hereafter. Nat-

*| uraliy such a position is not acknowledg-

ed by the Government, but the Terror-
ists will persist in the fiction. Kaleieff
baving been tried by a special commis-
sion of the Senate against which there
is no appeal, sill be hanged probahly
within a fortnight. 5

BURNED TO A CINDER.

The Terrible Death of James McBride, a
Wealthy Farmer.

Ottawa, April 24.—Burned almost_to
a cinder, tlie body of James MeBride,
farmer, fifty-three years of age, was
found among the ruins of his house.
about a mile south of Bell’s  Corners.
this morning. The discovery was made
by Mr. Patrick Hammill, farmer, who
lives near the McBride homestead. He
rose about ¢ o’clock and his atten-
tion was attracted to the Mclir_idc
home, from which smoke was pouring
in volumes. A ghastly sight met his
eves when he investigated further. On
a heap of bricks and mortar lay the
bodw of MeBride. Every stitch of cloth-
in;z' had been burned off, and the re-
mains were so charred as to be almost
unrecognizable. Mr. Hammill did not
disturh the body, but at once notified
Mr. Frank Gosslin.

According to the story of a litttle
daughter of Mrs. Michael Shea, who
lives about a mile and a quarter from
MecBride’s, the house, a small  frame
structure, was on fire at 11 o’clock last
night. . Neighbors say that Mr. Me-
Bride had been ailing for some time with
rheumatism, but state that they never
heard him complain of being ill.  Mr.
MeBride  was wealthy. He was mar-’
ried. but had been separated from his
wife for several years. She is at Nia-
gara Falls.

Island.

Victoria, B. C., April 24.—It is learned
on the authority of one close to the
present Government that an arrangement
has already been miade which practigally

s the question of the Pacific ter-
inals of the Grand Trunk Pacific. It
has been felt for some timg that the ter-
minus would be farth¢r sotith than Port
Simpson, and it is said to have been de-
finitely sclected at Tuck Inlet, on Kaien
Island, about twenty-five miles south
of the points usually regarded as the ob-
jective of the railway. The gentleman
mentioned states that the Grand Trunk
officials have purchased from the Gov-
ernment for $1 per acre ten thousand
acres on Kaien Island as a site for a
future city on the north coast. This was
placed under reserve about a year ago.

It is an island only at high tide, be-
ing separated from the mainland at that
period.  Only when the tide is out it is
a peninsula. The harbor is said to be of
the best, and the approaches from the
ocean and protection of the harbor as
good as can be desired.

CONGO PIGMIES FOR LONDON.

Warlike Little Men 'From Ituri Forest
Guests of Colonel Harrison,

London, April 24.—Col, Harrison has
just arrived at Khartoum, bringing to
London six pigmies belonging to the
tribe found in the Congo Free State.
There are four men and two women,
aged between I8 and 34, in height from
44 to 54 inches. Col. Harrison says the
pigmies are very nunicrous o the out-
skirts of the Ituri forest, but seldom
penetrate the interior, except for pur-
poses of concealment. -

The men are of warlike disposition,
dwelling in small villages, each with
an independent chief. None live to be
more than 40; some have hair on their
breast and legs, but the majority are
free from it; while very little clothing
is worn by men or women. They have
thick lips, and noses, sallow complex-
jons, and appear quite intelligent, while
one woman coming to London has a
remarkably geod figure.

FORNERHARILTON WOMAN
OUTRAGED AND MURDERED.

Miss Lowry, an Old Lady, Beaten to Death
' by an Unknown Man.

Broke Into a House at Rodney and Attempted
i to Assault Another.

