'The 
exodus of ipinera continues.

Prbtobia, Aug. 22.—The govern reed t 
of the Transvaal has received a communi­
cation from the governor of Lorenzo Mar­
quez relative td the stoppage of amis 
there; to the effect that Portugal’s obliga­
tions to all nations, including Great Brit­
ain, required the enforcement of the 
Transvaal-Purtuguese treatment, and, as 
an unsatisfactory explanation existed as 
to the transiwrtation of arms, they were 
stopped at Delagoa bay and until the 
terms of the treaty should be complied 
with, though no doubt the matter will ul­
timately be arranged satisfactorily.

The Transvaal government regards the 
communication as “extremely vague.”

Cape Town, Aug. 22.—In the Cape as­
sembly today Cecil, Rhodes, referring to 
the Transvaal question, said:

“There will be no blood shed. Presi­
dent Kruger, like a sensible man, will 
climb down. The less the Cape Colony 
is concerned in the quarrel the better.”

Continuing, Mr. Rhodes said it was cer­
tain that the Transvaal would become an 
English speaking community, and the 
Uitlanders being in a vast majority, 
would form a government in keeping with 
their views. He expressed the hope that 
the settlement would be fair and that the 
Cape Colony would let the imperial gov­
ernment deal with that matter also.

It is rumored here that the Boers in­
tend to attempt a coup to obtain forcible 
possession of the ammunition detained by 
the Portuguese.

England on the Alert.

Gibraltar, Aug. 24.—The Manchester 
regiment, numbering 1,000 men, has 
sailed for Cape Town.

Cape Town, Aug. 24.—The Delagoa 
Bay incident, coupled with the recent 
transit of a large amount of ammunition 
baa directed the attention of the British 
officials to tjie immense accumulation of 
munitions of war in the South Africans 
republics, especially in the Transvaal. 
The Uitlanders being debarred from 
carrying arms, the supply of Weapons, as 
shown in Lourenzo Marquez (Delagoa 
Bay) returns for three years, is greatly in
excess of the burghers’ requirements, and 
consequently there is a growing feeling 
among the British community in South 
Africa that no settlement of the existing 
Crisis t*ll ensure lasting peace unless it

includes a provision for the reduction bf 
armaments.

Southampton, Eng., Aug. 24.—The 
British steamer Arundel Castle sailed 
from this port to-day with thirty officers 
and 770 men of various regiments bound 
for Cape Town.

Johannesburg, Aug. 24.—At a meet­
ing hère of two hundred Germans a com­
mittee was appointed to express to the 
government the willigness of the Ger­
ma ils to volunteer for service in case of 
war, but requested that they be enrolled 
in a separate corps on account of the 
hardships endured by the German in the 
Mqgato campaign.

Durban, Natal, Aug. 24.—The men 
belonging to the British first class re­
serve residing hère have ’been ordered to 
hold themselves in readiness to join their 
regiments. ’

London, Aug. 24.—The Marquis of 
Salisbury spent the afternoon and even­
ing with Queen Victoria. It is believed 
the grave situation of affairs in .tjhe Trans­
vaal was partly responsible for the Prem­
ier’s visit to Her Majesty.

Four- More Victims.

Truro, V. 8., Aug. 21.—A terrible ac­
cident on the works in connection with 
the building of the large Midland railway 
bridge over the Shubenacadie river at 
South Maitland occurred on Sunday. 
Four men were drowned in the caisson. 
This is the seventh death since the build­
ing of the road began. One other man 
was drowned some time ago on a bridge 
work, and two killed in an accident at 
Mosherville recently.

The names of the dead men are: 
liam Donegan, aged 28, Second avenue, 
New York; Lake Peters, aged 49, Water 
Strait, New York; James Wilkins, aged 
87, 12th street, New York; James Dona­
hue, Ireland. They were all expert 
bridge builders brought on. by the Ameri­
can Bridge Company, who have the con­
tract fut building the bridge. Twenty 
men were ou the night shift in a large 
caisson when the water rushed in. Six­
teen men got out alive, but some were 
quite seriously injured. The four who 
were killed were heavy, able-bodied men, 
one Weighing over two hundred. All 
showed marks, bruises and other injuries, 
which it is thought may have had 
something to do with them not escaping 
with the others.

Donegan, as seen by a reporter at the 
undertaker’s rooms, has several ribs brok­
en, his breast smashed and a horrible 
gash on the side of the head and the cheek 
cut completely open.

