NOTES.

R. Thorburn, left here yesterday afternoon
for Stanley to inspect the Volunteers of that
region. The Colonel complimented the offi.
cers and the men highly on their appearance,
and Mr. Street expressed himself well pleas-
ed toa STAR reporter with, as he termed it,
“the men’s ready address with their muskets,
and their satisfactory proficiency in the pla-
toon and manual exercises.” We are delight-
ed to sce the lively interest manifested in
the War Department by Mr. Street: because
that institution which finds protection for our
homes and our little ones, that institution
which providesbrave men who are ready to
take the field at the first toot of the horr and
lay down their lives for those who stay at
home, ought to be of first and grave interest
to every man. We haye been making enquir-
ies through our correspondents if there is any
immediate danger of war breaking out be-
tween the Stanley and Nackawick tribes, and
though we ane assurances of peace on every
hand, yet no one can tell the moment a rup-
ture will occur.
