CRANK OR SAINT.

One of These Hugh Cameron
Surely is

Just Now he Wants to go to Congress
From Kansas And is Making His
Campaign in Barefeet.

Kansas has produced the most eccentric
character as a candidate for office to be
found in any state in the Union. This
man Hugh Cameron, one of the most pict-
uresque figures of Kansassince the days of
Jim Lane, announces his candidacy for
Congress in the second congressional dis-
trict cubject to the will of no convertion,
but to the people when they shall go into
the Australian booth to cast their votes.
He declares that he is neither a Republi-
can, Democrat nor Populist, but that he
proposes to goto the homes ofall the
voters and convince them that it will be
to their interest to

SEND IIIM TO CONGRESS,

His plan of campaign will be as novel
and peculair as have been his habits of
life during the past third of a century.
With his old and faithful mule that has
been his companion for more than fifteen
years,he intends to penetrate every neigh-
borhood in the nine counties in the dis-
trict and appeal to the citizens to cast off
the party yoke and vote for their best in-
terests. Until forced to do so by the
frosts he will wear no shoes, holding to
his established custom of going barefooted
during the summer months.

Hugh Cameron is the most eccentric
individual that Kansas ever produced.
His home is three miles northwest of
Lawrence, on the banks of the Kaw River,
at what is known as Cameron Bluff. He
is at once a scholar,a soldier, a vegetarian,
a celibate, a whilom stateeman and withal
a hermit.

Little is known in Kansas of his early
history, although he had iived in his
unique cabin at Cameron Bluft since the
early territorial days, When he first put
in an appearance in Lawrence the place
was mere an outspot of civilization. He
was then in the

FULL VIGOR OF EARLY MANHOOD

being about thirty years of age. With
little delay he selected a homestead in the
wilderness. and, building a little log house,
began the development ofa farm. He
mingled little with his neighbors and at
first took little part in the stirring event
that followed hisarrival. Finally he was
drawn out of his seclusion by Jim Lane,
when that leader in 1855 called a conven-
tion of National Democrats. This con-
vention proved a failure and again Gen-
eral Cameron was lost in sight. When
the war broke out he was commissioned
captain of Company F, Second Kansas
Volunteer Cavalry. He served through
the war, coming out as a lieutenant col-
onel brigadier general.

As late as 1870, he is again found asa
participant in the labor union State con-
vention at Leavenworth, where he was a
member of the executive committee.
Every winter he makes a pilgrimage to
Washington to look in upon Congress,
but with this exception he never leaves
his home at Cameron Bluff, save to visit
Lawrence or Topeka to obtain supplies.

Hugh Cameron comes from Peuonsyl-
vania stock. He was the*son of well-to-
do parents and a relative of the Camerons
who has for so many years held com-
manding places in the politics of the key-
stone State. In his youth his hopes, as-
pirations and ambitions were in common
with those of the ordinary young man of
good education and more than ordinary
mental powers. Then, as might have
been expected, he fell in love. The
maiden of his choice named the wedding
day and all was in readiness for the cere-
mony, when the bride disappeared.

CAMERON WAS JILTED,

This changed the whole current of his
life. He declared that he would never
marry, and he never has. He swore that
he would work twenty hours a day, sleep
four hours, and never eat meat, and he
never has. He said he would neyer shave
or cut his hair, and he has faithfully ad-
hered to that declaration. He does not
admit that his early disappointment is in
any way responsible for his eccentricities,
but bas a scientific explanation for each
oddity. He follows the tame routine
each day.

Arising at four o’clock in the moring, he
prepares his breakfast and puts his cabin
in order, by which time it is light enough
to do out of door work. After caring for
his stock, he proceeds to work in his field,
garden, orchard or vineyard. He con-
tinues his labors as long as there is light
enough to see, stopping at midday to pre-
pare his frugal meal of fruit and veget-
ables. At the conclusion of his manual
labor he lights his lamp and devotes what
time remains before midnight, his regular
hours for retiring, to study and writing.
The walls of his cabin are lined with
choice books, the accumulation of a life-
time.

General Cameron’s reason for permit-
ting his hair to grow is that he believes
hair a

GREAT AID TO STRENGTH.

His beard is braided as is also his hair
and both are twined around his neck.

He claims that they furnish a natural
electrical current which invigorates and
rejuvenatesthe body. When his whiskers
are loosened they reach almost to the
ground. The hair on his head would also
reach far down his back if it were permit-
ted to flow from its firm anchorage and
be relieved for a moment from its duty
as a conduit for the necessary electric
current. The hair and whiskers are
nearly white and give to the wearer a
venerable appearance.

His diet is of the most simple and
wholesome character. It consist of bread
and butter, cheese and milk, fish, fruitand
nuts. He uses neither meat, intoxicants
nor tobacco in any form. He believes he
has selected the natural food of man, and
that he has avoided the diseases which
result from the use of rich animal food.
He is certainly a healthy specimen of
mature manhood. He says he is stronger,
more active and in better health than
when he was thirty years old.

MR. LEIGHTON'S EVIDENCE

In J, H. Crocket's Preliminary Examin.
ation on the Charge of Libel.

