INCOMING MAIL HELD OP.

Nicaraguan Postal Clerk Takes This 
"‘Method to Secure Back Salary.

Managua, Nicaragua, January 28.— 
The British and Italian consuls have 
made formal protests against the hold­
ing up of incoming foreign mail. Two 
steamers strived from Panama, one on 
January 15 and the other cm the 24th, 
both without their mail, which had 
been detained at Panama. It is 
stated that the mail was held up by 
Isadoe Harax, the Nicaraguan postal 
agent, who took this way to force, if 
possible, the payment of his salary- 
overdue from the Nicaraguan govern­
ment. A messenger from the United 
States Consulate was put off the train 
here upon the pretext that he had no 
passports.

There was released from Edmontofl 
penitentiary on ■ parole this week, 
after almost six years' imprisonment, 
a young man from Leduc, ■ named 
Gustav Marienowski, who was under 
sentence for a fourteen year term on 
a charge of manslaughter. The re­
lease of the young man revives in­
terest in a case of tragic interest, in 
which a promising young man lost 
his life while engaged with some com 
panions in a "Hallow Een frolic. The 
case was much talked of at the tithe 
in view of its peculiar circumstances.

On. the night of October 31st, 1904, 
a quartet of young men, Messrs. Sloan 
Feathers ton, Johnston and Reid, were 
passing along Main street south, of 
Leduc, and when opposite a black­
smith shop, belonging to a German 
named Klumbies, they found a plough 
across the road, and this they attempt­
ed to throw -out of the way. Accord­
ing to the evidence, they had ho soon­
er undertaken to do this than a shot 
wdf fired from the nearby shop and 
young Alex. Reid fell with the e&j 
clamation that he was killed. Cor­
poral McBrayne, of the R.N.W.M.P 
who was in the town, hastened to the 
spot and found three men, Klumbies, 
J. Spannel and Marienowski, crouch- 

<1 fu a corner. After some resistance- 
he arrested all three.

Died Soon After.
Young Reid, who had shortly before 

purchased a harness business from 
Mr. Turner, of Leduc, was at once 
attended to and it was decided by 
Dr. Sutherland that he should be 
brought to Edmonton for treatment 
This was done by the doctor and 
J. W. Tipton, of Strathcona, but he 
expired shortly after reaching the 
hospital here. The body was sent 
back to the deceased’s former home 
in pntario for burial.

the Insurgents in Nicaragua 
Would Cease Fighting.

Managua, Nicaragua, Jan. 27.—The 
most influential Nicaraguans asser, 
pp >nly now that : Nicaragua faces 
uttar ruin today the result of the at­
titude of the United States towards 
her. They say business is dead there. 
Commerce is at a standstill. The 
mines are idle, crops are ungathered. 
Men who éhOUld be working in the 
fields to prevent starvation through­
out the country next year, are in the 
ranks of one or the Other army and 
being killed off by wounds or dis­
ease. A high official made the re­
markable statement today :

Only one man can end present con­
ditions. If President Taft would say 
to the Insurgents : ‘You are wholly de­
luded in believeing that America in­
tends ultimately to give you active 
aid’ If Mr. Tait should say that with 
emphasies, the insurgents wtiuld epase 
fighting and meet the overtures that 
have been made to appoint a peaqe 
committee.

The hea^ of 
one of the leading cash concerns said 
to the writer this evening that" in 
case he should receive an order for 
as small a lot as 5,000 bushels he 
would be obliged to go on the mar­
ket to secure. Our stocks fail to re­
flect available supplies, said this 
Cash handler.

As the bulk of the wheat in store 
here will not be avllable until there 
is a good advance in the price, I refer 
to the Waterman wheat, which was 
taken in on December contracts and 
which totals 3,000,000 bushels. That 
wheat was bought just like a piece 
of real estate is purchased, and it 
ayill be carried until such a time and 
good profit accrues, when it will be 
sold.

