how shall we harmonize these and 
give them unity. Nowhere, not even 
in London itself.do good and evil, 
wisdom and folly flourish more lux-

great harvest. The soil is rich and 
the fruits are very rich and very j 
rank.

It is not a very difficult matter to | 
classify this people— native and j 
foreign-born — Americans proper, j 
Irish, Germans, Italians, etc. — into j 
farmers, miners, factory workers and j 
shopkeepers. Into New Englanders. 
Southerners, dwellers in the Middle 
West. Into white, negro, Indian and 
Chinese. The lines of division are 
sharp and real and still true to 
Columbia’s proud boast—E Pluribus 
Unum—there is a subtle unity of 
thought pervading the whole com­
munity. This is no mere rhetoric. A 
lecturer last year spoke on the high­
er culture within a couple of weeks to 
audiences in Maine, Texas and Wash­
ington Territory, thousands of miles 
apart without needing to modify his 
presentation of the subject An im­
partial Northern publicist has recent­
ly returned from the South after visit­
ing the scenes of the most brutal 
lynchlngs. He said it was well nigh 
impossible to picture those Bedate, 
church-going citizens with their cul­
tured wives and daughters participat­
ing in such travesties of justice. 
Their regard for law and order and 
their business ability and industry in 
normal times were in no way below 
the average of the North. In the 
East—Philadelphia, New York, Bos­
ton and the large industrial towns 
nothing has impressed me more than 
the decorum and orderly conduct of 
the newly arrived aliens— Italians, 
Poles, and Russians. We British can­
not begin to conceive their feelings— 
we are born like the old-time Ameri­
can into a heritage of rights and lib­
erties—we feel no thrill as we step 
on to the American soil. To the Ar­
menian, life here Is a new existance.

There 4s little wonder, then, if amid 
the most divergent interests and ra-

law after their arrival, native born 
Americans have a share in these hor­
rors. “Vice and drunkenness arid 
gambling flourish under the protec­
tion of the police."

In Phiadelphia every man in the 
force must be able to “deliver” so 
many votes to the machine or be dis­
missed: to do this he must “stand in” 
with publicans and keepers of gamb­
ling hells and brothels in many wards 
of the city.

One marriage in eight in one of the 
more thoroughly American States of 
the middle west ends in the divorce 
court. Shall we blame the men or the 
women? It reads almost like comedy 
—this registration of young marri­
ageable men in Indiana —their vir­
tues, vices and incomes for the bene­
fit of school-mistresses, “lady" steno­
graphers and farmers’ daughters. On 
the other hand one soon learns to dis­
cern the class of women who shun the 
duties of home and family and fill the 
shops and theatres to drown their 
ennui and waste morning, noon and 
night at cards. This “leisured class" 
is larger here than anywhere else in 
the civilized world.

Some unbiased observers believe 
there is a growing tendency on the

j athletic field for young men to break 
l laws provided they escape the um- 
| pire's eye. A criminal in Boston jail, 
! condemned by a Federal Court for 

fraud, has been elected by 22,000 
| votes to the City Council. The way 
] in which “graft" prevails in the 

political, financial and commercial 
world is too well known to all in 
England. Startling exposures of this 
could easily be produced from the 
most recent history of all the forty- 
five States, from Alaska. Porto Rico 
and the Philippines.

Do not these facts and many more 
which would fill volumes prove decad­
ence and moral obliquity? I hold no 
particular brief for the Republic, nor 
have I ever been wont to defend or 
palliate deliberate crime and vicious­
ness. The problem involved is im­
mense and many factors still defy 
analysis. The effect of the economic 
revolution of the last fifty years have 
been more marked here than In Eu­
rope. The severest test you can put 
the moral nature to is a complete 
break up of environments—witn;: ■; 
the effect of Indian and Eastern life 
on many English men and women. 
The great bulk of the people of this 
country, both native-born and emmi­
grants, lack the wholesome restrain­
ing influences of “home" surround­
ings — relatives, neighbours and 
church. The leaven of goodness in 
the newer communities had not bad 
time to work. The difficulties the 
good Samaritan—lay and cleric—have 
to face are enormous. Again large 
masses of the péople have been lifted 
through the opportunities of an ex­
panding country into social planes 
they have had neither the education, 
nor instinct to fill with complete 
safety. The disastrous effects are 
only too patent, and in the immediate 
future, with a full wave of prosperity, 
may be more marked still. And yet 
as one moves about among all class­
es, and ages, and creeds the convic­
tion is very strong that these records 
of crime and folly do this people, as a 
whole, an injustice, much as statistics 
of pauperism and drink cast an un­
deserved slur on the majority of so­
ber, hardworking people in England.

