LONDON, Aug. 9.

BONAR LAW.
ITALIAN FORCES READY.

NEW YORK, Aug. 9.
Italy will send 850,000 fresh troops
cither to France or the Dardanelles
within the next three weeks, accord-
ing to Capt. Victor Del Francis, of
the Italian army, who arrived here
to-day on the steamer Duca Daosta.
“There, were 500,000 troops in Turin,
vhen I left,” said Capt. Del Francis;
“100,000 more at Taranto Naval base
and between 150 and 250 large trans-
ports ready to convey the troops

where they are most needed.”

THE RUSSIAN POSITION.

LONDON, Aug. 9.

This morning’s newspapers look
upon the Russian situation more fa-
vorably than they have for several
days. The Times declares that while
the position of certain portions of the
Russian forces still remains critical,
there is every reason to believe that
the excellent order with whieh their
withdrawal has been executed, thus
far, will ‘be maintained, until all have
reached the new line of. defence. Lit-
tle additional news has reached Lon-
don regarding the Russians’ last
days in Warsaw. The Times’ corres-
pondent in that city, describing the
retiring Russian troops, says: There
was no feeling of hopelessness, al-
though disappeointment was written
on every face. The long Russian re-
treat, culminating in the fall of War-
saw, has” touched the lethargic tem-
perament of the Russian nation, and
to-day the war has the support of the
entire Russian people. There is not
the slightest suggestion anywhere of
peace without a decision.

It has been learned that the mag-
nificent library of the University of
Warsaw could not be removed in
time to prevent its falling into the
hands of the Germans.

SWEDISH STEAMER SUNK.

COPENHAGEN, Aug. 9.
The Swedish steamer Mail, has
been sunk by a German submarine.
One boat, containing seven men and a
woman, has been picked up and land-
ed here. A second boat carrymg the
captain and nine men Is missing.
Available shipping records do not
cont'un the name of any Swedish
steamer Mail, or of any vessel of any

other nation known by that name.

NEWS AGENCY DESPATCH.
BERLIN, Aug. 9.

Pope Benedict has addressed a let-
ter to the Catholics of East Prussia,
according to the Overseas News. Ag-
ency, expressing his fatherly sym-
pathy for the terrible war brought
upon them by the Russian invasion.
The letter, the News Agency says,
was accompanied by a large sum of
money for relief of the victims.

ARRESTED IN LONDON.

LONDON, Aug. 9.
Marie Cecilia Jonatha, Court Pian-
ist to Emperor William, was arrested
in London to-day, having been de-

ported from Tilbury.

MEXICANS AND AMERICANS.

BROWNSHILLE, Texas, Aug. 9.

Five Mexican bandits, one a Mexi-
can woman. were killed fighting yes-
terday at Norias, 68 miles north of
here. For an hour fifteen Americans,

men. stood off the attacks of sixty
Mexicans.

Praga ’is
essentially a part of the capital with

'Few details have been received of
the Grand Duke Nicholas’s final stand
at Praga, but indicationg are that the
withdrawal of the Russians became
imeprative -<in order to escape from
the German lines gradually drawing
together in the rear. The Germah
Jines spread along the rivér Narew on’
the north and the Vistula on- the
south, contracting gradually as the
armies in the north and those in the
A strip
of territory across which the Rus-
sians may withdraw to safer positions
now is hardly more than thirty miles.
This: enveloping movement = imme-

p diately to the east of Warsaw, Berlin

reports, is steadily hammering at the
great Russian fortresses of Kovyno
and Lomz, the chief significance of

which is their proximity to the lines
of railway communications to Petro-
grad. Novgie is the only place west
of Warsaw in which the Russian gar-
rison remains and its fall seems im-
minent.

The attitude of the Poles towards
the new German regime is arousing
deep interest as the occupation of
Warsaw. has united for the first time
the three branches of Poles; hereto-
fore divided among Russia, Germany
and Austria. Under the Russian re-
gime, Poland has been the hotbed of
disorder and it remains to be -seen
whether the control of this territory
will be as difficult a problem for
Germany as it has been for Russia.

An official report from Berlin
characterized the operations around
Hooge as a battle, but Sir John
French’s later report shows them to
have been another trench fight, pre-
ceded by severe "artillery exchanges
and resulting in the recapture by the
British of nearly a mile of trenches
previously taken by the Germans.

This served to divert public attentiox}

temporarily from the magnitude o
the German sweep in the Eastern
field, but operations west still lack
general significance.

