Nine Hundred Persons Brought to 
Halifax, and Transferred to Steam­
er Bound to Norway.

- Nine hundred and odd passengers 
of the Norvegian-American liner 
Kristianiafjord, wrecked nine days 
ago near Cape Race, Nfld., arrived 
here yesterday by steamer. These 
passengers, after having been landed 
by the lifeboats of the Kristianiafjord 
at a little fishing harbor, made their 
way, some by land and others by 
small boats, to civilization at Portu­
gal Cove, about fifteen miles from 
Cape Race, whence they were trans­
ported by rail and water to St. 
John’s Nfld. There, after many days 
waiting and some trifling discomfort, 
for some of them, owing to the lack 
of accommodation for such a large 
influx of strangers to that city, they 
boarded a British steamer bound for 
Halifax from an English port.

Some of the passengers, it is stat­
ed, were loathe to board this siiip, as 
they thought she was going hack with 
them to the war zone, and that there 
was a possibility of them undergoing 
the experience of having their second 
ship torpedoed after their first had 
been shipwrecked. It was made clear 
to them, however, that this steamer 
would take them to Halifax, whence 
they could take passage by a neutral 
steamer for a neutral European port 
outside of the war zone. Among the 
passengers were said to be some per­
sons of German extraction, who had 
been sent out of the United States 
on the Kristianiafjord. These were 
somewhat adverse to travelling on a 
British steamer but came on board 
just the same.

German from Washington.

A British passenger on the steamer 
arriving here yesterday told a story 
regarding one of these " Germans. 
This particular Teuton was, so the 
passenger was informed, an officer in 
the German army, who had been at 
Washington with Count von Bern- 
storff, the ex-German Ambassador 
there. In some way or other he was 
not deported with Bernstorff and his 
crew, but was finally ejected from 
the country and took passage on the 
Stockholm. When he boarded the 
British steamer at St. John’s his iden-- 
tity became known to a number of 
British and Canadian Army officers 
who were passengers on the steamer. 
When “Mr. Hun" entered the saloon 
for his evening meal, he was quietly 
requested to remove himself, as the 
British officers preferred not to eat 
in the same room as himself. With 
this request he complied and there­
after ate his meals in his cabin, and 
in every other way kept very much 
to himself.

The Kristianiafjord’s passengers 
are mostly Norwegians or Swedes,

there being only one native American 
in the lot, a Mr. Osborne, late of the 
American Embassy at Berlin, and now 
bound to join the American Embassy 
at Copenhagen. They say that there 
was no panic when the ship went 
ashore, hut some excitement. They 
were all very glad to be starting once 
more for the homeland. Three of 
their number left last evening for the 
United States, one of the three being 
a Professor at an American Univer­
sity, whose vacation time will not 
now permit him to make his intended 
trip to Norway.

The steamer having these passen­
gers on board docked on side of Pier 
Two, the neutral steamer that is to 
convey them to the other side of the 
Atlantic having docked on the other 
side. Shortly after noon the passen­
gers commenced to cross -the pier. 
They were guided across the floor of 
the passenger building by immigra­
tion officcials who had a busy day of 
it. By three o'clock they were all on 
board the neutral steamer, which will 
sail shortly for the other side.—Hali­
fax Chronicle.

Nearing Climax.

Rumbling of Revolt Among German
Workers, But No Wave of Demc-
ocratic Feeling Says This Report.

London, July 20—The Daily News 
has a despatch from its correspondent 
in Zurich, which says:

“The following account of last 
week’s events in Berlin has reached 
me from a highly competent and au­
thoritative source. The most signifi­
cant feature of Berlin’s attitude last 
week was the popular indifference to 
the crown councils. While the fate­
ful conferences were being held hun­
dreds of women of all classes were 
raiding the rare vegetable wagons 
which under police protection had 
ventured through the city.

“So far as the industrial centres are 
concerned, the food crisis has reached 
a climax. Eatable bread, potatoes, 
meat, butter and sugar are almost en­
tirely lacking in Berlin. The popu­
lation is sour and hungry and is be­
ing urged by the authorities to steel 
itself for a supreme effort of endur­
ance.

