STUDYING SHIPPING PROBLEMS 
ON THE ATLANTIC.

EDMONTON, Alto.—(Can Press)— 
Successful experiments off the Atlan­
tic Coast during the summer months 
for the detection of icebergs, hidden 
reefs and nearby ships, as well as in 
the development of deep water tele­
graphy havi been conducted by Dr. 
Robert W. Boyle, Professor of Phy­
sics, at the University of Alberta, who 
returned to the city at the week end 
from the east. Dr. Boyle was accom­
panied by Charles Reid, a former 
student of the university, who will 
continue his work at Harvard. The 
experiments have been in progress 
since the middle of April last and 
they were conducted on- the ice- break­
er Montcalm. The scene of the op­
erations was off the coast of Labra­
dor, Newfoundland, Cape Breton and 
the Straits of Belle Isle.

A measure of secrecy attached to 
the nautical research work of Dr. 
Boyle, which’«has been carried on for 
several years and which is a continu­
ation of that done by him during the 
Great War, but the /Rerta physicist 
just the other day indicated in a gen- 
wal way what had been accomplish­
ed in new methods of sounding for 
depths, detecting ice and shores, pre­
venting. wrecks and avoiding collis­
ions between ships and icebergs.

"We joined the Montcalm at North 
Sydney about the middle of April and 
installed the equipment that we had 
been using in the University and had 
been brought east for the practical 
experiment Previous experiments 
elsewhere had shown that the pres­
ence of ships, shores, reefs, etc., could 
be dejected and distance and bearing 
be gtvén" by this new method. Secret 
telephony and telegraphy could also 
be carried on between ships and reefs 
within three miles, and to telegraph 
or telephone secretly tor distances 
of five miles or even more.

“In the present experiments with 
a email scale model apparatus some 
of these old experiments were repeat­
ed and check to obtain a basis.’’

The scientist referred to is a New­
foundlander, the son of the late Dr. 
Boyle of Carbonear. To give him the 
toil list of degrees, etc., he is a M.Sc., 
MA, Ph.D., F.R.C.S. Educated at 
Methodist College, he continued his 
studies at McGill apd Manchester Uni­
versities.

able and, generally speaking, when 
guns are to be smuggled in sufficient 
numbers to be of any military use to 
a rebel or belligerent party, elaborate 
schemes have to :be made, a -special 
ship chartered, an# a strong political 
party is invariably behind the scenes 
pulling the strings,

Owing to the keen supervision of 
Customs officers, asked by the C. I. D. 
and the Secret Service agents, guns 
are seldom loaded ip docks under dis­
guise. In a big coup the method adop­
ted ieusually on these lines.

A . small cargo boat which happens 
to be laid up at the time is chartered. 
This, enables the gang to put their 
own skipper and men oa board to 
man her. Arrangements being com­
plete for the embarkation of the guns 
at sçme convenient rendezvous at sea, 
a few miles off the track of all other 
shipping, the' gun-runner proceeds to 
load a part cargo of ordinary mer­
chandize for some port close to the 
spot where the guns are to be landed. 
This enables him to get the neces­
sary clearance papers from the Cus­
toms without exciting suspicion.

On receiving word (in code) that 
the agents will be at the rendezvous 
with the guns at a certain hour, the 
gun-runner leaves port, keeping most 
carefully to the recognized track of 
other shipping. Then at nightfall, 
with all lights ont, she sheers off and 
makes for the rendezvous, where she 
is met by the agent with the guns.

A 'private yacht is generally em­
ployed to bring the guns off, for the 
reason that pleasure craft are not 
bound by the same exacting regula­
tions as merchant ships and are able 
to anchor in lonely bays and creaks 
where the guns can be embarked 
without attracting undue attention. A 
cargo boat doing the same thing 
would1 be immediately suspected.

Directly the guns have been tran­
shipped the gun-runner returns to the 
recognized route and keeps carefully 
to it until he reaches the- nearest 
point to the place where the contra­
band has to be landed—usually some 
deserted bay or inlet' where the re­
ceiving agents can remove the guns 
by road to their hiding-place.

Again the spmggler douses all his 
lights and steers in for the shore. If 
all goes well his call signal is an­
swered by the countersign, signifying' 
that the Identity of both parties is 
established and all is ready. The 
guns are landed, and by daylight the 
cargo boat is once more# • plodding 
along on her proper track, bound for 
the port close by {o which her legi­
timate cargo is consigned and where 
her skipper can enter and clear his 
ship in the manner of an honest trad­
er, thus averting all suspicion.

But if things go" wrong, instead of 
the answering countersign the gun­
runner may suddenly find himself 
the centre of focus of a searchlight, 
as some destroyer or patrol boat fires 
a blank round across the bows. And 
then the game is up and only a fog 
bank or a heavy rain or snow squall 
will give him a chance of escape. As 
a last resort he may damp all his 
guns and ammunition overboard, if 
he has time, and trust to some plausr 
ible lie to save him from arrest.

