Fatal Accident. — On Wednesday,

So far as could 
be ascertained no one is to blame, the 
affair being purely accidental.

Where Canadian Stock Gobs.—Daily 
train after train, laden with, Canadian 
live stock, come down the G.Xy. Railway 
and go to Suspension Bridge and across 
into New York, where the animals supply 
the demand in the American market; 
The Wingham Times, in speaking of this, 
mentions that Mr. W. McLean, of Gode­
rich, left there yesterday with a fine 
drove of fat sheep and lambs, in all 372 
lambs and 33 sheep. They were pur­
chased from the surrounding farmers by 
R. Gordon, at an average price of 82 87 
per head for lambs, and 83 50 for sheep, 
amountin'* in the aggregate to 81,184. 
Mr. McLean intends shipping them fcr 
the Buffalo and Albany markets.

The German Emperor.—The amiable 
character of the Emperor is shown by the 
following :—“ Some short time since two 
young laJies were searching in the park 
at Babelsberg for the monument erected 
to the poet Heinrich von Kleist. They 
were engaged in a lively discussion with 
one of the keepers, who very naturally 
knew nothing at all about it, and denied 
its existence in the park, when the Em­
peror’s carriage approached almost noise­
lessly, the good-natured monarch inquir­
ed the cause of the dispute. ‘ May it 
please your majesty,’ said the keeper, 
‘ these ladies maintain that the monu­
ment of the poet von Kleist must be some­
where here in the park, and they think I 
ought to know where it is.’ 1 Really, 
ladies,’ said the emperor, ‘ the keeper is 
right and you will not find the monu­
ment here; it is at some distance off.’ 
So saying, the monarch got out. of his 
carriage, and addressing the coach-man, 
said, ‘ Drive the young ladies to the mo­
nument at the Fredrick-William Bridge, 
at the same time motioning the ladies to 
get in ; the latter were in no small em­
barrassment at this unexpected honour, 
but at length took courage, and with 
many protestations of thanks mounted 
the carriage and drove off.”

The loss by the fire at Hunter’s Point, 
Long Island, is estimated at a million 
and a half dollars.

There was a steamboat explosion on 
the Mississippi early on Tuesday mor­
ning ; only ten out of fifteen persons on 
board escaped injury.

The fall wheat in WéUesley is reported 
stricken with rust, and hence it will pro­
bably be a failure.

The report that the Geneva Board of 
Arbitration is in a fair way to a settlement 
of the Alabama claims, within a few 
weeks is confirmed.

Miss Rye has reachéd Halifax with 103 
boys, and between 60 and 60 girls. There 
appears a great demand for them.

Many horrible facts have been given of 
the dreadful famine in Persia, but one 
incident is now related so intensely 
horrible as almost to surpass belief, 
although seriously mentioned in the 
laçant 'Times. In the Persian city, of 
Flamatan two famishing women aided by 
seven others, stoic three children and ate 
them. They were arrested and the bone s 
of the dead children found partially con­
cealed in their clothes. The Grand 
Vizier condemned the two women to the 
gibbet, and their companions in guilt to 
death in prison. At the end of a week 
five of these seven wretches^ were found 
dead in the prison, after having devoured 
the two other.

Two weeks ago a very remarkable old 
man died in London, at the age of ninety- 
one. He bore an extraordinary resem­
blance to the first Napoléon,and boasted 
to the hour of his death of having won 
the battle of Jena. The following was 
his story, which, however true or false, 
was universally accepted : During a cri­
tical moment of the battle, Albolino 
(this was the old man’s name) seeing the 
soldiers begin to waver, mounted a horse, j 
and gallopingin front of the troops, cried 
ont, “ I am your Emperor ! Forward!” 
His corporal* s uniform andhis resemblance 
to the Emperor, created such enthusiasm 
that they pressed forward and the battle 
was won ; not, however,.before the Prus­
sians had noticed the cheat, and Albolino 
was seriously wounded. He lived upon a 
pension in Paris until quite an 'old man, 
and then went to end ms days in London.

NEWS ITEMS.
. Officials as Electioneering Agents. 

—The principal if not the only canvas- 
|ers for Dr. Grant,in Russel, are officials, 
prominent amongst whom are Messrs. 
Pennington, Maopherson & Barber. The 
active opponents of the liberal candidates 
in this section are officials, federal and 
local.

