Cometary Worlds,

[Owing to the press of other matter
this report has been unavoidably crowded
out until to-day.]

A large and intelligent andience nas-
sembled in'the lecture room of the Bap-
tist Chaurch on Friday evening to listen
to a lecture by Rev. Dr. Davidson, on the
subject of ** Cometary Worlds.,” The
lecture was ‘delivered under the Auspzui-
ous of the Y. M. C. A.,and the President,
Dr. MeGuire, occupied the chair, and in-
troduced the lecturer in a few well-chosen
remarks.

Diagrams cof the principal comets
spoken of had been drawn ona black-
board which stood on the plitform, and
added greatly to a proper understanding
of the subject. The following is the
substance of the lecturer’s remarks: —

Comets have in every age of the world
been regarded as objects of interest and
astonishment, and no generation of men
has ever lived withount seeing a greater or
less number of these wrial and erratio
wanderers. The wonderful characterie-
tice which mark the flight of eomets
throngh space, the suddenness with
which they biaze forth, their exceeding
velocity and terrific appearance, and their
eccentric motions towards the sun, have
rendered these bodies objects of terror in
all ages. They perform their revolutions
in orbits of every possible eccentricity ;

-

they come up from below the plane of
tke elliptic or plunge downwards towards
the sun from above, sweep swiftly round
this centre, and with ineredible velooity
wing their flight into the regions of space,
never to re appear to human vision.
The word Comet literally signifies a
hairy star, being usnally accompanied by
a train which has the appearance of
luminous hair. The luminous point of
the comet is ealled the nucleus, which,
with the so called hair surronunding it,
constitutes the head ol the comet. Many
comets bave no nucleus, but present only
a nebulons maes gradually increasing in
density toward the \coatre, Indeed,
comets.vary in shape from those of a
gaseous or vapory medinm to those
which have a well defined nucleus.
The appearance of somets is not pecu-
Jiar to our times, In 139 B.c. thereappear-
ed a ccmet surpassing the sun himself
in brillianey. Seneea mentions that n.c.
60 a comet was seen during an eclipse
of the sun; he notes that it was very
near the sun. There have been comets
whose extreme brightness has rendered
them visible in broad daylight. The
comet of 1652 is said to have appeared
as large as the moon to the naked eye.
Even the comet of 1843 was seen in the
broad light of day a little eastward of the
sun. It resembled a white cloud of
great density. At Pernambuco, in South
America, on the 4th of March, this comet
presented a golden hue, and was so
brilliant as to throw a strong light upon
the sea. The orbit or the periodic time
of this comet was not known ; although
it was thought that it appeared for the
| first time in 1668. When this comet
| passed its perihelion on the 27th Hebru-
ary, it almost grazed the surface of the
| sun, and its brilliancy was such as to
jinduce the belief that it was at a white
| heat throughout its entire extent.

Indians in Canada,

Rev. George M. Grant, of Halifax,
informs his readers in the June number
of Good Words, that in the Dominion of
Canada the balf-civilized tribes of
aboriginal Indians are rapidly increasing.
In the old Provinces of Nova Scotia,
New DBrunswick, Quebee, and Ontario,
the red men, in 1871, numbered 23,035 ;
while, according [to the census-of 1861,
there were only 15,240, Thus, even
allowing & margin tor superior thorough-
ness in the census of 1871, a larger per-
centade of increase is apparent. In the
United States, on the other hand, tHe
civilized Indians, in the same. period,
dwindled from 44,021 to 25,731. Per-
haps the difference wmay be attributed to
paternal tréatment on the part of the
Government of Canada, which forbids
Indians to sell their landg, and withholds
the privileges of voting, buyiag whiskey,
and other such rights of free citizens.
In the Dominion, altogether, there are
probably not more than 130,000 or
140,000 Indians, nearly half of these be-
icg on the Pacific slope, sea-coast and
islands, .
