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The Derby Ministry Safe,

A despatch from London, on the 12th,
announces the safety of the Derby Ministry.
An amendment offered by Gladstone, fixing
the franchise rate at £5 rental, was lost by a
majority of twenty, owing to a split in the
Liberal ranks. This victory confirms the
Derby Ministry in their seats during the
present European crisis, and ends the Reform
agitation for this session, at least: The
success of the Ministry is, in a measure, due
to Disraeli’s tact and management ; while
the defeat of the Russell Ministry was
caused by the petulant and tyrannical manner
adopted by Gladstone during last summer.
Than Mr Gladstone, there is not in all Eng-
land a more patriotic or able statesman; but
be is not adapted as the leader of a party.
He fails to retain the supﬂort of his fellow
Liberals, beeause he seeks to drive them be-
fore him rather than Jead them. It
would be unfair for the friends of the
Ministry to ignore the services of Mr Bright
in this crisis, or to deny that the Conserva-
tives are not much indebted to the Great
Radical for their success. Mr Bright’s re-
volutionary addresses ; . his repeated at-
tempts to spur the working men on to an
armed demonstration against the upper
classes of English society ; the threaten~
ing, bullying attitade assumed towards the
House of Commons, and his frequent libels
upon that body, alienated maoy of the
Liberals who could not bring themselves 1o
acknowledge that Liberalism meant Radical«
ism—who could: not admit that, because there
was a large and intelligent class of people to
whom it was desirable the right of fran-
ehise should be extended; a vote sheuld
be given to every full-grown man in the
Kingdom: It was these members who, when
the alternative was presented of aecepting
an avowed revolutionist as their leader under
the cloak of Liberalism, or of supporting a
Conservative Ministry that offered the eoun
try all the Liberal party asked for last spring,
chose the latter. It is really to the greedy
Radicalism of Mr Bright, who sought to carry
too much at once, that the Derby Ministry
is in the main indebted for their success,
Now, that the Government is safe, they may
turn their attention from Jocal matters and
watch the movements of the Continental
Powers in the coming struggle:

New KiNp oF Gas—The building of the
Pacific Union Mills, at San Franeisco, are
lighted by means of gas made on the premises
by a new patent process. This gas, which
is known as Ensley’s Economieal Gas, was
invented in the Uunited States and patented
in 1866. It is made from grease,b pes, waste
from woollen mills, taonery ; clippings, etec.,
in connection with firewood, the result being
a gas that needs no purifying process and
gives a most brilliant flame.

—certainly a man of fair abilities and of
liberal tendencies : but far above all Walews
ski’s ideal of a Minister of State is Walew-
ski himself, All the influence which he
possessed, and it is not incounsiderable, is said
to have been brought to bear, directly or in.

success of which, by the aid of anothar high
personage, he counted with certairty. Lava-
lette was also to make room for some other
person in the Home Department whose ora-
torical gifts were more potential than his.

Napoleon’s Cabinet--Personal and
Official Intrigues and Rivalries,

Correspondence of the London Times.

Paris, January 23d—On the 12th of
November. 1630, Marie de Medicis, seconded
by Gaston d’Orleans, advised Louis XIII,,
who was then recovering from a long illpess,
to dismiss his Minister, CArdinal Richelien
Marie de Medicis was the mother, Gaston
d'Orleans brother of the King. Louis coald
Dot reeist the.earnest en‘reaties of two such
Dear relatives, and a promise to comply with
their wishes was wrung from him. Riche~
lieu heard from his spies about the royal
household of the danger he was threatened
with. Not a moment did he lose. . He hase
tened to Versailles, where the King then was,
demanded an audience and obtained it, and
io balt an hour not only regained the confi-
dence of his master, but obtained from him
that his adversaries should ba placed at his
mercy; To their utter astonishment, the
royal ordinanee which was to have disgraced
the Qardinal only made him more powerful
than before, and be revenged himself upon
them with excessive rigor. From that day
to this, the 11th November, 1630, is known
in history as La Journee des Dupes.

