Their churches were endowed 
and their schools enriched, whilst on the 
other hand the masses were prohibited by 
an atrocious penal code from any recourse 
to the means of either education or wor­
ship. This policy failed, 
deserved to fail, and it was 
succeeded by a policy scarcely less mis­
chievous, which he might charac­
terize as the policy of indifference and 
neglect. When he entered parliament in 
1874 one of its prominent members was a 
gentleman who had undertaken the task 
of directing the government of Ireland, 
and who, perhaps, might have attained to 
some usefulness in his own country if he 
had net been killed by a stinging epithet 
of Mr. Disraeli, who, on a memorable oc­
casion, described him as a “superior per­
son ” (laughter). He was not considered 
to be qualified for any English office and 
so they despatched him to Ireland to fill 
the office of chief secretary in that country. 
The late Lord Carlisle was then Irish 
viceroy, and the late Sir Thomas Larcom 
was under secretary. The chief secretary 
writing to a friend in England gave in one 
short sentence a good idea of how the 
government-of Ireland was then carried 

“Carlyle,” he,,wrote, “does the 
dancing, I do the hunting, and Larcom 
does the work.” (Laughter.) He would 
mention also that the gentleman was 
riding to hounds on one occasion in that 
part of Ireland to which he (Mr. Power) 
belonged, when, in trying to get his 
horse over a ditch, he managed to get 
himself and his horse into the bottom of 
it. One of the Galway blazers asked a 
friend “Where is the chief secretary ?” 
and the friend promptly replied “Oh, 
he is sutdying the land question.” 
“Yes,” said the other, “and he is evident­
ly in favor of fixity of tenure. ” (Great 
laughter.) He recalled this anecdote be­
cause he really believed that this was the 
only downright attempt which that right 
hon. gentleman made to » master the 
mysteries of the Irish question during the 
whole term of his administration in Ire­
land. (Laughter.) The speaker here re­

Mr. O’Connor Power, formerly mem­
ber for County Mayo, Ireland, in the Im­
perial commons, and for many years in­
timately connected with the home rule 
cause, arrived on the Yosemite last even­
ing and registered at the Driard.

He had visited the 
several crofter settlements in Manitoba, 
and had found them in a prosperous con­
dition. He had likewise visited a settle­
ment composed of immigrants from the 
east end of London, and this, too, was 
flourishing. While being struck with th 
abundance of the resources of Canada, he 
could not understand why it was that the 
Dominion had up to the present attracted 
so small a population.

It was suggested that it was possible 
that the Dominion had not as yet bragged 
sufficiently of her attractions.

Mr. O’Connor laughingly replied that 
probably there was something in that. 
The elements of English conservatism and 
Irish modesty would prevent the self- 
praise that seemed so plentiful among our 
American cousins.

Referring to the beauties of British Co­
lumbia, Mr. Power said that he could not 
find words sufficient to convey the pic­
tures of grandeur and loveliness that had 
passed before his vision in the trip from 
Banff to Victoria. He had visited the 
various portions of Europe which were 
noted for their scenic attractions, but 
with this new-world beauty they could 
not be compared. In fact, only in his 
own green isle, which he had traversed in

Sunday Night’* Fire.
M. Young, of the New England bakery, 

who gave the first alarm of Sunday night’s 
fire, says that the statement that streams 
of water were playing on the fire four 
minutes after the first tap of the bell is in­
correct. He and others state that it was 
fully fifteen minutes before two small 
streams were playing, and that* it was 
twenty-five minutes before steam was up 
in the engines sufficient for working. If 
these statements are correct, and the per­
sons are prepared to swear to their ac­
curacy, there certainly is room for vast 
improvement. It is generally understood 
that steam is kept up to a certain point 
all the time, so that the engine may be 
ready for work on reaching a tire. If 
this system is not followed it should be, 
and that of automatic contrivances for has­
tening the departure of the engines also 
introduced.

Nearly all the members of parliament 
have left for home, glad to escape from 
the capital just as we are getting i 
taste of the dog days. Only about 
dozen members still remain in town, 
among them Victoria’s representatives, 
Messrs. Bakér and Prior. The senior 
member had some business affairs to fin­
ish up before leaving for home, while the 
gallant Major was too loyal to spend the 
24th on the cars. His bosom friend, Tom 
Daly, of Selkirk, as fine a fellow as ever 
stepped in shoe-leather, is also here and I 
surmise that both will make the journey 
as far as Brandon together. If all I hear 
be correct, there is likely to be another 
change in the representation of Victoria 
before long, but possibly the citizens of 
British Columbia’s capital yill have heard 
all about the prospective changes 
this letter reaches Victoria.

