Vancouver, B.C., April 8.—The New 
York Times’ Tacoma special regarding the 
secession of the mainland of British 
Columbia causes considerable amusement 
here.

The Strikers Fought Uesnarataly to Pre­
vent the Crews Being Shipped—Brok­
en Honda and 
British Man-Of-War Is Now In the Har­
bor to Prevent Violence.

London, April 9.—The steamships 
Montebello and Romeo put out from the 
Hull .dock* last night and anchored in the 
Roads so as to be able to take aboard their 
crews at a' safe distance from the rioters.

Two companies of dragoons, armed with 
lances, formed on both sides of the crews 
about two hours later and escorted them to 
the- tenders. The police, who had been 
called out in fall force, tried to keep the 

• mob back, but the strikers broke through 
the lines repeatedly and began stoning the 
soldiers and sailors.

The police swung their clubs right and 
left, cracking heads and battering faces. 
When the rioters crowded up in front of 
the crews so as to stop their progress the 
dragoons beat them back with the butts of 
their lances. Several policemen and dra­
goons were injured with stones thrown by 
the rioters, and about a dozen strikers were 
carried from the scene of the conflict by 
their comrades.

At the docks the crews were 
placed on the tenders and proceeded 
>o the Montebello and Romeo. Both 
Steamships sailed this morning.

A gunboat arrived to-day at Hull and 
anchored in the Roads. Another is ex­
pected to arrive to-night or to-morrow. It 
is hoped that the presence of the gunboats 
will awe the strikers sufficiently to prevent 
further violence. . At all events the 
marines will be efficient reinforcements for

Berlin, April 8.—The Easter recess of 
the Reichstag will end on Thursday next. 
Among the earliest questions to be agitated 
when the House resumes its sitting is one 
as to the latitude members like Ahlwardt 
can be allowed without a breach of the 
privileges enjoyed by the members of the 
Reichstag. The almost unanimous feeling 
in the House is against wasting auy time 
on Ahlwardt; yet, if a way could be found 
to silence him without encroaching upon 
full freedom of debate, all sides would feel 
relieved.

The date of the second reading of the 
Army bill depends upon the appearance of 
the report of the committee, which, is now 
being prepared by Herr Groeber, the secre­
tary of the committee. It is expected that 
the report will be presented at the end of 
the current month, and that the vote of the 
Reichstag upon the measure will be taken 
about the middle of May.

The attempts at a compromise in the 
meantime give promise of no result. The 
party leaders cautiously watch each other 
while sounding the public mind. Members 
who have been in contact with their con­
stituents during the recess have not learned 
anything inspiring them to new action. 
The National Liberals alone seem to be 
gravitating towards a compromise on large 
concessions.

In the Lieut. -Governor’s opening speech 
at the beginning of the present session of 
Parliament it was promised that a redis­
tribution measure would be considered dur­
ing the session. The session is now closing 
and this promise remains unfulfilled.

Meetings have been lately held at New 
Westminster and Vancouver to protest 
against this unfair treatment and also pro­
test against the expenditure of $600,000 on 
the new capital buildings at Victoria, but 
there have been no “secession” meetings, 
as reported.

It has always been the grievance of the 
mainland that the province’s seat of gov­
ernment is on an island 70 miles off and a 
small tract of laud compared with the main­
land, which is indeed an empire 
in extent, and it is considered that 
the mainland’s interests are greatly ham­
pered by this tail-wagging-the-dog arrange­
ment.

Commenting upon The Times’ special, 
The Vancouver World says:

Whatever truth there may be in the talk 
of secession, the personnel of the provi­
sional government is a huge joke, and one 
that is calculated to mislead people at a 
distance.

Burn Up Over 8300,000 Worth oi Pro-

The Boston and Nova Scotia Company’s 
representatives say that their company 
will at once begin active operations at the 
mines, and also start on the construction of 
the road aa soon as the bill passes the Legis­
lature.

They will improve the shipping facilities 
of Broad Cové Harbor and establish a line 
of steamers between that port and Boston, 
and expect to dispose of more than one- 
half their output in New England, the bal­
ance to go to Montreal.

Broad Cove coal is said to be a superior 
steam coal. The areas are extensive and 
the seams heavy.

When the “baccarat scandal” was the 
talk of the world about two years ago, when 
Sir William Gordon-Cummiog had fallen,no 
little attention was paid to the family of the 
Wil sons, of Tranby Croft and of Hull It was 
at their country seat that the first scene in 
the “baccarat scandal” drama was enacted.

