It Se possible Canada may have 
reason (before long to appreciate the 
truth of the old saying that" it is an 
ill wind that blows nobody good. The 
United States tariff commission has 
spent a great deal of time end energy 
investigating the comparative costs 
of growing wheat in Canada and the 
United States, and has reported that, 
last year, the cost ran in the United 
States from 86 cents to $2.19 a bus. 
while in jCaiu^da it varied from 36 
cents to fl-31. Over a three-year per­
iod, it is stated, the cost in Canada 
ran from 60 cents a bushel to 41.04, 
and in the United States, from 96 
cents to 41.91.

All this, of course, was intended 
to show that the American farmer 
could not compete profitably with 
the Canadian wheat grower and that 
the tariff of 30 cents a bushel should 
be increased. The result will prob­
ably to an increased tariff, but an- 
otiiër result, not dreamed of by the 
tariff commission, is developing. The 
cheapness and productivity of the 
Canadian wheatlaads have received 
an enormous amount of free advertis­
ing in the United States, and it is 
stated that 10,000 American farmers 
have written the Canadian Govern­
ment during the past three months 
enquiring about wheat land. It is 
more than possible that Unde Sam’s 
high tariff efforts will set a new tide 
of emigration in motion, northward 
across the border.

It was only last year that the Gre­
gorian calendar, which is the one we 
use, was adopted by many of the 
eastern nations wMch had been oper­
ating on the Julian system. It was 
necessary for them to leave 13 days 
out of their reckoning, for that was 
the degree of error which had ac­
cumulated since Julius Caesar first 
inaugurated his calendar. In addi­
tion to regulating the days of the 
week and the months of the year, the 
reformers would like to see a fixed 
date for Easter established, to do a- 
way with the conf usion and difficulty 
in calculating the movable feast 
days. These interesting developments 
if they are approved by the League 
of Nations and receive the necessary 
support in the countries concerned, 
would come into effect next Leap 
Year, 1928.

Following The Hydro

“Entering the PrtMfflce in, the grey 
dawn” writes Martha Beasley
Bruere of her week in, the “Hydro 
Country” (as Southern Ontario is 
called) “I saw through the car win­
dow a little mud-stopped log cabin, 
old, black, listing to one side, and 
blazing with light. The power line 
from Niagara, striding past on giant 
stilts had dropped a wire causally 
upon this "remnant of a past age am* 
dragged it into the 20th centüry.

Mrs. Bruere investigated whet the 
work of the Ontario Hydro Electric 
Commission means to the household­
er and farmer. Three hundred and 
eighty municipalities are co-operat­
ing through the commission in gener­
ating and distributing electric cur­
rent. Her findings are brought out in 
the Giant Power Number of 'Survey 
GrapMc of which she is an associate 
editor. She continues:’

“The large cities—Toronto and 
London—'have been made just as 
ruthlessly contemporary; I found 
their peopie using the electricity de­
rived from Niagara Falls to operate 

i their lionnes and industries at rates 
which are only a fraction, of what we 
pay. And1 as a result these cities were 
clean and prosperous—clean be­
cause there was very little soft coal 
burned and so almost no smoke in 
the air; but also because every elec­
tric -device which cealms without dust 
is in common use. But if the large 
cities were made so desirable, why 
should folks stay out of them? Was 
the answer to tMs to be found in 
smaller plaices?

“I went to the city of Woodstock, 
the perfect flower of the 'Hydro 
towns. In the town are 10,300 people. 
Two thousand homes afe served by 
Hydro- If the families average five 
people each that means, that practi­
cally everybody in the town is an, 
electric customer. Four hundred 
and twenty-five of these 2,000 homes 
use electric cook stoves. For one- 
quarter of the town—it is divided 
into sections—the records were com­
pleted while I was there. This section 
includes 10*2 families’who cook by 
electricity. Twenty-five per cent of 
these 102 have water heaters in their 
bath rooms, and all of them have 
light and most of the small appliances 
such as sweepers, toasters and elec­
tric flat irons. The average -monthly 
consumption of these families was 
448 K.W. and their average monthly 
bills were $4.96. And a ton of coal 
to run a cook stove a month would 
cost in Woodstock about $15.00.

“Of the twenty-eight industrial 
plants in the town, several have been 
built since the coming of Hydro, and 
more than (half have been improved 
and enlarged. It was an incredible 
number of industries for so small a 
place—why were they xthere? First 
there was mo differential against 
them; power came to them at exact­
ly the same rate as to the manufac­
turers of Toronto, an absolutely re­
liable supply—for Niagara runs 365 
days a year. Second, they had an in­
telligent supply of labor which was 
far more dependable than in the 
cities, for over 80 per cent of the 
townfs people owned .their homes, 
and the house owner stays put. 
People did not have to go away to 
earn a living.

