| notes as follows :—

One 85 note Molson's Bank,

One $1 note P. E. I.

And 17 cenis change.

Subsequently two bank notes of $500
each were got from Thompson. The
amount lost by Moynehan was hetween
$2,500 and $2,700, and as he has recovered
$2,551 he will not be a heavy loser, He
will have to pay $5000 reward, however.

SINGULAR CASE OF FREEZING.

From a lady who arrived at the St,
James’ Hotel on Saturday from the central
portion of Arkansas we learn the particu-
lars of an affair which pcssesses many
features of interest, to the medical profes-
sion in particular. The lady lett her home
at the beginning of the present cold suap,
with the intention of coming to Joplin,
and there being no other conveyance, was
compelled to make the entire trip by stage.
The only passenger in the stage with her
was a man very thinly clad. While cross-
ing the Boston Mountains he complained
very much of the cold; and in fact the
weather was remarkably cold, even for the
top of those mountains. After a while he
‘apparently fell asleep. Arriving at the
station on the north side of the monntains,
the driver attempted to awaken the pas-
senger, but to his horror found him frozen
stiff and apparently dead. He was taken
out of the hack and placed in & room,
which was rather cold, though not so low
as the freezing point by several degrees.
The lady remained at the station till next
day, and, just as she was preparing to re-
sume her journey, was surprised to iearn
that signs of life had been detected in the
supposed dead man, who was to have . been
buried that forenocon. True enough, signs
of life were plain to be observed, and by
lively rubbing with flannels saturated with
whiskey forabout an hour, he was able io
speak. When the lady left he was fast re-
covering from his stupor, and she has no
doubt that by this time he s fully recov-
ered.

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THE DOMINION PARLIA-
MENT.

To-morrow another session of our Do-
minion Parliament will be opened. A
newly elected house of Commons willen-
ter upon the duties of legislation. Com-
ing, as it members do, fresh from the
polls, it is to be expected that they will
enter upon their parliamentary labors
with spirit and vigor. Since the last
legislative session, there have been ex-
traordinary changes, official and politi-
cal. TLord Dufferin, our late able and
popular Governor General, has vacated
the vice.regal throne, and has been
succeeded in office by a distinguished
Saotch nobleman, who is closely allied
to the royal family of Great Britain,
He and his princess wife have been en-
thusiastically and loyally welcomed by
the people whom he has come to gov-
ern. The result of the general election
in September has necessitated a change
of administration, and a sweeping
chiange in governmental officials, (prin
cipal and subordinate) throughout the
Dominion. As a matter of course, the
ins are jubilant and the outs are dissat-
isfied.

On the floor of Parliament warm and
spirited discussions may be anticipated.
—In the House of Commons, on both
sides of of politics, there is an array of
able men, who are conspicuously brilli-
ant in debate, and whose forensic abili-
ty would be recognized in the most en
lightened parliamentary arenas in the
world. [tis pretty well known that
the newly installed administrative cabi-
net contemplate fhe inaugaration of a
new policy, professedly designed to de-
velope our home industries, and to fos-
ter a general system of inter-provincial
trade. The fiscal policy of the Domin-
jon will therefore necessarily undergo
a marked change. These will cause
animated discussions of course. The
conflict between freetrade and pro-
tection principles will be fought over
again in the House of Commons. There
will be flowing tides of eloquence, ve-
hement declamation, and startling out-
bursts of impassioned oratory. Theory
will be arrayed against tl}eory, argu-
ment will confront argument, and party

hostility will no doubt be vigorous and |

unyielding.

As journalists, we are not identified
with eithey party ; but as on lookers,
we cannot be unobservant of the game
that is being played most adroitly on
the political chess-board. It is to be

regretted that the general interests of |
the people are sometimes lost sight of in |

the struggle for party ascendancy. At
the polls, candidates for electoral sup-
port are usually loud-speaking patriots;
but a polling-booth and the parliament
house are not identical. Well would it
be for the Dominion, if party distinct-
ions were ignored in the legislature,
and every measure discussed and dealt
simply on its own merits, irrespec-

¢ political interests and consid-
vions.

The history of the world as it has
come down to us from the earliest re-
corded periods, is largely made up of
the hostile encounters of armies and
bloody slaughters.

Moreover, the PLAGUE, which is now
raging with dismaying fatality in west-
ern Asia, and threatening to spread its
destructive ravages -far and wide, not
only eastwardly, but also in Europe,
derived its virulence, if not its origin,
in the carnage fields of the late war.
Thousands of slaughtered soldiers lay

buried to become putrescent carcas-
es, poisoning the air; and to this-cause
may be attributed the spread of the
pestilence which is now depopulating
whole towns and villages beyond the
Velga. It is feared that neither qua-
rantine restrictions nor sanitary mea-
sures ¢ will stay the plague,’”” and pre
vent it from spreading among the
densely peopled countries of the east-
ern eontinent. The Court of St. Peters-
burgh is terrified at this uneparing
scourge, and surrounding nations are
alarmed ; in fact, it is causing a con-
tinental panic. Thousands who have
escaped the slaughter of the battle
field, may become victims of the pesti-
lence.

