Washington, Oct. 11.—William C.

Redfield, Secretary of Commerce, en-
dorsed a set of wireless regulations

which will be urged for adoption by
the International Conference on
Safety at Sea, in London, on Nov-
ember 12. They were recommended to
tiim by a special ¢ mmiss:on he named
to study the wireless laws of the
United States and other nations.
‘They are based not only on the Amer-
jcan laws, but dlso in principle on the
lLondon Intermational consention and
the laws of Canada and Australia.
The commission included E. T.
Chamberlain, Commissioner of Navi-
gation; Captain W. H. G. Bullard,
United States Navy; Major C. McX,
Saltzman, United States Army; Joba
Q. Walton, constructor of the Revenue

Cutter Service, and Frederick A. Kol-|

ster, of the Bureau of Stsadards.

Here are the recommendations:—

““That efficient apparatus for radio
<ommunication be rejuired on all
ships in foreign trade which earry
fifty persoms of more (passengers or
<rew, or both combined), navigating
the ocean between ports more thaa
two huadred nautical miles distant
from one another.

“That aPparatus to be deemed ef-
ficient must transmit messages with
. suilicient power to- he received by day
over .8éa at g Maelof.t least one
¥ sundred nautical - miles . by s ship
equipped with apparatus equal to
that of the transmitting ship.

“That an auxiliary power supply
,@hould be provided, independent of
the vessel’s main electric power plant
whaich will eaable the undinx set far
at least four hours to send

ver a m a ﬁ m w

sheuld be required on all such s.nps
maintaininz g constant service, al®>
on all such ships carrying one hun-
dred or more passengers. One first
grade and anpther first or second
grade operator should be required on
all other such passenger ships. One
operator (first or second grade) and
one cargo oferator or watcher should
be required on all such cargo boats.”’

The second operator -or watcher On
a cargo vessel will rarely be rejuired
for the safety of his vessel or the
the Commissioner says. The
constant watch is to be maintained
almost entirely for the purpose of en-
abling the master to.be at all times
in a position to receive radio distress
calls’ and to render any assistance
within his power. The provosition,
accordingly, is in the interest of tae
safety of the seafaring world, and is
in effect, a tax upon the owners of
such cargo vessels for the pxomotmn

of the safety of others.

i New Type of Battleship
| :

Carrying an Immense Armament and
Using Oil.

Portsmouth, G: B., Oct. 16.— A
novelty in the way of battleships, the
Queen Elizabeth, carrying an immense
armament and using oil instcad  of
coal tor her motive power, was
launched at the Royal Navy Dock-
yards here today for the British
Navy. The new wvessel, whose keel
was laid on October 21, 1912, is of an
entirely fresh type, and the details of
her construction have been kept
secret. It is gemerally believedi, how-
ever, that her armament is to con-
gist of ten 15-inch guns, mounted in
pairs in barbettes, while her secopd-
ary armament of 4-inch or 6-inch
guns is also to be placed behind pro-
ective armour.
| This is a big advance over the arm-
ament of her predecessors. Under or-

inary circumstances the carrying of

uch g big battery would imply a
ondiderable increase in displacement,
but this has been obviated by the
utilization of oil fuel for the engzines
in place of coal. The substitution in
this way has beea possible to increase
the offemsive and defgusive armament
and at the sameé time keep the size
and displacement of the warahip
within limits. Should the oil fuel. in
the gase of the Queen Eltmabeth prove
successful, “all ‘large swarshirs of the!
British ‘savy will in future use it.

The Queen Hlizabeth is therefore
somewhat of an experiment. The a>w
vessel was not quite a year on tae
building ways, and will "be ready for
service in less than t” years from
mm& first keel u-u was laid.

Ottawa, October 13.—A bulletin is-
,sued today by the Census and Stge
tistics Office of the Department of
[Trade amnd Commerce gives a provis-
ional estimate of the yield of the
principal grain crops and also the
average quality these crops at
harvest time. :

During the month ended September
30, ideal weather for the inzathering
of the grain crops prevailed over all
Canada. In the greater part of On-
tario and in the Western provinces
harvesting operations were well com-
pleted by the middle of September
and only in parts of Quebec and the
Maritime provinces. where the spring
opens laler, was harvesting carTied
on durinz the latter emd of the
month, .

The estimates given a month ago
are slightly greater than those, issued
which may be presumed to be based
more or less on results of threshing:

The final estimates based altogether

on threshing results and calculatei on
corrected areas will be issued as
usual on December 15.

For spring wheat the estimate for
the end of September is 188,468,000
bushels as compared with 182,840,000
bushels last year. For fall wheat the
estimate is 19,107,000 bushels as

inary estimate this year. The total
estimated ‘hut produetion this year
is therefore 207,575,000 bushela
compared with 199,236,000 bushels '
last year, an increase of 3,339,000
bushels or 4} per ¢:nt. The yleld per
acre for all wheat ig 21.15 bushels as
compared with 20.42 bushels last
year. Oats show a tptal yxekd of
391,418,000 bushels and an average

For the three Northwest provinces

The average qualltv of these crors
measir:d upon a per cent tasis of 100
as representing grain well headed,
well filled, well saved and unaffected
to any appreciable extent by frost,
rust, smut, etc., is as follows: spring
wheat 89.17, oats 90.52, barley 88.25,
rye 85.41, peas 81.71, beans 78. 48
buckwheat, 73.40, mixed grains 90.59,
flax 82.68, ocorn for husking 75.16. Of
these wheat, oats, barley and rye are
above the average quality for either
of the last two years.

Four ﬂundred Men Penshed in
Colliery

Mine Disaster Greatest in the History
of South Wales.

Cardift, Wales, Oct. 15.—A disaster,’
possibly the greatest in the history
of the South :Wales coal fields, whosa
annals are bristling with terribla
atastrophes, ocourred yesterday
through an explosion ip the Universal
Colliery near here, Shortly after the
day shift of 931 :men entereéd the mine
a great explosion shattered the workas
| During the day and the early part of
the night about five hundred miners
were brought to the surface alive.
After midnight the rescuing parties
began to get the fire under control,
and at 2.30 o’clock this morning
twenty more men were found alive at
the bottom of the pit. This gava
hope that othsrs mayv be found, but
there is still a probability that nearly
our hundred men perished. Includ-
ing the bodies recovered and thoas
killed at the pit head, the known
death roll numbers sixteen. Doctors
with oxygen and medicaments de-
scended the shaft at an early hour
this morning. A crowd of 40,000 dis-
tracted persons surrounded the pit
head all night and another 5,000
