The management »¢ the War Eagle Consolidated
is very reticent about the situattion at the Crown Point.
Whether they are keeping a big thing dark or do not
wisk the public to hoom a strike of small importance,
it is impossible to say at present. New. uf further
developments is eagerly lonked for.

Silver propositions on Kootenay Lake are being
eagerly bought up The Nonh country is going to
have a boom in undeveloped property this year.

Some of the richest grey copper and bromide of
silver ore ever seen was brought to Rossland by C. F.
Caldwell from the Surprise No. 2 on Duncan river
this week. He is one of the men who made the fam-
ous mid-winter trip in 1892-93 into that country after
the Golden Eagle—a trip which nearly finished both
himself and his partner.

S. Wharton, the.chief owner of the Cliff mme has
returned from a 'Winter sojourn in the Southérn States
—a land where they don't shovel snow.

The Monte Cristo has a remarkably cncouragmg
shomng in its lower tunnel, For three or four days
the drift has been in good ore, and a streak which
samples from $17 to §48, and is two feet wide, is being
followed. This isa big crumb’of encouragement for
the stockholders, who are largely eastern men.

The Le Roi company has determined to buitd a
smelter and a committee has been appointed to go
into the question of a site. It is not improbable that
the location chosen will be Barney O'Brien’s ranche,
which lies on the boundary line at the intersection of
the Dewdncy trail and the Red Mountain m\lway.

The.gross output of:gald from.- the two-. main- -pro-
ducing mines at Rossland—the War Exglée and Le
Roi—is ncarly cqual to 50 per cent. of the total out-
put of Western Australia. The amount of actual
cash originally sunk in the purchasc and equipment
of these two mines was certainly undér $100,000. Yet
a whole nation went crazy -over Western Australia
and poured millioas of treasure into it.

The figures of the South African output for 1896
show a considerable decrease. The Rand shows an
increasc in the number of crude ounces recovered,
but a decrease in the number of refined ounces. This
is due to the fact that the cyanide bullion is lower
grade than that obtained from the mills. The aver-
age yicld of gold for every ton of ore crushed in the
Rand was .56 ounces, or a.minute fraction over §r1t
perton. And a considerable percentage of this was
recovered from tailings. If the high-grade producers
of t-¢ Rand be taken out of account itis clear that a
good deal of the gold is actually produced at a loss.
And boom conditions in the Rand being now over a
further decrease in the number of tons crushed and
ounces of gold recovered must be looked for,

The United States still holds the first place asa
producer of gold. Australasia cemes second, South
Africa third and Canada’ nowhere. But before five
years arc out Canada’s output of gold will be onc of
the big factors in the world's output.

It is reported in yesterday's Miner that 2 new pro-
cess for the reduction of Trail Creek ores is under
consideration by Matheson of London. If there is
anything in it its practical application will follow as a
matter of course.

There is a lot of phyrrotite and arsenopyrite in
Rossland which contains little or no copper but fair
value in gold, witness the Jumbo, Kootenay .and
Crown Paint mines. Could this ore not be handled
by a cheaper process than that of smelting.

The town of Wardnerin East Kootenay is being
heavily bonded in anticipation of the construction of
the Crow's Nest Pass. Railway. Statements are be-
ing made with. regard~te.it.hardly compatible: with
the fact that the location linc of the Failw ay (has not
yet been finally made throufrh East hootena).

He will be able to speak
with authority, and not as a scribe, when he re-
turns to Montreal.

The Kansas City Smelting Company'is reported to
b2 about to build a smelter at g-mile point on the out-
letto Kootenay Lake above Nelson. Nelson City,
commonly called Bogustown, would surely have
madec a better site,

It is reported that the Pilot Bay smelter has passed
into the hands of the Canadian Pacific Railway Com.
pany. No mentionis made of the Bluebill mine. If
they have got the smelter without the mine they may
be able to make a success of it.

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THE CROW'S NEST PASS.

