Whatever else you may do, if you are a
starnp collecter, be steadfast; be persistent
in the collecting of st.amps, 1>on't go wild
over the pastime for awhile, pester the life
out of you* friends and bore them to death,
only to become luter lukewarm &ad flna.lly
dlrop collecting altogether. Instea<l, go
slow; inake up your mind te become a
pernianent addition te the ranks. By
doinog this, you will have plenty of time,
and will not have to rush around like a
wild man, seeking for starups. You will
flnd, a go" stamp here, a nice specimen
there, will add them te your collection,
aiid will keep this up steadily and continu-
ously for years and years. What will be
the result? Ultimately you will flnd your.
self possessed of a tire collection, a collec-
tion worth perbaps several fhousand dollars
-certainly several lxundred. dollars.

The person who is steadfast in the col-
lecting of st.anps, is the person who is
rewarded in a wonderful degree; and it is
the collector who is lligbty, wbo isi aIl en-
thusiasrn for a few weeks, only te lt his
enthusiabmn ooze out after a short period,
m-ho not only does not geL much benefit
from the pastime, but will lose by iL, as he
Sbuys specimens for lus album at retail
rates, and then pelle Lhem back at whole-
bale, losing considerable by the operation.

A case in point: The Chicago corre-

spondent of a staimp journal says that a
certàtin dealer in that city ham wit-hiu the
past three or four years bought back fromn
a collecter there, several collections, the
collector being attacked so often with the
collecting fever and while it is upon hirn,
buys freely, masses a fairly good collection
ouly to, have bis interest anid enthusiasm
lapse, the selling of the collection back to
the dealer following as a matter of course.
Now this is folly of the worst kind. If the
collecter in question had. beexi steadfast in
the collecting of staînpe, and bad hung on
to his first collection, and kept adding too
it as he could, he would now have a valu-
able collection, and one worth considerably
more than it cost, instead of having no
collection at ail and being out quit@ a good
deal of mnoley beaides.

1 would urge ail collectors who are col-
lecting at ail, te give this matter their at-
tention. Mal.* up your minds that you
are in the ranks for good and ai, that you
will colleet, so long as you live; by doing
thîs, you will eliminate the element--adis-
astrous one it is, too--of "hurry" frora
your collecting. You know you have
plenty of Lime; you do net have te make a
complete colletion in a few weeks or
months. 'You are enlisted not only "for
the war " but for life, and you can afford
teo take your Lime. To do this inbures
several things: 1. Perfeect specimens,
since you are in no hurry, -a.nd can wait
mitil a perfect specimen cornes your way.

Nine times out of ten it will be
found that these collectors went ioto the
work in the ii-st place without any set
idea of niaking it any permanent thîug,
they did net have much knowledge of the
pastime but had becorne intercsted in it

throughi hearing so much about collecting,
and after they haxI collected for awhile, let
their interest wane, and later (luit alto-
giether. Then, years later, having learned

that there are thonsands of collectors in
the United States and Canada, and tenus of

thousands in the world, and having learuced
that stamps are valuable, that there are
hundreds of pulbatioirs devoted t<) noth-
ing elso save stamnpb and starnp colleeting,
they have becoîne interes!ted a serond t.iiue

and have started to calleet again. And it
is froîn these colleetors of anet bellurn days
that corne the wails over old collections
loat, destroyed or given away, which, had
the OWfleffS started collectiiig right, and
rernained steadfast in the work, would
have been worth enough to set said owners

îp iu businîess, or enable thein to take life
easy for a few yeurs at least.

Lack of btcad(fastroess is the chief ditli-
culty to be mnet with lu the Case of Young
collectors. 1 (Io iîot think the stanup
jouioaN, as a i-uic, iiîîîpress thls pîoint upoîl
thle îiinds of youog collectors to the degrec
that they 31hould. If you will coovince the
yqung( colIctor that it mwill pay lin to lie-
coic a permanîent collector hie will become
one; if you lt ini thiuk the pabtinie is
rnerely a fad, to be fostered and ilidulged
lu for am-hile and then (lroplie<, you assist

iii keeiug the perceutage of periinueîit
coilectors from the rauks of the young
down to a low notch. The youiîg collect)i
is not toki to go islow and build up a col-
lection by (legrees, but to liustie aîîd get a

collection as qîuckly as possible, or lie wil
get left-wiîich results, ton ofteiî, lu the
young jollector making strenuous efforts,
ini the speîîdiîîg of ail lus pocket ruoney,
and fioally iii bis becoming tired und dis-
couraged, where, hadl fie becu taughit arighit
and toid to go slow aud Lu take his Limie,
buying only when he is sure lie is gettiug
a bargain and wheîî he eau spare tie
nîoney, lie wouid never have become tired
of the pastimne, Und diseourièged or di-igu8t
ed. Tie youug ,collector must have alittle
inoney for other pleasures; stamp colieetiîîg
wiil iîot fi11 the entire blli, In a few years.
however, hie will have becomne a deterinined
persiste-nt coliector, aud oîîe who wvili
speiid bis nioney freely, whien hie has, tlic
niouey to spare, aud the dealers %~ho did
not niake uceh off lus trade % hien hie was
lu the incipieit stage, so to speak, of the
coiiecting fever, wiii then, and forever
after, have opportunitit s in plenty of reap-
ing profits f romn his trade.

