MONTREAI IiARMAcEUTICAI. JOURNAL was the
only Canadian journal represented at the phar-
maceutical congresses, one of which-the Interna-
tional Congress-was of the greatest interest to
pharmacists the world over.

ONE feature of the International Pharmaccutical
Congress, of which every member of the Quebec
Association should be proud, is the fact that
almost every committee appointed contained one
of the Quebec delegates, Mr. E. Muir being nanied
one of the vice-presidents and also member of the
committees on the International Pharmacopceia
and Education, Mr. Lachance one of the vice-sec-
retaries, while at the reception in the Schiller build-
ing, August 2st, Mr Morrison was entrusted by
the presiding officer with the task of sustaining the
honor of Canada in the oratorical lino.

THE presentation of the Hanibury medal to Prof.
John M. Maisch was a well-deserved recognition of
the labors of this distinguished pharmacist in the

field of Materia Medica. As Professor of Materia
Medica and Botany in the Philadelphia College of
Pharmacy, as oditor of the Amncrcan Journal of
Pharmacy, and as Permanent Secretary of the A.
P. A., Prof. Maisch has probably done more than
any other man to elevate the standard of pharmacy
in the United States, and, as Mr. Carteighe said
in presenting the medal, " he is a worthy successor
to the many distinguished men to whom that award
has been made in the past-Fluckiger, Dragen-
dorff, Howard, Planchon and Hesse." These
names, with that of Maisch, represent all that tends
towards the advancement of pharmacy in its vari-
ous branches, and the conferring of this great hon-
or upon an American pharmacist was made in a
most appropriate year and season. A shade of
sadness pervaded the presentation proceedings, as
the recipient was at the time upon his death-bed,
but conscious and happy in the knowledge of the
great honor donc him.

SINCE writing the above, news has been received
of the death of Prof. Maisch on Sunday, Septem-
ber 1o.

John M. Maisch was born in Hanau, Germany,
January 31, 183. He came to America in 1849,
and after serving in Baltimore and Washington
went to Philadelphia. In 1854 he became asso-
ciated with Prof. Proctor in editing the Amncrican

fournal of Pharmacy. In 1861 he was appointed
Professor of Materia Medica and Pharmacy in the
New York College of Pharmacy, where he re-
nained for two years, tili he was appointed chem-
ist in charge of the U. S. Army Laboratory in Phil-
adelphia, a position which he occupied till it
was closed. He then opened a retail pharmacy,
and in 1867 was appointed Professor of Botany
and Materia Medica in the Philadelphia College,
vhich position he held tilt his death. He was ap.
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pointed editor of the American Journal of Phar-
macy in 1871, and has acted as Permanent Secre-
tary of the American Pharmaceutical Association
since 1867. Besides his work as editor, he has
been a prolific writer upon subjects connected with
chemistry, botany and materia medica. -le was
one of the authors of the "National Dispensa-
tory," of which several editions have been pub-
lished, and his " Organic Materia Medica " is
looked upon as the authority on this subject.

IN publishing the article on "<Canadian Potash,"
by Dr. Reed, in our last number, we should have
stated that it was read at the Chicago meeting of
the A. P. A.

AN INTERNATIONAL PHARMACOPRIA,
The Congress which has just concluded its labors

at Chicago was one of the most notable gatherings
of pharmacists ever held. Men eminent in phar-
macy in all parts of the world have met and dis-
cussed questions of international importance as re-
gards legislation, education and the pharmacopæia;
and we hope that their deliberations will have some
practical results, in which case this would differ
from previous Congresses from vhich, notwith-
standing the intelligence and great ability of the
men engaged in then, but little of practical benefit
to the profession was evolved.

Early in the course of the discussions it was ap-
parent that the project of a universal pharmaco-
pœia was one which met with but slight favor; in
fact, we may consider this idea as exploded. It
was never more than the Utopian dream of a few
in whom practice was subordinated to theory, and
who never considered the insurmountable diflicul-
ties which would be met with in compiling a phar-
macopoia suited to the wants of every civilized
nation, the preparations of which would be of the
same strength in every climate and which would be
accepted as the standard by every government.

The Congress, however, attacked the question of
an International Pharmacopœia for potent reme-
dies in the most practical and sensible manner,
which augurs well for the success of. the work
which they have undertaken. If the idea of a uni
versal pharmacopœia is chimerical, that of an in-
ternational pharmacopœia for potent redicines is
an eminently practical one, because in these days
of constantly increasing travel due to the vast
strides made during the last decade in the improve-
ment of ocean and railroad travel, whatever neces-

sity may have existed tenl or twelve years ago for
such a pharnacopoeia has at the present day be-
come more urgent. Take, for instance, Canada
and the United States, between which there is a
constant interchange of travel, and in which two
different standards are employed for potent medi-
cines, such as aconite, opium, cannabis indico,
digitalis, etc., of which we give a tabulated list of
the tinctures and their strength according to the
British and United States Pharmacopoeias:

Tincture. U. S. P. B. P.
Aconite ....... in 24 i in 8
Belladonna......i in 613/ i in 20

Cannabis Indico. i in 5 (herb) i in 20 (ext.)
Digitalis..... .. i in 6%/3 i in 8
Lobelin.........r in 5 1 in 8

These examples are picked at randorn from one
class of preparations albne, and show the great
risks which are daily incurred by travellers who
may be compelled to have prescriptions put up in
a country other than that in which they received
them, and when we take into consideration the
even greater diversity which exists between the con-
tinental pharmacopœias it becomes a very serious
matter. All these facts point to the absolute ne-
cessity for uniformity as regards the strength of po-
tent remedies, and will no doubt have an effect
upon the various revision committees and bring
about the adoption of standard preparations of
these drugs. The scheme proposed by Mr. Shep-
pard and adopted, namely, the appointing of a
commission by the president, to which will be
added members of the different national revision
committee, is, we think, the best plan yet pro-
duced. But when this standard strength has been
adopted the next question will be: Will it be taken
up by the medical profession, or will they still cling
to the present strength and refuse to accept the
new? And before this question will be answered
we will have had probably a few more international
congresses to discuss the subject ; but it is to be
hoped that in the interval some practical vwork will
be done towards the completion of an Interna-
tional Plarmacopœia for pctent remedies.

NEURALGIA.
isy A vEST-EN) 1I1ARMACIST.

Now that the neuralgia season is again at hand,
it may be worth while to review some questions re-
lating to the nature and causes of that most trou-
blesome complaint, and at the same time to take
into consideration the best means of relieving it.

IHE SYMPTOM OF NEURALGIA.

Unlike the majority of diseases, neuralgia has
only one symptom, but for most people that one is
quite enough. Milton must surely have had it in
his mind, if not in his nerves, when he wrote:

But pain is perfect rnisery, the worst
Of evils, and, excessive, overturns
All patience.

Needless to say, every pain is not a neuralgia, and,
indeed, the pain of neuralgia is altogether peculiar
-a pain sui generis It is quite unlike the dull
throbbing pain oi inflammation or the depressing
sickening pain of severe colic, or, in short, any
other of the many pains to which poor human flesh
is heir. It is described by those who ought to know
as sharp and piercing, and sometimes so astonish-
ingly severe as to force an involuntary cry from the
sufferer. Often it seems to shoot or flash from one
point to another, and people who have studied their
anatomy can easily distinguish that it follows the
course of some nerve or nerves. The pain cornes
and goes ; rising rapidly to its severest intensity,
and again as rapidly subsiding. The attacks may
last from a few minutes to many hours, and after
they pass off the patient is left with an inexpressi-
ble sense of utter weariness. The skin over the
part is generally exquisitely tender for some time,
and if it is the scalp that has been affected patches
of the hair may turn white or even fall off. Such,
then, shortly, are the chief characters of the disease,
and we may now turn to the causes of neuralgia.

Neuralgia, it is said, is the first indication of an
enfoebled nervous system, and that in turn, may be
due to very varied conditions, such as overwork,
worry, dyspepsia, and so forth. These all bring
about pretty much the same result. The body as
a whole becomes depressed and badly nourished,
and the nervous system is the first to suffer. It is
upon it in most of us that the greatest strain of
daily life must fall, and, in consequence, it is the
first to show signs of breakdown. Now, we are
taught by clinical experience and by scientific ex-
periment alike, that the primary change produced
by weakening nerve structures is an undue sensi-
tiveness or irritability, and in this we have a clue
to the cause of neuralgic pains. So long as the
nerves are up to standard strength. so long they
may bid defiance to all ordinary irritation. But
when they fall below that standard there is a differ-
ent story to tel], and a mere trifle, even the slight-
est draught, sets them tingling with pain. Thus it
is that the advent of winter, with its cold, its damp,
its fogs, its gas-lit rooms, and its increased business
pressure, is also the advent of the neuralgia season.

