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Mgr. Bosse, Vicat Apostolic of Labrador, telegraphs that
the distress among the people there is very great, and that
unless assistance 15 rendered before the closo of navigation
their condition during the winter will be deplorable. The re-
sults of the fishing season have been extremely poor, and al-
ready wide-spread destitution prevails. 1t is very desirable,
therofore, that steps should be taken to prevent absolute
famine during the winter, by at once forwarding a svpply of
provisions. Consignments can bo made to Mgr. Bosse,
Pointe aux Isquimaux, Labrador.

Some of the comic papers have been twitting Hor Majesty
on having transferred her affections from Scotland to Wales,
and one-picture represents her as being as skilful in touching
the chords of the Welsh harp as in eliating the music of the
pibroch. ** It is a pity,” seys the Montreal Guzette, comment-
g upon the relations of the Soverign towards her Irish sub-
jects, * that the Queen could not be induced to give Ireland
a small share in the distribution of her favours. Absentee
landlordism used to be-one of the grievances of Irish tenants.

Moore once wrote an apologue of
a charming rambler—a sort of fairy queen, but it was before
Elizabeth’s ttme—who won thoe heart of Erin by trusting in
it. - English statesmen might, though it would require some
tact to do so without offence, submitit humbly to Her Majesty.*

To-day is the fenst of St. Ursula, and in the old whito
monnstery, built by Bishop St. Vallier of holy memory, the
oloistored pupils of the Ursulines aro holding high carnival.
This ancient educationsl establisliment, with its splendid re
cord und 1ts ** loug duscent,” s duing gowl scrvice in this part
of thu Provines of Quobee. Ono can camly distinguish the
pupils of the Ursulines by their compused and graceful de
portment, by the thurouglness of their acquiruments, and
by their oacellent pronunciativn of English, this latter trait
is thu more remarhable i that the tongue of the Anglo
Saxun s not the mother tungue of mauny of their instruct
resses, and that the very eacellent English which ouc hears
spoken by the daughters of St. Augele, in Three Rivers is
the rezult of careful study, combined with a natural aptitude
for languuges un the pact of les dames Ursulines.

Threo Rivers s rich in Communities.  Up at the ‘op of
tho Rue Ste. Julie stands a magnificent hospital, presided
over by tho duvoted Sisturs of Lrovidence. Here the sick are
tenderly nursed buck to licalth, the aged and infirm are cared
for, orphinus aro traiued in tho path of virtue, and poor little
foundhings are rescuad from miseryand death.  1n connection
with tlus convent is a large and beautiful chapel, in which
the Rev. Perv Piclioy, S. J., has just preached & most sue
cessful arnd well attended retreat to the married ladios of the
town, ¢ Les Dames Charitables.” '['hese ladies well deserve
their name, for Lam told tha the hospital owes its existence
to their unceasing offurts in the cause of charity.

Oppusito to the lospital is the Seminary, an imposing
buildinig, the homo of threo hundred porsons, pricsts, eccle-
singtics, students, and servants all told. It was a beautiful
gight yesterday mormng, to sce the entire alumni of .his
college, headed by their band, march to the quay and cm
bark on buard of the ferry steamer for Cap do la Magdeleine.
This pilgrimage is an aunual affair, Every October these
young votaries of thu Blessed Virgin go on the Feast of her
Purity to offer her their homage in the little church which
was built on the Capo in 1714, and which succeeded the one
that, many years prior to that date, the early Jesuit Fathers
had ** basty swr un Cap.”” Inthis first church a Confraternity
of the Holy Rusary was canonieally established in 1694, 1t
oxists, and vvery day of this golden Qctober its members at
the feet of Mary Imaculate, imiplore her protection for the
Fathor of Christendom.

But all this is far from another Community of Three Rivers
of which I wish to tell the readers of the Review. Away
back of the town, where the Seminary grounds lose them-
selves in a dark swect scented grove of pinc and spruce, stands
a small, white, two-sloried liouso. A strange covered en-
trance hall runs out to meet the sidewulk. Above the duor
of this is cmblazoned in scarlet and white the arms of the
Commissariat of the Holy Land, ard an inscriplion in letters
of flaming red announces that this is the ¢ Commissariat de
Feorro Sainte.”

Entering, the visitor finds himself in a hall on cither side
of which is n double row of precious old engruvings- gems of
the skill of artic’s of ye olden time. Each of these repre-
sents a samnt of the Order of St. Francis f Assisisium, be-
low arg two plain deal knecling benches, and above, on a white
ground, runs the legend, in scarlet letters, ¢ All ye holy Saints
of the Order of St. Francis, pray for us.” The inscription
18in French and reads * Saints et Saintes,” which sets forth
tho superior explicituess of the tongue of the Gaul for in
English we could scarcely, no matter how literal we might
wish to be, sny ** Saints and Saintesses  pray for us !

Mounting a few steps at the far end of the corridor you
ring a little bell, and the door is opened by a Francisean
Father for this is n Franciscan Monastery and the loved
brown habit of the Recollet 1s once more seen in the Province
of Quebee. .

Thore aro ag yet but three in this little Community two
Fathers and o lay Brother; their missions is to preach mis-
sions, to have charge of the various cengregations of the
Third Order of St. Francis, and to colloect the monies sub-
seribed for the pious work of caring for and protecting the

sacred places, hallowed by our divine Saviour's footprints -
tho sanctuaries of the Holy Land. The Superior is the Rov.
Poro Frederic, alresdy well known in Canada.

In the spring time of tho year, when the buds of the red
Llossutus of July were forming on their stems, when the
sumtner was dawning, and the daughters of Mary were tell
ing their beads in the sweet May cvenings, there came here
froms St. Hyacinthe o holy and devoted band of religious
wonien, the Nuns of the Precious Blood. Scttling down in
handsome house, donated to them by the mother of one of
their number, they began their devoted life of intercession
and reparation in the old town of Threo Rivers. Their ox
quisite little chapel, with its beautiful altar, and its two fine
paintings of St. Agnes and St. Catharine of Sienne, is al
ready the favourite retreat of many a pious soul, and here in
the gloaming, during this month of the rosary, the public are
privileged to recite their beads with the nuns and to share in
the Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament, which ig daily im
parted by the Reov. Chaplain. To this little chapel, on the
15th of October, came the Bishop of Three Rivers, who, in
the presunce of & kneeling crowd which extended from the
sanctuary to tho entrunce gate of the Meunstery, formally
upened the novitiate and admitted to the band of lovely nuns
who, in their white and scarlet robes, knelt in their lattice
guarded choir, threc chosen souls who wish to conscerate
thesidves to the adoration of the Precious Blood.

While on the subject of matters religious in Three Rivers,
I would like to say a word of a painting which has Iately
been executed liero, for veneration in the chapel of the Sem
inary. The painting, which is life size, represents the vision
of St. Francis of Assisium when our Lord bent down from
tho Cross to embrace him.  The artist, Mr. Desire Matthicu, a
young man, and a native of Three Rivers, has certainly pro
duced in this one of his first large studies--a work of which
hie need not be ashamed.  The figure of St Francis is admr
ably drawn, the face is most life iike and devotional.

In Mr. Matthicu's studio there is also a portrait of Mon
soigneur La Fleche, which is not yet finished, but which
promises to be one of the best, if not the very best, likenesses
yut exccuted of that prelato in his later years. The studies
in crayon and pencil which hang on the walls, show that Mr.
Matthien, unlike most artistic aspirants of the presentday.
guveliis mind to drawing before he attempted to paint.

It is to be hoped that the proceeds of his brush wiil soon
enable him to go abroad anc receive the thorough artistic
training for the recoption of wluch, nature has so admirably
fitted Inm.

CATHOLICS AND THE CATHOLIC PRESS.

Cathohe nowspapers have fow readers among Catholic
mon. Thewr best friends are the clergy and the women. If
tho¥ dlepended for their support upon the laymen, they would
all fail.

When o man is asked to subscribe for a religious journal,
ho usually rephes : ** I have no time to read it," or, ** There's
nothing in it.”

Ask any ten men, into whose homes a Catholic paper goes
regularly, why they buy 1, and nine of them will answer,
each for lnmself: ** I take1t because my wife likes to read 1t,’
or, ‘I subscribo for it for ths sake of the children,' or, * I
get 1t becauso Father Blank told me to.”
t-%x\Why do the men not read religious journals? The blame
lies, first, with the men ; then, with the papers themselves.

