Winnipeg Board of Trade.

The semi-annual meeting of the Winnipeg
Board of Trade was held on Tuesday, July 8th.
The followin~ rennrts were read and adopted :

FLOU.. 4.0 smbhiL ENAMINERS' REPORT.

The report of the board of flovr and meal ex-
aminers was presented by Mr. Stephen Nairn,
chairman.

The board of flour and meal examiners Leg
to report that their duties for the past year have
been fully attended te, and as referred toin
the las* aunual report of their predecessors,
these duties have been enlarged and made of
more usc {o Manitoba and Western Canada
generally by representation and attendance at
tho annusl meeting of the Dominion Board of
Examiners, held ut Montreal.

Tho hoard sent two delegates to that meet-
ing, who on their return reported flour and
meal was principally inspected in Montreal
and Qugbec there being ebout 108,000 bus. of
flour and about 400 bu- of oatmeal inspected
for year ending June, 1889.

The products of Manitoba and Western
Canada mills are mostly sold on their merits
and brands, but as was shown at the Bfontreal
meeting it is necessary to have established
grades to judgo from, when any disputo arises
between the buyec and scller as to quality, and
for this reason the closer connection now made
betweer the westorn producer aud the eastern
consamer, through this representation of your
hoard on the Dominion board, must be kept
up by the 1egular attendance of our ropresent-
atives at the anuual meetings of the Dominion
board.

There has veen no movement yct asto the
appointment of a flour and meal inspection,
the work to be done unot inducing any one to
offer themsclves exclusively for that duty, and
the board.would suggest that our grain inspec-
tor combine the duties of this office, the same
as is done by the Toronto inspector.

The miembers of the board for past year
were :

Stephen Nairu, D. H. McMillan, Samuel
Spink, ¥. W. Thompson and Jomes Anderson.

All of which is respectfully submitted.

GHAIN EXAMINERS' REPORT.

The bourd of grain examiners beg to present

their anuual seport.

Under the amendid Grain Inspection Act
your examiners sent their delegates to the
meating held 24th September last? to fix stand-
ards of yrain grown west of Lake Superior.
The working of the amended Act has proved,
so far, to be quite satisfactory, the cost to the
Dominion being very much less than under the
old method.

Osly one appeal from Inspector Horn’s grad-
ing has been made during the pat year, and
your examiners sustained the inspector’s
ruling.

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THE OORDAGE OOMBINE.

Renowed interest has been givea to the ques-
tion.of ibinder twino by the recont announce-
ment that a combination of the Canadian
Cordago manufactorics has been affected.

1t has becn kuown for some time that o move
was on foot to form a combination of the dif-
ferent cordage works in Canada. This has
now been cffected, under tho name of the Con-
sumers’ Cordage Compavy, Limited. This
company now controls all the rope, cordage
and bicder twino factories in Canada, with the
exception of the factory at Brantford, Oatario.

The factories in tho combine uare those lacated
at Halifax, Montreal, Lachute, Quebec, ILo-
ronto and St. Johu, Some United States
capitalists ave interested in the deal in con-
junction with Canadian Cordage manufscturers.

Tho effect of this move will be watched with
interest by the trade. The United States
capitalists interested are manufacturers in the
same lins in that country, and the deal will
bring the Canadian manufacturing interest
into accord with that in the United States. It
is claimed that the United States manufacturers
have secured a corner o: manilla and sisal,
which i3 the raw material principally used in
the manufacture of rope, twine, etc., hence it
was necessary in order to obtain this material,
that the combibation should be effected. The
leaders of the combine deciare that by this
consolidation of the Capadian manufacturing
interest they will be able to obtain their supply
of raw material at a reduction of 30 to 4) per
cent., as the parties holding the corner on the
raw fibre are also in the new company which
controls the Canadian factories, It is an-.
nonnced that the price of twine will not be
reduced this season as the stock of high-priced
twino oun hand at the various factories had to
be taken over by the now company. It is
‘“‘generously ” stated that Canadian con.
sumers will be given the bepefit of the reduc-
ed cost off the raw material next season. Time

will show whether the combine will carry out
this promise, .

THE RETAILERS ASSOCIATION.

The secretary of the Retailers Association is
sending out a circular to all me-chants in Mani-
toba and the Territories, asking them to become
members of the organization. Thisisia accord-
ance with a resolution passed at the convention
of retail merchants held in Wianipeg last win-
ter, when the association was formally organiz-
ed. Itis to be hoped that thera will be a
general response to the circular. The member-
ship fee is very smull, having beea placed at the
small sum of fifty conts, which amount it is
expected will be sufficient to defeay the current
expenses of the associntica, 1t is the desire of
the officers thit the membership shoald include
s nearly as possible the entire marcantile ele-
ment of Manitobs and the Territories. 1. any
merchant should nob receive a ciroular, it will
be because his nane has :been accidentally

ommitted from the list, Thereforo if any should
not receive the cirenlar, they are invited just
tho samo to send their name and the member-
ship fee to the sccrotary, V. T. Reid, whoso
address is at Neepawa, Man. The feo i3 so
small, that those who do not reply may be con:
»idered as efthor neglecting the matter through
carclessness, or that they ave opposed to the
objects of tho association.

Organization is a featurc of the age. Neatly
ail tho professions have their organizations, and
thero are few important industrial pursuits
which are not thoroughly organized by the
formation of associations of some kind. Retail
merchants appear to be the most tardy to move
in this divection, but of late years some success-
ful offorts have been mado to organize rotail
merchants’ association in Bastern Cunada, The
first offort in this direction in tho west calmi-
nafed in the couvention held at Wionipeg last
winter. That tho convention wasa great suc-
cess, was gonerally acknowledged by those
present, and it was uoanimously resolved to
effect & permanent organizition. A great deal
of preliminary work had to be accomplished at
the first meecting, which will not have to bo
done over again, and consequently when the
merchants come together agiin, they will be
able to start where they left off the last time.
On account of tho work of organization which
had to be undertaken, it was not to be expected
that a great deal could be done at the first
meoting of a general nature of interest to mor-
chants, Still those who were present went
away satisfied that they had inaugurated a good
worl, and had gained much jnformation which
would be useful to them in conducting their
business,

This association, if properly conducted, will
result in great good to the rotail trade of the
country, and the only way to haveit 3o con-
ducted is for each merchant to take o lively
individual interest in the organization.
the country is young is the time to place trade
upon a proper basis, and by uniting now in an
endenvor to educate the pecople iuto correct
Dusioess habits, the merchants should be able
to attain excellent vesults,  The time for hold-
ing the next convention will soon come arouad,
and it is not too soon for merchants to bestir
tbemselves, and do what they canto further
the interests of the association in preparation
or the fall inceting.

