serions enough to excite comment; and,
s the nethods of heating domestic houses
nd stores are, if properly attended to,
ccompanied by far less danger than
eretofore, such an extraordinary incrense,
ccurring, as it does, without any abnorial
onflagration to swell the returns, points to
onsiderable careleseness on the part of the
ufferers fron the devouring eleient.
Witl such an increase of tire waste as this,
t is dificult to see wv'here the tire insurance
onpanies eau make tlieir profits, and if
lie business of the past month does enable
hem to show gains, it will be only because
he propert y destroyed bas either net been
nsured, or else that it has been covered
only to the extent of a fraction of its value.
But this argument only shifts the burden
of the loss from the shoulders of the
insurance companies to those of the owners
of the property. The loss existe just the
ame; soneone imust sufler, and couse-
quently we nust face the fact that during
the past mouth two million and a half
dollars wortlh more property lias been
swept out of existence than the average of
the past decade has led us to expect.

Unless the lire waste during the present
month show a considerable decrease, 1886
will be a black year for the companies.
Up to the end of October, the estimated
aggregate fire loss fer the year had reachied
the unîcomufortable figure of ninety-five
millions of dollars, and, adding the loss of
the past mionth, the total reaches one
hundied and five millions, f dollars for
thie eleven months of the present year.
Th'bat is to say,tliruiglh wint of tlie exercise
of lionest caution on the part of the owners
or occupiers of the doomned buildings (for
tires arising fron spontaneous causes are
liappily infreqtuen t), over one hundred
million dollars have been absolutely dissi-
pated.

It is probable.hat~ but few people ever
realize tie anountoflossannually accruing
froin fire waste. Providing that the pro-
perty be insured, tlhey appear to take it for
granted thaI no leoss is inieurred, and hie
statement thiat the loss is covered by
iînsurance removes ail idea that anyone lias
met with a serions calamity. But it must
be remenbered tliat it takes many prem-
iumns to. cover the amount of ee claim,
tlat the expenses attendant on the securing
of risks and tle investigation of losses are
very lieavy, and tuait, coIsequently, the
loss incurred by fire waste is a far more
serious matter to the cempanies than most
policy-holders appear te realize. Loss by
fire is one of the most exasperating of all
fosses, because it is an absolute waste from
whicl no one derives, except very indirect-
ly, one iota of benîefit. 'fThe old adage of
" It's an ill wind that blows nobody good "
oses ils force in Mhis case, for a fire is a
calamity n ii whicli no mitigating element,
occurs, Wle.çn it is consideçed that, in

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iine cases out of ten, the destruction is the
result of areliessness or over-confidence,
the loss assumes a p.arLtilalrly aggratvatintg
formi, and consequently ve would once
more reiterate the old wrorin-ouit wariintg to
exercise more rigorous supervision over

- Uie causes which aiuially deprive this
continent of ptroper-ty to the extent of more
titani a hundred millions. Titera are, to be
sure, exceptions te titis rile about the
"'ill-wind," the imost famt iliar b9 pg jhe
cases arising front a desire on the part of
sote over-stocked premises to sell out to
the insuraice comlpailies.

Nuch tas been written and said againstt
the underground writing of the United
States "iill intituals " in Canada; buit if
thtese concerns sicceadut in inducing greater
piecaution on the part of the insured, the
evil comlplaiied of will not bo altogether
titimixecd.

FOOD MDUUTElATION.

Tie question of food adulteration lis a
nost important bearing on the public
iealti, and iLs dotection by analytical ex-
ports riglitly formts cite of the principal
duties of the Goverinmiieit. Wleîn such
analyses tire made by competent, skilled
cemiiists, providedi with ail ithe necessary
rotagents and aiparat us, ite resuîl i is in the
htigiest sense a tisfaîctory, but ulnfortun-
ately tihese analyses are only too often
mlade by ait aissistant, perhaps Of only
comparative coipetency, and uîsually so
pressed for tine tas to render the examiina-
Lion necessarily of a cursory nature in-
stead of tlie deliberate, painstaking cliarac-
ter iecessaury for accurate delcrin iîation of
the resuîlts. Were these analyses ail made
by tte skilled gent.leminii formn ing the Gov-
eriiient analytical staff considorably more
reliance colid b place uipon the accuracy
of the restils tian untder the presant sys-
tem (obtaiining alt li evei>ts in sote cf the
larger citics), where Lte actial antalysis is
made by tini assistaut., wio perforts Lthe
work of a woll-paid oflicial for a mre
pittance.

