The Metropolitan Police have been agitat-
ting for a gratnity of three months' exira pay
pimilar to that granied to the Royal .Irish
Constabnlary. A mesting held to consider
the mattor and digcuss other grisvances re-
gulted in the prosent crisis.

Serlons disturbances occurred to-nightin
Biopheps strect. A number of special con-
stables, who had a drunken man in charge,
weare attacked, and one of thom was badly
maltrented. Fifteen mounted policemen re-
signoed, Tbho rest xefused to do daty. ‘The
gotes of the lower yard of the Castlo wers
closed.

The cavalry and infantry were under arms at
the Castle.

A mseting of policemen, at which all the
dismissed men and those who resigned wore
present, wag held this evening. Oanon Pope
spoke. He urged the police to submit to the
authorities, nnd advised thofe who had re—
signed o raturn to duty, and petition for the
rejnstatement of the dismissed men, The
men. npenimonsly refused thia advice. They
wera willlog to rettrn to doty the moment
the diemisred men were roinstated and assur-
ances given that their grisvances would be
considered. I soy disturbances occurrsd,
the iespoosibilily would be with the police
commissioners.

The strike now eeems on the eve of settie-
ment. The men who resigned sent & memor-
ial to the Castle this evening, expressing
deep regret at. thelr aciiom, respeotinily ask.

The Pranpiscaﬁs and Jesnifs
in Egvpt-

At lass we have eome news from the reli-
glous in Egypt. Father Francis, of Orta, 5
Franciccan, writes as follows to the Initg
Catlolica of Turip :—

# There are no longer any Europeans, cithe -
Christiaus or Jews, in Egypt. . We
are the only ones who remain—wo and the
poor Franciscan nurs, Ob, it those who ill-
treab us in Italy and in Europe could only
know and appreclate what is going on here!
If the Itallans have little or norespect for os,
the Mussnlmans~—for the moment, at least—
hold usin grest respect.

«The poor Sisters of Eafv-el-Dwar wore
very muca alarmed st finding themselves
left nlone ia their convent, The Mussalmany
came to encourage them, telling them not to
be nfrald, because thoy (the chiefs) wonld
nnderiake to guard and defend them, They
fuvited the nuns if they waro afreid to remain
in their convent, to lodge in their houses,
which were open o recelvs them., The Sia.
ters thanked them, snd prefsrred to remain
at their psat. Thereupon the maknour, alter
having posted a seativet mear the convent,
himseif pairolied the neighborhocd with his
men during the night, witha view to the
better protsction of the pnuns. 'The Museni-
mans of Mansourah are also well pleazed thet
wa ’lrmve not gone away, and no ¢ns molosts
us.

As regards the Jasuit Missiouarles, we have
received some Interesting comwmuricstions,
which inform us of the satety of tbe Fathets
at Alexandria and Caire. In the formsr city,
ths Soclety has been established only rince
the beginniog of the present year, having had
to enceanter many difiicnities in golag there
at all aud etill greater difficulties in obteining
a house of residemce. They were Bcarcely
ssttled thera when, first, the massacte of the
11th of June and then the bombardment of
the 11th of July occurred. Amigd sll the
anxlety and even panic whioh preceded these
events, they paréevered, to the surprice of
lookers-on, in praparing thelr chapel for the
uges of the public, and -on the 26th of June,
ons of the two Fathers wrote in the following
terms to his superior :—

# We shall very soon be left quite atone.
W try to inaplre thoee who wre around us
with courage, without much effsct, some-
timeg, bat now and then we succeed. We
are overy day rocelving congratulations from
those who remsain. Indeed, if there i8 1o
danger, why shonld we dessrt cur post, and if
thera ia danger, is 16 not the proper place for
us.”

The two Missionariss accordlogly rema n-
ed on shore ail throngh the bombardmeznt
and the sobsequent rackingend burniug of
Alexandria, and rendered all the agsistance
they ocould to the victims, although their
house, Inthe Pince Mehemet Ali, wag far dis-
tant frow the centre of the town.

The recent intelligence,while it contains no
news &8 to what may, or may not, have be-
fallen tha house, provesthat the two Mission-
aries aresafe. One of them is the brother of
tke Lientonant in the Hrench ermy, who was
1ately murdered in the Flattera expadition to
Centrnl Alrics, and his family, bhavingalready
suffered a terrible loga, wars naturally in great
anxiety about bim. From Calro, the Fatber
Saperior writes on the 16th of Jane :w—

x You must e very apxious about us after
the smopguinsry riot ot Alexsudris; bat set
your minds st ¢ade, for we are quitu tranquil
here aud in good health, The otisis throogh
which we wsre psssisg msy becoms more
grave, 1t {3 true, but we bave nof goma to the
general massacres, aboui which there have-
besn rumors for several daye past.

I harded on
board oli women tricked outin springsides
without spy stockings; nlso little ones ol
both sexua ticked out in springside boots
witkout any sockinga—bonts that would &t
btz Jos of Doo Custle the hest day he was.
I hsnded op bosrd heart.broken married wo-
men hsviong two children on their backs, one
in their armt, while tkbe bardy portlon of the
family were >creamlng and ciinging to their
dresses. 1 raw two beaGtiful falr-haired
girly, eisters, from Erriemere, dne on board
tne ¢ Lgske Huron,” tha other was on the
wheel-house of the sieam tug, and wonid nat
be sdmitied, for it appoers ske wan not pro-
perly booke:. There they wore, thess two
virtnona Irich maildenr, one in hyaterics on
boerd the ewmfgrezt ship, one in hysterics on

 TEE INSUBREOTION IN GOBEA.'-

in the evening of July 23rd an organized body
of insurgents {ook possession of the ruain
thoroughfares in Se-Oul, the capital of Cores,
and attecked the royal residemcé. and ihe
‘headquacters of the Japsnese Legation. .- The
Japanese’ Envoy and Consnl _escaped, ‘with
about twenty followers, and mnade their way
10 the palace for protection, but thoy found it
already in possession of the rloters. -
They then retreated to Jimsen Port, fifteen
miles distant, being repeatedly assalled on
the way. Four of the party werokilled, three
wore wounded and seversl are missing. The
gurylvors, among whom were the Envoy snd
Consul, reached the British surveying ship
in the nelghborhood and sailed for Nagasaki.
A Japaneses man-of-war was ordered to pro-
ceed to Corea to rescus the imperilled Japa~
ness snd obtaln information as to the cauge

ot the ountbreak, but to avold discussion or
dispute, the vessel returned on August 4th
and announced that all the Japanese at Be-
Oul had probably been slaughtered, and that
the capital was in a state of anarchy,

Of the royal inmates of the palace the King
alone was spared. The Queen was murdered.
His heir and the latter's betrothed, both cbil-
dren, were killed by poison forcibly adminis-
tered. Thirteen Ministers of State and other
high dignitaries were slain. The proceedings
are sald to bave been directed by the ex-Be-
geni, Tal ni Eon, by some pronounced the
father and by others the uncle of the King.
He has alwvays been a violent opponent of
forelgn intercourse. Whether ho has assumed
the control of the government is not yet
known. At the poris of Fersan and Genuean
there has been no disturbance.

