0N THE CONTINENTAL WAR AND THE CATHOLIC CHURCIL
(From the Dublin Catholic Telegraph.)

No doubt it is 2 fact much to he regreited that the
present war, 3o far as it has proceeded up to the pre-
sent time, is carried on between two Catholic Bm-
pires. These nations should be bound together in
friendship rather than be divided in sapguinary con-
Gict, 4 is u pity to observe these two first-rate
powers, so capable and so disposed lo maintain Ca-
thoiicity at home and to propagate it abroad, en-
gender permanent hostility, and waste their mate-
rinl resources in this suicidal quarrel. On whatever
side victory will be declared a deep wound will he
inflicted on the temporal dumain of Catlolicity,
which may not bz bealed in o century : which, per-
haps, may sever pe cured: and which migk: end,
tou, in the smputation of & once healthy and power-
ful member from the corporate Cutholic cominunity.
These conjectures are not mere ideal fancies, solely
confined to the regions of imagination : the history
of all ages proves that from similar premises, reali-
ties such as these just referred to have heen develop-
ed which bave changed the Christian face of Europe.
Switzerland, Gerrauny, Denmark, and all the North
are fuithful und pajnful examples of politica] misun-
derstandings cnding in religious subversion; and of
» baude with the sword tesmiunating in the Joss of
“ the faith.” If Austria be beaten she will, will in

ali probability, along with ber [talian siates, losc

also her Hungarian possessions ; and if to these em-
barrassments be added Ler Inte misunderstanding
with Russia, shz will have falien to & grest depth,
indeed, from her recent predumiesnt Catholic pow-
er. In view, therefore, of the supposition of her be-

ure must end in the expulsion of the Emperor, and
in the humiliation, the impoverishment, the blood,
and the disgrace of tlie French people aund nation.

Besides tho waterial and the political injuries
which these two Qatholié Countries will inflict on
cach otber during this annatural conflict, the Catho-
lic Chureh is menaced with & deadly shock in the
cvent of the overthrow of France. Religion, with
some slight oceasional misunderstanding with Rome,
has always Hourished in Auswia since iis first
eatablishment there ; and it must be said io strict
trath that Napoleonthe Third bas never lost an op-
portunity of enforcing by Royul authority, as well
as by word and edifying example, the law and the
gpirit of the gospel. France has just now only re-
covered from the infidelities of the first Revolation
of’89 ; and she has ouly within the last quarter of
the prescnt ceatury sbalkeun off the indifference and
the negligence of Iater years; and it would fill the
chureh with mourning if the melancholy epocks of
past Revolutions should aguin return, and call forth
the old direful snirit of popular vielence and insane
French irreligion, At this moment the death of the
Freneh Emperor, or his defeat by the Austrians,
might be followed by the most disastrons resuits to
the eause of Religion aud luman liberty @ in the
eventualties referred to, the eutire Protestaut North
might combine to give crowns and laws to the Ca-
tholic South ; and tofleave France and ajl Italy, ns
happened alter the year 1815, exposed to the diplo-
matic perfidies, the sectarianr bigotry, and the pro-
verbial souperism of Evgland.

In presence of these painful considerations, one
feels much relief from the fact that the Cutholic
Clergy of both nations are eatirely detnched from all
direct or indirect connection, from all professional
feeling, bias, or impliertion, with the contending par-
ties ; and that the future English historian—zo mat-
ter how British he may be; no matter whether he
be a Hume or a Sacauley—conaot impeach the Mi-
nisters of the Church in Austria, in Italy, in France,
or in Piedmot with provoking the quarrel, wounding
tue allegiinee due to their respective monarchs, or
violating the duties which, as Citizens or Priests,
they owe to God and man. This encomium, this ex-
alted character of the Clergy, have been recognised
by the Emperors and the Kings engaged in she quar-
rel; praises are uttered by the voice of the universal
peoples ot the helligerent nations, and they are felt
by the armies on all sides as they advunce to the
battle. Never was a Clergy so much respected by
their Sovereign as the present Priesthood of the
South of Europe; never was the Altar so much be-
laved by the whole peoples : never, wes a sacred mi-
ulstry so muck obeyed by their countrymen in arma.
These are fucts worth recolieciing when one heurs the
speeches of Lord Palmerston and Lord Jobn Russell,
“ridiculing the slavery of the Austian Priesthood,
the ignoraace of the 1lalian Clergy, end designating
tire French Curcs a3 a tenined body of spies, a paid
mercenry poilee: a brotherhood dreaded by the
Prince, despised by the nobility, and kated Ly the
people!”  These undeninble statements of mine weet
in the very ieeth these misrepresentations of our for-
mey Cabinet leaders, and demonstrate that bigoiry,
in the form of poetical license, ean be spoken and
cheered in St. Stephen’s sz well as in Exeler all;
and that the eduacation of the Cabinet, no more than
ize training in the schools of Spoorer or Drunnond,
does not uecessarily pive refined taste or csseatinl
truth, no more than progressive liberty. As an in-
stance of the Catbolicity of France under a cerinin
aspect, and as an example of their sbhorrence of the
Eiblieal swindle of England, I shall quote an extract
from the late meeting in London of the Fureign Auz-
illiary Bible Socisty.

