A promissory note is an absolute promise in writinjj; to pay

a specified sum at a time therein stated, or on demand, to a

person named or designated, or to his order, or to the bearer.

All promissory notes for twenty-five dollars or over require

to be stam])ed.

StHiups should be x>iit. on by the maker of a note, and

should be cancelled by him when the note is signed, with the

date of the note and with his name or initials.

Notes not stamped or not regularly stamped may be double

stamped by any future holder, provided this is done when
the holder first has notice of the lack of stamps or of the ir-

regularity, as the case may be.

Double stamping should be done by the holder, and each

stamp should, as soon as attached, be cancelled with the date

on which it is attached, and the name or initials of the holder*

A note payable to a person without adding bearer or or<ler

is not transferable.

A note payable to bearer may be transferred by delivery

without endorsement, but if the party transferring endorses?

he makes himself liable on the note.

A note payable to order cannot be transferred without the

endorsement of the person to whose order it is made payable-

A person wishing to endorse a note without making him-

self liable on it should write underneath his signature, the

words *' without recourse.''

Presentment of an ordinary note at the place where it is

made payable is not necessary to hold the maker, but both

presentment and notice of dishonour are necessary to hold an

endorser.

Presentment should be made on the last of the three «lays

of grace, or if that is a legal holiday, ^hen on the day fol-

An infant under the age of twenty-one years cannot make
himself liable by making or endorsing a promissory note.

A married woman cannot make her.^elf liable by a pro-

missory note, unless she has separate estate and C(jntracts

with reference to it.

A note made payable with interest bears interest at the

rate specified in the note from its date until payment.

A note not made payable with interest bears interest from

maturity at 0%.

A Bill of Exchange is an unconditional written order from

one person to another directing the payment of a certain sum
of money therein named.

A Bill of Exchange that has been accepted is called an

acceptance, and resembles a promissory note. The acceptor

occupying the same position as the maker of a note.

The signature of the acceptor must be v/ritten on the Bill

of Exchange itself.

A Cheque is an order on a Bank for the payment of a cer-

tain sum.

Leases for periods of more than three years should be in

writing, under seal and signed by the parties.

The transfer of all leases should be in writing.

A tenancy from year to year can be determined only by a

six months' notice ending with the current year.

A monthly tenancy can be ended by a month's notice.

In the absence of an agreement to the contrary, taxes fall

upon the landlord, and if the tenant is compelled to pay

them he may deduct the amount from the next payment of

rent.

If a tenant mnkes an absolute covenant to repair, he would

be bound to repair even if premisei^ were burned down, and

would have to pay rent for time that premises were un-

tenantable by reason of the fire as well.

Such a covenant should except "reasonable wear and tear,

and accidents by fire and tempest," and there should be an

express provision that ^lo rent should be charged for time

that premises are untenantable by reason of injury from fire

or tempest.

Distress for rent ca" only be made by daylight, not sooner

than the day after the rent matures, and only for the amount

actually due (which the warrant to the bailiff should specify)

together with the charges of the distress. Goods cannot be

sold until after the expiration of five days after seizure.

Distress can only be made on the premises in respect of

which the rent is due, except in case f)f goods being fraudu-

lently removed in avoid distress, in which case they may be

followed within thirty days.

An inventory of the goods seized should be made out and

a copy left with the tenant, or if absent, for him at the house

with some grown person, or if there is no house on the pre-

mises, or if no person is there with whom it can be left, it

must be stuck up in some prominent place on the pre-

mises.

Before sale j40ods must be appraised by two sworn ap-

praisers, and duly advertised.

A clause in a lease providing that in the event of the in-

solvency of the tenant a certain amount of future rent shall

become d\ie is void as against the tenant's creditors, in case

of insolvency.

In case of the insolvency of the tenant, the landlord is en-

titled to six months' arrears of rent as a privileged claim and

to rank as an (ordinary creditor for any further arrears that

may be unpaid.

It is believed that a landlord has no right to distrain after

an Assignee in insolvency has taken possession—though the

decisions of the Courts on this point are conflicting.

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WILLS.
All wills must be in writing, signed by the testator in the

presence of two witnesses, who must also sign the will in the

presence of the testator.

A person to whom a demise or bequest is made may be a

witness to the will, but by so doing forfeits all benefit under it

A person under the age of twenty-one cannot make a valid

will.

A married woman having separate estate may make a will,

disposing of it in whatever manner she chooses.

