the market. He at once repaired thither and found
in the stable'yard the’ greatest coon hunter in these
paris, Chris Stong of- Woodbridge. Stong was un-
hitching his pony, a little white. mustang, from the
buggy and had come into town to. do ‘a coon busi-
ness. He was marketing ten skins, the meat of ten
carcases and eight quart bottles of coon oil. He has
the back part of the buggy under.lock and key and
on top of the box he had a bushel. fub of coon meat
for sale in the city, and of which more _anoa. He
showed The World the meat," fine looking meat it
was; the ten skins and the flagons of ' coon oil. In
other words he had ten ‘'skins that brought over $2
each, $4 for oil and $10 for meat—nearly $¢0 of
coon products in his buggy for marketing! Chris
Stong laughed when they read him the story in The
World, but he said it was not half there, Here is
his actual story of last Friday’s hunt on the Wilson
Flats, Doa Valley, exactly six and one-half miles
northeast from the city hall:

“Igot there in the afternoon and knew it wasa
coon tree. John Martin wasthere, as The World
says, but he did not know ‘me. 1drove in with my
pony, dog and outfit. Tput on the spurs and went up
with the aid of a rope. The tree is the second larg~
est elm within 20 miles of Toronto—22 feet girth at
the butt—and very high. * It took me quite a time to
get up. I had to climb up nine feet.
The first thing I saw was a coon in 2 hole; he
moved up a piece and I saw him fighting some
bees. Then Iknew T had a beetree as well. So 1
80 up (o him, chopped him out and dropped him to
my dog. Then I got the honey. Then Igot two
more co>ns and found two more swarms of bees and
a lot more honey. I knocked the ecoons-to the
ground where the dog getstiem every time. Then I

‘| took down the honey. nearly 30 pounds. 1 was afraid

that Martin owned the tree; when he leftI went
up again and got three more coons—8ix coons
in all and 30 pounds of honey in one
elm tree six and one-half miles from
Toronto’s city hall.’’

This would aid
building up the Ports of St. John and
Halifax; also that Halifax, St. Jchm
Fort William, Port Arthur, Depot
Harbor, . Midland, Port  Colborne,
Kingston, Montreal, Quebec, Sydrey,

Vancouver, Victoria, the terminus ot
the G. 1. P. on the Paeific, and the
terminus of the Canadian North:mn on
the Pacific, be. made national poris.

The government should secure (G-
trol of all railways on the docks aud
should also have elevator accuomoda-
tion for ten millions byshels at De~
pot Harbor, and Midland, If the ra'le
way companies do-not do so, it is sug=
gested that the government should cwn
the elevators and' charge the raliways
for their use.

They suggest that warehouse commisa
sioners should have power to c¢om-

At twelve o’clock last zilg'ht a com-
mittes of Toronto business rhen was
formed which, 1f it chooses, may have
more influence on the immediate and
distant future of the city than any
combination ever formed in the capita)
of Ontario. It is composed of Sir Henry
Pellatt, Mayor Coatsworth, Byron E,

* Walker, Frederic Nicholls and 'W. A,
Langton. Its business is to éa.ll to-
gether the largest, most influential
body of citizens possible to carry into
effect a plan for the development of
Toronto on lines suggested by the plan
which has been fostered by the Guila@
of Civic Art, and will be discusseq in
detail to-day by the convention of the
Ontario Association of Architects, The
plan involveg the ‘ecqumupn of a se-
ries of parks, the provision of diagonal
main thorofares and the elimination of
undesirable buildings from the newer
farts of the city.

It is not a perfect plan. It will soon.
be open to the keenest, most sugges-
tive criticism of all whg care to in-
spect it, and before public money is
spent upon it the scope of it may be al-
tered. To-day what matters it that the
larger civic patriotism which has been
floating around for a long . time has
found a magnetic centre, to which may
gravitate instantly the elements of ~ol-
lective progression and enterprise? The
improvement of Toronto is not a mere
question of aesthetic theory and the
gratification of uncommon tastes, - It
is a clear business proposition, which
any business man with the slightest
metier for extensive concerns appreci-
ates instinctively. The discussion
which produced the con';mmee is re-
ported elsewhere, and the shrewd men
who expoundeq their views are them-
selves :a aumcient‘ guarantee of the
practicability of the project,

There has come into being, then, the
pucleus of @ federation of public inter-
ésts, which may be a sort off city sen-
ate con amore, and which may mack
finally the evolution, of Toronto from
a provincial town to a metropolitan
city.

THE STREET FRANCHISE SITUA-

franchise. There is no desire to keep
the radial railways out or to refuse
them a right of way for the purposes
of their business. But their entrance
must be on terms which secure the citi-
zens their control, and which preserves
for them the power to resume that right
of way if and when they should re-
solve to adopt a municipal system,
The only effectual method of ensur-
ing these essential reservations is for
the city .to construct the tracks and
grant the radials a limited right of
user on such terms as will give the citi-
zens a fair share of the profits which
the grant will enable these rallways to
earn. At present passengers by the
radials transfer tc the city cars, and

the fares they pay form part of the

street railway revenue, a proportion
whereof goes into the city treasury.
If the radials get what they want, they
will have right to carry passengers in-
to the city without paying any per-
centage to the city for the use of the city,
streets, There is neither sense nor reason
in this propositfon and the curious thing
is that the street railway itself seems
apathetic on the subject. But that
it should be so, is no ground for the
citizens being indifferent.

