PICCADILLY DUDE TOO PROMINENT

Blundering Leaders Give Colonials
No Chance—Hon, Dr. Borden
to the Defence.

Ottawa, April 14.—Lieut.-Col. Sam
Hughes set forth to-day in the House
his views on militia reform, and inci-
dentally advised the War Office on the
subject of refcrm in the British army.
He offered this resolution: ‘That, in
the opinion of this House, the system
of training citizens of Canada for the
positions of officers in the active mil-
itta should be such as would furnish
the greatest number of properly quall-
fied persons in each regimental district
necessarily required upon a war basis
at the least possible cost consistent
with éfficiency; and that all needless

the way of any and evéry citizen ob-
such military  education

He had held over his motion last
yvear in view of the war now proceed-
ing in South Africa, but now, on the
eve of peace, he thought he could pro-
perly bring it forward. There were
too few trained and qualified officers
in both the Canadian and British
army. He found in both Canadian
and British forces a spirit of super-
ciliousness and close corporationism
among the officers which boded ill for
the nation perpetuating it. There was
now every promise of reform. But he
ventured to predict that the same old
set, the same cabal, would be upper-
most, and the Piccadilly dude would
be as prominent in the British army as
of yore. .

Put Himself on Record,

Col. Hughes said that he, therefore,
desired to place himself on record now.

e went on to say that in face of all
the advantages of modern arms ren-
dering such assaults impossible
of uccess there had been fron-
tal attacks up banks steepsr
than those of the Ottawa river,
when ‘the' wmen might as well have
marched 'around by the flanks, gat
down in their entrenchments, smoked

their pipes and waited for Mr. Cronje
to surrerder.’ Yét there had been such
frontal attacks at Gras Pan and kKus-
ton. To this day British officers were
‘to be found marching their rmen thru
the country in close formation, just in
position, as it, were, for the Boers to
manoeuvre around their tanks and
round them up. Then would follow
one of those disgraceful surrenders
that had marred the record of the
British army in South Africa.

More Individuality.

‘What was needed was more and |
better qualified officers. It was no
longer sufficient tc have an officer to
each half-company and a sergeant to
each squad. What was needed Was|
that each individual should be a com-
mander unto himself, subject to an
elastic discipline governing the whole
force. But the best friend the Boers
‘had in the South African war was the
average trained British cfficer. Col.
Hughes didn't object to aristocrats be-
ing in the army, but he wanted them
to begin in the ranks,

Colonials Have No Chance,

Resuming after recess, Lieut.-Col
Hughes pointed out that colonial offic-
ers were not given much chance In
South Africa. _

There were many colonial corps
there, but not one of them had been
under command of a colonial officer.
It would have been much better if they
had. For example, there was a cclo-
nial officer with Gen. Gatacre before
the Stormberg disaster. This officer
knew the country well and warned the

Montreal, April 14.—Largf‘lyiﬂ‘m’“‘1’
ed 'meetings of the directors of the Do-
minion Iron and Steel Comany and
Dominion Coal (,‘onmanyl\\'ere held to-
day for the purpose of considering the
question of the bringing of the two
companies together under the terms of
the ‘option which the Dominion Iron
and Steel Comapny has held for the
past two or three years on the prop-
erty of the Dominion Coal Company.
This matter has been freely discussed
on the street and in the press for somea
considerable time past and it was felt
by the directors to be wise and in the
interests of both institutions that the
miatter should be deliberated upon at
once and finally disposed of.

TERMS OF OPTION.

The terms of ‘the ‘o'ption have not
been generally known. The average
mian on the street has simply been
carrying in his mind that the Steel
‘Company had an option to lease the
Coal property at a rental equal to a
6 per cent. dividend on the stock of
the Coal Company. The terms of tha
lease, however, are, shortly, as folw«
lows:

1. The Steel Company agreed to pay
the fixed charges of the Coal Com-
pany, that is, the interest on its 6 per
per cent. bonds, the dividend on 1ts &
per cent. preferred stock and the Sink-
ing fund of 5 cents per ton on the en=
tire output to provide for the redemp-
tion of the bonds.

