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ISDEPENDENT JOURNALISN,

The Globe has an article on inde-
pendent journalism, in which it strives
to prove that a party journal may be
as indeperident as a “so-called” inde
pendent journal. Its contention is that
a good deal of independence is pos
sible within party lines, while a journal-

"ist who is not bound by party may
have another limitations, for instance,
thbat he may himself have the disposi-
tion of & partisan. No doubt all news-
papers have their limitations, which
render absolute impartiality impossible,
Nor is it essential that every news-
paper should be judicial in its tone. A
cause may require strong advocacy,
and there is mothing unfair in leaving
#ts opponents to state their own case
- §n their own newspapers and on their
own platforms.

But in this country at the present
time the advocacy of a cause and the
defence of a political party do ot
mean the same thing. If we had Lib-
eral journals arguing strongly on ons
gide of a great public question, such
as free trade or prohibition, or gov-
ernment ownership, and Conservative
Journals arguing strongly on the other,
we should have a discussion that would
be educative and profitable. There is,
however, very littla discussion of this
kind. The controversy usually takes
the form of claims that each party Is
more hone.'t, more wise, more econom-
jcal, more consistent, more loyal and
patriotic than the other, and therefore
that its leaders ought to govern the
couniry. It i$ utterly absurd to aG‘p-
pose that a controversy carried out
on these lines can be intelligent, for
nobody in his senses believes that the
cleavage between Grit and Tory coin-
cides with the cleavage between vice
and virtue, wisdom and folly. It may
be that at certain times one party at-
“racts a larger number of able and pub-
lic-spirited men than the other, but
this condition is always varying. No
reasonable mah, for instance, would
|gay that the Conservative party was «s
‘gtrong in 1895, after losing Macdonald,
Abbott and Thompson, as. jt was be-

" fore those losses; or that the present
Ontario government is the equal of that
ef which the leaders were Mowat,
Fraser and Pardee. But the party ad-
vocacy that never.~flinches assumes
that the superiority in honesty and
wisdom is always on one side,

To take up a cause and champi
it thru good and evil report, and re-
gardless of all the forces that mzy be
arrayed against it, involves no depér-
ture from independence. Independence
does not mean neutrality. But to cham-
pion a political party in this country
is not to champion a cause. »It is mere-
ly to advocate the claims of one party
or the other to power and office. The
usual experience-of advocates of a

cause is that they are discouraged by |
the polff’icians, until théscause makes |

s0 much headway that it seems likely
to win votes. Then there is a race
for the platform, and a competition as
to which party is the better friend of
the cause. A newspaper which follows
its party in this matter cannot give
its readers anything that is of value.
