RECATTA AT ISLAND 
MOST SUCCESSFUL YET

Three Men Have Feet Injured— 
Tiger’s Annual Meeting—Sat­

urday’s Water Sports.
HALIFAX, N.S., Aug. 29.-(Special.)— 

The greatest concourse of people ever as­
sembled to witness a sporting event In 
Eastern Canada, gathered on the beauti­
ful grounds of the Wanderers A.A.C. 
this afternoon to witness the 25th annual 
Canadian athletic championships, 
weather was Ideal, a cool breese sweep­
ing over the track, which Is very fast, 
aiding the contestants In the different 
events to make good time.

Holmer re­
ceived great ovation.

As this Is the first time the champion­
ships meet ever took place In the Mari­
time Provinces great Interest was taken 
In the event. Among the athletes of Do­
minion reputation to take part were Tom 
Longboat, Sellen, Skean, McDonald, Kerr, 
Archibald. Parkas and Seibert.

The five mile run was the event of 
great Interest. To the disappointment 
of the spectators Holmer withdrew ow­
ing to a sore foot. However, when such 
men as Longboat and Sellen of Toronto, 
Wood of Montreal, runners of Interna­
tional reputation, faced the starters, ex­
citement was Intense, and the men got 
a great ovation. Longboat was favorite 
with the crowd. Ten men started. Long­
boat took the lead at the three-quarter 
mark with Wood of Montreal a close 
second, Sellen third. These positions were 
held for four miles. On the fifth Tom 
started to Increase his lead and steadily 
drew away from Wood, winning by a 
good lead In 26.5%.

There should 
be, first of all, ah Inspector of forces, 
a man who knows the topography of 
the province thoroly, who would ad­
vise the attorney-general as to ade­
quate numbers in the force, the choice 
of the best men, and who would In­
struct his subordinates how to fulfil 
their duties in the most expert manner. 
The model constabulary force, as we 
said, is the Northwest Mounted Police 
Ontario must soon have a constabulary 
equally efficient.

A HARVESTER’S EXPERIENCE.

Editor World: With reference to the 
harvesters’ excursions which are being 
run' to Winnipeg and points west, the 
following facts may be of Interest and 
may serve as an eye-opener to those 
of your readers who may be contem­
plating coming to the west for the 
harvest. A train-load of men left Win­
nipeg on Sunday last at 11.20 a.m. and 
arrived at Regina on Monday, at about 
4 p.m. The City of Regina Is full of 
men waiting for work on farms, about 
three hundred men lying around the 
depot, and who, being destitute, are 
being fed by the city. At Atodsa Jaw 
there are about as many men waiting 
for work. On Thursday last the {City 
.of Moose Jaw had to feed 120 men, and 
seventy-four more on Friday. On Sat­
urday last, at 2 p.m., a gang of fifteen 
men left Moose Jaw to walk to Regina, 
seeking work on the way, arriving at 
Regina Monday noon. The only food 
these men got was begged from the 
farmers, and at Belle Plain they sold 
their clothes to purchase food. Out of 
the fifteen only one was able to get 
work, which was promised for one 
week only. Men are working for their 
board, waiting for the threshing to 
start. The farmers around here are 
mostly supplied with help from those 
homesteaders west and south of 
Moose Jaw whose crops were a failure, 
and who arrived two or three weeks 
before the harvest excursions were 
run. The C.P.R. at Moose Jaw offered 
Jobs to the mem to work In the ma­
chine shops as strike-breakers, which 
they refused. They were then offered 
Jobs on construction work on the Boo 
Line. Some of the men took these 
Jobs and were sent out to Way bum 
and arrived there at 12.80 midnight, 
when they were put to a car along 
with a lot of Italians and had to sleep 
standing up, no other accommodation 
being available.

COURT OF REVISION AND TAX AD­
JUSTMENT.

Editor World: Naturally, when one 
goes before a court In quest of Justice 
or equity he expects the patience to 
hear and the Inclination to under­
stand, otherwise said court is a tra­
vesty end itself a useless tax on the 
community. Such was my experience, 
at least, before the court of revision 
on the 28th Inst.

All taxes that are paid are charges 
against income. When Income is spe­
cially taxed, that is to say, per se, in 
Itself, it Is to secure a contribution to 
the revenue that might otherwise not 
be paid.

Is that 
fair? Is it Just? No. it is not. See how 
it affects my income, not In part, but 
as a whole. It is 24 mUls In the dollar 
of that Income. It is 25 mills in the 
dollar of my total Income and equity 
In property combined. Surely a court 
with the sagacity and sense of Justice 
of a Juvenile would hesitate before con­
firming and increasing 'euoh manifest 
wrong.

