Ottawa, Sept. 8—(By <Canadian
Press).—The judgment of the board
of railway commissioners in the rail-
way rate case, covering some twenty

typewritten foolscap pages, was
issued this afternoon. It was written
by Hon. F. B. Carvell, chief com-
missioner, and is concurred in by
four of the other five commissioners.
It states the reasons of, the board
for arriving at the decision to grant
increases in freight and passenger
rates, and emphasizes the fact tl
the railways have not received ad-
vances in rates consistent with the
advancing cost of operation.
Realize Rates Mean Burden.

“I realize,” says Mr. Carvell, in the
judgment, “that these ryates will be
a gubstantial burden upon the people
of Canada, but it was adinittel by
all parties at the hearing that the
cost of everything entering into the
operation and maintenance of rail-
ways has increased more than 100
per cent. in the last four years.
while thes railway companies have
been granted increades amounting on
an average to not more than 385 per
cent.”

The judgment declares that a largé
proportion of the increases granted
will be taken- up in meeting the in-
creased wages which employes of
Canadian railways will receive when
the Chicago wage board sthedyle
goes into effect in Canada.

Needed to Avert Strike.

“At the hearing,” it says, “Mr.
Howard C. Kelley, speaking for the
Railway Association of Canada, stat-
ed that they had decided to pay the
railway employes the rates granted
to the employes by the Chicago
award, granting back pay to the first
day of May last, and on cross-exam-
ination he frankly admitted that if
they were not granted he firmly be-
lieved ‘there would be a general
strike thruout Canada’. Realizing
as I do the terrible results’' which
would necessarily befall the people of
this country as a whole under such
a contingency, I have taken his
statement into consideration in ad-
justing rates herein. It must not be
forgotten that a very large part of
the increase hereby granted will be
necessary to take care of this in-
creased wage, in the case of the
C.P.R. amounting to nearly $22,000,-
000 per year.”

Many small
towns and villages have been wreck-
ed, and altho assistance is being
hurried from al] parts of the couniry
to the afflicted areas, there is much
suffering for want of food, med.~1es
and shelter for the people. {

“Every earthquake disaster is for
Italy like a 1lost battle,” said ex-
Premier Luzzatti after the Avezzano
catastrophe, and ‘this is now repeated
in Tuscany, Tho not S0 great, the
bresent disaster recalls the distant
tragedy of Messina.

It is not yet possible to calculate
how many hundreds are dead—the list
up to this evennig shows close to 400
alre_ady reported. There are many
bodies under the ruins, and there are
wounded also under the ryins who
have not .yet been reached by ‘the
rescuers. There are believed to be
many thousands of injured; ‘the hos-
pitals at Spezia have already received
about 500; 300 have been taken to
other hospitals near by. Improvised
hospitals composed of tents are caring
for how many others nobody knows.
The injured and the homeless are
thankful that the weather keeps fair,
but at night it is very cold, especially
on the mountain slopes.

The chief commissioner does not agree
fully with the contention that the re-
quirements of the C.P.R. should govern
the decision, while realizing this is true
to a degree. The Canadian National
system, he states, is now a reality, which
the people of Canada own and must
work out to the best interests of the
railway and the country as a whole

Parliament Took No Action.

‘‘Reference was made,”’ continued the
judgment, ‘‘during the course of the hear-
ing, of a statement made by the minister
of railways in parliament, in the month
of March last, that it was a question for
the house to decide as to whether the
deficit of $47,000,000 on the Canadian Na-

tional system should be met by rates or’

taxes upon the people. Parliament sat
for nearly three months after this state-
ment was made, and prorogued without
having taken any action, and therefore
this board must approach it from the
standpoint of the law as it now stands.”

Higher Rate Essential for C.N.R.

If a rate is granted which will barely
allow the C.P.R, to pay its fixed charges
and dividends, says the judgment, or a
lesser rate, then it is absolutely certain
phat the Canadian National, including
the Grand Trunk, Grant Trunk Pacific
and Intercolonjal,- will face an oper-
ating deflcit of at least $50,000,000, as-
suming that the Chicago 'wage award is
adopted, ‘‘Then the national system,”
the judgment continues, . “will therefore
be condemned at its birth to a condition,
which at least for many years, will force
it to parliament annually for money.  In
my judgment, that is not in the best
interests of the country as a whole, and
therefore while not attempting ‘to grant
a rate which will immediately place the
Canadian Nationdl system upon a self-
supporting basis, yet it should be one
which will at least give its managers
the hope that by wise and prudent oper-
ation this happy end may be attained.”

