HE FLAYED THE

A. J. Gregory Paid His Re
spects to Men Engaged by
Fredericton Scott Act In-
spector to Collect Evidence.

FREDERICTON, N. B, March 10
(Special)—Police Magistrate Marsh this
morning heard the argument of counsel in
the Scot{, Act case against Margaret
Snarr; proprietress of a road house at
Kingsclear, and reserved judgment.

A. J. Gregory, K. C., who spoke on be-
half of the defendant, flayed Scott Act
Spotters Crandelmire and, Peno unmerci-
fully.  He said that they were engaged
in a miserable business and while Scott
Act Inspector Colter might, be sincere in
his . efforts to enforce the law, the same
could not be said of the spotters, who
were engaged in the work for what money
they couldfget out of it. In taking up
with such men Rev. Mr. Colter had as-
sumed a moral responsibility that he
(Gregory) would not care ‘to assume.

In reviewing the evidence, Gregory
said there were grave doubts as to
whether Crandlemire or Peéna had ever
visited the defendant’s place and .he was
inclined to the theory that what know-
ledge they had of the mmterior was ob-
tained from looking in the window.  He
thought they were more desirous-of mak-
ing money from their nefarious vocation
than they were of telling the truth,

J. D. Phinney, in reply, pointed out
that Rev. Dr. Colter held the position of
Scott Act inspector and wes justified in
adopting whatever methods he deemed
pproper to stop the sale of liquor. -He con-
tended that Crandlemire and Peno had
told a straightforward etory and their
evidence was certainly as worthy of be-
lief as that of the inmates of a notorious
road house.

This morning the mh'oiéh.op rose ' feel-
ing about as usual, but in the afternoon
he complained of indigestion, from an
acute form of -which he was a sufferer.
He went to bed and sent for his physician
who came, and preseribed.

The doctor was called for again at 10
o’clock tomight 'but saw no reason for
thinking it more than indigestion. At
11 o’clock his grace asked his miece, who
was in the room, io get a glass of water.
She went after it and returning in a min-
ute found the prelate. dead on his bed.
He had.éxpired in a moment and without
a pang.

. Archbishop O’Brien was more than an
eminent prglate, he was a public spirited
citizen, taking a deep interest in all that
concerne}d the progress, stabilify and wel-
fare of ‘the whole country and the- whole
empire, and l:ge was also a man of eminent
gifts as a writer and as a’public speaker.

His Grace Archhishop Cornelius O’Brien
was born near New Glasgow (P. E. 1) on |-
May 4, 1843.

AND HIGHER CRITICISM

e A
YThe Literary Digest.)

In May, 1905, as noted at the time in
these columms, s letter was circulated in
England which dealt with the attitude of
the Anglican church toward “the higher
criticism,” and which was signed by sev-
enteen. hundred clergymen of that church.
The same letter signed by some eighty
dlergymen and laymen of the Pro-
testant  Episcopal church in  the
United States, is now being circularized
in this country, with a foreword stating
that the sigmers “feel that churchmen in
America may well mark attentively so
carefully prepared an expression of opin-
ion by our brother churchmen abroad up-
on religious problems whose import is
felt mot more keenly in England than
here.” Among the wellkmown laymen
whose names follow are Seth Low and
Prof. Brander Matthews; among the
clergymen sre ‘the Rt. Rev. Thomas A.
Jaggar, D. D., Bishop of Southern Ohio;
the Revi George Hodges, Dean of the
Episcopal Theological School, Cambridge,
Mass., and the Rev. John P. Peters, Can-
on of the Cathedral of St. John the Div-
ine, New York. The letter emphasizes
“the present wunsettled condition of re-
Hgious opiniom, which, while due in the
main to the gemeral trend of modern
thought, epecially comnects itself for the

ment;” and it points out and deplores a
“tendency to treat the full discussion of
any questions arising from such study as
i i s for our church, and =0 %o
commit us as & body to mon-critical views
of the New Testament Scriptures.” They
therefore record their -xmn that the
clergy, as Christian t ers, “may now
receive authoritative emcouragement to
face the eritical problems of the New
Testament with entire candor, reverence
for God and His truth, and loyalty to the
Chureh of Christ;” ‘and they further ex-
press o fear “lest the
¢hould be closed to men who patiently
and reverently apply historical methoda
to the gospel records, and so an increas-
ing mumber of men both spiritually and
intellectually qualified should be lost to
the high office of the ministry.”

