Annual Report of the Calgary General Hospital
For the Year 1894,

To the Subscribers and Friends of the Hospital :

GENTLEMEN :—The Directors beg leave to submit the
following report of the business of the Hospital for the
past year. »

On assuming office we found a deficit balance of $127.99.

. The receipts from all sources for the year, including
the grant from, the Federal Government and thé North
West Council, amounts to $3,335.56. ’

With an uncollected balance from the Federal grant of
$597.00 due on 8lst of December, 184, as well as $314.90
earned: from the North™“West Council on the 30th of
November, 1804, but not collected, thus it will be seen that
we now hand over to our successors in office $964.27 of
earned money to be drawn ul;))on for maintenance for the
coming year, and while on this subject the Directors wish

to express their gratitude to the Mayor for his efforts in
securi g a grant of $1500 from the Federal Government
for. maintenance, while in Ottawa in May last.

The number of patients treated in the Hospital during
the year was 131; the number of deaths during the year
was 12, a summary of which will be found in the Matron’s
report attached. !

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In June last the Matron, Mrs. Hoad, and her husband,
as night nurse, resigned their respective positions in the
Hospital.

The position of Matron has been filled by Miss E.Birtles,
a trained nurse, and a graduate from the Winnipeg
Hospital, but recently from the Brandon General Hospital,
and the Directors wish tosay that they feel, after several
months experience, that in Miss Birtles they have secured
a thoroughly competent and reliable Matron

The servants in the Hospital seem to have given
satisfaction as but few complaints have been made by the
head of the institution or from_the medical staff.

The Directors have much pleasure in conveying to the
subscribers;and the public generally, the gratifying infor-

. mation that the new Hospital is fast nearing completion.

The corporation grant of $10,000 made by the City of
Calgary in June last, has enabled the Directors to now
present to the citizens of Calgary a building in every way
worthy of this rising young city. and a place where the
sick poor of this district can be cared for.

The building and grounds, when fully completed, will
have cost somewhere in the neighborhood of $15,000.

The plastering, heating and plumbing are being
pushed on, and as «oon as this is tinished it will be ready
for occupation, and this bnilding has_been undertaken
aone too soon, as the demand for room and accommoda-
tion has been a great source of anxiety on the part of the
Directors in the past.

Thg corner stone of the new building was laid by the
Hon. T. Mayne Daly, on the 1st September last, therefore
it will be seen that no -time has beeun lost in pushing on
the work.

And now, in conslusion, the Dirvectors would again
tender their thanks to the Ladies Hospital Aid Society
for their able and untiring assistancé in carrying on this
part of the work, and the Board- has mach pleasure in
informing the subscribers that the ladies have advised
the Board that they have already purchased a large
guantity of furniture and fittings for the new Hospital,
in the way of iron bedsteads, mattresses, tables, window
blindsy and other articles that will be required for the new
building. ;

A report of this work for the year is herewith attached.

To the clergy, and to the different national societies,
of the city, the Directors beg to tender their sincere
thanke« for kind and substantial aid and assistance during
the past year; all of which is respectfully submitted.

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Report of the Women’s Hospital Aid Sotiety

The annual meeting of this Society was held in the
parlors of the Y. M. C. A, on Tuesdny afternoon, January
Sth, the following ladies being present: Mesdams Pearce,

‘Lafferty, Templeton, Perley, Douglas, Rowe. Rankin,

R. L. Aléxander, Symons, Mackid, Grant, Misses Pinkham
and Meyer, and’ the secretary. Mrs. Pearce, first vice-
ywesident in the chair. A letter was read from Mrs.
}’inklmm regretting her unavoidable absence through
illhifess, .

The minutes of last meeting were read and confirmed,
the secretary’s report was called for and read as follows:

To the President and Members of the Women's Hospital
Aid Society. :

/
LADIES:— In presenting te you the fourth annual
report of this society I am happy to say thag our highest
hopes Ifave been realized, for within the year just closed

ave' have seen an hospital evected that will not only do

credit to qur young city, but also to the Board of Directors
and the Aid Society, who have labored long and zealously
to this end. 1 say the Aid Soviety for I do fell that
through our feeble instrumentality we have helped to
further this good work, i. e., hy occasionally finding fault,
and again ercouraging, we have shown our sympathy
with the board and clearly proved to them that we women
were determined to do oy part in a cause that, to my
mind, is without a rival.

