London, Sept. 8.—Some se­
cret means discovered by the 
Germans for damaging airplanes 
in flight is believed, says the 
Daily Mail, to be the explana­
tion of nearly 30 forced landings 
by French machines in German 
territory since the Ruhr occupa­
tion. Such landings, two more 
of which were reported yester­
day, happen for the most part 
in the neighborhood of Furth, 
in the Upper Palatinate of Ba­
varia.

The Mail’s Vienna correspon­
dent gives a British air expert’s 
theory that by some wireless ray 
only known to the Germans, 
magnetos are put out of action 
Rays Affect Metals.

Another theory is that rays affect­
ing certain metals in vital parts arc 
directed to the machine by reflectors, 
it being noticed that the forced land­
ings occur generally on fine days.

Germbny confiscates all machines 
making forced descents in her terri­
tory. In one instance, it is said, a 
pilot was able to discover an unac­
countable hole in the oil tank, and the 
solder on the piping had melted.

ernment, the wholesale murder of 
citizens and a programme of wide­
spread arson and looting. The bomb­
ing of sections of Tokio which escaped 1 
wrecking in the earthquake also was 
contemplated, the advices stated.

The Emperor and Empress have de­
cided not to return to Tokio, but to go 
to Kyoto to reside temporarily.

Peking, Sept. 8.—A. Matheson, who 
reached Kobe yesterday said that the 
foreign residential section of Yoko­
hama was nothing but a nut of char­
red ruins and bodies.

“Ah,” said the young surgeon, as he began dressing it deftly, “I see you 
have cut your finger with an ice pick.”

"Why, yes. But how did you know?”
“Easiest thipg in the world- And more than that—if I’m not greatly

mistaken you had gone to your refrigerator to chip some ice to make a-----
pardon me, but I’know it's true—a cocktail!”

The patient was astonished. For that’s exactly what had happened.
“Tell me,” she begged, "how do you know all that?”
"IPs getting to be very simple,” explained the surgeon. . “Since pro­

hibition really is getting to be rather serious, the remaining store of liquor 
in our best homes has to be guarded carefully.

"Now, it has become the custom of these best families to hide their 
liquor where the servants can’t find it,. And when they get ready to mix 
a cocktail they must, naturally, get the ice themselves..

Yokohama Outlet to Sea for 
Tokio — Picturesque 

and Bustling
Broadening Out of Idea of 

Representative in Sell- 
, ing Campaign. \

Yokohama is- the chief seaport of 
Japan, serving as an outlet to the 
for Tokio, which is located.about eigh­
teen miles northward. Yokohama is on 
the west shore of the Island of Hondo 
and, roughly, may be divided into 
three parts : Kwan-Nai, Kwan-Gwai 
and Minami-Yamatl.

Kwan-Nai, facing the harbor, is the 
location of the business houses, the 
Prefecture, Post Office, hotels and the 
official buildings of the municipality. 
It is a medley of Japanese and Occi­
dental architecture. The western part 
of the city is known.as Kwan-Gwai, 
and is the "native part, typicqlly Japan­
ese, with shrines, native theatres, 
homes and business shops.

Minami-Yamati, the third quarter of 
the city, is the home of the foreign 
residents, and is on the Huff overlook­
ing the city proper. Another bluff, not 
quite so high, is located to the north­
west of the city, and is called Noge- 

There are the homes of the 
wealthy of the Japanese, each 

house surrounded, as are the homes of 
the foreigners, by large gardens. These 
homes are, for the most part, of frame 
construction, however.

The city itself is one of the most 
picturesque parts of a picturesque land. 
Adjoining the city is the fishing vil­
lage where, in 1853, Commodore Perry, 
the first white person to visit Japan, 
landed, and in Yokohama are many 
quaint reminders of a Japanese age 
that has passed. There are the cele­
brated public gardens and the Buddhist 
Temple of Fudo. There also are the 
Yokohama race ■ course and the cricket 
grounds. Another place of interest to 
the visitor is the famous Hundred 

'Steps Tea House.
In the centre of the Japanese silk 

tradp the city is well laid out, due, 
perhaps, to the fact that virtually all 
of the city was of comparatively re­
cent’construction. The streets are well 
constructed, and municipal improve­
ments are many, due .to the fact that 
land occupied by foreigners is on lease 
from the Imperial Government, which 
devotes 20 per cent, of the yearly rent­
als to municipal expenses.

Yokohama Harbor, which is really 
a part of Tokio Bay, is ample, al­
though somewhat exposed. This de­
fect is partially remedied by two 
breakwaters, and a steel pier, nearly 
2,000 feet long, extends from the ter­
minus of the railroad leading to Tokio. 
This railroad, incidentally, was the 
first road constructed in Japan.

In 1866 fire, of unexplained origin, 
did considerable damage In Yoko­
hama, and earthquakes in 
wrought much destruction. In 1886 an 
epidemic of cholera claimed 2,200 per­
sons. Since that time, although earth 
tremors have been "many, Yokohama’s 
steadv progress ‘had been uninter­
rupted.

