Plenipotentiaries to Meet In
London
Friday

The Terms of the Armistice -- Turks at
Scutari Attempt Sortie, Pitched Battle

(Canadian Press)

Sofia, Bulgaria, Dec. 4—The peace pleni-
potentiaries representing Turkey, Bulgaria,
Servia and Montenegro, will begin their
work in London on Friday of next week.

The armistice signed at eight o’clock last
evening at the village of Baghtche on the
Tchatalja lines, took the revised form
drafted by Dr. Daneff, speaker of the Bul-
garian parliament. It contains the follow-
ing conditions:

1—The belligerent armies shall remain in
the position they at present occupye

2—The besieged Turkish fortresses shall
not be revictualled. e

3—The revictualling of the Bulgarian
army in the field shall be carried out by
way of the Black Sea and 'Adrianople,
commencing ten days after the signature
of the armistice.

4—The negotiations for peace shall be-
gin in London on December 13.

It is officially announced that the Greek
plenipotentiaries at Baghtche did not de-
finitely reject the terms of the armistics,
but reserved ‘their decision for twehty-
four hours.

Even in the event of her declining to ap-
proved the armistice protocol, Greece will
participate in the peace negotiations in
London.

London, Dec. 4—A Vienna despatch to
the “Daily Telegraph,” says:

“The little kingdom of Servia becomes
daily more and more decided on the point
upon which the peace of Europe depends.
This is because she and others believe
that Russia will support her through thick
and thin. Yet Russia has made every ef-
fort to persuade Servia to adopt a reason-
able attitude.  These ‘efforts have been
made by secret diplomacy and something
more overt is necessary to bring about the
desired results.

.“The Servians today are too much ex-
cited apd overwrought by their success to
recognize the danger with which their at-
titude threatens Europe. The European
powers should therefore unanimously and
simultaneously take Servia in hand and de-
mand the immediate evacuation of the Al-
banian coast, failing which Italy and Aus-
tria should be empowered to turn her
troops out of Durazzo Allessic and else-

BELIEVE CHINESE IS SUICIDE

Body Found Near Amherst Farm, Bullet Wound In
Head, Revolver at Side

Ambherst, N. 8, Dec. 4—While XKay
Bros’, bay pressers and their men were
driving into the farm of Milton Copeland
this morning their attention was attracted
to a man’s heavy coat hanging on a tree.
A cap was found, and about five yards
distant the dead body of a Chinese with
a 32 calibre revolver by his eide, and a

On the body were found a watch and
a small sum of money, and a bill from a
local plumber to Sang Fong. Coroner
Avard of Ambherst, ordered the body
brought to Christie Bros’ undertaking
parlors, where an inquest will be held.

It is believed to be suicide. Mr. Cope-
land remembers his dog barking about mid-
night. A man named Sang Fong recently
ran a laundry in King street, but since
had been in Sackville. He was in Am-
herst last night and told some of his coun-
trymen he intended leaving for Halifax.

Canadian People ‘

Toronto, Dec. 4—In a speech that set
forth the claims of the people of Quebec,
both in' the matter of immigration and
language, Henri Bourassi declared at the
annual dinner of University College, last
night, that the French Canadian, with his
language and traditions, was the best safe-
.guard and most powerful barrier against
! the abeorption of American ideas in Can-
ada. He protested vehemently against the
imposition of the English language on the
French Canadians in Ontario, with the as-
sertion ‘if you force the English language
on the French-Canadian, you will not An-
glicize him, you will Americanize him.”

“It is not a feeling, it is not a growing
movenent, but I say that their feeling of
love and attachment for British institu-
tions is gradually put to the test in this
way, and it would not take much to con-
vince them that after all, what is the use
of having done so much and having ac-
complished so much in this country, when
his partner (the English-speaking Cana-
dian), is teking away what he has always
considered as his birthright. and which has
been guaranteed by the British crown.”

Recorder Baxter Was on Stand at Session To-

MAGISTRATE INQUIRY OVER

Interesting Evidence is Given -- Magistrate and J. A. Barry
Present Arguments and Commissioner Announces That

He Will Report to Government

The inquiry into the charges against
Police Magistrate Ritchie was concluded

this morning before Commissioner J. R.
Armstrong. Recorder Baxter was the only
witness and his evidence was followed by
the arguments of the magistrate on his
own behalf and by J. A. Barry on behalf
of the petitioners. ;
The courtroom ‘was crowded and the
hallway was blocked with spectators and
probably hundreds who could not get with-
in hearing distance were turned away.
After, the arguments were heard the
ecmmissioner announced that the inquiry
was closed and that he would forward the
papers to the government at Fredericton.
The commissioner announced that. the
evidence of the witness who had volun-
teered to appear was not of sufficient im-
portance to have him called. He said that
the adjournment had also been made to
allow Recorder Baxter to give evidence
and asked the magistrate if he had any
questions to ask him.
The magistrate—“I certainly have.”

