Bequests ‘'Were to Variéu; Re-
ligious Denominations — Equity

Judgment in the case: of Vanwart et al,
executors, ete., of James W:. Belyea, and
The Diocesan Synod of ‘Fredericton, ‘et al;
was delivered by Mr. Justice McLeod this
morning.

The testator, James W. Belyed, a native
of, Queens county, died on' Jan! 26, 1911,
leaving a will dated April 17, 1902. By it
he bequeathed to:the Episcopal denomina-
tion of Queens county, $1.000, to be ‘used

to the \Methodist_ denomination'of /Queens
county, $1,000, to be used for home and
foreign missions; to the Free Baptist gen,
eral conference of New Brumswick, $1,000
for the same :purpose; to the Deaf and
Dumb Society of New Brunswick, $200.
The testator had money deposited in dif-
ferent banks in the city and was.inthe
habit of eoming from his home in Wick-
ham once every. year and drawing the in-
terest. A short time before his death he
met with an accident which prevented
nim from coming to the city and he sent
his wife for the interest but the banks re-
fused to give it to her. A 'deposit slip was
made out, placing the money in their joint
names. :

The plaintiffs coptended (1) that the
money being in the ‘banks in the joint
names of both husband and wifé, on the
death of one the money reverted to the
survivor and' (2) that the gifts to the dif
ferent denominations were not charitable
bequests and failed for umcertainty.

UNITED STATES
CANADA AND WEST

 New York, Feb. 20—Prominent ' flour
trade representatives of New York met
yesterday to take action’ on ‘the ‘pr_oposals
made by the Canadian commission on
trade relations relative to adopting a-sys-
tem of reciprocal preferential duties on
flour shipments exported to the British
West Indies.

According to a report submitted by C.
J. Austin, chief of the bureanu of trade
and transportation of the Produce . Ex-
change, the Canadian commission has re-
commended . that a preferential / duty of
approximately twenty-four cents a barrel
or bag of Canadian flour exported to the
West Indies, be put into effect. n

The local flour trade and especially the
principal American flour exporters to the
West Indies were most emphatic in their
protests .against such action by Canada,
holding this to’ be discriminatory‘and un-
fair. Resolutions demanding the passagc
of retaliatory tariff legislation by congress
against West Indian importers into the
United States, in the event of the prefer-
ential duty being accorded to Canadiun
flour imports in the West Indi es, will be
framed by the board of managers of the
Produce Exchange and a special commit-
tee of five members was appointed to take
lfurther action and report later.

Archduke and Archduchess Rainer are
among the richest members of the house
of Hapsburg. They are a homely old cou-
ple—I do not mean it in the sense of plain
looking—whe, altheugh possessed of one
of the finest palaces in Vienna and of
innumerable chateaux and palaces else-
where, were formerly never so happy as
when they could slip away from Vienna
and  travel about with out gentlemen or
ladies in waiting, under the very strictest
incognito' and under the most boufgeois of
names, touring quietly in Switzerland or
else turning up in England, where they
would take up their quarters at Worthing,
Bognor, or other of the quieter seaside
resorts on the coast of Sussex; not at the
leading hotels, but in some unpretentious
lodgings.

The archduke is doubly related to the
reigning house of Italy, his mother having
been a princess of the-house of Savoy,
while his sistér, Archduchess Adelaide, was
the wife of the late King VictorEmmanuel.
He was, therefore, an uncle of King Hum-
bert and is a grand-uncle of the present
King of Italy.

The archduke and archduchess are, next
to the emperor, the most popular members
of the house .of Hapsburg; and although
a soldier through and through, his country
being’ indebted to him for.the complete
reorganization of the Landwehr which he
commanded for so many years, he has, all
hig life long, been the one Austrian prince
of the blood who has figured more prom-
inently than any other as a patron of
everything pertaining to science. and art.