A Rodney report: Murder, the third
within a few weeks in western Ontario,
was committed here to-day ,the vietim
being Miss -Eliza Lawry, a maiden lady,
seventy-two years old, who went
about this district doing good. 1t
was while staying at the home of Mrs.
Robert Covel, an old woman, whose hus-
band was away with a section gang
near Fargo, twenty-five miles from here,
that she met a terrible death. Miss
Lowry was brutally beaten in the house,
dragged outside to a shed, where she was
assaulted and left to die. Mrs. Covel,
who is practically a cripple from rheuma-
tism, was attacked first, and defended
herself until she was practically left
helpless on her bed. Miss Lowry came
to her assistance, which caused the fiend
to turn his attention to Mrs. Covel’s
compamion for the night. There is mo
clue to the murderer, who seems to have
left very little trace behind. Great ex-
citement has been occasioned in the vil-
lage by the news of the crime, and
strangers are looked upon more or less
with suspicion. There have been no ar-
rests, and it is not likely that there will
be any, pending the arrival of a Provin-
cial detective tQ-morrow.
Motive for the Crime.

The motive for the crimé; it would
seem, was assault, although the murder-
er on his entrance to the place demand-
ed money. In enforcing lis demand the
man let drop a remark that leads the
authorities to believe that the murderer
was someone who knew the Covel fam-
ily affairs. Robert Covel, the husband
of Mrs. Covel, is a section hand on the
Michigan Central, and usually goes away
on Sunday evenings and returns on Sat-
urdays. Their home, a small cottage, is
about three-quarters of a mile nmorth of
Rodney village, and is surrounded by
farm houses. There is about an acre of
land around the place. Miss Lowry, who
is a worker in the Presbyterian Church,
at times left her brother’s home to keep
AMrs. Covel company, Last night the
two women were alone in the house and
occupied separate rooms.

Mrs .Covel’s Story.

The terrible events of the night are
probably best told by Mrs. Covel, who
this afternoon, although in a weak con-
dition from fright and illness, went into
the witness stand at the Coromer’s in-
quest. Mrs. Covel says they i
about 8.30 o'clock, and a little
wards she heard Miss Lowry
some wood in the stove. There was
rothing unusual. however, until ahout
midnight, when Mrs. Covel heard some-
one at. the door.

“T want to come in,” said a voice.

“You can’t,” replied Mrs. Covel.

“J will,” sternly replied the voice out-

side, and at the same time the visitor
put his shoulder to the door, forcing it
in.  All was darkness, and in the very
dim light Mrs. Covel saw a heavy stick
raised over her head as the intruder ex-
claimed, *“Money or your life.”
Fearful that the man would carry out
his threat, Mrs, Covel cried out: “Spare
our lives; you can have all the money
we have,” at the same time handing the
man a purse containing about $1.25.

That the man knew to whom he was
talking was made clear from the fact
that he followed up his demand by an-
other threat. ‘Come mow,” said he, “I
know you have the money you got from
your former husband, Mr. Baker.” After
the woman explained that her husband
took it with him the man deelared that
he meant. business. The man and woman
wera -right in the midst of a deatn
struggle when Miss Lowry, who was in
the room to the morth, was awal
and went to Mrs. Covel's assistance.

Turned on Miss Lowry.
Seizing a heavy piece of firewood, Miss
Lowry used it with effect on the murder-
er’s head. Leaving Mrs, Covel, he turn-
od his attention to Miss Lowry,and seiz-
ing her about the waist he dragged her
oustide. The woman uttered a few eries
after which all was quiet. Mrs. Covel
remembered getting out of bed and drag-
aing herself to the door, which she lock-
ed. Presently. or about half an hour
after the first attack, the murderer rve-
turned, and had it not been Tor a cat
rattling at a handle of the door he no
doubt would have killed her, too. iind-
ing the door locked the man went to «n-
other door on the north side and easily
gained an’ entrance by putting his snoul-
der against it.  All this time Mrs, Covel
was hiding between the inside of the
bed and the wall, and the murderer fail-
ed to find her.
Means of Identification.

It was while he was searching the
house that the woman got a look at her
asailant and Miss Lowry’s murderer.
man struck throe
matches, and in the dim light Mrs. Covel
saw that he was clean shaven, about 35
years of age, and wore a dark overcoat
and fedora hat. Just as the murderer
fixed his eyes on Mrs, Covel the door
lateh rattled, and for an instant breath-
less silence prevailed. Under his breath
the murderer cxcitedly asked, “Who is
PRIV did

“That is Covel; thank God. he bas
come at last,” were the words which
caused the man to leave the house hur-
riedly by the other door. Partly recov-
ering, Mrs. Covel had dragged herself
and half walked to the door. the lateh
of which rattled, and on opening it her
pet cat walked in and lay down beside
the fire. Once- or twice Mrs. Covel re-
members opening the door and emlling
“Eliza,” but got no response, after which
she fainted or fell asleep.