The evidence at the inquest showed 
that all the machinery was working in 
perfect order before and after the acci­
dent. The evidence of the foreman and 
men in the caisson when the accident hap­
pened show that the water rushed in from 
the bottom of the caisson. The foreman, 
wtlorushed from the shaft and saved him­
self, thinks all would have been saved
had they rushed up the shaft as fast as he
did when the water first started.

The verdict was that the deceased men 
came to their death by drowning, caused 
by the iuflow of water into the caisson
from some unknown cause.

The caisson is a large hollow, air-tight 
compartment sunk to the bottom of the
river for the men to work in in building 
the masonry of the immense piers of the 
bridge from the bed rock. The material 
was let down from the top and the air 
was furnished by pipes.

The injuries of the dead men indicate 
that the rush of water threw them with 
great'force against the sharp edge of 
stones.

Prescott, Ont., Aug. 24.—Two flim­
flam artists struck a soft thing* yesterday 
afternoon in the person of James Connell 
a rich and respectable farmer of Augusta 
township. It was the old story of the 
gold brick over again, and the sharpers 
are Said to have skinned the old man out 
of ten thousand dollars. Connell did not 
discover that he had been duped until 
one hour after the slick ones had depart­
ed. They crossed the river to Ogdeus- 
burg, but the old man is in hot pursuit. 
When Connell opened the cash bqx in 
which he supposed he had a fortune he 
found that it contained a lump of lime­
stone wrapped up in a piece of news-

Triple Tragedy.

New Milford, Coon., Aug. 24.—A 
triple tragedy occurred here shortly be­
fore 10.30 tonight, when K. Trenkaus, a 
German baker, aged 4Ç years, and hir 
wife, were shot by his brother, the wife 
dying instantly. Trenkaus received one 
bullet in the breast and two in the arm, 
and his death is momentarily expected. 
The murderer fled but was pursued, and 
as he was about to be captured, fired a 
bullet in his right temple and died in­
stantly. The shooting took place in 
Trenkaus’ base shop, at the corner of 
Railroad and Bank streets.

Stabbed With a Hat Pin.

Winnipeg, Man., Aug. 23.—A Swed­
ish woman named Peison, while intoxi­
cated, stabbed a neighbour, Mrs. Nelson, 
in the breast with a hat pin. The wound 
is a dangerous one and may prove fatal. 
The assailant is under arrest pending de­
velopments.

H. Jones, Rev. E. I. Grant, and A. E. 
Wall. The committee reported the fol­
lowing nominations, which "were adopt­
ed.

. Hon. Mr. Emmerson, upon taking the 
chair as president of the convention, said 
he would have preferred that some other 
brother had been chosen, as from recent 
experience in another convention he 
had learned that his brethern even were 
not able to distinguish between Henry 
R. Emmerson, the piditicro, rod Henry 
R. Emmerson the member of the Baptist 
con vention.

A letter of fraternal greeting was read 
from the Free Christain Baptist confer­
ence.

The report of the Foreign Mission 
was tabled by the secretary, Rev.

J. W. Manning, and distributed, and is 
up for discussion this afternoon.

Fredericton, Aug. 21.—The practice 
of late in the Baptist convention of the 
Maritime Provinces is to nominate the 
candidate or candidates for president in 
the ojien convention, a nominating com­
mittee submitting the names of other of­
ficers. That was what wae done in the
convention on Saturday. The nomina­
ting committee, of which Hon. H. R. 
Emmerson was a member, did not sub­
mit any name for the presidency. While 
the committee was absent Rev. Dr. Saun­
ders, of Halifax,- in a short speech, moved 
that Hon. H. R. Emmerson be appointed 
president for the ensuing year. Rev. 
Wellington Camp, of Sussex, seconded 
the motion, which was then put and
carried amidst applause. Mr. Emmerson 
was escorted to the hall bÿ Rev. Dr. 
Saunders and Rev. J. D. Freeman, and 
made a brief speech, declining the posi­
tion, but the convention refused to leave 
him, and amidst applause hé was escort­
ed to the chair. He expressed thanks 
for the honor conferred xpon him and 
promised to discharge the important 
duties to the best of his ability.