Following was the evidence given by
John 8. Leighton, sr., at Woodstock the
other day, in the preliminary examination
of James H. Crocket, who has been com-
mitted for trial on the charge of crimin-
ally libelling the Registrar of Carleton :

“I hold official position of Registrar of

Deeds and Wills, county of Carleton, I

1
have held office about eight and a-half!

years. I know James H. Crocket, the de-
fendant. He is publisher of the daily
and weekly Gleaner. I have in my hand
a copy of the Gleaner of the 14th inst.
Mr. Crocket is publisher of that paper. I
first saw that number of the paper on the
evening of the 16th day of July inst. I
saw other papers of this date containing
same articles. Jas. Baker had one. He
was reading the article and called my
attention to it. Isaw other numbers of
the same issue, containing the article, at
the offices of the Sentinel and Dispatch.
James H. Crocket, defendanti is publisher
of this paper. Iam the J.S. Leighton
referred to in this article. I was never
appointed by Mr. Estabrooks as his agent.
I never collected any money for him from
any person. I know Joseph Vandine by
sight only. I never collected any money
from this Joseph Vandine for any person.
Previous to the appearance of this article
I did not know that Leverett Estabrooks
held a mortgage against Joseph Vandine.
The statements in this article referring to
me are utterly untrue.
The Cross Examination.

I am not a subscriber of the Gleaner. I
don’t patronize the Gleaner as an adver-
ticer. I have not had any business deal-
ings with Jas. H. Crocket during past
year. I know that Jas. H. Crocket is
publisher of the Gleaner by common re-
port. I know by the fact that his name
appears as publisher on the letter heads
of the Gleaner. I have been Registrar of
Deeds and Wills about eight and a-half
years. J. S. Leighton, jr., is deputy regis-
trar. He was employed in the office
about nine months previous to his becom-
ing deputy. His duties were the same as
my daties. He wrote on the large books
and did indexing, and certifying to the
discharging of bills of sale and mortgages.
There was some of the work that he did
not do. I performed part of the work
that he did not do. I think he has done
about over half. I don’t know that he
has done much cver half. I did not do
any of the writing on the large books. He
has not done the whole of it. I sign all
the documents after they are registered,
also sign them on the large books. I
search. Sometimes I build the fires and
sweep. Sometimes I don’t do anything.
During the past few years I have

Become Financially Embarrassed,
and it became necessary to make an as-
signment for the benefit of my creditors.
My indebtedness was about $25,000, se-
cured and unsecured. I haven’t heard of
any:dividend being declared by trustees
yet: My son, J. S. Leighton, jr.,and my-
gelfihave not been very intimately con-
nected in business. He endorsed some
paper for me. He has endorsed probably
about $2500. This endorsing by him for
me has extended over a period of about
two years. He has either paid them or is
carrying them now. He did not assist
me in other ways financially. I don’t
know that at any time he procured money
for me. Iknew that he bad been ap-
pointed agent of Leverett Estabrooks.
After having learned that he was the
agent I did not make any enquiries into
the business. My son did not volunteer
any information to me one way or the
other. I saw Vandine on the fourteenth
day-of June last. His business on that
day was to record a deed. He transacted
that business with me. I don’t know
whether my son was in the office at the
time or not. I did not see Vandine there
before or since June 14th that I remem-
ber. My son had not mentioned to me
about Vandiue being there. I have no
recollection of my son

Giving Me Any Money

in 1887 or early part of 1888. I think I
got some money from him in 1889. I
couldn’t say how much. It didn’t exceed
$1000. It might have exceeded $800. I
don’t think it exceeded $900. I couldn’t
say positively. I don’t know where he
got this money. He did not have much
property outside of his salary. The Van-
dine mortgage was discharged July 11th
inst. Mr. Estabrooks discharged the
mortgage. He was here personally. I
don’t know how he happened to get here,
I did not send for him. I donot know of
his having been sent for. I don’t know
what time of the day the mortgage was
discharged. - I did not have any conversa-
tion with Mr. Estabrooks or Jobhn with
regard to the mortgage. Prior to the 16th
inst,, I had heard nothing about the mat-
ter on the streets or anywhere else. I
don’t think John went for Mr. Estabrooks.
I have ro idea when the money was
paid. I have had no conversation with
John about the morteage since the 15th
inst., except when I asked him to turn
it up on the books. I have asked him for
no explanation.

After the evidence had been read over
Mr. Leighton said: I wish to sayin ex-
planation that in 1889 my son said to me—
“Mr. Istabrooks will lend you some
money.” I said to him —“ Write or see
Mr. Estabrooks about it.” Later he told
me Mr. Estabrooks would let me have
some money. I can’t tell the time. It
might have been before 1889. It would
not have been in the early part of 1888.

THEY LIKE TO SIP SOMETHING.