The premium that has been com­
mended for cash wheat for months 
and months has been the salvation 
of the bulls, while at the same time 
it has prevented the real hnd coun­
terfeit bears from attacking the mar- 
ket. The putting out of short line 
of wheat is dangerous. The heads 
of some of the keenest concerns in 
the trade are advising their closest 
friends and best' customers to accu­
mulate a line of wheat and go away 
back and sit down and forget that 
the wheat really exists. The men 
are figuring on a crop scare.

The wheat market was a disappoint­
ment to the bulls today. The start 
looked strong and strength was add­
ed to the situation during the first 
hours, when May reached 1.12 and 
July 1.02. *

REFLEX EFFECT OF BRITISH 
CAMPAIGN.

Toronto Globe—Evidently the British 
elections are having an educational in­
fluence in Canada and elsewhere, an 
influence the more valuable because 
it is not diverted by personal appeals 
or interested arguments.

If the neces­
sary and inevitable payment for goods 
with goods is und*6totHi. many de­
lusions about international trade will 
vanish. All trade is between individ­
uals, not between nations. That part 
between individuals in different na­
tions is recorded and is called inter­
national trade. When a Canadian 
grain dealer sells in Britain he draws 
on the purchaser and gets his pay 
from a Canadian bank. The British 
purchaser pays a British bank. The 
result* of the transaction is that a 
British bank owes a Canadian bank 
the amount involved. The debt is 
liquidated when a British woollen 
manufacturer makes a sale in Can­
ada. He draws on the purchasers and 
gets his pay from a British bank. The 
Canadian purchasers honor the draft 
and pay a Canadian bank. This re­
verses the transaction, and a Can­
adian bank owes a British bank. In 
the clearing house these bank ddbts 
are offset and they cahcel one an­
other.

■CANADIAN INTERFERENCE 
BRITISH ELECTIONS.

Ottawa Citizen.—There is one lesson 
for Canadians in the British election 
which is now reaching its conclusion. 
That is that the British people did not 
exactly relish the idea of ’Canadian 
interférence in their home politics. 
Take the case of Grimsby, where there 
was every indication that a Unionist 
would be elected with ease. In what 
was apparently a moment of weak­
ness the Unionist candidate invited 
Mr. George Blackstoek to address his 
constituents. Mr. Blackstoek is an 
able speaker, and delivered what was 
regarded as a particularly effective 
address that was supposed to have 
clinched the result in favor of his 
friend. On Saturday the electorate 
defeated the Unionist candidate, and 
then, as if to afford the clue to their 
real sentiments, chase Chancellor 
Lloyd-George out of town. This might 
be interpreted as a very characteris­
tic display of human nature. Suppose

JOCKEY CLUB 
HAS $337,846 SURPLUS

Special Committee of Commons Probes 
Affairs of Leading Race Track of 
"Canada in Connection with Anti- 
Gambling Bill Secretary Fraser Gives 
Evidence.

Ottawa, Jan. 26—The sources of re­
venue of the Ontario Jockey Club were 
probed by a special Commons committee 
on Mr. Miller’s anti-gambling bill. W.
P. Fraser, secretary of the club, stated 
today that the chief source of the re­
venue was gate money, but that it also 
derived revenue from some betting priv­
ileges- and membership privileges. In 
180Ô, the club lost money, but in 1996 
the profits were $64,660 ; in 1907, $69,289; 
in 1908, $49,634, and last year $66,678. 
The present surplus of the club is $337,- 
846 but there was a mortgage of $100,- 
COO upon the Woodbine property.

In reply to Mr. Haney, the secretary 
stated that “advance information” was 
telegraphed from the Woodbine to points 
outside which probably included pool- 
rooms. He did not know whether “news 
companies” which sent out this informa-, 
tion were Canadian or American. Last 
ear the wire was controlled by an in­

terstate news company but he had no 
proof that the company supplied pool 
rooms. The directors of the club were 
aware of the sale of telegraph privileges.