WINDSOR LAKE AGAIN.
Dear Sir,—If any easy-going citi­

zen of St. John’s who is in the habit 
of growling at the miserable re­
sults achieved at the price of high 
taxation wishes to rouse his sluggish 
blood into an active circulation, let 
him spend a portion— even a very 
small portion—of his time in inves­
tigating the methods of our Municipal 
Councillors. He will first of all be 
dumb with amazement, then he will 
find his tongue and talk, then per­
haps he will persuade some friend to 
investigate on his own account. He 
in his turn will, be amazed and get 
talking and convert another inert 
citizen to activity, and so in the 
course of a little time a healthy pub- 
Vr spirit will be aroused which must 
do notable things for the town. When 
1 lightly undertook to investigate one 
small phase of our municipal mis- 
government I had no notion that a 
flood of information on all sorts of 
subjects would rush in upon me. I 
am now only waking up to an appre­
ciation of the wretched state of our 
municipal government. ' Take the 
question of Windsor Lake. The 
story I told a week or so ago of the 
folly of our Councillors in spending, 

proposing to spend, large sums of 
money to face a danger to the public 
health which was possibly only im­
aginary and was certainly not im­
minent, while small sums were be­

grudged to cure evils which daily and 
hourly threaten the health and lives 
of ourselves and our families, was 
startling enough. But I did not then 
know the whole truth, and probably 
I have not learned the whole truth 
yet. What information I possess, 
however, I hasten to communicate to 
the public. It will be remembered 
that a sum of $20,000 was allocated to 
purchase the lands of the farmers 
living on the shores of Windsor Lake, 
Sf as to preserve the water supply of 
the city from all possibility of pollu­
tion. This was, of course, a mon­
strous sum to spend on such a pur­
pose while we left the putrlfylng 
sewers and surface drains of the 
town uncleansed. But it now appears 
that even this huge sum is utterly 
inadequate to meet the end proposed. 
Arbitrations have been in progress to 
acquire some of thid land, and I hear

i that we shall be saddled with a load 
j of debt for the mere purpose of pre- j 
I serving the city from a danger which 

does not threaten us now, and very 
likely will not threaten us for many 
years to come? Do we prefer that 
this expenditure shall be made upon 
the purchase of land at Windsor Lake 
or upon the cleaning and improving 
of our drains? If we must risk some­
thing, is it not better to risk the pol­
lution of the Pond rather than incur 
the certain dangers which arise from 
plague-infected drains? The acquisi­
tion of land at the Pond can surely 
wait. Nobody will be rash enough to 
say that the cleansing of our putrid 
drains can wait. We have not money j 
for everything, then let us be careful 
to spend our revenue only upon those 
purposes which are immediate and 
pressing. This is what we should 
have been doing all along. It is to

on very good authority that one farm I the everlasting discredit of this
alone has been assessed at the sum 
ot $10,000. This leaves only $10,000 
to purchase all the remaining land 
round the lake, and, at this scale of 
remuneration, anyone may judge how 
far $10,000 will go. Now it is quite 
apparent even to the Municipal 
Council, I should assume, that unless 
the whole of this land is taken pos­
session of the dreaded danger 
of pollution cannot be overcome. 
What, then, is the Council going to 
do? Will it go on arbitrating on all 
the land, until a bill of tremendous 
proportlpns is run up, or will it 
quietly allow the whole matter to 
drop? It seems to me that this is a 
question which the voters of the town 
must decide for themselves, and de­
cide very promptly. Are we content

Council that it should have willingly 
suffered the abominations of our 
drainage system and proposed to 
fritter money and resources upon 
such a visionary project as this Wind­
sor Lake business. And even in their 
folly these Councillors have shown 
that there are lower depths than 
are apparent at a glance. If they 
were determined that this . project 
should go through, why did they not 
get reliable estimates of the cost and 
make provision to"meet it? Why did 
they begin the work only to find 
themselves stopped at the outset. For 
1 assume that this work of arbitration 
is stopped. If it is not, let the pub­
lic at once demand from the candi­
dates who are now seeking their suf­
frages a pledge that no money shall 
be spent upon the acquisition of land 
ct Windsor Lake until1 proper drains 
have been laid In. the city and ade­
quate means adopted to keep them 
pure and wholesome. In time to 
come, perhaps, we may be in a posi­
tion to enclose these lands, but In the 
meantime let us face the present 
danger and first CLEAN THE 
TOWN.