The commander of another British
submarine, whose name has not yet

been disclosed, was reported to-dayf

to have distinguished himself by
sinking the Turkish battleship
Kheys-ed-den Barbarossa:

A Petrograd official communication
was issued to-night that a German
fleet, nine battleships, twelve cruisers
with a large number of torpedo boat
destroyers persistently attacked the
entrance to the Gulf of Riga, Sunday;,
but were everywhere repulsed. A
cruiser and two torpedo boat destroy-
ers were damaged.

DESTITUTE REFUGEES.
PETROGRAD, Aug. 9.

Refugees from Courland continue
to pour into Riga by thousands. The
fields outside the town are filled with |
herds of cattle, and droves of horses
have been rescued from German in-
vaders from the Province. Constant
distress exists among the refugees,
but as far as possible huts and tents
have been provided for them. Throngs
are nevertheless sleeping in the
woods. There is a great shortage of
bread, consequent on the removal of
the machinery from the mills.

NEITHER CONFIRMED OR DENIED

LONDON, Aug. 10.

The British . Government has re-
ceived no official report of Germany’s
rumored peace proposal to Russia.
Official circles neither affirm nor de-
ny the report, but hold that if true,
the proposal would probably be in
such tentative form it would not be
incumbent upon Russia to formally
communicate it to the Allies.

ALLIES PROGRESS IN THE WEST.

LONDON, Aug. 10.

Sir John French, Commander in
Chief of the British forces in France,
reports that the lost trenches at
Hooge, east of Ypres in Belgium,
have been retaken by British troops
and that they have advanced on a
front of 200 yards. Field Marshal
French says, since my communica-
tion of August 1st, artillery on both
sides have been active northeast of
Ypres, and these exchanges have left
the advantages with us. This morn-
ing, after a successful artillery bom-
bardment which the French on our
left co-operated with effectively, we
attacked the trenches at Hooge, cap-
tured by the énemy July 30th. These
were all retaken, and following up
this success we made further pro-
zress north and west of Hooge in ex-
tending our front trenches captured
for 1,200 yards. During this fighting
our artillery shelled a German train
at Langemarck, five miles northeast
of Ypres, derailing five trucks. Cap-

Italy is en-
gaged in a struggle with ‘Austria over
ground which in many respects is at
least as difficult as the Gallipoli hills
and valleys, and though her armies
have already accomplished wonders
they have much stiff fighting to <do
before they can call the [sonzo line
their own, and considerable additional
force will be required for the ad-'
vance to the Istrian peninsula and the
reduction of Trieste, Fiume and Pola,
which would also mean the ‘capture or |
destruction of the Austrian. fleet. With
these problems to solve, and consid-
ering that twelve months ago, the
first line of the army consisted of but
310,000 men, a large reserve, and 250.-
000 mobile milita, it is evident that
Italy would not be in a position to
send away from her own f{reont and
territory an army of 850,000 men. If
Italy could spare 250,000 fresh troops
for Turkey within the next month, it
would be a generous contribution, and
would go far to bring into line the dis-
puting Balkan States, whose adhes-
ion to the cause of the Allies is the
real need to bring Turkey down, and
reduce both the Dardanelles and the
Bosphorus.

No, I am not a(hocqtmg dog tram-
ing as a feminine profession, but why
shouldn’t a woman who has the -pecu-
liar gifts which make one capable of
training . children set up as a child
trainer and take obstreperoups child-
ren to train?

We are coming to recognize that al-
though nature always sends the love
with the baby, she frequently omits to
include the ability to manage the
child.

I know of miore than. one mother
who, while she loves her child with
all her heart, does not understand him
or know how to manage him. Such
a mother fluctuates between un-
reasoning strictness and over-indul-
gence.  Her nagging, her impatience,
the reaction of her nerves against the
child’s make him more and more diffi-
cult to manage as time goes on.

Milan, Aug. 5.—The Kaiser’'s pro-
clamation excites more contempt thaa
indignation in Italy. The Populo
Italia summarizes excellently the
view of the press and public:

“On account of the late hour when
we received this document of the Kai-
ser,” said the Populo, “it is rot possi-
ble to comment on it, but, after .all,
comment is needless.”

“The cynical impudence of William
II is once more "recorded  in his
prose inspired by the tragic anniver-
sary. The Kaiser invokes too often
his own peculiar god, but it is clear
that the document was meant for do-
mestic consumption. It is addressed
to the German people, which have be-
gun to tremble with cold and fear at
the prospect of a second winter cam-
paign. The Allies won’t begin a use-
less polemic. This they intrust to
the cannon of the Quadruple Ententa,
which will send a reply to the lying
message of the Kaiser.”