"Last Thursday the burgomaster of 
Berlin issued giant posters with these 
words inscribed: ’Hold on until Aug. 
1.’ August is the month in which the 
first wagons are expected from Rou- 
mania, and the people are told that 
these will solve the bread scarcity.

"The crops within 100 miles area 
from Berlin are bad. but they are 
more satisfactory further south.

British Navy Blocks
Rhine-Hamburg Route.

—

Smashing of German Merchant Fleet 
Pats an End to Coal Traffic—Bet­
ties up Colliers.
London, July 18.—The allegation of 

Dutch newspapers that part of Mon­
day’s encounter between British de­
stroyers and German merchantmen, 
which were attempting to run the 
blockade from Rotterdam, occurred in 
Dutch territorial waters is generally 
discredited in naval circles here. The 
only reports thus far received at the 
Admiralty come from commanders of 
British forces in the action in the form 
of wireless summaries, the substance 
of which was covered in yesterday’s 
official statement. The complete re­
ports, when received, are expected to 
clear up the situation satisfactorily.

It is explained that the shoals along 
the Dutch coast in this district extend 
so far to sea that it is necessary for 
ships to steer a course well outside 
the territorial limits. The attack is 
said to have occurred at a point more 
than four miles from shore.

It *ill be a source of great satisfac­
tion in all the allied countries if Mon­
day’s coup succeeds in putting a halt 
to the traffic between the Rhine and 
Hamburg, which has been increasing 
in recent weeks, with greater boldness 
on the part of the German captains. 
The British withheld their stroke until 
the largest flotilla thus far sent by 
this route was well on its way, and 
then dealt a quick, hard blow.

Already it has been announced 
from Rotterdam that Germany has de­
cided to lay up thirty coal steamers 
there instead of atempting to run them 
home through the sea lane.

Reporting officially the capture of 
the German steamships the British 
Admiralty statement says:

“Some of our light forces whilst 
patrolling the North Sea about 4.30 a. 
m. Monday sighted a number of Ger-, 
man steamers ahead. The signal to 
stop and abandon ship was hoisted, 
and shots were fired across their bows 
to emphasize the order. The order 
was disregarded and all the enemy 
ships made for the Dutch coast. Two 
of the rearmost reached shore, having 
been badly damaged by our gunfire. 
The other four ships were, however, 
intercepted and captured by our de­
stroyers, who placed prize crews on 
board and brought them away under 
their own steam. On two of these 
ships the crews abandoned their ships. 
The other two crews were brought 
back into harbor prisoners. All four 
ships are now in harbor in this coun­
try. Their names are Pellworm, Bri- 
etzig, Marie Horn, and Heinz Blum- 
berg.”

We had the rare honour, 
on Saturday, of being the 
subject of a considerable 
portion of the editorial 

11 "" page of the Advocate. The
honour is not diminished—rather en­
hanced—by the nature of the com­
ments, which were not very compli­
mentary. We would be content to en­
joy it without acknowledgment if the 
occasion of it were less important and 
the arguments of that paper less ex­
traordinary and. possibly to some few, 
misleading. It is only in order to 
make clear and still more clear the 
nature of the matter in dispute, the 
Business Profits Tax, that we take 
the trouble to answer the Advocate.

Our contemporary makes much of 
our confession that we had not pa­
tience to examine the sections of the 
Bill. We invite, and strongly advise, 
it to exercise the same patience which 
it sarcastically recommends to us. 
The editor will be wise to read the 
whole Bill through most carefully. 
He can begin with the title. Through­
out his editorial and in other articles 
in the issue he speaks of it as an Ex­
cess Profits Tax. Even the framers 
of the Bill had not the effrontery to 
call it that. It is headed “An Act to 
levy a Tax on Business Profits.” The 
Advocate’s error is either gross care­
lessness, a complete misunderstanding 
of the very essence of the measure, or 
it is a deliberate and impudent at­
tempt to deceive the public as to its 
nature and scope. We have been dub­
bed inconsistent because we strongly 
advocated the taxing of excess profits 
and now stoutly oppose this Act. We 
are sorry to disappoint our critics by 
insisting on beihg obstinately consist­
ent. No legislation would please us 
better than an Excess Profits Tax. By 
that title, which is borrowed from thq 
English and American Acts, where its 
meaning is made unmistakably plain, 
we mean a tax upon all pro­
fits made in EXCESS of pre-war 
profits. There is not the slightest 
resemblance between such a tax 
and the one proposed. The latter 
goes to the unthinkable extreme of 
taxing all profits. The food profiteer 
and the gambler will be the last per­
sons to be hit; the first and worst suf­
ferer will be the small trader, who 
needs every cent of his income and, 
so far from making excess profits, 
may actually be making far less than 
he made before the war.