The giving Of a ring as a 
pledge both of an engagement and 
marriage datea back to the old Jew­
ish custom of exchanging or giving 
something as ratification of an agree­
ment or bargain, and also to the 
Roman cuatom of giving a ring upon 
the conclusion of, a bargain or busi­
ness contract Amông the ancient 
Egyptians too, the custom existed of 
placing a piece of ring-money (used 
before coins were introduced) upon 
the bride’s finger to Indicate that she 
was endowed with her husbands 
wealth. This symbolism still survi­
ves In the present marriage service. 
“With all my worldly goods I thee 
endow.”

In earlier days both bethrothal and 
wedding rings were very much more 
elaborate than they are now, Jewish 
wedding-rings very often being sur­
mounted by a representation of the 
Temple or the Ark of the Covenant. 
The Roman “key-rings" were interest­
ing on account of their symbolism. 
These were made either of gold, silver, 
ivory, or iron, with a key attached to 
the circlet In token that the man 
handed over to his wife the keys of 
the house on their wedding day. The 
Saxon father said, “I give thee my 
daughter to be thy honour and thy 
wife, and to keep thy keys."

A Beautiful Custom.
The laying of the ring upon the 

Prayer-book during the service is a 
relic of the beautiful old custom of 
the blessing of the wedding-ring be­
fore it was placed upon the bride’s 
finger. The "fourth finger," of course, 
refers to the “five digits of the hand” 
counting the thumb as the first. Both

The London
Conference

fn the "Monthly Review” of 
Barclay’s Bank appears the fol­
lowing commenta on the agree­
ment reached by the London 
Conference, and a forecast of the 
results, in which a somewhat op 
timistic view is taken:

“The supreme achievement of the
London Conference lies In the fact 
that, for the first time In the long 
series of conferences since the 
Armistice, a comprehensive settlement 
lias been arrived at by consent.

Concessions have been made by 
each of the parties to the agreement 
Inevitably, these concessions have 
caused disappointment, and If the 
necessary ratification is secured, the 
eponomic possibilities of Germany 
vyill become the dominant factor in 
the reparations problem. The neces­
sary loan has still to be arranged, but 
the success of the London negotia­
tions is undoubtedly due in part to 
the realization of the necessity to 
distinguish sharply between the poli­
tical and the economic aspects of the 
question, and, with this realization, 
it should not be impossible to provide 
security sufficient to assure success. 
It must be remembered that, to a con­
siderable extent, the proceeds are, 
under the Dawes scheme, to be used 
for the finance of deliveries in kind. 
Definite progress should now be pos­
sible in the most difficult of all forms 
of reconstruction—the reconstruction 
of devastated trade. The dominant 
characteristic of the experts’ scheme 
is the recognition of the fact that the 
payment of reparations is dependent 
upon the industrial efficiency of Ger­
many, and, although it would be fool­
ish to expect that miracles can now be 
performed or to deny that many prob­
lems remain unsolved, the restoration 
of sound financial conditions in Ger­
many and the maintenance of a stable 
exchange should be assured.

The tendency to subordinate gen­
uinely productive enterprise to wild 
speculation will be checked, and with 
the final removal of the complete dis­
trust of the currency, the advantages 
of thrift over extravagance w;lll once 
more become apparent. There is no 
question that under such conditions 
Germany will realize that surplus of 
production .ever consumption which 
is the essential preliminary to re­
paration payments.

The necessity of disposing of this 
surplus in foreign markets and the 
influence of deliveries in kind will in-' 
evitably involve difficulties, but the 
ultimate result of wider trading pos­
sibilities must be to increase effective 
purchasing power and to create a 
more general prosperity in which all 
countries will share.”

The disposal of the surplus 
production of Germany is the 
crux of the whole case, and 
the question that immediately 
arises is, what will be the at­
titude of other countries to­
wards such a flood of German 
exports of a kind similar to 
their own productions, and what 
effect will it have upon their 
output ?

Already it is apparent that 
the British industries fear the 
severe and unequal competition 
that must result. "Our coal, iron 
and steel industries,” says Sir 
Robert Home, “are going to be 
menaced to an extent we have 
not known since the war.” If it 
were certain that the markets 
of the world were in a position 
to absorb at once the sudden in­
crease of manufactured goods, 
the result would undoubtedly be 
beneficial , to the public at 
as it would mean 
reduced prices. The effect of a

Jupiter’s bolts strike a flat object 
once in 100 times, Dr. F. W. Peek, Jun­
ior, consulting engineer of the General 
Electric Company, told world scien­
tists attending the Franklin Institute 
centenary celebration here to-day 
while an upright object will be hit 15 
times out of 100.