Emigration Returns. — During the 
month of July 2,445 emigrants arrived at 
the depot in Toronto. Of this number 
790 were English, 240 Irish, 840 Scotch, 
420 German, and 655 Norwegians. 1,880 
remained in Canada, and 1,076 passed 
through to the United States. One hun­
dred emigrants, per steamer Hibernian, 
who arrived in Toronto, were provided 
with situations within two hours after 
landing in the sheds. Mr. Donaldson’s 
office is visited every day by a large num­
ber of parties who wish to secure servants 

of them thinking that Miss Rye 
bring the 100 gtirlS who arrived 

per steamer Caspian to Toronto, and ate 
very much disappointed whén they learn 
that they are to be distributed in St. 
John, N. B.

Orange Demonstration at St. Cather­
ines.—An enthusiastic reception was 
given at St. Catherines, on Wednesday 
to Mr. William Johnston, M. P. for 
Belfast, who arrived in the morning 
accompanied by a number of gentlemen 
from Toronto and Hamilton. The town 
was gaily decorated with flags. Addresses 
were presented to Mr. Johnston at a public 
meeting, at which several thousand 
people were present, and which was pre­
sided over by Mr. J. C. Rykert, M. P. P.
In the evening a banquet in honour of 
Mr. Johnston was given in the Welland 
House, which was a great success. 
Besides Mr. Johnston’s, speeches in 
response to toasts were delivered by the 
Hon. John H. Cameron, of Toronto, 
James Johnson, F. H. Medcalf, Rev. 
Messrs. McArthnr and Hutchipson, and 
other gentlemen.

Compulsory Education in Scotland.— 
Scotchmen have lately come out in a new 
character, and are now prepared to dis­
pute with the people of New England 
States, the honour of having originated a 
system of compulsory education. Many 
facts connected with the state of educa­
tion in Scotland, which hitherto had re­
mained unknown, were brought to light 
during the debate on the Scotch educa­
tion bill. According to the Duke of Ar- 
gyle an act was passed by a Scotch Par­
liament in 1494 imposing the heavy pen­
alty of twenty pounds upon parents who 
failed in certain circumstances to send 
their children to school, the compulsion 
being, however, confined to freehold­
ers and that only in the ease of the eldest 
sons. Here is the remarkable fact that 
nearly four centuries ago a stringent com­
pulsory rule was applied to a certain sec­
tion of the population so as to secure the 
education of those likely to prove the 
more influential members of the com­
munity, and yet the bill for the adoption 
of a general compulsory law introduced 
during the present session of the British 
Parliament met with much opposition. 
Our American neighbors instead of origin­
ating the compulsory education system 
are reduced when old records are search­
ed to the position of imitators of the 
Scotch rulers of four hundred years ago.

The Canadians at Wimbledon.—A very 
interesting ceremony took place yester­
day afternoon at the Canadian camp, 
which was the formal presentation by Mr 
Samuel Morley, M. P. ( who was accom- 
lanied by Alderman Besley, late Lord 
Jayor of London), of the cup subscribed 

for by the merchants of London to be 
shot for by the Canadians on Wednesday 
next. There was also present a large 
number of gentlemen interested in the 
Dominion of Canada, amongst whom 
were Sir Peter Tait and Mr. Bose. This 
cup will be shot for by the Canadians 
representing the different Provinces, by 
three men from each, and the [Province 
that makes the highest score will of course 
carry it home in triumph, to be then dis­
posed of according to the conditions 
which that Province may subsequently 
agree upon. It is, however, expected 
that it will be always maintained as a 
Challenge Cup» to be shot for annually 
as an honorable distinction, and retained 
by any corps until a better competitor 
comes and takes it from them. Mr. 
Morley made a very happy speech in 
making the presentation, which was re­
plied to by Major Worsley in command ; 
Ensign Adam who represented Ontario 
last year, took occasion to return thanks 
on behalf of Colonel Skinner and his col­
leagues for the kind manner in which 
they were received on their visit,and said 
they woùld always entertain a lively re­
membrance of the hospitality of England. 