The incidents of the past week have
vividly recalled to the memory of the public
that historic fact; and they now designate
the Saturday when the Emperor * invited ”
his Ministers to resign as the Journee des
upes: They call it 80 because every one
of the parties coneerned expected a result
different from what it has been.

DuriNg rBE LATE Garzs on the Engligh
and Irish coasts one hundred angd elevep
lives were saved by the life boats at different
stations. At ten other stations life~boats put
off, but were unable to contendwith the storm,
An Irish paper says :— .

¢ A sad proof of the disastrous charaeter of
the wrecks which have covered the Wezxford
banks and coasts with the shivered timberg
of fine shjps and with heaps of merchandize,
miogled in wild confusion, is presented b
the fact that an appeal will be made to the
judge ofassize atthe March sessions, to
relieve the county frem the incessant and
ever~increasing charge for burying the
drowned. They come in waifs and strays
of poor humanity, on the surge of angry
waves, or heaved up by the grand groung
swells, or they are fouud driven into clefts
or rocks by the solitary fisherman, or the
waters roll a way and leave these tokens of
their wrath upon the beach, twined around
with sea-weed. Some are found headless or
limbless ; some scarcely recognizable ag
men ; some seem as if softly sleeping, angd
as if they had struggled bravely against the
storm and sea. They are of all ages—the
grey, hard-featured seaman, the young girl
returning home from school, the man of
business in the prigie of life. They are ' of
all eountries-— ars, Americans, Italiang,
Frenchmen; Portuguess, and Eoglishmen,
come to rest together, without distinetion of
natthnality, on Irish goil. They are distin-
guished by their hair, by the cast of features,
by their dress, by the coins found with them,
and which alone suffered no injury. . Few

TeE OPEN PoLAR SEA—A Frexcm
ExpepiTioN—A French journal has an
interesting account of a French pro-
ject to reach the Open Polar Sea—a
task'accemplished in part by Doctor
Hayes. The proposed French expes
dition is the conception of M. Gustave
Lambert, inember of the French Geo~
graphieal Society, and professor of
hydrography. M. Lambert is not a
closet~philosopher. He has already
made a preliminary reconnoissance of
the Artic Bacin. By special authors
ization from the Marine Bureau he took
passage, in 1864, on a Havre whaler,
and on “the 12th of July the yessel
passed through Behring’s Straits, with
the wind abeam and the weather all
that  could be wished. Taking a
northern course, the explorers sailed
along the coast for about ten m:les
from Cape HEast, the most eastern
point of Asia. Opposite and above
the island of Diomed, which divides
the Straits, they could indistinctly see
Cape Prinee de Gallis, the most wests
ern point of this continent.

this region and thought out his plan.

believing in .the existence of an open
Polar Sea, as the only hypothesis
which can explain the existence of
great currents, running from north to
south in very high latitudes. He dife
fers from him in thinking the route by
the west coast of Nova Zembla less
practicable than that between the
165vh and 180th meridians.

We publish this morning the Or-
dinance relating to Weights and
Measures. The remuneration of the
Inspector is fixed at twenty cents for
every weight or measure (not sef of
weights or measures) to which he may
attach his mark. We are informed
that several of the large retailers, at
that rate, will be called on to pay ‘as
high a8 $12 to the Inspsctor, and that
few storekeepers, if any, will get off
with less than $3. The Inspector will
be able to stamp every weight and
measure in the city and district in two
weeks’ time and earn a handsome sum
for his trouble. We don’t know that
& better or more faithful man for the
position could have been selected ; but
as Mr Sparrow already holds a lucra-
tive situation at Cariboo,which requires
his presence there, we submit that the
appointment should be revoked, and
the office of Inspector given to some
person who bas nothing else to depend
upon for support. The maximum
rate of compensation to the Inspector
—if it be possible to lower a rate al-
ready established by law—shculd be
ten cents per measure or weight. This
rate would compensate him hand,
somely for his services, and would not
press heavily upon vhe trading' portion’
of the community, although, we cons
fess, we had rather see it further re.
duced to five cents than fixed at ten
cents. With regard to the necessity
for an Inspector of Weights and
Measures there is but one opinion,
and that opinion is in favor of the
law, which, with the exception of the
fault we have pointed out, is a very
good one, with penalties sufficiently
stringent to make its requirements
respected.