The Scottish-American, a well-known 
journal, which is published at New York, 
after reviewing a recent work of Sir Raw- 
son W. Rawson’s on colonial tariffs that 
has accentuated the impracticability of 
securing one uniform tariff for the empire, 
says :

But after all, we really do not see why 
these questions of tariff should prove an 
insurmountable barrier to an Imperial 
Federation parliament in which the col­
onies should be directly represented. 
They are matters which properly fall te 
be regulated, as they are at present, by 
the local governments, and need not crop 
up before the Imperial parliament at all. 
We have every faith in such a federation 
and parliament, and doubt not that a few 
more colonial conferences like the one 
held in London would soon demonstrate 
that it was both practicable and desirable.

The 
British were rich when their neighbors 
were poor.
when other empires were uncer­
tain who would be their next masters. 
They had the ships of the world to carry 
their goods to market, and had a virtual 
monopoly of the trade in the 
English speaking 
with the British possessions of what­
ever language. A few decades have 
changed all this. The Germans, the 
French, the people of the low countries, 
have found it safe to invest in manufac­
turing enterprises. Their capitalists have 
been able to find good workmen willing 
to serve at low wages. The tonnage of 
the world is as much at the service of a 
German exporter as of a Lancashire firm. 
The United States, South America, Cana­
da, Australia, China, and even India, 
take their goods from the country which 
gives them the best bargains. Great 
Britain and the continental nations are 
competing on terms quite different from 
those which prevailed thirty or forty 
years ago. Germany and France have 
come to the front in some lines of manu­
facturing in which a few years ago Eng­
land was supreme. German silverware 
and cultçry may to-day be found on the 
shelves of hardware shops which not long 
since contained only English goods. In 
all the neutral markets Germany has been 
steadily gaining a market at the expense 
of England, And it is now recognized 
that no one nation will again be able to 
call itself the workshop of the world. 
This great progress of Germany is a 
familiar subject, but a recent valuable 
treatise of Prince Krapotkine shows that 
what is true of Germany is true of nearly 
all other continental nations. Russia, 
which a generation ago was the ideal of an 
agricultural nation, and was one of Eng­
land’s best customers for manufactured 
goods, has made remarkable industrial 
progress. The value of hpr manufactured 
produce has increased in twenty 
years from $180,000,000 to $750,- 
000,000, while during the past ten years 
the imports from Great Britain have 
greatly decreased. Austria and Hungary 
are described as becoming practically in­
dependent of other nations. Italy is in­
creasing her imports of raw material. In­
dia and Brazil are already manufacturing 
great quantities of their own cotton. 
Prince Kraptokine argues that the time 
is coming when agricultural produce will 
be consumed by the people living in the 
neighborhood and engaged there in other 
industries. This tendency w&9 recognized 
long ago by Horace Greeley, who could 
not see why grain should be conveyed all 
the way from Illinois to Lancashire to 
feed an operative engaged in making cot­
ton cloth for the American farmer’s shirt. 
It struck Greeley that it would be better 
economy for the cotton spinner to live 
near the farm and save the cost of freight 
both ways. The British manufacturer is 
not likely bo hold what remafos of his 
continental market. He will probably be 
able to retain his fair share and 
of the trade of foreign nations. The col­
onial market so far as it is not supplied by 
home produce, will go to the shop where 
the best value is given, unless an imperial 
compact is made that will furnish special 
consideration in the way of a return 
ket. The friends of imperial reciprocity 
can afford to bide their time.

POLITICAL CHANGES.