It was at that time that there appeared a 
sketch, “The Wilsons of Hull, by One Who 
Has Studied Them,” and it is interesting to 
reproduce it now in connection with the 
trouble on the docks of the Wilson 'Line 
steamers. The author of the sketch writes:

“The Wilsons are to Hull very much what 
Bismarck was to the Germans before his fall 
—something to be wondered at, something 
to be proud of, something which seems to 
bear the charm of success, often disliked for 
overbearing roughness, often admired lor 
heroic audacity and always standing out as 
bo inter -sting and gigantic study of char- 
vjsfcter. The rise of Hull has at least coin­
cided Witn the rise of the Wilsons, and so 
far the town is proud of the two brothers 
who were till recently the ‘largest private 
ship-owners in the world,’owning close upon 
a hundred steamers and carrying all before 
them.

“But when, after the fashion of Bis­
marck’s threat of resignation—omnipotent 
until proved futile by its accomplishment; 
the Wilsons threaten to take their ships 
away from Hull; when this threat is repeat­
ed until it becomes a standing joke, when, 
at the least pretence of opposition, at an 
election or by &* petty strike among 
laborers, or" by an agitation for regulating 
the cattle trade, Mr. Charles Wilson comes 
forward and says: ‘I shall take my ships 
away from Hull, and where will Hull be 
then? * there are many people who are dis­
posed to answer that Hull will be exactly 
where it is now, and all the better for having 
its trade distributed among many hands, in­
stead of being concentrated in ope. Busi­
nessmen, again, who fain would emulate the 
methods which have led to so huge a suc­
cess, ask themselves in amazement whether 
this bluff Yorkshire simplicity is really the 
quality which has made the Wilsons great, 
or whether beneath an affectation of gau­
cherie is concealed a far-seeing diplomacy, 
or whether (for this is a third theory) the 
diplomacy is due to the existence of clever 
men behind as managers.

“The baccarat case has recently brought 
Arthur Wilson into prominence before the 
world, and a good deal of paragraphic in­
struction has been given as to the ancestry 
and present habits of the family. Many un­
kind remarks, based on insufficient know­
ledge, have been made about the social aspir­
ations of the master of Tranby Croft, and the 
Princeof Wales has no doubt profited greatly 
by the lectures which have been read to him 
on the text that ‘evil communications cor­
rupt good manners.’ 
olusively a matter for the Prince himself to 
decide with whom he shonid consort, one 
would be tempted to comment upon the 
impertinence of those who thus assume that 
the son of a small keelowner is necessarily 
unfit company for a Prince.

“It is a matter of common knowledge 
♦hat the late Thomas Wilson was a man of 
very small beginnings. » His sons, Arthur 
and Charles, who now practically hold all 
the business between th$m, joined him be­
fore he had made very much, as it was the 
advent of steam which made their fortune, 
as it made that of many another enter­
prising man.

GAIN OVER 1891, $750,000Notwithstanding the fact that the swarm­
ing "colored" population of British Guiana 
far outnumbers the white, and in walking 
about Georgetown you meet a dozen repre­
sentatives of Hindoo, Chinese, Negro and 
Indian race to one of the Anglo-Saxon, 
there is no place in England more intensely 
English than this. All trace of the old 
“Demerara” we used to read about in days 
gone by, with its wild, rough life of which 
the chief divertiaement seemed to be the 
torturing of slaves—by such playful pro­
cesses, for example, aa driving a small 
wedge under the nail of each finger and 
toe, or suspending a fellow in mid-air 
by a strong iron hook thrust under a 
couple of nbs—and the occasional ris­
ing up of the slaves to massacre 
their masters, has entirely disappear­
ed. In its stead is a clean, hand­
some, orderly and highly conservative 
city, abounding in evidences of wealth, and 
culture, where we may enjoy all the ele. 
gancies of any other metropolis, including 
refined and even fashionable society. But 
as there is no “back country” to speak of, 
and only one other town of conseq 
Berbiee—everything in the line of 
is massed at the capital.

The “Government House,” where the 
Governor and his family reside, ie a very 
plain three-story structure, with a few 
etained-glass windows and a portecochire, 
not unlike the British Legation at Wash­
ington. It ie set in the midst of extensive 
lawns, with ornamental shrubs and plats of 
flowers, its gates guarded by soldiers in 
souave uniform.

About as thoroughly English es anything 
in the place is the theatre, named Philhar­
monic Hall, 
arch ie adorned by the British coat-of-arms, 
in which “the lion and the unicorn, a-fight- 
ing for the crown,” are carved in wood and 
gorgeously colored ; and below it appears 
in big letters the trite quotations, “The 
worlds a stage, the men and women merely 
players.” Facing this, in straight lines, 
are the 600 seats, and in the center of the 
front row are a few erm-chairs, upholstered 
in blue velvet, for the uae of the Governor 
and his family. The whole is illumin­
ated by crystal chandeliers, that rival 
those in the East Room of the White 
House, and the walls are decorated with 

of busts and names of famous poets 
end musicians.