“A town of 10,000 may not be a 
fair example. But 1 pursued the prob­
lem through a long series of little 
clean Hydro villages with anywhere 
from a thousand to three thousand in­
habitants; Petrolia, wfaic h I ap­
proached through a sparse growth of

Detroit, March 16.—In a dimly- 
lighted room of an undertaking shop 
in Dearborn lie tonight the bodies 
of two women and two men all form­
er residents of London. Ontario, and 
whose lives were sacrificed yesterday 
when the automobile, in which they 
were riding, was struck by a speeding 
interurban car and hurled with 
terrific force against a telegraph 
pole, a mass of twisted wood and 
■metal.

Two victims are: Harry B. Moul­
ton, 54, 5015 Spokane avenue, sales 
department, Parker, Webb and Com­
pany, crushed to death; Mrs. Harry 
B. Moulton, his wife, 50, neck broken 
W. Adair Mills, 36, 1043 Maretette 
Ave. Windsor, mechanical draughts­
man, Detroit City Gas Company, im­
paled' on shaft of steering wheel; 
Mrs. W. Adair Mills, his wife, neck 
broken.

Tragedy Occurs.
The ttagedy occured shortly be­

fore 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon on 
Michigan avenue 1 mile east of Dear­
born and at the intersection of what 
is known, ais Telegraph road. The 
automobile, a new one,.recently pur­
chased by Mills, and .with Moulton 
anid his wife as passengers, was 
speeding along the concrete high­
way. Behind it less than a hundred 
yards distant and going in the same 
direction, was a big Detroit United 
interurban loaded with Saturday 
“commuters” on their Way to Ann 
Arbor and intermediate points.

As 'it approached the intersection 
the motormian of the interurban blew 
his whistle as usual, but Mills- evi 
dently could not hear it above the 
noise of his motor. A moment later, 
with the intention of turning into 
the crossroad, Mills swerved his car 
sharply «cross the railway tracks. 
The forward part of the automobile 
crolssed in safety, but the tonneau 
Was struck. The impact hurled the 
automobile and its four occupants 
into the air, a second later it crashed 
against a telegraph pole and dropped 
into a ditch beside the right of way.

The two women occupying the rear 
seat were instantly killed. Their 
necks were broken the doctors say. 
Mills, at the wheel of Ms car, died 
almost as quickly. The steering shaft 
pierced bis body through. Moulton 
who sat with his friend, was crushed 
to death.

Or I» Stopped.
Horrorstruck, the motorman of the 

interurban in relating the story of 
the accident, said he averted his eyes 
at the instant of the crash. He was 
able, however, to bring his car to a

stop within a hundred yards. Relief 
was hurried to the scene from Dear­
born, .but there was no work for the 
physicians to do, and the bodies were 
extricated from the wreckage and 
conveyed to the undertaking rooms 
of Lewis H<xwe and Sons at Dear­
born.

Saturday afternoon Mills and Ms 
wife with their recently purchased 
automobile crossed from Windsor to 
Detroit, where they met Mr. and Mrs. 
Moulton, and it was decided to drive 
out to Dearborn, where Moulton had 
planned' to purchase a home site. 
Before leaving Mrs. Moulton told her 
16-year-old daughter, Winifred, to 
expect her home about supper time. 
The child waited the long hours 
through and while kindly neighbors 
endeavored to soothe her anxiety last 
night, her parents’ bodies lay cold in 
death. i

SWINE MARKETING 
COURSE

(By County Agricultural Office)
Five hundred Lambton County 

fanners attended the swine market­
ing courses held last week at Brig- 
den, Iniwood and Watford. These 
courses are a practical demonstrat­
ion of the market demands in bacon 
products. The courses are arranged 
through the Agricultural Represent­
ative’s Department, County Office. 
Wednesday, • Thursday and Friday 
are hog shipping daiys from the 
aforementioned Shipping points. The 
forenoon of each day the farmers 
assembled at the stock yards. The 
market types and classes off hogs as 
they are graded at the packing 
plants and stock yards are demon­
strated.