Nihilism is an under-
ground fire, which, if not quenched
by good government, will ere long, it
is to be feared, develope into a fiery
outburst that will enwrap the throne
in flames, and destroy with terrible
fury existing governmental institu-
tions. No country can long prosper,
the principal aim of which is conquest,
and the energies of which are ohiefly
employed in war.

Tho Judge should be invested
with a discretionary power to relax or
graduate the punishment of crime under
extenuating circumstances. In the case
before us, the public knows no reason
why the convicts of whom we are speak-
ing should be over-lightly dealt with.

line and a collision ensued. Both of the |
engines were badly smashed and some of |
the cars were also more or less wrecked by |
the shock. Driver Haslam was himself |
somewhat injured by being struck by u’
door, and was also scalded; his fireman|
escaped uninjured as he was out of the en-
gine turning the switches. Driver Has-
lam’s engine was also the most badly
wrecked, as would be natural from the cir-
cumstances of the accident. The cab of
his engine was completély demolished,
the cylinder tore away, and nearly all the
side and undergear smashed. The engine
of the express train was also badly wreck-
ed. The track is torn up, rails bent, and
things look generally pretty badly mixed
up.

Trieste, Feb. 6.—The authorities of the

city hawe received a telegraphic despatch
from the Austrian Consul General at So-
lomer; stating that the disease has appear-
ed at Xanthi, Thessaly, diagnosis of which
shows that it is spotted fever, and in one
case presented the symptons are of metas-
tasie cubenioa.

"WEEK

HORRIBLE MURDER _IN BANGOR.

Says the Bangor ¢ Whig" of Thurscay :
We are obliged to chronicle this morning
one of the most brutal and borrible mur-
ders ever perpetrated in this State, the
| victim proving to be Mr. Wmn. B. Elliott,
a well-known citizen and constable of
Glemburn. The discovery of the frightful
deed was made as follows :—

After the E. & N. A. train had gone
across to the Maine Central scwation last
evening to wait for the arrival of the
Western train, as the night watchman at
the depot, Amos Colson, was passing
around the Washington street side, a man
came driving a pair of horses attached to a
sled down Washington street toward Ex-
change at a rapid rate, and, pulling up
rear the telegraph pole by the freight de-
pot, jumped oft and hurried past Mr. Col-
son, asking if he would look out for his
horses while he ran over to the Maine Cen-
tral depoi. The horses were wet from
bard driving and the man passed Colson at
a half run, saying romething about getting
over before the train left. Mr. Colson
thought the man rather cool in leaving
his team thus in his charge, but led the
horses across Exchange street and hitched
them under Parson’'s shed. About a
quarter before ten p. m., the train having
been gone some time, Mr. Celson thought
hé would cover the horses up as the man
had not returned. He took his lantern
and went over to the shed, and was pull-
ing a horse blanket from under some bags
of meal, when the bag turned, and he saw
that the blanket and bag were saturated
with fresh blood. Startled by this discov-
| ery he looked over the sled more closely
|and found some loose change lying near
the front part, which proved to be a silver
| quarter, a dime, and seven cents in cop-
| pers, just forty-two cents in all. Foul play

t once being suggested to his mind, he

backed the horses out and drove up Ex-
[(-hnn[,:v street, where he met officer Allen.
| Officer Allen drove the team back tc the
dejot, where they got a lantern and made
further examination.- To their horror
they discovered in addition to the blood-
staincd bags and blanket an axe covered
with blood, clots of which mixed with ap-
parently human hair were adhering to the
iron. T'here were two bags of feed on the
sled ,one of which was saturated on one side
with blood, and one horse blanket, stained
in the same way and still moist.

They had been at the depot but a few
| minutes when a young man informed them
[ that news of a murder near Merritt's Mill
| had been brought to the police station and
| that officers Nickerson and Emerson had
| gone thither in a pung. The Marshaland
| his assistants at once drove out with the
|sled team and met the other officers re-
{turning with the body in their pung, they
| reporting the man still alive but horribly

mangled
| What was their horror to find the man
weltering in his blood with his head hor-
[ribly mangled and life apparently ~extinct.
The officers found the body lying just out-
side the track of the road at right angles
| with it, his feet toward the road, partially
{rolled in a horse blanket. His hat was off
land lying in the snow, and there were
| marks iu the drift that indicated that he
lhad first falien, then staggered and diop-
| ped again where he was found. A slight
| moaninyg indicated that lifs _was not en-
|tircly extinct, and they placed the body in
the pung and returned as rapidly as possi-
ble to the city. An examination was made
| by Drs. Sanger and Young. who discover-
ed that the unfortunate victim of a diaboli-
| cal crime was beyond all human ad, as
| his head was literally smashed in several
| places by blows from the axe. On the
Zright side of the forehead near the hair
| was a gaping wound where the gharp edge
Eof the axe had cut through the skull. On
| the upper portion of the right side of the
{head behind was another fearful blow
from the poll of the axe, and on the right
side above the temple, the head was flat-
tened as if from a terrific blow from the
flat side of the axe. An efiort was made
to administer stimulant in the barc hope
that consciousness might momentarily re-
vive, but at about 20 minutes before mid-
night the last spark of vitality fled.