Dr. Selwyn has re-emerged with a letter to the
Globe on the Crow’s Nest Pass Railway, Two para-
graphs of it read as follows:

“During the extended ofticial travels of the writer
in his position as Director of the Geological and Na-
tunil Hirtory Sueves of Canada for twenty five svars,
fram 1859 to 1803, he has had wreat and unusual facihi-
tics and opportumities for observing and noting the
steady and solid progress and development which has
been made, notwithstanding the retarding influences
of party pohitics, unhealthy artificial booms and the
mivepresentrtions of the enemies of Canadit and of
disappointed speculators.

“The Crow’s Nest Pass Railway does not differ
from any other government-built and operated rail.
way. They never have paid, and never can pay,
either the cost of the building or of operating, because
they bave never been built or operated on business
principles.  As regards building by the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway, or some other independent company,
the only question, so far as the interests of the whole
Dominion are concerned, is by whom is the road
likdly to be built chenpest, and by whom can it be
most cfficiently and satisfactorily operated. Common
sense and past experience answers at once, by the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company, whose much-
abuzed monopoly has certainly resulted in placing
Canada in her present high and enviable position
amongst the dependencies of the empire, and there
Scefns no reason to fear that even a turther extension
of the monopoly will result otherwise than in further
promoting the best interests of the country.”

During the last thirty years Canadd has made solid
progress. The Canadian Pacific Railway has a hide-
bound monopoly throughout the districts which have

advanced most.

Thercfore the monopoly is beneficial,

And such an argument as that is_presented by a
man supposed to be a man of science ?

SELWYN ON

A BIG VEIN.

——

A special correspondent of the Globe gives the
history of 1he Sowbill mine as follows:

*In Port Arthur I had a conversation with Mr,
Hille, a mining =ngineer, whose opinions in regard to
the region have at times been pretty roughly treated,
but who with the lapse of time has come off pretty
well against his adversaries,  Eight vears ago he was
sent to Canada to report on some nickel propertics for
Krupp, the great gunmaker.  Arrived here, he found
many new or unexpected geological conditions, and
spent three months in looking over the field before
venturing to make a report.  His opinion of the min-
eral resources of the district caused him to remain at
Port Arthur, Then. and for i while since, there was
a silver fever about Port Arthur. Nothing else was
sought.  The areas known to contain silver were
carcfully prospected, and naturally not a few of the
prospectars got into quite dificrent geological areas at
times, and brought in rock which showed good gold
values on assay. Silver, however, was then the only
desirable mineral, and such prospects as showed only
gold were left untouched.  AH along Vr. Hille urged
prospectors to look for gold, and in process of time by
such prospectors, and by others who went there of
therr own accord, zold was lound, and apparently in
abundance.

“One of the lucky ones was Mr. James Hammond,
of Part Arthur. His ivpartance in the communiy
began with the discovery of the now famous dyvke on
the cast shore of Sawbill lake.  Uhis is not even a
quartz, but a quariate, a rack not sa clean-jooking as
the regular quariz. But the values given by a num-
ber of picces of the rock assayed were very consider-
able. After making the assays Mr, Hille accom-
pavied Mr, Hammond to the spot, aud the enginecr
telts with a somewhat professional relish of an inci-
dentof that visit. Mr. Hanunond had found the vein
to be from thirty to fifty fect wide, and so extraordin-
ary a body of orc as this would present, where any
depth at all could be reached, was at once evidant,
But the engincer on going along the trend of the vein
or dyke found cvidences that even this width. would
e cxceeded, so, taking pick and tapelire, they ea-
wlored at various places, reaching at length a width of
462 fecet at onc plage. There are said to be other
very large veins within a mile or two of this one,
svhase value will be tested this coming summer.”

“Gold or dross- Rossland or dross land " said a
clerical wit to me at Revelstoke, where we changed
cars for the Kootenay country.

Even he had been attracted thither; what a cuie of
souls was there: what unparalleled opportunities for
evangelization—and a parish !

The human tide never flags—lay and cleric—~rich
and poor, worker and idler, Jew and Gentile, Euro-
pean, Asiatic and American—it does not wait fur train
or boat to carry it, but comes pouring irresisubh into
the magic town, which, rumor says, isbuilt on a bl
of goid.