(>NDUCTEi) BY USONA.

Tus point to which aIl our coilectors are
looking forward, je Lthe issuing of Sootts
59th Standard Catalogue. Lealèrs are al-
ready bieginning Le quote its prices, and
oie monthly here is printing the advaace
sheets, but collectera, are still uîîînformed
as te the changes that have been made.
The statement that tiie "boom" prices of
tht 58th have been diêregau-ded 8ses te
bc receivod wit~h laver by both dealeru aud
collectors, both of whom have Lired of the
50% discount business.

Tux coloulal stamps of the United States
are iii a fair way te become as unpopuiar
as the eariier issues of "b Frenchcolonies.
It is charged and admitted that the governî-
ment die at Hlartford Conu., have been
used te print the, surcharge for Cuba on
many different varieties of esvelopes, sanie
lots nunîbering only 1,5W0. The Postoffice
Departinent states that this has been
)ut a stop te, but how many varieties have

been printed and how many forgeries wili
be put on the maket on the strength of
Luis slip remains to be seen. There is no
question but tint the stamps are god for
po(stai purposesl, indeed, iome surcharges
Shave been reoeived through the mails, but
other lots have been printed on private
orders, and tissu appear in the bande of
(leulerg at 25 cents each. They seeni te be

speculative issue@, dold flrst for the benelit
of the Cuban postal departmneut, and after-
wards at greatly iîicreased prices, by deal-
ers who have arranged for the. printing of
the. particular variety or varietie-s offered
for sale. If collecters want theqe, they lied
better buy themn f rom reputabie deaiers
who, ini the event of the envelopes being
discredited, will arrange matters to the
satisfaction of ail concerned.

TuE private mailing carde authorized by
&et of Congress in May, 189, are cauïing
endiess trouble to, the postal officiais. The
iaw requires that they shall bear tha words
"Private Mailing Card, authorized by act
of Congrcss of May 19, 1898" andi be of
practically th. saine weight and size of the
officiai cards, but the dear public interorets
this with latitude. The inscription is
practically neyer used by private iridivid.
uais and the carde vary from a piece of let-
ter paper te binder's board in weight, and
sizes and 8hapes are nuniberless.

Tanz Philadelphia National Export Ex-
position which op.ed on th. 14th enjoyi%
the distinction of being advertised by the,
Governinent through the cancelling mia-
chines. Each local letter passing through
the. Philadelphia office receives this sta-np.
The Buffalo and Toledo expositions have
fohlowed squit.

Tiis Philippine stamps now coming here
te deaiers, sre in most ail cases badly
stuck together, and "by the pound" is the
way one correspondent advis. their sale.

TUE i diagonal surcharge i8 weli done and
no errors have so far been chronicied. The
stampe are popular.

Tax stamps issued by the. United States
during September are thq $100, $500 and
$1000 revenues, surchargeil postage Duie
stamps 1, 2, 5, and 10 cent denominations,

WE believe that ail the philatelie. pub-
lishers and dealers will agree with us when
we state that on account of receiving so
many stamp@ in payment for subscriptions
and advertising, albums st.amps etc., if
somnetbing could be invented to take the
place of stamps being sent for smnali amount
it would b. the greatest boon, mail order
people have *ver received. In order to try
and overcome this present nieans of send-
ing smal amountàs, Mr. Fred H. Nicholsý,
asst P. M. Lynu, Mass. intends Wo present
some suggestions Wo remedy this evil at a
meeting of posmasters Wo be held in Wash-
ington in -November. We await with in-
terest thse decision of the departrnent and
trust that if the mean semployed is a suc-
cees, that the Canadian postoffioe depart-
muent *iil take the matter in hand. We
thiak-that no commission should he chirg.
ed the jiurchaser as i8 the case witb postal
notes. We can buy as inany stamps as we
wish, and are net required Wo pay anything
extra Why should we for postal notes?

For the benefit of or readers wbo have
net expen.enaed this difllculty we will statoe
that duri.og the damp weather unuged
stamps are very apt te 8tick to the letter,
gometimes making it unreadable; and in
most cases the atamps have to be soaked off.
As business men, receiving stamps foi
small remittanoes, cannot possibly use ail
the stamps themelves, they arc usuailv
compelled Wo oeil them at a discount, and
in a large business this is ne amali amount.
We suggest Wo Mr. Nicholsi that h. present
as ont ef hit »uggestions, the present post-
al note syeteni of Canada, but Wo charg no
commission for ameuats urader *1.00.