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So much for the conmon causes of ordinary neu-
ralgia, but there remain a certain number of cases
that depend on an entirely different class of condi-
tions-upon what is called "local irritation," such
as decayed teeth, overstrained eyes, and the like.

THE NATURE OF NEURALGIA.

The exact nature of neuralgia has yet to be found
out, but there can be no doubt that it is some alter-
ation in the nerve-tracts. One circumstance there
is that is very suggestive. The neuralgic subject
is typically a thin subject. There are, of course,
exceptions to every rule, and there are to this.
Neuralgia does not occur in fairly stout people but
very rarely, and when it does we believe it can gen-
erally be traced to sone form -of "local irritation."
The striking fact remains that nearly all who suffer
from the disease are very insufficiently supplied
with fat, and fat is one of the most important ele-
ments in the structure of nerves. A nerve-fibre
consists of two essential parts-the axis-cylinder
and its sheath. The axis-cylinder is a long wire-
like structure continuous throughout the whole
length of the nerve-say, from the toes right up to
the brain. It is the active, sensitive, feeling part,
and it is along it that the nerve messages are
flashed. The sheath, or " white substance of
Schwann," is a thick fatty envelope wrapped round
the axis-cylinder in sections and comparable in its
nature to the protective insulating covering of a
telegraph wire. Now, when the fats of the body
generally are deficient it follows almost of neces-
sity that this fatty envelope of the nerves will be
deficient also. In other words, the sensitive axis-
cylinders will be deprived of their normal protec-
tive covering and left exposed to the sweet mercies
of colds and draughts. It is very significant in
connection with this that neuralgias do increase
with the onset of the cold weather, and that they
affect chiefly the face and head-the parts uncov-
ered by protecting clothes. Perhaps even more
significant still is the fact that, on the whole, the
most reliable and efficient remedy for neuralgia is
cod-liver oil.

THE TREATMENT OF NEURALGIA.

In treating neuralgia the pain has to be relieved
and the disease has to be cured. These are by no
neans the sane, and it is very important to bear
this fact clearly in mind. The pain must be re-
hlived as speedily as possible, and this is accom-
plished by the use of various nervine sedatives.
Such sedatives are, however, only temporary expe-
dients. They have no effect in preventing a return
of the disease, and, indeed, if injudiciously used,
they may have exactly the opposite effect. Before,
then, passi-g on to them it would be well ta con-
sider the really more important question of the cure
of the disease.

Put shortly, this is the correction of the causes
of the neuralgia. The body generally, and the
nervous system in particular, must be brought up
to the proper standard of vitality. For this pur-

pose, tonics, such as iron, arsenic and strychnine,
will be found valuable. The diet should be light,
but nourishing, and always taken at regular hours.
Plenty of sleep, fresh air, and out-of-door exercise
should be insisted upon. Lastly, cod-liver oil or
some preparation of it ought to be given, and its use
continued for a considerable period.

Of course, any morbid condition, such as dys-
pepsia or constipation, should be energetically
treated, and when there is any source of local irri-
tation it must be removed at once, if possible.

THE RELIEF OF THE PAIN.
Many drugs have been vaunted from time to time

as positive cures for the pains of neuraigia. As a
matter of fact, however, there is no one remedy
that is absolutely certain in its results. What has
been found excellent in one case will often be quite
useless in another and apparetly precisely similar
one. The obvious deduction, .then, is not to be
discouraged when, after a fair trial, one remedy has
failed, but simply to proceed to give another.
Amongst the external applications, belladonna, ac-
onite, and menthol are the most reliable, and as
examples of internal remedies that will be likely to
succeed we append a few formule which we have
found from practical experience to be useful:

Read at the Forty-first Annual Convention of the A. P. A.,
held in Chicago, August x5.

Oil of turpentine being classed with the volatile
oils, induced the writer to examine commercial pro-
ducts. According to the pharmacopia, we expect
a volatile oil distilled from turpentine, being a thin,
colorléss liquid, of a characteristic odor and taste,
becoming stronger and less pleasant by age and
exposure to air, and of a neutral or faintly acid re-
action.

Specific gravity, o.855 to 0.870. It is soluble in
6 parts of alcohol. Bromine and powdered iodine
act violently upon it. When brought in contact
with a mixture of nitric and sulphuric acids, it
takes fire. The British Pharmacopeia cites neither
specific gravity, solubility in alcohol, nor the effect
of bromine, iodine and acids. In its place we find
that turpentine commences to boil at about 320° F.
(160° C.), and distilling almost entirely below 3560
F. (180° C.), little or no residue remaining.

The French Codex is entirely wanting in speci-
fication. The German Pharmacopæia gives the
boiling point ranging from 15o" C. to 160° C.
Specific gravity, o.855 to o.865.

The general renarks quoted on the pharmaco-
peial requirements of oil of cloves apply to oil of
turpentine. Specific gravity may indicate the pre-
sence of considerable portions of adulterants, but
the adjustment of these is so carefully made that
the factor of specific gravity plays rather a non-im-
portant part.

The determination of the flash point, made to
conform to quasi legal and commercial require-
ments, is no factor for purity.

Qualitative tests for usual adulterants are not of
much value, owing to the varying character of the
adulterants.

A simple test for purity consists in floating a
watch crystal containing 5 c.c. of turpentine upon
boiling hot water for fifteen minutes ; a ponder-
able residue will indicate impurity. The residue
may be resin, petroleum or paraffin oils. As a
general practical test, the writer found it very con-
venient, but for absolute certainty of purity, the
test lacks definition. The only constant factor for
purity is the boiling point, which is usually ignored.
Pure oil of turpentine boils between 1560 C. and
1620 C., and distils completely be'ow 1800 C. The
writer examined some twenty samples of the com-
mercial article and was able to differentiate the
products of three classes.

Specific gravity varied between 0.82 and o.865
at 15° C.

Solubility in alcohol varied between 1.5 to 6;
bromine and iodine and acids gave characteristic
reactions.

Boiling point showed great differences, ranging
from 460 C. to 500 C.; 1080 C. tO 1350 C.; 130° C.
to 1390 C.

The samples were submitted to fractional distil-
lations, the results forming the following classifica-
tion :

The low boiling points and 3pecific gravity indi-
cate petroleum benzine, and the mixture is proba-
bly obtained by distilling turpentine and petroleum
benzine, and increasing the specific gravity-by the
addition of resin oil.

The temperature of 165° C. was reached, the
same remained constant and then gradually de-
creased to 158° C. ; then gradually increased again
to 166" C., remaining constant, to be followed again
with an increase in temperature to 1689 C.

This gradual increase in temperature, to be fol-
lowed by a gradual depression in temperature equal
to the maximum temperature of the preceding
fraction, took place in every fraction. Thus the
following temperatures were noted in the succeed-
ing fractions : 1720 C. to .170° C. to 172° C. to 1660
C.; 175 0 C. very gradual rise to 193 9 C., then de-
flecting to 190° C. - 1920 C. - 186° C. - 188° C. to
166° C., gradual rise to 202° C. to 196° C. to 2040
C. ta 208° C. to 206° C. - 208° C., remaining con-
stant, then increasing 216° C. to 2230 C. to 216° C.

0 C. to 2180 C. to 228° C., gradually rising again
tO 2350 C., remaining constant.

The residue remaining being exceedingly disa-
greeable in odor, like that of pyridine, very limpid
but dark colored.

The compound is in all probability a mixture ob-
tained by distillation of bituminous shale, to which
a small percentage of turpentine is added.

Some of the fractions were again distilled into
fractions of constant boiling point and submitted to
special tests, but the writer failed to get results
more positive than those obtained by first fractions.

Owing to the complex nature of commercial hy-
drocarbon oils, this.is not surprising, for the deter-
mination of exact constituents is exceedingly diffi-
cult, and approximation to the truth is all that can
be desired. This is best accomplished by frac-
tional distillation and examining the fractions; de-
termining color, odor, specific gravity. Special
tests are not of much service, for certain fractions
with constant boiling point may contain isomeric
hydrocarbons of the same series, as well as mem-
bers of isologous seiies, which would necessarily
vitiate the results. Thus the amount of bromine
or iodine assimilated can not be taken as the equi-
valent of a special member of any hydrocarbon se-'
ries, since the contribution must come from several
sources In like mariner the treatment with acids
and alkali cani not be considered a factor for differ-
entiation, for their effect may or may not have been
dissipated in the treatment of the raw material.
The treatment of the raw material with acids, and
subsequent neutralization, gives rise to products of
oxidation of different characteristics, and of vari-
able proportion, depending upon temperature and
quantity of mass.