Tho mdictment that may be framed against tho mon for
neglect of the church press has three counts :

1. Men aroe mdifferent to religion. They are worldly.
Their heart 1s 1 thewr business. Therefore the news in tho
Catholic papers doesn’t interest them.

2. Men are most sensitive to reproof. They hate to bo
told of their faults, or to be reminded of their duties. On
tlns account they avoid the religious journals, which contain
articles on the wickedness of s, the necessity of confession,
the obhgation of penance, the shortness of hfe, the torrors of
hell, and other fundamental doctrines of Christianity.
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8. Men are contented with the roligious news which they
find 1n tho dmly papers. Theso roports aro generally inaccu-
rato and nlways untrustworthy, but the careless Catholic men
aro satisfied with them.

The"eunsons why tho Catholio papers are not read by tho
men are :

1 They are poorly edited. As they are not ofticially main-
tained by the Church, and are meanly supported Ly the
people, they are not able to pay for the services of first-class
men; writers, for example, who would be entrustod with the
direction of any of the great sccular journals; consequontly
the rule of ** poor pay, poor preach,” obtains among them.
\With but fow excoptions they are published by men who have
not sufficient capital to properly conducet them undor the con-
dinons that confront them, and they are edited by mon who
have not distingwished thomselves i literature.

1t 18 true that the Catholic press in the Umted States has
had and has in 18 service a few mon of conspicuous alnlity.
Among the dead are Brownson, MncMasters, and Hickey.
They were men of gemus, and they were exceptional.  They
had a voeation to serve the Church in journalism, and they
consecrated their lives to 1ts cause. Thor devotion was
chivalrous. But their work was unrewarded, and passed
without proper appreciution. They died poor. Had they
sought adequate pecuntary compensation for their labor, they
would have been compelled to lenve relimious journahsm. In
therr disinterestedness, thoy have some successors to-day at
work on the Catholic papers, men of farth, who looh for thewr
recompenso to the noxt life.

But what lost to the Catholic press the pens of Girard and
Huzard? What kept John Galmary Shea editing aflash story-
paper for years? What drove Maurico Francis Egan from
the sanctum tripod to the pedagogues chair ?

Uf course, while money 1s not the lughest object which
men may seck, the husband and father 1s under obhgation to
provide for those dependent on hun.  He 1s it duty bound to
ask for lus Jubour suflicient to support Ins farmly 12 compara-
tive comfort, and to lay by a fund for the mevitable ramy day.
Tlis meome he can hardly get from thoe rehgious journals.
They pay themr cditors from ten to twenty-five dollars a weuk.
Within that range lies the average salary. It is probably
eighteen dollars.

But even the Iughest remuneration offered by the six
strongest Catholic papers 1s not a just and sufficient wage,
for what are twenty-five dollars a week for a gentleman with
a wife and four or five children to support i any of our large
cities?  Aud this 1s the rare reward for the Catholie editor
who has reached the top rung of the ladder. He has given
twelve years to prehminary studies, and, say ten to fifteen
years to the practice of his profession. Now, in the full
flush of lus pewors, he has got up as far as he can go, andin
future he can do nothing but topple over and fall down as
soon a3 his health breaks under the stram of mental toil.
Meanwhile, how much can he save? He lhias the education
of a gentleman. Ie has his position in the community to
uphold. He has his fanuly to support decently. Unless he
18 willing to hve in a tenement.house 1t some squalid neigh-
bourhood, furnish his table with coarse food, clothe him and
Ins in shabby garments, and enjoy few of the comforts and
none of the luxuries, how much of a competenco can he
amass in New York, or Boston, or Philadelphia, or Cleveland,
or Chieago, or San Francisco, out of a weckly income ot
twenty-five dollars 2 When would he be able to buy and fur-
msh a home ? What chance would he have to educate his
sons at colloge and lis daughtors at academy ? What pro-
vision could he make, besides, for his loved ones, to be used
m caso of his death ?

If the half-dozen Catholic editors who get the unusual sum
of twenty-five dollars a week, cannot every one make that
amount support six or seven persons in & manner becoming
their station in hfo, what i3 to be said of the wages of the
fifty men who get ten or twelve dollars a week? And 1s it
surprising that the Catholic press does not attract and keep
the ablest of our college graduates ?

Why, & master mechanio will get from thirty to sixty dollars
a week, and a doctor or alawyer who hasrisenabove thesecond
row in either profession, with seven advances in prospect be-
forc the head of the procession is reached, will inake three

thousand dollars & year; and in secular journalism. the ro-
wards are in proportion to ability, to the value of the work
done, and to the number of tho years of training. For in-
stance, the managing editor of the New York Sun carns
soventy-five hundred dollars & year, and the conductor of the
World gots twico that amount.

2. Catholic papors have little originality. They havs ono
factutum who is editor, reporter, proof render, and genoral
utility man,  Thuy have no regular contributors ond no siaff
carrespondents,  Thoy arv madu up mostly of clipping from
the London Tablet, the Liverpuol Catholic Times, the Dublin
Freeman’s Journal, and the sceular pross.

8. Catholic papors contain tuo much forvign news. They
frequently duvols more space to European affuirs than to Lap
penings in the United States. It is easicr to make transla-
tions from the Munitewr de Rume and L' Uniterse than to writo
o dozen articles on American questions , it is chicapor to clip
culumus of mattor from the London Wekly Repister, the Cork
Isvaminer, the Now Zealand Zablet, the Indo- Ewropean o -res-
pundence, than to purchase roports. duscriptions, or cssmys
written by men hereabouts.

Consequently the ruck of Catholic papers have full Aetails
of Mgr. Spaghotti's installation as Canon of the Cathedral
of Caprorn . they contain long extracts from Bishop McNomo's
pastoral un proselytisie in Conuemara, they print a transla
tion of Cardinal Persoune’s circular about thy votive basilica
of L« fleee . and they dovote a half page to an account of the
dedication of an asylam fo. superannuated Maori in Bushtown,
with a verbatim report of the ¢ eloquent ** sermon delivered
by His Grace, the Avchbishop of No Man's Land.

But which of them had a reportor at the last Plonary
Council of Baltimore? Which of them had a represontative
at the laying of the corner-stone of the Catholic University
near Washington? Iow much spaco did they give to the
Congress of Catholic coloured men? Whers did they get
their roport of the Georgetown Cullege Centenary 2 How
many of them noticed the debats at the Iast session of Con-
gress over the admission of the Territory of New Mexico into
Statchood 2 Thuy looked at tho reports of the Associated
Press and tho local papers, and from these they cooked up
their own chronicles.

4. Catholic papers give too much attention to foreign poli-
tics. Thuy drive away Protestant Amoricans and suie Cath-
olic Americans, becauso of their interminable reports and
discussions of Irish affuirs and German ovents. The unso-
phisticated realer of them might suppose that ome Rule
i Irelaid was a religious questiv,, or that the Cutholie
Church was identified in some manner with Emperor Ired-
erick’s treatment of Bismark, or Emperor Williaw's Inck of
respect for his mother.

Catholic papers neglect American public questions. In
this country, whero it is the duty, as well as the priviloge, of
tho citizens to take part in the government, our journals avoid
treating the moral obligations of citizenship. They mako no
offort to create a Christian public opinion. They are free to
denounce political misrule in Europe, but they do not con
demn politicians who are guilty of bribery; they do not lash
the venal citizen who sells his vote ; they do not pillory the
campaign manager who purchases *¢ floaters in block of five ;'
they do not protest against the corporations of manufacturers,
mine-owners and raiiroads that ‘¢ bulldose ™ their employees
into voting against their convictions, their interests, and their
inclinations. Thoy act as if the axiom of the atheist no
religion in politics  were an aflirmation instead of a denial of
the Christian principle that “ all authority is from God.”

While it would be detrimental to the Chureh for the Catho-
lic papers to identify it or themselves with any politicol party,
the fact is, that a majority of them have Democratic affilia-
tivns, and do not liesitate to let their preferences be seen.
This is injurious; as religioug journals they should have
no political party bias. They should be unfettered to discuss
public questions, and, leaving aside the petty squabbles of
rival organizations for the spoils of office, they should dis
cuss only thoso great affairs of state wherein moral issues
are involved, unless, indeed, they have to confront happen-
ings whereby Catholic interests are invaded or Catholic rights
destroyed.