THE PROHIBITION FARGE.

The situetion in the Territories as regards
the liquor question, is not improving. PEvi-
dently the introduction of four per cent. beer
has uot helped wmatters much, but rather the
contrary. It has, if auoythisg, still further
complicated the situation aund recdered the
alleged restrictive regulations more farcical
than ever. Personal investigation of the con-
diiions now raling discloses the fact that in the
western portion of the Territories at least,
there is more disregard for the law than ever
before. The restrictive regulations regarding
tho importation and sale of liquors in the
country have always been more or less of & dead
letter over s large portion of the couatry, but
at the present time there appears to be no ro-
gard whatever for the law on this matter. Ia

-

While.

fact the restrictive regulations are simply
regarded with supreme contempt. This is not
a pleasant thing to contemplate in a counutry
utherwiso zonsidered to be inhabited by a law-
abiding poople. It is not a good lesson for the
people, to continue laws which are disrogarded
in such o wholesale and barefaced mannor. I
the liquor regulations are impractical of en.
forcement, they should be radically changed.
If thoy can be enforced, thon let them be
carried out to the letter, or as closely as
possiole.

The present state of things in tho country ia
simply disgraceful to thoso who are reaponsible
for it. The number of places where liquor is
sold in the western territorial towns is certainly
greater than in any portion of Canada, in pro-
portion to population. This is the state of
things existing in & country whero tho sale of
liquors is supposed to be ubsolutely prohibited,
except that one or two hotels in cach commu.
nity are licensed to seli ““four por cent.” beer.
We were assured upon good authority, that in
ons town with a population of twelve or fifteen
hundred, there were fully fifty plices selling
liquors, and not four per cent. beer alono cither.
A little investigation appeared to bear out this
statement. Now, what town in Canada outside
of the Territories, with a like population, can
approach such a record? And in this town
there is a detachment or two of mounted police,
the special minions of the Dominion Govern-
ment which imposes these ‘‘restriction.” upon
the Territories. Do these 1men do their duty ?
It looks rather as if they were charged te leave
the busioess alone, for the purpose of rendering
the law uapopular.

However, the police are not as much to blame
as those not acquainted with the situation
would imagine. In tho first place, it is always
a disagreeable task to enforce a law which is
thoroughly unpopular, and bpaturally the local
officisls shrink from taking action to enforce the
law. Then the permit system zenders it very
difficult to securo convictions against violators
of the act. When a seizure of liquor is made,
there is usually o permit on hand from some
quarter to cover it. Permits to bring liquor
into the country appear to be granted simply
upon request and the payment of the fec,
Liquors brought in in this way are not supposed
to be for sale, but it is very difficult to prevent
a party having liquor legally in his possession
from selling it. To show tha extent to which
the permit system is carried it may be stated
that at onec small etation seventeen empty whis-
key kegs were put upon the train to bereturned
to the shippers.

Of course a great deal of liquor is brought
into the country which does not come in by
permit. How it gets there is not our basiness
to enquire, but it gets there afl the samo iz un- |
limited quantities, and in nearly all the varisties
koown to the vendors of such goods, The
authorities pounced upon a few poor men who
were trying to make a living by the manufac.
ture-of light beera in the Terr. ories, aad ruths
lessly robbed them of their property and mode
of livelihood, brivging some of them to ruin,
These men thought they were acting within the
law, and as they had not been interferel with
for years, usago appavently sanctioned their
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occupation, But their businoss wa3 destroyed
without compeusation, whilo in other respoots
thero is no offort made to caforco tho law.
Thero is absolutely no rostriction upon the
promiscitous salo of liquors in somo of the
westorn towns, and the number of places where
liquor is sold is wonderful. Druvkenness is
very much meore provalent than in Manitoba
whero licenses aro grantod, and the temptations
to drink arc immeasurablo greator. BEspociddly
is this tho case as a result of tho permit system,
for when a person of a social disposition obtuins
a quantity of liquor on tho permit plan, ho will
invito his frionds in ‘o have & “‘big timo” with
him.

This is tho moral aspect of the case, Com-
mercially, tho tendency is to encourage smug-
gling and underhand dealing, in a business
which would otherwise be done in somothing
liko a busincss way. Then the Government
liconscs one or more hotels in cach place to sell
light beer, but little or no effort is made to
provent others from solling liquors of all kinds
without a liconze.

It will bo underatood that this article applics
to the western portion of the Territories, In
some sections, pa.ticularly in the east, disve-
gord for the law is not so gonerally apparent.
It is ovident, however, that a chango is re-
quired, and tho easiest plan would seem to bo
to allow the people to pronounce upon the
question, If thoy want a prohibitory law, theo
let them have it, free from *‘four per cent.
beer” and “permit” clauses. If the people de-
claro for a license system, it will certainly be a
great improvement upon the present situation.
Theo presont regulations, with the “beer” clause
and the ridiculous permit syste n, under which
one man grants individual licenses to import
liquors according to his personal whims, are to
outrageous in their natute to te tolerated in a
country where tho people are supposed to eajoy
civil liberty.

OUTLOOK FOR BUTTER.

There is every indication that the present
year will be one of uopreccdentedly low values
in butter, and merchants will be obliged to ex-
ercise anusual care in handling the article, if
they are to get through without loss. Anythiog
but best quality is likely to be practically un
saleable this scason, except at suca prices as it
will bring for soap grease or some such purpose.
The existing conditions point to very low values
for butter in all the leading markets, both in
Caopada and the United States. It has been
stated on reliable authority that eastern makers
are offering to lay down creamery butter at
Vancouver at 20c per pound. This statement
is in keeping with the gencral conditions of the
si.. tion in butter, and Manitoba merchants
will require to exovcise every carein buying and
handling butter this year, if they are to come
through the scacon without .oss. Special caro
will have to be given to t'.0 matter of quality,
as it will certainly be very difficult to find a
market for medinm and poor grades. Asto
prices country dealers will have to oxercise
great care, if thoy are to avoid the mistake
made Jast year by many merchante, of paying
more for butter than they could sell it for later
in the seazon,

Haudlers of Lutter should bear in mind that
the conditions aro entirely difforent in Manitoba
to what they weroe a fow years ago, when the
province was bavely able to supply itself with
this commodity. .With tho supply hardly up
to homo requiromonts, bettor pricus could of
courao bo obtained, and with a light supply aad
high prices there was more ready sale even for
medium qualities. Consumers were obligod to
tuko what was offered, and not be too particular
as to quility. But with a large surplus at
home, prices tending lower and holders anxious
to soll, consumors will not haveinferior quali-
ties forced upon them. Thoy have abundance
to select from and they will select the best.
This applies to tho local demaad, and thug it is
seen that ¢ven for tho home trade greater ozre
in regard to quality must be exercised.