Still the firsit annua report of the chief
analyst of tho Dlomîiiion is a fairly satis-
factory onta, and shows at all eovents that
soute stops have been takeon towards the
extirpation of glaring titi eiitoiratit and to-
wards lthe consequenitt iliprovemlaent, of the
articles of diet in commueton ise. But il is
to be feaured t liat mtany cases of iiiit or
adulteration iuay have escapîaed notice.in the
rush of business and indeed this is only
too likely to hi tho. case wlheni a large nium-
lier of samples.aru stddiiy rusied on ee
overworked assistant, with instructions to
hatve them liished it a cer,,in tite, oftenî
ludierpusly shortgit, coin pirison to Lte
nttur if Lt analysis to ba made. Aiotier
point that mli litaites sÎtrongly agaiist the
thorougi reliability of the examinlationt is
Lit falct tiat it is fair casier for ant assistant

in the hurry of work to pass a difflcult or
doubtful sanple as unadulterated titan te
slowly and patiently retrace the varions
stops of the analysis he has made, shoild
some, doubt exist in bis mind as to the
correctness of. the results arrived at, so
that it is more than probable tiat only
the more crude and easily detected adul-
terations are discovered, and that the
more salilfil sophistications escape detec-
tion.

The nethod of milk inspection appears
to be too limited and infrequent to give
good resuilts. Any system of milk inspec-
tion to bc really eficient, nust be a diurnal
one, and as under the present system it is
impossible for the Inland Revenue oflicers
to devote so nuch valuable tine to this
one branch, as wouild render it really of
service to the public, ve must be satisfied
with the resuilts as we find then. Of one
luntîdred and seventy-four samples of maillk
subjected to analysis during the year only
twenty-tiree were found to be adulterated,
and these only by the renoval of creat or
the addition of water, Ii the case of but-
ter, 141 samples were submitted to the
analysts, of whiclh eiglteen were found te
be fraudulently mnanipilated-in seven
cases with an excess of water, in three
with water and sait, in two cases vitii
foreign fats, and li four with an excess of
caseine, dae to imperfect or careless mani-
pulation during the process of manutac-
ture. Of cheese only niiAteen sampils
have beeli taken, a ludicrously.insuflicient
nuiner considering the magnitude of the
cieese industry in the Dominion, but ail of
this limited utimber are said toIbe genuine,
a satisfactory slowing, considering the
low prices which have ruled for fairm pro-
duce.

Turning to the grocery trade we find that
eihlteeni sampiles of coffee w'ere examined
with the startling result that onlly five are
reported genuine, and these, singularly
enough, ail front one district, and in
this connection we may say that we have

re peatedly directed attention to the anomn-
aly of visiting the sins of the manufacturer
or grinder upon soue poor retailer, wlose
only fauilt is endeavoring to buy to the best
itdî'auîlige. 1In selecting the samnaples too
it seenis strange that no sainples of this
important adjunct to the breakfast table
wvere taken cither in Montreal, Toronto or
Quebec, where the largest consunption
and distribution takes place. Probably
the revenue inspectors were *aware of the
hligh cliass of the groceries offered to the
public in these large centres, but it miglit
have been Weil to ascertain wliether some
black sheep do not exist in the grocery
oil o'ven here. 'li the cas of toit seventy-
(ive saimples were' exan{ned, of whici
Iifty-one were pure, ton adulterated wýith
lea'set of otfer plants, while two ontained
no less titan sixty per cent. of sand. Spices,

condiments and liquors, as night hlave
been expected, furnish the largest propor-
tion of adulterations, and drugs, particu-
larily cramn of tarta, are no'L so satisfactory
as they oughlit to be. Apparently makers
of crenai o tarttr consider gypsnmn, piaster
of paris, aluni and sutiper-piosphiiate of lime
vatiuable adjunects to this drug, to jiudge
froin te amoulit of these adulterants dis-
covered in some of the samples. Fortun-
ately twenty out of forty-three samples
were discovered to be pure, and it seens a
pity Ltat, in the interest of purchasers, the
naines of the honest manutfacturers are net
made publie.