Japan acted with prompiness and prudence.
A paval and military rendezvous has been
established at Shimonocseki, the nearest port
to Corea. A fleet has been despatcheu fo
the scene of disorder apd troops huvs been
gathored to await the developmert ¢ affairs,
Reparation must be absolute and uncondi-
tional or war will ensus.

A telegram from the Navy Department at
Washington bas bsen received Hy Admiral
Clitz, commeanding the United Srates naval
forces in Asls, announcing that Commodore
Shofeldt's tresty with Corea has has been re-
jected, requesting that a ship of war be gent
to Cores, and stating that Mr. Young, the
Ugited States envoy to Cbins, would asgume
diplomatic control of the guestion.

The German treaty with Corea has beon
signed, but the attempt to negotiate a Fzench
treaty has failed, owing to the French agents
insisting that the missionaries be allowed to
pursue thelr calling in the Kingdom.

HOW A WOMAN READS A NEWSPAPER.

When a woman sits down to read a news-
paper, ehe takes it up hurriedly, and bsgins
to scan it over rapldly, ns tkough shewershuunt-
fog for scme patticular thing, but she is not.
Sheis merely taking in the obscure paragraphs,
which, she believes, wers put in the out-of-
the-way places for the sake of keeping her
{rom seeing them. As she finishes each one,
her countenance brightens with the com-
fortable reflection that she has ont-witted the
editor and the whole race of man, for she
cherishes o vaguse belief that newspapers ere
the enemies of her sex, and editors her chief
oppressors, She never reads the headlines,
and the huge telegraph head she nover sees.
She is greedy for local news, and devours 1t
with the keenest relish, Marriages and
deaths are always interesting reading to her,
the advertisements are exciting and stimuiat-
{ng. Bhe cores but little for printed jokes
unless taey reflect ridicnle upon the men, and
then shedelights In them and never fergete
them. She pays particular attention to any-
ibing enclosed in quotation marks, and con-
giders it rather beiter anthority than anything
first handed. The columns in which the
editor alrs his opinione, in leading bifalutio,
ghe rarely reads, Viewsars of noimportance
in her cetimation, but factz are everything.
She generally roads the poetry. She doesn't
always care for it, but makesa a practice of
rending 1t becauee she thinks she ought to.
Shereads stories, and sketches, and parsgraphs,
indiscriminately, and believes every word of
them. Finally, after she reads all ehe
intends to, she lays the paper down with an
air of disappointment acd half-contemptuous
gesture, which says very plainly that all
newepapers are miserable failures, but is
certaln that, if she had a chance, she could
make the only perfect newspaper the world

ORIGLIN (F BUTTER FAT.

Mr. L. B. Arnold, A.M.,, Lecturer on Dairy
Husbandry, Cornell Unlversity, read a paper
before the Agricnliural Congress on the
nO1igin of Butter Fat,” in which he degcribed
the division of butter fats in regard to their
origin into animal and vegetable, and in re-
spect to their composition, into velatile and
non-volatible flavored and unflavored, etec.
Some of them are derived from the vegetable
kingdon, while others are elaborated in the
animal body. The flavoring olls of certain
vegetable subsfances are absorbed into the
general circulation of & milk-glving cow
without change, and srs immediately distri-
buted through all parts of the body, includ-
ing the udder, Since some of the vegetable
oils are taken directly into the tlood, and
distributed throogh the body and lodged in
the ndder, it is possible to infer that others
of like character ave dieposed of in the same
way. The non-volatlle fats, it 1s also infer-
red, may nleo be tanken up and appropriated
directly without essential change. There
iz evidence to ehow mot only that’
fats can be dipested and absorbed
without decomposition or change, but
that 3t can be accomplished by ald of
stomach digestion, aud it has been shown
that stearine, of which milk fat contains a
larger per cent thae any other and which'has
ity ncminal melting point at 145, may by
gastilc ngency alcne have its melting point
reduced below blood heat and be capable of
digestion and aselmilatlon or transmission
to the udder or other part of the body, no
decomposition a8 has been supposed
belog necessary to its utilization. Ex-
perimentt also Bhow that oleaginous eub-
stences ore digestible In the stomach
and that the herdest of them can by gas-
tricagency alone be made so attenuated as to
be capable of abaorption at the temperature
of animal bodies and that the great bulk of
butter fats are derived directly from the vega-
table kingdom by an easy transfer from the
food consumed to the udder. In fact 8o much
of the cow's labor I8 machine work thaf it
becomes a matter of prime importance for the
dairyman to study carefully his cattle food,
that ha may make a judicious selection of raw
material for hig cows to work up, in other
words, such a8 contain the fats he desires to

have in his buttsr

. FOATIFIED ABOUKIR.
From Fort Pharos to Aboukir Polat is &
stralght run of aboat teu miles ; from Aboukir
Point, right round the Bay, to Rasctta Fort,
about tweaty-five miles, but not wore than
gixteen and a helf as the crow flies. From
Ablounkir Fort to Rosettas Fort extends » long

chaln of forte, eartbworks, (owers, nnd
telograph stations, the defensive works
being  of remarkable strength, &nd
occupying  excellent positlons. 1 be-

liuvo them to be much undervalned. Eng-
lnnd wiil require her heaviest guns for their
racduction, and her utmost skill’and scienceto
eltuct their copture. Somo of them are cer-
teinly as power{ul as tha forts at I'ortsmouth.
In the following description of the positions
tae distancos will be found correct, whilst the
number of guns ia doubtinl, aud thelr calibre
very uncertafo. It i3 helieved that the enemy
hnstwo twenty-tive ton guns at Aboukir, and
severnl others of very hoavy metsl, For
mooths pust he has been incesinutly busy
adding fresh earthworks to the ipner llner,
cornmunding the forts and rowers, Fort
Aboukir 18 armed with tweuty-one guns;
Fort Bourg (half a mile distanc) with fifty ;

the next fort is about a mile and &
quarter trom Fort Bourg; then come
thres towers, armed with {rom Beven
fo ten guns cach; then threo more
of equa: strength, distant from one an-
other respectively cne wmile and three~

quarters and three miles. All along, behind
thess works, runs the rallway, and Arabl’a
rolling stock of treing could be cusily ob-
served from the sbips passing backwards and
forwards pretty frequently. At tho ontrance
to Lnko Edka thero is alao a small fort.
Fort llosetta 1o very strong Indeed. Opposite
Fort Boury 11 Nelson’s 1slang (50 called in
henor of our great naval hero), atthe dis-
tunce of two miles and three-quarters from
the shors. Between this Island snd the shore
enly guoboats can pase. We steamod right
round the bay, within o thousand yards range
of the forts. 'Fhe water varies in depth, but
i for the most part shallow nnd interspersed
with irregular patches of rock. Abouta
mite cff the coast it is from five to ten fathoms
deep., lronclade, therefore, must take up
their stations a good way out In order to get
the 30 feet of water theic dranght requlies.
With their heavy guos, however, they can
ensily reach twe forts. The whole coast line
i# kandy, its monotony barely broken by a
fow low rocks and small eand hills. The de-
fonsive works are well placed, especlally the
two lmportant forts, Aboukir and Rosetta,

His execution will be a
more terrible outrage and crime than the
murder of his alleged victim. Ifa criminsal
was gullty of murder ten times over, the law
ghonld not kill him until his guilt was fully
and soberly established, Hynes' grave will be
honored and English law further dirgraced
and despised.