M. Guizotl
presided on this interesting occasion, and delivered
an address, the substaznce of which we proceed to
place before our readers:—In 1857, 200 parishes or
Protestant churches in France were unconnected
with the Bible Sceciety, In 1858 €0 churches, and in
1859 50 churches were nssociated with it, and, at
the present moment, there are but about 100 Protest-
ant parishes not in conpexion with the Society, and
these, there is reason to hope, will soon lend it their
help. The receipts which in 1857 were 48,000f fell
in 1838 to 37,000f, In 1859 they bave risen to 45,0001,
And now ug to the progress which the Society bas
made in its great and ultimate object—the distribu-
tiox of the inspired writings. From 1853 to 1856 it
distiibnted 7,783 volumges of Bibles and New Tests-
ments ; from 1836 Lo 1857 9,093 volumes; from 1857
to 1838, 11,184 volumes; and from 1838 to 1809,
13,418 volumes, The society bas undcertaken this
year an edition in 12mo of the Bible of 4,500 copies,
which is on the point of appearing., The New Testa-
ment, of 10,000 copies, has already appeared. The
sociely is also preparing for the use of soldiera and
snilors o sinall pocket edition of the New Testament,
of 13,000 copiez ; and lastly, iv has printed from its
old stersotype plates, 5,000 copies of the Bible in 8vo,
and 2,000 copies of the New Testament. These re-
sulls are tue chiefly to the progress of religious veal
in the cougregations, but algo the pious and ju-
dicious activity of the Rev. 3. Cuarenuvn, whom the
soviety bas chosen for its agent, and who justifies
the conkidenes thit has bheen reposed in him. This
wss i3 the more remarkable beenuse the society
wlowsly confiaes ilself icithin liz limits of its
original fnstiinlion.  {l has distribriod the dinspived
wrilizgs lo Prolesiuals enly.

Third-
ly, =1l Ttaly seemed to invite him to come to her as-
sistance, Her varied states appeared to -open their
gates to him, and their million populations steod for-
wurd as it were with their arms stretched out to em-
brace him, o welcome him a3 their liberator, and to
follow him to victory or denth. Twenty-seven mil-
lions of souls thus added to his already. numerous
and powerful supporters removed every obstacle to
dissent or delay ; and decided him to call out his mi-
litary countless host, and his unnnmbered gizantic
fleet, to begin a work which stands alone in European
history for its pretext, its suddenness, and for the
voleanic motion and terrors which it has spread over
all the surrounding conntries. Fourthly, while many
condemned the ambition of tha French Emperor ;;
while others censured his folly, not a fow dreaded his
malice, and others talked of his revenge, the world
beeame suddenly surprized by the news of hiz alli-
ance with Russia ; thus edding a new element of en-
couragement more powersul thap 2l the other stimu-
lants taken in the aggregate; and thus accounting at
once for the perileus, the overwhehning decision of
leaving bebkind him un unrivalled hrillisnt crown, o
young, heloved churming wife, and an adored child,
the prep of his heart, the hope of his throne, and the
life of his soul. Russia thnsadided the very last item
of nssured confidence which has induced him tostart
for a foreign country, to en-iure the fatizues, the anx-
ieties, the perils of n campnigo, and to separate him-
self for a senson from ail the priceless objects of his
ambition, power, love, and hope. This allinnce,
therefore, with Russiq, settles at once the confident
decision of Napoleou, and will explain, too, the ap-
pavently vaio-glorlous and silly iovitation which he
has already issued to sowoe faverite friends in Puris,
tomest him at « shooting party near the boundury of
Compeigne afier his refwrn nex! Oclober to Paris on
the termination of the Italien campaign !