A lunatic is incompetent to make a will.

There is no difference between the formalities necessary in

a will passing real property and personal property.

Wills are of no effect until after the death of the testator.

Executors have no right to use funds of their testator's

estate for their own purposes, even temporarily, and they

should keep a strict account of all their dealings.

A Will is revoked by the making of a subsequent one, by

marriage, or by the Testator tearing up or destroying the

Will with the intention to revoke.

A Codicil is a Testamentary disposition, not revoking a

former Will, but altering or varying some of its provisions.

A Codicil requires to be executed with the same formalities

as a Will.

PARTNERSHIP.

A Partnership is a combination by two or more persons of

their property, labour or skill, for the transaction of business

for their common profit.
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A dormant partner is one who takes no part in the control

or conduct of the business, aiid a secret partner, one who is

not avowed or known as such though i)articipating in the

profits.

All persons competent to transact business on their own
account, may enter into Partnership to carry on such busi-

ness, but no others.

To constitute a Partnership it is not necessary that there

should be a written agreement, a verbal one is quite as bind-

ing. To prevent misunderstandings, however, it is always ad-

visable to have the agreement in writing.

Persons who are not partners as between themselves, may
by their acts make themselves liable as such to third parties

;

thus a person leading another to deal with a firm on the

representation, express or implied, that he is a member of

that firm makes himself liable as such whether he is or not.

Participation in the profits is the principal test of Member-

ship in a mercantile firm.

One partner has power to bind the firm by any act which

comes within the scope of the Partnership business, even

though he be by the Partnership agreement prohibited from

doing such act, unless the person with whom he deals has

notice of such prohibition.

Unless some specified time for the continuation of the

Partnership is agreed upon, it may be dissolved at the

pleasure of either partner.

Where a certain time has been agreed upon the partner-

ship may be dissolved by effluxion of time, death, bankruptcy

or insanity of one of the partners, or by the decree of a Court

of Equity.
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A retiring partner cannot relieve himself from past debts

of the firm without the consent of the creditors.

A retiring partner wishing to escape liability for future

debts of the firm, should give notice of the dissolution to all

persons having dealings with the firm, and a general notice

to the public.

GUARANTEES.

A person promising to pay the debt of another cannot be

made liable on suoh promise unless it is in writing

.

But a person verbally ordering goods to be furnished to

another is liable if the credit is given to himself.

A guaranty to pay for one hundred dollars' worth of goods

supplied to another applies only to the first hundred dollars'

worth supplied, unless it is expressed to be a continuing

guaranty.

A contract of guaranty is construed strictly, and unless its

terms are strictly complied with the guarantor is not liable.

If the liability of the debtor is materially varied as to time

of payment or otherwise, by the act of the party guaranteed

without the consent of the surety, the obligation of the latter

is discharged.

CONDUCT OF CABMEN.
If any owner or driver of any cab shall induce any p'..«on to

employ him by either knowingly, wantonly, or ignorantly misin-
forming, misleading, or deceiving such person, as to the time or
place of the arrival or departure of any railroad car, steamboat or
other public conveyance, or the location and distance from any part
of the city of any railroad depot, steamboat landing, hotel, public
place or private residence, or shall induce any person to employ his
cab by any false representation, or shall in any manner or form
impose upon or deceive, or in any way insult, abuse or ill-treat any
person employing him, he shall oe subject to a penalty of not more
than fifty dollars.

REFUSING TO PAY FARE.
If any person employing a cab shall refuse, so soon as his order i«

completed, to pay the fare established, he shall be liable to a penalty
of not more thSEUi fifty dollars.

THE USE OF CABS.

No person shall be permitted to sit on the box with the driver,
or anywhere about the cab, Mrithout the consent of the person em-
ploying such cab first expressly given for that purpose ; and no
driver of a cab shall allow any other person to act as driver thereof
in his place.

NOTICE.

His card is to be returned to the cabman when he has fulfilled

his engagement. But if the cabman demand a higher rate than that
allowed by the within tariff, or fails to keep his engagement, or is

insolent, or in any way offends against any of the i)rovi8ions of the
By-Laws of the Board of Commissioners of Police for the City of
Toronto during the time of his engagement, then the person^olding
his card may write his name and address thereon, and transmit the
same through the post office, or otherwise, to the Chief Constable,
who will inform the person so transmitting the same of the place
and hour when he can lay his complaint before the proper auth-
ority.