No analogy exists between the case
of a steam railway entering the city
and ‘that of the radial railways. A
steam rallway would have to expro-
priate the lands it requires and pay
full compensation. The radials did not
make and do.not own the streets they
propose to use without paying compen-
sation. If the city is wise it will not
under , any circumstances yield any
right to the streets' or the tracks be-
yond a limited right of user to expire
with the street rallway franchise. But
a better, and ultimately the more pro-
fitable, way is to resumeé possession of
the street railway franchise now and
rearrange the whole system to meet the
expanding needs of the city. This will
clear up the situation, and protect the
citizens from all future complications,
Nothing could possibly be more dis-
astrous than to sanction any new
franchise grant to be made or to per-
mit any new franchise right to be im-
posed.

While the
ruins still smoked new quarters were
opened by the firm in the street ear
barns at State and Twentieth-strects,
and rebuilding was at once begun on
the old site. The firm also began tie
erection of a separate wholesale housz
at Madison and Market-streets. Their
new buildings were among the first
of the permanent structures completed
after the fire.
Within a dozen years the new whole-
sale quarters proved inadequate to the
tremendous growth of business, and
the erection of the present great struc-
ture was completed in 1887. It occupies
an entire block, bounded by Adams,
Franklin and Quincy-streets, and Fifth-
avenue, in the heart of the business
section.

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DURABILITY OF WIRE FENCES,

Wire: fence has largely taken the
place of the other styles of fencing,
both - because of cheapness, durability
and appearance, together with the edse
of construction. But the durability de-
pends on the gquality of the ‘wire, as to
whether it will corrode or not when ex-
posed to the weather. Many brands of
wire fencing found on the market at
the present time have very inferior last-
ing qualities. The American depart-
ment of agriculture has for some time
past been receiving complaints about
these inferior fences and wanting to
know if something could not be done to
improve the quality, and asking the de-

partment to start an investigation to |

fin@ out just where the trouble lay.
Such an investigation was started and
3 bulletin has just been issued giving
the evidence obtained. :

The objects of "the investigation are
to furnish information to the farmer
which  will enable him %0 ¢x-
ercise his intelligent Jjudgment
as to the difficulties involved
In the manufacture of wire fencing
which shall be low in cost and at the
same time resistant to rust and corro-
sion, and, further, to determine if Sug-
gestions might not be made in the
method of manufacture,

It was found that the real cause of
the trouble was a metallurgical one and
requires careful amd impartial con-
sideration. The farmer desires to buy
fencing as cheaply as he can, and the
manufacturer in trying to give him
such a product has to use cheaper
methods and materials. The wire used
by the telegraph companies is more ex-
pensive and far more lasting, which
shows that the desire of the farmers to
obtain a cheap product is one of the
rauses of the manufacturer making the

theaper article. R oY

‘COST OF RAISING HOGS,

The average farmer has little ‘dea of
the cost to him of raising his hoge.
The brood is matured, marketeq to the
drover and the return thrown into the
general fund without regard as to
whether the venture has been a.euc-
cessful one or not. It is all very well
to upbraid the farmer for not growing
sufficient hogs, but he evidently knows
his business, tho it may be more by
rule of thumb than actual arithmetical
data. When hogs are above $6 per
cwit, the farmer concludes that the rais-
ing business is profitable, tho this may
be more guess work than anything else,
The price of feed is the one element in
the cost of production which goveras
the situation. A year ago this ran
very high, and more than liksly has to
do with the present limited supply of
hogs, Professor Day of the Ontario
Agr'lculturjal College at the Gueiph
Winter Fair placed the cost of hog pro-
duction up to about 150 pounds at be-
tween $4.10 and $452 per cwt. His de-
tails as to cost, however, lacked ,any
allowance for labor, and did not in-
clude any calculation for risk from
mortality, ' What the Jatter would he
is purely theoretical, but the “fornier
should be as easily arrived at as the
cost of feed. Hogs, very much like
chickens, appear to be much of a side-
line on most farms, and are not haadl-
ed as a purely commercial proposition,
Attempts have been made to run both
these on such a basis, but scores of
instances can be cited when the ven-
tu have proved entire failures. In
the face of this it cannot be charged
that the farmer hag had a gold nline
in the hog-.

PREMIUM.FOR A BACON HOG,
The superiority of the Canadian hog

for bacon purposes has awakened the

American’s interest on the subject. The

recent 'embargo the American. has

not unlikely brought the question into
greater prominence and the Chicago

' Drovers’ Journal tackles the matter in

ihig way: y :

On several occasions ‘during the
past year it has been suggested ir
these columns that the conditions of
the times indicated the necessity
that packers ghould provide and of-
fer a premium for the production of
a high-class typs of bacon. hogs.