3. An allowance of $25,000 a year for
the Coal Company's expenses, the lat-
ter company having to maintain a
staff to look after its property at and
for accountancy work, etc.

4. The Steel Company to pay to the
Coal Company $600,000 in cash as a
forfeit for the carrying out of these
terms of the lease,

5. The Steel Company to pay the Coal
Company a royalty of 15 cents per ton
on every ton of coal taken out of the
property in excess of 3,500,000 tons in
any one year.

6. The Steel Company to as-
sume fand pay all the depts
and liabilities of - the Coal
Company, less certain cash assets,

which the Coal Company was to re-
tain, The obligations of the Coal Com-
pany in this respect involved an im=
mediate payment of about $200,000,
7. The property to be leased did not
include all the properties of the Coal

Company, certain valuable properties, -

ircluding shops and the entire mercan-
the business of the Coal Company, be-
ing excepted.

Resignation of Rev. Septimus Jones
Accepted By Vestry of Church
of the Redeemer.

CLOSES LONG LIFE OF ACTIVITY

Ordained Deaeon in 1854 and Labor-
ed Faithfully in Quebec
Mission Filelds,

At the postponéd vestry meeting of
the Church of the Redeemer last
evening the resignation of the rector,
! Rev. Septimus Jones, who is retiring
from active work, was accepted. No
mention was made of a successor to
the reverend gentleman. N. W. Hoyles
presided.

Messrs. Creighton and Hibbard were
elected wardens, and A. H. Campbell,
Dr. Milliman and the chairman re-
presentatives to the Synod. 'The
finances for the year were reported
as satisfactory, the receipts, wsome
$6500, exceeding the expenditures by
about $50.

Rev. Septimus Jones was born at
Portsmouth, County Hants, England,
June 4, 1830, and is therefore in his
72nd year. He is the seventh son of
the late Rev. James Jones, an English
Church divine. His ep.rly educa,tiop
he received at the dlity of London
School, England, which he utten@ed for
several years. In 1848 the family re-
moved to Canada and settled in Que-
bee. Rev. Mr. Jones attended the Uni-
versity of Bishop's College,

finished a theological course in 1833.
For a year he filled the position of
classical mastéer in the St. Johns High
Scheool of Quebec, and in 1854 was or-
dained deacon by Bishop Fulford of
Montreal, preaching the Sunday after
his ordination in St. George's Church.
Labored in Quebec.

His first charge was at the Mission of
Cape Cove and Perce, in the district of
Giaspe, 500 miles below Quebec. While
laboring at these mission fields, Rev.
Mr. Jones had many privations to en-
' dure, often having to walk between the

two places, a distance of nine miles. In

1855 he was admitted to the Order of
| Presbyter by Bishop Mountain of Que-
| bec. During the following year his
' health gave out from overwork, and he
{was removed to Quebec and appointel
| incumbent of St. Peter's Church in that
' city. He went to Philadelphia in 1859,

. where he was appointed rector of the'

| Church of the Redeemer. Two years
| later he resigned the rectorship and
| returned to Canada, filling for some
! time the position of assistant minister
| of 8t. Thomas' Church, Belleville. Later
'he received the appointment of first rec-
| tor of Christ Church, Belleville. In 1870
he was chosen as the first rector of the
{Church of the Redeemer, Toronto, a
post he filled up to the time of his
{death. The church during Rev. Mr.
Jones’ rectorship has enjoved a large
measure of prosperity, and the niem-
bership rapidly increased.
Was a School Inspector.
For a number of years he was an in-
spector of schools in Beilleville, and was
subsequently on the Board of Inter-
| mediate Examiners in Ontario. At dif-
ferent times he was chaplain for the
St. George's Societies at Quebec, Belle-
ville and Toronto. In the Anglican
Synod he took an active part for many
years, having been at various times a
member of the principal standing and
specfal committees. He took a leading
part in the preparation of “The Church-
wardens’ Manual,” and was the author
of the canon on the superannuation
fund passed at the &ession of the
Diocesan Synod in 1887.
Interested in Wycliffie College.