With all due respect I beg to remind 
the court of revision of the following 
passage from Blackstone r-uNo human 
laws are of any validity if contrary 
to the law of nature, and such of them 
as are valid derive all their force and 
authority mediately or immediately 
from that original.”

Mining securities have witnessed 
great activity and a marked change 
in prices since a week ago. The sud­
den outbreak of activity which has de­
veloped on the mining exchanges was 
regarded as inevitable by those who 
were watching proceedings on the mar­
kets for three or four months past, 
when prices were depressed entirely 
by the Issue of borrowed securities. 
It Is due to this largely that the rapid 
advance has taken place In some of 
the stocks, and has resulted In con­
siderable losses to speculators who en­
deavored to make money to the dis­
advantage of holders of - Shares when 
Prices were considerably lower.

The Initial movement hi the market 
Is clearly traceable to a demand for 
Cobalt stocks' from distant quarters. 
The small amount of the floating sup­
ply of securities when these orders 
were received turned the market out 
of Its rut, and naturally Induced fur­
ther buying as prices strengthened. 
By comparison with the prices of a 
few weeks ago many of the Cobalt 
stocks have experienced a very ntoe 
advance, hut the comparison la scarce­
ly Justified In attempting to estimate 
the Intrinsic value of most of the 
stocka During the week the local de­
mand has centered chiefly In Crown 
Reserve, Temlskamlng and Stiver Leaf. 
Many of the orders for Crown Reserve 
have come from Montre»!, while those 
Dor Leaf have principally reached here 
from Boston, where there Is said to 
he an unexplained demand for the 
shares ar present.

Business on the New York curb for 
the Cobalts bas not been quite so ac­
tive for the last flew days, but advices 
from this exchange attribute this to 
the disturbance which has taken place 
at the New York stock exchange, and 
the present quietness Is regarded as 
only a preliminary to an outburst of 
activity shortly.

Recent visitors to the Cobalt Camp 
are highly gratified at the develop­
ment which is talcing place at all the 
shipping mines, and It Is more and 
more believed that the camp has a 
great many years of mineral develop­
ment ahead of It. At the close of the 
week the brokers assert that the mar­
kets have not yet begun to appreciate 
the widened field for Investment In the 
mining stocks, and a big broad market 
for all the high class shares is looked 
forward to during tile Incoming faH.

Dr. Stewart, who la touring thru 
western Canada, writing special arti­
cles for The World, secured the fol­
lowing Interviews from prominent rail­
way officials on the features of the 
west. They give the public an Idea 
of what men In an excellent position 
to know, think of the yield, Of the faci­
lities to handle grain, etc.

Well Equipped for Buslneee.
"George H. Shaw, traffic manager of 

the Canadian Northern Balt way, said;
“On looking over the yields per acre 

of wheat, oats and barley, for the Pro­
vince of Manitoba, for 12 years, I find 
the wheat average Is 20 bushels per 
acre, oats 36 1-2, and barley 28 1-4. 
The average of oats and barley in Sas­
katchewan and Alberta Is greater than 
that of Manitoba, and the wheat aver­
age quite as large.

“We are said to have 6,000,000 acres 
In wheat,which at 18.bushels per acre, 
will give us 108 million bushels; 2 1-2 
million acres oats, at 40 bushels, 100 
million .bushels; 850,000 acres barley, at 
80 bushels, 25 1-2 million bushels. De­
ducting from _the wheat production 20 
million bushels for seed and bread, we 
have 88 million bushels left Aar export 
as wheat and flour.

“Our proportion of the crop, based 
upon the inspections at "Winnipeg for 
1907, is approximately 26 1-2 million 
bushels. Of the crops of 1906 and 1907, 
moved from Sept 1 to Dec. 14 (close d 
upper lake navigation), we moved 50 
per cent, of the total grain production 
tributary to our western lines to the 
head of the lakes before the close of 
navigation. We are to-day better 
equipped as to roadbed, power and 
equipment that we were for the move­
ment of the crop of 1907, and believe 
ye will be able to handle our grain 
traffic from the older settled districts, 
where there is ample elevator accom­
modation, to the satisfaction of the 
producer and the dealer, but, so far 
as the newer districts are concerned, 
I am somewhat doubtful on account of 
the lack of Interior elevators, 
trade would have been glad 
but have not felt Justified In erecting 
because of pending restrictive legisla­
tion. The grain growers direct and 
thru their associations have publicly 
stated that the movement to the lake 
front of 60 per cent, of the grain mar­
keted before the close of navigation 
Is an Ideal condition.