Effect of the Increases.

Dealing with the increases which are
granted, the chief commissioner states
that they will, in his opinion, very near-
ly give the C.P.R. an even balance sheef
at the end of the présent fiscal year, and
a reasonable surplus for the next year,
but it may still leave the Canadian Na-
tional system with an operating deficit.
He remarks that the jurisdiction of the
railway commission for _granting in-
creases on certain lines ®f raiflway in
western Canada depends entirely upon
the emendment to section 325 of the
railway act, 1919, which expires on
July 6, 1922. The rates established by
the judgment cannot continue beyond
that date unless parliament see fit to
extend the provisions of that section.
Therefore, he says, the rates provided
for in the judgment shall not extend be-
yond July 1, 1922

. Asked as to a statement in The
World in which members of the Ine
ternational Brotherhood of Bollermak ~
ers and Shipbuilders take exception to
the report of Osler Wade, the liquida-

and energy to the building up of the
National Exhibition. He hoped that
within a short time they would have
a new livestock arena which. would.
be unsurpassed. Tenders would be
called for almost  immediately. The
city” of Toronto, sald 'the chairman,
had been loyal to the farmers, and
he believed this loyalty was the out-
growth of the understanding foster-
ed by the National Exhibition.

factor the democracy of Great Bri-

tain really was.  He _Pointed out that
the citizens of the eh:plre enlisted
from a deep sense of patriotism, in-

‘duced from a knowledge of the jus-

tice and democracy which governed
the imperialism of the empire. He
then referred in mo uncertain terms
to the visualizing of the league of
nations. “This,” he said, “forms the
first attempt in history to apply to
international dealings, the same
morals observed by individuals, '

“If we are to remain great we shall
be bound to work out this principle
of _ arbitrament between nations,
arbitrament based upon the ideals of
the ten commandments, chief among
which is that which ordains ‘“Thou
shalt not steal,” and that, “Thou
shalt not kil.”

No Fear of Bolshevism.

Sir Charles then dwelt upon the
depreciation of financial values, and
expressed the opinion that it augured
no depreciation -of nationhood since
Great Britain had never been so great.
Monarchies had fallen everywhere,
but that of Great Britain had emergea
from the battle fray stronger than a:
any other time in her mstorg. RHe
had no fears that Bolshevism woula
envelop the country. The workars’
movement had sprung from a realiza-
tion that the workers need better
employment, conditions and shorter
hours, and these, he believed, the
employers will be willing to grant.

Canada Half Discovered.

Lord Burnham, who is president of
the imperial press conference, said he
considered it a testimony to Canadian
enterprise for the directors to have es-
tablished the National Exhibition as a
hard annual, not equaled in any
other part of the world. Someone had
written about finding a new world
flowing with champagne. - The im-
perial pressmen had found no new
brands of champagne, tho they had
found many kinds of ginger ale. Nei-
ther had they discovered a new world,
tho he believed Canada was only half
discovered. They had traveled thou-
sands of miles on the two greatest rail-
way systems in the world, carefully
shepherded by the able and loyal offi-
clals of both the C.P.R. and the Na-
tional Railways, and while they were
not press agents, they were the news-
boys of the imperial press, and he
could assure his hearers that the news
they would spread about Canada
would be good because their impres-
sions had been good.

In their journey .over Canada they
had seen crops going to the elevators
which would mean much for the fam-
ished people of Burope. Alberta, they
had been told, contained a sixth of all
the coal depasits of the world. It was
hard to realize in :old country stan-
dards of measurement the extent of
tlhe resources of this country. In the
mining district they had seen the most
modern machinery in the world for ex-
tracting gold from the ore. He had
this information on the authority of a
man from the South African Rand.

Everywhere Canadians were asking
for British money and British blood
to develop Canadian resources, Lord
Burnham said. As regards money; he
had to say that the fund of British
capital was being depleted by a most
exacting taxation, but he was hopeful
that in due time they would get back
to, the former stable conditions. In
speaking of Canada in the making, he
believed it was not meant that Can-
ada was always on the make, but was
ready to let others in on the good
things on the ground.floor. He hoped
that in future thg highacommissioner
and the agents-general would speak
out when proposals are made for Brit-
ish capital to develop Canadian indus-
tries, which lacked the element of
security. Rotten flotations should be
condemned, whether put out from
Canada or the old country. Given
sound investments, the British people
would rather put their money in Can-
ada than in any other country in the
world, .