The Rev. 8. Crapsey , a8
‘quoted in The Ohurch Bjandsrd (P. E.,
Philadelphia), welcomes the |
of this document because it “lifts the
whole matter out of the region of person-
alities into that of principles.” The dir-
ection of this movement for larger lib-
erty, he remarks, “is mow the common
trust of the sblest men in the church.”
According to the New York Herald, how-
ever, “opposition to the movement has
already begun ‘on the part of the High
‘Church element.” :
The New York Outlook (Undenomina-
tional) thinks that “this action of clergy-
men of the Church of England and
clergymen and laymen of - the Episcopal]
Church in America is a stimulating ex-
ample to men of like mind in other
churches;” and it adds that such an ac-
tion as this should be imitated, because
it ‘proclaims the principle that to encour-

which to disarm criticism. To
ther from the same source:

“There are two, creditable grounds, for
opposition to the scientific study of the
Bible. One ground is honest fear that oy
such study the foundations of fait will
be undermined. This fear, it might be
gaid, arises from emallness of faith; if
the faith were large enough, and estab-
lished mot on externals but on #piritual
experience and conviction, there would be
no fear of ite destruction Nevertheless
faith, ‘even if it is timid, demands respect.
The other ground of gpposition to the
scientific study of the Bible i the matural
repugnance to the analysia of that which
is intimate end sacred. This is due, not
to the smallness of faith, but to its depth
and reality, There are some experiences
which seem to have a right to privacy;
and religious faith is onme of these. The
instinct that would preserve it from
rough handling is natural and right.

“Both of these reasons for dislike of
the go-called Higher Oriticism pecome in-
tensified when it is proposed to apply the
principles of eriticiam to the New festa-
ment. Concern for the foundations of
religion becomes stronger when the state-
ments of the New Testament are subjected
to scrutiny, because the facts of the New
Testament seem to be much nearer the
foundation than the facts of the Old
Testament. Doubt as to whether Elisha
reslly made the sx-head float seems to
have little immediate og:nection hwll;th
pereonsl religion; t doubt as to whether
Jesus actually ormed the miracle 'of
feeding the five thousand touches very
closely the matter of loyalty to Christ
which is the heart of the Christian’s faith.

ce to the scientific examination
of what is counted sacred also becomes
gtronger in the case of the New Testa-
ment than in the case of the Old, because
the New Testament is much the more
closely involved with personal veligion.
Tven in the Psalms, full of personal re-
ligion as they are, questions of authorship
and date - comparatively little differ-
ence; but in the sayings attributed to
Jesus questions of authorship seem almost
heartless to one who treasures these say-
ings as from his Lord.

“Ag a consequence of these perfectly
intelligible feelings of fear and repug-
nance aroused by the suggestion of New

study of the New Testament has not been
thorough, and much of the fearless study
of the New Testament has been directed
by men who have not been devout, and
therefore have been mechanical in their
methods. The conclusions of modern
echolarship regarding the Old Testament
have become ourrent among the more
thoughtful of the people; but even such
conclusions as modern scholarship has
reached regarding the New Testament re-
main the possession of put a very few.
Most of the books which have popularized
the results of Biblical study, have dealt
with the Olg Testament, and ¢herefore the
growing interest in the literary study of

'0ld Testament. -

“This state of affairs is not wholesome.
It does not promote either sincerity or
freedom of religion. It is not right that
the New Testament, which is for Chris-
tians the most vital part of the Bible,
should be the part most open to’erron-
eous interpretation, and most promotive
of ignorance, even though it be a devout
ignorance. If modern critical scholarship
illuminates what it touches, it will bring
light upon the New Testament as well as
the Old; upon the life and character of
Jesus as upon the person and influence
of Moses or David or Issigh. Literalism
has been the nurse of almost every form
of eccentric offshoot from Christianity.
Mormonism, Dowieism, and even Chris-
tian Science are based upon the accept-
ance of Scriptural statements as verbally
inerrant. Such cults cannot stand where
gcholarship holds sway. Atheism of the
Robert Ingersoll type has become grote-
squely antiquated, for it is based upon
the assumption that the believer must ac-
cept as literal fact whatever he finds
within the Bible; it is therefore made
powerless by the assumption on the part

It is understood that the amount of
dredging asked for by the recent delega-
tion to Oftawa is considerably less than
was originally intended 'when the new
wharves were first under consideration and
it is reported that for the time being the
idea of dredging the north side of the
site has been abandomed.

In consequence the additional wharf ac-
commodation will consist of two berths—
one 450 feet Jong, now under comstruction
and a second,structure 550 feet in length,
extending out - towards the harbor line,
leaving the northern section to be built
as ‘soon as opportunity offers.