As will be seen further on in this report we have, in
addition to supplying tce old hospital with all the
comtorts required of us, purchased many things for the
new building.

During the year tlfere have been six regular and six
special meegings held with an average attendance of ten.
Our membership roll for last yvear numbered 36, showing
an increase of 18 over the year 1893,

Thedonations publicly acknowledged by your secretary
are indeed few, owing perhaps, to the fact that many
of our members have from time to time donated
through the board of directors, insfead of our own
society, had they not done so the following list would
have been largely supplemented ;' however, in this case

“*the end justifies the means.,” The tollowing are the

donations: Cash—Mrs. H. 38z Critchley, $5; Mrs. Frank
White, $3 ; Mrs. Hitcheock, $15; total $23.
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At a regular meeting held in March, Mrs. Pearce, first
vice-president, read a paper which she had prepared, in
the form an appeal to the ranchers’ wives, soliciting their
co-operation, or at least to assist us financially, by
becoming members and paying an annual fee of $1.
Eighty-one copies of this appeal were prepared and
together with a copy of the Society’s rules forwarded by
mail to the ranchers’ wives in our distirict, but only ten
replies were received by your secretary, they were from:
Mrs Ings, High River; Mrs. H. D. CritelLley. Mrs. Oswald
Critchley, Mrs. Frank White: Mrs Wolly -Dod, Mrs. Pater-
son, Miss Patersor., Pine Creek; - Mrs. Kerfoot, .Misses
Bell-Irving, Mrs. Bell-Irving.

In March, October and Novembepthe following articles
were sent to the hospital: 4 sheets, 11 pillow cases, 6
roller towels, 6 night shirts, 6 pairs blanket«, 1 tea kettle,
I coffee pot, 1 nutmeg grater, 1 gravy strainer, 12 knives
and forks, 6 yards grey flannel, 1.new mattress, 3
Juattresses renovated. 1 table, 1 bedstead, 1 bureaun, 1
spring mattress, 2 pillows. The last six named articles
being loaned, with a view to donating, by the Christian

Women's Union.

Oy September 1st, when Miss Birtles succeeded Mrs,
Hoad as matron, a room was furnished for her at the
expense of this Society, convisting of 1 bedstead, 1 rocker,
I dressing bureaun, 1 wash burean, 1 mattress, 1 pair
blankets, 1 quilt, at a total cost ot $35. Then forthe new
hospital the following requisites have been purchased at
a total expenditure of $435; 15 iron bedsteads (same
as used in Royal Viectoria Hospital), 15 sea moss
mattresses, 20 small tables, 20 chairs, 12 sheets, 6 draw
sheets, 3 dozen men’s night shirts, 1 dozen youth’s migho
shirts, 1 dozen women's night dresses, In August, 180, at
the request of the directors Mrs. Mackid and myself visited
the hospital and took an inventory of all the furnishings
that were there when Mrs, Hoad left: 57 sheets, 01 pillow
cases, 96 towels, 5 table cloths, 36 table napkins, 30 men’s
night shirts, 7 youth’s night shirts, 14 women’s night
dresses, 6 misses night dresses, 24 toilet table covers, 18
white quilts, 1 patch quilt, 21 tea towels, 11 kitchen rollers,
12 deaw sheets, 6 empty pillows, 4 operating aprons, 4
pairs operating sleeves, 2 pairs operating drawers, 4 tray
cloths, 20 hamrker(-hiefs. 6 short jackets, 22 fuathei‘pillmvs‘.

14 double blankets, 9 single blankets, 1 pair grey hl}nkets,
2 mending baskets, 4 screens. -

On July 9, 1804, the sum of $175 was loaned the
directors, for which they gave & note payable six months
after date, it is therefore due January 13th, 1805. Now in
conclusion I might say that during my term of office
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since the ineception of the society four years ago I have
furnished statianevy, postage stamps, marking ink, paid
express charges on all parcels delivered by me at the
hospital, amounting to $9.50, which I cheerfully record
here as a donation to the hospital.

Thetotal expenditure for the year was $350.64. which
leaves us now withra balance in the bank of $516.34.

A permanent committee tor furnishing the new hospital
was next named consisting of Mrs., Rowe (convener), Mrs.
Symons and Mrs Douglas, on motion the meeting then
adjourned.