Copies of Daily Telegraph of

The Times’ reference to a copy of 
the Daily Telegraph of Friday, June 
22, 1877, two days after the big fire 
had destroyed a large portion of the 
city, has brought to light a valued 
copy of the issue of Thursday, June 
21, the day following the fire. It is 
owned by Frederick E. Driscoll, elec­
trician.

The Mitsukoshi store—one of the biggest department stores in the orient—is where the Tokyo 
fire started. Owing to the breaking of water mains the fire department was helpless in trying to 
check its spread".

In tlie conflagration the entire plant 
of the Telegraph, along with other 
newspaper plants, was wiped out and 
for some time the paper was printed 
in the office of G. W. Day, whose place 
survived tlie flames. The issue of June 
21 is a two page one, four columns 
wide and about fifteen inches long. 
The entire issue is given up to an ac­
count of the fire and a list of some of 
the sufferers by it.

this issue:
“The fire was first discovered in a 

building owned by Mr. Fairweather on 
the south of York Point slip, next to 
McLaughlan’s boiler shop and to /the 
latter building the flames had spread 
before the firemen had reached the 
scene. The engines arrived and did 
their best to stop the flames, but all 
their efforts were in vain. Nothing 
could be done.

“When it was seen that the fire 
would inevitably sweep along either 
Dock or Mill streets, aid came from 
Portland in the shape of the town en­
gine and firemen. They got to work 
right steadily, but the tinder boxes on 
fire, aided by the wind, proved a com­
bination too much for the gallant 
workers, and almost in despair they 
saw the flames advance upon them 
with a rapidity that appalled the 
stoutest hearts. The Carleton engine 
came in the ferry boat and lent its aid 
in the fire.”

After giving an account of the pro­
gress of the flames it gives the follow­
ing account of buildings destroyed "and 
lives lost:

The following persons are reported 
to have lost their lives in the fire:— 
Benjamin Williams, Germain street; 
Harold Gilbert, near Victoria Hotel; 
William McNeill, of James Adams and 
Co.’s establishment; Garrett Cotter, of 
James S. May’s establishment. Two 
men whose names, are unknown are re­
ported run over and killed.

“Among the buildings destroyed are:

Miss Macdonald has been engaged in 
social service work, particularly among 
the prisons of*Tokio, during tlie past 
nine years. After a brilliantly suc­
cessful academic career, she obtained 
her degree in arts at the University of 
Toronto in 1901. Later during a leave 
of absence from her work with the Y. 
W. C. A. in Japan, she took post­
graduate work at the University of 
Aberdeen, Scotland, for a year.
Went in 1904.

Miss Macdonald first went to Japan 
in 1904 to become general secretary 
for the Y. W. C. A’s of Japan. After 
ten years of singularly successful effort, 
she became one of the best known mis­
sionaries throughout the land.

When truing wire wheels, always 
true the diameter first; this is con­
trolled by the centre and back spokes ;

TjM front spokes control 
the side of the rim as well as the posi­
tion of the hub shell from the back of 
the rim, and can be use<L to bring the 
hub shell down to proper position.

Pow-Wow in Chicago Will Show Pro­
gress Made by

A campaign to eliminate any. existing 
belief that the primitive methods of 
the American Indian are still em­
ployed will be started at a pow wow to 
be held in Chicago September 24-30, 
which will bring together the leading 
members of the remaining Indian 
tribes, says an Associated Press de­
spatch from that city.

“It is for the purpose of showing the 
people of the country that the Amerl- 

Indian, who always has been looked 
upon as a scalp hunting tribe, is only a 
kind, intrepid and educated brave en­
joying life in his own simple way, 
the pow wow Is planned,” accordin 
Miss Catherine Cook, Indian worker 
establishing closer relations between 
the Indians and the Department of the 
Interior.

“From many Indian reservations of 
the country will come the Indian braves 
and squaws, not in their native attire- 
ment, but in the habiliments of civil­
ized people. They will formulate plans 
whereby they can have better repre­
sentation and better conditions. These 
tribal leaders seek a relationship with 
the Interior Deparement which will not 
keep them inconspicuous because of 
their inability to deal directly with the 
department. They desire a method of 
procedure which will be one of co­
ordination.”

Indian activities, at present wide­
spread, will be coalesced, if the plans 
of the convention are realized. Several 
Indian teams of lacrosse players will 
start East before the pow wow, play­
ing an elimination series en route. The 
two teams surviving the series will 
clash in Chicago for final honors.

One of the forest preserves adjacent 
to Chicago will be named during the 
convention. An Indian village will 
make its appearance therein during the 
convention. Indian music, displays and 
other exhibitions of Indian lore will be 
held during the week.

England is showing an increasing in­
terest in the growing of tobacco in her 
colonies, according to J. M. Macmlllen, 
director of J. M. Macmiilen Ltd., to­
bacco leaf merchants of London, who 
Is at Hotel Pennsylvania, New York. 

; Mr. Macmiilen will study conditions 
in the tobacco growing areas of the 
U. S.