Recorder Baxter

Mr. Baxter was sworn and said that he
had appeared in response to a’wish ex-
pressed. by the commissioner.

The magistrate proceeded to examine
him and asked whether the remark quoted
by Captain -McIntyre and ascribed. to. him
was correct.

MAGISTRATE INQUIRY OVER

(Continued  from Page 1)
for his liberty. Now he tries to cloud the
issue by talking of the practiee 'of\wthe
court, ‘although he could not give another
instance similar to that of Lenihan.

Taking up the Howes case and the delay
in paying the money into court, he said
that it would not have been paid until
judgment day if the inquiry kad not been
commenced, and adding that if any other
attorney had been Howes’ counsel the case
would have been different.

Mr. Barry said that the difference in
treatment” of attorneys was motorious. As
the result of a difference between himself
and the magistrate the latter out of epite
had- treated “his clients in a way that de-
stroyed his usefulness as a lawyer and had
tried to drive him from the city. He said
that he had suffered this persecution for
years although he was dependent on the
practice of law for his living, as he could
not take hundreds of dollars from the
.province.

“YI am glad these proceedings have been
undertaken to show the public the treat-
ment given the attorneys in the police
court. This matter was put up to me and
I was glad to take it because I had been
injured. It is not Baxter behind this case,
it is Barry. He tried to raise the reli-
gious question. There is no religious ques-
tion; Lenihan is a Catholic, so is Howes,
so is the magistrate and so is Barry.

“Now he saye that Baxter is the arch-
conspirator. What need has Mr. Baxter
with his income and his practice, to mind
~ what the magistrpte does? It is true that
1 have complained to Mr. Baxter as I

“# have complained to others. I have a right

to defend him as Mr, Baxter defended me
when I was starting practise without a
cent. He gave me the use of his office
and his adviee without charging a cent.
That is the kind of man J. B. M. Baxter
is.” '

Mr. Barry then took up the Howes case
and contended that the magistrate was
under obligation to make a return in the
case as soon as the conviction was made.

Regarding the Lenihan case he said that
every opportunity had been given the
magistrate, to repay thé money to Leni-
han, by Mr. Grannan, Mr. Coll and the
attorney-general.

Taking up the evidence given by Mr.
Haney, Mr. Barry eaid that this witness
was a pal of the magistrate’s.

Mr. Barry said he was eorry that the
inquiry was not general but he felt that
the evidence produced regarding the two
charges was sufficient to warrant the
steps which had been taken.

At the conclusion of Mr. Barry’s address
the commissioner announced that he would
forward the evidence and the pleas to the
government for their decision, thus clos-
ing the inquiry.

coast from ' the Orange River to Wal-
fisch Bay.

“During the two days that I had been
in German Southwest Africa,” pays a
writer in Fair Play, “I had heard wonder-
ful etories of the sudden acquisition of
vast wealth. I was shown one’ spot in
the Pomona district where twenty negro
laborers, ‘working under two white over-
seers, “had picked up 60,000 karats of dia-
monds, valued at more than $2,000,000, in
three days and at a point about ten miles
from- Luderitzbuht. 1 wae assured that
two white men had gathered 8,000 karats
worth $300,000 in a single afternoon.'

“Other as +wonderful tales had been re-
lated and I had ceased to wonder that in
Damaraldnd men on horseback as well as
on foot kept their eyes on the ground,
singe anywhere precious stones might lie
under one’s feet. Diamonds have fre-
quently been found in the streets of Lud-
eritzbucht, and more than once I had my-
self experienced a thrill on catching a
gleam from the dirt of the pavement which
on investigation would prove to be from
the fragment of a broken bottle or other
negligible glassware,

“The great mass of the diamonds of
Damaraland are found in the narrow val-
leys between the moving sand dunes, on a
granite surface, with its carpet of three
to four inches of sand, always with a tuft
cgused by the blowing particles. In these
flat places negro laborers in bands of from
ten to fifty, with an overseer to every ten
or twelve men, crawl slowly on | their
knees over the sand in eearch of the gems,
each one carrying a bottle in which he
drops them as they are found.

“Fifty laborers will thus scan about an
acre a day. They. are entirely,naked ex-
cept for a breechcloth and pads for hands
and knees, which with the persons of
their wearers are thoroughly searched
whenever they leave work. One feature
of diamond ‘hunting in Damaraland that
seems almest uncanny lies in the circum-
stances that the same thoroughly search-
ed area may be gone over again in a few
months afterward with am almost equally
successful result as on the first inspec-
tion, proving that these gems are contin-
ually on the march. .