To him, indeed, are the Austrians in-
debted for the creation of the magnificent
science and art museum in Vienna and of
many similar institutions throughout .the
empire. It was he, too, who was the chief
wrganizer and promoter of the great in-
ternational exhibition st Vienna in 1873,
and of the international dramatic and musi-
cal exhibition -held the. Prater in 1889.

Moreover, the Austrian scientific world
owes to him the possession of what is
probably the rarest cdllection of ancient
papyrus records and manuscripts of one
kind and another in existence. While still

TONGUE TOAST

Tongue toast makes an excellent meat
dish for breakfast and utilizes the rootand
ragged pieces that cannot be gerved cold.
Mince boiled, smoked tongue very fine,
heat cream to the boiling point and make
thick with the tongue. Season to taste
with pepper, nutmeg, parsley or chopped
reen peppers, and when hot stir in a

NUT AND CELERY SANDWICHES

spoonfuls of sugar, 1 teaspoonful of salt,
1 teaspoonful of mustard, 1-2 cupful of
‘yinegar, red pepper. ‘Put the nuts and
‘celery into a bowl and eb.og them. fine.
Mix the yolks of eggs with the sugar, salt,
mustard and red pepper to taste, and add
the vinegar gradually. Add enough of
this dressing to the nuts and celery to
moisten them. Spread between thin
slices of bread and butter. If the salad

Although fresh airis essential in our sleep-
ing rooms, if we are to keep in goml
health, they certainly ought to be better
warmed than they often are.| Many a
bad attack of bronchial asthma is started
by a patient sleeping in a room too cold
that was as much too warm. The bron-
chial tubes and air passages adjust them-
selves to a certain degree to the prev ail-
ing atmosphere, but in asthmatic suffer-
ers this power of adjustment is ‘mot xo
complete as in the normally healthy per-
son, therefore the sudden change from a
warmed room downstairs ‘to the icy at-
mosphere of the bedroom lays a burden
on the breanhmg apparatus which it has
difficulty in  bearing.—Edinburgh Scots-

 THE CONSUMER

' He is the Only One Who Cannot

Get Away From Censequences

of High Cost of Living

(Toronto Mail & Empire)

Happy is the man whose place in the
eccnomic chain is such that he ig able to
Pass on to somebody else the burden of
the increased cost of living! This is an-
other way of saying that happy ought
everyone to be but the ultimate consumer.
If miners strike and force their employers
to increase their wages, it is an easy mat-
ter to add twenty-five or fifty cents to the
price of a ton of coal at the pit mouth
and thus oblige the wholesaler to pay the
increase. The wholesaler, on his part, pas-
se the increase along to the retailer, and
advances the price at least commensurate-
ly, The retailer must in turn indemnify
himself for the advance he had to “pay.
The consumer stands at the end of the
line. He cannot flinch from™ the ‘burden.
He has either to pay the dollar in cash
or spend gsdollar's worth of his time .in
giving closer attention to firing the fur-
nace and sifting the ashes. In any event,
the wage increase is taken out of him. So
it happens with the increased price of
food. American restaurant keepers and
hotel proprietors are advancing the price
of potatoes five cents a portion, because
they have to pay about fifty cents or a
dollar a bag mere than formerly.

At five cents a portion potatoes = are
charged for at the rate of 85 or $6 a bushel.
In Torento hotels, guests are required to
pay from 10 cents to 25 cents an order
for potatoes, according to the way they
are prepared. They pay for beefsteak at
a rate that would amount to $700 or $800
for a steer. They pay. for eggs® at the
rate of $2 a dozen; dor coffee at the rate
of $2 a pound. For an extremely modest
meal, consisting of soup, a small steak, po-
tatoes, one other vegetable and. a cup of
coffee, one will be rudely parted from
{about $1.50 in any first-class grill-room.

Then he will be exFected to pay: the
waiter’s wages in the form of a tip, and
the hotel proprietor will be likely to in-
form him that if it were not for the bar
license the hotel would be unable to con-
tinue in business. The real pufferers from
the increase in ‘the cost of living are not
the keepers of restaurants and hotels. The{
are the housewives who have a fixed al
lowance, and who are expected to work
within it, no matter how pnces fluctuate.