Miss Lowry’s Body.

1t was not till nearly 9 o’clock this
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When Miss Lowry Struck Him With a Piece
of Wood She Was Outraged and Killed.

morning that the murder was discovered.
Mrs, Covel attracted the attention of
two boys, who came in, and learning the
startling story, searched the yard, rind-
ing Miss Lowry’s body in the shed. Lhe
remains lay in a pool of blood. Terrible
injuries had been sustained to the head,
and it was apparent that the woman had
been brutally assaulted.

News of the murder quickly spread,
and this afternoon’s train brought
Crown Attorney MeCrimmon, County
Magistrate Hunt and County Constable
Hopkins from St. Thomas.

Coronor Dorland, of Rodney, opened
the inquest this afternoonm, and after
the jury had viewed the remains the evi-
dence of Mrs. Covel and Dr. Patesrson
was taken.

The Only Clue,

The placing on the witness stand of
John Wills, a farmer who lives about
three miles northeast of the scene of the
murder, was a surprise to the crowded
court room. It was thought that the
witness knew something that might
prove startling. Wills was in Rodney,
last night, and left for home about 11
o'clock, While taking a short cut, when
about three-quarters of a mile from the
scene of the murder, he claims to have
heard repeated sounds which he believ-
ed to be the barking of a dog. Neigh-
bors only thirty rods away heard noth-
ing. {

The inquest will be resumed at 2.30 to-
morrow, when the report of the autopsy
to be performed in the morning will be
submitted. The weapon the murderer
used was cut from a cherry tree on the
old Lamont Hotel property, probably
with a blunt jack-knife. It 18 about
three feet long and one and a half inches
thick. It is almost certain that the man
wore heavy boots, as there are nail
marks on the walls or the shed close to
the place where the body lay. The Crown
officers to-night seems to be at sea. Any
traces the murderer left about the house
are now obliterated. The arrival oi a
Provincial detective to-morrow may be
followed by developments.

Commentary.—I. The importance of
abiding in Christ (vs. 1-5). 1. 1.—Jesus.
The true vine—The trwé vine is Christ;
the living, abiding Christ, who repro-
duces himself in every true disciple.
Throughout this last discourse  with
His disciples, Jesus speaks of Himself—
mot as a man about to .die, but as a liv-
ing Christ forever incarnate n the
‘hearts and lives of His own, living on
in the world with mightier and wider
influence, and in more intimate commun-
ion and companionship with His disciples
after His crucifixion than before, 1t is
this everliving Lurist reproduced in  all
his members, and spreading over the
whole earth, that is the true vine, in
contrast with the old Israel, which prov-
ed to be no true vine.—Abbott, the hus-
bandman—The cwner of the vineyard,
the original planter, possessor and cul-
tivator of the vine. The Saviour speaks
of Himself as the subject of His Father’s
care and eoultivation.—Clarke.

2. Every branch in Me—=Many are
supposed to be in the vine, according to
the opinions of men, who have no root
in the vine. Baptized, professing, parti-
ally-believing members may be found in
abundance.

By the operation of the law that
right doing develops right feeling and
opens the heart to higher influences of
the Holy Spirit that is given to each
soul in the measure in which each
proves itself worthy of and willing to
receive Him. 3. By the discipline of life,
which is the manifestation of God’s
special love to the soul (Heb. xii. 6) The
object of all this redemptive work is in
order that the soul may bring forth
more fruit.” s

f 3. Now ye are clean—Ye are under
this discipline of pruning.—Bib. Die.
Conscious of their imperfections, their
late strife, their weakness, they might
fetar lest they were branches of the true
vine. Jesus comforts them with the
assurance that they are bearing fruit,
though they need further cleansing in
order that they may bring forth more
fruit.—Peloubet, Though the word
'You are already cleansed from past sin,
though your acceptance of and obedience
to my word.—Abbott. The word of
God is the pruning knife. It is sharper
than a two-edged sword (Heb. iv. 12),
and cuts deeply into the heart and con-
science by its searching truth. Christ had
lopped the wild branches of tlieir earth-
ly hopes, smitten them with sorrow at
at the thought of His departure, and cut
their pride into humility.—Pentecost.