The report of the foreign mission 
board said that Rev. George and Mrs. 
Churchill, Mrs. R. Sanford, Mrs. W. V. 
Higgins and Misa A. C. Gray have been 
on furlough during year, and Rev. Mr. 
Archibald's health h»d so- broken down 
that his recovery is only possible in a 
more bracing climate. With these va­
cancies there ought to be one or more 
families sent to India this autumn. Miss 
Helen Blackadar is the only new recruit 
accepted by the board, but it does not 
see its way financially to send either her 
or Miss H. H. Wright to India. Miss 
Harrison and Miss Newcomb have com­
pleted their examinations, and so lias 
Mr. Gullison, while Mrs. Gullison had 
passed all but one, doing splendid work 
and showing a natural aptitude for Telu- 
gu. Miss Archibald has passed her first 
year’s examinations with flying colors, 
and Mr. Hardy was making gratifying 
progress. The older missionaries refer 
to those recent accessions to the staff in 
hearty praise. The report declared: 
This convention should not adjourn with­
out committing itself to the work of rais­
ing within the next two years at least $25, 
000 for foreign missions. The board’s 
receipts on current account for the year 
were $15,648.85, and the total expendi­
tures $15,306.40 leaving a balance of 
$342.45, but last year's deficit olr $2,731. 
57 makes the present deficit $2,389.12. 
There was a shrinkage of $950 in the se­
curities belonging to the Bradshaw trusts. 
The sum of $1,155 was received in lega­
cies; while J. E. Masters, of Canning. 
N. S., conveyed to the board the revenue 
of a water lot with brick building thereon 
on South Wharf, St. John. The report 
reviewed at some length the year’s work 
in the mission fields.

The report was discussed on Saturday 
afternoon. While the financial clause 
was under discussion John March, of 
Hampton, stated that there was a dispute 
between himself atid the board regarding 
a mortgage of $4,500. Hon. A. F. Ran­
dolph, Dr. Kierstead and'Hon. Mr. E«n-' 
merson was appointed a committee to 
meet Mr. March and the board and con­
sider all matters in dispute between 
them.

The report of the ministers’ annuity 
fund was presented by Rev. Dr. Saun­
ders.

The Saturday evening session was a
platform and foreign missionary meeting,
the speakers being Rev. W. H. Town­
send, .Rev. J. A. Gordon and Miss De- 
Fraiser, of India-

The convention occupied the great­
er part of the forenoon with considera­
tion of the report of the board of gover­
nors of Acadia University, which was 
presented by the secretary, S. B. Kemp- 
ton. The report showed an enrolment 
for the year of 137, as follows: 1 resident 
graduate, 23 seniors, 29 juniors, 40 so­
phomores, 38 freshmen and 6 general 
students. Twenty-three students were 
admitted to the degree of B. A., six of 
them with honors; nine were admitted to 
the degree of M. A. in course. The 
president reported that the work of the 
professors had been performed with 
marked fidelity and devotion, consider­
ably . more work being covered than us­
ual in some departments. The new pro­
fessors, Haycock and Jones, give evi­
dence of marked ability as teachers and 
are proving a valuable addition to the 
faculty. The student’s project of erect­
ing on their own sccoui* a budding for 
the use of the students’ societies at a 
cost of about $6,000, is mentioned with 
approval. There were 36 students for 
She ministry, among whom was distri­
buted $1,699.60 from the Payant bene­
ficiary fund. The report states that the 
$76,000 for the forward movement fund 
“baa all been" pledged, with a small sur­
plus, which will in part offset the inevi­
table shrinkage..” The pledgee include 
Mr. Rockefeller's conditional promise el 
$15,900 and other pledgee amounting to 
$63,012 50. From the educational so 
eiety there has been received $3.703.70 
and from the horoejconstituency $22,275. 
67. The report says: “Great credit is
due to Dr. . Trotter for the manner in
which thie has been accomplished. He
has spared no pains to increase the con­
fidence and sympathy of the people in 
our institutions as well as to secure the 
fund. All honor is due to tluiee who 
have ao nobly responded to the call for 
help in the time of need.” The services 
of the Rev. W. E Hall, who has proved 
himself so valuable an assistant to Dr. 
Trotter, have been retained, and the 
whole business of collecting and reporting 
to the college treasure has been commit­
ted to him, and Mr. Hall has been auth 
orixed to receive supplementary pledgee 
to offset any P'jeeible shrinkage. Gifts 
are acknowledged of a handsome cabinet 
indej* for the library from the junior
class; of electric light furnishings for the 
college hall from Chas. S. Harding, St. 
John, and of one undivided third interest 
in s property in St. John from James E. 
Masters, of that city, subject to certain 
eonditiots during his lifetime, gift to be­
come absolute at his decease. This prop­
erty is estimated at $4,000, on which 
there js an encumberance of $1,000. 
Notice has been received of a bequest of
one thousand dollars by John C. Ander­
son, of Yarmouth, which will not be paid 
over to the board until the death of his
widow. Nelson Forest, of Amherst, also 
remembered the college in his will to the 
extent of $1,000. The total enrolment 
at Acadia Seminary is reported as. ninety- 
three, of whom sixty-one were resident 
and thirty-two non-resident students. 
Fifty-two took special work and forty-one 
were enrolled in the regular course. 
Twenty of the fifty-two entered for one 
study only. Miss True, the principal, re­
ports that in no year of her principalahip 
has there been more faithful, earnest, ef­
ficient work on the part of teachers and
students. The resignation of Miss True 
on account of ill-heaith is mentioned with 
reluctance. The resignation of Miss Cro­
well, teacher in English, is reported with 
regret. The appointment of Rev. J. H.
McDonald to succeed Miss True as prin
cipal of Acadia Seminary is mentioned 
with much confidence. The board has in 
hand the addition of another story to the
south extension of the seminary building 
at a cost of about $1,600. The enrolment 
in Horton Academy was 61—30 seniors, 
26 middle and 5 juniors. A few dropped 
out for various reasons, so that the num­
ber of graduations was smaller than was 
expected—fifteen. The work of the year 
has been prosecuted with diligence and 
zeal on the part of teachers and students 
alike. The resignation of Principal Oakes 
is mentioned with expressions of esteem. 
Horace L. Brittain, M. A., of Fredreie- 
ton, has been appointed in his stead.