The members of the French parliament
practice a custdbm when in discharge of
their public duties, which seems strange
to people in thiscountry, and which prob-
ably is common in no other country but
France. The orators of the French
chamber are in the habit of sipping some
sort of beverage while speaking. It may
be syrup, coffee, lemonade, light wines or
even brandy, whatever suits the taste of
the sipper. Fancy the members of the
New Brunswick legislature indulging in
any such custom. It is told that M.
Pouyer-Quertier, who was Finance Minis-
ter at the time of the National Assembly,
and who preferred the juice of the grape
to every other beverage, drank Bordeaux
in almest any quantity; he has been
known to speak for three hours, and to
abgorb eleven glasses of his favorite wine
without the slightest inconvenience. It
was this gentleman who settled with
Prince Bismarck the conditions for the
payment of the five thousand millions of
francs, which France, after the war, had

to pay over to Germany. The story ig|

told that one day, while the two plenipo-
tentaries were discussing at' table the de-
tail of these conditions, Prince Bismarck
conceived the idea of trying to make M.
Pouyer-Quertier drink too much. The
latter had scarcely emptied his glass when
the Prince replenished it, and the French
plenipotentiary tossed it off immediately.
Prince Bismarck, however, had to keep
up with him and drink in his turn, so
that after an hour, the great Chancellor
felt his head grow rather heavy. He

gave up the bout, and said to M. Pouyer-
Quertier, “I see that wine has no great
effect on you.” “Ob,” replied the other,
who had noticed Bismarck’s attempt to
fuddle him, “Ican absorb almost any
quantity ; I can even swallow the glass
itself.” And suiting the action to the
word, he crushed the glass between his
teeth without cutting his lips.

NEW MEXICO SLEEPY GRASS.

After Eating It Horses, Cattle, and Sheep
: Are Overcome by Sleep.

In Lincoln county, New Mexico, there
isa peculiar kind of grass known as sleepy
grass. It has the property of putting to
sleep any animal that eat of it. Sleepy
grass grows among the other grass, and is
eaten by all kinds of stock readily. Its
existence had been unknown for years
after settlements had been made in Lin-
coln county. Stockmen and othersnc iced
that animals would sometimes stand
motionless foran hour or two at a time,
but it never occured to them that the
cause of this apparent resting wasa dis-
tinct grass. The discovery was finally
made by one of a party of travellars going
from San Antonio, a emall station on the
Atchison. Topeka and Santa Fe Railroad,
near Socorro, to the Pecos Valley, in Lin-
coln county. The trip is a long one, and
a portion of it is over some of the rough-
est country in New Mexico. Water is not
plentiful along the route, and for miles
there si hardly grass enough to feed a sick
rabbit, while on other portions of the
route there is a rank growth of grass.

It was in one of these fertile places, a
veritable oasis in the desert, that the

DISCOVERY OF THE SLEEPY GRASS
was made. The party halted about noon
for luncheon and the team was unhitched
and picketed out to graze for an hour or
two, the horses commenced eating with a
will, for they were hungry and there is
no more tempting grass to a horse’s ap-
petite than the black gramma which is
to be found in nearly all parts of New
Mexico. They fed for a few moments
and then suddenly stopped and, holding
their heads about on a level with their
shoulders, they stcod as motionless as if
they were carved of stone. Thisbehavior
was not in accordance with the ideas of
one of the party as to whl.t hungry
horses ought todo. He went to where
the horses were standing and found them
fast asleep. On speaking to themin a
loud tone, both awcke and commenced
eating as if nothing had happened. They
had eaten only a few mouthfuls when
both were sound asleep again. They
were aroused, but fell to sleep as before.
By this time the remainder of the party
had becomne interested. The horses were
awakened for several times only to fall a-
sleep again after each successive arousing.

None of the party had ever seen horses
act so, and all agreed that something they
had eaten had caused them to sleep.

Each of the party began a search, and
the plant which is'known in Lincoln
county as sleepy grass was discovered.
The story was related by the travellers
to an official of Lincoln county, and since
that time the

EFFECT OF THIS GRASS ON ANIMALS

has been observed by many persons.

Horses, after eating of it, in nearly all
cases sleep standing, while cows and sheep
almost invariable lie down. It has oc-
casionally happened that travellars have
stopped to allow horses to feed in places
where the grass grew pretty thick and
the animals have had time to eat for a
considerable quantity before its effects
manifested themselves. In such cases
horses have gone to sleep on the road.
They fall asleep while being hitched up,
and it often requires a sharp cut with the
whip to rouse them. They start off ata
good pace, which gradually slackens until
finally the head droops and they come to
a stop, sound asleep. A loud word will
sometimes suffice to start them again, but
oftener the whip is needed. The effect of
the grass passes off in an hour or two,and
no bad results have ever been noticed
on account of it.

If a horse be allowed to sleep nntil the
effect pass off, he appears to be very much
refreshed and will travel a long distance
without apparent fatigue, but if urged to
go during the period of drowiness which
follows after eating sleepy grass he seems
to be wearied even after the inclination
to sleep as passed away.

RORIQUE BROTHERS.

Their Awful Crimes in the
Southern Pacific—They
Were sentenced

To Death, But May Now be Exonerated
on New Evidence.