Coming to bookmaking privileges, the 
witness stated that 'they were being 
farmed out to one man who “rolled” 
that to bookmakers. On an average 
there were between fifty and seventy 
bookmakers at the Woodbine.

"It remains to be seen whether it is 
like its predecessor of 1882, a member of

"It is evident, however, that ill peri­
helion must lie very close to the sun, 
and it has probably swept through the 
coronal region, almost brushing the 
solar surface, when-e the astonishing 
brillance that it exhibils. If it keeps 
in sight as it withdraws from the 
neighborhood of the sun it should ex­
hibit a magnificent' tail.

Startling Chapter.
"The story of th's comet will form a 

startling chapter in the history of as­
tronomy. With the spectroscopic appar­
atus now in the possession of astronom­
ers a great revelation of the nature of 
these mysterious bodies is apparently 
put within our reach. ^

"Its sudden appearance is another 
proof of the adventurous nature of the 
vast voyage that the solar s; stem is 
making through space.

The chief demurred ; Sergeant What- 
is name in quiet tone told Piapot he 
had fifteen minutes in which to obey 
orders, and drew out his watch to 
check the seconds.

erson’s wonderful detective work 
therewith.

In September, 1904, two white men 
entered the Lesser Slave Lake coun­
try, ostensibly prospecting for gold. 
Subsequently the Indians reported 
that one of the men seemed to Ve 
travelling alone, an observant Cree

! ing in it. The camp fire ashes, exam 
fined with the microscope, yielded the 
missing part of the needle’s broken 
eye, and established unmistakable 
connection between lake and camp.

The maker of the stick pin in Lon­
don, England, was communicated 
With by «able, and the Canadian Gov­
ernment summoned a Mr. Hayward to 
come from England to identify' the 
trinkets of his murdered brother. Link 
toy link the chain grew- It took eleven 
months for Seargeant Anderson to 
get his case in shape. The Mounted 
Police brought from Lesser Slave 
Lake to Edmonton forty Indian and 
half-breed witnesses. The evidence 
was placed before the jury and the 
Indians returned to their homes. A 
legal technicality cropping up, the 
trial had to be repeated in its entire­
ty, end once more these forty men. 
women and children left their traps, 
fishing nets and came to Edmonton 
to tell their story.

The result was that Charles King 
was found guilty of the murder of 
Edward Hayward, and paid the death 
penalty. The trial cost the Govern­
ment of Canada over $39,000—all to 
avenge the death of one of the wan­
dering units to be found in every cor­
ner .of the silent places, an unknown 
.prospector.

By Frost and Fire.
, These brave men are tried by frost 

and fire. /Far up on the map, hun­
dreds of miles from Edmonton, and 
Edmonton is a thousand mrles north­
west. oi Winnipeg, is Fort Chipewyan 
db Lake Athabasca. Corporal Pedley 
stationed here had to escort a danger­
ous lunatic to ÿort Saskatchewan. 
He reported :—

“I left Chipewyan with the lunatic, 
December 17th, taking an interpreter 
and two dog trains. After travelling 
five days through slush up to our 
knees, we made Fort McKay on the 
Athabasca river. Owing to the ex­
treme cold, both the patient’s feet got 
frost -bitten. I bought some big moc­
casins for him and wrapped him up 
well. I travelled without accident 
to the 27th, reaching Big Weechume; 
here I had to lay off a day to get a 
guide, as there was no trail. I made 
Lao la Biche on New Year’s eve and 
secured a team of horses to cany me 
to Fort Saskatchewan ; on January 
7th I handed over my charge.”

The unfortunate lunatic thus escort­
ed out to civilization had gotten badly 
frozen about the feet, and the expos 
ure caused paralysis of "the tongue. 
However, every kindly cate was given 
him in tbe asylum, and on February 
23, his mind and speech as good as 
ever, he was discharged. How about 
his benefactor?