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SYNOD PROCEEDINGS.
Thursday Afternoon, June 21.

The first on the order paper was 
the resolution of Mr. W. R. Stirling, 
hi reference to the C. E. T. 6. He 
said he was not a member of the 
C. E ,T. S., but was a member of the 
I. O. G. T„ and he introduced the re­
solution, not at the desire of any of­
ficer or member of the C.E.T.S., but 
of his own volition. The I. O. G. T. 
had worked shoulder to shoulder with 
the C.E.TJS., and he thought it a pity 
that the Synod should rise without 
putting on record an appreciation of 
thé work of the C. E. V. S., a work he 
considered unparalleled by that of any 
Society in this island. But for its work 
the Temperance legislation of 1910 
would never have appeared on the 
Statute Book.

Hon. John Harvey seconded the re­
solution. It. would be a disaster if 
the effects of the C. E. T. S. were not 
appreciated by the Synod. He spoke 
of the Act of 1910, and referred espec­
ially to that section relating to the 
hours of sale and the law with regard 
to the C. 0. D. system.

Rev. A. G. Bayly asked a question 
in reference to the wording of the 
resolution which he supported.

Rev. F. Smart wished to say that 
anyone who ascribed to the Synod a 
lack of sympathy with the work of the 
Temperance Society, was wrong. The 
Synod did not show any lack of sym­
pathy.

Rey. Canon White stated that, as 
President of the Cathedral Branch, he 
would like to say a few words with 
regard to its work. He wished to 
point out that the good work done by 
tnat Society was a re-creation of the 
Temperance sentiment which had ex­
isted 25 years ago, when the Society 
had 31 branches and 2,178 members. 
It had now four branches and 700 
members. But since local option is 
now in force nearly all over the Is­
land, it may tie that it has been felt 
that the- necessity for special organi­
zations to combat intemperance no 
longer existed. Still, he thought we 
had a lot of leeway to make up. At 
the same time he did not wish to de­
tract in any way from the work ac­
complished by the C. E. T. S- He had 
watched the growth of that Society 
in St. John’s with the greatest inter­
est. The best work done in the pas' 
two years was that done by individual 
members—men who had experiences 
temptation, and were working lik< 
Trojans to recruit others—men of'the 
rank and fllen-mechanics, labourers, 
etc., who were nobly working in the 
cause of tempMknce. Apart from the 
work it had accomplished in the way 
of legislation, the Society deserves 
our hearty support for good work 
done in reclaiming the fallen. He re­
ferred especially to Rev. Mr. Bell’s 
good work.

Canon Dnnfleld wished to point out 
that 1m had JPja ,two local qption

campaigns in St. John’s, but that < 
1969 had awakened far greater inter­
est than that of 1885. He wished that 
the report of the Temperance Com­
mittee, which, owing to a technicality, 
had not been received, could have 
been placed on the records of the 
Synod.

Hon. R. Watson supported the 
resolution. He showed what work 
had been done by the Society, especi­
ally with regard to the fees of the 
Clerk of the Peace derived from 
Liquor Licenses which were now com­
muted, and also with regard to the 
legislation of 1910, every clause of 
which had emanated from the Society, 
with the exception of that relating to 
the Cash on Delivery System, which 
came from the Methodist Temperance 
Committee. It speaks well for tem­
perance sentiment in this community 
that the Bill had passed the House of 
Assembly without division.

Mr. H. Y. Mott, though not a Local 
Optionist, had always been a Tem­
perance worker, and considered that 
the Church was under an eternal ob­
ligation to the C.E.T.S. in St. John’s. 
He spoke of the work done years ago 
in Hr. Grace, and considered that the 
present growth of temperance senti­
ment was largely due to seed sown in 
the past.