The Advocate gdes on to say that 
“if we follow the English Act, the 
profits shown in many business 
statements here would have to pay 
a rate considerably more than 25%.” 
Utterly false. We are safe in saying 
that not half-a-dozen firms would do 
so. The English Act taxes only the 
excess which we have explained. Be­
fore it does so it allows £200 straight 
and taxes the remainder 60%. If the 
Editor of the Advocate will take pa­
per and pencil, he will find that to 
make the two taxes approximately 
equal very large profits must be 
chosen first (a minimum, in fact, of 
about $10,000) and that those profits 
must have been practically doubled

since the war. On everything below 
that scale our tax Is the higher.

It further accuses us of taking no 
account of the 6 per cent, dividend al­
lowed before the tax is imposed. We 
are not guilty: we 'had noticed the 
section and in particular its ambig­
uity. The Advocate itself quite omits 
to mention that that amount is allow­
ed off the gross profits. Now gross 
profits are profits made before such 
expenses as interest are deducted. Is 
the 6% additional to interest? It so, 
there was no earthly reason for the 
misleading “gross”: it should have 
been “net” instead, when there could 
be no doubt as to the meaning. Will 
the Board permit the deduction for in­
terest to be made? If not, the section 
imports not the slightest benefit. In 
view of the way in which allowances 
for depreciation are curtailed, we are 
frankly sceptical on this point, and 
our scepticism is increased by the pe­
culiar wording of the section. Not 
that it1 is of much importance, for it is 
unbelievable that the Act will be 
made law.

We have said enough in answer to 
the Advocate. Its deliberate mis­
naming of the Act and the few con­
crete arguments it brings forward are 
its own reply and refutation. The 
rest, its elephantine pleasantries and 
the personal invective of an anony­
mous scribbler, we will pass over. We 
shall answer at a later date the 
charge of inconsistency which it levels 
against us. merely drawing our read­
ers’ attention for the present to the 
source from which it comes. For the 
Advocate, whose screaming headlines, 
up to the moment when the corrupt 
political deal materialised, proclaimed 
the only salvation of the country and 
the universe in a general election and 
then ceased as it a knife had descend-, 
ed,—for this paper to reproach anyone 
with inconsistency is a height of un­
conscious humour rarely reached ev­
en in a community so rich in it as 
our own.

The Business 
Profils’ Tax.

The President of the Board of Trade 
Writes.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Sir,—On Friday a copy of Resolu­

tions respecting "Business Profit Tax 
Act" came into my possession and as 
President of the Board of Trade I may 
be expected to say a word in discuss­
ing the measure.

I believe that the Bill has not yet 
been tabled but that it will be at the 
next session of the Legislature—Mon­
day or Tuesday—and under suspended 
rules It may be rushed through its 
various stages and become law before 
any full discussion can lay bare its 
blemishes or prevent a hastily con­
ceived measure from injuriously af­
fecting the whole body politic.

I would plead for caution and lei­
sure in dealing with this important 
subject and that the representations 
of those affected be heard before it be­
comes law.

It is no answer to me that the Bill 
is virtually a transcript of the Cana­
dian act. Here we have practically 
but one industry, the fisheries, and it 
is proposed to tax these alone, For 
the professions are excluded—medi­
cine, law and what not.

Therefore the exporter, importer, 
shop keeper, and owner of crafts and 
fishery twine will be the contributing 
factors.

Arbitrary restrictions are laid down, 
and, contrary to general practice, pru­
dence is to disappear for the future.

Section 6 sub-section C. lays down 
amongst others a rule against deduc­
tions for depreciation.

Surely it will not be contended that 
this is either prudent or Just.

For example I purchase a vessel for 
say $60,000 which prior to 1914 could 
have been purchased at from 12 to 
$20,000.