Peek’s findings are based on experi­
ments conducted with artificial light­
ning bolts of 2,000,000 volts.

pilot’s error, has put the- machine 
out of control at such a height that 
a terrible accident la bound to occur, 
an airman has time for the realisation 
that he Is bound to enph within the 
space of the next second or so. The 
actions of that second may decide 
whether the crew are to be unharm­
ed or hurt, perhaps Seriously.

An engine' failure at a low height 
over a wood means a certain crash, 
but If the pilot does the right thing 
there is no reason for serious harm.

An Air Force pilot whom* I knew 
wgs once flying over the New Forest 
when his engine stopped. Choosing 
the densest part of the forest that he 
could see, he glided down and "stall­
ed” his machine about four feet 
above the topmost branches. When 
a machine stalls it will “pancake,” 
which means that It drops downwards 
en an even keéL In this case so 
gently and skilfully did the pilot ar­
range his crash that the branches of 
the trees formed a cushion for his 
landing and a bed for the machine.

The stranded pilot dared not move 
from his seat in case of dislodging 
the aeroplane from Its strange perch.

After he had been missing for 
some hours an aerial search party set 
out to find him. They soon located 
him and saw his predicament ,but jt 
was not until nightfall that we man­
aged to get the ladders necessary 
W reach him mid effect a rescue. 
The machine had to be left where it 
waft—an excellent example to |the 
pupils of the station of how to crash 
in a forest.

In every case where a machine is 
about to crash, both pilot and pas­
senger should put up one arm to 
shield their faces against being 
thrown forward against the ejlge of 
the cockpit and from broken x glass 
from the wind-screens or instruments.

During the war, at a training sta­
tion in Norfolk, I was gliding down 
in an Avro preparatory to landing.in 
front of, and parallel with, my ma­
chine's shed.

I can remember, as 
we collided, bellowing to the mechan­
ics of the machine beneath to clear 
out. When we hit I had my arm in 
front of my face and my body braced 
back in the seat. We looped on to the 
ground, and hung, both unhurt, head 
downwards by our safety belts.

The aeroplane was a "write off," 
but we were none the worse—not 
even scratched. ,

For success In Ilf»—end that 1s 
what all parents want for their sons 
—is the result of many factors, of 
which a stored mass of information 
is only a mindr one.

The greater factors are control of 
I nerves and adaptability to clreum- 
I stances; and the “swat”, to UM a 
schoolboy expression, by the very na­
ture of his ambition Is harming those 
qualities which arm a man In the 
struggle lor existence.

Motor Springs
Motorists are often puzzled to 

know why their cars do not ride so 
well after several months of service, 
devices often show what seems to be 
Shock absorbing and spring control 
a wide variation in effectiveness 
when applied to cars of the naine 
make. The makes being identical, 
the addition of balloon tiresf will fre­
quently give more comfort -to one 
car than to another. t

The answer is found In the car’s 
springs. Briefly, every spring has 
two forms of resistance, fibre and 
frictional. The former is the resist­
ance offered by the metal of the 
spring leaves when they are deflect­
ed. The latter Is the resistance of­
fered by the friction between the 
spring leaves,. Fibre resistance Is 
constant over a long period until the 
metal becomejs “fatigued," and thus 
may fbe considered as something be­
yond the owner’s control. Friction 
resistance, however, valres widely, 
always tending toward higher limits.

If the springs are allowed to be­
come rusty, If dirt and foreign mat­
ter is allowed to work in between 
the leaves the resistance from frlc- 
tiop may equal anywhere from 10 to 
an per cent, of the force necessary 
to compress the springs. Thus It a 
wheel goes into a hole with such 
force that the respective spring is 
deflected by a force equal to 700 
pounds, anywhere from. 70 to 210 
pounds will be required to take care 
of the frictional resistance, and 'the 
occupants of the car will experience 
the sensation of having had' the par­
ticular spring deflected by a force of 
770 to 910 pounds.

In other words the car will seem 
to be striking deeper holes than It 
really is, and the passengers will be 
taking many of the shocks that 
should have been absorbed by the 
springs had the latter been lubrica­
ted adequately. This naturally af­
fects the spring control devices or 
any other devices planned for the 
comfort of passengers, since these 
devices are being called upon con­
stantly; to .do more than they were 
designed to do.-—Mcmtreal Dally Star.

Few foreigners touring Germany 
for pleasure are able to afford thé 
luxuries which have been a part of 
many business men’s dally reghne 
during these six days of trade inter­
course at the “Messe.”

Prices bounced np unblushtngly on 
the eve of the fair. They remained 
beyond the rdach of all holiday pur­
ses save those held by the manufac­
turers and merchants lately seeking 
alms from abroad. Hotels, restaur­
ante, and theatres levied heavy trib­
ute on all-comers, and their German 
guests faced the local banditti with 
calm cheerfulness.