■London Daily News, July 18.
Sun Worship in Britain.—The uses of 

Stonehenge among the generations which 
two thousand years ago peopled the is­
lands of Britain have long excited dis­
cussion among antiquarians. That the 
structure was connected with some form 
of druidical worship has been considered 
to be beyond reasonable doubts, and a 
correspondent to the Times offers sugges­
tions that the worship was that of the 
sun. On the longest day of the year, 
June 21, a group of visitors is sure to as­
semble at dawn, to watch for sunrise.
“ As the hour .approaches," pays the 
writer, " they gather to the circles of 
Stonehenge, from the centre of which, 
looking north-east, a block of stone, set 
some distauoti from the ruin,is so seen as 
that its top eoiuciddt. with the line of the 
horizon, aad.if no mist cr cloud prevents, 
the sun as it rises on this, the morning 
of the longest day in the year, will be 
seen coming up exactly over the centre of 
the stone, known, from this circumstance, 
as the Pointer. Our group of watchers 
yesterday morning numbered some thirty- 
five, assembled chiefly from the neighbor­
ing towns—four of them, however, from 
London, who had walked from Salisbury 
through the night, for the chance of 
seeing this interesting proof of the solar 
arrangement of the circles of Stonehenge. 
As one who has now on several occasions 
been present and seen the sun thus come 
up over the Pointer and strike its first 
rays through the central entrance on to 
the so-called Altar Stone of the ruin, I 
commend this obvious proof of solar wor­
ship in its constructors to those recent 
theorists who see in Stonehenge only 
memorial of a battle or a victory. Let 
visitor, also, on any day at noon, look at 
this Pointer, and see if the huge stone be 
not set at such a particular inclination 
to be like the g nom ou d of a sundial.”

Steamboat Explosion.

London, Ang. 1.—Yesterday there was 
» magnificent scene at Southampton, on 
the occasion of the visit of the Prince 
and Princess of Wales to the American 
fleet. Ten men of war were in the har­
bour, including the Wabash, Brooklyn, 
Shenandoah, Ply moth, Waschusetti and 
Congress. It was intended that the re­
ception should take place on the Wabash 
but some days since there was a case of 
small pox on that ship, consequently the 
Admiral transferredhis flag to the Brook­
lyn, and first received on- that ship a 
party which included many distinguished 
Americans. Promptly at half-past four, 
as the royal yacht was sighted, the yard» 
were manned on the ships, and salutes 
fired. The Prince was attended by Prince 
Leinnigen and Major Grey, and «the 
Princess was attended by Lady Caermar- 
then and Miss Knollys. They were re­
ceived at the gangway by Capt, Brison 
and Admiral Alder, the band playing 
God Save the Queen. The officers of the 
ship and some civilians were introduced 
to the Prince, who received&n with warm 
and manly cordiality. The Prince was 
in a plain morning dress and looked well.
The Princess wore a white dress, embroi­
dered, with a rich violet sash, a white hat 
trimmed with violet afid light blue and a 
violet feather. After spending a few 
minutes on the spar deck the party visi­
ted the gun deck and went to tea, at 
which were Admiral Alder, the Prinoe 
and Princess, Minister Sohenck, General 
Sherman, British Admiral Munday .Prince 
Leinnigen, Miss Knolly’s, Lady Caermar- 
then, Bishop Mcllraine and Mr. Moran.
After tea the party again visited the gun 
deck and witnessed the gun drill. In re­
sponse to a request the Prince visited 
the Wabash, not being afraid of small 
pox. The party then rowed around the 
other ships and returned to the royal 
yacht. On the departure of the Prince 
the yards of all the ships of the fleet were 
again manned and each ship joined in 
firing a "grand salute. The water was 
ablaze with the fire of many guns and 
looked as if a grand naval battle was 
being fought. A spectacle of unus­
ual splendour was presented in the 
broad, smooth water, the brilliant blue 
sky, and the ships of unequal beauty, 
swarming above with the hundreds of 
sailors standing on the thread-like spars, 
and below blazing like volcanoes. The 
same evening the Prince entertained at 
dinner, on board the royal yacht, Admi­
ral Alder, all the captains of the fleet,
Gen. Sherman, Minister Shenok, Sec’y 
Moran and Bishop McEvaine.

Reducing Militia Expenditure 
The appropriation for the millitia ex- » 

penses of the Dominion for 1672-3 is 
81,649,400. Of this large sum only 
8650,000, or about one-third is set apart 
for drill pay and camp purposes, and all 
other incidental expenses connected with. 
the drill and training of the militia,, i 
including expenses of drilling 23,000 men 
in special brigade camps for sixteen day» 
8500,000 ; and for drillmg 10,000 addi­
tional men in brigade camps for sixteen 
days, 850,000. The men, while in camp, 
should be paid at least 81 per day with 
rations. The pay of the volunteer» 
under such an arrangement would 
amoun to only 8626,000 less than on* 
third the whole amount appropriated 
for 1872-3 for militia purposes. Is it 
any wonder that Messrs. Mackenzie and 
Blake, while advocating an increase of 
pay to the volunteers, should at the sf