Boup Arremer AT MurDpER aNp Hiem-
wAY RomEry—At dusk, last evening, Mr
John Walton, of this city, whilé walking
along Esquimalt road, on his way towards
town, was fired upon  with a rifle by some
unknown person, from a clump of bushes,
and shot through the right arm., Walton
heard the report and saw the flash, and realising
by a sudden pain that he was wounded, started
on a run, but had not proceeded far before be
met a light wagon proceeding towards Es-
quimalt, the driver of which, seeing the
wounded man’s condition, consented to bring
him to town. The shooting occurred near
the pile of rocks on the north side of the
road, about a quarter of a mile west of Bland’s
Inn. The assassin fired from the bushes on
the south side of the road; the ball entered
the arm just below the elbow, Striking the
bone the ball split in two, and passing through
thearm carried away a portion of the bone s
one-half of the bullet entered Walton’s pants
and inflicted a slight wound on his right
thigh, the other half was removed from the
shirt-sleeve by Dr Trimble, who was called
in to dress the wound. The main object of
the assassin was robbery,-and he came pre-
pared to shed blood to effect it. It appears
that Mr Walton bad purchased three hune
dred acres of land trom Colonel Foster yes-
terday, and that he paid him the money in
Drake & Jackson’s office. Late in the after-
noon he started down the Esquimalt road to
ask the Colonel some questions concerving
the property, and it is believed that the
robber, being apprised of the purchase, sup~
posed that Walton bad money on his person,
and so lay in wait for bim on his return at
the point indicated and attempted bis life. It
is to be regretted tkat not the slightest clue
exists that will lead tc the identity of the
perpetrator of this fiendish attempt to take
life. This is the second time that Walton
has escaped" death at the hands of highways~
men. In 1863, while on bis way down from
Cariboo, with a heavy “swag” of dust, he
was fired at five times by rubbers, but es«
caped, with a ball through his hat, by putting
spurs »o hishorse: Dr Trimble thinks that
the arm will be saved.

PrruaANTHROPISTS SoLD.—A  committee
for the Protection of Aberigines recently
8ddressed Lord Stanley a request for his
interposition in favor of the wild men of
Jesso, some performers in the barbaric role
who talk in yelps, are supposed to eat raw
meat, and are exhibited in iron-barred cages.
His Lordship related that if the committee
would look carefully into the matter they
would probably. ind their sympathy mis«
placed. In short, these wild men of Jesso
are Cockney bred, and when stirred up
with a pole by malicious visitors swear in
bad English and bad taste. The committee
have been badly sold, as all peaple are ‘who
believe that negro minstrels in London sare
of African blood.

Tag Acrine RecisTrar—After all that
has begen said concerning the ousting of the
Acting Registrar, Mr Woods, and the instal«
lation of Mr Fowler in his official shoes, it is
only due to the Governor, as an act of com-
mon justice, for us to state that, not only has
Mr Woods not been removed, but that there
is no intention of removing him. And that
if, in the event of a consolidation of the
courts of the Mainland and Island being
effected, it should become necessary to trans-
fer Mr Woods to another department, there
will be neither an inerease of the labor
agsigned bim nor a dimination of his salary.

An Ordinance to Establish a Standard
of Weights and Measures

WHEREAS it is expedient to establish a
Standard of Weights and Measures ;

Be it enacted by the (Governor of British
Columbia, with the advice and consent of
the Legislative Council thereof, as follows :

I. From and after the time hereinafter
fixed for the coming into operation of this
Ordinance, the Weights and Measares of
Her Majesty’s Exchequer in England shall
be the Standard of Weights and Meastires 'of
the said Colony, and no goods, commodities,
or other articles sold by Weight cr Measure
shall be sold, except by such Standard of
Weights or Measures, or some multiple or
fractional part thereof. Provided always,
that nothing herein contained shall prevent
the sale of any goods, commodities, or other
articles in any vessel, or bale, oz by bulk,
when such vessel,or bale or such bulk is
not represented as containing any Standard
Weight or Measure, or any multiple or
fractional part thereof, or any Loeal or For~
eign-Measure, or any multiple or fractional
part thereof*

IL All articles' eold by Weight shall be
sold by Avoirdupois Weight, except Gold,
Silver, Platina, Diamonds or other precious
stones, which may be sold by Troy Weight,
and Drugs which when sold~ by Retail shall
be sold by Apothecaries Weight.