We have heard much of changes in the 
Dominion Cabinet and of a general recon­
struction of its personnel. Already has 
Sir Charles Tupper sailed for London to 
resume the important duties of High Com­
missioner, while his place has been filled 
by the appointment of that most brilliant 
of our younger politicians, Hon. George 
E. Foster, to the Finance portfolio. 
Charles H. Tupper, M P. for Pictou, has 
succeeded to the control of the Depart­
ment of Marine and Fisheries, thus leav­
ing the office vacated by the lamented de­
mise of the late Hon. Thomas White the 
only unoccupied one in the government. 
There is every reason to believe that 
Lieut. -Governor Dewdney will be called 
upon to discharge the duties of 
the Interior Department, a post 
for which he is so manifestly fitted. 
Conversant with the affairs of British 
Columbia as well as of the Northwest 
Territories from long residence and 
a personal interest in their welfare, 
public opinion seems to point to 
him as the most available man for the 
position. As Lieutenant-Governor of the 
Northwest Territories he rendered him­
self exceedingly popular with the people, 
and though there were some sore-heads, 
as there are in all communities, ready to 
find fault with his course, the great ma­
jority acknowledged in him one who had 
brought to his high office a genuine desire 
to advance in every way in his power the 
fortunes of that virgin country. We have 
every confidence that the announcement 
of his appointment to the portfolio of 
Minister of the Interior would be hailed 
with pleasure throughout the Northwest 
and West. It ia not improbable that the 
Hon. Jos. Royal, M. P. for Provencher, 
would assume the functions which 
he laid down. The early retire­
ment of the Hon. Mr. McLelan, the 
present efficient Postmaster-General, may 
not be unexpected, and his translation to 
the Government House at Halifax will, in 
all probability, occur in the near future. 
There is such a host of able men on the 
Liberal-Conservative side of the House 
who would be worthy of this position that 
a choice could not be difficult. Such a 
galaxy of able young representatives sit to 
the right hand of Mr. Speaker as has 
never before, perhaps, been witnessed in 
the history of the Commons. Senator 
Schultz is actively spoken of for the 
Lieutenant-Governorship of Manitoba, 
and it seems to be generally believed that 
he will succeed the Hon. Mr. Aikins in 
that high position. It is announced that 
Sir John is anxious to retain the services 
of the Minister of Customs and the Min­
ister of Inland Revenue, all 
to the contrary respecting 
at least of these to the 
trary notwithstanding. The Minister 
of Railways has been in indifferent 
health during the session and it 
thought he would be obliged to retire 
from active political life, but he seems to 
have rallied and to be quite prepared to 
carry on the onerous duties pertaining to 
his department. The great point, so far 
as our knowledge yet goes, from these 
various changes, is that the request of the 
West to a representative in the Cabinet 
is in a fair way of being recognized, an 
evidence of the fact that Sir John Mac­
donald, with that consummate tact which 
has always characterized him, is alive to 
the fact that the time has arrived when 
the claims of that important section of 
the Dominion cannot be further ignored.

CABINET RECONSTRUCTION.
Now and again I have intimated in my 

despatches the prospective cabinet 
changes which must be made during the 
recess. A s intimated in a despatch of 
last evening, it has not taken long for the 
Premier te commence the work of recon­
struction. In the public interest it has 
been deemed essential for Sir Charles 
Tupper to resume the position of High 
Commissioner for Canada in London. He 
resigns altogether from the ministry and 
from Parliament, and possibly for good 
from the arena of Canadian politics. His 
departure is a distinct loss to the Liberal- 
Conservative party of « hich for so many 
years he has been such a distinguished 
and foremost member. In London, how­
ever, he will be able to render good ser­
vice to Canada and it is some consolation 
that he is not lost to us altogether. His 
successor in the finance portfolio," Hon. 
Mr. Foster, is not unknown on the 
Pacific coast. During the five years he 
has been in parliament he has proven 
himself a man of the right metal. An 
eloquent speaker, a scholar and thinker, 
possessing a natural aptitude for figures, 
he brings to his new office qualifications 
which are bound to make his administra­
tion of the department a success.

THE B. C. SIGNAL STATION.
The news which I telegraphed the other 

evening that the sum of fifteen hundred 
dollars appears in the supplementary esti­
mates for the construction of a telegraph 
line from Bonilla Point to Victoria bears 
out my intimation of two or three weeks 
ago, that the prospects of securing the 
grant seemed good. No portion of the 
grant can be used until the first of July, 
but even then there will be no reason 
why the proposed signal station should 
not be an actual fact before many weeks 
are over. The cost of constructing the 
ighthouse and station proper will-be de­
frayed out of the general appropriation 
for lighthouses, so that the total expendi­
ture on the undertaking will be larger 
than that covered" by the supplementary 
vote. The greater portion of the line 
lies in Mr. Gordon’s constituency, and he 
it is who has vyorked hard to secure the 
appropriation.