For amusements there are a number of 
fashionable drives and promenades which 
the local world patronize largely in the cool 
of the morning and evening. Georgetown 
ie only 7 degrees removed from the equator, 
you know, and therefore its climate is hot 
as the hottest; yet it is not unhealthful, 
barring occasional sweeping epidemics. It 
is said to be a perfect paradise for con­
sumptives, tuburcular diseases being un­
known. Though the thermometer never 
falls below 75 degrees Fahr., it never rises 
above 90 degrees The days are generally 
freshened by sea-breezes and the nighte 
cooled by landward winds, so that with 
thin clothing, frequent hatha and refrain­
ing from exercise in the middle of the day 
one can manage to keep pretty comfortable. 
It is the fashionable thing in the early 
morning and late af tenfoon to drive out’to 
the esplanade, where at a certain point on 
certain days, a military band is stationed— 
Samboes, black as the ace of spades— 
which renders enchanting muaic. The sea­
wall extends two miles along the coast and 
its top is cemented and provided with 
benches, where one may promenade or sit 
at ease enjoying the cool breezes and a wide 
view of the ocean.

Nearer the city is an extensive park 
known as the Promenade Garden, where 
another military band plays two or three 
afternoons of every week. The garden . is 
laid out in beds, bordered by rough stones 
and paths strewn with broken shells, all 
radiating from the band stand, a central 
octagonal pavilion. Shrubs and flowers 
are »o closely set in the beds and plot# that, 
with the luxuriance of a tropical growth, 
little can be distinguished by a wild tangle 
of yqrdure, except the ever-striking palms 
and orchids. There is also a botanical gar­
den of 150 acres, at the eastern end of the 
city, which is well worth a visit. But if 
wonderful flowers and foliage is what you 
care to see, you will find them at their beet 
in one of nature’s wild gardens. An hoar’s 
drive from the city is a long-disused oanal, 
which, for the space of three or four milea, 
is completely filled up with those gigantic 
water-lilies of the Victoria Regia variety. 
Those famous lilies were first discovered in 
British Guiana, you know, up the Berbiee 
River, about 50 years ago, and created a 
furor among botanists that has never sab- 
elded. And truly they are a wonder. With­
out the slightest Exaggeration, the dark 
green leaveo, tinted rosy wine color at the 
edges, average five feet across with curling 
rims four inches high, and many are token 
larger. They are held down by knotty 
stalks as thick as a ship’s cable and form an 
impenetrable carpet upop which hundreds 
of birds trot at ease, sure of a firm founda­
tion. And what shall wn say of the splen­
did flowers’—the smallest not less than two 
feet in diameter, weighing from three to 
four pounds—shaped like a rose, the out­
side petals creamy white, pale pink within, 
shading to violet in the center.

Program At Chicago—Throe Days In Sep­
tember.

New York, April 8.—The official pro­
gram for the World’s Fair amateur sporte 
was issued yesterday by Secretary Sullivan 
of the Executive Committee of the Ama­
teur Athletic Union. The committee has 
decided on a three days’ meeting on the 
Chicago baseball grounds, September 14, 
15 and 16, all the contests to be open to the 
amateurs of the world.

The first dsy will be devoted to handicap 
athletic and field games, the program in­
cluding a-75-yard, 150-yard, 300-yard, 800- 
yard, 1000-yard, and 2'mile runa; MX) and 
200-yard .hurdle races, three-quarter-mile 
and two-mile walks, five-mile safety bicycie 
race, running high and running broad 
jumps, pole vault, putting 16-pound «hot, 
throwing 16,pound hammer, throwing 56- 
pouud weight, and tug-of-war (teams of 
four), weight unlimited.

On the second day there will be team 
contesta, such as baseball, lacrosse," football, 
cricket, etc. Invitations have been extend­
ed to the amateur athletic clubs of America, 
Europe and Australia.

The last day of the meeting will be given 
up to championship amateur athletic track 
and field contests, comprising 22 separate 
competitions.

The"entrance fee for the handicap meet­
ing will lie $1 for each athlete for each 
event, and for the championship ineetteg 
$2 for each athlete for each event. En­
trance fees for either day will be waived 
to athletes entering from clubs outside the 
United States.

Athletes residing outside the United

On the invitation of Messrs. H. H. Cook 
and George P. Magana, Mr. James P. Mur­
ray, Aid. Shaw, Bailey and Hewitt and 
Ex-Aid.