The afternoon classes assem­
bled at the village hall where a 
practical demonstration was given in 
Wiltshire Sides and Market Cuts. 
The six sides of bacon for the dem­
onstration were loaned by the Wm. 
Davies Packing Co. Each- side of 
'bacon represented a special type of 
hog that is marketed by the farmers 
off Ontario. The significant point, as 
brought out by the demonstration in 
Wiltshire sides, was that from mar­
ket value received, the hog produc­
ing the side of bacon grading Select 
has to market an-d make up the 1-oss 
incurred by the marketing of infer­
ior sides of Thick Smooth and Thin 
hogs. British Market quotations of 
last week quoted Select Wiltshire 
sides at 77 shillings, while the best 
out of the Thick Smooth only sold at 
66 shillings. The demonstrator stat­
ed that 77 shillings meant 9 cts. per 
pound hogs to the farmer. But not 
until the percentage of 
Smooth and thin hogs eomii 
market was greatly reduced coul- 
the packer pay the- price. The bonus 
of 10%, as is paid now for Select 
bacon hogs over the price of Thick 
Smooth, cannot be increased until 
the Thick Smooth and Thin hogs are 
not so large a factor on the market.

Two sides of bacon, one taken 
from a Select hog and the other 
from a Thick Smooth hog, were cut

onetrated to those present that the 
Select bacon hog produces more ed­
ible meat of higher quality than the 
Thick Smooth hog. The weight of 
sides used at Brigden were Select, 
side of bacon 68 H tbs; Thick 
Smooth 66 H lbs. Cutting into mar­
ket cuts the various cuts were 
weighed and an approximate range 
of the wholesale prices of the cuts 
is quoted to shew the value of each 
side of meat.

duced by the various grades of hogs 
the Thick Smooth hog or Lard type 
of hog will have to be eliminated 
from the market. It is a common op­
inion among many farmers that the 
bacon breeds, and especially the 
Yorkshire and Tamworth, will not 
make gains as cheaply or as quickly 
as the Thick fat breeds when fed un­
der south western Ontario condit­
ion». The results of two years feed­
ing at Ridgetown Experimental 
Farm indicate that they can be. It 
has been said that a limited amount 
eff corn must ibe fed in producing

In another feature of highway con­
struction Hon. Mr. Ferguson made 
the announcement that the Govern­
ment will not take over the provin­
cial highway and assume 100 per cent 
of the financial responsibility.

“When it comes to county roads, 
there is more genera] use of the 
highways, slo the Government will 
continue to pay its 40 per cent to­
wards the cost of these roads ; and 
when it comes to the county-provin­
cial highways there is still greater 
use on the part of the public,-so the 
Government will continue to pay 60 
per cenlt towards their construction; 
and when it comes to the provincial 
highway it may be argued that the 
greater part of their use is by tour­
ists and tong-distance motorists, but 
at the siame time the people living in 
their vicinity also make a certain use 
of them, so the Government will con­
tinue to charge 20 per cent of their 
costs to the district interested and 
will pay the .balance of 80 per cent.

The packer cannot set out to cult­
ivate the tastes of the British consum­
er for a brand of bacon that comes 
from a short, chunky fat hog. Bacon 
from such an. animal is laden with 
fat and does not make a choice 
Wiltshire, which is the favorite of the 
British consumer. To get into the 
British market the Canadian packers 
learned the preference of the British 
consumer of bacon and then set out 
to supply him with the kind of bacon 
■he prefers. This brand comes from 
the long hog cf from 160 to 220 lbs. 
known as the select. The next grade 
is the thick smooth. Next comes hea­
vies, and last the shops. There is a 
market for the thick smooth hog, but 
as he has not the weight, the price ,s 
not placed at top notch. The short, 
rough hog, even though he weighs 
220 libs., will usually go into the 
heavy class and sometimes will he 
graded with the shops.

That there is considerable differ­
ence in the price to be realized by the 
farmer who pays attention' to pro­
ducing the popular grade or type is a 
fact that the Herald has been able to 
determine after having access for 
some weeks to the sales sheets of the 
Alliston Shipping Club. Last week 
was a particularly good one of the 
Toronto stock market because of the 
heavy snowfall which made deliveries 
short. Consequently prices were firm. 
Out of the lot of hogs shipped ,by the 
Shipping Club here 28 per cent, of 
the hogs were selects, not a very high 
percentage out of the greater part of 
a carload. Although there were six- 
ten of this grade of hog sold in Tor­
onto for $30iT42. The thick smooth 
■brought $8.75, the heavies $8.10 and 
the shops $8.10. From the sheets, a 
feiw individual lots are taken just to 
show what the select means to the 
farmer.