The murdered man was identified by bis
pocket memorandum book as William B.
Elliot, of Glenburn, known as a constable
of that town and as having been collect-
or of taxes. A man named Hatch was
arrested on suspicion but discharged for
want of evidence, An inquest will be
held.

The terrible facts were broken as gently
as possible to the widow on the ride to the
|city, but - the scene when she
| saw her murdered husband was one to try
| the stoutest heart. She remained at tne
| station till nearly 4 a. m., when she was
| taken to the residence of her cousin, Mr.
Latham, of this city.

A HEROIC LIGHTHOUSE KEEPER.

|

The Acadians have a tradition that God
enjoined perpetudl silence and desolation
on Labrador and Anticosti when He gave
them to Cain for a heritage. However
| that may be, it is certain that while other
| wilds of the earth yield to man’s conquest
these vast wastes remain ever void and
empty. The Indians called the Island
Nattiscotte—the country of wailing—and
under the modern corruption of Anticosti
it has added to its terrible renown, Its
whole history, from the day it was discov~
ered by Jacques Cartier in 1534 to the pre-
sent, is a record of human suffering. Here
and there, however, there is a tale of hero-
ism worthy of a noble scene. In August,
1869, the family of Edward Pope, keeper
of the Ellisboy lighthouse, was stricken
down with typhoid fever, and to add to his
misfortunes the revolving apparatus of his |
light -broke. The Government ' stcamer
had gone, and Pope bad no means of com-
municating with the marine department at
Quebec or elsewhere,
or flashed, as the technical phrase is, every
minute and a half, and if it flashed no
more it would probably be mistaken by
passing vessels in that region of fog for
the stationary light at the west point of
island, and thus lead to dire loss of life.
Pope found that with a little exertion. he
could turn it and make it flash, and at
once determined to fill tho place of the au-
tomatic gear. Accordingly, this humble
hero sat in his turret, with his watch by
his side, turning the light regularly at the
allotted time every night, from 7 p. m.,
until 7 a. m., from the middle of August
until the first of December, and from: the
first of April to the Middle of June, when
the Government steamer came to his re-
lief with a new apparatus. All through
the first season Pope’s daughter and grand-
children were sick unto death, with no-
body save him to nurse them. He waited
on them tenderly during.the day, but as
night fell on the iron-bound coast he hast-
ened to his vigil in the turret, doing his
duty to the Canadian Governmenj and to
humanity with unflinching devotion. In
the second season, his daughter, who had
lived through the fever, took turns with
him in the light-room. This man may
have saved a thousand lives. He died in
1872, and his deed has mever until this
day been chronicled, for of the heroes of
Anticosti, as of the long roll of her vic-
tims, the world knows nothing.—XN. ¥.

On a sultry afternoon, the first day
of July, I was lazily sauntering in the
grove, when, on looking down, I found,
to my surprise, that I was in the midst
of a battle field.

I had often brought plants cov-
ered with aphides—the immortal Lin-
nreus called these aphides the ants’
cows—and stuck the plants into the
earth around their dwelling, and had
given them sugar, and had driven and
carried toads irom their mnest which
were devouring them.

The books which | have read on the
subject inform me, that ‘ the red ants
carry the pupw and larvee of the blacks
to their nest, where they rear them
for slaves, but they pever capture the
adult ant, for it would not stay in the
new home if they did.’ But these ants
certainly carried a great number of
adult blacks to their nest, and I am
quite sure they did not run away, but
staid and helped to nurse and feed the
Jarvee. I capture several of the red
marauders with their vietims, and plac-
ed them under the glass. The reds
now pay no attention to the blacks, but
simply try to make their escape. I
take larvee and lay them on a leaf, and
put them under the glass also, and
placed moistened sugar in their reach.
Very soon the blacks are feeding the
helpless larvae. I remove the glass
cover; the reds iinmediately run away,
but the blacks stay and continue to sip
ithe 1noistened sugar and feed the
voung. 1 hold a magnifying-glass over
them, and find the little larva raise up
their heads and open their mouths to
be fed, very muech like young birds. I
now take the larvee together with the
nurses, and place them near the nest
of red ants. 1 soonlose sight of the
nurses, but the larvee are quickly tak-
en into the nest by the soldiers.—