Rossland sprang uvn like a mushroom, in a single
night; and its population, now comprising some 8,000
souls (and a number of Chinamen) is-larger by several
dozens every sunset than at dawn. There may be
poverty in Rossland, and that, too, of the grim, ugly,
mining-camp sort; there may be more empty stomachs
than coined dollars and quarters; there may be shiv-
ering forms and much human misery; but—there is
gold! The scedy-looking man who comes in with
twelve ounces of ore from his new claim on Trail
Creek may not have had any breakfast; but it is not
improbable that he will have a dinner that would make
a2 Roman glutton ashamed of his slim and slender
orgies. ‘Tomorrow that man will have sold his mine
for $5,000 to a speculator, and the next day the specu-
tator will be floating a company with 8100,000 capital !
It is stupendous—this recklessness with which big
figures are handled,

Millions pass as easily through the lips of these
seedy-looking men in Rossland as units. The town
is full of sharks and speculators, there is much lying
and cozening, and hundreds of thousands of pounds
arcinvested, which may prove to be as good as thrown
into the sea. But after all, this fact remains, Ross-
land is the metropolis of a nearly inexhaustible gold-
bearing countiy, and Rossland today is the greatest
gold-copper mining camp on the face of the earth !

The first mines located on Red mountain, the Le
Roij, Centre Star and War Eagle, are today worth
£10,000,000. Many other mines are actually shipping
ore and bullion.  But it was the successful working of
the Le Roi that first brought Kootenay into notice
and calied Rossland into cxistence. And when this
company began paying dividends, a rush of prospect-
ors, miners and speculators set in.  Yankee capital
was attracted, aad money began to be spentin the
development of prospects and the creation of a city.

Raossland, when you take everything into considera-
tion, is not a bad sort of place—architecturally speak-
ing—for atown twoyearsold. Its main street, Colum-
bia avenue, has recently been graded up, and is now
cqual to the heavy traffic ithastosupportdaily, Two
and three storied frame-houses are going up on all
sides, and the other day the corner-stonc of the first
brick structure in Rossland was laid with imposing
ceremonies by Licutcnant-Governor Dewdney. Ross-
land boasts of thirty hotels, dozens at stores, two char-

tered banks, several churches, clectric light, water-
works and two daily and three weekly papers.

Mining is no longer the mining of the past. The
new scientific methods of extracting gold from low-
grade ore are at the bottom of Rossland’s success.
“Itis not a high-grade camp,” said an cxpert to me
today. “I doubt if the ore of Rossland district, taking
it altogether, will produtce more than $8 or $10 a ton.
But we have more of it than anywhere else; and new
machinery enables us to extract it ata profit. Last
year the Le Roi mine alone shipped out of Rossland
a quarter of a million in bullion. This year it is esti-

mated it wilt ship three-quarters of a million.  \What
we want is more smelters and machinery, and all ore
will be profitable. 1t would take 50,000 men a com-
plete century to exhaust the gold ore in this province.
1t is practically inexhaustible; but it is no use trying
to qine it in the old way."” .

Nuggets and “frce-gold™ will soon be as extinct as
the buffalo. Therefore, you can see that jt is to the
engineers rather than to the gold-iwnters that credit
should be given for this immence production of the
precious metal in new fields.

THE DINGLEY BILI, AND ORE.

‘The Toronto World says:

“Should the government at Ottawa decide to im-
pose an export duty on lead ores the move would he
hailed by a great number of British Columbians,

“The tariff bill now being put through by the United
States congiess makes the duty on lead in ore 1 ceny;
Jead in bullion, etc, 2 cents; in sheets, pipe, etc, 2
cents. And, as will be readily seen, the purpose of
this impost is to cncourage the importation of Can-
adian and other outside lead in the ore, and to dis-
coutage the treatment of such ores in Canada. It
has been proven beyond any question that these lead
ores are necessary to the successful operation of the
Amcrican smelters, and that fully one-third of their
capacity would be closed down if it were not for Can-
adian and Mexican ores.

“In other words the American smelting men and

.

legislators wish Canadian ores to be accorded favora-
ble consideration, so that they may not be treated by
Canadian plants.