Data of distillation of raw material of known

source must furnish the characteristics of the con-
stituents contained therein, and these alone canbe
considered indicative of source and be subject to
comparison.

Cheap Tooth Brushes Dangerous.
An operation for appendicitis. upon a patient

living in New York revealed the fact that the disor-
der was due to the presence of tooth brush bristles.
" Cheap tooth brushes," remarked the Albany sur-
geon who had charge of the case, "eare responsible
for many obscure throat, stomach, and intestinal
ailments. The bristles are only glued on, and
come off by the half dozen when brought in con-
tact with the teeth."

Strychnine as an Animal-Pest Destroyer.
Thousands of ounces of strychnine are annually

used on the Pacific coast and in the far western
States by agriculturists for killing squirrels, etc.
There are indications that this promiscuous use of
such enormous quantities of poison will soon begin
to affect the vegetation, and bring about the ex-
tinction of animals not intended to be extermi-
nated.

AN interesting case of scientific presence of
mind was reported from Sag Harbor, N.Y.,recently.
Flora Sterling, five years old, a daughter of Dr.
Sterling, drank'from a bottle labelled citrate of
magnesia, and immediately began to scream with
pain. Her father came, and soon discovered that
she had really drunk a solution of oxalic acid. Not
a moment was to be lost, and looking about for an
antidote, he found one in the whitewash of the
wall. Scraping some of the lime into his hand he
threw it into a glass of water and poured the mix-
ture down the child's throat. The antidote at once
took effect, the pain was alleviated and mucilagin-
ous drinks were afterwards administered to cool
the throat.
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ANNUAL MEETING OF THE AMERICAN
PHARMACEUTICAL ASSOCIATION,

(Frorm our Special Representative at Chicago during the
Convention.)

The forty-first annual meeting of the A. P. A.
opened at 3 P. Mt. on August 14th in the Memorial
Art Institute, Chicago, about .oo members and
delegates from State associations being in attend-
ance. The first general session was held in the
Hall of Washington, the stage being occupied by
the officers of the society, Dr. Peabody, Chief of
the Liberal Arts Department of the Exposition,
and others.

Shortly after the hour announced for the open-
ing, Professor Remington, president, called the
meeting to order and announced that, owing to
the absence of Professor Maisch, the permanent
secretary, it would be necessary to appoint a secre-
tary and that he had selected Dr. Whelpley, of St.
Louis. to fill the position. The president then in-
troduced Dr. Peabody who had been chosen to
welcome the association to Chicago.

Dr. Peabody, in an eloquent address, welcomed
the society to the present Hub of the Uniuerse,
sketching the value of the World's Fair from an
educational standpoint and enumerating the mar.y
arts and sciences which already had been repre-
sented in these halls and the value of the delibera-
tions which had taken place there towards the
general improvement of mankind.

President Remington then called upon A. P.
Preston, of Portsmouth, N. H , first vice-president
of the association, to reply on behalf of the asso-
ciation.

Mr. Preston, in the name of the association,
heartily thanked Dr. Peabody for the welcome ex-
tended to them. He said the association held its
meeting this year in Chicago for three reasons.
Firstly, to bring together the largest gathering of
pharmacists the world had ever seen ; secondly, to
enable its members to see the World's Fair;
thirdly, to allow them to see something of that
western enterprise of which they had heard so
much. Mr. Preston said that after seeing the west
he felt prouder than ever of the great country of
which it formed a part, and he was sure, judging
from the hospitable manner in which they had been
received, that the members would carry away with
them most pleasant recollections of their visit to
Chicago, which he was sure, would be one of the
most profitable and enjoyable in the history of the
society.

Vice-President Watson now took the chair, and
President Remington proceeded to read his annual
address, the reading of which was frequently inter-
rupted with applause, especially when referring to
the committee on revision of the pharmacopæia.
The president prefaced his address by referring to
'he fact that this was the second time the associa-
tion had met in Chicago, their first visit having
been made in 1869 The World's Fair and
World's Congress of Pharmacists had combined to

bring.together a large assemblage of pharmacists,
and the benefits to be derivéd from the delibera-
tions of the one and the examiniation of the ,pther
could not be too highly valued. It was also grat-
ifying to see present, for the first timie, delegates
from the American Medical Society-a proof that
the professions of pharmacy and medicine were
gradually coming together upon common ground
where both could labor for their mutual benefit. It
was to be hoped that one resùlt of this might be
the establishment of a joint commission for the ad-
vancement of needed legislation towards the re-
striction of the practice of medicine and pharmacy
to those who are qualified for the exerrise of such
responsible duties. If such a joint commission
were established it would undoubtedly take a
prominent part in the organization of the joint
committee appointed for the revision of the phar-
macopeia. It must be a source of great grati-
fication to all that, for the last thirty years,
a majority of this committee has been pharma-
cists. As one of the events of the year, the
publication of the pharmacopeia has just been an-
nounced, and he was sure he only voiced the sen-
timents of the association in tendering hearty con-
gratulations to the committee on revision upon the
completion of their arduous task. He had just re-
ceived from Dr. Rice, chairman of the committee,
the first copy of the pharmacopæia which had seen
daylight. In glancing through its pages the first
noticeable change will be the substitution of " parts
by weight," by "solids by weight," and "liquids
by measure," thé metric system having been
adopted as the most rational and simple manner
in which to express the commensurabity of the
units so affected. Upon the title page of the new
pharmacopœia appears for the first time, " Official
after January 1, 1894," and the issue of the book
at this time will permit it to be in the hands of
every pharmacist before the date at which it be-
comes official. As regards standardization, the
only drugs, the preparations of which are standard-
ized are opium, cinchona, and nux vomica. The
revision tests and definitions of chemicals have
been thorough and laborious- Volumetric replace
the gravimetric methods wherever possible, thus
simplifying the testing of the pharmacopeial chem-
icals.

The president then referred to the number of
new synthetical remedies now flooding the market,
and drew attention to the fact that none of the
trade-marked preparations had been admitted by
the revision committee.

On the conclusion of the address, Mr. Kirch-
gasser moved that it be referred to a committee of
three for consideration.

The secretary of the council, G. M. Kennedy,
read the council's report, and ztated that, in accor-
dance with a resolution passed at the last meeaing,
the names. of applicants for membership would be
posted in a conspicuous place in the hall, so that
they might be examined and objections, if any, of-
fered before acceptance.
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I wa, uvE b> Mr. Zv.c.k Lhat the chair ap-
point a committee of three to draft a resolution of
sympathy with Prof. John M. Maiscli in his present
serious illness and to express the deep regret felt in
losing his valuable services. Dr. Hoffmann and
Messrs. Zwick and Ebert were appointed on this
committee.

The president then introduced Mr. Michael
Carteighe, presidt nt of the British Pharmaceutical
Society. Mr. Carteiglie said lie was disappointed
to hear that Prof. Maisch was unable to be pre-
sent, as he had a little surprise in store for him,
namely, that lie had in his pocket the Hanbury
medal which had been awarded to him by the
committee appointed for that purpose, under the
terns of the trust deed, this committee beiuig com-
posed of the president of the Linean Society, the
president of the Chemical Society the president of
the British Pharmaceutical Society, the president
of the British Pharmaceutical Conference, and one
pharmaceutical chemîist appointed by the two lat-
ter; and although he felt ·. a perhaps it was wrong
for him to announce this fact now, lie thought un-
der the circumstanceq lit would be the proper thing
for him to do. The Hanbury medal was a great
honor, and Prof. Maisch vas a fitting successor to
such men as Fluckige., Dragendorff, John Ellwood
Howard, Planchon, and Hesse. In making this
award of the trustees, lie was charged by the mem-
bers of the Pharmaceutical Society of Great Britain
to convey their congratulations to this distinguished
Anerican pharmacist, Prof. Mfaisch.

Mr. Carteighe r, viewed the condition of phar-
macy in Great Britain and the United States, mak-
ing a plea for higher scientific education and an
enforced curriculum, and forcing upon the public
the fact that pharmacy was a profession and not
merely a mercantile occupation. In conclu-
sion, lie said: "What is wanted in pharmacy,
as the president had said. is not that every phar-
macist should be a highly trained and highly
skilled synthetic and aialytical chemist, for that is
not necessary or even essential, but it is necessary
and essential that every pharmacist should know
something of the methods by which the weapons he
uses in the cure of disease and under the advice of
the physician are constructed ard to be able to as-
certain, by proper chemical processes, that they are
what they profess to be. If every man so educated
insists in his own neighborhood that proper remu-
neration for his services be given, I believe that in
the old country and here that before long the pub-
lic will respect every one of us and will pay us for
our services professionally."