The Protustant press dous not hesitate to form a Protestand
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¢33 lic opinion. It is not unmindful of its o portunity to
onsider tho platforms of partics, projects of Inw, national
affairs, bills beforo Congress and the Stato legislatures, the
Mormon question, the ovils of divorce, the public schools.
It is American of the Americans, It is not preocenpied with
foroign mtorests. To it American questions are of supreme
importance. .

6. Catholic papers aro not made atiractive to the meon.
They contain no articles for suns, brothers, husbands, or
fathers, ns such.  They tickle tho clorgy with compliments
and notices, and they charm the women with stories, poems,
fushion items, cooking receipts, and general housohold hints ;
but the wen look in them in vain for any articles especinlly
for thom.

Tho men do not long for a chapter and a half of n con-
Linued story of Irish peasant life; a len-column sermon on
original sin ; cditorinls on the Tonants® League; Boulunger ;
the price of suuer-kraut in Berlin; delinquont subscribers ;
a[fow local paragraphs, tho bullk of which appeared in tho
daily papers five yenrs ago ; and a job lot of ** patent inside ”
miscelluneous matter. .

What can be dono so that the men will read the religious
journnls ?

Convert the men; improve the journals. If the papers
woro interesting to tho mon. the :en would bo interested by
them.

First of all, the Catholic papers should be thoroughly
Catholic, and, secondly, enthusinstically Amorican. )

Cardinal Gibbons is doing a great work for the Church in
the United States by impressing his fellow-citizens with his
intenso Americanism.  Hitherto, we have had many foreign-
born bishops, with ontlandish names, and an exuberant love
for their native country, that make them endeavour to keop
up old-country customs, cling to foreign habits, and cherish
alien ideas. Thoy were saints, great missionaries, unwortdly
men.  This country owes themn an everlasting debt of grati-
tude. In ono way, however, their influence was deterrent on
the Protestant public : 1t propagated tho idea that tho mna-
Jority of the Catholics in the United States aro foreigners ;
that natives or naturalized, wo are not loyal citizens to this
republic; and that we arenot in love with American customs.
That idea the Archbishop of Brltimore is smashing. A
native of Maryland, an ardent patriot, an eminent church-
man, he loscs no opportunity to wave the Star-spangled Ban-
ner (God bless it!) and to proclaim his devotion to the insti-
tutions of this democracy. Next to his God and the souls of
men, ho loves his country. Ho is an American citizen clear
through, and he is proud of it. He is serving tho Chureh,
when, whether in Rome or Philadelphis or Washington, he
Jets his admuration for the Constitution bo publicly known,
for he is furnishing a living refutation of the falschood
that one cannot Lo at onco a genuino Catholic and a true
citizen.

None of our papers should hamper his work by their foreign
ways.

But with all of them discussing American questions ; look-
ing frequently on the brightest side of religion ; noticing the
progress made in science, musie, literature, agriculture, and
commerce; meeting with oflicial recognition from the Church
finding =ome <upport from the praple; and making them-
selves atlructive to every member of overy family they visit,

thoy would soon beread by the men.~—L. Iv. Reilly, in Dona-

The 0'Donoghue of the Glonsis dead. Thrce decades ago
that news would have sent o thrill of pain througiwm Ircland.
Now it pusses almost without remwrk. A generatien has
grown up which knows not the once popular Tribune. His
figure has long faded from the Irish canvas. For years he
has been no more than an ccho, n shadow, an outis.” When
his nrmo was casually turned up mon shook their hieads and
said, ¢ Ah! whoro is he ? " or wonderod were he still alive,
or lightly remacked that he had married money and disnp-
poared from view.

And now wo learn that the chieftain passed away at Ballin-
ahown Court—the seat of his futher-in-law, tho late John
Ennis, the railway and bank magnato—on Monday last, after
u brief illness, in his fifth-sixth year; passed away literally,
wo mean. He had virtually passed away long, long before—
perished for the lack of moral backbono.

There never was a young man who entered pubhe hfo uu-
dor more propitious auspices, or who gave more glorious us-
suranco. o was of the Jino immortalized in legend and song
—thae lino of the whito horse of the lakes, of the Knight of
Lever's ponciling, and no distant relative of O’Connell. His
political sponsor was George Henry Moore. Ho wasroturned
for tho premier county—Tipperary—after & contest unex-
ampled in enthusiaum and self-gacrifice. In appearance he
was remarkably well-favotred—tall, handsome, and straight
as tho mountain pine. He was active as a deer, and frank
and fearless in bearing: There woro stories concerning him
which almost invested his personality with a romantic halo
—for instance, stories of having run up a Kerry mountain to
win a wager from an Englishman, of plucky escapades at
Aldershot Camp, of a renowning in imperial Paris such as
might only have been oxpected from one of Dumas’ heroes.
He was the idol of Irclend, the pot of his younger country-
men and indeed of his fair countrywomen too.

When he stood up in the House of Commons hon. mem-
bers flocked m to stare at the dishevelled « pathriot ” with
the humbugging ancient title. Andlo! instead of a gaunt
savaga in tattered raiment, gruuting ungrammatical gutturals,
they wero confronted by a faultlessly-dressed gentleman, per-
fect in manners, and speaking choicest English with ecase,
precision, and a musical intonation. It was a revelation to
them, as it is to some of thoso vulger, pretentious Ameri-
c:qzs who stare at a true Irish patrician as if he were a curi-
ogity.

It was reported that the Irishman in common with the
Prince of Wales had his clothes built by Poole, and it was
hinted that he was not oxactly the fellow to be snubbed or
sneered at with impunity. When he threw up his Major’s
commission in the Kerry Militia, and for being too Irish was
deprived of the commission of the peace, the reader niay be
sure he did not drop out of favour at home.

It was mysteriously whispered that he was the friend of
Mitchel and Martin, and strange hopes sprung to life in the
bosorus of the more ardent. When the episode of hig chal-
lenge to Sir Robert Peel oceurred, his place was closer than
over to the Irish heart. Of course the duel is an absurdity,
an anachronism, and very sinful to boot; but somehow there
was & secret joy among tho most peaceful of Irishmen that
the insolenco of the then Chief Secretary had been chastized.
This was how it came about: Sir Robert Peel described a
meeting in the Rotunda, over which the O'Donoghue had
presided, as one of ** mennikin traitors.” Our countryma::
sent him a message by Major Gavin, and wasreforred to Lord
Palmerston, who played buffoon for his colleague and brought
the quarrel before Parliament as a means of securing peace.
Punch—at that peciod the paper was not guided by a delicate-
minded wit, but was too often the practise-ground cf low
Cockney jokers— Punch had somo satirical verses ending :

Now in the Commons Houso,
Tamo as a beaten spanicl,
8its The O'Donoghue,
Whose real namo is Daniol.

This is how history 15 written. Tho cap fitted the other
head. It was folt in every West-End club that blood had
told . in questions of honour of that kind it was safer to
back the man ef ancestry than she docendent of the cotton-
spinner.
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Alus ! in matters touching honour of another kind, The
O'Donoghuo was not so serupulous. Suflice it that he dis-
appointed lus supporters, alienated tho confidence of his ad-
mirivg friends, and lost his hold on the peoplo who at one
opoch would have dragged his chaviot in triumph. Wo think
he wag not wicked so much as weak. Financial embarrass-
ments first set him wrong.  Political dry rot subsequently set
in, and it may be presumed tho Whiggish circle, into which
he was plunged by his matrimonial allianco, finished the pro-
cess of decay. In an active Irish party ho becumeo impos
sible. But heis not to be put into tho category of the 0'Con-
nor Poworg or tho ¢ Frank Hughs,"” or other lessor fry, al-
though we aro inclined to look upon them with o certain
lenioncy, the ono as a poor dovil whose ambition overshot the
mark, the other as a dupe of an amusing intellectual concoit.
They were mutineers, The 0'Donoghue was an accopted leader.
Connection with Irish Nationality to him was a social loss,
not gain, While physicxﬁly intrepid he was mentally lym-
phatic, had not the courago to face poverty, the good sense to
retrench instead of ¢ flying kites,” or tho moral independenco
to turn with scorn from the counsel of pompoug financiors,
the covert gibes of & set of haw-haw noodles, or the raillery
of silly fashionable womankind, And so he gave up to a
coterie what was meant for Ireland. Tho voice which might
have inspired the Scnate became the oracle of the drawing-
room ; he who promised to bo the Moses to lead his people
out of bondage degenerated into tho indolent country
squire. s
Yot somehow we cannot think of The O’Donoghue with
enmity. Our feeling is rather that of commiseration We
knew him 1 his youthful prime »mid the misty hills of Tip-
perary. The last time we met bim was in Fleot Strect, and
intuitively both turned after they had passed a fow yards.
He had grown portly and iron-grey; there was a wistful
recognition in his eyes; a glance, o move, and there would
have been an inevitable hand-shake, We half regrot now
that there was not at least a porsonal reconciliation. But no,
That is the'most grievous trial in thistough struggleof ours thag
the Irish instinet of friendship must be suppressed, and that,
as matter of duty we must present our backs to those who
have faltered or strayed in the bye-path. Otherwise, there
would be no distinction between tjne O'Donoghues and men
with spinal marrow like The O’Gorman Makhon. Still we
feel that The 0'Donoghue in his inmost soul must have been
faithful to his first love, and nust have looked back with
yearning to the season when the boys gathered in the glen of
a summer night. and * the Kerry piper's tuning make them
long with wild delight.”” To think of it, to dream of it, in
the words of Molly’s song, must have often filled his heart
with tears. Alas! for the unredeemed vows, the balked as-
pirations, thio wasted career. And yet, recalling what he
once was, what kindly Irishman will refuse to echo ** God rest
his soul 2 "—London Universe.