Then o few yoarsago there was quite a de-
mand for Manitoba butter from points weat:
ward in the Territories, whero now tho local
supply is in oxcess of requiremonts. Some
points which wore partly supplied from dMani-
toba have now a surplus, and are competing
with Manitoba shippers for the trade of points
still farther weast.

There is a limited market in the mountain
towns and on the Pacific coast fof butter, but
there are several active competitors for this
trade. In tho firat placo we say the demand is
limited, and this is evident from the fact that
the total population of the district to be sup-
plied is only in the neighborhood of 75,000.
In the sccond place & portion of this demand is
supplied by home producers of butter in British
Columbia. Then during tho first six months of
tho year, fresh grass butter from California
comes into the British Columbia markets, and
with a taste for this prime article acquired, it
is difficult to dispose of packed butter of the
previousseason, even when it is of good quality,
much less to induce consumers to take the
ordinary dairy article, Then in the summer
and fall, when there is some demand for butter
in British Colur.bia, we have Ontario shippers
to compote with, Last year Manitoba made
the mistake of holding for too high prices, while
Pacific coast markets were being filled up with
Ontario butter. Such demand as there is in
British Columbia for packed butter should be
supplied by Mauitoba and the Territories, but
it will not do to hold for high prices, as the
commodity can be shipped through to the coast
from Oatario just ahout as cheaply as it can be
sent from Mauitoba. In addition to this we
may add that it is useless to send anything but
choice butter to the coast at any time. Con-
siderable loss has already been experienced by
declers here through the shipment of common
and medium qualitics to those markets.

In a general senso there has been an improve-
ment in the quality of butter marketed in other
couatries. Strenuous efforts are beiug made to
improve the quality of butter in eastern Canada,
aod the ssme thing is true in other butter.mak
ing countries. Cousuiners the world over are
becoming more particular in their tastes and
more discriminating in regard to this article.
This is shown to be the case from the fact that
tho largn expasrts of butter from Canada to
Great Britain h1ave fallen away to noxt to no-
thing. The reason is that Canada has not kept
paco with other countries in improvin;, the

quality of hor butter, The British consumors
soon noticed this and rofused to take ourstuft
wheon thoy ~ould get a bettoer article elsewhore.
Our butter trado with Britain has therefore been
lost, and in the prosent condition of the butter
markots it will bo almost impossible to regsin
it. First t6-will require s greab improvoment
in the averagoe quality, aand then we will be
obliged to sell at prices to successfully competo
with othor exporting countrics.

Now as to pricos, wo have already intimatod
that indications point to unusually low values,
Lato Montreal advices report sales of “choico
fresh creamory " at 17 to 18 cents por pound.
Thesoe figures ara certainly low enough.,  With
choice fresh creamory worth 17 to I8 cents at
Moatreal, what is ordinary dairy butter worth
in Manitoba ? Certainly o long way under these
quotations. Choicoe Eastern Townshipa, which
ranks well up to creamery in quulity, is quoted
ono to two conts lower, while for anything but
choice it is noted that thereis no demand what.
over. Choice fresh western dairy was being
taken at 14 cents.

Looking up Toronto markets wo find choice
dairy tubs quoted at 13 to 14 cents, and it is
noted that a lot of old stuff had been cleared
out at about 5 cents per pound.

In the United States butter prices are low in
all important markets. At Miuncapolis, the
principal produce market for the Northwestern
States, we find creamery butter quoted at {1 to
14 cents, while good to fancy dairy ranges from
8 10 12 cents. Store packed goods it is noted
are going mostly into packing stock, which is
in domand at 3} to 5 cents.

The different markets quoted certainly show
that values are low enough to suit the greatest
butter bears. It is also everywhere reported
that medium and poor qualities are not wanted
at all, On the basis of. values as existing else.
where, it is guestionable if Winnipeg prices are
not atill too high. At any rate, it would not
be safe for country merchants to buy on a full
parity with prices quoted-here during the past
few weeks. Our markets, tobe on a reasonably
safe basis, should be something lower than
quotations in eastera Canada markets, instead
of being fully as high, if uot higher, when aver-
age quality i3 considered. If wehave any con-
siderablo surplus of butter this year, it will be
necessary to export a portion of it eastward, as
the weeiern trade will not absorb it all. Butif
prices here are higher than in tho East, what
position will holders be in to ship castward?
Then we have already said that Manitoba and
the Territorics should have all the westera
trade. But if prices are held higher than in
tho East, shippers there will be sending car lots
through to the coast again, the same as they
did last year. All things therefore poiut to the
necessity of usihig special care this season in
handling butter, both as regards quality and
prices paid therefore.

BINDER TWINE OCTLOOK.

The local situation in binder twine is some-
what intereating at preseat, and it seems o be
the impression that there will bo a lively scram
Dble for twine before the season is over, with the
prospect of a sharp advance in prices, Itiss
well known fact that last year '3 trade in twine
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wag vory unsatisfactory for dealers. The large
implomout firms, who aro the principal handlers
of twine, scoured their orders in advance from
tho farmers aud brought in a supply of the
article in accordance with their estimate of the
demand, When the harvest came on, however,
it was found that the quantity of twino on
hand was groatly in excess of requirements;
Crops turned out much lighter than expected,
and many farmers throughout the country
only took a small portion of what thoy had
previoualy ordered from dealors. Tho dealers
did not caro to force the twine upon farmers,
and by genoral consont decided to carry it
over.