Takinîg the report as a wlhole, it is evi-
dent that witliin the short period of his ap-
pointment, Mr. Evains lias initiateid many
reforns i titis departnient, and iltat the
efliciency of the systeiu lias been very
ulich increased since lie assnnd control.

For te lack of vigor in collection and the
sinall nttnbei- cf scaimples preseited for
analysis, ie is not to baime ; that duty fails
npon tLie Inland Reventue ollicilis whose
province it is. But, while much lias un-
doubtedly been acconiplished, far more re-
mains to bc (Ionte in the future if the sys-
tein is to be rendered really valuable to
the consner, and consequently if the Act
be vigorouîsly enforced, we may expect a
more satisfactory report foi the prosent0
year. 'Tie nu mber of saitples adjudicated
on in 1885 seems disprôortioned to the
size of the total of Ü stimated cost of
analysis, and both are far too small to be
of reai vaincIle to the couitry. This tmay
arise front parsimnonty on the part of the
oîicials in charge, and, if so, steps should
bu taken to have the grant increased in
order to render protection to the constiumer
certain. Pure food is a vital ntecessity, and
any idea of curtailing the ainoulnt of nmoney
necessary to repress adulteration effectu-
ally should be rigidly froWited ¯down as
failse ecaony. The Government'analysts
have ait iiportant duty to perforim, and
cannot be expected to fuifil that duty
properly uiless they receive the fulest
support fron the suthorities, and conse-
quently this support,both moral and finan-
cial, should bc freely forthitcoming.

INSUIRANE CANVASSERS.
Of late, considerable attention ias been

directed te wiat may ba considered the
equivecal,,if not exactly dishonorable,
mîethods made use of by somte canuvassers,
more especially those eiptloyed by life in-
surance companies, in tLiirefiorts tosecure
business for the institutions they represeait.
Thse zcalots, not content with roiearsing
Lte aîdvantaiges offered by their policies,

oftein think it necessary te imiprove their
positioi and chances of suéÔess bfinsinu-
ations igainst Lie standing of Lteir rivals.

hVlen 'the person to whom this is ad-
dressed is not already iisured, this prac-
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tice, although distinctly reprebensible,
may be considered to a certaili extet a
venial offence, but when a canvasser en-
deavors to induce a man -aiready insuied
to drop his policy by weakening bis faith
in the company li which he is insured in
order to'obtain bis custom for his own
concern, the act becomei distinctly dis-
honest. No agent who once lends hinself
to this practice can ever realize how far
the evil effects of his insinuations may ex-
tend. .n weakening the mani's faith in
the stability of the company whose policy
he liolds, lie may also destroy bis confi-
dence in the whole systerm of life insurance,

'and consequently cause him ta allow his
policy ta lapse, and to resolve in future to
steer clear of insurance iu any form. For
one man whom aun agent bas succéeded in
persuadiig to drop iisexisting policy and
take one in the concern lie himself repre-
sents, there are a dozen whom tfese tactice
have siiply caused ta distrust the genuine-
ness of life insurance in any form.