AN INFAMOUS CHARGE.

A charge as contemptible in our eyes as it
is outrsgeous on the parties accused hag jost
found expression in the columns of tbe
Toronto orid, agalnst ons of the most
honorable and meritorious bodics of men in
this Province—the Catholic clergy of Quebec.
The Carbonaris of Italy, or the Communista
of France would scarcely have ventured the
length of the following villainons plece of

literature :—

One of the drawbacks of Quebec to-day isthe
immenese estates owned by the Church o1 Rome
all over that province. 'We do not think we do
the hieraychy of Quebec much ipjustice when
we say ithat tho accumulation of property is
thelr principal ailm. Every year gces thelr acres
acd thelr houses Increasing at o remarkabie
rate. Itihey continue to ilcrease ay at present
the chiurch wlll soon own everything., 80 pro-
nounced has become thelir desire to accumulate
property that only a{;pllcants of means are re-
ceived into the brotherhoods and sisterhoods.
‘We forsee £ revolntion even io stald Quehec
some day, and the churche's love of property
will be the point of departure. It was to the
cure of souls, not to the care of lands and
houses, that Jesus ordained his apostles.

Our bigoted coptemporary <acked these
cowardly and slanderons assertions on to an
article, in which it condemned the movement
now on foot in this Province to bring about
the restitntion of the confiscated property of
the Jesuits to their order. Can it justify the
imputation that the Church of Rome is ¢ one
of the drawbacks of Quebec?” Does the
history of the country tell us that the Church,
by the property which it has lawinlly and
legally acquired slnce the time of
Champlsin, bas impeded the piogress and
material development of the FProvince?

their own emergy and labor. .They acquired
lands as wild and uncultivated as those given
to any other colonist, and now that they have
turned this wildness and sterlity into beauty

and ebundance, sn egreglous .jaokasq
turns up in the Queen - city o
tell us that the Churén of Rome

is “one of the drawbacks of Quebec.” We
bate to use barsh names, but asthe jackass 1s
the only domestic snimal the clergy do not
keep among their Btock, we suppote he feels
aggrieved and was bound to vent his envy
through some channel or other. 5o much_
‘for ¢ that drawback.” But when the wiiter
states that the mccumulation of property is
wthe princips! sim of the Hierarchy,” he
sinks to the level of an infamous detractor.
To compare men and women whose heroic
 sacrificos are the admiration of their fellow-
creatures, and whose whole lives ave devoted
to the Interests and the welfare of humenity,
to vulgar mercenaries is as odious as it 1s un-
gratefol and ungenerous, Do facts bear
out the agsertfion? The diocese of MMon.
treal, which skould be the richest in
the Dominion, is actually the poorest. The
Bishop of Montreal is not alone without
wealtb, all the memkters of the Hierarchy in
the Provlnce have scarcely sufficient to meet
the meeds ¢f their dioceses. The cures and
thelr presbyteries throughout theland are not
to bs envied for their riches.

Is it because the Jesuits,
the Christian Brothers, the Fathers of the
Holy Cross, the Nuns and other Orders et-
tempt to ecect establishments for the
educetion of our yotuth that they are to
be looked upon a3 common mercenaries.

Mary’s College? Then look at those institu-
tioos filled with the sick and feeble, the
biind, tbe deaf ond dumb, while hands a3
delicate as flowers terd to {heir woes, and eay
that the principal aim of the Church is the
sccumuliation of property.

When the Hon, Mr. Obapleau resigned the
Premiership of the Province to accept a port-
folio in the Federal Cabinet, the Lieut.
Governor cast his line outside of the Local
Leglslature in gearch of & new chief adviser.
The Hon. Mr, Mougsean was selected, and to
bim was entrusted the duty of forming a
freah Government. At the time the question
was generally asked, why did not Hls Excel-
lency look for a Premlier ‘mearer home, and
one who, de faclo, enjoyed the confidence of
the electorate? The question, however, was
never answered, {or the necessity of a solu-
tion failed to strike anyone as being of a pres-
sing nature, We now learn that it promises
to come up again under & new form, and to
assume a more gerious espect, The Hon.
Mr. Flynn, who held the position of Com-
miesioner of Crown Lands in the laie Chap-
leau administration, has been giving the
question some attention and bas studied it
from a comstitutioral point of vlew. The
result of his labors we have not vet at hand, n8
he has not made them public, but from a few
general outlines which have made their way
Into one or two organs, it would appear that
the Hon. gentlemsn is of the opinion that
the head of A Government has not the right
to go cutaide of the pale of the Legisliatare,
whether of the Commons or of the Senate,

vince. Wo think that the hon. gentleman
will experience couriderable difficulty in
having his visws on the quection accepted,
andin all probability they will not prevail.
Precedents in Constiintional Goveraments
ares power, and are often a very useful source
of jastification for acts which are out ot the
ordinary run. It i3 perfectly proper that the
chief adviser of the Crown shonld in the first
instance be a reprosentstive of the people, but
the law, 28 wo sea {f, does ant ssy that such
thould mnecessarily be the case, To sslect
& Minister irom the Legislature is the cus-
tom, which is not irrofragable, bat it i8 noé
the law which is. Mr, Todd, who is accepted
a8 an authority on Parllamentary government,
lays down the proposition that ¢ it is ot the
essence of responsible government that the
Governor should chocse, a8 his conatituticnal
advisers, pertons who already bold, or who
can in the near future ottain a cent in either of
toe Leglslntive Aesemblies.”” In the present
css9 the Hon, Mr. Mousssau did nob actually
hold a seat, but he was in a position to ob-
tain one, 08 kis election in Jacques Cartier
subaecquently proved, We, therefors, fall to
sees how the copstitutionality of the
action of the Lieut.~Goverror can be success-
fully dieputed, Berides, it is supported by
precedeats of which there are several. In
1867 the Hon. Ir, Chaovesu, who had re.
tired from the puolitical arena some fifteen
vears praviously avd was Superintendent of
Public Instruction, was called upon to form
a Government, althougb ho beld no seat and
there was no likelihood that he would; stili
the legality of bi3s Government was notques-
tioned. 1n Nova 8cotla the same thing oc-
carred when the Hon, Hr. Anpand was
made Prime Minister, And agsin in 1873,
the Hen, Mr. Mowst leit the Beunch to replace
Hon, Mr. Blake as Promierof Onatsrlo, and
the constitutiopality of the proceeding was
not disputed. We are, therefore, forced to the
ccnclusion that an attack on the Mouesesu
Cabinet, based on such grounds, will fall abort
of its object, and that the action of the Lient,
Governor, although complained of ag snover-
stretch of power, must be accepted as not in-
consistent with the constitation or frame of
our Government.