The present complication, tieretore, as far as fo-
reigh rumor from reliable correspondents ean ho re-
lied on seem to be as follows. Ruszia menaces Aus-
tria while on one hand she herself advances on Tar-
key, and on the other permits Prince Louis Napoleon
to revoluticnize and perhaps to possess Huugnry.—
Thus Austria threatened at two points on hereastern
boundary, cannot possibly resict unaided the French
Emperor, while he attacks her in the west with the
resources of France, Sardinia, and revolulionized
Italy. The idea, therefore, is that whkile France en-
courages and permits Rugaia to divide the Principal-
ities and Turkey as she pleases, Kussia on the other
hand, will encourage and perniit Franee to possess
and divide Ifaly as she thinks proper. And thus in
the event of Austria being defeated (which cannot
be doubted under the present aspect of afiairs) the
map of Southern Burope may be read as follows ;—
The Fmperor of Russin over the Primeipalitics and
half of Turkey; Prince Louis Napolcon over the
Lombardo-Venetian territery and Hungary ; the Duke
of MelakofT King of Naples; Vietor Emmanuel ruler
of all Central Italy; and the Emperor of the French
reigning sectre ou the Gallic throne; the Liberator
of Hungary end Italy, surrounded by fricadly moa-
archs, his consing, i feces, and securing thus to
hiz son the glire suce e French dynasty.

Tae Worknovse Sysrem.—The Irish Workhouse is
the home of misery. Into the poorest cabin or gar-
ret in the land gladness may at one time or another
enter, and there in-the midst of father, mother, and
little children, may be tempted to remain for awhile,
but inside the workhouse gates it dares not enter.—
There the family—that institution of human nature,
with god's own blessing on it—is torn asunder, there
the husband may not soc his wife,and the children may
notsee their parents ; stone watls shut them out from
one another, & chill and o blight lies over all, und
the only mutual feeling between them is o conscious-
ness on the part of each that all the others are un-
happy. The mind and the body are impoverished,
the heart is withered morally and physieal. Naturat
sympathics aud affection are trampled on, and vitel-
ity itsclf is weakened down, for hunger is with the
inmates for ever — in their sleeping wards, in the
“day-rooms,” in the yards, and at the heads of their
“dining tables.”

It iz uite plain that tbe workhouse sheuld not be
made & centre of atiraction to the able-bodied poor,
or to any who can susinin themselves by honest la-
bor outsite its walls, but it is crnel that the old and
infirm people whose day of labor iz past, and who
are compelied by stern necessity o take refuge in the
workhouse, should be obliged to spend the remnant
of their lives fuasinte of semi-starvation; it is cruel,
and most detrimental to the intervsts of the rate-pay-
ers, that the children who, in what ought to be the
merry spring time of their lives, are taken away from
the roads and green Helds, and plnced within that
dreary prizon, should be so badly fed and cared for
that they cau never grow up to be hale and healthy
scif-supporting micr and women. And even in the
case of able-bodied persons who by foree of tempor-
ary circumstinnuces are driven to seek workhouse re-
lief, it is bad poliey to feed them =0 asgthat a short
residence within the workhouse enfecbles thelr bodily
system, depresses their spirits, and renders them bhoth
unahle and aftaid to face again the toil and tumult
of the working world.

his inquiry. Mr, Arrott was the first witness ex-
amined. He repeated the statements contained in
his report, nnd added to them.

“On the Gtlt of April I went through the house,
acecompanied by Dr. Townsend ; I found 559 children
either bora in the house or hrought into it, as 1 learn-
ed, in an ordinary state of health; of the 289 therc
were 260 in hospital, some of them being very fright-
{ul objeets; I could not ascertain if they were all
scrofula, but T believe five-sixths of them ware ; T ex-
sugined the healthy classes; the first five T examined
were disensed—one had zore eges, the second had
lumps in his neck, the third had sores on his head,
the fourth had o mnagk showing bie had becn recently
in hospital, the lifth had a healed-up mark in his side,
lie hnd been discased ; | desired all those who had
marks on them to stand aside; ibrec-fourths left tie
ranks, all of thera more ov less inarked ; all the ¢hil-
dren in the house, from two to nine years of age, are
dicted on one-and-a-half pound of white bread, and

The investigation which, after lasting more than a
week, has just been concluded at ithe Cork work-
house, is one convincing proot of the truth of these
remarks. On the 6th of last month, as we learn from
the reporis, Johm Avnott, Ezr., Mayor of Cork, and
thereivre an cr-officio menber of the Cork Board of
Guardiany, visited the children’s apactments in the
workhouse, In the report which ite eugered in the
visitor's teokz ofter he had concleded his juspection,
he declares that he was siocked—appalled—at the
siglit that met his eyes. No wonder he should be,
and that the country, too, should Le shocked at his
revelations, for, inasmueh as full and true reports of
the ne state of things in the workhonse of Ire-
land ere not often printed, such a tale of horror bas
seldom bLeen presented to the puidic. We quote Mr.
Arnott's report entire :—