It has been pointed out that the
special attention that is being given
to encouraging :the production of
such hogs in Canada, Denmark and
other.fofeign countries is placing
those countries at a decided advan-
tage in the matter of securing for-
eign trade in cured bacon and some
classeg of hams. There is fuch ab-
solute and reliable uniformity in the
cured meats that are prepared for
foreign trade by Denmark and some
sections of Canada and some other
foreign countries that American ba-
con frequently suffers in compari-
8on in the marketg abroad.

Again, the reputation  that has
been established for Canadian and
Danish bacon abroad, which has ro-
sulted in a premijum being estab-
lished on some such product, has
rendered it possible for unscrup‘i-
lous foreign dealers to pick off the
most attractive sides of American
bacon that reach them, and than
which there is no better type of ba-
con made, and put it on sale as ihe
‘best product of some other country,
leaving the more ordinary portion
of the consignments of American
bacon to suffer still more damaging
comparison than it should if given a
fair show, -

The time has come when efforts
must be made to adjust affairs in
the bacon-production industry in
this country to meet this unfavor-
able and unfair method of compet-
tition,

As the first step looking toward
the adjustment of these untowad
conditions for bacon trade to some-

" thing better the announcement of
Swift & Co., which will soon ba
made, that they are to provide a
sremium for the- production of a s00d
class of bacon hogs in such territory
as is best adapted to the production

Should other packers follow this
*nterprising stap that one of Cthi-

In the suggestion that portions nf
American hogs have in the past heen
palmed off for that of the product of
some other country, is just what the
Canadian farmer has been afraid of
when the American hog was packed and
shipped from Canadian housss. Honest
competition for the bacon trade from
the republic in the British markets will

be interesting, and will serve to stir
up the Canadian farmer and packer to
even greater success,
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Prices, However, Are Not Ahn_ofmal
Running in City Little Better
_ Than on the Farm,

Prospects regarding the spring horse
irade are being fully realized. The

volume of business was never so large
and the prices were probably never
better, altho there is so much riskiness
in the trade that definite statements as
to figures are next to impossible., A
horse that one man may think.well
‘worth bidding for, another may really
see or think he sees some shortcoming
in. As a matter of faet there is noth-
Ing so uncertain as the price and bid-
ding for a horse. While the best will
always proportionately command a re-
spectable price, the ordinary and the
boor are so uncertain as to be at al
times absolutely unquotable.  Even as
concerns the really good the figuring is
80 much a matter of uncertainty that
definiteness is an utter impossibility,
At present the roads are bad, and the
weather unseasonable; conséquently it
cannot be expected that business would
be as good as it would be if normal
conditions prevailed, and as a matter
of fact it is not. For all that there
is an assured demand for what are
really workers, but what are known in
auction parlance as blocks, chunks and
8eneral purpose. Really hlgh-clgss
heavy draught are as scarce in the
sales ring as good ‘carriage horses,single
or pairs. Both can occasionally, and
very occasionally, be picked up, but
transactions in them are generally at
private sale,

At the Repository, Simcoe-street,yes-
terday at the regular Tuesday sale Mr.
Burns had some of all sorts under his
hammer, and good discretion was exer-
cised in'bringing on the foor sort at
the end.

It is a regrettable fact that the more
highly‘bred a mare is the more likely.
she will be to require attention at the
time of foaling, as the fact shows that
she is more disposed .to have a bad
time of it than her less valuable stable
companions. Consequently, apart alto-
gether from the natural desire which
all owners must possess to have every
chance given to a valuable foal, it will
be necessary to watch the mare for her,
own sake. Some mares, happily for
those about them, ‘give ovidences of
their being about to drop their foals
some time before the event comes off
and then all the necessary arrange-
ments can be made at lefsure, Others
give next to no warning, and consec-
quently it becomes necessary to watch
them sometimes for many  days.
Touching upon this point an expert
says: “Should there be no complications
the mare will generally deliver herself
without help from her attendant, but
it not infrequently happens that the
foal gets out of the proper position, and
then trouble may-ensue,, In such cases
the advice of a professfonal man should
be obtained with aslittle delay as pos-
sible; but it may be borne in mind that
all amateur or “unskilled attempts to
promote labor are usually disastrous in
their consequences, - If the mare is hav.
ing a bad time of it and shows signs of
weakening, stimulants in the form of
spirits may be given her, but, as a gen-
eral rule, this form of assistance is not
required and is best avoided. Assum-
ing that the foal is born, angd that ail
the risks "and anxletfes in - con-
nection with its entry into
the’ world have been surmounted,
it sometimes ‘happens that milking
troubles will ensuye, Occasionally the
supply is too rich or plentiful for the
foal, and, if so, a simple remedy is at
hand, as the mare may be milked, so
that the youngster cannot get all her