He was also an active member for
many years of the Toronto Ministerial
Associatign, and was also connectei
with Wycliffe College, being a member
of the council of that tnstitution at tha
time of retirement. For some time he
was a teacher at Wyclhite College,
chiefly on the subject of apologetics.

HGGOUNTS FOR THU HONDRED

tLord Kitchener's Week End Report

Tells of Some Severe
Fighting,

BRITISH HAD 100 CASUALTIES

Gen, Hamilton and Col. Kekewich
Driving the Enemy—British

Patrol Captured.

London, April 14 —News of .severe
fighting in the Transvaal at the end
of last weck has been sent by Lord
Kitchener, who reports that about
two hundred Boers were killed, wound-
ed or captured. There were about a
hundred British casualties. The Brit-
ish also captured three guns and a
| considerable quantity of supplies.
: Commandant Potgieter was among the
Boers killed.

Lord Kitchener, in a despatch dat>d
from Pretoria, Sunday, April 13, re-
ccunts how Colonel Colenbrander, af-
ter locating Commandant Beyo>r's
laager at Pzel Kop, moved .his force
by different routes fiom Pietersburg
(Transvaal Colony), blocking tha
principal lines of retreat. The fight-
ing commenced April 8, when the In-
niskilting Fusiliers attacked Molips-
pcort, covering the Boer - position,
{and by dusk had seized a hill east-
ward of the Poort after considerable
opposition, resulting in Colonel Mur-
ray being wounded and Lieutenant
Lincoln being killed. An officer and
five men were wounded. Since then
the operations continued daily. Colen-
brander's latest report, April 12, gave
the Boer losses in killed, wounded and
prisoners as 106 men. The colonel
hopcd to be able to report furtner
captures,

Boers Were Repulsed,

The most severe fighting occurced
April 11" in Western Transvaal, where
txeneral Ian . Hamilton has replac:d
Gen. Methuen in command of the
British troops. The PBoers attacked
Colonel Kekewich's force, near Rooi-
| wal, and fighting at cloge quarters en-
i sued. The Boers were repulsed, leav-
ing on the field 44 men killed, in-
cluding Commandant Potgieter, and 34
wounded. The British captured 20
unwounded prisoners. According to
last accounts General Tan Hamilton
was pursuing the remainder of the
Boer commandoes. The British losses
in this fight were six men killed and
fiftv-two wounded. At the beginniig
of the pursuit Col. Kekewich cantured
two guns, a pom pom, a quantiity of
ammunition and a number of wagons.

British Patrol Captured.

A force of Beers recently overwhelm-
' ed a strong British patrol sent out
| from Bultfontein (Orange River
Colony), to clear distant farms. \n
officer and two men were killed, four-
teen men: were wounded, and the re-
maining members of the vatrol were
surrounded and captured. Lord
Kitchener mentions holding an inquiry
into this reverre

The casualty list published this even-
ing shows that Sth New Zealand Reszi-
ment lost 13 men killed and 15 men
injured on April 12, in a railroad acci-
dent, near Machivie.

trallan model. This Increased width may
accennt for the fnerease in the speed in
the hands of a good man.

What strikes the enthusiasts of the new
Australian model is that its greatest
length is only 24 feet, and its ends are fin-
fshed off much as a gig is. Instead of hav-
ing 9% or 10 inches of width, like the
Amerliean boat, its beam is 12 inches and
there are 8 inches draught instead of about
5% (the American standard).

THE NICKEL COMBINE,

The formation in New York of the
new trust known as the International
Nickel Co. is of particular interest to
Canadians for the reason that in the
Sudbury district of Ontaric we POs-
sess the chief source of the world’s
nickel output. The combination in-
cludes the Canadian Copper Co., oper-
ating at Sudbury, and will doubtless
extend its holdings in that vicinity in
order to shut out possible competitors.
The trust’s other deposits are located
in New Caledonia, and are only par-
tially developed.

The International Nickel Co. is said to
control G0 per cent. of the nickel sup-
ply of the world, and if, as stated. the
managers have arranged a full under-
standing with the Societe le Nickél, the
two companies together will have con-
trol of 90 per cent. of the wuoild's
nickel supply, and will be proctically
masters of the market for that metal.