With regard to the immigration of
British people to Canada, Lord Burn-
ham said no obstacles would be of-
fered in the old land, and he felt that
the system already adopted in Canada
for establishing ex-service men on the
land might very well be extended.
Canada might shortly be cenfronted
with a great wave of immigration from
the British Isles and unless provision
was made for placing these new citi-
zens on the land they might be dam-

The Samson -is a light
four-wheel tractor which has every
promise of- finding a wide sale in
Canada. The firm in Wisconsin
have been “working on large produc-
tion schedules for the past eighteen
months and have produced and sold
an average of one hundred and sixty-
five tracters per day. They are in-
creasing their manufacturing facili-
ties, and so will send to the Oshawa
firm a monthly quota which is being
Contracted for among Canadian deal-
ers. It is the intention of the prin-
cipals of the company to. manufac-
ture the Samson Tractor in Oshawa,
but gt the present time there is no
duty on tractors, so it seems expedi-
ent to Keep down the cost and manu-
facture at Janesville. Another most
interesting feature of the Samson
exhibit is the Samson truck in three-
quarter ton and ton sizes. This truck
hds many  novel features that will
make instant appeal to the farmer
who wants to motorize his haulage
problems. The seat and steering col-
umn are beside the motor, so as to
give fully one-third more box space
than is afforded by the' average mo-
tor truck. This feature not only
giveg the farmer more room for his
produce, but divides the load up
more evenly, which makes for more
effective’ hauling. The front wheels
are provided with flanges and the
rear wheels with flanges and grouters,
which'are used when it is necessary
for the truck to go over fields or
muddy or slushy roads.

The Samson Tractor Company are
to be complimented on their enter-
prise in designing a truck that will
give service on the average Canadian
farm.

| #Whe public, already burdened.with
Mhe ever increasing cost of living, will
pomplain of the increased passenger
fnd freight rates. So will many busi-
pess men, municipalities, provincial
governments, and shippers  generally.
INo doubt there will be an' appeal to
the governor-general-in-council. The
patiway commission probably figured
ot the rates mmch as a schoolboy
works out a sum in arithmetic. They
Mrere not concerned with the underly-
‘fog question of public policy which
'was eooner or later to be dealt with
Jythe government and parliament. The
wommission certainly had no power to
discriminate between the Canadian
Pacific and the National Railways sys-
tem- Uniformity of rates is the basic
principle underlying the railway act.

‘The gov-
ernment should also find out why the
highly protected and heavily bonused
stesl and coal companies of Nova
Scotia are not turning out more steel.
They certainly have the iron ore and
they certainly have the coal. Is thé
shortage of steel and cement entirely

deliberate design to restrict produc-

So much for the immediate present.
But what of the future? How long
can our factories, in central Canada
remain dependent upon the dole of
coal from the Uniled States? For
how’ much longer are our domestic
consumers to look for relief to Wash-
ington instead of Ottawa? TUntil-we
have some real industrial independ-
emoce, we are largely at the mercy of
the  United States. Surely our one
way out, our only relief, is to develop
our water powers in a gigantic way
so that the white coal of electricity
may run our mills and perhaps heat,
or help to heat. our houses. Nero
fiddling at the burning of Rome was
an intelligent patriot compared with
those at this tigne throwing a monkey
wrench into the provincial and muni-
cipal machinery for the production
and distribution of electric power.
The: Chippawa canal project should
bring great results, but there should
also”be vigorous preparations to, de-
velop on a huge scale the enormous]|
water powers of the St. Lawrence this
side of the Ottawa. No quibble or
feud between Dominion and provin-
cial rights should stand in the way of
this development. All along the line
electric power should be génerated
until this province, the workshop of
the Dominion. achieves industrial in-
dependence. Our sister province of
Quebec s in much the same position
as ourselves, and we believe will sup-
port Premier Meighen in putting thru
a big national policy of electrical de-
velopment. To this end the minds of
statesmen should be directed, for upon
this achievement depends the future
of Canada.
More coal production, better trans-
port, more production of petroleum,
and many other palliatives might be
suggested, but the commanding need
of central Canada is the development
on a gigantic scale of eleotric current
from' the wonderful water powers to
be_found not only at Niagara and in
the St. Lawrence, pnt all over Ontario
and Quebec.

Another Attack on Public
Ownership.