“There are many of the British colo­
nies throughout the world, where the 
soil and climate is admirably adapted 
to the growing of tobacco,” he said. 
“But so far, the cultivation of the leaf 
is in its infancy in most of these places 
as in India and Borneo and many 
others. If people would only realize 
that capital invested In good tobacco­
growing land is- sure of a large and 
safe return, they would probably flock 
to put their money in It. However, 
England is doing all she can to foster 
interest in tobacco production through­
out her possessions, and the results of 
this effort are slowly beginning to 
have an effect."

A new edition of 
this work is being issued shortly. He 
has, however, written a number of 
shorter poems, and as a member of 
the Royal Society of Canada he con­
tributed to its records a valuable work 
on “The American Bison,” a subject 
with which Mr. Mair was familiar 
dûe to the fact that he spent so many 
years on the Canadian prairies.

At present he is writing his auto­
biography, which should indeed bè a 
very interesting work, covering the 
development period of Canada’s his­
tory. Associated directly with, thé 
country’s history in its making, he has 
a valuable fund of information to give. 
His connection with the Canadian 
Northwest dates back to the beginning 
of things in the way of settlement As 
a result of his reports »n the country 
the first flood of immigration went to 
that section of the Dominion. He was 
on the ground when the first Reil re­
bellion took place and was, in fact, a 
prisoner with Scott, who was put to 
death by the rebels. Mr. Mair made 
his escape and for many years served 
his country on the prairies before he 
was called upon in the second Riel re­
bellion to again serve under arms.

Mr. Mair has kept in close touch 
with the- development of Canadian 
literature. The 'earlier school of writ­
ers was contemporaneous with him 
when he was actually engaged In 
writing, anj while of late years he has 
not been very active In writing him­
self, he has kept in touch with the 
various writers and their work.

The "Colored Library."
On One Hundred and Thirty-Fifth 

Hundred and Thirty-Fifth street pouti 
a stream of over 2,000 Negro children. 
Deep black, mulatto, and dusky copper, 
their faces are the compléx of care­
free youth that one sees in any similar 
line of public school pupils anywhere. 
This school 1s now employing colored 
teachers on its staff with white ones, 
and the combination seems harmonious 
and efficient.

On one Hrundred and Thirty-Fifth 
street is the local branch of the New 
York Public Liberary, said to be the 
only “colored library” In the city, the 
only one of its sort anywhere. Here 
one may feel the pulse of the Negro 
community, Its aspirations and difficul­
ties, Its joy and hope and bitterness, 
Its peculiar aesthetic and intellectual 
reactions.

Under the capable direction of Miss 
Ernestine Rose this library, in the 
three years of its existence as a spe­
cifically planned centre for Negro 
readers, has become a very real force 
in the life of the neighborhood. There 
Is a mixed staff in the library, three 
Negro assistants serving with the 
white librarians, and Miss Rose finds 
that they all work together with per- 

professlonal harmony. 
There are some white readers, but the 
majority are Negroes.

As soon as one steps into this library 
there comes a seme of its,special ap­
peal for the Negro. In front of the 
main doorway is Meta Warwick 
Fuller’s beautiful atatue of “Ethiopia.” 
In a well-lighted alcove is a group of 
etchings by Albert Smiffl, including 
Booker T. Washington, Paul Laurence

Charles Bangs and their son, Esmonde, 
last Monday night near Blagdon, was 
.begun, last night before Coroner Dr. A. 
A. Lewin, Welsford. Three witnesses, 
R. C. McLean, M. W. Parke and Har­
rison Driscoll, 
enquiry postponed until next Tuesday 
evening.

Mr. McLean testified that the party 
were proceeding to their homes in 
Fredericton and when nearing the 
Blagdon bridge saw a large foreign çjir 
coming toward them. This car was 
crowding the road and he pulled over 
to the right side of the road. . As the 
car passed he, feeling that he was too 
far over to the right for safety, turned 
quickly to the left and before he or 
anyone in the car realized it the auto 

‘mobile was through the rail of the 
bridge and into the gulley below.

M. W. Parke and Harrison Driscoll 
told of the work of rescue and removal 
of the bodies of the dead. Mr. Parke 
arrived on the scene a short time after 
the accident and helped to lift the car 
off the injured party and in conveying 
them to the house where they were 
cared for. He also telephoned to thé 
dty for the ambulance. Later, on the 
direction of the coroner, he helped re­
move the bodies of those who were 
killed.

He returned 
home with the rank of acting sergeant- 
major. He had been recommended for 
a commission, but was not able to take 
it because he could not get back Into 
“A” class because of the effect of the 
gas. ■/

He was married on June 26 of this 
year to Miss Bessie Louise Carruthers 
of Charlottetown, a daughter of Dr- 
Carruthers. She was educated at 
Prince of Wales and Macdonald Col­
lege, St. Anne de Bellevue,, Que., and 
for two years previous to her marriage 
was supervisor of Women’s Institutes 
for Prince Edward Island.

REPORTED DEAL 
OF NASHWAAK 
PULP & PAPER CO.

The last issue of thé Pulp and Paper 
Magazine has these items under the