“The coast of Damaraland is like no
other part of the world. For 500 miles
the. giant sand dunes, pushed unceasingly
by the wind from the southwest, are piling
up at the water’s edge to the height of
hundreds of feet, during the periods that
the tide is out, to be undermined and
overthrown when the sea returns. Some
of the largest of these dunes have been
known to move as much as nine feet in
twenty-four hours. The effect when the
incoming tide cuts them down for as
many miles in either direction as the eye
can reach and the ever oncoming sand be-
hind pours over the edge is like a limit-
less brown Niagara. To venture far among
the sand dunes without a compass is to
court almost certain death.”

HIGHER CHARGES BY RAILWAYS

A heavy increase in the charges for goods
left in railway warehouses more than two
days after they have been taken out of
the cars will go into effect on December
9. The change is being made to encourage
merchants to take delivery of their goods
more promptly to prevent the use of the
railway sheds as storage warehouses. The
new charge will be three cents a hundred
on first class goods and six cents for each
succeeding. week, with the increases on
other classes of goods. as heavy in pro-
portion. This is a regulation of the gov-
ernment . railvay commission and will
apply to all railways.

The government benches shouted and
screamed to prevent the speaker being
heard, while the deputy speaker called

limpotently for order.

Mr. Lemieux then took up the govern-
ment's chameleon naval policy relating the
method in which jingo talk had been used
in Ontario while in Quebec they talked of
a deep laid plot between Laurier and Earl
Grey and had urged that Canada owed
nothing to England, adding: i

“I charge the postmaster-general, the
minister of inland revenue, and the new
secretary of state with having made state-
ments during the election campaign that

they dare mot repeat in this house.

Mr. Rainville interrupted, saying that if
it could be proved that he had ever said
such things he was willing to resign. Amid
an uproar from the government benches
Mr. Lemieux proved his statements while

For eeveral minutes the deputy speaker
pleaded for order, and as soon as it was
restored Mr. Relletier precipitated another
uproar by calling in question Mr, Guth-
rie’s stand on reciprocity,

The member for South Wellington rose
instantly. “I did say during last eession
that in my opinion reciproicty was dead,”
said Mr. Guthrie, “but no one misunder-
stood my position. I favored reciprocity
then. I think it is right now. I never
changed my opinion. When I spoke I
meant that it was not then the immediate
issue before the people. I am for it now
as much as ever'was.”

There were now Liberal demands on
Mr, Pelletier to “take it back.”

The postmaster-general stated he would
accept the word of the member,for South
Wellington, and order was finally re-
stored.

The house divided at midnight on Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s, amendment, declaring
that ministers had connived at improper
practices in MacDonald and Richelieu,
The amendment was defeated, the vote be-
ing 119 to 71, an adverde’ majority of 48."

Mr. Mondou then moved his amendment
declaring that there should be no naval
appropriation until the people had been
appealed to.

The Mondou amendment was defeated by
a majority of 179, only four members voted
for it. These were Messrs. Achin, Mon-
dou, Lamarche and Barrett, Nationalists.

The Comservatives and Liberals, who
were lead by Sir Wilfrid Laurier, voted
solidly against the motion.

The house adjourned at 1 o’clock.

? | Atlantic Sugar Refineries Limited, arrived
in the city yesterday at moon and during
the afternoon through his soiicitor, F. R.
Taylor, depositedewith the city ehamberlain
a draft for $100,0007as a guarantee that a
$3,000,000 sugar" refinery would be con-
structed and operated on the Ballast wharf

site which several years ago was given to
the Durant interests for this purpose.

There can pow be no doubt that a large
industry will be established here. The
agreement with the city calls for the for-
feit of the guarantee if the gonstruction
work igfiot started in the spring and the
terms of  the agreement also set a limit
on the time when the refinery must be in
operation. ‘Within two years the people of { -
St. John should see the new mdu.stry pre~
ducing the refined sugar.

Mr. Anson told The Telegraph last night
that the construction work would be start-
ed as early in the spring as possible and
that tB% plans Were about completed.

Accompanying Mr. Anson is H. Holgate,
an expert/on foundations. He will collect
the necessary data in regard to the location
of the foundations and other details neces-
sary for the location of the buildings.

Mr. Anson said there would be nine
buildings—the refinery proper being a ten
story structure 350 feet long by 170 feet
wide. The construction would be mainly
of concrete although it may be on account
of climatic conditions that the buildings
will be faced with brick.

It is expected that nearly $5,000,000. will
be spent to build and equip the refinery.
and, said Mr. Anson, “we would not spend
this amount unless we, thought it was a
paying proposition. The location lere is
better both physically and geographically
than any other place in Canada where a
refinery is located.”

Mr. Anson deplored the fact that there
are so many pcople in St. John who have
so little faith in the city and that they
cannot see the opportunities here. “It is
a shame,” said he, “that outsiders have to
come in here and stir the placé up. The
people, who only knock all that the eity
has should get out of the place at once.”

Mr. Anson was very sincere in his faith
in the new industry and expressed himself
strongly in reference to those who said
Ahe schéme would not go through to com-
pletion.