Negotiations are reported in progress
between the dominion government and
several {ransportation companies for the
establishment of a new fast service be-
tween England and Canada. The propos-
al involves the formation of a new com-
pany backed by English capital and also
byithe C. P R, C N. R, G T. P, and
the Allans. It is proposed that the com-
pany shall put six steamers, with a speed
of twenty-four knots on the Atlantic ser-y
vice, which would shorten the ocean voy-
age to four and a half days. This would
give the fastest service this side of New
York, and in addition to capturing the
Canadian traflic, would also divert a large
share from the western states. It is also
rumored that the C. P. R. will run some
of their steamers on an all the year round
weskly service from St. John.

Trustees” Decision Against it—

Evening Technical School to Be
Started in City

At a special meeting of the school board
held last evening, it was decided not to
open a manual training school on the
west side. The manual training commit-
tep, however, was authorized to proceed
with the work of enlarging the manual
training school accommodation of the east
side. The committec has not yet decided
whether or not to fit up another class
room in the building now occupied by the
manual training school or to open a class
room in the Centennial school.

A delegation from the board of trade
was _ho;u‘d on the question of %establishing
evening technical schools in the city. W.
l"_runk Hatheway represented the* board
of trade and Hon. Robert Maxwell the
provincial government. Mr. Hatheway
said that the. idea was to* have ‘the school
trustees open a class room in one of the
buildings during evenings. They would
ask for a $200 grant from the government
and a similar one from the school trus-
tees. Managers and foremen of local indus-
tries could be induced, for a small remun-
eration, to deliver lectures. Hon. Rober
Maxwell, C. Winter Brown, and H. V.
Hayes also spoke on the matter.

After some discussion the board adopt-
ed a motion to ask the governmeut for
power to establish technical schools.

“This leaves balance of $208.32 on hand.
_Herhert E. Gould, forester of the' so-
ciety in his annual report, says:

Tn the months of April and May, the
following trees were planted: Twenty-four
elms in King street West; forty-nine in

in Erin street; forty-two Norwdy maples
in Mecklenburg street; thirty in Adelaide
street, north end; dnd twelve in Paddock
street. He also replaced six elms in Wa-
!;erloo strees; twelve in Dock street; five
in Wall street; and one in Coburg strect.
Of these trees'ecleven died of mnatural
causes, (a remarkably low percentage) ard’
thirtéen from ‘fjuries received during the
winter. :

_ Several treés and their.guards have been
injured during the éumimer, by teams, in-
toxicated men, ' thoughtless boys and so
forth. Such cases have been promptly re-
ported to him by the police and interested
cftlzgns, and all such damages have been
repaired as far as dne can with thé means
at-hand. He had all ‘the trees overhauled
and tied for thie winter. Theré were in-
jured during the summer and fall, six
trees in Waterloo street; three in King

street west; one im Dock street; and three

in Wall street. Of these, two died from
natural causes,

\ d the balance from causes
mentioned. Whet ‘the percentage of loss
will be during thé ‘winter, it is'of course,
impossible to ‘telf, but that there will be
one, he considers-sure that some provision
for replacing must be considered.

The tools and wmused tree guards are
stored at the cotton mill and there iz a
guantity ‘of good soil on the Barrack
Sguare for next sesson’s’ work, also:the
grass seed for Market Squnare. He regrets
that the tree guards have not been as sat-
iefactory: as hoped for. They: apparently
lack the stabilify necessary for protecting
the trees. - Hegenggests that the socicty
take ‘up’the matber of additional supports
with the .man ers as -early as pos-
sible, and ‘has #¢<doubt, they can be im-
proved af a moderate'expense.

On. the: whole, the season’s work has
been remarkables successful, and the popi-
latity of the :mwovement, he thinks, can
hardly be estimated. . In concluding he
thanks the city engineer and officials of
the public works department, with the
chief of police and his officers for many
courtesies extended ‘to him during the
planting” of the. trees.