4. Abide in me—Hold fast faith and a
good conscience; let mo trials turn ye
aside from the truth.

A GLASGOW MAN,

TESTIFIES REGARDING GLASGOW’S
TELEPHONE SYSTEM.

Ottawa, Ont., April 24— (Special.)—
Dr. Ochs, of Hespeler, was examined at
the Telephone Committee meeting to-
day. He gave a deseription of the rural
system between Berlin, Waterloo, Pres-
ton and Hespeler, which was started in
1801. Threc years later it was sold to
the Bell Company. The Bell was not giv-
ing a very good service, and opposition
was offered. Now it was improved, and
this year fifty farmer subscribers were
added to the list, at $15 cach.

Councillor Willock, of Glasgow, Scot.-
land, was the next witness. He said that
the city borrowed £120,000 for estab-
lishing a municipal telephone system. It
was installed in March, 1901. He paid at
that time £10 for a telephone in his cen-
tral office, and for one at a branch office
outside the mill radius he paid £20.
There was a rebate which made it £10
17s. The National had a monopoly there.
The corporation charged £5 5s. for an
unlimited service for the district. The
National rates were £10 10s., and £17
10s. At his own residence he paid £25,
and now had a ’phone for £5 5s. Ata
long distance ’phone it was sixpence for
three numbers, and the time doubled at
night. In Glasgow public stations charg-
ed a penny a call. The National Com-
pany has now reduced from £17 10s. to
£8 10s. The National or any company
would not be permitted to erect poles.
The National was doing its best to inter-
fere with the municipal system. He said
that gas, water, and all public utilities
were successfully operated by the city.

The National had 20,000 subscribers
and the city 14,000. The National was
adding to its list by free ’phones. Last
year the corporation had a surplus of
£3,650.
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A WARSHIP IN A STREET.

Strange Fate of a Century-Old British
Frigate .

London, April 24.—The Daily Express
publishes the rollowing: Attention is
drawn to the strange fate of the old
frigate Havannah, which was Dbuilt "in
1811, and formed part of the escort of
Napoleon 1. to St. Helena, by an answer
given in Parliament by Mr. Pretyman,
Sceretary to the Admiralty.

The Havannah, he stated, was sold by
public auction at Portsmouth. *As she
is not afloat, but high and dry, and
forming part of a street in Cardiff, she
will presumably have to be broken ,up
before she can be removed. The land on
which she rests has to be cleared of all
debris within a certain time.”

Inguiries at Cardiff show that the
frigate has for some years been used as
an industrial school.  She stands back
about twenty feet from the pavement
in Penarth Road, close to the River
Taff.

The vessel was floated to its present
position in 1861, and was enclosed by a
bank, while the creek in which she- lay
was partly filled with earth, and -usel
as a vegetable garden and playground
for the lads in the industrial school kept
on board.

FAVOR POLICY-HOLDERS,

Should Be on Directorate of Equitable
Life,

New York, April 24.—After a gession
at the Hotel Savoy lasting for nearly six
hours to-day, the twn hundred odd man-
aging agents of the Equitable Life As-
surapce Society from all parts of  the
United States adopted resolutions asking
the New York State Legislature to ‘ex-
ercise its plenary powers by enacting an
amendment to the societies’ charter,”
this amendment to give the policyholders
admission to the directorate of the so-
ciety. -

The resolution also provided that a
committee consisting of one manager
from every State in the Union and one
from Canada, together with all managers
in New York City, should be named to
see Governor Higgins and Superintendent
of Insurance Hendricks, in an endeavor
to secure their assistance in getting the
Legislature to act.

The agents pledged their “unqualified
support” to President - Alexander, and
expressed their “entire confidence that
the president will continue unfalteringly
and finish the work of mutualization
that he has so courageously begun.”