The report was adopted.
■ On motion of F. W. Emmerson, sec 
onded by H.^C. Creed, it was resolved 
that a special committee be appointed to 
take into consideration the advisability of 
securing a revision of the act of incorpora­
tion of the Baptists of the Maritime prov­
inces.

The report on obituary prepared by 
Rev. D. A. Steele, was read by Secretary 
Creed.

Fredericton, Aug. 22. —At the Bap­
tist convention Monday afternoon the 
president and Rev. Dr. Saunders and 
Rev. Dr. Gates were appointed a com­
mittee to convey the greetingaof the con­
vention to the Free Baptist conference 
meeting in St. John in October next. 
Rev. R. Barry Smith, H. R. Emmerson 
and H. C. Creed were appointed a com­
mittee on incoqxrntion of Baptist 
churches in New Brunswick.

The report of the temperance commit 

tee, comprised of Revs. H. F. Adams,
B. H. Thomas, W. P. King and D. Price; 
was presented by Rev. Mr Adams. It 
presented the temperance question from 
the standpoint of the prohibitionist, went 
deeply into an analysis of the plebiscite 
vote, and showed that in all the Do 
raihion except Quebec there was a majori­
ty in favor of prohibition. The report 
asserted that im[ieiBonation, ballot-box 
staffing and gross fraud of various kinds 
bad been practiced to procure the adverse 
vote in Quebec, and closed With a num­
ber of strong recommendations.

Considerable discussion followed, Mr.
C. E. Knapp, of Dorchester, Dr. McDon­
ald, of Queens County, Senator King,
Rev. E. J. Grant, H. F. Adams, (Trtiro),
S. McCully Black, E. J. Beals (Canso),
McIntyre, John H. Hughes and Ron. H.
R. Etnmerson taking part. Rev. Mr.
Grant attacked the Laurier government, 
accusing it of deliberate deception, and 
he assailed the course of the Messenger 
and Visitor.

Rev. Dr. Black, editor of the Messen­
ger and Visitor, stated that if his course 
in the paper upon the prohibition ques­
tion had not met with the approval of the 
denomination, they had the remedy in 
their own hands. For himself, he did. 
not thiiÿ that a vote of 22| per cent of 
the electorate was a sufficient mandate 
for the government to enact a prohibitory 
law. He believed that the enactment of 
a prohibitory law under the present con­
ditions would be the most, disastrous 
thing that could hapjien to temperance 
reform.