The Daily Chronicle’s Paris correspond-
entsays that the Rorique brothers, who
were tried and found guilty in Brest on
December 5 last and were sentenced to
death for having committed murder
aboard ship in the Pacific ocean, are likely
to be exonerated by new evidence. A
searching official enquiry is impending,
and since being sentenced they have been
incarcerated at the penal servitude estab-
lishment at Noumea, New Caledonia.

After a lcng trial the Maritime Tribunal
of Brest sentenced to death the brothers
Rorique, who by means of a conspiracy
involving murder and robbery, obtained
possession of a French vessel bound from
Tahiti in the Southern Pacific to the Tua-
motu Islands with a cargo of treasure
worth 400,000 francs. The owner of the
ship was the Tahitian Prince Hinoi, a
nephew of the king, Pomare V, whose
confidence the Rorique brothers had gain-
ed during their residence in the island,
where they had originally arrived as sur-
vivors of a wreck.

THEIR FIRST CRIMES

were the treacherous murders of the super-
cargo and the captain, after which they
terrorized the crew into submission, and
assumed command of the ship. Sub-
sequently they also murdered the crew.
Having painted out the name of the stolen
ship and substituted a new one, they haul-
ed down the tricolor and hoisted the Stars
and Stripes.

On December 15, 1891, the French
barqueNinorahiti, of 500 tons, commanded
by Tchae e Tara, a native of the Isle of
Ramarao, left Tahiti, bound for the Tua-
motu Island. Stowed away in the ship
was a quantity of treasure aggregating in
value some $100,000, consigned to various
parts of the archipelago, the larger amount
being destined for the Isle of Kaukura,
where the first mate’s brother was temp-
orarily engaged in bartering petty mer-
chandise with the natives.

Besides the captain and the first mate,
who was Joseph Rorique, the crew of the
vessel comprised four Tahitian natives, a
half-breed cook named Hippolyte Mirey,
and the supercargo, one Gibson, a Canad-
ian from Toronto, who is said to have
been formerly a resident of New York,
and an employe of the once well known
importing house of Schuchardt & Co.

When the Ninorahiti arrived at the
Island of Kaukura, the brother of the first
mate, Alexander Rorique, came aboard
and gained the confidence of the captain.
When the ship was ready to clear he ask-
ed permission to sail with her. He want-
ed to go to some other island, where he
might find a market for his wares. The
captain gave his consent. One fateful
evening, when the phosphorescent sea fires
gleamed fitfully around the vessel and
over-head the Southern Cross disputed
with the moon the sovereignty of the
heavens, the first scene in

THIS HORRIBLE DRAMA WAS ENACTED
Cook Mirey had just put his galley in
apple-pie order. The captain was below,
chatting with the Canadian supercargo,
Gibson. The Rorique brothers were pac-
ing the deck, conversing in low tones.
Presently the first mate called down the
companionway :

“Hallo, there, friend Gibson!
see you on deck a moment ?”

“What do you want with me ?” asked
the supercargo. -

“Oh, I merely wanted to ask you a
question,” was the reply.

Mirey, who overheard this colloquy,
saw Gibson come up on deck and observ-
ed the figures of the three men sharply
silhouetted in the moonlight. Then a
pistol shot smote the silence and the sup-
ercargo fell mortally wounded. Seeing
Gibson fall, Mirey rushed forth.

,“Halt!” cried the assassins, simultane-
cusly covering Mirey with their revolve:s.
“ Advance another step and you are a dead
man.”

The Roriques, raising the body of Gib-
son by the hands and feet, carried it to
the side of the vessel, balancing it an in-
stant, in midair, swung it out into the sea.
The then sent for the captain and inform-
ed him that his day of authority was over.
Not long after, however, they seized the
captzin and threw him into the sea. A
sick passenger was poisoned and then
consigned to the deep. The nextday two
of the sailors died through poison admiun-
istered in ram. The other sailors, with
the exception of the cook, jumped over-
board and were drowned. Mirey, the
cook, however, was the only living witness
of their deeds. They became careless and
stopped at many of the islands called
Pouape. One day, on land, Mirey and one
of the brothers had a row, and the latter
drew a rovolver,  Mirey escaped and in-
formed the authorities of the whole affair.
The Spanish governor had all hands ar-
rested and sent the ship and prisoners to
Manila under guard, where the French
authorities took charge of them and for-
warded thenrto France for trial.

THE CHINESE EMPEROR.

The outbreak of war between China and
Japan has directed public attention to
those two countries, and information re-
garding them and their government is
eagerly read. The Emperor of China who"
is only twenty-three years old, is known
by sight to very few of his subjects, for he
cannot appear in public, and when he
does go abroad it is in a close sedan chair
with guards along each side of the road to
prevent intruders from staring at his sac-
red person. Only the slightest informat-
ion concerning the young Emperor’s life
and movements ever reaches the public.
He lives in a great palace surrounded by a
wall through which nobody but the court
officials ever penetrates without special
permission. He was kept in seclusion
throughout his youth, the dowager em-
press acting as regent. He had in his pal-
ace yard minature models of men-of-war,
a train of cars which was an exact model
of the first railroad train ever run in China,
and every toy that wealth could procure,
but to show the complete artificiality of
his real life it will only be necessary to
consider that he has never seen one of his
own men-of-war, or never ridden in a real
steam car. He learns as much of what
goes on in his empire as the viceroys see
fit to tell him. He is of frail physique,
and in very delicate health,and the life of
the palace is said to be such that it would
be possible to remove him without any
real knowledge of the affair ever becom-
ing public. The life of the imperial pal-
ace is a world of its own, and what hap-
pens there, nced never become public.
His birthday, which takes place on Au-
gust 15, will bz celebrated on a scale of
magnificence, which it is impossible for
Western people to understand. There is
no law of hereditary succession to the
throne, but it is left to each sovereign to
appoint his successor from among the
members of his family, of a younger gen-
eration than his own.