Constable Pedley, relieved of his 
charge, started back to Chipewyan. 
At Lac la Biche, as a result of the 
hardships of his trip, anxiety and lack 
of sleep, the bravé man himself went 
violently insane, ^.nd was taken to

He took the little child 
to am island and there abandoned her 
to die of' starvation. A mounted police­
man heard the’ story from thb Indians, 
followed the wretch to a point nearer 
the Pole than many explorers reach, and 
got his man. He was taken to the near­
est post of the Mounted Police, and then 
sent outside for trial. To his capturer 
was given the task of conveying the ar­
rested man to the barracks at Regina. 
The brave 0 fellow stocked a canoe with 
provisions, and the long and hazardous 
jurney up the Mackenzie River began.

For 1,200 miles the little procession 
pushed its way along that silent - stream. 
Picture the grim couple in the canoe. 
At the bow the Indian, a manacled mur­
derer, looking forward to a life term 
within prison cells ; at the stern, paddle 
in hand, one lonely policeman represent­
ing outraged Pa* Britannica, the Neme­
sis of that poor, wee baby whose djdng 
wails in the -icy North no human ear 
had heard.

1 the navy vote, must also be passed 
before March 31. It is inconceivable, 
therefore, how any anti-Lords’ legisla­
tion can be brought forward until > 
after Easter. The utmost the minis­
try can hope for is the re-adoption of 
Catiipbell-Bannerman’s academic re­
solution asserting the supremacy of; 
the Commons.

This crisis can only rise when Pre­
mier Asquith attempts to carry out 
his pledge to define by legislation the 
functionc of the Lords on finance and 
general legislation. The Lords would 
certainly rejéct the kind of measure 
upon, which the Radicals and Labor 
sections would insist. Nobody seri­
ously supposes the King woukj ac­
cept suggestions for Royal interven­
tion until at least the new parliament 
has declared itself, but when the 
Commons have passed and the Lords 
rejected a drastic bill of this charac­
ter, the King’s influence will un­
doubtedly be thrown on the side of 
conference and compromise, witl^ re­
sults to Asquith’s leadership and 
ministerial coalition which none can 
foresee. ,

SCHOOL BROOMSThe Premier.,in London.
London, Januaryji28.—Mr. Asquith, 

the premier, has arrived in London, 
Yesterday he had a conference with 
the Chancellor of the Exchçquer and 
the chief Liberal whips. Nothing is 
likely to be declared, however, until 
after Mr. Asquith’s audience with 
the King next week; end the meeting 
of the cabinet council.

The Premier's first business at this 
meeting will be the re-shuffling of- the 
ministers as a result of Herbert Glad­
stone’s appointment as Governor of 
United South Africa and the desire 
oi one or two of the older ministers 
to retire.

It is reported that the Premier will 
divide the question of the privileges 
oi the Lords into two parts, the first 
dealing with the right of the House 
o’ Lords to veto finance bills by sim­
ple resolution, the second, which 
may be dealt with later, in the form 
of a bill based .on Sir Henry Camp­
bell Bannerman’s resolution limiting 
the Lords’ veto td ordinary legisla­
tion, under which any measure would 
automatically become a law after it 
had been thrice injured by the Lords.

The polling for Lancashire’s 58 
seats has now been completed. In 
1906 the Liberals won 30, the Union­
ists 14, the Laborites 11 and the Na­
tionalists 1. -This year the Liberals 
won 25, the Unionists 18, the Labor- 
itch 12 and the Nationalists 1.

William O’BStien, who will enter 
the new house with a ltttle party of 
from eight to ten Independent Na­
tionalists, will, according to his new 
paper, “Cork Accent,’” do his utmost 
to oppose the passage of the budget, 
denounce the Nationalists’ alliance 
with the Liberals and uphold Par­
nell’s policy of complete independence 
of English parties.