Rev. J. Brin ton explained that all 
he was sorry for was that the good 
work done by the C. E. T. S. in St. 
John’s had not been done by the 

: Church as a whole. He had much 
pleasure in supporting the motion.

Rev. F. Smart moved a resolution 
amending that of Mr. Stifling's, but 
on the latter’s agreeing to add wortls 
to his resolution to apply it only tp 
the C. E. T. S. in St. John’s, he with­
drew his amendment.

Rev. F. W. Colley was sorry that 
there was an impression abroad that 
the Synod had acted with harshness 
with regard to the reception of the 
Temperance Report, which had not 
been received owing to a technicality. 
He felt that the Synod did not desire 
to throw cold water on. the good work 
done by the Temperance Society.

Mr. W. W. Blackall was of the op­
inion that the reason there are fewer 
branches of the C.E.T.S3. in Newfound­
land is that Local Option has spread 
its wings over the country. He felt 
that if Local Option were also adopted 
in St. John’s there would be no fur­
ther effort to keep up the C.E.T.S. or 
to preach sermons on temperance, so 
that when our people go away to other 
countries they would not be well in­
structed, and yield to temptation. He 
heartily supported Mr. Stirling’s re­
solution. He was sorry that the re­
port of the Temperance Committee 
had not been accepted, as it was a 
good one.

Rev. Canon Noel spoke of Local Op­
tion in Harbor Grace.

RESOLVED that this Synod urges 
all Church people in the Diocese ts 
endeavour by all legitimate means 
within their power to create a demans 
for such a high standard of literature 
as sball result in our local journal: 
providing reading matter of such : 
nature as shall be elevating and in 
structive.”

Canon Dunfield seconded the re 
solution. He stated that, there was f 
great demand for good literature 
This subject had been dealt with b; 
the Lambeth Conference and Pan 
Anglican Congress. He felt sure 
Editors of the local press would be 
delighted if they were sure of ou 
moral support.

Mr. H. Y. Mott agreed with the re 
solution. He thought the Editor; 
were not altogether responsible foi 
the tone of the papers. They were 
anxious to improve the tone of jour­
nalism, and would be thankful for the 
support of the Synod; but we mus 
not look for results right away.

Rev. A. G. Bayly also supported the 
resolution.

Immediately after prayers ths 
House went into Committee of th 
Whole on the Bill to amend the con 
stitution and rules.

Hen, R. Watson asked leave to adt 
a section tp the Bill under discussion 
It was not until last evening that he 
realized that the Secretary-Treasure 1 
ol the Synod is not ex-officio, a mem­
ber of the Executive Committee.

3 be amended by adding 
these words: “That the Secretary- 
Treasurer shall be a member of the 
Executive Committee ex-officio.”

The Rev. F. Smart seconded the 
motion. He was glad to have the op­
portunity of doing so, because from 
years’ experience on that Committee 
had convinced him that the present 
holder of the office is one who is ad­
mirably fitted for the position, and 
who has given an Immense amount 
of time and work to the service of 
the Executive and the Church.

Mr. H. W. LeMeseurier supported 
the motion. He believed that the Ex­
ecutive would be in a very awkward 
position without the Secretary- Treas­
urer. Rev. A. G. Bayly supported the 
motion. Agreed.

The House adjourned at 7.45.

Scenes Follow—Forty Persons 
Meet Death by Fire, Suffocation, 
and Being Pinned Down by Deb­
ris—The Worst Disaster That has 
Ever Occurred In this City—The 
F’lremen Worthy of Praise — 
Awful Scenes at the Morgue—Day 
and Night Hundreds of People 
Walt Near the Ruins in Order 
to see Their Dead—The Work of 
Years Gone up In Smoke— The 
Herald’s Managers not Discour­
aged—The Paper Still Issued.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

One of the worst scenes ever wit­
nessed in this city occurred on Mon­
day morning, June 13th, when with­
out a minute's warning the large one 
hundred and fifty ton tank, contaln- 
thlrty thousand gallons of water, 
trashed through the Herald Building 
carrying death and havoc in its wake. 
It came with a swiftness that simply 
bewildered the 335 persons working 
in the different departments of the 
largest printing establishment In 
;Canada. and was terrible In Its de­
struction of human lives. To add to 
the horror of the situation fire broke 
out from the furnaces of the stereo­
type department, and in a moment 
the building was a mass of flames.