At the close of the war will that 
ship be worth $60,000 and if she ap­
pears In my balance sheet at this will 
that business statement be a sound 
one? As a prudent business man I 
would employ all her profit earnings 
to bring the vessel down to her true 
value; but by this Government ukase I 
am prevented.

Speaking for myself, my firm has 
acquired several ships and this will 
apply to all of them.

But this is not the worst, and prob­
ably a plausible reply may be offered.

Every merchant who "supplies for 
the fishery" makes from time to time 
investment in craft and twine. Take 
a banker or a fore and after. Does any 
prudent man value these purchases in 
his balance sheet as an asset at their 
cost? On the contrary he knows that 
he cannot resell at what he paid and 
to be prudent he must at once begin 
to value down the cost. But this he is 
not permitted to do unless the Minis­
ter is assenting.

Again, is liberality to get a douche 
and the proverbial open-handedness 
of Water Street to be checked ? Is the 
generous impulse of the donor of a 
Park or Orphanage, are patriotic con­
tributors, are those who support 
Churches, Education, etc., all to be 
handicapped by a charge of 25 per 
cent, on their free will offerings tfhich 
have been the vogue for half a cen­
tury?

But that is not the worst feature. 
What do the various Bank Managers 
Who are behind the scenes say after 
25 years’ experience of insular trade, 
what about those apocryphal profits 
which the general public roll round 
their tongues? Do they exist in real­
ity or does the idea that they exist 
spring from the generous manner in 
which every appeal is met, not by 
those best able, but by those most wil­
ling to contribute?

If I give anything for the glory of 
God must I do so subject to the cap­
rice of the Minister and his Advisory 
board not fining me? A business 
man’s credit is like a woman’s honour 
and must be circumspectly handled. 
Will it stabilitate this or that firm if 
their return to the Minister records no 
profit and this becomes known? Take 
the past decade, will anyone say that 
I am writing down an absurdity?

It may suit so called philanthropists 
and social reformers to preach about 
the wealth of merchants and poverty 
of the people. What are the true 
facts? One section of the Country re­
cently in whose behalf the Charity of 
the Anglo Saxon world has been in­
voked, has been most liberal in pat­
riotic contributions to War Appeals!

Don’t the people own amongst them 
$20,000,000? I know of no part of the 
Empire where per capita the people 
are so well off.

Give us time then to discuss this 
Act. It . will prove a failure, and its 
first consequence will be to destroy 
confidence in our rulers; and I make 
no empty prediction that once this 
Act becomes the Law of the land, 
there will be such an absolute cur­
tailment of legitimate credit as to 
seriously affect the welfare of the 
people and destroy some of the Rev­
enue anticipations of the Minister of 
Finance.

In conclusion let me apply this Act 
to the Seal Fishery.

Three years ago the fleet drew 
blank and the loss amounted to $250.- 
000 at least. To recoup this sum two 
successful seasons have been neces­
sary and this may happen again. Is it 
proposed to let the owners take a third 
successful year to recover their loss­
es because of this unfair Government 
impost?

We are not dealing with coal mines, 
ship building yards, cotton mills, 
munition works, iron works, distillers 
breweries, and such like steady going 
businesses. We are dealing with the 
most hazardous enterprise In the 
world. One ever beset with difficulty. 
Owing to interference thro’ war with 
the Norwegian and French fisheries 
abnormal prices are being obtained 
for our staple product. How long will 
this last? If through inability to get 
sound and necessary credit many of 
our people next vear fail to get an out­
let for their industry, who will be to 
blame?

Can the substantial fishermen of the 
Colony—can the President of the F. 
P. U. support a measure which men­
aces their very existence?

Let it be leisurely debated and not 
under suspended rules be rushed 
through and by its provisions strangle 
all enterprise.

CANADIANS PRESENT FRENCH 
FLAG TO FRANCE.

PARIS, To-day.
A deputation of officers of ihe Cana­

dian Mounted Rifles on Saturday 
handed to M. Malvy, Minister of the 
Interior, the French flag, which sur­
mounted the Town Hall of Airon, in 
the Department of the Oise.

DARK DAYS FOR BERLIN.