A Comfortable Luncheon.
I as an Involuntary spectator of 
comfortable little luncheon party 

at the Astoria Hotel on Wednesday, 
when a ceraln business man Invited 
six accomplices in morning coats to 
hare with him a frugal meal begin­

ning with Innumerable hors-d’oeuvres 
and passing down a long and elabor­
ate menu Irrigated by four kinds of 
wine, all of them of ancient lineage 
and incredible cost.

The fair has not been altogether the 
brilliant success hoped tor, owing to 
certati elements in the Industrial sit­
uation which I have explained In my 
previous despatches, but the gloom 
apparent during the daily vigil of the 
trade delegatee vanished—again I 
cannot help recalling the industriel» 
mendicant who puts away h3s woe at 
eventide—under the benign Influence 
of Leipzig’s lighter moods when the 
colored cabarets opened their dodrs 
for a session that lasted until dawn, 
or at least until the last man could 
drink no more.

Special attractions are booked by 
the theatres for Fair Week, and 
knowing their patrons, the price of 
seats Is doubled. The Crystal Palast, 
a cheerful building like a converted 
railway station, has been crowded 
nightly with proeperoue business men 
eager to see a Viennese revue com­
posed of excessively unclothed young 
women.

Plenty of Champagne-
The rush of visitors to Leipzig to 

so great during Fair Week that late 
comers spend the night in the railway 
station. A single back bedroom at a 
second-class hotel costs 21s. nightly. 
The restaurants throw sorcalled meals 
at the ordinary herd, charge for them 
exorbitantly, and at a given hour re­
fuse to serve any more under any pre­
text

Wines are ludicrously expensive, yet 
£l,to £1 10s. is paid without ques­
tion for vintages that a year ago 
could have been bought for half the 
price.

The British agents I have met here 
lived modestly and drank beer. They 
Held quite frankly they could not af­
ford to drink anything else. Their 
German customers were Insistent that 
they accept hospitality on a cham­
pagne basis, and made It clear that 
sqch was their own standard of drink­
ing, at least in Fair Week.

When the German export business 
is in full swingles every German at 
the Leipzig “Mease" to confident It 
will he before long, I doubt very much 
if British business men will be table 
to afford even beer.-Daily Mail.

HOW TO RENOVATE IT.

With the approach of colder nights 
the housewife to now beginning to 
look over her store 0* thicker bed 
clothing. Eiderdowns which hare be 
come shabby, need renovating—a task 
she can undertake at home.

An '■ eiderdown can be washed, of 
course, if care be taken over the pro­
cess. Aj, very large bath of warm, 
soupy water sboulcUbo used and the 
qiilt plunged in atiil Worked up and 
down vigorously. After several rins­
ings -in clean water but not “wrung" 
and hung out of doors on a breezy 
day.

Ribbon Heritors.
The silk or satin borders of eider­

downs wear badly as a rule, and theds 
can bh renewed splendidly with wide 
rbibon and, of course, their color 
scheme can be changed in the process 
if desired. The ribbon should be wide 
enough to cover the "border amply and 
the- corded edge as well, it can ho 
tacked by hand, but if pinned In posi­
tion and the corners carefully mitred 
beforehand the ribbon can be ma­
chined on..

If the coVer is beyond repair a new 
one can be bought at most furnishing 
shops, but it to really very simple to. 
make a new one. The measurements 
must be accurately -taken and just a 
big bag made of siilk, satin, or what­
ever material is desired. The upper 
aide with colored borders or a special 
centre-piece must be made separately 
first and then joined—with the Intro­
duction of a stout piping-cord—to the 
plain back portion.

One end of the cover must be left 
open until the old quilt has been slip­
ped inside. It must be spread out flat 
and evenly disposed Inside the new 
„coyer. gyd i pinnSd securely at each 
corner. ’

Bows Of Stitching.
i .Then, either rows of machine- 
st&ching or fine running-stitch must 
be. put in. A row parallel with the 
edge all round the quilt and about 
three Inches Inside will be necessary 
as well as one or two similar rows 
inside it Some simple design such 
as a large oval or diamond shape 
will he sufficient to keep the quilt in 
position in the centre.

If some treasured piece of embroid­
ery has been used for the centre pan­
el, this must be outlined with stitch­
ing also. A few eyelet-holes should 
be worked with silk here and there.

GOLF GREEN BEADY IN 8 MONTHS
Experiments in the use of electric 

light at night for promoting the rapid 
growth of grass are described in the 
current number of the New York Golf 
Illustrated by Mr. Frank H. Cble, 
who says that laboratory greenhouse 
tests proved that plants could be 
brought to full growth at practically