IIL. it shall be lawful for the Governor
from time to time and at any time herealter
to appoint such persons as he may think
fit to be Inspectors of Weights and Measures
within the said Colony, for the whole or for
any definite Districts or portions of the said
Colony, and to revoke any such appoint«
ments and make new appointments in lieu
thereof.

IV. It shall be the duty of every such
Inspector, at such times and places and in
such maoner as the Governor shall from
time to time in that behalf direct, to stamp
all Weights and Measures brought to him
for that purpose, and for every Weight and
Measure so stamped, such Inspector shall be
entitled to receive the sam of Twenty Cents.

V. Every such Inspector as aforesaid may
at all reasonable times, enter into any Shop,
Store, Warebouse, or Place within the Dis-
trict in whieh he has authority to act, where
apy goods, commodities, or other articles are
bought, sold. or exchanged, or exposed or
kept for sale, or weighed for ’ conveyauce or
carriage, and examine and prove all
Weights, Measures, Steel yard, Balances. and
other Weighing Machines, and may also
seize all Weights, Measures, Steelyards, Bal-
anees and other Weighing!Machines so then
and there found to be false and untrue, as
things forfeited to thejuse of Her Majesty.

VI. No Weight made fo Lead or ewter,
or of any mixture thereof, shall be stamped
or used. Provided always, that nothiong
herein contained shall prevent the use of
Lead or Pewter, or of any mixtare thereof in
the composition of Weights if they be whols
ly and substantially cased with Brass, Cop-
per, or Iron, and legibly stamped or marked
“ cased,” or shall prevent the insertion of
such a plug of Lead or Pewter into Weights
as shall be bona fide necessary for the purpose
of adjusting them, and of affixing thereon
the stamp for thesame.

VII. Every person bhavingin his possesse
ion or in his Shop, Store, Warehouse, or
Place of Business for purposes of Weighing
or Measuring, or for sale, any false Weights,
Measures, Steelyards, Balances, or other
Weighing Machines, or  Weights of a kind

prohibited by this Ordinance, or neglecting
or refusing to produee before any Inspector
of Weights and Measureg for the purpose of

examination or proof in the way of his daty,

Weighing Machincs which shall not have
been examined and proved and stamped ag
such, and which shall be false, -or ap
Weight of a kind prohibited by this Ordip.
ance, for the purposes of buying or selling,
weighing or measuring, or otherwise for
purposes of Trade or Business shall forfeit a
sum not exceeding One hundred Dollars,
and if aay such person shall 80 as aforesaid
use any such Weights, Measures, Steelyards,
Balances, or other Weighing Machines with
intent to cheat or defraud, every such person
shall be ‘guilty of a misdemeanor, and op
conviction may be punishable by fine not
exceeding Ove thousangd Dollars, or imprison.
ment for any term not éxceeding Six Calen.
der Months.

IX. Every persen making, forging, or
counterfeiting, or procuring to be made, forg«
ed, or counerfeited any stamp or mark
legally used t- stamp or mark Weights or
Measures with intent to deceive, or know-
ingly selling, altering, disposing of, or ex«
posing for sale any Weight or Measare with
such forged or counterleit stamp or mark
thereon shall be guilty of Felony, and on
conviction shall be imprisoned with or with-
out hard labour for any term not exceeding
Three Years. :

X, Every penalty imposed by this Ordi-
nance may, with the costs of coanviction be
levied by distress and sale of the goods and
chattels of any offender, and in any case such
goods and chattels shall prove insufficient to
satisfy such penalty and coste, then by im-
prisonmevt of such offender for any term not
exceeding Three Calendar Months, and po
warrant of commitment upon a conviction
under this Ordinance shall be held to be
invalid by reason of any defect if 1t be theres
in alleged that the offender has been conviete
ed and there be a good and valid conviction
to sustain the same. ‘

XI. This Ordinance shall come into oper-
ation i each district to which the Governor
shall appoint an Inspectur as aforesaid, one
month after notice has been given in such
dis'rict of such appointment.