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TRUSTS AND COMBINES.
The Combines committee has presented 

its report to the house. It deals with the 
grocers’ guild, the coal association of Tor­
onto, the undertakers’ and 
combines, the cordage and binding twine 
combine, the oatmeal combine," the stove 
founders’ association, etc., etc. Stress is 
laid particularly on the two first named, 
the coal men coming in for the hardest 
blows. The report recommends that leg­
islation be enacted to prevent these 
eiations operating to the injury of the 
public. Following up the report 
Chairman Wallace yesterday introduced 
a bill for the prevention and suppression 
of combinations formed in restraint of 
trade. The bill provides that anyone who 
combines, agrees or arranges with any 
other person, or with any railway, steam­
ship or steamboat, or transportation com­
pany for granting or giving to any person 
facilities not granted to any other person 
outside of a combination, or unreasonably 
enhances the market price of commodities, 
or unduly restrains traffic, prevents pro­
duction, or restricts competition-, is guilty 
of a misdemeanor and liable to a penalty 
of not more than one thousand dollars or 
less than two hundred, or to imprison­
ment for a period ranging from two to 
twelve months or both. Every incorpor­
ated company entering into a combination 
aud proven guilty of misdemeanor under 
the foregoing section Joses its franchise so 
far as they exist in virtue of any law of 
Canada. Of course, it is impossible for 
the measure to pass this session, but its 
provisions being now before the country, 
can be thoroughly discussed before next 
year and the house be prepared to deal 
with the question in an intelligent and 
effective manner.

Since then it has been ascer­
tained that she sailed from Auckland on 
May 2nd to commence surveying opera­
tions. The recent annexation of the 
Christmas, Fanning and Penryhn Islands 
as coaling stations will, it is thought, 
have an important bearing on the cable 
enterprise. When the proper time arrives 
t here is little doubt but that our govern­
ment will substantially recognize, the pro­
ject.

This AdThe New York Mail and Express has 
the following: “We are going ahead to 
knock out the publishers who are net in 
the combine,” was the remark of Mr. W. 
B. Penfold to-day, when asked about the 
reported publishers’ trust. He was found 
superintending a lofc of carpenters on the 
two upper storeys of a big building near 
the dry-goods district. He said that he 
and Edward F. Hollis had perfected a 
process where ordinary type-setting could 
be largely discounted, and that a number 
of publishers had formed a syndicate to 
re-publish foreign books by it at rates 
that would astonish people. He would 
not name the publishers who are in the 
scheme, except the “Argyle” company. 
He said that he was putting $10,000 into 
the plant and that it would be ready for 
work in a week. By the process, Mr. 
Penfold claims, which is secret, a page of 
print measuring five by ten inches, which 
costs $7.60 to set up in type and electro­
type, can J>e prepared for from $1 to $2. 
The process depends largely on the use of 
photography and gelatine sheets. From 
the plates thus prepared it is claimed 
that 200,000 clear impressions can be 
taken. A prominent publisher and im­
porter of foreign books, when asked about 
the matter, said that the books already on 
the market produced by the process could 
not compare with those printed from 
electro plates. He added that none of 
fche leading publishers belong to the syn­
dicate, and he did not appear to be 
alarmed over the prospective competition 
of the “combine.”

The Tacoma Ledger contains a sa4 story 
of an old woman who was adjudged in­
sane by the probate judge on Tuesday of 
last week.

The coal steamer Sea Gull was sunk by 

a tug ftti East river last night. The crew 
were rescued.