“An eminent United States mining authority says
on this paiat: ‘It must be taken as a primary propesi-
tion that the lead can not be kept out of the United
States. It must come in, and will come in; if nu in
onc wav,inanother. Therefore, we hold that it sl . *d
come in in raw material, and form the basis for ameri-
can smelting and refining, and serve the best purpose
to the largest number of American miners of refrac-
tory ores.’

“By imposing an export duty on lead in the ore, the
government would discourage its shipment to the
United States and help to establish smelters on this
side of the line.”

An export duty on lead ore would be simple in-
sanity, Granted that protection is a justifiable tax in
order to stimulate an infant industry, the infant indus-
try of mining cannot afford to pay taxes to encourage
smelting.  An export duty on ore would stimulate
smeltias on this side.  But where ore can be smelted
as cconomcally on this side as on the other the dif-
ference in transportation charges forms a sufficient
premimm.

1f it were
only a question of losing so much per ton on the orve
mined, it might be said that the Canadian minc-owner
could stand it to encourage Canadian smelting. But
freight and treatment ate ominous words to the mume-
owner. A verysmall difference in the cost of treat-
ment per ton may mean, and does mean, an enormous
difference in the number of tons reduced below the
profit minimum of valye. In this way mining differs
from ordinary manvfacturing.

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EDITORLIL NOTES,

Tur MiviNG Review is in receipt of a communi-
cation, signed by Messrs Sword and Sewlin, with a
request from Mr. Semlin to publish the same. The
purport ol it i that the Hon. G. B. Martin promised
his constituents to oppose government aid to the
British Pacific railway, and, if nccessary, resign, and
that he has not kept his promise, All this is very
true, but it is hardly necessary to remind Messrs.
Sword and Semlin that what the province expects of
them is not so much to drive home the fact thata
cabinet minister has broken a pledge, but to provide
the scattered opposition to the ‘Turner government
with a spirited program which will unite their eflorts
and render the defeat of the government certain at
the next election, thus placing the present cabinet
ministers in a position where their pledges will have
little or no bearing on matters of public wnportance.
We have had enough of peanut politics, gentlemen of
Her Majesty's opposition. We want a comprchensive
declaration of policy and an organization of sufficient
strength and dignity to run this province. If the
government is to be defeated, and that monstrous
growth of incompetence and corruption must and
shall be destroved, it must be on its land and railway
policy. We want from the leaders of the opposition
a declaration on lJand and railway questions, not
couched in vague generalities and eveslasting plati-
tudes, but trenchant, incisive and particular, rousing
enthusiasm and stimulating endeavor.

ON two separate occasions this season the forms of
representative government have been neglected by
the ministers at Victoria. The former of these was
in conncction with the Incorporation biil, the latter in
connection with the election writ for the late Mr.
Kitchen's constituency. The government has given
the editor of Tie MiNING RevIEw credit for a cer-
tain amount of honesty in the expression of lus
opinions, the editor of Tue MINING REVIEW gives
the gcve.nment credit for a certain amount of frcedom
from cant and hambug in the execution of its func-
tions. It has long since done away wath the reality of
representative government, and now occasionally over-
looks some of its empty forms.

IN the lucky bag of cirvcumstance three things have
been found coming up in connection with one another
during the last week, of winch the connection is more
fortuitous than appears at first sight.  The first is the
agitation against the land policy of the goverament,
the second, the Nelson & Fort Sheppard Railway
Company's land grant, and the third, the private busi-
ness interests of Messrs. Blake, Poweli 1ua Parker.

Tuie agitation against the government’s land and
railway policy will be the salvation of this province if
it is successful in defeating the government before
the country. The sins ot the government in this re-
spect have been so glanng that a half-hearted apology
1s all that can be advanced by its most reliable sup-
porters. In fact, to every one except the members of
the government themselves the handwriting on the
wall 1s so plain that he who runs may read it,