Mr. Lord, delegate frorn the National Wholesale
Drug Association, then addressed the associatiou,
stating that the organization which he represented
was in hearty sympathy with the aims of the A P.
A., and wished the association every success in its
commercial section.

The secretary then read the following reports by
title:

Prof. Fennel moved that the thanks of the asso-
ciation be extended to Dr. Rice and the commit-
tee of revision of the pharmacopœia for the presen-
tation of the U. S. P. to American pharmacy, and
pledging the members to endorse the sentiments
expressed by President Remington and make the
U. S. P. the standard from Maine to California.
Carried.

A recess of flue minutes was then taken in order
that delegates from the differeit States might select
their representatives for the nominating committee.

SECOND GENERAL SESSION.

President Remington called the meeting to or-
i der at io a. m. Tuesday. The first business was
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AN APOLOGY.
In the New York Medical Journal, January 28th, 1893, appeared an article by William

A. Hammond, entitled: -'On Certain Organic Extracts, their Preparation, and Physiological
and Therapeutical Effects."

While the record of this author is not one calculated to inspire respect for any opinions
that might be advanced by him, yet we were led to accept fully his statements and deductions
because of quasi-indorsement by the editor of the above namedjournal.

Being actuated by a desire to keep abreast of the times, and without any thought or
intent of injustice to anyone, we began experimentation regarding the production of so-called
"l Cerebrine," and other animal extracts, referred to in the foregoing paper. • As a result, we
were speedily convinced that their manufacture could be completed, without any detriment
to the substances themselves, in a much less period of time than that claimed by Dr. Hani-
mond; and, consequently, later we announced our ability to supply " Cerebrin."

Soon after, we were surprised to receive a letter from Dr. Hammond claiming sole proprie-
torship of the word "Cerebrine " which, too, had been duly trademarked, and announcing
that "The Columbia Chemical Co. are alone authorized by me to handlz the extracts made
by my processes, and that all are made in my own laboratory, under my own supervision."

Other papers laudatory of " Animal Extracts," and presenting the same general claims,
appeared in many other medical journals besides numerous lay puplications-thereby demon-
strating the fact that the first named article was written and published (as evidenced by Dr.
Hammond's own statements) for the sole benefit of the Columbia Chemical Co., of which he
(Dr. Hammond) is President and a large share holder.

Subsequently Dr. Hammond widely disseminated througb the mails and by publication
in the New England Medical Monthly (Dr. Wile) a circular over his own signature, not only
attacking us unjustly, but in a manner most scurrilous and unbecoming to an officer, a pro-
fessional man or a gentleman. He also threatened us, through his attorneys in New York,
with dire penalties if we did not cease the sale of the articles.

The development of the fact that the paper in the New York MedicalJouirnal was written
and published for mercenary purposes led us to doubt the statements of the author of the
article, and incidentally we were induced to have the value of " Cerebrine " as manufactur< d
by Hammond, and "C- rebrin" as made .by ourselves, therapeutically and physiologically
tested. As a result, we are now convinced that both "lCerebrine" (Hammond) and I'Cere-
brin " (P. D. & Co.) will not respond to )r Hamrrond's claims.

The secretary was then instructed to cast affir-
mative ballots for the above, who were then de-
clared duly elected.

Mr. Sheprard, on behalf of the committee on
time and place of next meeting, reported that three
places had been presented for consideration :
Asheville, N. C., Hot Springs, Ark., and Denver,
Col., and that the committee has decided in favor
of Hot Springs and fixed the time for the first Mcn
day in June, 1894.

Mr. Watson moved in amendment that Ashe-
ville be substituted for Hot Springs.

J. E. Morrison moved in amendment, seconded
by S. Lachance, that the convention meet in Mont-
real.

After a lengthy debate, in which the claims of
the rival cities were set forth by their representa-
tives, a vote was taken by which it was decided
to hold the next convention at Asheville, N. C.

Dr. Hoffnan presented the report of the con-
mittee appointed to draft resolutions of sympathy
to be sent to Prof. Maisch, which were unanimous-
ly adopted.

Treasurer Sheppard presented his report, which
showed the finances of the association to be in a
flourishing condition.

Several other reports were received and also in-
vitations from Armour & Co. and the Illinois Col-
lege of Pharmacy to visit their respective establish-
ments, and also from Merck & Co, extending the
hospitalities of the Merck building at the World's
Fair to the visiting pharmacists.

The meeting then adjourned.

SECTION ON SCIENTIFIC PAPERS.

This section met in hall 22 of the Art Palace
Tuesday afternoon. Prof. C. T. P. Fennell, chair-

man. The chairman in his opening address noted
the great progress which had been made in chem-
istry and pharmacy, and the prominent position
taken by American pharmacists in the advances
thus made.

After the nomination of officers for the ensuing
year, Prof. Sayre read a very interesting paper on
"Composition of Taraxacum root at different sea-
sons of the year,» which was followed by " Labora-
tory Notes," by Prof. E. L. Patch. Prof. Hall-
berg's paper on "Beef Extracts " created quite a
discussion as the different extracts examined were
mentioned by name, which some of the members
thought the association would not be justified in
doing, as it would be used as an advertisement by
the firm whose extract was shown to be the best,
while others thought that one of the duties of the
association was to expose frauds, and if certain
beef extracts on the market were not up to the
standard they should be exposed.

Prof. Good moved that Prof. Hallberg be re-
quested to designate the extracts by numbers,
which was carried.

Mr. Henry S Wellcome, of London, then pre-
sented a paper on "An improved form of supposi-
tories and bougies," which was followed by one on
" Atomic Weights," by Prof. Henrich's and one on
"Bougies," by N. Pritzker.

The section then adjourned till 8 p. m.

SECOND SESSION.

The second .session opened at 8 p. m., the first
business taken up being the election of officers,
Prof. Sayre being elected chairman and C. M.
Ford secretary of the section

After which Prof. Trimble, of Philadelphia, read
a paper " On the preparation of oak tannins with
reference to the special use of acetone as a sol-
vent," and also exhibed a number of these tannins.
This paper showed evidences of a great amount of
work, and is a continuation of the investigations
on tannin yielding drugs which has made the
author famous

Prof. Lloyd read a paper on "Caulophylline"
in which he announces the isolation for the first
time of a definite crystallic principle from the root
of caulophyllum thalictroides, an alkaloid the exis-
tence of which bas been suspected, but never
clearly proved to exist till recently. This was fol-
lowed by Profs. Caspari and Dohme's paper on
" The value of Titration with Volumetric Acid
Solution as a means of assaying alkaloidal drugs."

J.E . Morrison read a paper on " Canadian Pot-
ash," by Prof. T. D. Reed, and also a supplemen-
tary note on the same subject in extension of Prof.
Recd's paper, and exhibited an assayed sample of
" first sorts " Canadian potash. The discussion on
these papers was taken part in by Profs. Lloyd,
Eccles, Fennell, Mrs. Miner and J. E. Morrison.
Prof. Lloyd stated that owing to the decrease in
manufacture and quality of American potash, users
would be compelled to go to Canada for their sup-
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plies, and that tie Canadian potash was of a higli
standard and frece fromi adulterants.

Mr. Morrison slowed the vigilance with which
this trade is guarded by the Governnict and the
rigidity of the inspection as regards quality, size of
the caslýs and penalties for infringement.

The next papers werc " Change of volume whcn
liquids of.different densities ave imixed," by Wilbur
S. Scoville. " The value of the pharmacopæial
tests for oil of cloves," by Prof. Fennel, " Refract-
oieters," hy Prof. Edwvards, "A microscopical
and analytical study of coca leaves," by A. R. L.
Dohme, " Commercial varieties of opium," by A.
R. .. Dlohie, "l lydrastis canadensis," by F. A.
Thomson, " Contributions to the literature of
strychnia determinatioi," by J. I. Nagelvoort.(the
two latter froi the analytical laborate of Parkc,
Davis & Co.), and several others.

'hie installation of oflicers was then proceedcd
with, after which the section adjourned, to mleet in
Asieville in Septemîber, 1 S9 4.

On Wedncsday the members spent the day at
the exposition, and in the evening assemnbled at the
Casino, wlere a banquet had been prepared fci
their delectation by the druggists of Chicago.
After discussing the good things provided, while
listcning to the dulcet strains of the Schnoll or-
chestra, the following toasts were proposed : " The
American Pliarmaccutical Association," responded
to by Prof. Remington. " The International P'har-
iaceutical Coigrcssc,'' Michael Carteigh. " The
Illinois Pharniaceutical Association," Dr. H. Lee
Hatch. "The Pliarniaccutical Schools," Prof.