THOMAS DAVIS,

Look at that young man. He isabout the the middle
height ; his movements are quick, and indicate the nervous,
sanguine temperament. His shoulders are stooped. He
carries the habits of the study about lum in the streets, and
his brain is over bent over and ahead of his body. As he
paces onward, with quickness and intent, it would scem that
the legs strove to-overtake that something which is passing
through his mind. His dress is not over elegant or careful.
Qet o glimpse at his face and you at once perceive that energy,
love, firmness and devotion are stamped there. My friend,
Dr. Redfield, the physivgnomist,would tell you that great
force and affection beamed from that young man's mouth and
chin ; that strong passions and vigor lay there, and that os-
tentation played no part in his life-drama ; that the nose
indicated intellect, and tho eyes versatility, activity, and
penetration of thought; and, were the hat off, his forehead
would present a striking combination of these various faculties
and powers. Follow him, if you will, and ere you have left
him you will have visited the workshop of tho artisan, where
he talked of Irish oak for furniture—tho studio of the artist,
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to whom ho has rapidly and brilliantly suggested and grouped
a picture frem Irish history—tho galleries of the Royal Hi.
bornian Academy where hie hus awakened new besuties in the
painted imaginations of Danby, the chivalric groups of Maolise,
or the portraits of Burton—the library of Trinity College,
where ho has consulted-an old manuscript and fixed & dato—
the musoum of the Irish Academy, where ho has mot Dr.
Petrio, and with him inspected some newly dug-up Danish or
ancient Irigh reliec—thoe committeo of the Repenl Association,
wero ho throw new and friendiy light upon subjcct of angry
dobate. Probably he has led you to his editorial room, where
ho has corrected & handful of proof sheets ; visited half-a-dozen
bool-gellers’ shops ; and called on Willinm Elliot Hudson, to
hear him play ovor an arrangoment of some glorious old Irish
airs, which he had recovered from a blind piper in tho wilds
of Connemara or the glens of Munstor.

Ay, to all these places, and many more, will this young
man, with the bent shoulders and eager face, lead you; and
in all will he oxhibit tho extensive resources of his intellect
in bright, happy suggestions, and from all will he bear away
somo lesson to be acted on, which other eyes aro blind to, and
to which other ears are deaf.

In the evening, at MacNevin’s house probably, he will meot
his literary and political friends, the nucleus of the party af-
terwards known as “ Young Ireland,” and suggest to them
how best they may supply the wants of Irish Literature, or
instigato the life of Irish Manufactures and Arts, by pointing
ont the exigencies of tho one and thoe necessitios of the other
as observed by him in his day's inspection. Here parliamont
will be reviewed, party questions discussed, and Irish policy
settled, wit flashed ; and the young man with stooped should-
ors and enger face will perambulato the streets homowards,
the old Irish air ringing through his brain and almost maater-
ing his limbs, unti) he has found a translation in words of
the meaning and melody, whish he writes out with little cor-
rection, and in next Saturday’s Nation we find a ¢ Lament
for Milesians,” or a “ Fanny Power,"” with the well known
signature of *¢ The Celt.”

And that young man is « The Celt 2 Ay, that young
man! Would you know more of him ? Ligten.

Thomas QOsborne Davis was born in the year, 1814, at
Mallow, in the county of Cork, Ircland. ‘I'ho sconery by which
the child is surrounded fils the fancy of the man. Wo re-
ceive impressions then as we do the letters of the alphabet,
and they are alike imperishable in our memories ; and alike
capable of as great variety of grouping and suggestiveness un-
der the guidance of fancy in the one and experienco in the
other. The scenes of Davis® childhood were well calculated
to add to his natural abilities all that was chivalrous, beautiful
and national. In his poem entitled ** ‘The Rivers,” he calls
tho locality of hisg birth and childhood, the ¢ Eden of Ire-
land.”  Characterising his native Munster Blackwater and
it scenery, in contradictinction to the river of the samo name
which flows through Munster, he has these fine verses :—

* Far kinder tho woodlands of rich Conunmoro,
And more gorgeous the turrets of saintly Lismore;
There tho stream, like o maiden
With lovo overladen
Pants wild on each thore.
+ Its rocks rise like statues, tall, stately, and fair,
And tho trees. and tho flowers, and the mountains, and air,
With Wonder’s soul near you

To share with and cheer you.
Mako Paradise thero.”

Within a circle of ten or a dozen miles round the cradle-
home of Davis, the air is thick with lay and legend—here
hanging like a tattered banner over the castle of the O'Keefea
at Dromagh—here muttering through the venerable abbey of
Buttevant, or wlining, dirge-like, through the ruins of the
Augustinian monastery at Ballybeg. Yon Kanturk lifts its
remnants of castellated -antiquity; and west of Buttevant the
ruined castle of Liscarrol hias many a crimson tale of the civil
wars,

Is there any doubt but that the youth rebuilt those walls
in his imagination, besieged or defended them, fought all their
battles, and carried with him into his manhood and his public
life the victories and glories . " .is fancy ¢ No doubt, they
hauunted him like as Shelley says -

* The echoes of an ante natal dream.”
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In addition to the liberal teaching of the rocks, streams,
woods, mountaing, and ruins, Davis reccived a good education,
and ontered Trinity College, Dublin. Here ho read much,
dovourcd books of great varicty, and shelves full outsido of
the college course, Ho received no distinction, and had but
a * moderato reputation for high ability of any kind.” * Ho
wag not a dull, plodding, blockhead premiumeman,” says
Mitchell, ** But,” snys Dr. Wallis, an early fricud and as-
socinto, * his powors wero like the nucleus of an ambryo star
uncompressed, unpurified, flickoring, and indistinct. Io
earried about with him huge loads of what other men-—most
of them statists and logicians—had thought proper to assort ;
but what ho thought and felt himself ho did not think of
putting forward."”

Thus ho continued reading, feeling and thinking in silence
until ho was about twenty-cight years in this world, and all
that hoe has given us in song, essay, political report, artistic
suggestivenesss, and statesmanliko force, was made valuablo
and put into readablo shapo in the threo years which filled
the interim between that period and his death, on Septomber
10, 1846. 1is beautiful and brilliant *¢ Lifo of Curran,” pre-
fixed to tho collection of ** Speoches,’ was pubhished m 1840 ;
but it was upon a sudden, on the starting of the Nation news-
paper, he felt lus strength and fairly spread Ius wings.

A CHARGE AGAINST CARDINAL NEWMAN,

Anything concerning Cardinal Nowman is always of interest
to both Catlislies and non-Catholics. Henecw we publish the
following correspondence.