Notwithstanding the fact that twine was sold
on rather & closo margin last year, the local
dealers decided to reduce prices about threo
certa per pound this year. Tho standard price
last year was to farmers was 20 conts per pound,
though there was somo cutting in prices toward
tho close of the season. This year the nrice
was fixed at 17 conts per pound. When it is
considered that large stocks were carried over
from last year; upon which intorest aund insur.
ance charges have accumulated, it will bo easily
understood that local dealers are not making
much out of binder twine this season. In fact
tho margin left is hardly sufficient to pay the
cost of handling the article. So far as local
dealers are concerned, thore is practically no
money in handling twine, and counting the cost
of carrying last year’s stock over and the cost
of handling, they will do very well if they clear
themsolves on twine carried over. Neither will
there be any money in haudling new twine pur-
chased this season, for while local dealers have
reduced the price three cents to farmors, the
wholesale price at the factories has actually
been advanced a fraction of a cent per pound.
An advance on binder twine at the factorics was
announced the first of this month, probably as
a first result of the consolidation of the manu.
facturing interest.

The most interesting featurc of the local
situation at present is the prospect of ashortage
in the supply. Crops promige to bo heavy this
year, and a large quantity of twine will be re-
quired. On tho other hand dealers who found
tho trade so unsatisfactory last year, aro likely
to be careful ia ordering this season, to avoid
the possibility of last year’s expericuce. As
there is no money in handling the article uny
way, thero is nothing to be gained by haviog a
large stock. 1t is also supposed that mauufac-
turers are not largely stocked this year, as
their experience last year was anything but
satisfactory, ond this, with the prospect of
cheaper raw material in view, would cause
them to make their output rather light. Itis
said they have only been manufacturiog to fill
actual orders, while so far as local dealers are
concerncd, thoy have curtailed orders to nearly
withiu the limits of their sales made for future
delivery. Io view of the present conditions it
woutd bs advisable for faviaers to placo their
orders at once, as it is quite possible that those
who delay will e obﬁ%od to pay higher prices,
while those who neglect ordering until the
harvest is on may bo unable_to obtain sapplies
cxcept &6 vel'{'l high prices, if at all. At any
rate twine will certainly not be any cheaper,

while an advance very shortly is within the
probabilities.

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WINNIPEG MONEY MARKET,

The amount of mercaatile paper falling duo
tho carly part of this month has not been
hieavy, but such == i 13 a largo portion has goue
to renewal, and among this number some rather
heavy notes aro spokon of as having been re.
powed in full, The ouly hope at presentisin
futuro prospects, and until a return can be re-
ceived from the crops, there will bo notling but
togrin and bear it. This the trade is evidently
doing in as philosophical a way as possible,
Discounts hold at 7 to 8 per cent. for choice to
good conupereinl paper, A large number of
loans on farm property are reported by the
loan companics, They ave nearly all for smail
amounts, and the rate for such holds steady at
g per cent. About 0} per cent. is now near the
standard rate for loans on good Maia street
city property, while occasionally loans nego-
tiated &t a fractional lower rate are heard of.
Advances on the security of other city property
are generally made at 7 per cent.

WINRIPEG WHOLESALE TRATE.

The features of whilesale trade last week
were o steady fecling, without any great
activity in any branch, but = {airly satisfacte~y
movement in most lines. There has been a
fairly good trade in lumber and building sup-
plics, bardware, "ete., with if auythiog 2 firmer
feeling in the former. In implements there
has been quite a heavy demand for hay harvest-
ing machinery, which promises to even exceed
the supply of thoso goods, In other branches
the features ave unimpgrtant. The produce
markets show an increase in the supply io
cheese, meats, stock, hay, vegetables, etc., and
a geoeral tendency to lower prices, some com-
moditics making sharp declines.

AGRICULTURAL IMPLEMENTS.

The feature in this branch is a brisk demand
for mowers and hay rakes. The trade in these
articlex this scason is very large, and there is
some prospect that tho demand may exceed the
supply. This would indicate thatd large cut
of hay will be made. The high prices which
have ruled for bay. the past winter and spring
will o doubt have the effect of inducing a good
many to go into the business of putting up hay.
As to binders there is considerable disposition
to hold back orders us late as possible. A good
deal of intercst is being taken in the question
of press drills. These drllls had & very large
2ale in Manitoba last spring, though up to that
time they had been almost unknown in the
country, and had not received anything likea
thorough practical test as to their valoe. The
oumber in use this year, however, is sufficient
to decide the value of tho implement. TUpon
this point thero is still a good deal of doubt.
While the implement has its fricads, there are
also those whe claim that ithasnot beena
success, and that in damp soil at least it cannot
be made to work satisfactorily.

Lemons also con-
tinue to advance. The hot weather has caused
a regular “boom” in lemons, and all leading
markets report a heavy sale, often the demand
being in excess of supplies, consequently there
have been sharp advances in prices, sales an §8
to $10 per box having been made in some castern
and southern markets. The demand has been
unprecedented, and bolders of lemons in large
markets havemade good money.

WHOLESALE PRODUCE MARKETS,

WINNIPEG.

WHREAT °,

The principal interest in wheat is still centred
in the crop prospect. The July winter wheat
report of the United States Department of
Agricultyre represents tho crop as harvested in
all but its more northern lititudes. . It shows
somo advaace in the condition where it was the
lowest in June, in Michigao, Indians, Illinois
and Missouri, and a slight aecline in Ohio,
Kentucky, the Pacidc coast and in thie Southern
States. The general average is 76.1, against
78.2 last month, and the reduction is mostly in
non.commercial districts.  The commercial-
supply States, takea together, make nearly the
same average as in June. The spring wheat
averuge has advanced from 91 3to 94.4. The
averages of tho principal States ave as follows :
Wisconsin, 93.; Minuesota, 9S.; Iowa, 99.;
Nebraska, 88 ; the Dakotas, 94.; Mortana, 93.;
Colorado, 90.; Washington, 93. Takea to-
gether, winter znd spring + ' :at make an
average of §7.1, instead of 82.4 last moonth.
Returns from the south are very unfavorsble,
indicating scarcely more than half a fuli crop.
The vitality of the crop was greatly impaired
by March frosfs. After the injury’ from frost
that followed the growth of the inild wiater,
tho crop fell an casy prey to all the plagues
that infest it. A heavy reduction in the con-
dition during June is reported in Kentucky.
The yicld and quality, as tested by the thresher,
are worse *hzn was anticipated. The plantis
thin on the ground, heads light and the berry
shriveled. Ohio and West Virginia make
aslight reductions, winter killed areas disap-
pointing expectations. while unscathed fields
yicld sound and plump grain. In Michigau,
Indiana, Illioois, Missonri, and Kansas the
least injured ficlds manifestly improved during
the last month and promised better results in
threshing. The average was slightly advanced
inall of these states. Some couaties in Kansas
claim 16 bushels, some 20 per acre, and one re-
ports the best crop ever known in quality and
yield, while others admit damage and disap-
pointment.