No doubt, if thera he any company doing
bueiness in this Dominion, known or eveu
suspected to be in a shaky filnanxcial condi-
tion, and it is known that tere are some
which are now working out theair salvation,
it wolid be the duty of every agent cogniz-
ant of the fact, as well as of the public
press, ta give full publicity to the state-
ment. But ,,isis a very different thing to
the quiet-insinuations given under the seail
of confidence which no conpany is able to
refute in public. If te individual to
whon these insinuations are addressed
reaily feels doubtfil of the solvency of his
company or their williigness to pay his
policy, and, is skepticaI of th stateiments.
given forth by the coimpany itself, lic need
only peruse the. reviews of the company's
business in the JouRNtA, or otber reliabile
insurince paper, or addrse himself to the
Dominion Superintendent of Insurance, to
have his doubts set finally at rest. Ta
allow himself to he inîfluenced by the state-
ments of an interested party given inder
equivocal conditions, is foolisli in the cx-
treme, and ta relinquisht a sterling advant-
age on such groutnds gives evidence of a
lack of stability.

Another and very favorite method of
those agents who, ihile not going so far as
the mysterious nods and inuendos thtat
imply so much knowledge of the wcak
pointe in their rivals' armor, are still Éill-
ing to avail -themselves ai any assistance
in decrying their opponnctts, is the produc-
tion af ciùrcfully comtpiled tables of coin-
parison. The average policy-holder is not
a skilled accountant, ior is lie vérsed in
the intricacies of life intm ance accountts
and contsequentIly caniot be expeted to
perceive that, while tb figures areoflicia
and perfectly correct, their arrangeritent i
misleading, and the iNhole table sO doc-
tored by the omission or rearrangement a

factors as to produce a result far different
from the reai state of the Case. The
policy-holder takes the table for grantd in
aine cases out of ten, and seeing thîât his
company appears at a disadvantaa' be-
coies dissatisfied, and even if he dô not
drop his policy, it usually takes hours of t
the company's valuîable tirme to convince
him that he has bèen deceivéd, ând that
his policy reaily' possesses all the advant-
ages clained for it. ed

Of course we do not imean for one in-
stant ta say that ail or even the majority
of lile assurance canvassers resart te these
discreditable methods of securing buiness.
There is no doubt that the greater inunber
of canvassers are above suoli practices, but
there will always be a certain class ofhiein,
anxious to secure business at any cost,
who will resort to any means to'furithr
their own ends, and it is'to put the public
on their guard against this class that this
artièle is directed. It muàt be remember-
cd th'at ib is to the agents that the psper-
ity of any company is dife; and that this is
recoginized by the most sagacious leaders
of the -ineuratice world it' is onily necessary
to read the 'folloing extract from tlle ad-
dress of a recently elected president of
large company to his agents, for wlich we
are indebted to the N Y Butdihb. Re-
member, he says, that, after ail, te success
of the conpanxy dces not depend so mucht
upon the ùàsets, surplus, olBcers or direé-
tors, as 11pon the honest, eflicient efforts of
ifs representatives in the field, and that,
iii point of fact, 'the loyal, faithitfùil and
energetic agent is the 'great desideratun.
The asses may be wvell invested, the sur-
pis na be large in proportion to our
liabilities, the officers may-be lionest and
well inforned upon all matters pertaining
to tfheir reJéective departinenis; the dircc-
tors nay be nien of high standing iii the
couîmunL3in wiiich tbey reside, but un-
less*thè agente will utilize ail the advant-
ages the conipany possesse s, and show mi-
wavering devotion ta its interests, Working
earl and late, the sterling qualities of the
compaiy itself will count for nothli¯g, ex-
cept in the integrity of its purpose and the
respect lb is bonxnd fo carninand and wiiu.

ices froi thc other side.' Under these
circunistances the' steady fall in t.he value
of silver, which is now quoted at 40 5-16d,
.s not ta be wondered at, as any complica-
tion likely tao affect the prosperity oxf the
countries forming the Latin Monetary
Union, is sure ta reet disastrously on that
metal.
à'{he States the stock market bas beau
active but irregular, and the deniand for
railroad bonds fair, though at unsteady
prices. The monéy' market at Eastern
centres is without material change, par-
haps an casier feeling being apparent, with
calliloans on stock ruling at 5 per cent. and
good mercantile paper at 5ý ta 6. In the
West the market is steady, and perhaps
ràther firmer under a goad denand fron
varions sources. Bids of 7 per cent. for
short date noncy on warehouse receipts
have been refused, as most of the banks
hav'e suflicient denand from their custo-
mers ta alisorb alil the fuilds -titey care to
led. There is still a densd for loans
fromn marchants and speculators wlho are
carrying .wheat in country elevatorg, but
Chicago.bankers do not seem ta have sufli-
dient confidence in the future of wheat to
be anxious to take thiat kind of-risk. The
country demand for currency is certainly
smaller, but very little is returniing to the
finatnéial centres or indeed-s likely ta dur-
ing the present monthî.