An article was at once published ia its
columus steting. that the Aasociation was
sbout to commit a very injudicious act, and
callipg upon it to stop at komae.
Mr. Walters and his Thunderer were snubb-
ed in the most significant fashion, for
tha Association by a large majority voted
that Montreal be selected as the place of
mesting in 1884, Oune could understand the
displeasure of the Zimes on Beelng Canada
thus honored, but we are at a loss to explain
why o great Canadian journal should depre-
cate the visit of the Assoclatlon to our
ghores.

OUR ANGLO-IRISH LETTER.

[FROM OCE OWN CORRESPONDENT.]

THE MANCHESTER CONVENTION,

Ag natlons and peoples are ruled by repro~
sentatives and doliberative aesemblies of one
kind or another, it is only right that in the
differont countries whera the wide-spzead
Irish race are settled therv sbonld be heid by
Irfsbmen borp, from time to time, conven-
tione and mestings to conslder the questious
affecting the weli-being of Ireland and the
futare of her people. Had she been free, the
probabilities are that her children in other
lands would pay no more attention to her
‘than do the American Germans to the Fathet-
land, or the French of Lower Capada to
France, but as she Is beld in the grasp ofa
stranger, her manhood at home and abroad
revolts against foreign rule and denomina-
tion. This is the bottom secret of the
present contention which, as intelligence
increases, will grow and intemsify un-
til she has at all events, the
making of her own laws in her own Parlia.
ment, or else become a totally separate and
and an independent nation, which wonld be
the consummation moet desirad by the vast
majority of the people. From this centrai
idea has emanated all the Irlsh movements of
Iate years, Fenianism, Home Ruleivm, Lacd
Leagneism, and all the other isme, both of a
public and privato natore, in which Irishren
have been engaged, and, as far as Britain is
concerned, to improve und perpstuate orgoni-
zation among them. A national convention
wag, on the 15th of August, held st Manches-
fer, the wanufacturxing caplinl of England.
There were present nearly three hundred de-
legates from the towns of England and Ncot-
land, the latter courtry bsing wvery strongly
reprosented. The convention met in the
Asssmbly Boom of the Free Trade Hall, o
buildicg famous as the headquarters of the
great anti-Corn Law agitation, which for the
first time brought to the surface the Demo-
cracy of England as o factor in poliiles. Trne
delegates begau to assemble at ten o'clock,
and a committea of three beinyg appointed by
the chairnrap, Dr, Commics, M, P.,to examine
credentinls, the moesting was called to order,
and ths Chalrman having made a few opealng
remarks bnsiness was commenced. There
were present, ex-officio, T. P, O'Connor, M.P,,
Joseph Gillles Biggar, M. P., and Father
O’Leary, ot Clonakilty, in the County of Cork,
the clergyman who 80 ably tought the ten.
nnts’ battle againgt the late Mr, Bencs Jones,
Oa taking his seat the Cuairman proposed o
vole of condolonce to Mre. Parnell and her
family, and another decisring that gelf-govera-
ment was the undoubted right of the Irlsh
peoples, both of which resolutions were carried
without a . disseniiog voice.
then read his annnal report which showed
that on the 31st. of last October the Land
League of Great Britaln gevered -ita. conneo~
tion with the Irlsh Netlopal Land League, as
the lattor was by proclamation made an
{llegal organization, . and .a connection
between the two bodies would in law:.be a
conspiracy.

tion, and received = very strong minority
support the Scotch delegates voting for it tp
o man. The speeches were restricted to tep
minttes, and notwithstanding that the dele.
gates wera principally fiom smong the work.-
ing olasser, tho speeches for sod sgaingt
peavant proprietory, were of a high eng
statesmanlike order. It was alloged that
peasant proprietory was but & multiplication
of Landordism of the worst type, which in 5
few yeunrs wonld take another intonse agite-
tion to disestabilsh, because ita roots wonld
be planted deeper 1n the £oil, than those of
the present system, Mr. Hyndman President
of the Democratic Federation, Mr. Clark of
Glasgow,Mr, McHugh Lasd League Oiganizsr
in Boctland, Dr. Dickson of Manchester, Mr,
Brennan of London, end Peter O'Leary, on
bebalf c¢f the Labourers and Aitizang
supported the natiomslisation, whils op.

Mz O'Leary
thea moved that this Convention sdviss and
recommend toe farmers of Ireland, as n mat-
ter of expedizncy and justice, to assist the
farm laborers of that country in their eflorts
to improve their present wretched condltion,
aond thus show to the world the desire of the
farmera to form that unity sud cobesion so
nececsary for the well-being of their country,
sod {er the consolidation of the Irich nstion
at home and abrend. This resolution being
seconded, Mr, Kissane, of Southwak, led up
to some tarther discussion, but was eventually
carried by an overwhelming majority, many of
the delegutes remarking that the labourers
coude was of more importance than even that
ot the farmers, a large nnmber 6f whom had
already gone into ths Lend Coaurts. The
nama of the organisation was then attered to
“Tae Irish Land and Labour Lesgue of Great
Britain.” The three Land Lesgue organizers,
Messrs. Kelly, Parkes and McHugh, gave
satisfactory reports of their labours, more
especially in the Highlands of Scotland where
lendlordism of the very worst kind had pre-
volled since the establishment of the feudal
syetem in that country. A report on the
Skye evictions was on the whole declared
satisfactory, but the condition of tha crofters
was gald 10 be bad in the extreme, sven worse
than that of the Irish tensutry. A resolution

was catrled in favor of payieg mem.
bers of parlisment by the conatitu-
oncies, but it was felt to De exceed-

ingly difficult to caxty ous., Heveaal new
rules were made aud old one’s smeadad, aad
at hslf past six the Coavention cicsed its
laboors vy o vote of ithenks tothe Irish par-
lismentary party for their cfforis ja the
House of Commong, arxd smother to the
chairman for presiding, Most of thu dele-
gotes wort from tke hall to the Clirence
Hotel, whore they dined together under the
presidency of their Chalrmaz, snd ourivg the
evening several speeches were mede in fuvour
of thoe Irish natioval cavee.

At 2.30 on the Sundsy afterpocn, a mest-
ing, presided over by Dr. Commins, was held
in the Tree Tiade Hxll, which is a building
capable of bolding neurly slx tboussud pur-
go1s, nnd was ¢r this occnslon crowded to €3-
cess.

THE MURBAY CANAL.

TURNING THE FIRST 80D~—ITS PROBABLE ADVAN-
TAQGES,.

TrextoN, Aug. 31.—The turnlog of the
first sod of the Murray canal wes celebrated
to.day by a grand picolc held at a point on
the line of ths canal sbeut hslf a mile from
the western terminus. Mrs. Keeler, widow
of the late Joseph Kualer, M. P.;, wita a bean.
fal gilver spade suitably engraved, gracefully
turned over the first sod. Ihe contract of
the canal has bsen awarded to Messra. Siicox
and Mowrey, who have already hired a
large pumber of men, who commenced
work immediately after tho ceiemony. The
canal, commencing at & point known as
Twelve O'clock Polint, on the shore cof the
Bay of Quinte, will be constructed in almost
a straight line to Weese's Cresk, which
empties into Presqulsle harbor. ‘The entlre
length will be & iraction over § miles, the
widih 8 feet at the bottom and 150 at the top,
and the depth 20 feet, The otject of the
canal is to connéct the head waeters of the Bay
of Quinte with Lake Oatario, and thus insure
a perfectly eafe passsgze for all the shipping
going from the west to Klogston and Montreal,
which, instead cf going down Lake Oantarlo to
the St. [awrence, as formerly, will pass
through the csval apd down ibhe Bay of
Quints, thus nvoiding the dangerours storms
which so frequently occnr on Lake Oaterlo,
besidea renching thoir destinstlon a few houra
sooner.