“ T have been shocked—1 may say appatied—irom
my observation of the state of the children, and the
result of my inguniries has led mo (o the deliberate
conclusion that it would he & merey to close the
gates of the union house against theny, and let them
atain the merey of death, rather than be deformed,
maimed, and diseascd ohjects, through the system of
feeding them, to which, I huve reason to believe,
theic ereible state is attributakble.  For want of pro-
per natriment and chauge of diet, these young crea-
tures bear plain and frightfil tokens that their blood
had Deen wasted to that degree that the enrrent
which should have borne vigour and health to their
frames waz only a medium to disseminate debilitr
and disease. Not to speak of some £ifty children sent
from this institution to the Blind Asglum, for ever
lost ito tiwe first blessings which (iod poured upon
creation, frowm serofula, engendered by the diet here,
rot to dwell uvon the cruet spectacie of the infirmary,
where in every phase this shocking infliction may be
acen in its most revolting forms, I will only point at-
tention (o the children who are still whie 0 attend
achool.

GREAT BRITAIN.

The Parliamentary elections were over. Total
result—353 Liberals, 302 Conservatives. Ministeri-
al gain 23. Included in the Liberals nre abont 50
independant members, ultra Liberals, who will hold
the balance of power.  The Queen’s speech was not
expected to be delivered before the 7th of June. The
Duily News says the Liberals will insist on 1aking
up the reform question at the point where it stood
at the time of the dissolution.

BequesTs To Reucious CORPOGRATIONS.—

We hase often discussed this question with re-
ference to those Corporations, and to our Clergy ;
dencuncing the restrictive clauses embodied in
Mr. Drummonid’s Bill, supported by M.M. Dor-
ion amt Brown, and attempted to be enforced
upnn us by the Legislative Council, during the
late session of Parliament, as  iniquitous and in-
sulting’*—as implying that our Clergy and Reli-
grous, when ministering to the sick and dying,
habitually employ undue intluence, and prostitute
their sacred functions to the basest of purposes.
As an insult to our Clergy, as an uncalled for
and groundless imputation on their tegrity, and
asa fou! aspersion upon the honor of the mem-
bers of our Religious Communities, we have de-
povnced those restrictive clauses, and all who
support them.  We would to-day cousider them
wisl, reference to the wmdividual testator, to whom
al~o, we contend that they are imqnitons and op-
pressive 3 involving a monstrous and most tyranni-
ca} interference with Lis right to do what he will
with bis own ; so long as he violates no precept
eittar of the uatural or positive law ; and irflicts
o mjury upoa his neighbor, or upon society.

Ll us suppose a case ; A cuse DY no meang
impnssibiie, inderd by no means improbable. And

We will
suppose 100, that such a one has been brought up
a Cathalic, in spite of lis coast ant violation of
all bis Churcl’s precepts; and that he be-
lieves therefore, that, as a condition of his for-
giveness, God reguires of him, not only a bearty
soreaw for his sins, together with, if possible, an
humne and sincere confession thereof to the
pieeat 3 but, in so far as lies in s power, full and
amnle satisfaction, and a restitution, in some way
or annther, of all his ill-gouten gains.  As a Ca-
{ushe ton, he will believe, as the Chureh teaches,
hat there is a purgatory ur piace of penitential
saffering after death for sin¢ not fully satisfied
for during life ; and that bis term of suffering
ard puritication therein, may for him be shorten-
wi v the prayers, alms-deeds, and other good
wirks, of his brethren wpon earth, and by them
applied, in intention, to hiw.

Sow, what under such eirewmstances wuuid be
the nataral and esrnest wish of the trembling sin-
per; tooking back from the portals of the grave
npon the dreary anoals of a mis-speat life ?—
Would we not desire 1o wmake satisfaction and
pretitution T Would we not most naturally de-
site to leave it in the nower of others (o perform
for himn those alms-deeds, o do for him those
soad works, which he lad neglecied to o and
prifarm for unself upou earth? Protestunts may
1.0t e able to appreciate these motives, tor they
bave o real beliel io 2 *f communion of saiols,”
Uy have no idea of that living union which ob-
taius amongst all the members of Christ’s body
—w fethier militant upoa earth, sufferiog in pur-
gat ey, o glonfied and trivmphant in heaven.—
13u1 weith tire Catholic, who beheves in that doc-
trin-. to whom all these things are ever ypresent
reaiies, the inducement would be strong, urgent,
irrnstible, to bequeath some portion of his
wegith to charitable uses s and in some sway or
auother, fo divest bLimself of @/ bis ill-zotten
v:ealth ; making restitotion therefrom to those
whom he bad wronged, or to thewr heics, if they
could B2 found ; and if, as is too often the case,
the immediate sufferers or the beirs of {he suffer-
ere, by his wrong doings, eculd nat be fouad,‘ gir-
ing it to the poor, who is kis case would regre-