The New York Engineering and Min-
ing Journal thinks that the weak point
in the new combination is in its ex-
cessive capitalization. This is fixed at
$12,000,000 common ‘stock, $12,001,000

| preferred stock and $10,000,000. bonds,

a total of $34,000,000. Assuming that
the company controls 60 per cent. of
the total nickel output, on the basis of
pregent production, to pay the charges
on the bonds and preferred stock would
require a clear profit of 12 to 13 cents
a pound on ail the metal produced,
and this would leave nothing for the
common stock. The nickel business is
a small one when compared with that
in the more important metals like cop-
per, tin, lead or zinc, and its increase
seems to depend largely on the estab-
lishment of prices low enmigh to en-
courage the greater use of the metal
It dces not appear that the new com-
pany will be in a position to reduce
these prices soon. It will doubtless be
able to maintain them at about the
present level should it be considered
expedient to do so; but that will not
encourage consumption.

The- apparent—tho not official—con-
nection of the mew company with the
United States Steel Corporation is nat-
ural enough in view of the fact that
the Steel Corporgtipn is one of the
larger consumerS of ‘the metal, and
would find it well to control its sup-
plies.

CANADA AS A PULE; AND PAPER
PRODUCER.

The manufacture of paper from wood-
pulp has of late years grown to be one
of the leading world industries, and the
more it has grown the more paramount
has Canada’s position in regard to it
become. The world’'s supplies of pulp-
wood, hitherto drawn from Norway and
iSwedéen and the United States, have
begun to show signs of depletion, and
this leaves Canada’s' vast spruce for-
ests in practical command of the situ-
ation.

In other words, at a crisis in the
history of the paper-making industry—
at a time when Europe and the United
States, owing to the approaching ex-
haustion of their own supplies, have
pegun to cast anxious looks abroad—
Canada steps forward as the only coun-
iry in the world from -which large and
practically inexhaustible supplies may|
be drawn. Here in Canada, it is as-;
serted, are quantities of pulp wood
equal to the needs of the world for all
time to come.

Already Great Britain is taking one-
sixth of its supply of ground wood
pulp from Canada, and a leading pulp
and paper authority of the Old Land|
recently asserted that before long the |
Motherland would draw most of thls,‘
commodity from Canada, and that
Europe would to a great exteng follow
suit. As World readers know, the pulp!
and paper makers of the United States|

In immediate proximity to, or
within easy reach of, our pulp forests
there abound water falls capable of
furnishing ample power wherewith. to
convert the pulp wood into the mer-
chantable articles—wood pulp and
paper. The reduction of the cost of

manufacture by the substitution of the
cheap and convenient power thus obh-

tained for the dearer motive energy
derived from coal is the clinching argu-
ment which marks Canada as the pulp
and paper producer of the world.
British and United States capital, at-|
tracted by our natural advantages in
these respects, has engaged in pulp
and paper-making on a large scale in
Canada, and we have little doubt that
the erection of pulp and paper mills
will be no small factor in the great in-
dustrial wave which is fast gathering
momentum in our lavishly endowed
Dominion. ‘

But the Restriction of Emigration
Removes a Difficulty,

Ottawa, April 14.—The report, in ten
volumes, type-written, of the Royal
Comimission’s enquiry into Japanese
immigration was laid upon the table of
the House to-day by the Premier. The
commission finds that, owing to their

SLOW DAY IN THE HOUSE.

In Committee on the Canadian
Northern Bill—More Routine,

Ottawa, April 14.—This was private
members’ day in the House, and as a
result of the sitting the order paper
was pretty well cleared of private bills
and one or two resolutions were dis-
posed of. !

The Homse went early into Commit-
tee on the Canadian Northern bill,
wiyich was talked out Friday night by
the member for Selkirk.