Respecting public ownership The
Toronto Mail is generally willing to
wound but afraid to strike, In its
last deliverance, however, against 20V~
‘ernment ownership and obPeration of
railways, it goes beyond anything ever
attempted by The Montreal Gagzette.
We are told that the result of Public
ownership is always a ficit. Then
it is explained that Q;Zgovermnent,
presumably for the sake of party poli-
ties, will give the railway workers

whatever wages they demand, and we
read:

The British people are facing
exactly the same general condi-
tions as those on this continent—
where union workers on the rafl-
roads force up costs on the general
p}x}?lic, because the government of-
ficials who control the railroad
finances hawve not had the courage
or stamina to prevent the raids.

The roa,d's were
long ago returned to their stock-
holders, and this increase was 8ranted
by the railway companies after an gr-
bitration, In Canada the privately-
owned Canadian Pacific vielded to the
demand for higher wagges no less
quickly than did the officials of the
Canadian National Railway system.

We in the east end have not had suf-
ficient gas to boil an egg with, and es-
pecially on Sunday it is utterly impos-
sible to get even one burner to light
with sufficient gas to even heat, and the
excuse offered by the company’s offi-
cials is that the pipes are not big en-
ough, but this is not the case, as I

personally know people who placed at
great expense larger pipes with the hope
of obtaining a greater flow in‘the house,
but to no avail.

I think that the company should be
compelled, as in the old country, to
maintain a certain standard of gas, and
instead of turning our meters with air,
to give us gas or else put their hands
into our pockets and take out what-
ever they like in the shape of dollars,
as with the present supply and service
this is what it practically amounts to
today. H. Parkinson.

The visitors boarded the trains
again at 5 p.m. and were taken to the
railway siding near Government
House, where they disembarked and
Froceeded to Government House,
where they were entertained at din-
rer by Lieutenant-Governor and Mrs.

SEEKING TO STAY
RATES INCREASE

Board of Control Passes Reso-
lution—Consumer Hard Hit,
Say Business Men.

Indignation was freely expressed at
yesterday's meeting of the board of
control at the increase in freight and
passenger rates allowed by the Do-
minion Railway Commissioners. The
mayor, in demanding that the board
of nrailway commissioners. be dis-
missed, moved a resolution that an
appeal be made to the governor-
general-in-council in the matter and
that the city seek the co-operation of
other cities and towns in the |Domin-
ion in opposition to the inerease.
The resolution also called for a stay
of the order of the board suntil the
appeal s heard. The hoard of con-
trol approved the mayor’'s resolution.

The interview with Hugh - Blain,
Published in The World yesterday,
brought out an expression of senti-
ment hostile to the judgment, which
seems to be widespread in the busi-
ness community. The statement of
President C. J. Marriott of tHe board
of trade yesterday was:

“It is a very serious charge on
commerce. Unquestionably the con-
sumer will suffer; I cannot see where
the increase can be absorbed else-
where. You can pile on charges, you
know, until you kill the goose that
lays the golden eggs. The increasegd
rates will militate greatly against
business, and where business is stayed
or throttled it is the railways who
are the first to feel the pinch.”

RECORD CORN CROP
IN UNITED STATES

Spring Whe:;t—_Shrin'kage i
August Is Twenty-Five
Million Bushels.

Washington, Sept. 8.—The 3reatest
corn crop in the history of the United
Siates is in prospect for this year's
harvest. Forecast of product based on
Sept, 1 conditions was placed at 3,13¢,-
000,000 bushels today by the department
of agriculture. Such a yield would ex-
ceed by six million bushels the previous
largest crop on record, which was in
1912, A crop of even larger proportions
will be harvested if frosts hold off un-
til late and permit madurity of much
late corn now rated of doubtful promise.

Tobacco also'is a record crop this year
and will probably exceed the best previ-
ous production by 114,00,000 pounds.
Forecast of production places this year's
crop at 1,553,000,000 pounds.

August growing conditions proved
highly beneficial to ost of the im-
por.ant crops and as a’ result production
forecasts generally were higher in to-
day’s government report than the fore-
casts of a month ago. Corn improved
to the extent of 128,000,000 bushels; oats,
40,000,000 bushels; white potatoes, 11,000,-
000 bushels; sweet potatoes, 1,000,000
‘bushels; tobacco, 10,000,00 pounds, and
apples, 10,000,000 bushels. Spring wheat,
fiowever, suffered a loss of 25,000,000
bushels because of drouth, and flax lost
2,500,000 bushels from the same cause.