AN OBSTINATE WOMAN.

grants from this country instead of hav-
ing ‘to go into the continental highways
to invite the surplus population. of for-
cign countries to settle in a Bi:tish col-

ony.

The Post advocates that more atten-
tion be paid to emigration as a means
of relieving the unemployed, though not
indiscriminate dumping. Chances might
be offered to young men who have not
yet become loafers. The colonies, it says,
are rather too exacting in their desire to
be populated by the best of the race.

IN DRYEST MAINE.

How Pocket Peddlers Do Business in,
Original Prohibition State.

For over a week now Malne has been as
dry as the proverbial bone, all on account
of the Sturgis bill, which passed tne legis- |
lature of Thursday, March 16th, and which
provided for the strict enforcement of the |
prohibitory law. This bill authorized the
governor to appoint three commissioners in
each county to see that the law is properly
enforced, and so it was not absolutely nec-
essary for the sheriffs to be any more
strenuous than they have been theretofore,
but most of them (either from political or
other reasons, decided to carry out the law
to the letter. Consequently dealers and
saloonkeepers had only a short time to get
their goods out of the State. Of course
this dryness has given rise to many funny
happenings and has made Maine the butt
of many a joke.

As soon as Sherilf Nennell began his ac-
tive campaign in Portland, and all the
saloons and kitcher bar-rooms were closed
the pocket peddlers began to swarm about
the city. These petty tradesmen in ‘‘booze’
carry pint and If-pint bottles of whoskey
concealed in their othes, and sell to itin-
erant customers either by the - bottle or
drink. They rean a fabulovs profit, some-
times selling the poorest grades of whiskey
at $2 a pint, or 25 to 30 cents a drink.
Their mgthods of carrying the stuff are in-
genious, and on one man who was, recently

gearched were found fifteen quarts of liquor.
He had specially constructed pockets in |
his underclothes, his wvest, trousers, jacket !
and ulster, and even carried a half pint in |
his hat. He was, however, an exceptionally
greedy one. Many of them manufacture
their so-called whiskey out of alcohol; brown
sugar and water, and one or two drinks
of the concoction is enough to give the
oldest toper a horrible case of delirlum
tremens.

. The way that they obtain customers, and
especially the manner in which they gull
strangers, i3 amusing. The most successful
pocket peddlers are generally associated
with some nicely dressed chap of good ade-
dress, who carries no linuor himself. This
“capper’’ walks along the street until he
ses some likely victim. If he be a strang-
er (and these shrewd fellows rarely mis-
take one ) the ‘‘capper” walks up to him
and pelitely inquires for some mythical
street. Of course, the stranger cannot di-
rect him, but as they walk along they gen-
erally driSt into convarsation, which the
“‘capper,” if he thinks well, cleverly directs
to the liquor question.- They laugh and
chat over the absurd prohibition law, and
then the ‘‘capper’’ generally unbosoms him-
self, something like this:

“To tell the truth, T was looking for
such and such a street, because I heard of
a place where you could get a .nice little
drink on that street. I'm sure it's quite
near here, and if you'll join' me we'll go
down and have a quiet taste.”

Of course, the ‘‘capper’” leads his victim
down a side street, and as soon as they are
well along in the shadow of the buildings, a
smooth-looking chap accosts them . with:
+pPerhaps I knaw what you gentlemen are
looking for.”” Of course, they all smile, re-
tire to an allevway and take another kind
of 8 ‘‘smile,” the ‘capper’ buying the first
drink, after which operation he goes, after
another victim.—N. Y. Tribune,

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Strawberries.

W. F. Macoun, Horticulturist, Experimentat Farm,

During the past sixteen years more
400 named varieties of strawberries

havie been tested at the Central Exper-
tal Farm, Ottawa, under as nearly

uniform conditions as possible. Every
yeak many new varieties are offered for
sale,\some at very high prices, and it
has the aim to test these along-
side o varieties and find out whether
they arg really any. better It js, we
think, safe to say that 95 per cent. of the
varieties Igtroduced every year are in-
ferior to the best varieties already be-
ing grown, hence the value of giving
these new kinds a careful and fair test.
Many kinds are difcarded at the Farm
every year, having been tested long
enough to judge of their merits. In 1904
there were 196 varieties tested. As the
average results are more exclusive
than those from a single year, the fol-
lowing varieties which have averaged
best for four years are those which
would be likely to prove most produc-
tive when the conditions are the same
as at Ottawa, thé soil being a Tich sandy
loam not lacking in moisture. !