Rev. H. F. Adams said that for many 
years the Baptist denomination had tried, 
to work together in hanpony with the 
Roman Catholics and had winked at the 
machinery of the Roman Catholic church, 
but now, when that machinery was used 
to defeat the very object Which Baptists 
held dear, it is time for the denomination 
to speak put.

Senator King asserted that the govern­
ment had given no pledge to enact a pro­
hibitory law, and had therefore not 
broken any pledge. As a supporter of 
the Laurier government, he could ask
nothing better than that the Baptist Con­
vention and similar bodies would pass re­
ports and recommendations such as that 
now before the convention. Those re­
ports would be circulated throughout 
Quebec and make the province solid for 
Laurier. iU

Hon. Mr. Emmerson stated that the
report made statements that could not be

A motion to refer the report back to 
the committee wae carried unanimously.

The evening session was devoted to a 
platform educational meeting, addresses 
being made by Principal H. L. Brittain, 
Principal J. H. McDonald, President 
Trotter and Miss DePraiser, the latter 
from India.

The consideration of the report of the 
Home Mission Board occupied the great­
er part of this forenoon’s session. The 
report states that in the matter of con­
tinual pastoral labor for mission churches 
this has been the best year in the church’s 
history. Though the number of baptisms 
is not so large as in some previous years, 
good substantial work has been done, 
and there has been a steady advance to­
wards self-support on several of the fields. 
The summary ot work and results as re­
ported by the missionaries is as follows:

1,535 weeks of labor distributed among 
94 -churches, 3,896 preaching services, 
3,037 other meetings, 10,902 religious 
visits, 13,237 pages, of tracts distributed, 
196 baptized and 38 received by letter 
and experience. The supplement of gen­
eral missionary’s salary and grants to the 
churches amount to $3,835.93, divided as 
follows: $2,397 to 34 fields in Nova
Scotia, $633.33 to 6 fields in P. E. I., 
$293.75 for Halifax county missionaiy 
and $610.91 for general missionary. The 
following legacies have been received: 
Mrs. Susan Felton, Bass River, Col. Co., 
$800; Mrs. Christopher Rainsforth, Ayles- 
f >rd, $20. The $217.20 held to the credit 
of New Brunswick and the $79.06 re­
ceived from the Bradshaw trust since the 
last convention have been paid to com­
mittee for home missions in New Bruns­
wick. Collections taken by the corres­
ponding secretary when visiting the 
churches is placed to the credit of those 
churches in the denominational fund ac­
count. The amount of such collections 
during the past year was $62.09. In
making out the statement of the financial 
position last year a note for $140.02 was 
omitted. Thus the indebtedness last 
year was $1,982.09. The total indebted­
ness this year is $2,104.67, or a deficit 
for the year of $122.48. Had the $15,- 
000 expected for denomination work been 
received the debt would have been great­
ly reduced. Speaking of the need of care 
in granting licenses to preach, the report 
says experiences of the past few years 
constrain the board to reter to the matter 
again. They recommend that no church 
consider its license valid till it has been 
endorsed by the district meeting to which 
the church belongs.

The treasurer’s report was next taken 
up. It shows expenditure on general ac­

count of $13,511.64. making with the 
balance from last report and notes paid 
off a total of $20,294.11, against which 
there were receipts of $13,214.61, leaving 
a debit balance of $7,079.50. There are 
deficits in all the departments, but they 
are much smaller than last year except in 
the case of the seminary.

Rev. B. H. Eaton submitted the re­
port on the state of the denomination, 
showing 335 churches in the Maritime 
Provinces, a decrease during the year of 
74; church membership 44,960, a decrease 
of 6,591; number of baptisms 1,203, a de­
crease of 638; expended for church sup­
port $146,106.19, a decrease of $7,907.61; 
contributed to denominational work $11,- 
142.64 a decrease of $2,213,33; number of 
Sunday schools 460, with 26,481 .scholars 
—46 less schools than last year and 2,698 
less scholars.