THE PLEBISCITE.

The city council at its meeting Tuesday
evening, took the necessary steps towards
ascertaining the will of the ratepayers on
last winter’s legislation to make gome im-
portant changes in the city’s constitution.

The vote will be taken on Sept. 18th,
and will be yea or nay, a majority oniy
being necessary to bring the changes into
effect. As many of the electors are prob-
ably not fully acquainted with the char-
acter of the proposed changes, the Coun-
cil appointed a committee to issue circu-
Jars embodying explanations as to the
object of the vote.

The provisions of the act which before
coming law, must receive the endorse-
of the ratepayers, are concisely as follows:

The electoral lists will be made up ‘as
under the old law. All those, both male
and female, whose taxes are paid by a
certain date, will have a right to vote.

There will be two polls held for the
election, the city being divided into two
districts for the purpoee.

Nominations for Mayor or Aldermen
may be made hy any two qualifiad rate-
payers in the city.

The mayor must regide in the city and
have paid taxes on $1,000 real and per-
sonal estate.

An alderman must have paid taxes on
the same amount, but must be a resident
of the ward for which he is nominated.

The City Clerk will prepare the ballot
papers and only those prepared by him
can be used. The ballot will contain the
names of all who are nominated for may-
or or aldermen, the aldermen’s names be-
ing divided into groups by wards. Each

elector will have a vote for the mayor
and all the aldermen. The ballot will
be marked by striking out the names of
all but those whom the voter desires to
vote for,

The act also provides for changing the
close of the fiscal year from Oct. 31st to
Dec. 31st, and for the mayorality and al-
dermanic elections to be held on the
same day in March, instead of January
as at present, the latter change being nec-
essary as a result of the change in the fis-
cal year. If the new law is adopted in
September, the present mayor and alder-
men will hold office until the new elect-
ions next March.

The military camp at Levis, Quebec, to be
composed of the companies of the R.R.C.I.
stationed at Fredericton, St. John's, London
and Toronto, opens next Wednesday, the
15th inst, and the Fredericton corps will
leave here in command of Major Gordon at
3 p. m., on Tuesday next, going via the
Canada Eastern and Intercolonial railways.
The brigade staff at camp will be constituted
as follows :

Among the camp regulations are the fol-
lowing : :

No. 3 company St. John’s, P. Q., will act
as an advanced party to arrive at Levis
on the morning of August 14th. The ad-
vanced party will draw stores and make all
preparations possible for the arrival of the
main body next day.

Each company has to take its own mess
kit, cooking utensils, ete.

The management of the canteen and re-
creation room will be in charge of the
Royal Canadian Artillery, of Quebec.

No women or families will be allowed to
accompany the troops to camp.

The medical arrangements will be in
charge of Surgeon Major Sewell, R. C. Artil-
lery, of Quebec, assisted by Surgeon Major
McLearn, of Fredericton.

Separation allowance will be paid for
the wives and families of N. C. officers and
men ordered to the camp. For the wife
ten cents per day; for each child five cents
per day, and they will also be allowed the
usual rations of fuel and light.

Allowance will be made in aid of the ex-
pense of establishing the Officers’ and Ser-
geants’ Messes temporarily at Levis, Officers’
Mess $5.00 per day, Sergeants $2.50.

Subsistence allowance for officers and
men proceeding to camp will be paid as fol-
lows: No. 1, 2and 4 Co’s officers, $2 ; staff
sergeants and sergeants, fifty cents each;
rank and file, 40 cents. For No. 3 Co. halt
these rates.

Officers will receive the following allow-
ance to cover the hire of temporary furni-
ture at Levis for camp; field officers $15 ;
other officers $10.

A party of ten N. C. officers and rank and
file will be left behind by each company in
charge of the barracks at ils permanent
station. Those remaining in Fredericton
are Sgt. Major McKenzie, Orderly Room
Clerk Moore, Drill Sgt. Duncan, Hospital
Sergeant Cochrane, and Pts. Harris, Curtin,
Wilson, Leek and Hewson.

The average strength of each company
will be four officers, four sergeants and
seventy-four rank and file, exclusive of the
N. C. officers detailed for staff duty.

HIS FATHER DEAD.

Lt. Macdonell, R. R. C. I, Receives Word
of his Father's Death at Toronto.

Lieut. Macdonell, of the R. R. C. L, in
Fredericton, received the sad intelligence
Wednesday of the death of his father at
Toronto. The deceased gentleman was
in his eightieth year.