Within three minutes after the alarm 
the fire-fighters were carrying girls 
and men down the ladders. Every 
minute seemed an hour as the girls 
and women stood at the back and 
front windows waiting to be rescued.

Indescribable scenes followed. The 
walls and floors falling carrying hu­
man lives with them, the roar of the 
flames around them, twenty-five 
streams pouring tons of water Into 
the burning building, the firemen re­
gardless of their own lives rescuing 
some of those buried beneath the 
debris, made a scene the like of 
which has never been witnessed in 
this city before. ,

Some were killed outright. Others 
were probably drowned in the floods 
of water let loose by the broken tank, 
which filled the basement with four 
feet of water. Yet others suffered 
the most terribe death of all, and, 
after being pinned in anguish by bro­
ken timbers and beams, died by the 
flames.

Who these were, and how they died, 
was for the most part of the day a 
mystery which was hidden under an 
Immense pile of rubbish, burned and 
broken and twisted into a chaos of 
entangled material, part of which is 
deep in water and the rest lying in 
smoking heaps.

The only present method of dis­
closing an approximate list of those 
who lost their lives was by finding

out who were the living, and every 
effort was made to do this. In some 
cases, as with members of the Typo­
graphical Union, this is a fairly sim­
ple matter. But the sad feature of 
the disaster is that it has hurled to 
death a number of quite young girls, 
who were employed in the bindery, on 
the top floor. And in the complete 
wreck of this part of the building it 
is stated that the books with' the re­
cords of the various " girls employed 
have been either burned or lost in the 
wreckage, so that the task of finding 
who have died will depend upon the 
celerity with which the list of the 
living can be secured.

In all the 26 years of fire fighting 
within the experience of Lieutenant 
Cavanagh, of No. 4 fire station, he 
probably never shed tears until to­
day, when he missed saving a man’s 
life. The lieutenant says he was 
working in the rear of the building, 
where the fire was hottest, when he 
saw a man struggling under a pile of 
debris. The firemen, seeing his 
danger, threw a life line. The man 
was about to grasp It when part of a 
wall fell, burying him from sight. 
All the firemen and spectators who 
witnessed the awful spectacle turned 
away their heads. When they looked 
again there was no sign of life where 
the struggling man had been seen.

Great Work of tlie Firemen.
The roofs were dotted with the red 

hclmeted men, guiding the streams on 
the flames, for five minutes, or less 
after the fire broke out the rear of 
the building was a furnace.

The hope of saving the unfortunates 
who lay under the weight of debris

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was given up for a time. To entei 
the building was futile.

All effort was concentrated oi 
quenching the flames that were 
spreading to all parts of the building 
Firemen stationed in every window 
almost at the front drove back th< 
tumultuous flames from that part o 
the structure. But at the rear, when 
the Injured lay, there was white ho 
heat and dripping dirty water. 1 
was the centre of things, and excep 
indirectly, and at the greatest risk ii 
could not be reached.

Chief Tremblay stated that 25< 
firemen were employed fighting th« 
flames, and on the rescue work. Thej 
represented 15 stations. Over 10( 
policemen held back the crowds, am 
about 30 doctors and as many ambul 
ance assistants tended to the wound 
ed and were ready for emergencies.

A Marvellous Escape.
One of the marvellous escapes wa: 

that of an employee named Wllfrei 
Vidal. He was engaged on the thlr< 
floor when the crash came, and wa: 
precipitated with the immense tan) 
to the basement. Instead of being in 
stantly killed in the wreck, some c 
the broken beams formed a sort o 
arch over him, and he lay there,' wit1 
a broken leg and a badly cut head; fo 
some time, held bÿ the wreckag. 

j above the water which was severs 
feet deep, and under the. mass o 
ruins above. He was discovered Ii 
his dreadful predicament by Firemai 
E Cl Lamonte, who waded into hi 
assistance. It was found that th,. 
man was so hemmed in with iron bar 
that it was necessary to saw then 
apart in order to get him out. Throtigl 
several feet of water, and at immi 
ment risk of being killed by Tallin; 
walls several firemen waded in an- 
set to work to saw‘the iron away ii 
order to rescue him.