CANADIAN REPORT.
I CANADIAN HEADQUARTERS,

FRANCE, To-day.
During the past two days artillery 

action on the front has increased in 
volume till at times it has reached the 
dimensions of drum fire. The enemy’s 

1 retaliation to our bombardment has 
been on several occasions extremely 
prompt and heavy. The object of his 
artillery has been direct attention of 
our guns. The effort of the enemy 
working parties to restore their de­
fences has been prevented by trench 
mortar bombardments. In this as in 
other branches of artillery there have 
been remarkable developments. Some

LONDON, To-day.
A representative of Reuter’s at 

Headquarters of the British Army in 
France, telegraphing on Sunday, says: 
‘The week has been one of intense 
heat, furious gun fire, incessant re­
connaissances and much sharp fight­
ing. There has been tremendous ar­
tillery firing north of Armentieres and 
near Lens, causing the Huns anxiety 
and heavy casualties. The winds have 
been generally favourable for the use 
of gas. We profit by these conditions 
to repay the Germans their devilment 
to the fullest extent. Even during the 
night the artillery activity diminished 
but slightly, increasing to its most in­
tense fury at dawn. The enemy shell­
ed rear communications at intervals 
with high velocity guns, but his firing 
on our battery areas was rather pro­
miscuous, being carried out during 
darkness. Our counter battery work 
was most successful, direct hits be­
ing obtained on dozens of gun pits, 
while numerous ammunition dumps 
were exploded. The infantry of both 
armies was active in raiding and the 
fact that the Germans are thus indulg­
ing in spies' warfare which ’hey dis­
like shows the anxiety of enemy to 
learn what is happening opposite to 
him.

Editor Eening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—Do the National Govern­

ment realize what they are doing in 
hampering the business men of the 
Country by the proposed tax which 
they intend to impose upon them? 
They should be careful before putting 
this tax into operation, for as far as 
the food importers are concerned, 
encouragement is absolutely necess- 
ary and not as intended to discourage 
them in business. To-day our flour 
importation is roughly about 40,000 
brls. behind the usual amount landed 
here at this time of the year, and in 
order to bring our flour imports up 
to the 300,000 barrels consumed an 
nually, we will need to land in the 
country about 1,300 or 1,400 brls. 
daily. With one regular steamer 
running, or an occasional Furness 
boat and the insignificant mount car­
ried over the railway line we will 
have our work cut out to get suffi 
cient flour in here to do for the year. 
A great amount of thought should be 
given this measure now proposed in 
the Legislature before it is thought 
of being put into effect. The ener­
getic, live, brainy, hardworking busi­
ness man who is absolutely necessary 
to any and every community is 
hounded down by this tax instead of 
being given every encouragement. 
It is an inducement to the sporting 
business man to sport more and let 
the careworn take more responsibil­
ity. There should be some other way 
such as a sliding scale introduced 
which would have just as good re­
turns and give every dealer a fair 
show. As you pointed out it is a 
farce beause as you have shown, the 
firm that makes a nett profit of 
$2,000.00 goes free, whilst the firm 
that makes $2,400.00 has twenty-five 
per cent, taken by the Government, 
which reduces his profits to $1,800.00. 
Surely this is a brainless idea and as 
foolish and unjust as it is disgusting.
I hope with you, Mr. Editor, that this 
bill will not be permitted to be rush­
ed through without a protest strong 
enough to resist it, being made. And 
I must say that I am disgusted with 
the Herald and Advocate in the way 
that they are trying to uphold this 
proceeding. Business people to-day 
have not an easy time of it, • and as 
time goes on the troubles will be­
come greater. They run terrible 
risks, not knowing what is going to 
occur day by day. They carry huge 
debts which, if anything serious hap­
pens to keep our fish from reaching 
market, will never be paid. And 
surely at a time like this encourage­
ment should be handed out to the 
business men instead of throwing ob­
stacles in their way. The good-for- 
nothing individual who does nothing 
but ride about in an automobile day 
after day and is too cute to risk his 
money in the business of the country, 
where, I ask, does his tax take effect? 
What does he pay towards the pay­
ment of the amount which the Gov­
ernment aims at raising?

Big Liner Leaves
Her Bones

In the “Graveyard of the Atlantic.”
It has turned out that, despite su­

perhuman effort and the most skilful 
mechanial devices, the big palatial 
Scandinavian Liner Kristianiafjord 
now lies a total wreck near Mistaken 
Point, known as “the graveyard of the 
Atlantic," where she went ashore dur 
ing a dense fog on the morning of 
the 15th Jnst. with over eight hundred 
passengers on hoard. All hopes of re­
floating the ship were abandoned yes­
terday, following the advent of a 
storm.