XII. In the construction of this Ordinance
the word ‘““Governor” shall be held to mean
the Governor of this Colony for the time
being, or other the Officer administering the
Government of this Colony for the time
being, and whenever in this Ordinance in
describing or referring to any person or
party, matter or thing, any word importing
the masculine gender or singular number is

The following important despatch from Earl
Carnarvon, on the subject of the Confederation
of the British North American Provinces, we
copy from the last Charlottetown Gazette:—

DowxiNg STrEgT,
19th January, 1867. }

——

No. 3.

Sig,—The negotiations respecting the pro«
posed Confederation of the British North
American Provinces have reached a point at
which I think it right that you shozld be
generally apprised of the mode in which that
proposal is viewed by Her Majesty’s Govern~
ment. They are not unaware of the difficul-
ties which must attend any attempt to consoli-
date in one body politic, a variety of Provinces

whose habits, laws, and interests must be, in
many respects, different, and in some perhaps
not wholly compatible. By far the most im-
portant part of those difficulties has been re-
moved in the present instance by the wise and
loyal foresight of the public men of Lower
Capada, who in their treatment of this subject
have shown themselves able to reconcile a
steady support of their heriditary eustoms and
institutions with a generous confidence in the
justice and friendly feeling of their more
numerous fellow subjects of British origin.
The questions which remain in controversy
will be approached by Her Majesty’s Governs
ment with anxious and careful attention, but,
I must add, in no spirit of indifference.
That in time of war or tumult the armed
force of British North America should be one,
under one Supreme Command—that in time
of peace, their commeree, their post, their
great lines of communication, and, with due
regard to local usage, their civil and criminal
jurisprudence, gshould be governed by the same
rules ; that an extended public opinion should
be brought to bear on the settlement of nar~
row local controversies, and that the most ims
portant affairs of British North America
should be admimstered by a combination of
the ablest men whom it can furnish—these
benefits appear to me so indisputable, so per-
vading, and so permanent in thgir character,
that I should be wanting to my duty if I did
not express to you, and through you to the
community over whichyou preside, my earnest
hope that no trifling obstacles will be allowed
to interfere with their full attainment:
As my object is not to express any opinion
on the details of this measure, but to give to
the principle on whieh it is founded, hat
frank support which Her Majesty’s Governs
ment consider t0 be due from them. I shall
only add, that you are at full liberty to coms

Tte Clamor for Reform in Great
Britaip,

In considering the Reform Bill of
1832, we are forced to the conclusion
that a peaceable or a violent change
was inevitable ; in choosing between
the two, was there room for reasonable
hesitation ? The political machinery
was out of order, and had the repairs
of the “frame of Parliament” been
longer delayed, very great hazard of
its total dislocation would have been
incurred. The task of renovating, no
doubt, was a delicatg one, ard not uns
awtended with risk; but the attempt
Was necessary, and it succeeded. As
a matter of fact, that movement

derived its strength from something |

mach sironger than the lawer class ;
it was not to insurrectionary violence
that the Legislature yielded. The
movement proceeded mainly trom the
‘“middle class 7 The middle class,
before the Reform Bili, possessed
little, if any, direct political power.
After the Reform Bill, it enjoyed the
largest share. The middle class, re-
inforced by the discontent which in-
tense distress, at that time, had proa
duced among the lower, presented a
formidable combination, which any
Government might well fear to en—
counter. 'The House of Lords actually
yielded to the extraoidinary pressure
put on them by the King; but it is
more than probable that had they
been able to surmount his opposition,
they must have given way to the
middle class. They were fighting a
battle in which almost every element
of social power was ranged on the
other side. Those who compare those
times with these, and threaten the
opponents of the Reform Bill with the
rout that befel the antagonists of its
greater prototype, forget the material
fact that the middle classes were on
the wrong side of the pale then, and
that they are on the right side now.
We read the threats of the Radical
orators. In 1858, Mr Bright told the
people that a reduction of the Fran-
chise would soon be demanded in
‘“rougher tones” than his; and in
1866, he declares that unless it is
granted an “ accident ” would happen
t0. British institutions such as drove
Charles X. from his throne, Orators
of less distinction than Mr Bright,
and the writers in his daily brgans,
follow in the same strain more boldly,
and telkus & grens deal abont “the
people ri-ing in their might” We
Botice discussions upon questions of
orgavic change that are carried on as
if it were urder the shadow of revo-
lation. Issues between the legisla«
ture of the country and the lower
classes in the great towns are quietly
assumed by Radicals and believed by
timid Conservatives to be mere ques.