Cabinet was quite unequal to cope 
with Foreign and Colonial aflhirs 
as well as the countless important 
questions which were daily coming under 
its purview in England, Scotland and 
Wales. The task was too great a one for 
a body of 1hen so constituted, and even 
from this material point of view he be­
lieved that the work of parliament would 
be greatly facilitated by the adoption of 
Home Rule for the three countries. But 
it was as a national measure that the prin­
ciple of Home Rule for Ireland had life, 
and was engrossing so much of public at­
tention, and in that aspect it was being 
fought for by Irishmen everywhere. 
When the government learned to 
pursue a wise policy in its 
dealings with Ireland by granting 
the utmost possible limit of local self- 
government, still retaining connection 
with Britain, as at present, through the 
House of Commons and the House of 
Lords a solution of this burning question 
would be possible. By reference to the 
Constitution of the German Fatherland, 
each principality having been allowed 
to retain its own individual authority, 
he showed that the wise policy 
then inaugurated had built up the great 
German Empire. He instanced Canada 
too, as a case in point.- Here .each pro­
vince regulated its own internal aflhirs, 
sending its representatives to the Federal 
capital to deal with matters concerning 
the Dominion at large. These were the 
lines upon which he looked for a peaceful 
and satisfactory settlement of this ques­
tion. Give Ireland control of her own 
aflhirs by properly constituted elective 
bodies, and let her retain her present 
representation in the Imperial Parlia­
ment, and the difficulty is solved. As 
Mr. Power reached the conclusion of this 
portion of his address he was applauded 
again and again and was entirely en rap­
port with his audience. Considerations of 
time and space prevent further notice of 
this excellent speech this morning, which 
placed in a clearer ligh< than ever before 
the true inwardness of an issue which is 
agitating people in all parts of the world 
to-day. His recognition, in conclusion, 
of the many kindnesses he had received 
during his stay in Victoria and the ex­
pression of his belief that a prosperous 
future was before this Province were told 
in such earnest, musical and choice language 
as to be drowned in three hearty, spon­
taneous cheers from the entire assemblage. 
Subsequently a vote of thanks was tender­
ed the distinguished speaker who 
acknowledged the honor in a few pleasing 
words. Mr. Power has placed us all 
under a deep debt of gratitude in 
consenting to place before us his views as 
an experienced politician on a vital ques­
tion in the speedy settlement of which we 
all have a warm interest, and he may rest 
assured that his powerful address will 
long be remembered with feelings of the 
utmost gratification by those who were 
privileged to listen to it.

The Elements Gone Mad.
Omaha, May 29.—For two days the 

Missouri river valley, from the Black 
Hills region, in southwestern Dakota, to 

ity, has been visited by a senes 
cloud bursting, rain storms, do­

ing many hundred thousand dollars of 
damage. Nearly all railroads in this sec­
tion are blockaded on account of the heavy 
washouts, wrecked bridges and land­
slides. About two miles of the main line 
of the Kansas City, St. Joe & Council 
Bluffe road are washed out between here 
and Forest City. To show how heavy the 
rain was, one little creek north of St. 
Joseph, a few miles of which can ordin­
arily be stepped over, is half a mile wide 
and thirty feet deep, and in some instances 
entire farms are overflowed, drowning the 
live stock. In addition to the Kansas 
City, St. Joe, & Council Bluffe, the fol­
lowing roads have washouts stopping 
trains: The Missouri River, St. Joe, 
Grand Island, Missouri Pacific, the Bur­
lington, Missouri River and the Chicago, 
Kansas and Nebraska.

Cheeky Officials.
The American customs agent is an en­

terprising individual. He is not content 
with hauling over the effects of passengers 
on the steamer or on their being landed at 
Port Townsend, but has lately commenced 
the practice of bluffing passengers on Tur­
ner, Beeton & Co.’s wharf into allowing 
their baggage to be overhauled before it 
goes on board the steamer. A case in 
point occurred the other evening, when 
man’s baggage was overhauled and 
couple of pounds of opium discovered 
among it. This the-aforesaid enterprising 
customs officer took on board the steamer, 
intending thereby to confiscate it. The 
passenger secured advice on the point, 
and the opium was restored to its owner. 
This exhibition of cheek on the part of 
the American officer should not be tolerat­
ed, and should a case of the kind occur 
again, the only way to treat the offender 
is to have him arrested on a charge of 
theft. American officers have no more 
right to examine baggage until the steamer 
is without the three-mile limit than a 
wharf-rat, and the quicker they know it 
the better. A similar case occurred at the 
San Francisco wharf last year and the 
officer stood a chance of being imprisoned. 
The frequent changes that occur in the 
Port Townsend customs district have 
brought into existence a new staff, and it 
would be well for them to study geography 
in order that they might be informed as to 
the locality in which they are operating. 
Victoria is not Port Townsend.