ON the land grant to the Nelson & Fort Sheppard
Railway company Tue Review is able to speak its
mind because no one is likely to accuse Tne REvieEw
of either sympathizing with or being influenced by a
corporation, which has acquired so much land which
rightfully should belong to the people. In fact, the
personal relations of the cditor of T Review with
the Nelson & Fort Sheppard Railway Company have
been restricted to one short, sharp and exceedingly
unpleasant_interview with Mr. Q, D. Mott, an individ-
ual of offensive characteristics when he mistakes his
man as he did in that instance, The land grantin
question was made under peculiar conditions,  West
Kootenay was starving for a railroad and cvery in-
halitant in South West Kootenay petioned m favor
of this land grant, which was given in oppesition to
C P R.mtluence and the aty of Vancouver by the
by the legislature, representing in this instance a
Victonia-hootenay combmation,  The grant was nec-
essary to the building of the road at that time, witness
the fact that the land was mortgaged to build the
road And the cond tons under which 1t was given
have been fulfitled in the main. Now granted that
it was a big mistake to give this land granted, that
the dispute as to title has given the company a huge
uncarned increment, granted that the consequences
will be injurious to the best interests of the people of
the province, Tur: Review still belicves in justice to
prostitutes, railway moaopolists, chinamen and other
anti-social elements, which socicty tolerates if it does
not admire, and justice demands that the railway
company shall receive fair treatment, If ultimate
justice ever demands that society rid itself of railway
kings and such like by summary measures, it will
doubtless be accomplished. They have liths in their
necks like other folk, as the laird of Auchinleck said
of Charles 1. But until the revolution point has been
reached they should be treated with the same justice
as other people.

Now the contention of Messrs. Blake and Powell that
the railway company has not fulfilled its right to the
land on which the town of Salmo now stands is a
purely legal contention. The law stands on one side
or the law stands on the other,
terests of Messrs. Blake and Powell againts of the
private interests of the railway company. It is prob-
able that the interests of the community lie rather
with the success of Messrs, Blake and Powell's con-
teation than with the success of the railway company.
And the duel between them will be watched with
interest. Bot if it is criminal and wrong to debauch
legislators to secure legislation in favor of private
interests it is cqually criminal and wrong to debauch
public opinion to extort legislation in favor of private
interests. Consequently if Messrs Blake and Powell
fight the company for Salmo in the courts of law, and
are successful their acquisition of a half million dollar
townsite will be viewed with complacency and the
inhabitants will doubtless reap huge bencfits from
their well known philanthropy and public spirit. But
on the other hand if they make use of the state of
public feeling to obtain the townsite by legislative
interference they place themselves in exactly the
same position as Corbin may have placed or may
place himself, using the peculiar inflyences to which
legislators are amenable to influence their action in
his favor. The fact that the public might benefit by
their success in such questionable tactics has nothing
to do with the merits of the case.

TREATING SLIMES ON THE WITWATERSRAND.

Several of the Witwatersrand companies are mak-
ing arrangements to treat the slimes which have
heretofore been rejected, as well as the tailings. At
the Crown Reef mine, says the Johannesburg Star in
a recently reccived issue, tho additional iron tanks at
slime works are complete. These tanks have con-
crete bottoms with a fall toward the center,and as
the concrete work is just finished, it wants a few days
todry and harden thoroughly. The two additions
bring the number of treatment tanks up to eight,
cach 31 x 10 feet, and this plant will allow of suffic-
ient time being given to each charge to obtain thor-
ough dissolving of the gold contents.

At the present time a profit of $3,840 monthly is
being made from slimeon a2 64 per cent extraction,
and the extraction is expected to be brought up to 75
per cent with the additional time which can now be
given to each charge. A higher extraction means of
course, increased profit.

WATER SUPPLY AND THE DEATH RATE.

‘There is food for refiection for officials in towns
where a high death-rate from typhoid fever has led
to a demand for a purer water supply in some figures
which the Jersey City, N. J,, Evening Journal has ob-
tained, showing the reduction in the death-rate from
typhoid fever that has accompanied the substitution,
as the city supply of pure water from the highlands
of New lersey for the polluted water of the Passaic
river. In January, 1896, the citv's water supply was a
mixture composed of 28 per cent. pure wate and 72
per cent. Passmc river water, and the deaths {rom
typhoid fever numbered 28. In Eebruary the per-
centage of pure water was 4o per cent. and the num.
ber of deaths 30, showing that the percentage of pure
water in January had been too small to have any
effect. in March, April and May the percentage of
pure water was increased respectively to 43, 58 and
30 per cent., and the number of deaths fell to 16, ¢
and 6. Inthe five months from June to October, in-
clusive, the percentage of pure water averaged about
So per cent. and the number of deaths 4 per month.
It is estimated on the basis of these tigures that the
introduction of a pure water supply has saved 735
deaths from typhoid feverin Jersey City in the last
cight months, and, in considering this statement, it is
to he remembered that similar experiences have fol-
lowed the substitution of highland or filkered water
supplies for polluted ones in at least a dozen or more
cities in Furope and the United States.