SECTloN ON UnARMACEUTICAL EDUCATION AND

LEGISI.ATtIN.
This section was called to order at 9 a. m. on

Thursday by Dr. Eccles, chairnian.
The chairnan, in his address, reviewed the his-

tory of pharnmacy laws in the Unitcd States, and
ug-ed upon the State delegates to look into thleir
laws, and where in need of change to have them
changed.

On motion of Prof. Sayre, the address ras re-
ferred to a committee of threce for consieeration.
The next paper was one by S. M. Colcord, of Do-
ver, Mass., on the " History of American Phar-
macy frani colonial ti.ues down to the present day."

Nominations of officers for the section being the
ncxt business, Prof Sayre nominated Dr. Eccles,
and as there was no dissenting voice he was de-
clared re-cected. Mr. L. C. Hogan was e-elected
secretary.

After the readmig oi papers was resuied, Prof.
W. Sinion read an interesting article on "' The re-
lationsliîp between gas volumes and molecular
veights," which vas followed by oue by Dr. Starke,
" Why do so nany pharniacists forsake their pro-
fession for the study and practice of iedicine ? "

Mr. Carteighe was asked to give his views on edu-
cation and legislation, and in reply stated that lie
favored registration, but lie would insist on theo-
retical training being of a high standard. ie did
not telieve that the condition or the drug trade
was being lowered ; lie had found that in large
cities cducated people respccted the pliarmarîcist,
and the amiîouint of respect received froi the gene-
ral public is exactly wlat the plarmîacist carns for
iimîself by lis knowledge, and if lie honorably car-
ries on his business with refined professional feel-
ing lie Will be as nmucli respectcd as the physicinn.
After a numîber of other papers liad beei read,
Prof lHallberg presented the following motion :

Resolved,-That the following conditions for
graduation shall determiine wlhat constitutes recog-
nized colleges of pharnacy : First, twenty-onc
years ; second, experience in pharmiacy four years,
including tine at college ; third, two courses of at
least six nonths aci extending over more than
one year.

This motion reccived a grcat deal of discussion,
and on motion of Mr. Sheppard was rcferred to a
conmittee for consideration.

At the afternoon session Secretary L. C. Hogan
read his annual report on education and legisla-
tion, whicli was rcccived and referred to the con-
nittee on publication.

Dr. Bowker, of Boston, had forwarded a paper
on " Legislation in Plarmacy," in whiclh lie recon-
mended the abolition of al] pharmacy laws, but as
lie was not a ncimber lis paper was rejcctcd.

A nunber of otier papers by Mrs. Upton. W.
Bodeman, Profs. Dolhne and Simon, and others,
and after the election of officers the section ad-
journed.

SECTION ON COSMMERCIAL INTERESTS
ivas called to order at S p. ni. Thursday by W. H.
Torbet. chairmîan, and in the absence of the secre-
tary, A. Bassett, of Detroit, Mrs. M. O. Miner, of
Hiawatha, Kansas, was requested to act as secre-
tary. Mr. Torbert, in his address, reviewed the
commercial standinig of the trade and the condi-
tion of the tripartite plan for the prevention of cut-
ting, in which le stated that the agreement made
at Montreal lias not been enforced by the whole-
salers, and reconinended that the A. P. A. scnd a
delegate te the N. W. D. A. convention at De-
troit, Who, with the delegate froin the Inter-State
League, would endeavor to force the N. W. D. A.
to execute tlieir part of the plan. Mr. Bodeman
noved that a committee for this purpose be ap-
pointed.

Mr. Alpers moved that, although custom com-
pelled retailers to carry and sell so-called patent
niedicines, that they should do all in their power to
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discourage the sale of such unscientific prepara
tions, and in their places to offer and to seIl pre.
parations compotnded by thenselves, and also
that .we disapprove of all plans based upon con-
tracts to regulate the price of patents.

After a lengthy discussion this motion was laid
on the table.

After the nomination and election of officers the
section adjourned.

FINAL (GENERAL SESSION.

On Saturday at 1o a. n. the final general session
of the association was held in the Art Palace.

H. M. Whitney, of Boston, presented the report
of the committee appointed to consider the presi-
dent's address.

Tie president then anînounced that the lan-

ENGLAND.
(Fron outi owh Correspondent.)

The meeting of the British Medical Association
which lias just taken place at Newcastle-on-Tyne
lias proved an unqualified success. Nearly one
thousand rmedical men registered their names as
present at the various sections and the excursions,
which are by no means the least attractive items to
the visitors, took place in favorable weather. It is,
perhaps, a little extraordinary that ail these scienti-
fic reunions are organized on what might cynically
be termed a "picnic" basis. But the fact remains
that fron the British Association for the Advance-
ment of Science down to thé Pharmaceutical Con-
ference, ail these meetings owe most of their suc-
cess to the excursion part of the programme. To
pharmacists the annual meeting of the doctors is
principally interesting as the birthplace of new
drugs and preparations. A museuni of foods,
drugs, etc., is always arranged in close proximity
to the reception rooms, and most of the wholesale
druggists and manufacturing chemists take the op-
portunity of exhibiting their specialties. During
recent years it lias been rather humiliating to find
that the majorty sof the new and improved addi-
tions to pharmacy have cone from the United
States, whilst the fine chemicals and recent addi-
tions to materia niedica hailed from Germany,
This year there were several notable exceptions.
First of ail, the credit for the most tastefully-de-
signed exhibits must rest between Messrs. Open-
heimer and Mr. Mellin of Infants' Food fame. In
each case the lavish display of choice flowers and
exotic palms was a welcome relief ta the stereo-
typed form of exhibition.

Amongst the novelties to be seen was a rectified
opium, prepared according to a patent which elim-
inates narcotine from the crude opium by macera-
tion in a mixture of chloroform, benzole and ether.
A combination of reduced iron, pepper, sait and
pepsine which, under a fancy title, has been intro-
duced for administration with food as a condi-
ment, A chemical food, containing no sugar and
free from astringency and almost tasteless, pre-
pared with neutral calcium chloride and ferrate of
ammonium. Strontium salts, free from barium,
compounds, and syrups and liquors prepared from
them. Sulphur candles, without wicks, evidently
manufactured with the addition of nitre. Amongst
antiseptic preparations there were numerous com-
pounds similar to Jeye's creolin and also others
having .perchloride of mercury as the germicide
basis.

Messrs. Parke, Davis & Co. had a full liie of
their well-known specialties, and their iePsin asep-
tic was given considerable prominence. Messrs.
Warner & Co. had a very attractive but small dis-
play of their sugar-coated pills. Messrs. John
Wyeth & Bro. also exhibited digestive ferments
and compressed goods with good effect.

The actual amount of business done with the
medical men at these exhibitions is practically nil.
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But although orders are not frequently booked, the
doctors are very fond of a tour of inspection, and
accompanied with enquiries, whilst they are posi-
tively omniverous for samples.

The question so recently raised in TEu MONT-
REAL PHARMACEUTICAL JOURNAL, as'to the phar-
macopoeial standard for the Dominion, has re-
ceived varying comments on this side of the At-
lantic There is some considerable feeling here
in favor of the B. P., whilst the journals of the
United States naturally urge the advantages of
their neighborhood and the U. S. P. By the edi-
torial in your June issue it is quite evident that the
B. P. is a legal standard, although the Dominion
" Adulteration Act " also mentions the U. S. P. as
a standard, but ajier the B. P. It is not too much
to suppose that the intention of the legislature was
to legalize the B. P. as the standard in cases where
the drugs, etc., which occur in it are sold, whilst if
the article be only in the U. S. P., it would natu-
rally have to answer the requirements of that phar-
macopæia. The argument of your contemporaiy,
the American Druggist, that because the A. P. A.
is not called the United States Pharmaceutical As-
sociation, therefore the U. S. P. should apply to
Canada, is a trifle far-fetched.

Ail pharmacists will be pleased to hear that the
Hanbury gold medal of the Pharniaceutical So-
ciety of Great Britain bas been awarded to Pro-
fessor J. M. Maisch. This is the first time that the
medal has crossed the Atlantic. It was designed
as a memorial of the late Daniel Hanbury, F.R.S.,
whose knowledge of drugs, their history and prop-
erties, was unsurpassed by any other leading scien-
tist of his day. The former recipients are Dragen-
dorff, Hesse, Howard, Planchon and Brady. Mr.
Michael Carteighe, president of the society, has
been commissioned to bear the medal to the Con-
gress at Chicago, where the presentation to Profes-
sor Maisch will be made.