Garoary, N. W, T. Apnil 18. *89,

Dear Sir,—Iot mo remind you of our conversation lately
respecting Cardinal Nowman,

You saud, according to the best of my recollection, that the
Rev. Mr. Barber, some tilue ago incumbent of All Saints
{Anglican) Church, Winnipey, Lad freely stated to yourself,
Mr. L. M. Foruer and others that wlale ho (Mr, Barber) was
a student, somewhere it England he and several of his fellow
students had serious thoughts of becuming members of the
Roman Cathivhe Charch. that i this frame of mind they went
together tu consult Cardinal Newman on the matter and that
the Cardnal, after hearing what they had to say, replied in
effect. ** You think we (Ruman Catholics) are all united and
that there ure no dissensions among us, bat you are quite
nistaken ; I advise you not to join the Roman Church but
to romain where you are." St)hnt. is remain Anglican.) The
distinet impression Mr. Barber conveyed was you said, that
Cardinal Newman did not feel at home in the Communion of
Romne, really, did not belicve all sho taught and thought that
Anglicaus were foolish to become Roman Catholics. Now as
I said to you I am absolutely certain that this is an utterly
falso representation of anything that may have oceurred be-
tween Mr. Barber, his friends and Cardinal Newman. Sim-
ilar sentiments have often been attributed to the Cardinal and
hie has more than once taken occasion publicly to repudiate
thom in the distinctest manner.  Writing at home I am now
ablo to quote his own words on some of these cceasions.

Sl » A letter written to the author of a book entitled ¢ Re-
collections of Cardinal Wiseman.*

The Oratory, Birmingham,
April 18, 1899.

My Dear Sir:—I suppose Dr. Manning’s account of {ie
matter is the right one. It irritafes the judgment. feelings
and imngination of Protestants to know that religious men
have deliberately, and at great sacrifice, acted on the convic-
tion that Piotestantism is not a safe religion to live in or to
dic in. It is o great difticulty in their way, and the fact of this
deliberate sacrifico on the part of men now alive is argued
against them by others, and unsettles those whom they wish
to keep contented i Protestantism.  The consequonce is that
thoy are always hopmng that Dr. Manning and I may come
back ; and from wishing and hoping they proceed to mention
that it is hikely, and those who hear them say that it islikely,
nusmterpret them on account of their own sinular hopes and
wishes, say that it 13 to bo expected ; and then the next hearer
says that 1t 18 a fact which 13 soon to be, for he has heard of
the expectation on the best authority: and then the next

hcarer says that ho has the first authority for saying that Dr.
Manning or Dr. Nowman is coming back in the courao of the
noxt fow months, And then lastly someone puts into thio nows-
papers that he knows a person who was told by Dr, Newmun
himself that he had discovered the unreality or hollowness of
Romanism, and meant to return in tho course of April, May
or Juno to the bosom of the Establishment, Thus can i
account for tho mest absurd and utterly ungrounded roports
which over sinco I havo been a Catholic have heen spread
abroad about the prospect of my return from tho Mother of
Saints to the City of Confusion.

“ T have left or am about to leavo my Oratory at Brampton,
of which I have been for soveral years past the head, as a
preliminary, in the expectation of my private friends, to my
return to the Church of England " (Lhe letter after correct-
ing the roference as to the Brampton Oratory, where he had
not been for years continues:)

I have not had one moments wavering of trust in the Cath-
olic Church ever sinco I was received into her fold, I hold,
and over have held, that her Sovercign Puntiff is the centre of
unity and the Vicar of Chrigt , and I ever have had, and haveo
still an unclouded faith in her creed in all its articles: a
supremo satisfuction in Lier worship, discipline and teaching ;
and an eager louging and a hupo against hope that the many
dear friends whom 1 have left in Protestantism may be par-
takers of my happiness. This being my stataof mind, toadd,
as I hereby go on to do, that T have no intention, of leaving
tho Catholic Chiurch and becoming a Protestant again, would
be superfluous, except that Protestant’s are always on the look
out for some loop bivle ur svasion in & Catholic’s statement of
fact. Therefore in order to give them full satisfaction, if I
can, I do hereby profess e animo with an ubsolute internal
agsent and cunsent, that Protestantism is the dreariest of
possible religions; that the thought of the Anglican service
makes me sluver, and the thonght of the thirty nine articles
makes me shudder.  Return to the Church of England ? No ?
* I should be a consummnate fool to use a mild term) if in my
old age I left «* the land floning with milk and honey * for
the city of confusivn and the louse of bondage.

Sir :—1I beg you to do me, the favor of allowing me to con-
tradict absolutely the assertion of one of your correspondents
that « at one time I was on the point of uniting with Dr.
Dollinger and his party and that it required the earnest per-
suation of several members of the Roman Catholic Episcopate
to provent me from taking that step.'

This statement in both its clauses, and fromw beginning to
end, is uttorly and ridiculously false. And it is a crimeinan
anonymous writer to make allegations against another, of a
nature to damags him in the eyes of his brethern, without a
titlo of evidenca to bear them out.

(4) A posteript appeared to the fourth edition of his ¢ Letter
to the Duke of Norfolk ' issued in April 1875 in answer to a
remark by Mr. Gladstone, [For ** April ** read ¢ Fahruary,"
Tho *« Letter '* appears to have issued from the press in 1576,
N.D. B]

« From the day I becamo a Catholic to this day, now close
upon thirty years. I have never had a moment’'s misgiving
that the communion of Rome is that Church which the Apos-
tles set up at Pentecost, which alone has * the adoption of
Sons, and the Glory, and the Covenant's, and the revealed law,
and the Service of God and the promises,” and in which the
Anglican Communion, whatever its merits and demerits, what-
ever the great excellence of individuals in it has as such, no
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part. Nor have I over for a moment hesitated in my con-
biction, since 1845, that it was my clenr duty to join that
Catholic Chureh, as I did then join 1it, which in my own con-
scionco I folt to be divine.

Persons and places, incidents and circumstances of life
which belong to my first forty-four years, are deoply lodged
in my momory and my affections ; moreover, I have had moro
to try and afilet e in various ways as a Catholic than as an
Auglican ; but nover for a moment have I wished myself back,
never havo I ceased to thank my Maker for his meroy in
onabling mo to mako the great change, and never has He lot
mo feel forsaken by Him or indistress or any kind of religious
trouble.” .

Such explicit declarations as the above will, I think satisfy
you that Mr. Barber’s account of his interviow with Cardinal
Newman i3 a misrepresentation, without acensing Mr. Barber
of deliberato fulsehood, which I have no wish to do, the only
explanation of the occurrence I can givo is the one I suggest-
ed to you ; namely :—that Cardinal Newman plainly perceived
from tho remarks cf Mr. Barber and his friends that they held
certain viows or theories about the Catholic Church, which
they ignorantly thought could bo held in the communion of
the Roman Church, and which they were unwilling to give up
and they were consequently not ready to placo themeselves
under instruction much less was it possible in their then frame
of mind to receive them into the Church. Perceiving this
the Cardinal may have dismissed them with o remurk to the
effect+ ¢ Icould not in conscience receive—into the Church **
(as of course he could not, for the Catholic Church by renson
of her divine infallible authority demands unquestioning ab-
solute submission of the understanding and will 1a matters of
faith and morals) adding ** You had (therefore) better go back
to where you came from.” What else was to be done in such
o caso except to stay where they were until humility should
preparo them to be adwnitted into the one time fold.

Asgtothe referenco to ¢ digsensions ** and ** want of union
I do not believe the words wore used. Thu conversation maey
have turned on questions on whicl. the Chiurch has not spoken
and which therefore aro open to discugsion among thevlugians ;
but these discussions are not disunion nor dissensivns, nor
signs of it.

At our conversation I said to you that I wished to lny be-
fore Mr. Barber what it is alleged he stated for lus explanation
and if he reasserted it, to lay it before Cardinal Newan lum-
self. You agreed to this, usking me hiowever to give you an
opportunity to confirm your recollection of Mr. Barbers
asgertion by consulfation with Mr. Fortier. I write now in
order to have your word whether I have correctly set down
Mr, Barber's statement. You will understand that I shali
feel at liberty to make any use I sce fit of all correspondence
in connection with this matter.

MB. CURRAN, M.P., CORRECTS A MAiL ERROR.

The following communication appears in the Toronto Mail
of Saturday:—

Sir,—In yesterday's issue of your paper, n an article en-
titled « The Latest Explosion,” referring to an address re-
cently delivered by me at the unveiling of the Tabaret statue,
you state :—

*«Mhe Ottawa University, by the way, was merely a collego
until the Pope by a rescript conferred University powers upon
it. Non-Cathohic colleges have to apply to the Legislature
for such powers.”