One of the most favorable featuresso faras
wheat prices is concerned, is the recent move
inflour. Uhuited States markets report a steady
improvement in the dsmand for fiour, both for
export and domestic trade. The situation in
leading wheat markets was uncventful last
week. There were several ups and downs in
prices, but ¢losing figures did not vary
materially on an average.

FLOGR.

Remains steady. Locally the situation is
unchanged, with jobbing prices here as follows :

$1.30; superfine, $1.15; middlings, $270;
Graham flour, $2.50 per 100 pounds.

MILLSTOFFS.

There bas bzen a decliae ia millatuffs, prices
having dropped $1 last week, the abundance of
new hay decreasing the demand for feed of this
nature. Bran is now held at §9, and shorts at
St per ton.  Corn and oat chop is jobbing in
s:nall lots at equal to §21 per ton.

MEALS.

Prices arc unchanged as follows: QOatmeal,
standard, §2.60 ; granulated, $2.65 per 100 1bs.;
rolled oats, §2.75 persack of 90 lls. Rolled oats
nvcalso obtained in S0 1b sacksat $2.65.

The demand for oats is rather dall. Thoe ad-

vance cast has stopped shipmenta from Oatario,

and importations are now about all from the

south. Cars on track are held at about 47c,

while small jobbing lots are gomg at 48 to

50c per bushel. -
BEANS AND SPLIT P'PAS.

White beans are jobbing at $2.25 per bushel
in small lots. Split peas aro held in the same
way $2.75 per 100 pounds.

CHEESE.

This product is still bringing a good price,
jubbing lots moving at 10} to llc per pound,
aad round lots quoted at 10c. Factories have
been gotting good prises so far, as the market
has been rather bare; but the prospect is for
lower rates. t

BOUTTER.

The quantity of butter being received in the
city cannot be said to be large, but the demand
is very slow. The city retail trade is supplied
to a considerable extert by farmers, which re-
duces sales through jobbers. Sales in small
lots to the city trade have been made at 13 to
15c_per pound, with l4c the usual price for
ﬁood doiry, though some very fair quality has

een turned over at 13c.  Prices are decidedly
in favor of buyers, and the latter often have
the fixing of prices at their owo figures. There
is_still quite a quantity of old butter held, for
which holders are anxious to find & macket at
mostly any ﬁﬁxrc. A sale of a round lot was
reported at about 8c, which cost the holder
about 15¢c on an average. The tendency is to-
ward lower values. New Ontario butter is
now being offered in British Columbia markets,
and if Manitoba is to sccure evena considerable
rtion of this trade, it will have to be at very
ow prices. If we cannot hold the western
trade to relieve the province of the surplus, the
outlook will not be very encouraging.
- v of EGOS.
he supply of country eggs coming in from
day to day is bearly equal %ogihc dailgy demand,
and stocks are occasionally supplemented by
imporiations from the south. The heavy fali-
ing off of receipts of country eggs in this mar.
ket this season, as compared with former years,
is one of the remarkavle features of the trade,
for which itis difficult to account. In past
years a large quanty of eggs have been packed
overy spring for use the foqlowing winter, while
this year the supply has hardly exceeded the
daily demand at any time, and for a good por-
tion of the season importations from tho south
have been coming in to make up the deSiciency
in the local supply. This means that very few
cggs have been packed for winter use and that
prices will be high for some time in the future,
probably until next spring. After this date
any considcrable increase in receipts is not ex-
pected, and the packing scason is practically
ast. Jobbing prices are at 14 to 15c per
ozen, fresh local bringing the best figure
usually.

CCRED AEATS.

There is practically nothing in the market in
the way of home cured goods. Packers have
not dono anythiog this scason, as the supply of
hogs has never been in excess of requirements
by bntchers, and prices have been too high for
packing. Nothing is likely to be done before
fall by local packers, as by present indications
there will be no material to work on before that
time.

quality. Prices show a further decline on beef
of about 3¢, with jobbing pricesat 6% to 7c,
and an cssier tendency still existing.  Mutton
is now the most difficult article to obtain. No
imported shecp have been brought into the
country this year, and dealers have been de-
pending upon the local supply, which is hardly
suflicient for requirements. This is the first
season in which the local supply of mutton has
not been supplemented by importations of sheep
from the south. Mutton is jobbing at 12 to
12Jc. Pork is still on the scarce side and job-
bing at S to 83c.  Veal is plentiful at 6 to 7c.

POULTRY AND GAME.

Chickens are offering fairly liberally, at 30 to
60c per pair.  Torkeys are worth about 12clive
weight.

1AIVE STOCK.

Cattle arc now offering more liberally, but
there is room for considerable improvement in
the average quality. Prices are decling. One
salc of n picked lot was reported at 33c per
pound live weight, while the balance of the lot
wentat 3c.  Really good beef cattle are scarce
indeed, but for such as cre offering 3 to 3jcis
about the present range of values.

HAY.
There has been o forther heavy tumble in the
rrioc of hay. Tho high prices have drawn out
arge offerings of new hay, uutil the supply has
been in excess of the demand.  Prices for new
loose hay on the market have declined to $5 to
$8 per load, the variation being duc to quality
and the desiro to sell, the loads being equal to
about a ton. Thero is still considerable old
baled hay held here, which has been shipped in
from the south to sell, and holders of this were
offering at § per ton for cars on track, which
shows a big tumble in values, as it is not much
more than the cost of freight and duty on the
article. Boyers will not take new hay in ex-
cess of their immediate requirements, as it is
harlly yet in safe condition to hold for any

length of time. It is therefore to be hoped that
the cut will not be in excess of immediate
wants, as catting so early injures the ground
for a crop the following year

SENACA ROOT.