In local financial circles loanable funds
are plentiftil, and th imoney market is
casier in tonte, with call loans at 4 to 41 par
cent, and mercantile paper at 6 ta 7 per
cent. The stock narket during the week,
at all évents se far as bank stocks are con-
cérned, liasexihibited considérable strength,
and the rest of the active list was gener-
ally higher. During the liast two days a
reaction bas set in, but ebill the undortone
is strong and the " bear " interest have no
imliòrtint point to urge iii furtherance of
their views. Prices are certatiily high, and
no doubt there is a limait beyond ihîich the
market canînot go, but that limit has ap-
parently not yet been reaclhed, and in the
face of the improvement in general trade
and the inicrease in railroad carnîings, there
seeins no reasoit why highier prices should
not be reacied. Bank of Montreal is very
strong on good investmnent orders, and the
faitl cvinced in the Tiliure of this institu-
tiôi'i wrili no doubt have a stimulating¯
efiect on the other bank stocks, even if it
does not affect tl rbiscellateoîs list

A general review of th business out-
look of the continent se'ms to point ta
mnoderabt gains in the movement of mer-
chiañdish hîle~iing aéihtfeé of trade,
the li nesn slhwiII7ngöt inrèeasebeifig dry
and fancy goods aind gioce'ricà, wlNiel are
naturally stimulated by te retail dimand
for tlie holiday sean.- Itl0ecouraging
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to note that, in spite of the check to the
movenent of te stile fabrics fromii first
bands, a widespread confidence is evinced
in the future of general trade, and that on
the whole the week lias been marked by
an increase of activity at all business cen-
Ires. In another columsn we give a review
of the wieat situationi.

DRESS GOODS.
So far as can be judged from the s'ocks

of the Ieading. louses, French cashmere
appears to b the favorite for bouse and
workiing dresses. Large importations of
black and other standard colors are oflered,
and, in addition to the already established
favorites, a iiimber ofi new tints are shown.
The leading colors ara heliotrope, Persian
mauve, Pansy, sapphira biue, tan, dove-
gray, and alnond, and with a moire or
velvet trininig on collar and cuffs, they
maîke into prelty, styiisli, and comparative-
ly iiexpeisive dresses. These goods are
ahnost always made np with velvet, a
surplico front and sash of this material

inalziiig a very eflective adjunict. As ain
ecanipile, elne exhibition gowi is made of

enetian-redi cashincre, with sash and
suirplice folîs of black watered silk, the
front and sides draped with black Spalnish
lace, while another of Pescinii mauve las
a iiiilkmuaid tunic turnîed usp witi a deep
revers of violet velvet, and is furnuislied
with a Fedora vest ofii mauve surah and a
short lissian jacket of velvet.

lhle roigi woollIcin stu ff called sanglier
clOti is still muh in favor for walking
dresses, and roigli-lookiig caimel's-hair
niitriais, itheri' lin or in in stripes
of two slades of color, are well called for
by the trado. For the benefit of those of
our renders who Io not îuîîlerstand trade
terns, it niay ba said that 1'okin inaterials
ire those which have aifl the stripes of
equal widti, whet.hr wivide or narrow, i
contradistinction Io fancy striped m tearils
in which the stripes are of various widths.
Thi favorite colors for this class of dres
gooils are leather, dark brick, iîoss green,
steel bile, dlark puiple sand brighut yollow.
This lalst, of course, oliy appears in fine
etireaks or tiny brocaded patterns on darik
but it appears to fill the place occupied by
the vivid red shades which have ruled so
continously for the hist few years, and as
it hairmonizes extremiely well wvith either
dark bli or dark putrple, which are now
unch called for, it will doubtless hold its

place in the pouular estein for soie tiiiie
to coie.