Dusumy, Sept. 3.—Fcourteen pereons,
wounded In street fights, are in the hoapltal.

Five hundred epecial constables wers sworn
in to-day. The mob attacked a spezisl con-
stable. The latter fired threa phots froem a
revolver and wouoded a mau dangerously.
The mob thereupon attempted to lynch the
constabls, and handled him &o roughly that
he is not expected to recover, To-night the
mob became very viclent and were charged
by the troops, Several persons were wounded.
Government cflicexrs ure In cherge of the
trocps.

In George stroet to-night, a tram car, in
which a special constable had takea refugs,
was wrecked by the mob.

At midnight the crowds have dispersed.
The sireets are guiet. The soldiers have
been withdrawn. The memornal from the
dismiased policemen, asking fur ralgstate~
ment, has beeu sigued by 197 out of the 234
dismissed men.

Among thoge attecked by the mob to-night
were Moffatt, of the Emergency Committes ;
Gaddard, Property Defeuce Assaciatiop, ard
Col. King-Hprman. The mob wrecked the
premiees alongéide the runners’office belong-
ing to the Natioaal Bank, on Saffoix street.

The Lerd Lleutezant's dacision not to in.
terfere with the cource of law in-ine crse of
Hynes, convictéd of murder, was communi-
cated to Hynes to-doy. Whe exeention is
fixed for September the 11th. It has boen
alteged that esvornl of the jury were drunk
the night before the verdict was rendered.

He had
stece offered Eacl Spencer tte sorvices of the
tradesraen cf varlous Jlocelities, but had re-
cetved o reply that the authoritiza themselves
hed cbtained & sofficiont number of special
coustables. He stated that the specials ware
uow on duty, and the police would be reserved
for night.

The military were not out to-night. The
constables who refurped to duty were allowed
n good rest to-dny. ‘They apparently desire
to discharge their duties faithfully. Special
constables have ceased wesring badges, In
order not to attract marked satteution. A
preclamation hes been fssued by the Lord
Mayor, thanking tho citizens for the hewity
rasponse to the appeal sor aid for epecial cou.
stables, snd givieg zotize that there is no
recosstty fur the uppointment of eny mors
constables.

DEATR OF CAARLES J. KICKEAM.

Charles J, Kickham, the gentlo, pure, ard
high-equled Irizh patriot, poet and novellst,
has passed away from the scenes ot his love
and toil. ‘Thenews which came as a special
to the [rish Nation will bring deep sorrow to
the breasts of lens of thousands ot his fellow-
countrymen in the Ugited States, to whom
his name and his irreprochable kistory were
famillar.

Mr. Kickham died on the night of August
23rd of paralysis. It ie supposed that the
fatal sickness was the result of injuries re-
coived some time ago when he was knocked
down and run over by a car in iront of Trinity
Oollegs. Thers is deep sorrow throughout
Ireland, and thousands flocked from all parts
of tne country, and from Eagland and Scot-
land, to attend the tuneral. His death took
place at Booterstown, a suburb of Dablin,
where he was ataying at the residencs of Jameg
O'Connor, the ditor of the Dubdlin Irishman,
and bls old iellow.prisoner.

None of the Feuian leaders was batter
known or reepacted than Mr. Kickham. Hae
earned the respect of tho magnets of the
Engiish government and gsalned the confi-
dence of those wanore political opluions coin-
cided with his. Mr. Gladstons once spoke
of bim in the lpuse of Commopsas n wri-
ter of nacommon ability, snd John Bright
addressed o highly complimentary letter to
him in regard to bis novel of # Sally Kavan-
agh; or, Untenanted Graves.” Though his
health apd lufirmities forced him to lead a
lifa of retiremeont for syveral years, bo aas ol-
ways held the hignest esteem ot all classes of
the Irish prople, and his oplaions on mooted
questions have over been looked for with
eagernesa and raceived with defereace.

Cbarles J. Kickham was born in 1325, in
Mullinahone, a small town in Tipperary, near
the base of the mountain Sleivenamon. His
father, John Kickham, kept the principal
store—or ghop, ag it is called in Irelsnd—in
the place, and ho was able to give his son an
excellent educatlon, in which anti-English
principels inculoated by bimself, formed no
smalf sharo. .

Kickham's youth fell in stirring times,
O'Connell’s Reopeal agltation grew up while
he wns in his teens, and the Young lreland
movement 8prang up as he reached his ma.
jority. Ho took part in ity becoming the
head of a Confederation Club in his native
placa. For thishe had fo remaln concealed for
some monthe durlog the troublous year of
1348, but soon returned home, At this time
" terrible acoldent "befel him, He was a

keen sportsman, and one day, afterjtrudging

fire in u ferm hous~, haoglng up his accomtre.
ment to dry, Ris powder flasx exploded,
and the shock go geriously iwpaired hig heur.
ing that he was forced from that time forward
o uee » trumpet in ordivary conversation. -

In- 1837 or 1858 he first met James Ste-
phens, who was Jayiag the fonudation of the
Fenlan mivemesnr. Ho entered into the
suheme with il uis beart, and became oty
of its leading spicits.  In 1863 he wag the de-
legste of tha [rinh organiztion ta the Chicago
Coovention, in which tue American brauch
practically bad 1ts bepinoing, avd woen,
in 1864, Stephens eisited Amorics, Kickham
wes depute 63 act with Thomas Otarke Luby
and Joun O'Leary 83 the directocs of the
movement duing the absencs of the “Head
Centre.”

When Stephens came to Am-
erica in 186+ ho Jett a paper, afterwardz ealled
the * executive document,” and which was
never acted npon, appointing O'Leary, Luby
and Kickhaw ss a sport of governing com-
mittes of tke I. R, B. durlng his absarce.

Kickham deniad ever having eeen this
document ; snd referring to ong of thearticleg
brought in evidence against him, he sxld a3
wondered how any Irishmap, remembering
what kad occurred in lreland during
the Iast cighty-four yoars, could heal.
tate to say:—~#QGive us our couniry to our-
gelver, and let us see what we can do with
it.”

GREEN RYE AS FODDER.