sent the legitimate heir of those whom he had de-
frauded, and by his knavery impoverished.
Now there is but one way in which, uader the
'| circumstances supposed above, the penitent could
make satisfaction, could make resiitution; and
thereby comply with those conditions which the
Just One exacts as the conditions of forgiveness
for Christ’s sake ; conditions with which the sin-
ner meust, in so far as it is in his power, comply,
ere the all-cleansing stream of that blood which
was shed for all upon the Cross, can be applied
to him in particular. The sinner, must, we say,

possible confess those sins ; and, il possible—and
as far as lies in his power, he must make satisfac-
tion for them. Above all, he must not leave
the world with the stain of 1ll-gotten wealth still
clinging to him; as would be the case,f any
portion thereof were to be retained for the use
and benefit of his children or family ; for neither
livng nor dead, can a man be permitted by the
Just One, to exercise right of ownerhsip over,
or to dispose of that which is not rightfully his
own, because in whole, or in part unjustly acruir-
ed. It is, therefore, incumbent upon the dying
sicner to mnake restitution ; but often the only
way in which he can make restitution, and divest
himself and his famly of bis ill-gotten gaws, and
the curse attendant thereupon, is by making over
those gains to some religious or charitable instis
tution, in default of the natural or legitimate heirs
of the victims of bis frauds. He gives, therefore,
or bequeaths as an act of restitution, and as a
means of sharing in the good works of his fellow-
Clristians upon earth, a portion of his wealth to
some charitable Society or Corporation, for the
relief of the poor and the benefit of his soul.—
This done,and having thus complied with his God’s
conditions, he would fain lay bim down, and close
his eyes in peace, resigowg his soul to Him who
formed 1t.

But at this stage the Protestant Legislator,
with a smirk, or official snule upon his face, steps
in; and interposes his unwelcome presence be-
twixt the dymg sinner and his Judge. ¢ Stop,”
he says to the former—* here is an Act of Iar-
liament agams: bequests for superstitious uses,
such as we deem prayers for the dead, and the
relief of the souls in purgatory to be. Here too is
a clause probibiting, or making invalid, any be-
guest by you made within a period of less than
six months before your death. Your intentions
therefore of making satisfaction, 2nd restitution,
must be abandoned ; and your wealth must be
left—not to the Sisters of Charity who would
fritter it away upon the poor, in feeding the
luogry, clothing the naked, and in drying the
tears from the eyes of the desolate, and oppress-
cd ; but to $honest Tom Hellfire, your seventy-
third cousin, who is 2 jolly blade, and will spend
it like a true Protestant upon his own pleasures ;
in filling bis own belly,and clothing his own back.”
Thus speaks the Protestant law-maker ; with
what of comfort and edification to the poor ex-
piring wretch, anxious about his soul, our readers
can easily imagine. We leave it to them also
to judge what estimate such a one, in bis dying
hour, would form of the hopesty, justice. and
Christian charity of Protestant legislators, and of
those who abet Protestants in their anti-Chris-
tian system of legislation. Let us however sup-
pose another case, equally probable, equally possi-
ble, indeed we may say one that may occur any
day of the week.

We will suppose the case of ore grown to
man’s estate ; of ample fortune, and with no near
connections by blood or marriage. This man—
we will suppose, as is often the case with even
our wealthy citizens—bad been left an orphan
when young; and in this desolate and helpless
condition, bad been laid Lold of, and brought up
by, some charitable or religious society. What
more natural, what moie honorable, what more
advantageous to society in general, than that this
man baving, by means of the gratuitous educa-
tion given to Lim iu his youtb, rises to opulence,
should desive to show his gratitude to his bene-
factors by bequeathing to them some portion of
that weaith which, under God, he owed entirely
1o them? We will suppose then sueh a will
made, for the beneit of the Charitable Corpora-
tion, by which he in his destitute youth had been
adopted, brought up, and educated.