Mr. McCreary resumed his criticism
of the bill, claiming that the charter
was too much of a wandering charac-
ter, and that its tendency was to
head off any other railway desiring
th build thru the Pine Pass. He also
contended that permission to increase
the bonding powers would impose an
additional obligation upon the Province
of Manitoba under the arrangement

of last year.,
Minister’s Position,

Mr. Blair took the ground that the
action of the Railway Committee,
which looked carefully into the whole
question, was a finality. There had
been a careful survey of the Pine Pass
by Sir Sandford Fleming, who report-
ed that there was only room for one
railway. But the government retained
the power” to compel any company
utilizing it to give running nights to
other nailways. As for the increased
bond issue it wiould not affect the
obligation of the Manitoba govern-
ment.

Mr. Oliver thought that if $10,000
per mile was sufficient to build thru
the prairie seation of Manitoba. it was
sufficient to construct thru the prairies
of the Northwest; and the additional
$15,000 a mile would be an unneéces-
sary permanent interest charge upon
the farmers of the Northwesit. It was
the duty of parliament to restrict the
issue of bonds to the necessity of the
case.

Mr. Haggart expressed grave doubt
that without some express stipulation
to the contrary the increased bond
charges would not also apply to the
bonds already guaranteed by the Mani-
toba government.

Mr. Blair contended that the Mani-
toba bonds were ,a first lien of the
road and could therefore not be affect-
ed by any subsequent issue. How~
ever, he agreed, to amend the bill by
specifically excluding from any such
charges the bonds now guaranteed by
the Manitoba government. He said
his engineers estimated it would re-
quire $25,000 to build and equip the
road.

Permanent Employes.

The bylaw as produced by the City
Sclicitor provided that ‘permanent’
en.ployes be granted: the half holiday,
and it was left over till the next meet-
ing of the committee, after it had been
discussed very freely.

Some of the aldermen took the stand
that, as the clerks in the City Hall
were at liberty every Saturday after-
ncon in the year, whether they were
temporary or permanent clerks, it was
only fair that the civic employes, in
a humbler sphere, should be granted
& similar boom, at least during the
svmmer months, Chairman Ward
heroically stated that he thought the
laborers in the service of- the city
should be given a half holiday all the
year round, and.then the question
afose as to what constituted a perma-
nent employe as provided for in the
bylaw. .

Ald, Curry's Views.

If a laborer was employed by - the
hour it was gener. lly agrezd that he
was a temporary employe and not cov-
ered in the pemmanent clause.

Great Damage Caused By a Violent
Thunderstorm.

Berlin, Apnil 14.—A violent thunder-
storm, accompanied by torrential rain,
broke over Berlin and vicinity early
this morning, -causing great damage.
Many buildings were struck by light-
ning. The fire brigade was summoned
to upwards of three hundred places
to extinguish fires and to cope with
floods.

The water was so deep around the
approaches to the railroad station on
Friedrichstrasse that it was impossible
to reach the depot.

Collegiate Institute Board Make
-Slight Reductions in Proposed
Expenditures.

LIVELY TILT BETWEEN TWO TRUSTEES

Church Refused to Withdraw
Remarks About Mr.

Mr.

Fraser,

A special meeting of the High School
was held yesterday afternoon
d{o receive the-reports of the different
committees re the revision of the esti-
mates. The first one taken up was the
report of the Property Committee. The
total reduction recommended by this
Lommittee was $845, but it was decid-
ed to retain the telephones in the three
schools, at a cost of $45 per year each.
[This left $710. One hundred dollars
more was added, to pay a “hill for
printing for last year. The revision of
the estimates thén showed a reduction
of $G10. The Management Committee
reduced their estimates by $400.  The
Finance Committee recommended a re-
‘duction of $480. The only item dealt
with was the inter-collegiate games,
an item of $300, which was struck out.

An exciting incident occurred duiring
the discussion of the inter-collegiate
games expenditure. The expenditure
was supported by Trustee Church and
opposed by Trustee Fraser, on the
ground of economy. Mr. Church twit-
ted Mr. Fraser with making a plea of
economy, when he supported a resolu-
Ition giving ex-Principal MacMurchy a
superannuation allowance of §1500 per
annum.

Mr. Fraser retorted that unless Mr.
Church would withdraw his statement
he would be obliged to call him the
most cowardly.public man he had ever
dealt with.