The most productive twelve varieties
in order of merit are the following, with
brief descriptions of each:

1. Mele, Perf.—This is a wonderfully
productjve berry, but being rather soft
is mot highly:recommended. Fruit above
medium size, roundish or pointed coni-
cal, pale but glossy red. Quality medium.

2. Sample, Imy.—The Sample is un-
doubtedly onme of the best commercial
strawberries now on the market. It is
very productive, handsome and uniform
in shape. Fruit large, bright to rather
deep, glossy red, and moderately firm.
Season medium to late. Quality medium.

3. Buster, Imp.—Although not gener-
ally known, the Buster is another fine
variety. It is very productive and the
fruit, which is large, maintains its gize
well to the end of the season. The color
of the fruit is pale, glossy red, much
like Clyde in appearance. ~ Moderately
firm. Quality above medium. Season
medium to late. Foliage very good.

4. Bisel, imp.: This variety has been
lost sight of to a large extent owing to
so many new and much advertised vari-
eties being given such prominence, but it
is one of the most productive and hand-
somest berries tested at Ottawa., The
fact that it stands fourth, in a four-year
test of many varieties shows that it is
equal and superior to many others. Fruit
large, roundish, bright red, moderately
firm. Quality above medium, Season
medium to late.

5. Afton, imp.:, Can see no difference
between this variety and Warfield.

6. Steven’s Early, imp.: Appears iden-
tical with Warfield.

7. Glen Mary, perf.: The Glen Mary
has for years been one of the most pro-
ductive varieties at the Central Experi-
mental farm. It comwines great produc-
tiveness with very large size of fruit, the
fruit remaining large until the end of the
season. Fruit very large, rather iregular
in shape, bright red, moderately firm.
Quality medium, seasen medium. The
irregularity “of the fruit is somewhat
against this variety.

8. Daisy, imp.: The Daisy is a vari-
ety whicn was sent to the Experimental
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Farm for test sixteen years ago and has
always proved exceedingly productive.
Fruit above medinm size, - uniform in-
shape, round conical, rather soft, bright
ﬁ!o“y red. Quality medium, season me-

jum. A very attractive berry but a lit-
tle soft. y

9. Greenville, imp.: This variety has
always proven very productive here and
on account of its good quality is very
desirable for home use as well as mar-
ket. Fruit large to very large, roundish
or wedge-shaped, moderately firm to ra-
ther soft. Quality good, season medium,
More suitable for near than for distant
markets.

10. Daniel Boone, imp.: This variety
appears identical with gV rfield.

1. Howard’s No. 41, imp.: A firm,
productive, medium to late variety, with
medium-sized deep red fruit.

12. Enhance, imp.: This is another
variety which‘has not received the at-
tention it deserves. Fruit above medium
to large, roundish, deep red, firm. Qual-
ity above medium to good. Season me-
dium, Should be an excellent variety
for shipping long distances.

Warfield, Imp.: While the Warfield
comes thirteenth in order of productive-
ness, it may deserve fifth place if the
Afton, with which it seems identical, is
the same variety. The Warfield is one
of the very best of the older varieties,
being very productive and of an attrac-
tive, deep glossy red color. It is one of
the best varieties for canning, The fol-
iage is inclined to rust sometimes, which
is somewhat against it. Quality med-
jum. Season early to medium.

Others which closely follow the above
are Marie and Beder Wood, the latter
being one of the best all-round early
perfect: varieties. ~ For house use we,
should suggest. Bubach, Greenville, Lov-"
ett, and Beder Wood as among the best.
Williams, which is probably grown more
than any other variety for long distance
shipment, came 29th in the four year
average. It is one of the best for this
purpose, but we should like to see En-
hance given a further trial.