Fredericton, Aug. — The Tuesday 
evening session of the Baptist convention 
was largely attended and was a platform 
meeting in the interest of home missions.
The first speaker was Rev. Dr. Keirstead 
who spoke upon the growth of the denom­
ination and line to secure. He was fol­
lowed by Rev. Mr. Ellsworth, who spoke 
upon the Grand Digue misson and evan­
gelical work in Quebec. Rev. H. P.
Whidden, of Galt, Ont., spoke next and 
urged the claims upon the denomination 
of the recently established Brandon Col­
lege. Rev. A. J. Vining, Winnipeg, was 
the next speaker, and gave an interesting 
account of and a forceful presentation of 
the claims of mission work in the North­
west Arid British Columbia. The conven­
tion -then resolved itself into a business 
session and received a further report from 
the nominating committee, making the 
following appointments: '

Baptists of the Maritime provinces under­
take to raise a twentieth century fund of 
$60,000, to be divided equally between 
home and foreign missions, it being un­
derstood that fifty per cent, of the amount 
raised in Nova Scotia and Prince Edward 
Island shall be given to the board of home 
missions working in those provinces, and 
fifty per cent, of the amount raised in 
New Brunswick to the board working in 
that province; that the maturing of me­
thods and prosecution of the movement 
be left to thé joint action of the boards 
interested.

The committee on resolutions brought 
in its report, returning the usual votes of 
thanks.

A resolution was adopted endorsing the 
idea of a national Baptist convention at
Winnipeg in 1900, and calling upon the
churches to appoint delegates to the con­
vention.

A motion was passed that in future the 
expenses of the secretary in attending the 
convention be paid.

Rev. E. J. Grant moved a strong reso­
lution relative to bribery and corruption 
at elections. The resolution provoked a
lengthy and animated discussion, among
the speakers being President Emmerson, 
who left the chair and delivered a long 
and spirited address denouncing bribery 
and corruption at elections in the strong­
est possible language and asserting that 
the evil was practiced in ' this province to 
an alarming extent. He claimed that he 
personally discountenanced such practices 
and had once run a pure and clean elec­
tion apdjwos defeated. The resolution 
was adopted.

After a few closing remarks by Rev. 
Mr. Freeman, the convention adjourned 
at 1 a. m.

Great Damage from Drouth.

Rochxstrb, Aug. 28.—Np rain in 
amount sufficient to meet the needs of 
the dying crops has fallen, in over two 
months, and the drought has become al­
arming in its long continuance.

The damage to the crops is great. 
The fields are dry, the ground is caked 
like burnt clay, and the dusty trees and 

'all green things are slowly yellowing as if 
they had been held close to a hot tire.

The wheat crop, while not a failure, 
has decreased in yield and value fully 
one-third below the average. Beans, 
which have been on# of the most reliable 
mainstays of the fanners hereabouts, are 
small,1 dry and scanty. The corn crop it 
a failure; the ears do pi* fill out, and 
many grocers refuse to buy green oom 
for market use. Fruits, especially 
peaches, are small and half-formed. 
Apples look well and plentiful, and are 
about the only fruit that the drought has 
not injured. Many farmers have been 
forced to feed stock on the remains of 
last winter's fodder^ while -the outlook 
for next winter's supply is alarming. 
The wells and springs'are drying up one 
by one, and men who own lierds jare 
thoughtful for the future. The lack of 
water has caused no end of trouble along 
the line of railroad, and freights bate 
been stalled on account of empty tanks. 
The farmers whose lands are bordered by 
timber stretches, keep watch night and 
day, for a fire once started in the tinder- 
like underbrush would be disastrous 
in its results.

Old men who have lived in Western 
New York all their lives say nothing like 
it has ever been*known. If rain does 
not come in two weeks, they say that the 
suffering among fanners and stock this 
coming winter will tie appalling. This 
must seem exaggerated, but one who bas 
driven about through the country wiil 
see its force and truth.

Few farmers know how much it would 
take to support their families in the way
they live now, if they had to pay house 
rent and hand out the.cold cash for every 
thing they consume; and that is the reas­
on so many come to grief after selling or
renting their farms and going to live in 
town.

Farm Poultiy Houses*

' It is much better where large numbers 
of fowls are to be ke_.it to built several 
houses for them, and to make them light 
enough so that they can be drawn on a
tt-ine sled from plate to place, thus avoid­
ing contamination of soil and the disease 
which will almost certainly follow if the 
same land is used year after year for 
a hen run. From 20 to thirty hens are 
enough for a single house. If more are 
kept, they will be in each others way, 
and it will be strange if egg eating o- 
other bad habit, do not beconfc contagi­
ous among them. The most important 
thing aboutthe location of the poultry 
house is that all the land around them 
shall be underdrained. This will enable 
the plow or chltivator to be used almost 
any time when the ground is unfrozen. 
Drained land is much drier for poultry 
than the hillside or knoll which is often 
recommended for that purpose.