The following appreciative sketch of
deceased is from Thursday’s Toronto
Empire.

“Angus D. Macdonell, an aged and
respected resident and benefactor of sev-
eral churches, died at his residence, 419
Dandas street, yesterday. The late Mr.
Macdonell sustained a slight accident on
the street some months ago, from which
he never rightly recovered. He was
the third son of Hon. Alexander Mac-
donell, Speaker of the fiist Parliament of
Canada. He wes born in Kingston. March
10, 1815, and removed to tbis city three
years aftcrwards, and it has been bis and-
the home of his family for the past 76
years. Mr. Macdonell received his earlier
education at the Catholic seminary,
Montreal, and in 1830, at the opening of
Upper Canada College, was

One of the First Pupi’s to Enter,
together with his two younger brothers.
His first position after leaving school was
with George Munroe, who bad just
started the first wholesale dry goods and
grocery business in York. He took an
active interest in the rebellion of 1837,
being lieutenant uunder Col. Gourlay, at
Hamilton, where the regiment was
stationed, and in 1840 became deputy
gheriff for the home district at Hamilton,
under his brother Allan. Mr. Macdonell
held this position for some years, but
finally gave it up to enter with his
brother Allan into the enterprise of the
day —the North West Transportation,
Navigation and Railroad Company.

“ The brothers spent some years along
the north shores and far inland, making
explorations and surveys, and had the
Government foreseen results, and bocked
the company up then, the great west and
the Pacific slope mizht have been a reality
years

Sooner Than They Were.
Returning to this city, Macdonell at-
tended to the management of his own
properties, but owing to the crisis which
occurred in 1858 and 1859, resulting fiom
the Russian war, be lost heavily, and
sought a position in the Inland Revenue
here, which office he occupied until he
was superannuated.

“ Mr. Macdonell married a daughter of
J. P. De La Haye, the first French master
of Upper Canada College, and had four
sons and four daughters, all of whom
survive him. He was a stronz supporter
of the Conservative Government, and a
personal friend of Sir John Macdonald,
and was very familiar with the history
and the settlement of the Province. He
was always a stauch Roman Catholic, and
the better part of his life, his Christian
charity, devoutness and loyality to his
home and country, bas endeared him to
all who knew him. He donated the land
upon which St. Helen’s and St. Anue’s
churches are built.”

The Toronto Globe says that the late
Mr. Macdonell was one of the best known
figures in the streets of Toronto, and was
not the less remarkable because of his
striking likeness to the late Sir John Mac-

donald.

Correct again sir; you have proved
by my letter that I directed Mr. Vandine to
pay money for me to Mr. Leighton, jr., my
agent. Then certainly it was right for Mr.
Leighton jr., to receive said money for me.
You again stated that Mr. Leighton jr., re-
ceived the money and did not account to me
for it. That statement is absolutely untrue,
and appears to have been most recklessly
made, foron July 26th, 1890, Mr. Leighton,
jr., gave me a full written statement of the
money paid to him by Mr. Vandine ; being
the full amount of principal with interest,
nothing hidden or concealed, everything
open and straightforward.

City Council.

The City Council did not have much bus-
iness to transact at the regular monthly
meeting, but much time was occupied by
several interesting tilts between Ald. Farrell
and Macpherson, in which the former did
not come off second best.

The past month’s accounts ordered to be
paid, amounted to $3,334.68.

The fire committee reported that the bill
for the hose bought last year was due.
The amount was $382.44. Report adopted,
and check ordered.

The water committee reported that the
city coal had not yet arrived, and Grand
Lake coal was being used in the meantime.
The last lot was inferior, and should a seri-
ous conflagration break out, it would hard-
ly be safe. The coal was expected in about
ten days.

The petition of John Palmer, asking re-
duction of his water tax at the iannmery,
from $50 to $25, the sum he has paid previ-
ously, was referred to the water committee
and it was ordered that Mr. Palmer’s tax be
at the rate of $25 until the matter was set-
tled.

The city hall committee presented a re-
port from John Hodge on the state of the
city hall roof. It would cost not more than
$700 to repair it. The report was referred
to the committee with power to act.

It was decided to hold the plebiscite on
the proposed changes in the city charter, on
Tuesday, Sept. 18th, and Alds. Rossborough,
Farrell and Anderson were appointed a
committee to prepare information for the
citizens on the matters involved in the vote.

The council voted to attend in a body at
the depot on the arrival of the vice-regal
party, to present the civic address at Par-
liament square on Thursday next at 2 p. m.
and Alds. Frrrell, Moore and Rossborough,
were appointed a committee to engage car-
riages. 5

Ald. Duffy was granted three months
leave of absence. Adjourned.

Salvation Army Barracks Burned.