In the meantime Father Martin 
chaplain of the fire department, wa; 
notified, and at once decided to go t< 
render religious consolation to tin 
prisoner. He donned the regulatloi 
long rubber boots and rubber coat 
and waded through to where he coulf 
reach the injured man, who seemed t< 
be in imminent danger of death, anf
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Have him absolution and the consola­
tion of religion. Towards 1 o’clock 
the firemen managed to cut through 
his imprisonment, and he was pulled 
through, and carried through the 
cheering crowd to the ambulance. 
Although he had been pinned down 
for nearly three hours with a broken 
leg and a frightful cut on his fore­
head, he showed remarkable pluck, 
and insisted upon sitting up in the 
ambulance as it drove off. It is ex­
pected that he will recover.

Some Awful Scenes.
“It was the most terrible thing I 

ever saw in my life," said Miss Miller, 
at Miller’s dining rooms, immediately 
In the rear of the Herald building, 
only a few feet away across the lane. 
“We heard the terrific crash when the 
building fell, and then there came the 
cries and groans of men and a terrible 
shrieking of women and girls. We 
could hear them shrieking for some­
one to come and help them, and the 
cries gradually dropping off to 
moans. Then the fire came on, and 
after a few minutes there was not a 
sound from them. It nearly drove the 
people here mad to hear and see it 
and know that nothing could be done, 
as they were crushed and burnt to 
death. We saw one little girl In 
short skirts' standing near the end 
of the building after the first crash, 
and could hear her crying, "Oh, for 
mother’s sake do come and save me.” 
A moment later the floor crashed 
down, and she went with It."

Anbther man the employees In Mil­
ler’s restaurant saw save two girls 
and heard him shout, “There’s anoth­
er in there, and I'm going after her." 
He went, and then the rest of the 
building went down, taking him with 
It as well as the girl he went to save.

One girl at the rear of the building 
had a narrow escape. When the floor 
fell she was carried down with it and 
pinned down. She, however, kept her 
self-command until the firemen ar­
rived. They succeeded in pulling her 
out, when it was found that she was 
only caught by her clothes, and she 
was pulled out with nothing but a 
few cuts, although all her lower gar­
ments were left behind her in the 
rescue.

As to the cause of the disaster, it 
was due to the sudden collapse of 
the big water tank perched above the 
building for the express purpose of 
furnishing protection from fire. Its 
weight evidently proved too much for 
the building, and it broke its sup­
ports, carrying everything in the rear 
with it on its mad rush to the ground. 
The appearance of the building after 
the disaster was remarkable. The 
rear portion seemed to have been 
razed off, floors being smashed 
through, and even dividing walls cut 
dewn as though by a knife, and the 
whole rear portion of the building 
dropped In a heap of ruins, in which 
human bodies, bricks, beams, steel 
work and machinery of all kinds were 
mingled in a chaotic mess.

A few weeks ago the building au­
thorities reported the tank and its 
supports perfectly safe.

The Injured and Dead.
At the present time twenty-five arc 

injured, and about forty among the 
missing. Ten bodies have been re­
covered and present ghastly appear­
ances. Some of those found are: —

1. Miss Laura Amesse, forewoman
ot the bindery,----- Dorion street; bur­
ied on Wednesday.

2. Frank Consitt, printer, 721 De- 
lorimier avenue.

3. Pierre Quintal, 48 years, printer. 
1881 St. Dennis street.

4. Unidentified body of girl, arms, 
legs and head missing.

6. Man burnt to crisp, unindentified 
molten metal from stereotype pot sol­
idified in his body.

Your correspondent visited the 
editorial department on the morning 
of the disaster and left some copy of 
work assigned by the Sporting Editor 
and the Managing Director ot the 
paper. At my request the artist o< 
the Herald, Mr. J. B. Fitzmaurlce, had 
made a fine drawing of a heading for 
my letters to your paper, and on the 
fatal morning a cut of it was be ini' 
prepared. When things will be 
straightened out the cut will be senl 
to the People's Paper.

The work of clearing the debrli 
goes on. Hundreds throng Victorlr 
Square and watch the work.