At the outset circumstances were 
such that the refloating of the ship by 
the aid of compressed air was consid­
ered a probability. Much of the Kris- 
tianiafjord’s large cargo was remov­
ed and the services of divers and 
wrecking tugs with powerful air com­
pressors were requisitioned to assist 
in the task. For several days the con­
ditions of the sea were exceptionally 
moderate until Friday night last, the 
26th Inst., when a southerly gale be­
gan to rage. The preparatory work 
of taking the ship off the rocks was 
then well in hand. The following 
morning the wind freshened to the 
S.W., accompanied by heavy seas, 
which had a vigorous effect on the ex­
posed steamer. The captain and crew 
were compelled to leave as were also 
the wrecking tugs, which were stand­
ing by and which sheltered at Tre- 
passey. Yesterday morning on re­
turning to the ship, when the ele­
ments had abated somewhat, they 
found the engine room and stokehold 
filled with water. The hull was bad­
ly battered and she was pounding 
heavily against the rocks, gradually 
but surely breaking up.

The remainder of the crew number­
ing 125, including 5 women, reached 
the city by train this forenoon, in 
charge of chief officer Hoy. The men 
are quartering at the Seamen’s Insti 
tute and the women at the Kitchener 
Hotel, where they will remain until 
arrangements are finalized for their 
departure. The majority of the crew 
are Norwegians. The captain, chief 
engineer, and a couple of other offi­
cers are still near the scene of the 
wrecked steamer, which was breaking 
in pieces this morning.

Divers Taylor and Butler lost their 
diving outfits, which were left on 
board the doomed ship during the 
storm of Saturday.

The people of the Southern Shore 
reaped a rich harvest through salving 
cargo, we hear, and large stocks of 
provisions, chiefly tea and sugar, were 
secured.

The splendid brass band of the 
Kristianiafjord paid their final re­
spect to the doomed ship on Saturday 
last, we are told, when an appropriate 
tune was played with due ceremony 
and solemnity.

The Kristianiafjord was a magnifi­
cent ship and parties who were on 
board her and qualified to speak on 
such matters, say she was a floating 
palace. She was practically new, hav­
ing been launched four years ago, and 
was 10,669 tons gross. The ship alone 
was worth fifteen million dollars, 
whilst her general cargo, consisting 
of thirty thousand tons, was worth 
many thousands in addition.

ROUMANIAN OFFICIAL RECEIVED.
LONDON, July 29.

A Roumanian official, dated Thurs­
day, has been received here. It an­
nounces the capture of Teutonic al­
lied positions on a front of more than 
18 miles to a depth of more than nine 
miles, also taking additional prison­
ers, guns and munitions. The state­
ment says : We have widened north­
ward the breacli in the enemy’s front 
and captured the whole of his posi­
tions on a width of 20 kilometres to a 
deptli of 15 kilometres. We have tak­
en 1,245 prisoners, captured two bat­
teries of howitzers, niuc guns and a 
quantity of munitions.

AIRMEN BUSY.
LONDON, July 28 (Official.)

The day proved a marked and suc­
cessful one for our airmen. Vigor­
ous offensive tactics enabled our ar­
tillery and machines to carry on their 
work successfully, and an unusually 
large number of photos wore taken. 
Bombing squadrons, moreover, car­
ried out many raids and bombed four 
of the enemy's aerodromes. Some of 
our machines came down to very low 
altitudes all over forty miles behind 
the enemy lines. Fifteen German 
machines crashed to earth, sixteen 
olliers were driven down out of con­
trol. Three of our machines are 
missing.

HOSPITAL BOMBED.
PARIS, July 29.

Soon after midnight this morning 
firemen thronged the streets sounding 

1 an alarm on bugles, Indicating an­
other air raid. French airplanes had

down, but many more quickly appear-

At one o’clock the 
bugles sounded, at 1.15 o’clock it was 
announced the air raid was over. One 
German aviator passed over a hos­
pital. near the front, descending very

bombs were dropped, all reaching 
their mark.