last session show that no future Gov.
ernment can vensure to present any
such me:sure which shall involve a
large transfer of power, or which
shall be constructed under fear of the
artisan or laboring elasses, in order to
satisfy the agitation their advocates
bave made. Let us now glance for a
moment at the real position of the
working classes who are said to be
excluded from the tranchise. The
Pall Mall Gazette, of the 6th of Marech,
1866, informs us:

As soon as they
had fixed their franchise, they asked
for'returns to show how many and
what sort of persons that franchise
would admit, The result startled the
Ministers and surprised the public. It

working'menupon tha register—so far
from the laboring classes being ¢ gerfs,’
a8 Mr Potter called them, or ¢ outside
of the pale of the Constitution,” as Mr
Bright and Mr Foster phrase it—from
20 to 22 per cent. of the electors now
on the list belong to the working
classes; and a further investigation
has confirmed the main conclusion—
Viz., that one-fifth to one-fourth of the
actual constituency of Kngland cons
8ists of those very classes who were
believed to be viriually excluded from
the franchiss, and whose admission

was the object of the contemplated
Reform Bill.”

Such is the position of the working
classes, shown by the official returns
furnished by Mr Gladstone himsolf,
To say, then, that Parliament, or any
party in it, is opposed to the admis=
sion of the working man to the poll-
ing-booth, is studiously to falsify the
facte. When the working man and
his advocates bave become so pracs
tical and sincere in their demands tor
Reform that they will accept ¢ pars
tieipation” without ¢ predominance,”
the “-settlement of the question” will
have been attained, but not till then.
A large majority of the people of Eng-
land are indignant that Mr Bright
should have, or appear to have, djc-

tions of the patience of the latter.
When once they are piqued by ther
euemies, or persuaded by their friends,
to “rise,” the ultimate tribunal of the
nigeteenth century has spoken. No
one, says an able writer who has
watehed ‘the recent tendency of politi-
cal diseussions, can: have failed to ob~
serve how deeply this theory has
tinged our political philosophy, and to
& certain extent our political action.
Yet it is a curious coctrine to have

- lifted itself so high, especially in Eog-

land.. -No-one.can say shat its.history
gives the slightest eountenance to it.
Its whole course is a chronicle of con-
siant concessions to enlightened puab-
lic.opinion ; but it does not record a
single instance of concession to mob
violence, The case most nearly in
point, in recent times, is the agitation
under which the Reform Bill of 1832
was carried, to which we alluded

Trouble with Spain.

The telegraph announces the depar-
ture of a fleet of war vessels, followed
by an ironelad, for Cadiz, Spain, to
demand satisfaction for the seizure
and confiseation of the British steam-
ship Victoria by. the.Spanish Govern~
ment. The Victoria was seized by

Spain on a charge of being a Chilian
privateer fitted out in England to prey
upon Spanish commerce after the
fashion of the Confederate steamer
Alabama upon American vessels, It
was proven to the satisfaction of our
Government that the Victoria was a
peaceable merchant vessel, engaged in
a legitimate trade, when seized. A
fate similar to that whieh happened
the Vietoria befel the steamer Tor-
nado, seized about four months ago by
Spain o? a like pretext. In the case
of the last named vessel, the officers
and orew were imprisoned and sub.
mitted to great indignities Spain has
treated with contempt all our demands
for redress, and “ patience having at
last ceased to be a virtue,” a fleet of
British vessels have gone down to en=
force the claim of onr Government at
the cannon’s mouth.