The speech of the evening, 
was, of course, that of the guest, who 
made a lengthy address, which, so far as 
we can judge from the newspaper reports 
of it, must have been as able as eloquent. 
We cannot do more this morning than 
present our readers with his concluding 
remarks, which presented in brief metre 
a truly poetic picture of his feelings tow­
ards Canada during the years he has acted 
as the Queen’s representative :

Mr. Mayor, I will close what I have to 
say with a confession. I spent three- 
quarters of an hour last night in endeav­
oring to compose a peroration for this 
speech, but I could not hit upon anything 
quite to my liking. X have often noticed 
that a speaker will make you a speech 
transparent in its sincerity and devoid of 
affectation until he arrives at his conclud­
ing passage. I felt that to-uight anything 
of a conventional kind would jar with my 
own feelings to such an extent that I con­
signed my peroration to the fire-place, 
where it ended, as most perorations do, 
in smoke. (Laughter and applause. ) 
Under these distressing circumstances, 1 
am going to ask your permission tq read 
to you in lieu of a peroration one or two 
sentences from a document discovered at 
Government House in an apartment which 
will, 1 understand, shortly be occupied by 
Lord Stanley of Preston. It is evidently 
a fragment or a series of fragments of a 
diary, and you may be able to aid me with 
a conjecture as to the authorship, 
first entry is dated towards the close of
1883. It runs as follows : 
years of expatriation ; almost wish I had 
stuck to North Wiltshire; must make the 
best of it.” (Laughter. ) The next entry is in
1884. “We are making the best of it, and 
find it very far from unpleasant; the 
five years will pass quickly.” Then 
comes a note in the following year: 
“Time passes very quickly and pleasant­
ly. I take back what I wrote about ex- 
patriation. ” (Loud laughter.) After 
this comes the following in 1886; “Time 
positively flying; we are beginning to feel 
quite at home here; not quite sure that 
we shall not have to make it six years in­
stead of five. ” (Renewed laughter, j 
Then, sir, there comes in 1887 an entry 
occasioned evidently by some event which 
exercised a very great effect on the mind 
of the writer; “These Canadians 
splendid fellows, apd have stood by us 
nobly. We have quite made up 
minds to make it six years.” (Great ap­
plause. ) Last of all comes an entry writ­
ten in rather shaky characters and 
liing thus: “Why could not D. remain 
where he was ? It goes to our heart to 
leave this country and its kind-hearted 
people. 1 trust they will remember us— 
we shall not forget them—while we live.” 
And, Mr. Mayor, take my word for it, we 
shall not. (Tremendous cheers.)

Sir John Macdonald, Sir Hector Lange- 
vin, Hon. Wilfrid Laurier and Sir Rich­
ard Cartwright spoke in reply to the 
toast of the “Queen’s Privy Council in 
Canada.” Subsequently His Excellency 
and Liuly Lansdowne held a reception in 
the large drawing room, which was at­
tended by the youth and beauty of the 
Capital. Lord and Lansdowne deserved 
well the tribute paid them by the citizens 
of Ottawa, which was made, too, to take 
a largely Canadian hue from the fact that 
the representatives of the people from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific should in it. 
We can quite believe that the feelings of 
those who were privileged to do honor to 
one who has endeared himself to all 
classes and creeds in this broad Dominion, 
and whose life has been graced by a sweet 
lady who has done so much in her ex­
alted position to set a good example to 
the women of Canada, could be summed 
up in the words of the Scottish ”

“ Better lo’ed ye canna be.

EMIN BEY.
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Whatever of recent news we have hadI of Emin Bey has been, as far as he waa 
personally concerned, quite in harmony 
with what had long been known to be his 
highest and, till victory crowned his ef­
forts, his only ambition. His desire was 
to do away with what he considered the 
curse of Africa—a curse from which it 
would never be freed without European 
help. If he was anxious concerning his 
own safety, it was because he felt—and 
the experiences of some foregoing years 
tended to confirm the feeling—that, if he 
were made away with, there might be no 
one to take up and carry on his work. In 
the throng and bustle of the 6usy world 
it is not usual for even men of great emi­
nence and influence to think that, if they 
were taken away, no worthy successor 
would supply their places. It is entirely 
different, however, with men circum­
stanced as Gordon, Emin Bey, Living­
stone and Stanley have been, for, in the 
case of each of those distinguished men, 
there were moments when everything de­
pended on a little further extension of 
their lease of -life.