A NEW CANADIAN PRODUCER.

A correspondent of the Toronto World from Mar-
mora writes as follows:

“There seems now to be no doubt that mispickel
ores of Hastings county readily vicld to treatment by
the Sulman bromo-cyanogen process. This at least
is the conclusion I have come to after inquiring into
the operations going on at the Deloro gold mines,
Six months ago, when I visited this property, the Can-
adian Gold Fields Company, Limited, of London,
England, the owners, were engaged in erecting their
mills, installing their plant and’ otherwise, at a total
expenditure of some half million dollars, preparing
for active deveclopment wotk. But now—mark the
difference—they are regularly turning out gold bricks.
But what appears to place the question of the suc-
cess of the Deloro enterprise beyond peradventure is
the fact that the syndicate are just now adding big
blocks of mineralized land to their already extensive
loldings of property. Were they not absolutely as-
sured of the success of their project they would not be
taking such steps. Only the other day they paid
81,500 for a mispickel proposition held by Tom Far-
rc), and it is believed that they will, before the week
is'out, take up options they hold on a number of other
properties in the neighborhood.

1t is exceedingly difficult t¢ obtain oflicial infor-
mation concerning the doings atv the Dcloro mines
and mills. Messrs. A. I G. Swinney and Pickard, the
manager and chemical expert tespectively of the
syndicate, maintain the proverbial English mining
man's reticence regarding their company’s affairs,
and refuse to admit outsiders to their shafts and
mills, but it is learned that three mill runs have been
made, which have saved on an average 89 per cent, of
the gold in the ore, which varies in value from $:6 to
£6o a ton.”

BRITISH COLUMBIA MINES IN ENGLAXND.

Apropos of his trip to London r. T. G. Blackstock
is reported as saying:
«The Britlish Columbia mining boom has done

much to advertise Canada in Eyrope. Englishmem. -

bess of Parliament, leading financiers and business
people of the highest standing are already much in-

terested. A large number of prominent English min-
ing men came to see us and the feeling is strong that
British Columbia is the next mining district to which
the attention of British investors will be directed, but
at the present time people are very careful after the
big losses sustained by many in the gold fields of
South Africa and West Australia.»Then the danger
of war, either in the Transvaal or jn the East, al-
though not imminent, is still sufficient to affect all
kinds of speculation.

“New companies for the development of British
Columbia nines are being started in London nearly
every week, but it seems that the public are not sub-
scribing largely to the stock, and the underwriters
have to carry most of it. Of course there are some
exceptions, in which it is surprising that the public
have come in so far as they have.

“There is no doubt that a great amount of capital
has been supplied by the old country for the develop-
ment of British Columbia mines and this summer will
see a great deal more money come out here for that
purpose.  So fur, British Columbia mines arc hardly
sufficiently developed to attract capital.”

Speaking in regard to the rumors of the sale of the
I.e Roi mine, Mr. Blackstock said that an Englishman
does not carry a million pounds around in his pocket
to buy a gold mine with. The only way the mine
could be sold was to form itinto an English joint stock
company and sell the shares.

People will buy a large well-developed mine and
pay the value of the ore in sight sooner than go into a
less sure speculation.

HISTORY REPEATS ITSELF.

“The real onward march of the nation began in the
fiftics. The cause was the infusion of California gold
into the arterics of the country’s business. Three
hundred thousand men were suddenly transferred to
the western coast of the republic. Then from the
cast and weat the wilderness was encroached upon,
with every year the space between the two civiliza.