Business during the past month has been very
quiet and both retail and wholesale traders cor.-
plain of the stagnation in the drug trade. The se-
vere drought has adversely affected the Mitcham
crops of lavender, peppermint, chamomile and rose-
mary. Cholera, which bas been expected by doc-
tors, druggists and the general public, bas fortu-
nately not visited our shores in spite of the pro.
phetic announcements of continental authorities.
There has been, however, quite an epidemic of
snmmer diarrhœa, princip-illy anong children. The
treatment now usually adopted in these cases is
small doses of carbolic acid or perchloride of mer-
cury, although astringents, as logwood or acetate of
lead, are relied upon by many. Tincture of coto
bark, although exploited by the Royal College of
Physicians as a remedy for the early stage of chol-
era and dysentery, has had little or no enquiry.
The preparation of an elegant and effective prepar-
ation for these complaints is still a desideratum.
Amongst the nev remedies, salol is increasing in
favor, and dulcin, a derivative of urea, appears

lkely to rival saccharisi as a sweetening agent.
Carbonate of guaiacol is being tried at several of
the London hospitals in cases of typhoid fever, and
quaiacol puie is employed in phthisical affections.
The recent rush to organic animal extracts is dy-
ing down, and the use of the thyroid gland of the
sheep in myxœdema is not extending for the sini-
ple reason that the disease is very rare.

NOTES ON THE BRITISH PHARMACEUTI-
CAL CONFERENCE.

At the British Pharmaceutical Conference,
among the papers of greatest practical interest was
one by Messrs. Farr and Wright on the standard-
ization of the alkaloidal tinctures of the British
Pharmacopceia, in which they recommend the re-
duction of the alcohol strength of most of the alka-
loidal tinctures in the B. 1., and also the change of
process from macero-percolation to that of continu-
ous percolation. In their opinion such tinctures
as nux vomica could be made from a concentrated
standardized fluid by dilution with the requisite
menstrunm and give better results than the present
cumbersome method of making a standardized
solid extract and then dissolving it.

Mr. Conroy, F. C. S., finds the sp. gr. of sandal-
ivood oil distilled from Mysore wood, under his
own supervision, to be .9758. He states that the
specific gravity given in the British Pharmacopeia
is about .960 too low, and should be raised to a
minimum of .972 at 6o0 F.

E. J. Parry, B. Sc., and P. A. Estcourt, A. 1. C.,
find a large percentage of the beeswax of English
commerce to be adulterated with paraffin, stearic
acid, rosin, spermaceti and carnauba wax, in addi-
tion to such bodies as gypsum, ochre and sulphur.

Easton's syrup and the perennial question of its
gelatinization evolves a paper from R. Wright, who
proposes to reduce the quantity of acid and thus
prevent the crystallization. His formula is as fol-
lows:

Iron wire.................... 75 grs
Phosphoric acid,.1.50.......... i fd. drms
Strychnine in powder.... .. .. .. 5 grs
Phosphate of quinine., ....... .120 grs
Simple syrup................ 13 fd. oz
Distilled water, a sufficient quantity.

Place the iron wire and the acid, previously diluted
with an equal bulk of water, in a small flask, plug
the neck with cotton wool, and heat gently until
the reaction is complete ; then add the strychnine
and the phosphate of quinine, and shake till dis-
solved ; filter the solution into the syrup and add
distilled water to make one pint.

Edmund White, B. Sc., F. I. C., read an inter-
esting paper on the pharmacy of the thyroid gland,
various preparations of which are now being used
in the treatment of myxedema. The gland may
be used finely minced and mixed with wine or
other flavorng agent. It may also be given slightly
grilled or in the form of glycerin extract, the pre
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cipitate produced by absolute alcohol, the gly-
cerin extract, or the precipitate produced by forma-
tion of calcium phosphate in the glycerin extract.
'lhe glycerin extract, whicli lias becn used with

very good results, is prepared as follows:
Thyroid glands ................ 6
Glycerin.......................
Chiorofori, water, of each ........ /14 oz

Slice Ie loles and rub theni in a mortar with one-
fourth tleir weight of fragments of glass. until they
are thoroughly disintegrated. 'Tien add half a
fluid ounce of glycerin and thc sane quantity of
chlorofor water, and miacerate 24 lours. Ex-
press throngl linen and niake up to 12 111uid
drachis by the addition of equal parts glycerin
and chloroforni water. Twenty iniims of this
product are equivalent to one-sixth of a gland.

John C. Uniey reports thle results of his exami-
nation of African copaiba, and lie finds thiat
although there are soie dif'erences between it and
the South Anierican article, still it is substantially
the sane therapeutically. Mr. E. 1-arry Fenwick,
F. R. C. S., who bas cilnically tested it, finds that it
is not quite as potent, but lias a pleasanter taste
and is better liked tlan the South American
copabias.

THE PREPARATION OF THE OAK TAN-
NINS, WITH SPECIAL REFERENCE TO
THE USE OF ACETONE AS A SOL-
VENT.

'lie usual niethod for preparing a tannin froi a
substance as rich as iutgalls, or containinig from
6c to 7o per cent. of the astringent principle, is to
extract with a mixture of alcohol and ether, or,
w'hat aimounts to the saie thing, official ether, sp.
gr. c. 7 5c. When, howcver, the material is an oak
bark, contaiining fromî 4 to 15 per cent. of tainiin,
the choice of a proper solvent becoies a more dif-
ticult iatter.

During the past year a number of experiients
have becn made on oak bark with a view of deter-
iiiiiing the most satisfactory solvent for the tannin.
Th, following are especially worthy of considera-
ti.11 :

i. Oificial ether sp. gr. 9.750, which is equiva-
hliti to a mixture of alcoliol and ether.

2.\c tic ether.
3. Water.
.1. Acetone.
Tnce greatest objections to ether are its expenîse

and Ile slowness of its solvent action, which con-
zume time as well as a large amount of nienstrui.

Acetic ether is a much better solvent, and the
expense is the chief difficulty in the way of its use.

Water is slow in its solvent action ; this, how-
ever, is in part overcome by long niaceration and
slow percolation. The tannin nust be separated

froi the resulting aqucous solution, cither by agi-
tatiça with acetic ether or by precipitation with
lead acetate. In the latter process it w'as found
possible at a considerable sacrifice of oak bark to
procure a quantity of light tannin by precipitating
one-half of the aqueous percolate and then filter-
ing. 'Thie tiltrate w'as very liglt in color, and vas
cither evaporated under reduced pressure and sub.
mîitted to further purification to be described hcre-
after, or it was agitated with acetic ether, and,
after reioval of the latter solvent, purified in the
same imainer.

Apart fromI te slowness of this process, the
yie'ld of tannin after purification was always small
wlien water was used as a solvent.

Within the past few years acetone lias appeared
in commerce in a nearly pure form. Its solvent ac-
tion lias beei suggestcd for several plant princi-
pies, but thus far little, if any, reference has been
made to its use as a solvent for tannin, although
there is good reason for believing that some mainu-
facturers are using it for the extraction of nutgalls.
It is cheaper than ether, but more cxpcnsive tlian
alcoliol. It is a better solvent of tannin than
cither of these, and extracts the tannin with less
sugar and other carbohydrates, bccause of its poor
solvcnt power over these. Its low boiling point,
56-5', renders its rccovery e-'sy and rapid, without
danger of decomposition to the tanniu.

From a saiiple of powdered nutgalls, conimer-
cial etler extracted 59- 77 per cent. of solids, while
acetone extractcd 62.24 per cent. of the same.