Of coursa such statements are very palatable to the section
of the population youaro catering to at the present moment;
tho only weak point about them is that they are wholly de-
void of truth. The Ottawa University was not merely a
college until the Pope, by a regeript, conferred University
powers upon it. Catholic as well as non-Catholic colleges
have to apply to the Legislature for such powers, and amongst
others the Ottawa University has had to make sueh applica-
tion. If you will refer to the the statute of the Province of
Ontario, 48 Vic., ch, 91, you will find tat the law incorporating
the original college of Bytown, subsequently the Collego of

Ottawa, weas amended and University powers conterred upon
that institution by tho Inws of Ontario. Tho lHead of the
Church has been pleased to recognize the University thus es.
tablished by the law of Ontario as the Catholio contre of ocu-
cation for tho Province. Thus another griovance 18 oxploded,
and the title of your artiole, ** Tho Latest Explosion,” fully
justified. It is too bad that the writor, who is so anxious to
enlighton the people of Counada as to what took place in
Italy hundreds of yonrs ago, is not awsre of what ocourred
in the Legislature or his own Provinee in 1885.

As you ave doubtless already awaro that preparations are
being made in many places to celebrate worthily the hundredth
anniversary of the birth of Father Mathew, the Apostle of
Temperance, which oceurs on the 10th October, 1890.

In thig city, which wag the cradle of Ins great Lotal Ab-
stinence Movement, and from wlich it ultimately extended
to America, as woll as throughout the United Kingdom, the
(entenary will properly be made the oceasion for a grand
public commemoration. A lughly mtluentinl and ropresen-
tative Committeo has been formed for this purpose as you
lwill see on reference to the circular accompanying this
etter.

In considering the form which the colebration should take,
the Committee's attention has been particularly directed to
the fact thai one of the latest undertakings of Fathor Mathow's
life, and one which was naturally very dear to hun, was tho
crection of a suitable chiurch for lus Order 1 the City of
Cork. This work hLe was obliged to leave unfimshed, owmg
to the funds which he had collected for its completion, being
applied to the more urgent purposs of relioving tho dire
public distress accasivned by the Irish fumine of 1847,

Since that time it has been found mpracticuble to fimsh
the church, owing to the numerous other demunds upon the
slender resources of the Capuchin Order and of the citizens
of Cork for religious and educational objects; but the de-
sire is strong in the hearts of all those who revere Iather
Mathow's memory to finishi this work at the first favourable
opportunity.

Such an opportunity now presents itself, and indeed the
Commnittee feel that it would be a lasting reproach to all who
honour the great Apostle of Temperauce if his Contenary
should pass by and still leave his memorial church in its
present imperfect and unsightly condition.

The Committee, in making this specinl work a prominent
featuro in the Centenary celebration, deem it incumbent upon
them to give it not morely a local, or even national character,
but to regard it as one in which IFather Mathew's admirers
and friends all over the world would be glad to have a share ;
and they, therefore, contemplate an appeal for rid to the peoplo
of America as well ag those of other countries, and especially
to the various Temperance organizations which acknowledgo
him as their venerable founder.

In order to carry out the above, the Committee hasarranged
to send to America the present Very Rev. I, Mathew, Guar-
dian of ths church and convent in Cork, whose duty it will
be to deliver public lectures in Temperance halls and other
places throughout tho States. As the proceeds of these
lectures will be devoted to the due celebration of the Centenary,
as woll a3 the completion of the church, they appeal to you
to give as much publicity as possible to his visit and also to
his lectures in order to render his mission a success.

It is understood that Archbishop Walsh will assumo his
now dignity and now duties on tho 27th of November, and
that he will arrive in the city on that date. Previous to tlis
he will attend the Catholic Congress at Baltimore. No
official announcement, we understand, of the date of His
Graco's installation will bo made until one week before the
time fixed upon.

Readers of the Review may have read many accounts of
The 0'Donoghne, whoso death a few days ago removed a once
distinguighed figure in the public life of Ireland, but none,
wo fancy, more chnarming than the one we publish elsewhere
in this number.  The O'Donoghue entered public lifo shortly
after the bursting of tho * Brass Band,”—the party of Keogh
and Sndlier—but the National orgamzation wiich wes sturted
under his auspices and thoso of John Martin and other
prominent Irishmen, was not destined to last long. It came
into collision,with tho Fenian movement, which shortly after
sweptlike wildfire through tho country, and beng the wenker,
itwent under. 'The subsequentcarcer of The O'Donoghue
was disappointing ; he grew half-hearted, shrank from the
Homo Rulo policy of Mr. Butt, and placed imself in opposi-
tion to that of Mr. Parnoll. The last seat he represented
was that of Tralee, which on the passage of Mr. Gladstone's
Redistribution Act, was swopt away. From that time for-
ward his name sank into obhivion. Such was the fate of a
man ‘“who, at one tume,” says Umited Ireland, * attracted
the attuntion of Europe by rivalling the French Emperor in
the magnificence of his equippages; who speat a princely
patrimony in reckless extravagance and had bis debts paid by

a foolish tenantry ; who challenged an Irish Chief Secrotary
to fight s duel; who could boast of n descent from o line of
princes stretching back into pre-historic times, and who was
ono of the handsomest as well as one of the most eloguent
men in Burope.”

Wo received o fow days ago the Noveinbor number of the
Converted Catholie, an infamous publication issued in New
York by an apostate priest named O’Connor, and filled from
cover to cover with unspeakably vilo attacks on the Church
and the priesthood. The publisher and purveyor of all this
smut is thrusting it, 1t appears, upon members of the Cana.
dian clergy. In the number which came under our notice
our attention was attracted by the following letter from our
old friend, Dean O'Connor, of Chesterville ;

\When this Review in April last stood out alone among Am-
erican Catholicjournals to say that Mr. Jessop’s Century stories,
in which he held up in his true light the Irish American
saloon-keeping ¢ patriot,” and the Irish American saloon-
keeping ward politician, were not all caricatures, and not all
exaggeration ; and that, while they were not, we confessed, the
pleasantest reading, yet that the unpleasantest part about
them was their undeniable fidelity to every day facts and ex-

periences, it was howled and bellowed at by every demsgoguo,

and asssiled by every discreditable and interested agency.
There was no attempt on their part at any serious argument;
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no disposition to approach the question as one simply of facts:
the truth or reasenableness of which could be ascertained
easily. It suited their purposes bettor to mistako porsonalitics
for argument, to donounce this Review as a libeller of the
1rish race, and to assail it with the coarsest abuso that
viciousness aud vulgarity conld together produce. Even so
good an Trishman as Rev. Father Foloy of Baltimore, one of
this journal's contributors, was held up as “a slanderor of the
Irish,” and as jarticeps criminis, becauso of the powerful
articles which he wrote, dealing with the deplorable conneo-
tion of such large numbers of our Irish Catholio peoplo with
the disgraceful traffic in whiskey: It was very evident proof
of how hard professional demagogism had been hit. One
would almost have thought that the whiskey interest were the
most vital point of Irigh feeling. Papers liko the Irish Cana-
dian geomed to bo attacked acutely with a sort of Hibernian
hydrophobia.

They wore not long in this ugly mood, however, beforo the
logi: of events kicked them into their corners. In the firat
week in May last, and under circumstances of extraordinary
brutality, Dr. Cronin was put to death in Chicago, in execu-
tion, as seoms to be overwhelmingly proved, of a decree of
a gecret council of a camp of the Clan-na-Gael, in order to
prevent, it is belioved, his exposure of a corrupt use of cer-
tain monies collected by the *¢ physical force ' party for the
Irish cause. With the network of crime and corruption sur-
rounding this murder, which has since then been brought
to light, the public is fally familiar. It is now seen that the
ridicule of the Century stories was none too strong, and was
not misdirected ; and it is curious to observe, also, that those
very publications which were londest in denouncing this Re-
view ag an enemy of the Irish cause, and as a libeller of the
Trish vace, are those which gre now at great pains to explain
that the efforts of the Irishmen in America who seek to
promote by honourable and lawful means the natural rights
of the Irish people at home, are not to- be confounded with
the assagsins and self-seekors who compose such mucder clubs
as the Chicago Camp of the Clan-na-Gael, and the afliiliated
divisions of Dynamitic Fenianism marshalled by Mr. O'Dono-
van Rossa. And this, bo it remembered, is all that this
journal contended for, and for saying which it was visited
with hurricanes of abuge. But who now will say that our
position was not right, that our criticisms were not well
meant, that our strictures had not foundation? Take the
opinion of one of the ablest American Catholic papers, the
Milwaukee Catholic Citizes, which says in its last issue :