There have been twe or three drops in the
price of this commodity of late, owing, it is
said, to the very large supply gathered this
season.
have been gathered in Manitoba this spring,
while both the spring and fall gathering last
year did oot quite equal thisamount. The
cstimate above includes what is still supposed
to be held in the country, and is, of course,
only an approximation. The commodity is
now quoted ot about 2vto 22 per pound, or
about 5¢ under earlier prices of the secason.

VEGETABLES

The market is now Sirly well supplied with
home grown green stuff, though some varicties
arc still being iinported. Gardens ia the
vicinity of the city are looking remarkably
well, and there is every prospect of an abun.
dant supply of all varictics of vegetables.

Since our last weekly roport the weather has
been most favorable for the growing crops;
indoed, if it had been made to the order of the
people here, it could not have been more fa-
vorable. The heavy rains of the first of last
week, and the latter part of the provious week,
oxtended all over the country, refreshing those
districts where it was most neceded. A fow
cool days which followed wonld be good for the
grain, Toward the middle of last week an.
other very heavy rain was oxperienced. The
Winnipeg district scams to have received the
heaviest drenching, but the entire country re-
ceived a liberal supply. So far as grain crops
are concerned, nearly all parts of the country
have now received enough rain to bring the
crops through without further moisture, and an
occasional shower for gardens and vegetable
crops is all that is needed. The grain crops
now require reasonably warm weather to ensure
a safe harvest, and this we are at present
getting.

Grain is now well headed out ang the pro-
mise is good; though it is just aswell toremark
that the great majority of reports sent out have
been altogether of too glowing a description.
Nothing is to be gained by going wild over the
prospect and sending out greatly exaggerated
reports, such as somo which have been pub.
lished. Especially is this true of the estimated
yields which have been sent abroad. Ix-
perience has shown that estimates of yields
made before harvest are geanerally misleading,
and the majority of such already made on the
Manitoba crop for 1890 will no doubt prove to
be grossly evaggerated. In fact a great deal of
rot has been talked about the crop prospect in
Mauitoba this year.

All the same tho outlook is good, and the
prospect is for a fair average yicld. In those
districts in the central portion of Manitoba
which suffered from drought in June, the wheat
crop will be below an average, sud some fields
will be poor. There iz no disguising the fact
that those scctions suffered considerably from
the drought. On the other hand the castern
and western portions of the province will
probably give more than an average yicld,
which will make up the deficiency in the other
scctions. DBarley and oats did not suffer as
much as wheat in the limited sections affected
with drought in June, being later, and theso
grains promise a very heavy yield cll over the
province, More than an average crop for the
province can be safely estimated fot these
grains. The only serious damage to crops 30
far reported from hail was the storm of about
two weeks sgo at Wawanesa, on the Narthern
Pacific Brandon branch. It is estimated that
about 5,000 acres wers destroyed by this storm.

Hay has made a hravy undergrowth as a re.
sult of tho recent rains, and the crop will be
better than expected. Considerable hay has
been cut alrcady, and for this the benefit which
might have been derived from the undergrowth
has been destroyed. If some reg.lations
could bo made to provent the carly cutting of
hay, except such as is required for immediate
use, it would be a great improvement upon the
present system, which is having the effect of

A traveller for a Montreal cigar firm on visit.

not sell any imported cigars there, His sus.
picions were aroused and the Department of
Ioland Revenue at Toronto was notified, an
investigation was made which resulted in the
seizuro of a number of boxes belonging to a St.
Catherines dealer, supposed to be imported
cigars. It was found out, however, that they
were manufactured in Toronto and the matter
is now being looked into by the authorities.

The customs roturns for Totonto for the
fiscal year which ended on June 30 show a con-
siderable increase as compared with those of
the preceding twelvo months, The total col-
lections in Toronto amount to S«l 322,318 for
the present year, as against $4,008,159 last
year. Tho largest incrcase was in the first
quarter, when it amounted to $200,000; in the
sccond quarter it was $140,000, in the third
quarter $28,000, but in the fourth quarter thero
was a decrcase as compared with the fourth
quarter last year of $54,000. The decrease in
the month of June was $23,000.

The well known wholesale dry goods house of
John Macdonald & Co., Toronto and Manches-
ter, has admitted James Fraser Macdonald a
partner, the style of the firm remaining un.
changed. The now partner is the sccond son of
the late Senator Macdonald, and is admitted in
accordance with the wish of his father, as ex-.
pressed in his will. The firm is now composed
of John Kidston Macdonald, Paul Campbell
and James Fraser Macdonald. They make a
strong trio, and there is overy reason to believe
that the house will not only maintain that
prominent position which it has so long held,
but that it will steadily increase in popularity
among the trade of Canada.

Wheat,
oats and barley are heading, aud corn is re-
ported in good condition. Throughout the
principal corn producing States the weather was
cspecially favorable for harvesting, which is
well advanced. The condition of corn is gene-
rally reported as excellent. The warm weather
in Oregon the carly part of the weck caused .
some injury. Spring wheat is reportod as more "
promising, fall wheat fine, fruit and hops good.
Wheat in thé eastorn country is in good condi.

The Exhibition By-Law.

The by-law to raiso $30,000 by debonturas in
aid of an avnual exhibition at Winnipeg, was
voted upon last Weduesday. The voto polled
was a very small one, only 638 votes having
been given for the by-law aud 38 against it.
This shows groat apathy on tho part of the
citizens, and if the by.law is defeated, it will
be through shcor carelessness. A very large
majority of tho olectors were cortainly in favor
of the grant, but thoy did not take cufficient
interest ia the matter to go to the trouble of
recording their votes. It is not yot known
whothior the by-law has received the number of
votes sufficient to make it logally carried. The
clerk is at prescant engaged in makiog up the
voters® list to ascertain the situation. If the
by-law is defeated it will be due to the dis-
graceful carelessness of the electors. If this is
all the interest tho citizens of Winnipeg take
in the welfaro of their city, tho outlook for the
future is not promising.

Five Months' Imports.