Plain, rich volve's, of beiustifuil coloring,
will lie very liargely uised this winter, and
will fori a safe intvestimeit., Not only will
it bl a promtiiient iiaterial in teillintery,
wraps, and costumes, but it. will also be
used for tea-gowns, recption, eveninsg, and
dinner toilaIs, and will alsobe ani important
feaiture ip wedding dresses, lt millipery

it slares the leading place with plush and
velours, a thiek-ribbed goods like a very
large-corded sicilienne. These new velvets
and plusbes are spotted, mottled and dotted
with splashes like snow-flakes on their
surface, and so great has been the demand,
that, since the establishment of the ma-
chine flossing industry initils city, many
pieces of plain plush and velvet have been
spotted or dashed in contrasting colors to
meet the growing call for thesefabrics. In
velvet ribbons a change in the fancy edge
is comine to the front, and the picot
ribbons seem ta be discarded in favor of
those having cord loops on the edges.
Changeable ribbon velvet is a novelty
especially suited to dress fabrics of mixed
colors, and plush ribbons of solid color on
one side and striped on the other in moire
and gros grain are also favorites, those
showing scalloped or tasseled edges being
the mnost novel.

'lhe newer models of tailor-made gowns
show a gradual departure from the severely
simple style in which they first made their
appearance. New models are far less
severe in their styles; they fit just as ac-
curately as aver, but there is more orna-
inentation visible on all inodels except
thoso devoted to the strictest utility pur-
poses. In material, too, a steady change
is aparent. The heavy, cuibersome
cloths first employed have been superseded
by light weight wools, such as the softly
draping London diagonais, camel's-hair
serges, somle having threads of silk inter-
iningled, and bourettes, armures, home-.
spans, light Scotch tweeds, and other extra
filn suitings. Braid, too, is coming in
again, and many new lines are elaborately
braided by machine, the flat braiding in
many cases boing preferred to the standing
Russia, whiclh has ruled now- for so many
seasons.

OSTRICIH FEATHERS.
Tiere is no doubt that the establishment

of any new branch of manufacture in this
country forns a distinct gain to the com-
munity at large, and it is w ell known that
that the policy of the present government
has been largely directed to the fostering,
by all practicable ieans, of every new
nethod of manufacture established in the
Dominion, at all avents so far as is con-
sistent with the requirements of any
conflicting branch already existing, more
especially when there is no doiestic
comnmercial interest.-that would suffer by
such concessions.

Under these circunistances the intro-
duction of a new industry, that of the
manufacture of raw ostrich feathers into
the finished product so highly valued by
the fashionable world, surely deserves, if
not encouragement, at all events the re-
moval of the existing barriers to its suc-
essfiul accluuntization on these shores.

The admission of raw ostrich, feathers
aither dut firee, or with such a rebate as
mniglt be equivalent ta the free entry of
the raw miaterial, could injure no existing
Canadian industry and, as our climate
does not admit of the production of ostrich
feathers, no complaint of discrimination
against Canadian products can h ad-
vanced.

From a financial point of view such a
rebate miglit be a valuable one to the
revenue of the country, the explanation
of this seetning paradox being that the
amount of rougîh feathers imported would
probably increase five-fold were the feather
manufacturers of Canada in a position to
compote with their English rivals, while
the advantages that would accrue from the
employmont of a large nuinber of work-
men in a new branch of industry could be
readily appreciated. At present in ad-
dition to the duty already exitting on the
raw miaterial the Canadian feather manu-
facturer ias to contend with two serious
obstacles. In the first place, until such
times as Canadiait employés can be
trainîed to the business, skilled operatives
must .be obtained fron Europe at high
prices and often under restrictive con-
tracts, and in the second place, tse manu-
facturer ias ta face a much larger pxi:ne
cost in the chemicals and dyestsffs used
in bis business, owing to the duty imposed
on these materials in this country and to
the increased cost of freiglst upon tiema,
than is the case witi his English cotm-
petitor. Under these circumnstances ha is
already sufliciently landicapped in his
struegle with foreign competiti.on without a
duty on the raw material, and consequent-
ly if this new r.nd promising industry is to
be permanently located in the Dominiion,
some encouragement from the Govern-
ment is imperatively necessary. .