[From the American Rural Home ]

In rezard to the actual value of green rye
ased ss a fodder the past sesson, the follow-
ing focts may be considered, an given by B
writer in the TVmes: Beven young cOWs In
full ush of milk, havivg calves from two to
gin months old, and boving no Gistinguishing
circrmstances by which s chauge of feea
should fail to act upon the praduct of milk
and butter with one more than another, had
been fed for some (ime upon 15 pounds of
smixzed clover and Timotby hay and com-
mon meadow hey mixed, cut, wetted, and
mixed with 10 pounds of mixed cornmeal
and wheat middlings dally. The yleld
bad been very reguiatly 112 pounds of
milk per day and 48 pounds of butter
woekly from the whole seven cows. The
Tye became ready for catting on the 10th of
May, when the first heads began to appear.
The daily ration was 60 pounds, part cut and
wetted and mixed with the meal as before,
and part fed whoie, bot sll was eatsn up
clean. The second week after feeding the
rye the yield of milk was 168 pounds per
day, and the weekly make of bufter Increased
to 65 pounds. It will be seen that the freab,
green fodder, while it largely ndded to the
produce of milk, did not quite increase in
proportion to the yield of butter, for while on
dry foed 16 pounds of milk mads s pound of
butter, 18 pounds were required when the rye
+wae fed. As tharye approached to blossom-
ipg and became heavier, and the weather be—
came warmer, the ration of meal was decreas-
ed graduslly wotil but six poucds of mixed
foed wers given dally, and at tho present
writing the yield of milk is slightly decreased,
‘but the weekly churning bas undergone no
diminution.

SAVING VEGETABLE SEEDS.
[From the American Agricullurisi.]

If there are many varicties of the same
vegotable in a gardsn, it 18 impossible to save
the seeds of some in an unbmixed state. Bweet
corn, and sll of the equash family, sre quite
sure to #mix.,” On the other hand, peas and
beans rarely cross, If one saves seeds of
any vegetable, let it be of the best. Instead
of leaving the last peas on tho vines, for seed,
get apart a portion of a row for seed, and let
none be picked from it, By proper care, the
-quality of a vegetable may be improved.
In saving Lima beans, we bave for several
years selected only those with four beans
in a pod j a8 A coneequence, the greater num.
ber of pods in whole crop now hnve four
beane. The selection of the first ripsned and
best formed tomatoes for seed will have a
marked effect upon fuiure crops, and this is
the case with sll other vegetables. 1f one
has 8 choice melon he would preserve in its
purity, the surest method is to fertilize o fow
femalo flowers. Take n male flower of the
same kind that is shedding its pollen, remove
the corolla, to expose the stamens, Select a
femnlo flower {hat isjust ready to open, but
has not been visited by insects ; open it, and
apply the stamens to the pistil of that flower.
Cover the flowers thus operated upon by &
blt of muslin until the fruit begins to grow.

MANURE UNDER COVER.
(From the Lancaster Farmer.)

Of course all the advaniage of making
manure in covered yards may be secured by
box feeding, with less outlay for roofing,
slnce mors space must be allowed for a given
number of animals turned lcose together than
when confined in stalls, It Is the protection
from rain and sun, the pbundant use ot litter
and its thorough Incorporaticn with the ex-
crements and the exclueion of air by compact
freading which go to mnke the superior man.
ure. All these features of the method work
against the loss of valuable plant food. Nor
does box fesding and constant accumulation
of moenure under the feet of the animals

One method or the other, box tesding or
covered yards, should be adopted by every
dfarmer who lives where manure is worth
Eaving, and who finde himself compelled to
supplement his stable manure with commer-
«<ial fertilizers. Stable manure must not be
lost sight of, in this increasing interest in
these incentrated fertilizers, for we canpot
produce our crops and have enough for our-
gelves and otkbers, without its ald; end there
i8 nothing in all the list of commercial mix-
ture, which gives so good an avorsge return
for the money invested in it, as well-made
stable manure,

TRAINING HORSES,
(From the Pliladelphia Record.)

A new and very simple method of training
wviclous horses was exhibited at Wes! Phila-
- delphin recently, and the manner in which
some of the wildest horses were subdued was
astonishing., The first trlal was that of a
Xicking or “bucking” mare, which her owner
sald kad allowed no rider on her back fora
period of at least five years. She became
tame in about as many minutes, and allowed
herself to beridden about without a sign of her
Jormer wildness, The means by which the re-
sult was aocomplished was by & plece of light
yope Which was passed around the fromt
of the jaw of the xmore just above the upper
teeth, crossed in her mouth, and thence
sgocured back to her neck. It was claimed
that no horse will kick or jump when thus
secured, and that & horse, after receiving the
treatment a few times, will abandon bis
‘vicious ways forever, A very simple method
was also shown by which a kicking horse
could be shod. 1t comsiated in connscting
the animal’s head and tail by means of a rope
fastened to the tail and then to the bit, and
then drawn tightly enough to incline the
animal’s head to one side. This, it Is ciaim-
ed; makes it absolutely Impossible for the
horse to kick on the side of the rope. At
the same exhibition a horse which for many
wears had to be bound on the ground to bse
shod, suffered the blackemith to operats on
him without sttempting to kick, whils secur-

While
tkey do not suppose the wound to be really
dangerous, they buve not us yet been able
fully to truce the course of the ball, nor to
diecover its exact Iocation. Dr. Brown,an
experienced army surgeon, has been sum-
moned from London, The deepest sympathy
g felt in the commnuuity, both for Mr, M.

whose wound, it is hoped, may not prove
futal.

"THE WAR IN EGYPT. -

A BRITISH ATTAOK AT TEL-EL-MAHT-
ma REPULSED. :

New Yozg, Aog. 28.—A special despatch
gays :—The British troops attacked the Egyp-
tisn position at Tel-el-Mahuta yesterday after-
noon with . the infantry of the firat division,
supported by the cavalry and artillery. The
advance was met by a rapid and destructive
fire, 'snd despite the ntmostefiorts of the
British officers, it was 1mpogsible to keep the
troops- up to their work, and _the
attack was repulsed along the whole
line with heavy loss. The Egyptians
ware largely reinforced from Tel.ef-Eebir
during Friday night, and fought with more
confidence than they bave bitherto displayed.
Thelr artillery was especially well handled
and its fire more accurate, while the infantry
fire was 80 hot that the British advance did
not even succeed In reaching the firs$ line of
Arabi's entrenchment. Arabi Pacha person-
ally directed the movements of the Egyptian
troops. After the repulse Goneral Wolseley
ordered all his availsble forces at Ismailia,
Nefich and Suez to proceed at once to the
front. To-dsy the British advanced a column
in the direction of the Kassassin lock, with
the intention of occupying that poiut. Heavy
firing is now going on at the front.

The news of the undisguised dsfeat’of Gen.
Wolseley on Saturday, following so closely
on the suspicious accounts of the affair of
Thursday has changed the general fesling
regarding the Egyptian campaign from anx-
fety to positive gloom, and the immedinte
and practical result ot this feeling is mani-
fested n the diiliculty now experienced by
recruiting officers. The reputation of Gen.
Wolesely as a dashing commnander has
hitherto been relled on to tempt the
English yeomanry to the ranks, end has
generally eucceeded, but the Iimpression
i3 now becoming strepgthened day by
day that dash &nd Drilliancy will not
in  this case supply the place of the
engineering and administrative qualities
necessary to successfally manceuvre artillery
and heavy troops in such a difficult country.
1t is to the possession of thees quallties, it is
thought, that success in this peculiar cam—
paign will bs attributed, ifit isto be achioved
at 8ll. Although as usual the despatches are
very vagie regarding the British loss in
Satardsy’s action, it is admitted that the
casualtica were heavy, aud Geperal Wolseley’s
action in ordering ail his reserves to the front
is taken to indicate a determination to rectify
tbe serror into which he has fallen by some
bold and desperate efforts, and the cutcome
of the next movement is awaited with
anxiety.