Vithin five months, however, aud twenty days
after making his will business calls the testator to
a distant part of the county. Ile jumps into’the
the cars and sets off upon his jourmey. But
alas ! for him, and his charitable intentions, un
accideat occurs, the tram is horled off the track;
and le himself ie killed on the spot, whilst in
consequence of the clauses placing restrictions
upon bequests for charitable or religious purposes
made within less than six months of the testator’s
death, his honorable intentions towards e bene-
factors of his youth are aitogether frustrated.—
And this is what Trotestants call justice! And
these restrictive clauses are supported by M.

But whilst the law thus sets its face steruly
against bequests for the relief of the poor, 1t is
most indulgent in all pther respects; and here
again we will suppose a case. That for instance

upon his youth, by our Catholic charitable insti-
tutions, would fain make some return to those
bodies, by making them partakers of his good
fortune ; and which, at the same time, would ac-
cept as valid the act whereby, at the expence of

Now as every man has the right to be cousidered
and treated as innocent until found guilty, so al-!
so we maintain, is the State bound to assume the :
mental sanity of the testator and his immunity |
from undue influences, until the contrary shall
have been proved by those who contest his swill.
For the State to suppose, or act as if under the |
| assurance, that every man who makes a will in ]
tavor of a charitable or religious society is under
undue influence, and incompetent to manage his
own affairs, 15 as monstrous an oulrage upon com-
mon sense, as it is destructive of the civil and re-
ligious liberties of the individual. It s, there-
fore, as an invasion upon our rights as freemen,
as well as an insult to our Chureh, that we repu-
diate the clauses imposing special restrictions
upon bequests for charitable purposes—restric. |
tions from which bequests tor all other purposes
are exempt ; and that we denounce as unworthy
of the political suppport or countesance of Ca-
tholics, all those who directly or indirectly, by
themselves or others, sanction therr introduction
into Canada. If 1n this we are fighting for the
honor of our Church, we are making a stand al-
so for the lberty of the individual, against the
encroachments of democratic tyranny ; for ever
will it be found that the interests of the Church,
and the interests of the individual, are identical.

THe CHiNiQuy AFPPAIR.—Our readers wmay
have seen in the Protestant journals a slatement
to the effect that M. Chiniquy had nstituted an
action for defamation of character against the
Rev. D. Brunet, of the Society of Pere Oblats;
and tbat a Protestant jury in the United States
bad found a verdict for the plaintiff with da-
mages of Four Thousand Dollars; thus com-
pletely vindicating the reputation of the lost and
degraded priest against the aspersions of his ene-
mies. A few facts, however, connected with
this business, which we basten to lay before our
readers, will show haw far this whitewashing of
M. Chiniquy by a Protestant Jury hasbeen at-
tenced with success ; and manifest to what vile
artifices that bad man is compelled to have re-
souree, in order, if possible, to conceal the infamy
of bis true character from the eyes of the workd.

"Though decency compels us to throw a veil
over a greal portion of M. Chiniquy’s history—
over all that portion indeed which relates to the
cause of his leaving Canada, and to bis subse-
quent suspension, excommunication, and degrada-
tion by his ecclesiastical superiors in the United
States—at the sume time there are but few who
doubt the real significance of those facts ; or who
are in ignorance as to the pature of the oflences
which led to M. Chiniquy’s final apostacy ; al-
though as to the detals they may be in darkness ;
and though, as we said above, decency and re-
spect for the modesty of our readers compel us
to avoid entering into those details.

Suffice 1t llien to say, that very ugly rumors,
with respect to M. Chiniguy’s moral character,
had tong been circulated ; and that that eminent
apostale at fast felt himself obliged to do some
thing to neutralize the effects of those rumors
upon his adherents. For that purpose he deter-
mined upon wdicting somebody, for something ;

and there, under pretence of deep contrition for
the schism into which he bad been led astray,
entraps the Rev. I'. Burnet, if possible, into some
unguarded expression agamst the character or
reputation of M. Chiniquy ; or failing in this, to
invent, and swear to such expressions having
been used in his bearing. The pretended peni-
tent did as he was bid. He waited upon the
Rev. P. Brunet, but failed to provoke the latter
inlo saying anything that might serve as whereon
to base an action. So as the last resource, he
undertook, at M. Chiniquy’s suggestion, Lo swear
that the Rev. P. Brunet had told hun—the pre-
tended pemtent — in the confessional, ¢ that it
was M. Chiniquy who burnt the Chureh at Bour-
bonnais in order to have an excuse for establish-
ing himself at St. Auone’s. Thus then did M.
Chiniquy find both a victim and a charge. Of
the verdict of his jury he had of course no doubt ;
for he was sure of a Protestant jury, who would
swear black was white for the greater honor and
glory of Protestantism.