The remark was not withdrawn, and
while the records were being looked up
several of the members left the room,
breaking up the quorum.

Nations of Europe Await in Anxiety:
Conclusion of the Boer
Conflict.

MANY OTHER  PROBLEMS MENAGE

Tension Over China and Northern

Africa Causes Uneasiness
Aniong Rulers,

Chicago, April 14.—The - Record-Her-
ald's Londén correspondent says: Eu-

i
rope waits with profound anxiety for
an announcément that the war in South
Africa is. over. “Let the terms of
peace be what they may,” says The
Berliner Post, “the thing to be desired

is peace.”

In this wise speaks The Russian No-
voe Vremya: “If by some means, no
miatter what, an early issue could be
found from the South African war, Eu-
rope might return to its former rut of

tranquitlity.”

Italian sentiment is voiced by The
Tribuna: “New issues are developing
nearer London than Cape Town, which
render it highly expedient for Great
Britain to end the conflict with the
burghers as quickly as possible.”

Warning in France, S

Alcide Ebray, writing in The Temps
of Paris, gives this warning: “Does
anyone believe that, if ' the coming
elections should by any misfortune re-
sult in a Nationalist victory, we would
not soon be embroiled with the British
by the crazy associates of Genelal Mer-
cier, who has a plan for invading Eng-
rand?”

There are many reasons why the
rulers and statesmen of Europe should
view the future with apprehension, Un-
settled problems of the gravest im-
portance call for early. settlement if
great catastrophes are to be avoided.
Russia has been forced by the Anglo-
Japanese alliance and the attitude of
the United States to sign a .Manchutian
convention acceptable to London, Wash-
ington and Tokio. But it is’ absurd
to assume that the advisers of the
feeble Nicholas A have abandoned the
idea of fulfilling Russia's destiny asan
Asiatic power. If Russian gravitation
has been diverted from the Pacific it
will tend all the more mightily toward
the Indian Ocean and the Bosphorus.

Danger Over Afriea.

It is asserted on the authority of M.
ds Blowitz that the extended Franco-
Russian alliance now includes a Rus-
slan agreement to support France in
her African policy. The French na-
tionalists seek to unfurl the tri-color
over all North Africa west of Egypt.
With Italy's ambitions as to Tripoli
and Engiland’s interests in Mbrocco to
be. reckoned with, it is easy to imagina
formidable complexities in that quarter
of the world.

Despite the renewal of the dreibind,
wiLich seems to have been greatly de-
sired by Germany—all Count von Bue-
low’s disclaimers going for naught—tbe
formeér nicely adjusted equilibrium be-
tween the triplecand the dual alliance
no longer exists. Symptoms of fresh
strain in the Balkans are apparent.
Russia and Austria are in anything but
agreement as to the bhest methods of
keeping Europe's most combustible
area, peaceful. .

Heaven only knows what would hap-
per. at Constantinople were Abdul
Hamid to pass off the scene of action.
His mad devotion to the tenets of Pan-
Islamism is sowing ithe,seeds of what
wiould prove a harvest of terror under
an incompetent successor.

Power for IMeace.

That Great Britain should speedily
disontangle herself in South Afiica so
@as to be able to throw her immense in-
fluence in behalf of peace in Europe
is regarded by the most far-seeing as
the prime political necessity of the
hovr. It is not possible for her to tie
herself to the dreibund as tche has to
Japan, because she has no such com-
munity of interests with any of the
central European states as she has
with the flowery kingdom. But so far
asy the North African precblem and the
questions of naval predominance in the
Mediterranean and of the Ba'kan fu-
ture are concerned, London marches
with Berlin, Rome amd Vienna.

Out of the war with the burghers has
grown a wonderful spirit of imperial-
ism and solidarity, which, for thes {drst
time in British history, justifies British
pretensions to the leading place among
European powers. The conflict has
awakened all the latent energy of Bri-
tons.

Save Trade Position,

It has not only forced upon them the
necessity of putting the imperial de-
fcnces in the highest possible conii-
tion of readiness and efficiency, but it
is likely to save their.imperial trade
position in the world.

These things are obvious to Britain's
European rivals regardless of a'l de-