Strawberies succeed best on rich, well
drained soil, which will not bake easily.
Thorough preparation and heavy manur-
ing will give best results. Seldom, if ever,
are strawberries too heavily manured.
There are many eystems of ing
plants, but for those who are not straw-
berry specialists,and even in most cases
for those who are, the matted row is the
best. Plant early in spring when the
soil is ready, setting the plants from 18
to 24 inches apart in rows 3 1-2 to 4 feet
apart. Give thorough cultivation dur.,
ing the growing season. The looser the -
surface soil is kept the better the results
will 52, Place the runmers, if possible,?’
so that they will be evenly distributed
in the row. If the plants are kept. at
least six inches apart the results will’
usually be better than if closer, Mulch|
lightly just before winter sets in, and
after the ground is frozen, with coarse |
straw or marsh hay. Frequently this
will save the plants in thawing and freez-
ing weather without snow on the ground,
when otherwise they would be killed.
Remove mulch in spring before plants
begin to grow, and place between the

rows. It may smother the plants if left
too long. ]
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$ NOTES OF SPRING
$ TILLAGE.

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1. Now is the time to observe the necd
of draining. The cxistence of pools and
wet and dry patches and the general
direction of the watercourses should be
observed in order to learn whether
drainage is neeessary and in what places
and directions drains should be laid. The
draining of farm lands should be regard-
ed as an investment. The improvement
resulting’ from drainage, where drainage
is necessary, will return large annual
dividends and will speedily discharge the
capital outlay by reason of the improved

;
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| texture, moisture content, and tempera-

ture of the soil, and the resulting in-

!crease in the quantity and quality of

the crops.

2. Also, now is the time to observe
the benefits of fall plowing. The differ-
ence should be noted between land, espe-
cially sloping land, that has Deen left
gmooth and firm over the winter, and
and land that was ploughed in the
fall and left rough and loose. The for-
mer has by the action of the rain and
snow become packed and possibly pud-
dled, or, on steep or sloping land, has
been gullied and washed out and de-
prived of much of its valuable material.

| This land, it Ieft to itself, will soon be-
! come hard and difficult to till.

The fall-
ploughed land, however, will be in a far
more mellow and friable condition, and
will make an earlier and a superior seed
bed.

3. Shallow tillage should begin on land
as early as possible to prevent hardoen-
ing and to conserve the moisture in the
subsoil. After the seeding is done, land
for roots and corn or other later crops
should be cultivated at once to prevent
the escape of moisture and to insure a
good seed bed.

5, The roller should be used with care
and judgment; otherwise the labor will
be wasted, or ‘worae still, harm will be
done. If the seed bed is lumpy the lumps
may be broken by rolling soon after a
shower when they have been softened by
the moisture. If the seed bed is dry, the
roller iay be used to advantage. It
compacts the surface soil and therchy
enables the moisture from below to rise
to the surface and thus hastens germin-
ation of seed. In both these instances
the roller should be followed with ihe
harrow, if possible, in order to looscn
the surface and prevent foss of moist-
ure It should be borne in mind tha’

in all spring tillage the capilliary move-
ment of water is much more rapid
through moist soil than through dry soil,
and that compact soil will raise water to
a much greater height than will loose
soil. If it is desired, therefore, to bring
the water to the surface, as in the case
of a dry seed bed, the soil should be com-
pacted by some such implement as the™
roller. 1f, however, as is usually the
case, it is desired to check the upward
movement of the water, then the soil
should be loosened and allowed to dry
out, so that the loose dry surface may
check the upward rise of water and pre-
vent consequent loss. If clover seed or
other small seed is sown, the roller is
t_'requently necessary, unless the seed bed
is very fine. In this instance the roll-
er serves to pack the soil close about
the small seeds, and to bring them in
contact with sufficient moisture to en-
able them to germinate.

. 6. If rains have occurred after seed-
ing, or if it has not ben possible to
loosen the surface soil after rolling, be-
fore the crop shows through the ground
then the harrow may be used with .'\d-'
vntage fter the crop has strted. With,
cereals, corn, or potatoes, the harrow
will do no harm to the crop, will kill
small weeds that have germinated, and
will further serve to establish a,mulch,’
and thus conserve the valuable moisture
for the latter uses of the crop.