Fire was discovered in the Salvation
Army barracks on King street, shortly be-
fore two o’clock Friday morning, and before
the firemen could get to the scene the build-
ing was wrapped in flames, and beyond
saving. When the fire was got under con-
trol, only the side and rear walls of the
building were left standing, and it is
almost a complete loss. Some difficulty
was experienced in saving Atherton’s dye
works and Hotel Dunphy on either side,
but they escaped with a slight scorching.
Circumstances point most strongly to in-
cendiarism as the cause of the fire, and
yesterday morning the police arrested Jeff
Mount, Thos. P. Doyle and George Brown
on a charge of having set the fire. They
were arraigned in the police court and re-
manded until Monday.

The building, a fine brick one, was
erected 1n 1886, cost about $4,000 and was
insured for $2,000, tL:e latter payable to Ald.
Gilman, who held a mortgaze on the build-
ing. The furniture was also insured for
$200, and this, with the band instruments,
was entirely destroyed. The Army have
not made any arrangements for a meeling
place. The barracks will be rebuilt as soon
as possible. Much sympathy is felt for the
Army in the great loss they have sustained,

Miss Powys Injured.

Miss Florrie Powys met with a serious
accident on the Cardigan road, about seven
miles from town yesterday afternoon. She
has been spending the past few weeks with
Miss Roberts at Rev. Canon Roberts’ farm
at Cardigan, and was returning home with
Mrs. Roberts and W. Roberts when the ac-
cident occurred. In going down a steep
hill, the horse stumbled and Miss Powys
was thrown violently to the ground, severely
injuring her left arm, bruising her face and
fracturing two of her ribs. She fainted
from the pain and shock combined, and her
friends were alarmed lest her injuries were
of a fatal nature. Howeves, Dr. Mullin of
St. Marys, was hastily summoned, and after
a while the unfortunate young lady was
able to drive home with the Doctor. An
enquiry from THe HEeraLp this morning
elicited the information that Miss Powys
spent a fairly comfortable night, and is on
the road to recovery, although she will suf-
fer pain and inconvenience from the acci-
dent for some weeks. Numerous friends of
the young lady are very much pained at the
unfortunate results of the accident, but will
be pleased to learn that they are not more
serious.

Gives Some of His Reasons for
Renouncing Protestantism
and Joining the Roman
Catholic Church.

An Qpen Letter to his late Parishoners.

DEeAR Sir,— Will you do me the kind-
ness to insert the following in your next
issue.

Fredericton, Aug. 11th.

To my ever dear friends of the congrega-
tions of Christ Church Cathedral,
Fredericton, and St. Mary the Virgin,
New Maryland, New Brunswick :

The time has come when, with great
pain to myself, I must take of you a final
and affectionate farewell. Of my recep-
tion into the Holy Catholic Roman
church, on the 23rd of July, you are all,
doubtless, well aware. In taking so great
and momentous a step, you who know
me, will give me the credit of honest and
conscientious motives.

I have before told you that a conviction
of the truth of the claims made upon all
by the Catholic Roman church has been
growing on me

For Many Years Past.

Again and again I have struggled to put
this from me, but the call of God has
proved too powerful, and, upon conviction,
slowly gathered, has followed acceptance.

With others, for many years your
spiritual guide and instructor, my desire
has been to bring before you, from time
to time, the whole counsel of God. A
better knowledge has taught me, latterly,
that under the circumstances in which
I was placed, this was impossible, seeing
that the teaching of many and imoortant
truths, set forth from the fixat by the
Church of Jesus Christ is foibidden in
the Anglican pulpit. Having becc me gg-
sured of this, I could not conscientiously
continue to teach what I now see was

But a Fragmentary Christianity.
As I look back, however, it is a comfort
to me to reflect, that I have ever taiught
you, at least substantially, the truth;
since avoiding matters of controversy, I
rarely passed beyond a ground of Chris-
tianity common to the Anglican Com-
munion and the Catholic Roman church
alike. I thank God now that of the latter
holy church of Jesus Christ my tongue
has never uttered an adverse word. So
far as I preached to you the truth, so far
I hum' ly pray God to bless it to you. If
at any time I have unwittingly said any
thing opposed to that truth, I pray it may
wither in your hearts and bear no fruit,

To give you the reasons in full which
prompted my present action, would fill a
volume, not a letter. I will only say that
prominent among them has been the dis-
tressing sense of the impossibility, as it
seemed and still seems to me, of arriving,
in the Anglican communion, at

.Any Thing Like a Certain Faith.
The toleration, within its pale of schools
of thought opposed toeach other; the
consequent party strife ; the fierce conero-
versies often raging around holy doctrines,
especially the doctrine of the Holy
Encharist; the spectacle of men ever
learning, but never seeming to arrive at a
knowledge of the truth ; bishops, clergy-
men and laymen, differing from one
another, but each proclaiming his own
particular view or opinion to be the true
one; the absence in the Anglican com-
munion of any tribunal whose decisions
would be accepted by the whole body ; the
ultimate necessity, thereforc, of resting (if
one could rest in such a war) upon the
basis of private judgment — uncertainty
and confusion such as this, I felt