The members 
of Union 176 have called an emer 
gency meeting for six o’clock oi 
Tuesday evening at the Witness Of 
flee, at which they will consider whai 
action they will take in oonnectioi 
with the fate of their comrades.

dreds visit the place to see if they 
could recognize the features almost 
burned to a crisp. At the ruins peo­
ple walk up and down through the 
night waiting for missing ones. , It 
will be fully ten days before all the 
bodies are recovered.

A very sad case, indeed, is that of 
little Maisie Miller, who is about to 
celebrate her 13th birthday, and she 
is anxiously waiting for her father to 
come home. But she waits in vain, 
for her father lies cold in death, and 
hit- remains are still buried in the 
ruins.

Mr. Duncan Miller, one of those 
killed in the disaster, was a composit­
or, working on tariffs at the Herald. 
He had been employed at the Herald 
for some years, and only recently 
had been re-elected president of the 
Typographical Union, 176. He re­
sided on Simard avenue, and leaves 
a widow and three children. He was 
an active and respected member of 
Fairmount Presbyterian Church.

The loss is a heavy one to the Di­
rectors of the Herald. After years of 
hard work the machinery, plant and 
furniture of five different departments 
are all destroyed. Notwithstanding 
the insurance of nearly $200,000 the 
Herald Company will lose $100,000 if 
not more.
The President of tlie Company Speaks

“The one overpowering sentiment,” 
said Mr. Brierley, “is profound grief 
at the disaster which has overcome us 
with the loss ot the lives of so many 
of our faithful employees. We can­
not find words to express our sym­
pathy with the bereaved ones. The 
question of financial loss and kindred 
matters of that sort has sunk into in­
significance in the face of such a 
catastrophe, which has assumed 
greater proportions to-night than 
during the day we had feared.

“So far as the management is con­
cerned, the one mitigating circum­
stance to us is that during the past 
five years we had done everything 
humanly possible to safeguard the 
people in our building by expert 
architects, who reported that it would 
be perfectly safe, and it was erected 
under expert advice, and it was built 
on top of the building, with supports 
from a very strong central wall tn 
the eastern wall, adjoining the bank 
building. It had been regularly in­
spected, and only two weeks ago was 
repainted and looked over.

“All other precautions against Arc 
had been taken. We were connected 
by automatic alarm with the Bur­
glary and Guarantee Company, and 
the building was fitted with water

curtains, fire extinguishers, etc., 
while this tank was, of course, part ot 
the fire extinguishing system. We 
had fire escapes In the rear, and con­
sidered that these, together with ac­
cess to the Imperial Bank building by 
the roof and the two stairways was 
sufficient. tif course, in this in­
stance the back wall was knocked out 
by the tank, cutting off the fire es­
capes.”

Mr. Brierley stated that already 
the Herald Company had asked three 
expert engineers, including Messrs. 
Ross and Holgate, to make a careful 
examination of the wreck to try and 
determine the cause of the disaster, 
as to which they were completely in 
the dark.

Previous Fires of the Herald.
The first fire in which the Herald 

figured in the remembrance of those 
actively engaged in newspaper work 
to-day took place in a building now 
occupied by the National Trust Com­
pany, 151 St. James street, when Mr. 
James Stewart was manager, and Mr. 
C. R. Corneil was superintendent.

The second fire occurred on the 
corner of Victoria Square and St. 
James Street, when the paper was 
under the ownership of Hon. Peter 
Mitchell and Mr. W. H. Whyte was 
business manager. There was only 
a pile of debris to marke the spot the 
morning after the fire, which occurred 
the evening of August 26, 1887.

I The next business premises of the 
! Herald was in the old Zion Congrega- 
i tional Church, corner of Latour and 
I Beaver Hall Hill. This building had 
! been the scene of excitement during 

the Cavazzit riots and afterwards a 
theatre under the management of 
Billy Lytele.

In November, 1892,. the Herald 
again suffered by flre to the extent of 
many thousands, but the worst came 
in 1896 when the home of the paper 
was again razed to the ground . by 
fire. A move was made to the build- 

1 ing on Craig street for many years 
occupied by Kenneth Campbell, op­
posite St. Francis Xavier street. Here 
again they suffered in 1899 and about 
five years ago moved to the building 
which was destroyed yesterday.

The Herald was published the af­
ternoon of the lire, and will continue. 

I to be published from the Gazette 
i building.