FOR PUBLICATION.
BERLIN, July 29.

Dr. Michaelis, German Chancellor, 
yesterday summoned a large number 
of newspaper men to whom he de­
clared, the speech of David Lloyd 
George, the British Premier, in 
Queen’s Hall, in London, and the re­
cent debate in the House of Com­
mons again have proved with indis­
putable clearness that Êritain does 
not desire peace by agreement and 
understanding, hut only by the con­
clusion of the war, which means the 
enslavement of Germany to the arbit­
rary violence of our enemies. The 
proof of tliis may be seen in the fact 
that Sir Edward Carson, member of 
the British War Cabinet, recently de­
clared in Dublin that negotiations 
with Germany could begin only after 
the retirement of German troops be­
yond the Rhine. In response to a 
question put by a commoner, Joseph 
J. King, Bonar Law, spokesman of 
the British Government said that if 
Germany wanted peace she first of 
all must declare herself willing to 
evacuate all occupied territories. We 
possess clear proofs that the enemy 
gives assent to the declaration, going 
further than that impudently made by 
Sir Edward Carson. You all know 
that detailed information regarding 
French plans of conquest approved by

Britain and Russia has been circula- 
! ted for weeks past in the neutral 
press and that it has not been denied 
up to the present. It would be of the 

; greatest importance for the enlight- 
I enment of the whole world regarding 
| the true reasons for this continuation 
of sanguinary massacre of nations, 

i for it to be known that written proofs 
■ of our enemy’s greed of conquest have 
i since fallen into our hands. I refer 
to the reports of the recent debate of 
June 2 in the French Chamber of De­
puties. I ask the French Govern­

This treaty as- 
usred to France her frontier, but 
amended only the lines Of the -previ- 

j ous war conquest of 1870 to include 
| besides Alsace-Lorraine, Saarbrucken 
and vast territorial modifications on 

: the left bank of the Rhine as desired 
by France. When M. Tereschenko, 
Russian foreign minister, took office 
the Russian Government protested 
against the French aims of conquest 
which included that of Syria, and de­
clared that new Russia no longer 
would be willing to take part in the 
struggle if it learned of these French 
war aims, and were it not its princi­
pal object of sending A. Thomas, 
member of the French war council, 
on his journey to Russia to overcome 
this remorse of Tereschenko. The 
French Government will not be able 
to deny this and it will be obliged to 
confess, although it may not do so 
only tacitly, that this was Brland’s 
object of the etormy attacks during 
the secret session and that Premier 
Ribot was obliged to produce a secret 
treaty in response to the demands of 
M. Renaud, leader of a majority of the 
Socialists in the French chamber and 
that Briand in the coffrse of an ex­
cited debate which ensued, declared 
that revolutionary Russia was oblig­
ed to carry out what Imperial Russia 
had promised, and that it did not mat­
ter to France what was said by the 
lowest classes in Russia. It is char­

I would 
like also to mention that Premier Ri­
bot after the pacifist speech by deputy 
Augneur replied that the Russian gen­
erals had declared that the Russian 
armies were never in better condition 
or better equipped than then. Here 
in prfect clearness is the desire to let 
Russians go on shedding blood in be­
half of unjust ambitions of France. 
This desire has been fulfilled not as 
Premier Ribot anticipated, for we 
can hardly presume he had such ab­
solute lack of humanity as that, 
though foreseeing the failure of the 
Russian offensive he yet insisted upon 
it, thinking it would give another 
hour's respite, pending entry of Am­
erica into the war. The enemy press

endeavors to force upon my inaug­
ural speech an interpretation that I 
only consented to a majority resolu­
tion with an ill-concealed reservation 
of Germany’s desires for conquest. 
I am obliged to deny this imputation 
as to an object of which there can be 
no doubt besides the resolution, im­
plies which is quite clear that the 
enemy must also renounce any ideas 
of conquest. Michaelis added that it 
was manifest that Germany's ene­
mies were not in the least consider­
ing such denunciation that the French 
meeting held in secret was a fresh 
proof that their enemies were respon­
sible for a prolongation of the war 
and were actuated by a lust of con­
quest. The conspicuousnesa of the 
justness of our defensive war, the 
Chancellor concluded, will steel our 
strength and determination in future.