'lie following process, after somne prelimîîinary
experiments, lias been devised and thus far proven
satisfaczory :

The powdered oak bark was well moistened with
acetone packed in a glass percolator, and the men-
struum poured on until it commînenced to drop
from the lower orifice, whien the latter was closed
with a cork, and the bark allowed to niacerate for
forty-eiglit hours. Enougli of the solvent was
poured on before iaceration commenced to keep
a thin layer of it above the drug. A glass plate
snieared witli petrolatuni was kept on top the per-
colator to prevent evaporation. At the expiration
of the iaceration period the stopper was remnoved
and the percolation continued rapidly until the
nuiber of liters ot percolate amounted to one-
lalf the number of kilograns of oak bark used.
The latter was tlen usually found to have been
cxhausted. In1 soie ilstatices a nunmber 20 pow-
der, in others a number 40 powder, was used. In
every case the acetone rapidly penetrated the drug
and accomplislied complete exhaustion. The ace-
tone was renoved by distillatiou, the first portion
on a water bath, under ordinary conditions, but
the last portions by tle additional aid of reduced
pressure. The residual product was a dark red or
brown seni-solid extract. Thîs was warmed with
water until nearly all of it dissolved. After cool-
ing the whole was filtered and the clear filtrate was
diluted with water as long as precipitation took
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place. This dilution separated much of the anhy-
drides. The filtrate from these was of a clear red
colur and yielded no further precipitate on the ad-
dnicn uf water. It was agitated successively with
acetic ether. The acetic ether portions were
nixed and the solvent recovered by distillation un-
der reduced pressure, which yielded the tannin in
a porous or " puffed up " condition. The product
was then treated with cold water, and, after filtra-
tion, was again separated by agitation with acetic
ether. This process was continually repeated until
the tannin was readily and completely soluble in
water. The tannin then possessed considerable
odor of acetic ether, which was removed by solu-
tion in official ether, Sp. gr., 0.75o, and, after filter-
ing clear, distilling off the solvent under reduced
pressure. The product was then digested with ab-
solute ether, which dissolved the small amounts of
adhering resin and crystalline principles which oc-
cur along with it in the bark or result from decom-
position when working it, and the tannin remained
behind nearly pure, and readily and completely
soluble in water

This process was carried out on barks from the
following species of oaks : Quercus alba, Q. coc·
cinea and its variety tinctoria, Q. falcata, Q. oal-
ustris, Q. primis, Q. bicolor, Q. stellata, Q. phelbes,
and Q. rubra. It was found in some cases that by
dissolving the acetone residue in a mixture of four
parts water and one part alcohol, instead of water
alone, that there was less formation of anhydrides.

A few trials were made with a modification of
the purification process in which the first acetic
ether residue was dissolved in water and filtcred
through a freshly prepared lead compound ob-
tained by precipitating a portion of the aqueous so-
lution of the bark with lead acetate.

In some instances the resulting filtrate was nearly
colorless, but the lcss of tannin was such as not to
warrant the adoption of the process for general use.
It might, however, be applied in certain cases with
satisfactory results. From the colorless filtrate the
tannin should be removed by agitation with acetic
ether, and the remainder of the general purification
process then carried out.

COMPOSITION OF TARAXACUM ROOT AT
VARIOUS SEASONS OF THE YEAR.

BY PROF. 1. E. SAYRE.

Read at the Annual Convention of the A. P. A., held in
Chicago, Angust r5th,

At the last meeting of this association a paper on
the juice of Taraxacum was presented, merely as a
prelimioary report of work done toward answering
Queries 11 and 12. (See Proceedings '9z. p 195)

In pursuing this subject further it was soon found
that it was almost impossible to arrive at any satis-
factory conclusion regarding the variation in this
root by expressing and analyzing the juice as sug-
gested by Query i 1. This procedure is attended
with difficulties and errors; not least among the
causes for these is found in the process of expres-

sion itself. It is next to impossible to exert upon
two different collections exactly the same degree of
pressure, and by pressure one cannot possibly ob-
tain all of the juice from any specimen of fresh
root. After digging, the juice coagulates rapidly
in the interstices of the root; a few minutes' dif-
ference in the time consumed in cutting, crushing
and preparing for the press, produces a marked
difference in the yield of the juice.

These sources of error, so interfering with accu-
rate work, made me think it best to determine the
variation in the composition of the root by another
process than -that suggested by the query; this
process is submitted with this paper.

In this investigation I have been surprised to
find that, to a very remarkable extent, different
roots collectcd in the same month may vary im-
mensely in composition. In the course of this
work it became necessary for me to use a root col-
lected in June of the two years '92 and '93. The
quantity collected of the former having been in-
sufficient for the analysis, the root of '93 was ne-
cessary for the completion of the work. The root
of the first year had been collected and dried for
me in the sun, and the root of this year was col-
lected, washed, chopped fine and dried in thin
layers in a hot-air oven at a temperature of 6c° C.
The former had been collected from low, and the
latter f rom very high ground. The following table
shows the difference in the composition of the two
specimens :

Root collected in 1892. 1893.
Moisture (in'the dry root).... 9.79 9.48
Taraxacin " " .. .. .612 .720
Inulin " " .... 9.34 4.83
Reducing sugars " .... 12.50 2.60
Levulin* " "i .... 1.728 16.oo

It has been stated by Polex, (1839) that taraxa-
cin separates in warty crystals by boiling the milky
juice with water and allowing the concentrated de-
coction to evaporate. I have become convinced
in the course of this examination, that these so-
called watery crystals do not contain the bitter
principle, but are composed of inulin and inert
matter. All attempts to obtain the bitter princi-
ple in a crystaline form, free from admixture of
brownish-red extractive, have thus far been unsuc-
cessful. The concentrated colorless solutions of
this principle, when evaporated on a glass slide,
show numerous crystals of a stellate form, but these
are not easily separated from the extractive referred
to.

The inulin does not appear in microscopic sec-
tion of the fresh root. After the root has mace-
rated in alcohol, however, for a short time, the
spherules appear, well defined, in the parenchyma-
tous tissue of the bark. Prolonged maceration in
alcohol seems to decrease the size of the spherules.
In the June root, macerated for about two weeks,

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the spherules appear well formed, and measure
from 16 to 2:> inicro-millinieters. In the Septem-
ber and December roots, nacerated a much longer
time, the inulin appears in much smaller crystals,
but showing the characteristic markings.

There is a vast difference in the anount of in-
ert and coloring matter in roots of different
months ; that collected in the month of October is
very rich in a soluble yellow coloring matter which
is quite sensitive to the influence of alkalies and
acids, turning red with the former. The root col-
lected in April is remarkably free from coloring
matter, and the solutions of the bitter principle
from the roots collected in this month are the least
prone to color up and change upon concentration.
The inulin after precipitation was not purified in
the course of tbis work, but was weighed as crude
inulin. As these crude inulins contained various
amounts of inert and coloring matters, the figures
given below are therefore only approximate as to
the amount of this principle.

METHOD OF EXAMINATION.

Z. Treatnent of the fresh root for moisture and
extractive.

(a) Moisture.- A known weight of the fresh
root, chopped fine and spread in thin layer, was
heated in a hot-air oven until it ceased to lose
weight,

(b) Extractive.-Aniother weighed portion was
extracted with water, 9, and alcohol, r part. The
dregs were then washed with warm water. The re-
sulting mixed solutions were evaporated, and finally
heated in a hot-air oven until the extract ceased to
lose weight.

I. Treatment of air-dry root for taraxacin, in-
ulin, reducing sugars and levulin.

(a) Taraxacin.-Ten grammes of the very finely
powdered air.dry root was introduced into an ex-
traction apparatus and percolated by continuous
displacement with chloroform for eight hours. The
chloroformic extractive after the evaporation of the
chloroform was treated with distilled water and fil-
tered. The precipitated resin was well washed
upon the filter ; the aqueous solution evaporated to
dryness and the residue weighed and estimated as
taraxacin.

(b) Reducing Sugars.-The residue (dregs) (a)
were treated with alcohol in a continuous extrac-
tion apparatus for eight hours ; the alcoholic ex-
tractive treated with water and the solution quanti-
tatively estimated for sugar by Fehling's solution.

(c) Inulin.-The residue from (b) was treated
with warm water until exhausted; the aqueous
solution was concentrated and to the resulting
evaporate was added three volumes of alcohol. The
crude inulin was collected on a filter, dried at oo°
C., and weighed.

(d) Levulin.-The alcoholic filtrate from the in-
ulin was evaporated to drive off the alcohol, and
the dense residue dissolved in water. The solu-
tion, acidulated with HCI, was boiled for six hours,
thus converting the levulin into reducing sugar.

The sugar was estimated by Fehling's solution and
calculated into levulin.

The result of this examination of dandelion root
collected at different seasons may be tabulated as
follows:
Table showing the difference in composition of

taraxacum root collected at different months
of the year-Calculation of percentage com-
position made on basis of fresh root:
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the location from which the root is collected, en-
deavor to select the.root from the sane condition
of soil, etc., and shall endeavor to decipher the
cause of the apparent irregular and eccentric diver-
sity of composition.

BOUGIES.
BY NIClIOL.AS PRITZKER, l'H. G.

Read at the Forty-first Annuial Convention of the A. P. A.,
held in Chicago, Aug. 15.

THERAPY.

From a therapeutic standpoint bougies are very
desirable and preferable to injections because :

They bring all the medicaments to the affected
parts while the patient is about his vocation, not
taking him from the latter except for a short time
during the administration.