«Incidents reported in the Chicago press in connection with
the Oronin case discover the existence in that town of a phase
of Irish-American life which, after all, was not greatly mis-
represented iu Jessop's Century stories and Scanlan’s Irish
plays. Camps of the Clan-na-Gael met in saloons, and at
one particular gethering the minions of the press heard sun-
dry inebriated patriots talking over the details of a plan to
rescue the prisoners. This is Jessop’s story of the * rige and
fall of the Irish Aigle * rehbearsed. In that much berated
story decanters and bottles in the rear zoom of a saloon fig-
ure largely both in the text and the illustrations. We comp-
lain about these things and we denounce the aspects of Irish-
American life depicted in the plays. But after all, is there
not a great deal of truth in chese unpleasant portraits of life
about us? ¢ The fault is not in our stars but in ourselves.:
Oan there be great damage in holding the mirror up to nature ?
Maynot ridicule go agreat way towards curing the situation 2"

Notwithstanding tho exoited feclings of thoso * patriots ”* to
whow any, evon the least, oriticism is an unpardonable and

a hateful thing, wo vonture to say to thom that they do
more to degrado the Irish in tho estimation of other men

thun could be done by a thousand jowrnals openly and
avowedly hostilo to them. Despito ull their sorry and un.
worthy offorts to misreprosont us, wotoll them that we think
botter of our Irish people than thoy do, although we havo
nover been blind to their failings. No race, no nation is
foultless. But thereare deeper, stronger, nobler and manlior
types of the Irish charaoter than those which thoy defend—
the Thug-saloon-keeper, and boodler. OQur quarrel with
these journals is not that they give the, Irish moro, but far
less, than they deserve, The Irish poople we hold to be,
not, it may bo, superior, but atall events, not inforior to any
people in the world in intelligence, religious feeling, virtuo'
intollectual capacity, bravery. They furhish more than
their quota of the best soldiers and ofticors, tho first orators
oand statesmen, authors, journalists and artists in the English-
speaking world, Thoy very nearly control tho,press and the
politics of this continent ; the descendants of tho exiles of a
few years ago are to-day honourably distinguished in the ser-
vice of Spain, France and Austria. They are destined to
yet fill a high place in the scale of nations. It is bocause of
this, and becauso centuries of oppression have sent so many of
them adrift in poverty and in innocence, that this journal will
have only the hard word for those who seek to prey upon
and degrade them.

Reading over the Irish Cunadian's Apoleyia pro vita sua in
this week's number, in which it recounts, in chronologioal or-
der, the number of journals that huveregarded it as not above
suspicion, we feel ourselves compelled to admit, wi h every-
thing of delicacy end reluctance, that there does seem to have
been a good deal of unanimity upon the subject.

Though we have had occasion to touch upon the subject
of the Cronin murder ourselves in this number it hes been
from necessity, rather than from choice ; and with the opinion
of an able contemporary, the Baltimore Mirror, we wholly
agree. There is one Catholic paper in the United States
which is conspicuously noisy just now in calling that stern
justice be meted out to the conspirators, though the heaven

should fall ; and it is a paper which more than any other (for
happily it has fow imitators) has been an assassin of char-

aater, and for years fed upon the worst political hates. It ig
to this paper that the Mirror obviously refors in the following
passage :

There is a growing belief among American Catholics that
religious nowspapers should curb their propensity for meddling
in criminal matters. If scoundrels who pose as friends of Ire-
land steep their hands in blood, or if asssssination is unjustly
ageribed to secret orders that are supposed to bo enlisted in
the Irish cause, it is not the province of American religious
journals to assume the role of council for either side. Catho-
lics, ag & body, are not responsiblo for the crimes of cut-throats
and policitical assassins, no mater what the pretended char-
acter of the latter may be; and we submit that it is a great
injustice for Catholic journals to give the impression that
Catholics are more interested than others in such cases by
devoting spaco to heated discussions of the subject. Better
let these matters rest where they belong- with the courts
of justice.
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A VISIT TO CARDINAL MANNING.

Archbishop's Honse, tho lonely looking palace of tho
Cardimal Archlishop, stands in Carliasle Place, a quiet street
off one of thy mnmn thoroughfares of Westminster. It was
on a grey deptember morning, warm and still, and the news-
vonders were shricking in the streets the announcement of
the latest Wlatechapel tragedy, when, leaving the hum of
traffic in Vauxhall Bridgo Rouad behind us, we came into the
comparatu e sifence of Carlisle Place.  The Cardinal's outloolk
is not a cheerful one. In fiont his windows is a waste plot
of ground cuvered with rubbish of bmlding materials, his site
for the Cutholic cathedral, one day to be built. On another
side the windows overlook a row of mean-looking workmen's
houses, so that the Cardinal fittingly dwells with the poor
always al his doors. On the other side indeed mansions
broken up in luxurious sets of flats lic between Archbishop's
House and the Convent of the Sisters of Charity, which flanks
it at the dows lovk nway from such comfortable neighbors.
At the Cardinal s duor, when wo reached it, his old servant,
who camo to lum frum Cardinal Wiseman, was dismissing a
needy-looking workman, n docker perhaps, for those were
stoikeg-tinies.  We went through o bave hall, all of grey stone.
and up a wide stone stairs, which led to & balistiaded gallery
overlooking the bhall, aud wlience varions doors go off.  We
watted for the Cardinal in a stately room--a room in which
councils migh be hedd. A long table went down the centre,
and around it was great chairs, French chairs of ormolu and
crimson satin, with an air of old-world magnificence. The
room hind its share of pictures and curios. There was a por-
trait of Blessed John IFisher, an old portrait, or an ex-
ceedingly clover copy ; there was a large picture of the last
Vatican Council and a little one of Our Lady of Good Counsel
Under a glass shade was Cardinal Wiseman's beretta, and on
snother table, 1y marble, an Italinn Mater Dolorosa. There
were also some delicately painted portraits, family-portraits
apparently.  All this one had tine to notice before the Car-
dmal's entrance. Within this room is a smaller one, where
he receives his visitors sometimes ; of a wet or cold day it 1s
easier to warm, than the great room outside. 'This lesser
room is more of a library, with bookcases at each end filled
with the great in literature.  On & side-table hero I noticed &
set of the Greek poels done into English.

Presently the Cardinal came in, a tall old man and thin to
attenuation, with the face of & saint, colorless and ascetio, in
which the oyes, full of kindness, smiled for the stern month.
He wus atiired in a long cassock trimnmed with the red of his
Cardinalate, and on lus thin silver huir there was a scarlet
skull-cap.  As he seated himself in an arm-.chair he drew his
Irish visitor a chair by lus left hand with a gesture of fatherly
kindness. One left filled with a mixture of awo and reverent
affection for him. He was tired with the lubor and anxiety
of tho strike, and leaned back m his chair, looking very frail.
His strength must be far greater than its seeming or he could
nover get through the work he does. e talked first of pootry.
menttoniye among recent poelry which had interested him
that of Mr. Arthur Symons, whose * Days and Nights,"
dealing, as they often do, with painful social problems, would
naturally mterest so great a social reformer as the Cardinal.
Other patry which he mentioned with much appreciation was
that of Mrs. Hamnlton King.

Presently he brauched off to other topics. Ireland, lying
near s heart, casily came uppermost. Ho spoke of tho
goodness of her people. Before the Royal Commission on
the Housmg of tho Poor 1t had been proved, ho instanced,
that m the most extreme cases of puverly and overcrowding
no such evils had ansen as in other countries ; drink was the
only tronble, and the drink guestion scemed to lie heavily on
Inm.  He referred with satisfaction to the temperance work
being doue m Cork by Mrs. Bacry and hier helpers. He said
the Inish made homes under the protection of God, and no
enemy came to break throngh except drunkenness. ¢ Men,”
said the Cardmal, ** can biild houses, but only God can build
a home.”  Then ho branchwd away to the newspaper press,
and what 1t was doing, and with especial reference to tho
Cathiohie press. The doings of a certain class of anti-Irish
Enghsh Catholics aud its wonthpieces in the press must needs
vox his heart, < The Weekly Register,” he said with em.

phasis, ** offends.” My friend had brought him a newspaper
cutting which purposed to give authentic account of his way
of living, how he had a farm in tho country whence come fowl
and cggs and butter for his table ; n pretty fiction over which
His Eminence smiledas hie read it. ¢ There is my only farm,"
he said, pointing to thu desolate plot of building ground out-
side. Tho nows of yet another Whitechapel horror seemed
to move him deeply ; his face took on a new pallor, if that bo
possible, and as he closed his eyes, in pain and horror, he
looked like a saint whose reward is already come. The sin
and misery of the great city must lie heavily at his heart,
though scarcely any other man hasdone as much to lessen
the burden. 1 thought of what Lord Shaftesbury’s son wroto
when his father lay dead : ¢ I often heard my father say of
you that wherever there was good to be done and evil to'be
fought he was always sure of you.”