The statemeat of imports into Canada of
metals and hardware for tho five months ended
May last, as compared with the same period of
last year, is given below. The total imports
were valued at £418,737, as against £465,133
last year, a decrease of £46,396. In hardware
and cutlery thereis a decreasc of £4,129, The
imports of iron, etc., show decreases of £21,436
in pig, £17,500 in railvoad, £2,083 in bar,
£4,361 in cast and wrought iron, and £1,411 in
vawrought tin. There are increases of £4,607
in tin plates, £3,189 in steol, £2,139 in lvad and
£815 in hooks, sheets, etc.; withregard to
mathinery steam engines are responsible for a
reduction of £1,615, but other descriptions were
imported to a larger amount by £5,801, We
reported last month copper ore to the valus of
£2,000, but none was exported previously to
May this year, and up to the end of May in
1889 we sent out no copper at all.

- A New Elactric Coal Cuttor.

The Thomson-Houston Motor Company, of
Boston, has put in operation an electrio coat-
cutting machine which has attracted a good
deal of attontion'from mining men throughous
tho country, The machine is in practical
operation near Osceola, Penunsylvanic. The
plant consists of a seven-horse power steam
cogino belted dircet to a soven-horse power
generator. The olectric current is conveyed
through tho mine to tho coal.cutter, by & wire
suspended along the roofs of the chambers.
The cutter in this case is nearly.a mile from the
gonorating plant. A five-horse power motor
operates it, and is compactly placed on the
samo bed-plate with the machine. The cuttor
itself consists of an iron frame twenty-four
inches high; eight feot six inches long, and
thirty-six inches wide. Nino augur.shaped
drills, similar to those now used in mining
drills, are placed in the lower part of the frame.
Botween each drill is a steel-cutter bar which
cuts all coal loft between the holes drilled by
the augur bits. On the under side of each cut.
ter-bar are attached several scrapers which hang
loosely, and pull all the coal back as fast as it
is cut or drilled, keeping it out of tha way and
waking the openiog clear.  All coal taken out
of this cus is coarse aud none is wasted,

The height of the cut is four inches, The
machine makes two cuts in five minutes, and it
is casily handled and needs only to be pushed
along the breast by lever bars. The switches
and the controlling devices are so placed that
one man easily oporates the cutter. The
machine is provided with twin wire cable which
is long enough to extend along any ordinary
chamber and does away with the need of per-
manent wirings except in the headings. A
suitable truck is provided for the catter upon
which it may be carried around the mine with
ease. An ingenicus device is to be provided on
future machines, by means of which the motor
will pull itself and the cutter off and on the
track as required. The weight of the complete
w chine is a little over one.half a ton, One
strung point in imvor of this machine is the
readinois witi: which it accommodates itself to
varying hardness of the strata. The motors
ara woun.l for but 220 volts pressure, so that
all danger from high potential currents is done
away with. Tho capacity of the machine is
180 tons of coal'per day, of ten hours, in a four
foot vein. Several improvements on the first
machine will be embodied in the regular appa.
ratus which is now being manufactured at the
Thomson-Houston Motor Company factories in
Lyon, Mass.—Black Diamoad.

Action is being taken by the Dominion
Government to obtain from the vity of Torento
a rebate of 50 per cent, on watbr rates, which
was to be allowed if paid within a certain time.
Toronto contends that the Dominion Govern.
ment is not entitled to the robate as it pays no
taxes on its public buildings.

Tho-fire loss in the United States and Canada
for May as compiled by the New York Com.
mercial Bulletin was $8,838,100 showing that
tho gratifying reduction /n the waste of the
National resources over the two preceeding
years continues. The loss in May, 1889, was
£9,915,300 and in 1838, $9,188,500.

about $1,500.

The Victoria agricultural exhibition is to be
held the first week in October, and the New
Westminster show will be held in the latter
part of September,

Shipments of coal from the Island mines for
Jute were: New Vancoaver Coal Company,
21,809; Wallington, 558; East Wellington,
2,389; Union mine, 4,500.  'otal, 29,256.

The shingle mill on Gambier Island, belong-

ing to W, L. Johnston & Co., of New Wesa.
minster, was burned on July 1at. The loss was

total there being no]inwusance on stock, build-

ing or machinery,

Tho steamer Idaho, which was wrecked near

Setterly Bros.’ saw-mill at Buarbrooke, On. ,
Las been burned. Loss, $30,000; no insurance.

A fire at Sibley & Bearinger's lnmber docks,
East Tawas, Mich., destroyed & 100,000 worth
of lumber.

The clearauces of lumber from Burrard Iulet,
B.C., for May were 1,209,212 feot of lumber for
Valparaiso.

It is said that two now saw-mills will be
erected in tke vicinity of Vancouver, B. C,, in
a ghort time.

An abundant lumber crop is expected in New
Brunswick this summer a3 nearly all the drives
are coming ou bringing 50,000,000 or 60,000,
000 fcat hung up last year.

The largest boom of logs ¢ ver huilt in British
Colubia is now on its way from the northern
part of the province to Vancouver. The boem
consists of ouo million feot of logs and is con-
sigoned to H. R. Morse,

A meeting of the lumber manufacturers of
the Northwestern Strtes has been called to dis-
cuss the matter of a uniform price list. A com-
witteo appointed at tho last mecting of this
body be.ve a price list prepared for submission,
which it is !“ought will meet with general
approval,

G. F. Slater's shingle mill at Vancouver, B.C.,
is shortly to be increased in cspacity. The
mill bas been gradually increased until the
capacity i3 100,020 shingles per day. A Chal-
loner’s shingle machine is now heing purchased,
which will bring the capacity up to 130,000 per
day. A Sturtevantdry kil is also being put in,
which will dry the total eut in twenty.four
hours, or as fast as turned out. The mill is
located on False Creek, and also is reached by &
spur ‘rack of the Cauadian Pacific Railway,
thus affording every facility for recciving and
shipping material expeditiously and economi-
cally. In addition to shingles, machinery was
recently put in for the manufacture of clear red
cedar lumber for factory work. Only the finest
quality of red cedar will be used, and a speoialty
will be made of supplying clear lumber, ete., to
sash and door factories and for other special
purposes. Slater's red cedarshingles arg already
known throughout Manitoba, where they have
gained a reputation possessed by no others.
Abont 100 cars of these chingles were shipped

1 to Manitoba last year, and moro were wanted,

but could not be supplied with the facilitics
then enjoyed. The mill i» now the largest as
well as the most complete of the kind ou the
Pacific Coast. The success of this mill is mainly

owing to the growing demand from Maunitoba .

for the shingles, where the goods from this mill
have given great satisfaction, The best quality
of material and sguare dealing has boen the
secret of success in this case. H. H. Spicer,
the business manager, is & person with whom it
is a pleasuro to do business, owing to his pleas.