Rarely has any case more in acordance
with the Government's weIl kniown policy
of encouraging and fostering manifacture
this country. been brought before the com-
umercial comîmunity, and consequenstly the
hearty endorsement of the leading firms
engaged in the handling of these feathers
is only natural. No Canadian interest
will be jeopardized by the admission of
raw ostrich feathers to the free list, no
existintg interests will clash with the inttro-
duction of this branch of manufacture, and
finally-the revenue- derived fromt the pre-
sent duty is only trifling and will ha far
more than' compensatetd by the increased
returns from alargely increased import-
ation to- fill the requirenents of mantn-
facturers. Every new branci of skilled
labor establislsed in this country neans an
increase to its resources, every day that
we make one more article of our wants we
render the Dominion more independent of
her suppliers and consequently concea-
trate lier wealth more withja ber own
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borders. The policy of the Government
has always been in this direction and now
that this anonaly bas been brought ta the
notice of the Cabinet we may confidently
look for some mensures of relief that will
give a new impetus to this alrendy grow-
ing industry.

THE WHEAT SITUATION.

The vheat situation is now attracting great
attention and Milmine, Bodman & Co., of
Chicago, viose report is usually reliable,
review it as folilows :-I The advancein-wheat
vaines, which began last weeli, continues
with increased vigor. It was stimulated
greatly by tie burninà of two large elevators
in Duluth, with a loss of $750,900 bushels
whcat. Addcd ta this cables have reported ad-
vance in foreign markets almost daily. New
York reports active and greatly increased
export denand, which the, large expert clear-
ances would sec in part to confirm. The
visible supply showed only trifling increase.
Receipts owing to unfavorable weather west
and nortiwest, show a marked falling off.
Tie shorts have bought heavily. The large
operators in the Northwest, as well as thei
professionals liera. who bave worked the
1 short' side of tie deal, changed front, and
covered Upa and turned large buyers. Still,
this change of front is most likely for the
salie of helping the boom along, withî a view
of resuming their former tactics from a higher
level. There seems to be a craze abroad in
the land now, in all speculative commodities.
We note that many of the non-dividend pay-
ing railroad stocks are selling above par, and
many mining stocks equally worthless have
advanced out of [sighît, and ihen wve compare
present values of wheat vith such properties,
it looks very cheap, and would te us if it was
selling at a dollar a bushel. There was no
trouble last year in gettingthese booms on
wlieat and holding our prices 5c above an
export basis, which we did all through De-
cember, January, and February, but only to
sell it at 10c(&15c less money in April and
May. The situation, however, is net exactly
parallel, as the wants of importing countries
are doubtless larger, and surplus of exporting
countries-except our own-probably less.
Lest ycar specuilation ic this country was at a
low ebb, and the feeling bearish on every-
thing i now speculation is rampant, and the
feeling very bullish. We have more con-
fidence in this advance being sustained when
values are controlled mre .by legitimate and
less by speculative influences. This advance
lias been brought about by speculative in.
fluences : chietly, or rather, the -btter news
fron the other side has been exaggerated and
played for much more than it was really
-worth. We hear a good many operators com
plaining that they. are left. We tell them t
dry .ui their tears, for .tiis sixty nillior
bushels of Nheat-will not. b jerked right ui
te the top of the bill all at -once, and4hat the
%vill have plenty of chance-to catch on whe

the présent holders stop for fresh wind, which
they are sure to do before long. This whole
advance hinges on cables now, and the nie- t
ment Lhere is the least sig oe wakncss on
the othier side, the boom inill collapse. The
large shorts are doubtiess well cover'ed up
noir, and the crowd are 'long' ail tiey can
carry, se we cainot help thinking the market
'toppy,' and sharp reaction now in order at
any moment. It iill require good cables aid
large buying te carry the advaîncefarther.?