The Telegraph's Ismailia special of the 28th
ssys :—When morning came, Rreat excite-
ment prevailed in the camp at Eassaein, in
conseguence of the Egyptisns showing them-
selves in considerable force in various direc-
tions. General Grabam sent Major Hart, with
an eacort of mounted infantry, under com-
mand of Lieut. Pigott, to ascertain the
strength and exact position of the ewemy.
Msjor Hart proceeded in the direction of Tel-
el-Kebir, and hed gone forward two miles,
when the enemy opened fire with two guns.
Pigott dismounted the men and rsturnad the
fire briskly, his men holding their groand
well for some time, thotgh eventually obliged
to retire on our camp. At 10 o'clock 4,000
Bedouins appeared on our right and front,
extending two mlles, but on the guns opening
fire on them, retired. About 3 o'clock
toelr infantry oadvanced in open order
upon our left, bringing up gaveral guns,
which they placed at short distance from
each other, and presentiy showed geveral
pieces of artillery on our right. Ouar guns
opened fire, and our men turned out to face
the attack. The fight now waxed warm, and
throughcut the whole afternoon the gallant
little garrlson made good defence, AMenn-
while the cavalry, which was five miles 1a
our rear, had been twice sigualled by Graham
to support him, and had advanced almost to
our position without encomntering the exemy.
Abont 7.30 p.m. the whole forcs, consisting
of the 18t and 2nd Life Gnards, flcrse Guards,
7th Dragoons, part of the 4th Dragoons, 10th
Hgssatg, with four guns, set ont to succor the
troops at Kasessin. The march had to be
mado very centiously. Colonel Stewart
who directed the courao of the brigade, dis-
poced his men so excellently that he was
able to pllot them safely to the point of con-
tact without coming ucnder fire of the guas,
which were poundicg the Kassasin camp. He
led the way slong a ridge, with the idea of
outflanking the epemy mnd turning his po-
gition. Colonel Russell brought his men
over jour miles of heavy ground, so that by 9
o’clock, when they silently halted on the stay
line, they found themselves 80 close to th_e
Egyptians that the shells went over their
heads in quick succession, landing nearly
halt & mile in their rear. From the pogition
the cavalry had now gained, they could see
the enemy close, in very large numbers;
whereupon Russell dismounted the cavalry
and ordered themw open a sharp musketry fire,
but they found the enemy closer than they
anticlpated. Just then Gen. Lowe dashed
up and gavo the command to mount,”
sform 1in line” “charge.” Scarcely
had the words been uttered Wwkhen
the Household Cavalry and Dragoons rapidly
obeyed orders, and with suppressed but emin-
oug murmurs swept on to meet the fce with
drawn swords and stern determination. In
a fow moments tho horssmen had chorged
the enemy with great bravery, snd our guns
by this time baving cessed firing, mingled
with the Egyptians and cot them up very
geriously. A general rout hereupon ensued,
Arabl’s artillerymen gettivg thelr gans away,
while his infantry fell into a disordered
wass upon ihe banks of the canal, a few
dashing into the water to save themselves.
1t is difficult to 1imagine a more
complete BUCCES3 than was  now
geen. The bravery of the cavalry in taus
gradualy charging a blind position, the
strength of which it was impossible to tell,
rendered the enemy almost ponic-sfiicken.
Rugsell’ horse fell desd, but he sefzed another,
and before tho enemy’s position was ghined
wag well in front once more. The enemy fell
back rapidly, nor is this to be wondered at,
when the race between the varions regiments
of English cavalry is considered, in which
the 7th Dragoon Guards exerted them-
selves beyond description to be first ply-
ing thelr sabres with conalderable slacrity.
In this way our position at Knssasin
wag relieved, We now command the conn-
try leading to Tel-el-Kebir. Grest bravery
and pertinacity ‘were shown during the day
by the mounted infantry and a detachment of
the 4th Dragocons with them. Piggott was
wounded. All along the line the grestest
care had been taken to provide for emer-
goncles, which shows how 1iudiclous are the

‘arrsngements made by Sir Garnet Wolssley.
For the sake of fairness I should men-
‘tion that the men oand horses who took
part in this gallant sachlevemunt bad
.worked for nearly twenty-fonr hours
on empty stomachs, but mnever dreamt of
grumbling. The British Iry charged
strafght ot the guus, sabring the guaners as
‘they passed, cutting down the fiying infantry
beyond them. . The battle was ended atn
‘stroke. - A scene .of . wild confusion exsusd,

DRUARY C. DRURY LOWE.

Drury C. Drury Lowe, who has seen good
active British gervice ere this, was on balf
pay on the 16th of June, 1881, previous to
which he was aun officer in the Seventeenth
Lancers, frequently known a8 “ the Duke of
Cambridge’s Own,” a corps whoee banners
sport the death’s bead or tglory,” and which
fought through the Crimea and the campaign
in Central lndia, His colonel in chief at
that time was His Royal Highness the Duke
of Oambridge himself. Whken the Boer war
broke out in 1881 he was placed in command
of the cavalry brigade, with wbich he did as
good service In South Africa as could be done
during that unfortuvate war. He is regarded
as a strict disciplinarian and thorough soldier
in the Britlsh army, and the Commandership
of the Bath which he bolde is hia sovereign’a
recogpition of many excellent services done
at home and abroad.

MAJOR-GENERAL GEAHAM.

Major General G-. Graham, C.B., V-C., who
has been appointed to the commund of the
Second brigade, entered the Royal Engineers
in 1850 and rose to his present rank in 1881.
Heo served in the Crimes, and at tho assault
of the Redan he gained the Victorin Cross
for bis courage in leading a ladder purty. He
was twice wouunded duriog the war, In 1860
he went to Chins and served in many en-
gagements, being presert at the nsssult of
Tapgku sud the Taku forts; he was alee
pressnt at the sarronder of Pekin. He was
wounded in this war with & jingall ball,

COLONIL SIR BAKER CRBEED RUSSELL.

Colonel Sir Bakor Creed Russell, K.C, M.
G., (Enight Commander ofthe Ooder of St.
Michnel and St. George), and Commarder of
the Bath, served for many years with the
Thirteenth Husears, in which in 1881 he held
the rauk of lisntenant caolonel. During the
Iate cempaign in Afghanistan the Hussars
fought several sovere engagements. In years
long gone by it served in the Peninsula and
at Waterloo, In Sir Baker's time it foughtat
the Alma, Balaklava, Inkerman arnd Sebasto-
pol. He holds the bigh honorary position
of being one of tbo nides-de-camp to Her
Majaaty, and it was for his gallant servicea
with his regiment that he received his title.

KASSASSIN.