Well, at last, the case thus careflully cooked,
was lail before the Protestant jury. The ser-
vices of three lawyers were engaged by M. Chi-
niquy ; and of two others in behalf of the defen-
dant by the Rev. P. Brunet; and then the battle
commenced.

Two witnesses in suppost of the charge were
brought forward ; but they, unfortunately, could
not agree; and at the critical woment their cou-
rage seems to have failed them; for in spite of
hints and inuendoes from the prosecutor, coussel
for the prosecution, and the Drotestant jury, or
in other words, the agents for the prosecution,
our two witnesses could not be prevailed upon to
swear that they themselves heard the detendant
make use of the delamatory language imputed to
him.

After all, these “ Swcaddlers” do, thank God,
but littte harim.

There isnot a
case ou record of a Colportcur baving ever suc-
ceeded in making a proselyte—either in Canada
or in Ireland—except from amongst the utterly
itnpure aod demoralised members of the Church.
And it would scem foo, as if in spite, in-
deed we may almost say as 1f in mockery, of
the efforts of Protestantism to destroy the faith,
that Catholicity thrives bect, there and tlen.
where and when, the devil’s agents are most nu-
merous and active. We have before us the re-
port of the ¢ Protestant Reformation Society”
ic England ; whose 32od anniversary was cele-
brated a few days ago in London, and & copy of
whose proceedings was published in the ZTimes,
From this docuinent we learn that not only bas
the “ Protestant Reformation Society” not done
anything to check the progress of Popery; but
that that * plague spot” upon the Protestant
face of Great Britain was steadily and rapdly
spreading and gaining ground in every direction.
Thus, though the Report of the Society—as
these documents always do—congratulates the
public upon the eminent success with which the

THE SOCIAL CUONDITION OF WOMAN:
THOLICITY HAS ELEVATED, AND
TESTANTISM IS DEPRESSING IT.

(COMMUNICATED.)

When in the carliest ages Christianity h=2an to ;