Could not be of God.
The conviction, therefore, was irresistible,
that,! flowing from our Lord’s promise,
there must somewhere exist a divine
source, which I must seek, and from
which, according to our Lord’s words, the
truth might be fully and infallibly drawn.
This source, dear friends, not in the
Anglican communion, and still less in the
other many forms of Protestantism, I
have, by the mercy of God, after long and
weary searching, found. It is that “one
Christian body, which, claiming to teach
upon authority, exercises the authority
she claims”; the church, with its visible

head
A Centre of Unity

to which all questions and disputes in
faith and morals may be referred, and of
whose decisions there has been, through
all Christian ages, no reversal ; a church,
therefore, in which the pride of self-
opinion cannot long find place, which
has, moreover, a fixed and certain faith,
unfolded through the ages from the first
council to the last, unchanged and un-
changeable as the God who gave and who
protects it— to hear which church, as
being the living body of Christ, is to hear
Chriet himself; to refuse which, through
wilful or careless ignorance, is to risk the
danger of refusing Him that speaketh ; a
church which is emphatically that of the
Saints, and which, though in many ages
and lands, that of the learned and the
rich, is emphatically also
The Church of the Poor.

Such, dear friends, are a few among the
many marks of the one Catholic and
Apostolic church, into which the great
mercy of God has now received me.

My doubts at length are at an end.
Temporally, the step I have taken has
ruined me. The loss to me is that of
bome, friends, means of livelihood,
cherished aseociations, of most things
indeed, which make life dear; the gain,
inexpressibly blessed to me, has been
wholly spiritual. While I was with you
Iloved you with a strong love; absent
from you, I ghall love you no less. Had

-it been possible I should have wished to

remain with you to the close of my life;
but God has willed otherwise.

I can never sufficiently thank you for
the exceeding kindness and friendship
you have ever manifested towards me,
the sense of which will be with me to the
last as a sweet and grateful remembrance.
Praying God to bless you and have you
in His holy keeping, I am as ever,

Death of Captain Weston.

The death of Capt. David Weston took
place Wednesday morning at his home,
Upper Gagetown, Queens County.

ROUTED-AY A JERSEY HEIFER.

The Experience of Conmecticut’'s Naval
Reserves'in Their First Field Day.

The first division of the naval militia of
the Connecticut national guard had its
first field day a few days ago and made its
first public appearance. The regulation
working uniform of the naval reserves was
worn and the new organization, the only
one in the state, made a creditable ap-
pearance under command of Major Rey-
nolds. After target practice, says a New
Haven dispatch, the division was marched
toan open lot.at the base of East rock for
drill and was commanded by Ensign Good-
ridge The company drill was gone through
and, with the division formed in double
ranks, Ensign Goodridge started his men
across the field at double time. Half way
across an innocent looking Jersey heifer,
tethered by a long rope to a log of wood,
was munching fresh daisies and butter-
cups.

On came the naval reserves, bearing
down on the heifer in beautiful order.
When about one hundred feet away the
heifer raised her head and looked at the
army of white tufts and glittering arms
coming towards her. First her delicate
ears moved forward, then there was a de-
fiant shake of the head and distention of
the nostrils, followed by an elevation of
the tail util it assumed a position on a line
with her spine, the end waving like a
flag of warning. Then, lowering her
horns to a fighting position, the heifer,
with a loud and angry bellow, came to-
ward the young navy men. Ensign Good-
ridge saw her coming at about the time
that the men on a line with the heifer
began to waver. He called a halt, and
his men came to g standstill at the same
moment that the heifer was brought up at
the end of her rope only four feet away.

The young Jersey was game, and for a
moment stood watching the reserves, paw-
ing the earth and shaking her sharp
horns at them. Then, with a bound, she
came on again, dragging the log of wood
and prepared to do battle. “Backstep,”
came the order from Ensign Goodridge,
and backstep his men did in lively order,
soon getting out of range of the heifer’s
horns. As soon as order was brought
about in the ranks the naval reserve was
marched into the city, leaving the pretty
two-vear-old Jersey to enjoy her daisies
and buttercups unmolested.

SANDWICH-MAKING.

For meat and other sandwiches, cut
slices of bread about one-eighth of an inch
thick, then with a sharp knife cut off all
the crust, leaving trim, straight edges;
butter each slice and cut across the cen-
tre, or, with two more sharp cuts, shape
each piece into the form of a triangle,
making the three sides as nearly even as
possitle, and fold carefully together.
Once having learned the right quality of
bread to use, how to cut evenly, butter
smoothly and fold exactly, the sandwich
may be varied indefinitely.

Slice ham or tongne to almost paper
thinness, and lay between buttered bread-
Roast beef, ham and chicken should be
chopped fine and seasoned before spread-
ing, and a delicious variety is made by
using thin slices of Hamburg loaf.

In making cheese sandwiches or sand-
wiches of smoked fish or sardines, use,
if possible, bread made from some form
of the entire-wheat fine brown flour.
This will cut smoothly without crumbs.
Spread with sauce Tartare and then with
the cheese or fish.

To make egg sandwiches, boil fresh
eggs five minutes, plunge them into cold
water and leave until cold ; this will pre-
vent any discoloration of the yolks, which
sometimes darken if left to cool otherwise.
To chop the eggs, use a kuife and plate ;
season with salt, pepper and a little mus-
tard, and spread on the buttered bread.