None of the medicament is lost, all being ab-
sorbed if the bougie is properly prepared.

Substances insoluble in liquids can be incorpo-
rated in a bougie, being solid.

It is safer as no stricture need result because the
necessary amount of drug can be incorporated and
nearly all of it is absorbed.

PHAMACEUTICAL VALUE.

To be of importance to the druggist, however,
bougies should be of such character as to admit of
being formed in the laboratory with such imple-
ments as are already to be found there or easily at-
tainable at a small expense and on short notice.
Bougies requiring expensive outlays for apparatus
and tedious processes are not only useless, so far
as the average pharmacist is concerned, but even
pernicious to the latter, since they add to the mou-
opolizing "propr. manuf." who always claim "supe-
rior facilities " for ranufacturing.

To sum up, therefore, bougies should be:
(a) Readily absorbable and fusible at the tem-

perature of the body, yet not so quickly that the
material will run out before it bas had its required
action.

(b) Flexible and malleable.
(c) Miscible with such drugs as are usually pre-

scribed for such cases.
(d) Constructed on simple principles with few

appliances and rapidly on short notice.
The bases so far suggested do not seem to meet

with the above requirements, lacking in one or
more essential points, gelatin for instance, while
flexible and malleable, can not be made quickly
and easily, nor are gelatin bougies fusible but
rather simply swell. Cacao butter has been sug-
gested, but it is neither flexible nor malleable, and
acts rather on the hands of the druggist and pa-
tient before reaching the parts intended. Wax is
even less desirable than either the former in all re-
spects, particularly from the therapeutic stand-
point.

FORMULA.

To overcome those objections and to conform to

all the requirements as stated above, I have, after
many various fruitless efforts, succeeded in making
an almost faultless bougie by emulsifying melted
cacao butter with acacia, water and glycerin.

For the most practical base I found the follow-
ing formula par excellence:

Theobroma oil..... .... .. grains, 480
Pow'd. acacia. ........ ...... 240
Water.................. min., 240
Glycerin...... ........... . 120
Pow'd. boric acid sufficient.

Melt the cacao butter and triturate in a warm
capsule with acacia, add the water previously
mixed with the glycerin ; place the capsule in cold
water or on ice until the mass has solidified, and
set the vessel aside. When required for use, take
of the above four drachms, incorporate with medi-
caments and from 10 to 25 per cent. cacao bntter,
triturate until intimately mixed, and roll out into 1o
bougies.

To further simplify the handling of the bougies
a 00 empty capsule may be placed at one and of
the bougie, so that in holding it will not melt.
Thirty.five per cent. glycerin may be incorporated
with this base in making the suppositories; this
does not interfere with the addition of such pow-
ders as may be needed. As a substitute for cold
cream or as a salve for lips, hands, or face, it is not
to be improved upon. However, for the different
uses different formulas are to be preferred. As a
lip and face preparation more base and glycerin
and less or no acacia is wanted, while as a base for
salves but little of the glycerin and a trace of white
wax is advisable.

When dry powders are prescribed in bougies
these should be incorporated with an equal amount
of glycerin.

I may farther state that many physicians have
found the above mixture a far more desirable base
for suppositories than the pure cacao butter. Di-
recting attention to this may prevent some inge-
nious proprietary manufacturer from bringing forth
a substitute for cacao butter under some clever
name, as " bugioleine,'' thereby taking prcfit from
us and our science.

PHARMACEUTICAL NOTES.
GALLATE OF MERCURY is recommended by

Brousse and Gay as an anti-syphilitic. It is pre-
pared as follows :

Acid gallic............ .37.6 grms.
Hydrarg. oxid. flav.........21.6 "

Mix by rubbing in a mortar, add 25 c.c. of distilled
water, and rub to a paste. Allow to stand two
days, pewder and dry over sulphuric acid. The
authors have tried this remedy in thirty cases and
find that it is rapidly absorbed and very efficacious
either in the early stages or during secondary
symptoms, while it bas none of the bad effects of
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biniodide or bichloride. They generally prescribe
it in the formn of pills with ext. cinchona.

Ext. cinchana................... .o

SA L *-%CE'ToL is produced by heating monochlorace-
tone with sodium salicylate. It occurs in light
glistening needles, a sligbt bitter taste. It is said
to be very useful in the treatient of diarrho:a,
given in 30 grain doses.

POTASSIUM CIHROM.TE AS AN INDICATOR.-Ti-
trations with silver nitrate, using potassium chro-
mate as an indicator, are said not to be accurate
on account of the solubility of silver chromate in
water. Mr. W, Gathorne Young lias investigated
the inatter, and given the results in a communica-
tion to the Society of Public Analyists. The fol-
lowing are the general results obtained : Silver
chromate is soluble to the extent of 6 parts in
1oo,oco of water at 15-5 and more soluble in hot
water. Titrations should never take place with hot
solutio:s and in the cold the solutions should be
as concentrated as possible.

SENSITIVE1 TURERIC PAPER.-According to the
Bolletino Farniaceutico, a very sensitive paper is
obtained by dipping slips of neutral filter paper
into a tincture of turmeric, (1.7) and when dry they
are dipped in a 2 , solution of potash and quickly
vashed with distilled water and dried. This paper

reacts with [ part hydrochloric acid in 15',coo
parts water.

Ivy PoISoNING.-Bean leaf is recommended by
a correspondent of the Scien//ic Amcrican as a
remedy for ivy poisoning. ''ie leaves are bruised
and applied to the poisoned surface. A decoction
of the dried leaves bas also been found satisfac-
tory.

DENARCOTIZED Orium -Hagers recommends
the following process: Opium in powder is tritu-
rated with one and a half times its weight of water,
and heated to 95-100° C. with constant stirring, the
residue dried and powdered.

SvRUP o. CIîNCIFUGA.-S. W. Heinitch gives
the following f ormula for this syrup, as being easily
prepared:

Pow'd cimicifuga, No. 6o.... ... 4 Oz.
Diluted alcohol.............. q. s.
Carb. magnesia.............. 2 drs.
Sugar. ....................... 14 Oz.
Water, to make............. 16 oz.

Exhaust the powder with diluted alcohol, evaporate
the tincture to 8 fi. oz., triturate with the magne.
sia, filter and dissolve the sugar in the filtrate
without heat.-A. J. P.

PEROXIDE OF HYDROGEN, according to P.
Krohl, is the best antidote in hydrocyanic acid
poisoning. He has administered the acid to dogs
and cats in large doses, and by means of peroxide
of hydrogen its effects were entirely nentralized.

A NOTE ON CANADIAN POTASH.
YIV .. E. NIORRISON, ClE.JIST, MONIREAL.

While in Quebec a few days ago, I called upon
Mr. Despatie, the manufacturer of potash men-
tioned by Dr. Reed, for the purpose of taking a
photograph of his establishment to accompany Dr.
Reed's artici.. and also for the purpose of obtai::-
ing a few more ideas on the subject. As regards the
proportica of potash obtained, the yield is generally
6oo lbr. from oo bushels of ashes weighing
from 50 to 6o ibs., and very rarely as high as 75 lbs.
per bushel. He finds also that wood coming
from tle lower ports on the St. Lawrence always
contains a comparatively large percentage of salt,
and white birch contains more than any other,
apparently due to the vicinity of a large body
of salt water; so that with the supply of ashes ob-
tainable i- Quebec it is very diflicult to turn out a
potash, answering the requirenents of "first sorts,"
as regards saline matter. le has also found that
green wood yields a larger proportion of potash
than perfectly dry vood.

The best woods for potash-making purposes are
ash and elm, and the next maple. Ash and eln
do not grow very:plentifully, and are seldon used
for firewood in the Province of Quebec ; but mvaple
and birch are very plentiful, and consequently the
most of the potash is produced fromw these woods.

I at first thought that an inquiry into the
potash-producing power of the different woods
would be a good line of investigation, but I find
that the subject bas already been thoroughly gone
into by Vauquelin, Kirwan and De Saussure a
great many ycars ago ; but I think that an investi-

.gation of the statenient, that the wood from the
v.cinity of sait water contains more chloride than
from fresh water, imight be of interest to the pro-
fession, as I can find nothing bearing on it in the
litcrature accessible to me at present. i hope to
begin work on the subject shortly, and will report
at the icext convention, if it proves of sufficient in-
terest.

ALCOHOL IN MILK.-Very highly-diluted alcohol
was given at night by F. Kilngen)ann to some
goats, and next norning the milk of the goat con-
tained o.15 to o.3 percent. ofalcohol.