Ono carries away two impressions from the Cardinal,—his
stateliness and his meekness. He never for a moment isleys
than a Prince, and there is an atmosphere of Royalty about
him which might well be missing in the Courts of this world,
8o that the recipient of his sweetness feels at the heart a little
throb of passionate loyalty with the reverence and love which
go out to answers his graciousness. Ho is well-nigh, it
seems to me, the most impressivo figure of our day. Unlike
lus great brother-cardinal, though he is & man of books he is
also a man of affairs. Ile hias done more to reconcile the
English Protestant mind to the idea of priesthood than all
the generations of priests who went before him.  To themost
unlikely places, social gatherings and public mectings and
into the hives of men, hs goes carrying his Master’s standard,
and drawing oyes and hearts to follow it. e bas had the
fullest possible life—the life of the world and the life of the
cloister alike are open books to him. Me is worn with his
cighty-one years—** those cighty-ono steps,”—steps up the
narrow stairs of perfection and into the presence-chamber of
God, and he rules his life hardly, being a total abstainer and
almost a vegetarian. o has traveled through many pros-
perities and many trials to this groy palace of his, whither
go the prayors and heart-beats of his spiritual children in
London, and the myriad of his spiritual children elsewhere,
who aro so through love and loyalty. Lven in the eyes of
men it is a proud lot,—far prouder than any to which he
might have traveled from the green lanes and dusky woods of
his Sussex pavsonnge. And away from the eyes of men the
gifts of God and the consolations of God are God's secret sxd
sacred.—Ratharine 'ynan in Bostan Pilot

THE CLOSING OF THE HAMILTON MISSION.

On Sunday last, the mission preached by the Rev. Fachers
Drunmmond and Connolly, S. J., in St. Mary’s Cathedral,
Hamilton, was brought to a successful termination.

Beredicion, after which he thanked the people of the Catire-
dral parish for their appreciation of the sermons and instrue-
tiuns, as evinced by the large and sustained attendance both
morning and evening. He paid a glowing tribute to the
Rev. clergymen of the Cathedral for their indefatigable zeal in
searching out and bring back to the fold so many lost and
straying sheep, who had fallen away from the practico of
their religion. This he considered one of the most noted
fruits of the wmission. Special praise was due to the Rev.
Father McEvoy, the Rector, whoso administrative ability
procurcd such order and punctuality in all the exercises.
*“But in what-terms,” he went on to say, *“ shall we express
our thankfulness to his Lordship the Bishop of Hamiiton,
who invited us to come in your midst. With a courage such
as only a Catholic Bishop can display, and at a time when
the awr was nife with slander and obloquy against the Society
of Jesus, he invited two of ils mombers to this important
city of the Dominion, threw open to them his cathedral
church, lent them his pulpit and exhorted his people to go
and hear the vindication of their order. Never shall the
Fathers of the Society of Jesus forget this proof of episcopal
courage given in their behslf. We congratulate tho people
on the pastors God has placed over them, and the pastors on
the flock committed to their care. About to take nur de-
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parture, wo can lrave them the assurance that wo shall carry
away, and over retain the memory of their piety and earnest-
ness."”’

His Lordship Bishop Dowling then thanked the Rev.
Fathers personally, and also in the name of tho congregation,
for the very efticient work which thoy had done in the parish,
and cencluded by praying that the fruts of the mission would
long remain ripe in the heurts of the people.

The Men’s branch of the League of the Sncred Heart was
cstablished in the aftcrnoon. Some two hundred and fifty
men bemng mn attendance. Counsellors were chosen from
among the leading Catholic citizens. This work bids fair to
become a permanent and lasting good in the parish.

Bishop of Harbour Grace.

The corner-stone of the new St. Mary's convent, corner of
Brthurst street and McDonnell square, was laid last Sunday
afternoon at four oclock by Rev. Father Roonoy. Adminis-
trator, assisted by Rev. I'ather McCann Rev. Father Finan
and Rev. Father Crunise. After the service in St. Mary's
church & procession was formed, headed by a cross-bearer,
two acolytes m red soutane and white surplice, and the incense
bearer. The vrocession proceceded from the church to the
spot whero the large curved block of stone was waiting to be
lzid in position. The church had been crowded, and when
the congregation poured out to witness the ceremonies in the
open air 1t was angmented by hundreds of people who were
drawn together by curiosity, or attracted by the presence of
the previously large assemblage. When the corner-stone had
been well and duly x1d the procession was reformed, and
during the march around the side of the proposed convent the
foundations were sprinkled with holy water. The building
will cost between $7,000 and $8,000, and if the weather con-
tinues open until Christmas it will be roofed in by that time.
It will bo constructed of red brick and stone, will be three
storeys Ingh, and about G4 feet deep by 60 feet wide. It ig
ntended for a convent for the Sisters of St. Joseph resident
in St. Mary’'s parish, and as a select school for young ladies.
For these purposes 1t will be complete in all its arrangements,
the hieating and ventilation receiving special attention. The
old frame house at present standing will be allowed to remain
for a tune, and will be used 1n connection with the new buld-
ing. Eventually it will be removed, when the whole plan
devised will be fully carried out.

DBut long after that hour, writesa Roman
correspondent, the Cardinal Secretary of State or the under
Secretary is often summoned to the Holy Iather's apart-
ments, where by the light of the midnight lamp, the Viear
of Christ watchies and thinks and prays for the welfare of the
Church,

A story has been started by Signor Crispi's organ to the
effect that the late Cardinal Schiaflino—who died of acute
gastro-enteritis, aggravated by his having taken cold wator
when over-heated—was poisoned. This ridiculous statement
is denied by Dr. Ceccarelli, who attended him. The Cardinal
was & close friend of His Holiness Leo XIII., a learned and
devoted son of Holy Church.

The Catholic Review makes s goed point in‘its latest num.
ber, It remarks that certain Now York firms, publishers of
books which are largely used in Catholic schools, academies
and colleges, never advertise in Catholic journals. For this
they deserve to be called to account. The injustice to Catho-
lic paers could be corrected by our educational institutions
refusing to buy from them.

The Pontifical Encyelical on the Social Question is extreme
long and consists of two parts; the one doctrinal, and the
other intended for the practical guidance of the several classes
concerned in production and distribution. His Holiness has
kept back his work for the sake of the final corrections, to
which he has given more than usual care.

Miss Madden, sister of the Solicitor-Gereral for Ireland was
recerved into the Church on tho Feast of the Holy Rosary in
St. Mary’s Dominican Convent, Cabra, by the Rev. Father
O'Brien, assistant chaplain to the North Dublin Workhouse
Miss Madden had been a deaconess of the Protestant Church,
and 1n this character devoted to the needs of the poor in the
workliouse some time and she retived from this position, to
the great regrot of all whom she had so served. The reason
for her withdrawal has notbeen made apparent.

“PROSPERITY"” IN «“UNITED ITALY."

We are constantly having dinned into our ears by the anti-
Catholic press assurances of benefits and Dblessings to the
Italian people as a result of the destruction of the temporal
sovercignty of the Pope. *United Italy” ir held up to
admiration as a country free and happy, and those who desire
to havo restored to the Holy Father the property of which he
has been robbed are denounced as enemies of Italian progress
and prosperity.

Dr. Logue, Archbishop of that diocese and Primate of all
Ireland, presented a picture of the beautics and advantages of
Italian ¢ Unity.” His Grace has, in the course of his ex-
perience, seen some terrible things in Ireland, but he declares
that the poverty and distress, of which lio has often been an
eye-witness, in Donegal and Connemara were “nothing to the
poverty and disiress he had seen amongst the pensantry of
Italy,” The Italian people, ho says, are so burdened with
taxation that ie hud known scveral to give up house property
as the taxes were higher than the rent.” His Grace adds that
in spite of the beautiful Italinn climate and other unatural
advantages * the peoplo are flying from the country in larger
numbers than the peasantry ever fled from Ireland,”

Such is the condition of things in *free and United Italy.”
Wo may boe quite sure that the facts of the situation are not
unappreciated by the Italian people. They cannot fail to see
through the sham and bypocrisy of the claim that the spoliation
of tho Church has bronght any real benefit to Italy.—N. Y.