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Apple Exports of 1889-90.

An articlo on tho export of apples from the
United States and Canada appears in tho Bos-
ton Cultivator. It says that the apple exports
for tho past scason wero not on nearly so large
a rcala as o year ago; they did not aggregate
50 per cent. of the total exports of last season.
“This shows an unusually large docrease, al
thoug’: scasons of 1882 83 and 1883-84 sliowed
ovon a lavgor difference.  But when tho condi-
tions of the apple crop and market are consid-
ored, such a falling off the past winter can be
accounted for. The United States apple crop
wag oxccedingly small. The West was the
only place that produced a really fair sized
ovop. Just tho roverso was noted in New Kng-
land. Most of the apples shipped were bolow
the best quality, many being rea'ly poor.
Then the market on the other side was liberally
supplicd, there being a very fair yield of
apples all through Europe. The original cost
of apples for export was about 100 per cent.
mors than last year.” The opening prices
in England were fair, and at closo the price
was 10s higher. Thus figurie .ruled high.
The New York Stato apple crop was emall, and
bat very fow New York apples were shipped.
But shipment of Canadian apples by way of
Naw York was very large, making up fully
that deficiency.

The total exports of apples from the United
States and Canads in 1859-00 were 680,884
barrels, as against 1,101,382 barrels in 1888 89
and 608,588 barrels in 1887.88. The large ship-
ment of 893,375 barrels was made in 1885.6,
andabout thosame the next year; 787,785 barrels
in 2384.85, but only 81,5632 barrels in 1883.84.
Boston shipped 132,293 barrels in all, 121,461
barrels to Liverpool, 9,712 bzarrels to Glasgow,
3,820 barrels to London, 300 to other ports;
New York sent 167,304 barrels, half to Liver-
pool, 51,605 barrels to Glasgow, 18,518 barrels
to Londoa, 10,206 barrels to otlher ports;
Montreal sent 162,520 barrels, 88,615 barrels
to Liverpool, 55,371 bacrels to Glasgow, 15,407
barrels to London; Portland shipped 122,739
barrels, all to Liverpool; Halifax sent 56,012
barrels, 345 barrels to Liverpool, 55,667 bar-
rels to London; Aunapolis sent 37,010 bar-
rols, all to London. Of tho entire country
season’s shipments, 419,835 barrels went to
Liverpool, 116,683 barrels to Glasgow, 130,722
barrels to Londoa, and 13,639 barrels to vari-
ous other ports. Of the shipments from
Portland to Liverpool, 76,819 barrels contained
Maine apples and 45,92C barrels Canadian
apples.

A Big Tree,

Preparations are being made to take outa
section of a big redwood tree from Tulare
County, California, for the purpose of exhibition
at the Chicago World’s Fair.

This will be the largest section of any big
trce ever taken from California. The tree
measures 99 feet in circunference, making it 33
feot in diameter. The scction to be taken out
will be nine feet in height and 60 feet in cir-
cumference. It will be divided into threo cuts.

The first cut will be one foot in height by
twenty feet in diameter. This cut will be split
once across, making two half rounds. The
next cut will be seven feot in height by twenty
feet in diamcter, and will be hollowed out,
leaving the bark and sap and about four inches
of the timber.  The last cut will be tho same as

tho first, allowicy all tho timber to remain and l
only splitting onco, All throe cuts will bo set
up together when on exhibition.

‘The manuer jn which this treo will bo gotten
out will. convjnco the most skoptical of peoplo
that this is not wisrepresonted, but tho largsst
scction of any big tree over taken from
California. Tho World’s Fair Big Tree is to bo
taken from Mammoth Forest, Tulare County,
Celifornia, which is laocated 52 miles cast of
Tulare City, at oan altitude of 6,325 feet above
tho lovel of the sea.

Tho =ork of felling the trco has already
begun, Ten skilled workmen -have been en-
gaged and are busy -at work, The saw to be
usod ir gotting out these sections is 22 feot in
length, sud was made to order by the Pacific
Saw Company of San Francisco. It is said ¢o
be the icrgest crosscut saw ever made of ono
pieco of steel, and is supposed to recair eight
men to handle it. It will take ~a raen at
least two months to complote all .he work to
be dono. Counsiderable time will be required
for the timber to dry, as tho wuight of the
green redwood is very considerable.

Everythivg will be in readiness long before
the proper timo arfives for shipment.

Three flat cars will Ue necessary .r trans-
portation, as the total weight will not be less
than 65,000 pounds.—JAtining and Scientific
Press,

Warping of Wood.

As lamber is now sawn, every board but one
will warp and curl up in the process of seazon-
ing. ‘The reason for thisisplain. If the board
be sawn from the side of a log, the grain riogs
of the wood lic in circles, which have a greater
length upon oue than upon the other side of
the board. A board cut from the very centre
of the log has grain circles of equal length
upon each side, and will lie perfectly flat when
seasoned.

When selecting the lumber for a tool chest or
some other fine job, pick out boards which show
that they came, as near as possitle, from
the centreof the log. A method isio use which
compensates for this tendency to curl in season-
ing. This is known w3 quarter sawiog, and
guartered oak, of which so much is said at
present, is sawn by this process.

It consists in cutting out boards radically
from the centre to tho outside of the log. Sup-
pose a log to be split into four pieces, each of
these picces is sawn diagonally so that the grain
rings run through, instead of the circles running
into, part way through, and out upon the same
side of the board.

Quarter sawn lumber will not warp in drying,
neither will it yield so readily to changes of
weather. It has the disadvantage of being
more oxpensive, &8 in sawing each quarter a
narrow board is first taken off, then one a little
wider. The boards increase in width, until the
middle of the quarter isreached, making the
widest board equal to the diameter of the treo.
The narrow lyoards may be glued up into wide
strips, but that shows consigerable sap and they
cannot be used in some kinds of work.

To prove that the circles or sap rings cause
curling during the seasoning process, it is only
necessary to take such curled boards and wet
the concave side, or to apply heat to the convex
side. If each or both be done, the boards wiil
straighten out forthwith. This method is often
taken advantage of by carpenters, in working
twisted or warped boards. The seasoning pro-
cess iz also controlled by frequently furning
boards over so that cach side may receive just
cnough heat and air to keop the boards flat.—.