THERE is a serions grievance, .says the Hall-
fax ferald, of which the commercial men of
this city have te complain in vicw of a mis-
understanding whicli has arisen -Nith the
Canadian Pacific and Grand Trunk Railvay
companies. Large quantities of breadstuifs
and provisions, aggregating lit valie about
$2,000,000, ara annually shipped frorn points,
iwest, particularlyalong the line of the Canada
Southern, where large milling interests have
developed, te this province. In August last
an understanding ivas reacled with the Cana-
dian Pacific and Grand Trunk by which the
tarif per barrel te Halifax was forty-two cents
as coipared with the tariff via the Michigan
Central te loston et thirty-three. By this
arrangement Halifax merchants were able te
transport their breadstuffs, etc., by flic Cana-
dian lines as cheaply as they could via the
Michigan Central and Boston. More recently,
liowever, tihe tarif o Boston lias leen raised
te 36 cents, while by the Canadian lines the
tarif is raised to 63 cents. This malkes a dis-
crimination of 18 cents per barrel in favor of
Boston, and tends te throw almost the entire
trde of Nova Scotia into the hands of Boston
merchants te tlc injury of tei Halifax trade.
We trust that this matter will be broughît in
a most forcible manner te the notice of the
railway management of the Canadian Pacific
and the Grand Trunk, and that these unjust
and disastrous discriminations may at once b.
renoved.

11,557, ten regiments of cavalry 7,353, five
regiients ofartillery 2,745, Indian scouts 505,
and general staff 1,785. The army expendi-
ture in the last fiscal year was $36,990,000, in-
clading "S6,294,000 for river and harbor im-
provenents and public works. In the current
year the army expenditure will reacli S46,-
000,000, an additional ten millions having
been appropriated for public works.

TiF scason's cutof the six leading Chaudiere
luimbernen amounts to a total of 200,000,000
flet. The season just closed has been a red
letter period for the Ottawa lumber industry,
and the prospects are cqually bright for the
coming year. One' proininent lumberman
claims thrat oven this estimate is far too low,
and gives figures to show that the cut bas
been about three hundred million fet.

REPoRTs fron Cape Sable and other'points
te the eastward show ai increase within tho
past fortniglht in catches of cod, herring and
rnackorul. Men, whose experience in th' busi-
ness extends over a period of many years, are
meuble to recall aî time' when any of these
branches of fishing could he proseciited suc-
cessfilly so late in the season. Fonnerly the
cod began te leave tlieir inshore haunts for
deeper water by the middle of November, and
sonetiies much earlier. There lis always
been hitlierto ia dIfficulty in procuring bait, for
the fall run of mackerel generally gave these
shores a wide berth, and herring were extreme-
ly uncertain in their movenents. This fall,
liowever, presents quite L contrast te those of
previois yerrs in that respect. Either the
codfish have not yet begun their annual mligra-
tions or new schools 'are continually arriving
on the grouids. Judging by the number
takeil and the size of thu fish thu latter would
sceni to be the case. Last week there were
but two days available to the fleut of boats,
both to the east and west of the cape, but Ilie
catches were sonething extraordinary. On
Tuesday muiny, of the bots froin South Side,
loaded twice witli codish taken close in te
the shore. On Thursday the doings were still
better, though the diay was not, fatvorniblo
throughout. Such of (the bouts as could not
mnake two trips on accoint f thic distance
froin land resorted te a enovel expedient te
save the fish teiy ecuglt after thir load was
conpfleted. Theystrung the fislh on lines and
towed themn ashore. The occasiona[ roigh
veather does not appear ,to have driven the

herring off shore or broken up the schools te
any great extent. The catches in the most
favorable locilities average more thai a barrel
to cach net. Good haills et mackerel have
beun niude within the past few days. A great
mny of these fist are large and fat, going
iinmbur oele eaisily. It ls thoigit by somue
that the nots used are of too smiall a mesh,
ottherwise more of that grade woild lie taken.