The Britisk in their steady advancs from
Ismasilia have received their firat important
check at a point on the Sweetwater Canal be-
tween that town and Zagezlg., The point
is Kaszassin or Caeassin, which iz a village
gimilar to most Egytian villagos—that is to
8ay, it is composed of & number of mud huts,
thatched with palm leaves, & rude mosque
and reveral clusters of date palm trees. It
is contiguons to one of thelocks of the Sweet-
water Canal, and at this season of the yesr

the country currounding it 1s elther
wholly or parttially flooded. The wators
which are drawn off the Sweetwater

Oanal at Kasanssin aro led through the country
between raised emvaukments, which are re.
gulated to the conditions of the ground by
the fellabeen. ‘This peculiar state of the
land must have mado it diffcuit for the Brit-
ish cavelry msnd artillery to move, end the
comparatively heavy loss ipflicted upon the
British must be due to the light equipmeat of
the Egyptian Arab troops, thelr knowledee of
the singularities of ths grourd and tke in-
ability of the English cavalry and gunners to
nct upon them with any effect. In all
probability the Arsbs worked up to the
British encampment, ucder the shadow
of the numerous embanked water coursss
and got in smong the fafaniry before Sir
Garnet Wolseley’s infantry were able to keep
taem out. Unce in among tho infaptry the
Arabs bad a fair chance of playing havoc ; for
there can ba little doubt that at close quarters
a Bedouin, like an Afzhan ghazze, is quite
&8 good a man 58 an ordinary specimen of the
precent British infantry. lndeed, 1t is doubi-
ful whether heis not much better, both as re-
gards physique and determinpation. If a faw
Bedouins gotright amoag a similar number of
short servica Britisk sol tiers they would beapt
to damage that fine oid British fiction which
assumes an Eoglish soldier to be the best in
world. The 8ritish will have to deptnd for
succuss upon the excellence of thelr weapons,
which of conrse are iofinitely superior to
those of the Exzyptians, but they will havoe to
be very cautlons about relyisg on their phy-
sique.

The brief particulars to band of the fight
at Kassassin are suggoestive of the style of
fighting which Arabi's light cavalry of
the desert intesd to carry out upon Sir
Garpet Wolseley’s force before it reaches
tbe walls of Cairo. Tho sudden moonlight
surprise and the rapid disappesrance after the
rush are thoroughly characteristic of the bai-
tle plans of nomadic Mobammedan peoples.
During the Afghan wuar the British troops
made the acquaintnuce of several of these
destructive and uauulty bloody rushes,snd, to
use an expressive Irish «pully” few of the
English soldiers ever went to sleep in the
fisld without expecting io wake up dead in
the morning. Ths Wuzeerios, wko occnpy a
large tract of mountainouns territory in Sonth-
eastorn Afghanistan, are notoriously expert
at this mode of fighting. Arming
themssives with charate (heavy-backed
kaives), they assembie in dead siience, march
on their silent sandals and then rush thréugh
the enemy's camp, slashing right aud left,
cutting tent ropes, malming horses and slay-
ing whomsoever they encvunter in thelr war-
path. Oace clear of the comp, with {3 ma3s
of failen tents, helpless men and stempeding,
maddened horses, they trot off to their hills
again as gilently aa they came and asgemble
some hours atterward in thelr villages to wipe
their blades, pass round the hookakx and talk
of the deeds they Individually hed done. As
n role they escape unmolested. Oane or two
may be shot down accidentally, but they
leave behind a much greater tale of slaughter
than thelr enemy can possibly inflict upon
them, 'The Bedouins perform the same
kind of feats as these wild fanati-
cal Wozeeries. They delight in quiet
dashes and surprises. One of thess dashes ia’
apparently what they have made ca the
British camp at Kassassin; and although
Gusneral Wolgaley's next bulletin may an-
nounce acother British victory It is more than
probable that the adventurous Bedonins es-
caped into the desert wilhout much scathe
nnd are langhing in their caftans at the bs-
wilderment of the astonished Biitishers.

THE FREEDOM OF THE OHUROH IN
" AMERIOCA.

iOccaslonally we hear it sald that the Ca-
tkolic Church possesses more freadom here
than anywhere elss on earth, There are
soma plausjble rearons for so thinking. We
hear every week of some encroachment by a
European government on the rights of the
Church, We have no troubls of that kind,

ditfon, “We hear occasionally complaints
made most solemnply by the Holy Father
againet- this or that government, because of
ita interfercnce in Catholic institutions, in
the creation of bishops, &c., and are inclined
to wonder how these things can ke inuations
largely Oatholic, while we huve no Blmilar
annoyance shough living in the midet of non-
Oatholics. These are the reasons no doubt
that havs led the unreflecting and even some
thoughtfol men to beliesve in an eminent
freedom enjoyed by the Church In this
country.

No doubt there is a great hostility to the
Church at present in the governments of some
of the Cathoiic countries. The hostility be-
comes the more pronounced because of former
friendship and intimacy. A few years sgo
the Oburch was recognized by these govern-
ments a8 a society which could enter into a
treaty with the civil power, and che treaty
wag not made with local prelates but with the
Holy See. Such an idea would not be enter-
tained by a government here. The present
is certainly not the normal condition of the
Catholic countries, and yet very often we find
comparison made, and assertion, as it both
wo and they were in o constant usual status.

Wera we to put the proposition in general
terms, that the Church enjoys mors {reedom
in a non-Oatholic country than in countries
in which Oatholics are a large majority, we
would unhesltatingly declare such a condition
to be impossible unless occasionally and for a
time. And such is really the case.

1f we descond to details we can easily un.
derstand the true state of things.” Goto even
those Catholic countries in which the Church
suffers most at present, France and Italy, and
you will find the priests and bishops going
about with all the insignia ot thelr rank ; you
will find the ceremonies of the Church carried
ouf to their fullest oxtent in most places.
You will find the procession of Corpus Christi
going through tho streets of the large cities
tn many cager, avd reverance showa on evety
side. Inthe smeuller towpa you will find this
to be the rule. You will fird deference to
the Faith or positive sabmiesion and rever-
ence on tha part ot civil functionaries In most
cagos. We bave known Catholics travelling
in Itasly to expresathemselves astonishsd at
tho condition of things, so different from that
which the acts of ths Governmant would hava
led a foreigner to expect.

You will find here and there shrines of the
Bleased Virgin, her pictures by the roadstde,
and the faithiol knsellng befors them and
seldom subject to even an offensive remark be-
cause of their devotion. You will find the
Blessed Sacrament borne to the sick with all
solemnity. Yet thessand the like miror de-~
tatls are after all the most Important in pre-
serving the Faith and fervor of a peopla.
Reflect that here wo are free from snnoyance
simply becauss we enclose our Catholicity
within the churches, and that scarcsly any
demonctration of Catholic Falth can be made
in public places without risk of irreverence
and sacrilege. Refloct that in public life far
from homage of those in station, and general
doference, tho neme of Catholic is very gen-
erally an insuperable difficulty in the way of
civil preferment. Remember that there is
8 goneral aversion and contempt for Catholl-
city, which acts a3 a conatant pressure upon
Catholics more potent than any persecution
and cauring very many gradual epostasiss
from the Church of Goa. Wo have no iime
left us for many similar conrideratiorr, from
which it {3 very easy t> ses how grestly de-
ceived are thoss swho proclaim an extracrdi-
aary and altogetber exceptional liberty of the
Church in this country,