spread itself like a drop of oil over ile troubled wa-
ters of the Pagan world, shooting furth her diver-
gent rays from Rome, her common centre, she found
the Jadividuel absorbed in the Svein! man—the rights
of society exaggersted, and the rights of the indi-
vidun! altogether ignored. The Pagan man was a
machbine, whose all belonged to the State ; and hence
those exaggerated feelings of patriotism, which
prompted 10 such mad acts, as those of Leonidas and
his three hundred Spartans at Thermopyla ; Seavola
tirrusting his hand into the fire; Regulus returning
to Carthage, and Curtius leaping, all armed, inta the
chasm. It was the tyranny of the interests of pub-
lic authority over private interests, which had school-
ed them into this belief in the superior claims of the
State over the individual, Christiznity however, by
proclaiming the immortality of the soul, and its
creation to the image and likeness of (God, and its
redemption by Christ, baz reversed thia order, and
shewn that the individuoal iz, in reality, the cenire;
and that the social man acquires his rights only as
far as they are necessary for the better upholding of
the individual man. By this simple doctrine she
overturned the whole Pagan economy, and substi-
tuted Clristian society on her new foundntions.—
Hence she immediately struck off the shockles of the
slave, and of the child; for both Lad souls created
after the image and likeness of God, and equally re-
deemed by the Saviour ; and hence both rose to an
equality with the frceman. And as with the Slave
and the Child, so with the Wife. She also had her
individuality, and consequently her rights as an in-
dividual, and, by an easy consequence, she could no
longer be considered the property of her busband.—
It is thig doctrine of individuality as the central, and
sociality as the divergenf rights, that is the founda-
tion of all true liberty ; and as in proportion as thiz
order is reversed, in that proportion do we diverge
from true religion, true liberty, and true civilization.
Hencs a late writer has made the gocial condition of
womun (one of the forms of individuality) ns the
test of true civilization, and not unjustly ; for it can
hardly happen that the individuality of woman could
be oppressed without depressing all the others also.
Receiving then this test as a true oue, (as it un-
doubtedly is), let ua apply it to the Catholic and
Protestant worlds, in order to discover to which he-
longs the palm of superior elevation and civilization.
Now, the primary right of womaen, as’woman, must of
necesaity be her right 83 a wife; for in all other
things her individuality i3 identical with that of mana,
Her conjugal rights then are the great test of her
womanly individunlity ; but her conjugal rights must
be twofold. Firstly, her sole and undivided right to
her husband's body; and secoudly, lier indissoluble
right. For to allow to the husband tho right over
more wives than one, i3 to lower each iudividual
wife exactly in proportion to their aggregzate nuw-
ber; and to allow the right to be rescinded, is
equanlly to degrade cac at least of the parties. To
uphold then these rights i3 to elevele; and to ignore
them is to depress the social condition of woman.—
Now swhat has been the conduct of the Cutholic and
Protestant worlds in this respect? That tho Catho-
lic world has always stood firm in her war agninst
the bad passions of men, which have sought to gra-
tify themszelves by trampling on theso rights, is evi-
dent from the aceasativns of her enomies themselves,
who, on account of her unyielding conduct in this
respect, accuse her of cruclly and severify. In very
truth to deny to her this unflinching aad unceasing
opposition, would be to iguore Listory itself. At her
first appearance, long beforo she had got a perma-
nent foothold upon the earth, she had eannciated,
fearlossly and nuthoritatively, her dactrine upon this
head—* One with one, cxclusively, and for ever."—
Sehkold here the Magns Charta of woman's indiri-
dual rights. Nor when hor toothold was secure, nnd
sho bad obtsined undisputed possession of Soutlérn
Burope and Westorn Asis and Northern Afriea, did
she the less firmly maintain ber thesis. Though she
was asssiled on all sides by encmies—though the
bad passions of men, and the roliquic of Paganism
from within, and the bordes of fierce barbarians
sweeping down from Northern Europe assniled ber
from withont—still she yielded not anc tittle. To
the unrogenerate barbarian without her pale, as to
the indifferent Christinn within it, she alike mnain-
tained the truth. To the fierce Daron in his rocky
faatness, as yet but half reclaimed from savage bar-
barism, as well as to the unsettled hoor in his cot-
tage home, she nlike dictated the torms of the mar-
riage contrac. Aund if sometimes their exalted con-
dition appeared to promige to powerful princes im-
munity from chastisement for the violation of their
connubial vows, it was only to find that the weak
man of the Vatican" wiclded a power superior and
mors puissant than theirs, and one which neither
their throats, nor the peraungive eloquenco of golden
argumenis could overcoms. Thus woman—poor
weak womon—fonud in the auccessor of *ike Firler-
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man® the vindicator of lher individual rights, her
virtue and ber honor. When the uxorious Henry—
that intensified and amplified mass of lustand founder
of the church-by-law-established—wonld repudiate
the virtuous and gentle Catherine of Arragon for &
court wauton, wlio was it, think you, that maintained
the rights of helpiess ianocence, and refused to gra-
tify the tyrant's lust? Was it some prince more
powerful than he that stosd forh as the champion of
innocence and virtue, to defend it against all gain-

forth to do battle for the right? No; it was the snc-
cessor of St. Peter, who stood forth alone to stem
the torrent— Ul robur ef s iriplex. It was Dope
Clement VII. who opposed a stost and nndaunted

RUSSIA.

The Courier die Dimanche publishes a letter from
St. Petersburg, dated the 30th April, from which the
following is an extract :—

“ Russia desired war, and is delighted with it.—
But that has not prevented her from professing the
most pacific sentiments. She has suceceded so far
as to be able to say, ‘It was I who proposed the as-
sewbling of a Congress, which would jnfaliibly have
produced peace. The Russian Government would
be much disappointed if the war (which result is al-
most hmpossible) should be confined to Italy; it
would be the ruin of all her plans. That does not
prevent the cabinet of St. Petersburg from proclaim-
ing the wishes she daily expresses in favor of pre-
serving the Continent from a general war. But the
attitude of the German States has somewhat de-
ranged Russian diplomacy. The Emperor Alexan-
dria has concluded u convention with the Emperor
Napoleon, Ly the terms of which Russin engages to
conrentraie an army of ohzervation on the Austro-
German frontier,  Whatis an army of observation
on the {rontiers of a State hnt a menace against that
State, and o warning to e prepaved for an invasion?
If the coneentration of an army on the Austro-Ger-
mua frontier has not this signification, would 1the
Emperor Napoleon hyve endeavored to oblain it by
a written convention? Such are the questions press-
ingly demanded by the Rusrinn Cabinet from Vienns,
Derlin, and the varions German Courts. Prince

Count Buol was so
deeply impressed with the conviction that what was
bad for Austria, Prussia and Germany was also bad
for the Iritish empire, that hie confidently believed
be would have the moral, if not the material, support
of her Majesty's government should this country be
involved in o war with France.
