RECIPROCITY.

THE CORRESPONDENCE LAID ON
THE TABLE OF THE IOUSE YES-
TERDAY.

What Passed at Washington Between
Sir Charles Tupper and Mr. Biaine,

{From the Sun.}

OrTAWA, June 8rd.—Our representative
at Ottawa telegraphs:—8ir John Thomp-
son laid on the table of the house of
commons tonight, a batch of correspond-
ence relating to the late reciprocity con-
ference with the United States. It set
at rest some disputed questions respect-
ing the reception the Canadian delegates
received at Washington. Sir Charles
‘Tupper submits a full report of the con-
ference with Mr. Blaine at the begin-
ning of April, this year. He states that
he reached Washington on Wednesday
afternoon. and called on Sir Julian
Pauncefote, the British minister, who
inyited him to become his guest
during the visit, which offer
was  accepted. Sir. Julian told
Sir Charles that he had pressed Mr.
Blaine for an answer to his note of en-
quiry as to when he would receive the
Canadian delegates to discuss the pro-
posed question of reciprocity. Mr. Blaine
had promised a_letter that day. Bir
Julian told Mr. Blaine of Sir Charles’
arrival, and was informed that the sec-
retary of state would be happy to see
him.” Shortly after, Sir Julian received
a note from Mr. Blaine containing for-
mal acknowledg ts and a refe
to the discrepancy of opinion as fto
whether the United States or Canada had
initiated the conference, Mr. Blaine held
that the first step had been taken by Bir.

Progress in Science.

The water of the central basin of the
Mediterranean has been found to be
warmer, denser, and richer in dissolved
galts than the western. While a white
disk was only visible at 43 meters pboto-
graphic plates were affected 500 at
meters.

A new electric thermostat, for use in
ships’ bunkers and refrigerating rooms
has lately appeared, the special feature
being a large steel bulb inclosed in a
frame having a set screw which can be
altered so as to bring the mercurial
column to & platinum contract wire ex-
actly at the desired temperature.

In recent Russian trials to test the
adaptability of snow breastworks against
an enemy’s fire, it was found that a
thickness of six feet was a perfect pro-
tection against bullets fired at 300 paces.
Packing the snow and pouring water
over it to make a crust of ice, was found
to keep bullets out when the thickness
was only three feet and one-half.

Prof. Tolomei, an Italian chemist, con-
cludes that the ozone produced by electric
discharges in a thunderstorm coagulates
milk by oxidizing it and generates lacid
acid. Mr. Threadwell, of the Wesleyan
University, in discussing this states that
the action is not a mere oxidation, but
is in part produced by the growth of
bacteria, which is very rapid in hot,
sultry weather.

Sir Cgrles-:pxplamed
that by initiation Mr. aing probably
meant the intervention of Canada dar-
ing the negotiation of the United States
with Newfoundland, whereas he (8ir
Charles) thought that the time of initia-
tion was when Canada had interposed
and Mr. Blaine had proposed to open up
the whole trade question with Canada,
the negotiations to be informal and con-
fidential until they could assume a more
formal character. Mr. Blaine then re-
marked on the fact that Canada had
taken exception to the Newfoundland
treaty with the states. Sir Charles
admitted the fact and gave the
reasons, which -are already familiar
to the Sun’s readers. Mr. Blaine
then wanted to know why Newfoundland
had remained out of the dominion and
Sir Charles explained the objection of
small autonomous governments to join-
ing larger ones by which they feared to
be absorbed and deprived of their inde-
pendence, citing Nova Scotia as an in-
stance in which such feeling bhad at one
time existed. Only the abrogation of
the reciprocity treaty of 1854 made con-
federation possible at the time. Sir
Charles assured Mr. Blaine that the
Canadian government was warmly in
favor of the most friendly relations with
the United States, and for proof referred
fo the evidence furnished in his_recent
article in the North American Review.
He also pointed out that in 1871 SirJohn
Macdonald went so far to_secure cordial
relations that the liberal leaders of that
day had fiercely denounced him for sac-
rificing Canadian interests. The same
thing had occurred when Sir Charles as-
sisted in the negotiations of the treaty of
1888. He explained that Canada had no
alternative but to fall back on the treaty
of 1818 gince other treaties had n
abrogated, and that the Canadian con-
struction of the old treaty had not been
barsh. Mr. Blaine observed that the
United States government had taken no
interest or share in the recent Canadian
election beyond expressing individual
opinion. Sir Charles ex ssed sat-
isfaction at the display of neutrality
shown by congress in refusing to press
the Wiman resolution, which was in-
tended to influence the Canadian elec-
tions. He also stated that the govern-
ment’s hope of Canada being able to ef-
fect a satisfactory trade arrangement
was strengthened by the fact that Mr,
Blaine had shown great activity in pro-
moting trade relations with southern
countries and Newfoundland, since trade
with Canada would be as profitable as
with the other places named. At this
point Sir Julian observed that Mr. Baird’s
negotiation of a treaty on the part of
Newfoundland was unauthorized by the
imperial authorities. Mr. Blaine called
attention to the singular circumstance
that Newfoundland was willing to
give to the United tates
bait  privileges which the colony
denied to Canada, whereupon it was ex-

lained to him that the Newfoundland
Eait. bill would never have received roy-
al assent had it not been promised that
it would not be enforced against the do-
minion. After further informal discus-
sion Sir Charles Tupper said that Sir
John Macdonald understood that Mr.
Blaine had not been well and that if
it were more convenient to take up
the question at a later period the modus
vivendi would be continued. Mr. Blaine,
however, was ready to go on: He men-
tioned & circumst not g 1y
known, that last year he had pro to
the Canadian minister of fisheries that no
increase in of duty should be placed on
Canadian or United States fish. He re-
gretted that the proposal had not been ac-
cepted as congress had increased the
fish duties. Inhis memo, Sir Charles
states that he has since learned the re-
tention of existing duties was proposed
on condition that Canada would doaway
with the tonnage dues under the modus
vivendi.

At the close of the interview the foll-
owing Monday was fixed for a continu-
ation of the conference. In the course of
the talk Sir Charles had undertaken to
confer with the Canadian ministers, and
after his talk with Mr. Blaine he con-
cluded to repair to Ottawa and return
with the ministers of marine and jus-

IN PARLIAMENT YESTERDAY.

The Fishing in the Bay of Fundy dise
cussed—The Copyright Question.

Orrawa, June 3.—In the house to-day
Sir John Thompson referred to the fact
that under an arrangement made last
week the prohibition debate would come
on at the evening session to-day. He
desired to say that when the arrange-
ment was made the premier’s illness was
not considered so serious as it was now
found to be.

Hon. Mr. Thompson admitted that the
situation was not agreeable, though not
through the fault of the Canadian gov-
ernment.

We must continue to inSist
tnat we are within our rights, and that,
if this is disputed, imperial legislation
must at once take place to expend our
powers. Referring to the correspondence
and his (Thompson’s) interview with the
Imperial secretary of the state,the minis-
ter said that Mr. Edgar would probably
admit when the papers came down, that
the government had not taken too wcak
a position. He did not hesitate to say
that the time had eome when we should
insist that this country must not keeg a
close preserve for authors of any other
country. He thought he was in a posi-
tion to say that ome of two results
would Boon be brought about—either
that the srinciple for which the govern-
ment had contended would be maintain-
ed or legisjation meeting our view
would take place.

CHAMPION JORDAN HARD PRESSED.

In view of the proposed all-round
championship to be held here in, the
fall the results of the American cham-
pionship, contests held at New York on
Monday last will be learned with inter-
est :—

There was a general impression that
Alexender Jordan was the only man in
the competition, but, as the events pro-
ceeded, it became evident that three or
four men were taking a large and im-
portant part in the festivities. When
the last event was called—the one-mile
run—it became necessary for the cham-
pion to win it or lose his laurels.

At this interesting stage of the game,
Mooney, Jordan’s most formidable com-
petitor, went to pieces, and the champ-
ion had his place at the top by the nar-
row margin of six points.

It was 8 remarkable exhibition of
skill and endurance, and Jordan quali-
fied in all 10 events, the first time inthe
history of the competition. Mooney
qualified in eight of the ten, O’Sullivan
in seven, Gott in seven, Baxter in six
and Pulvermiller in six.

With more training Mooney would
have made things hum, and the worl
of the 18-year-old Gott was astonishing-

ly good.

It was about 3 o’clock when Referee

William J. Swan started the events. Of
the dozen entries, only six athletes put
in an appearance, and all ofthem toed the
mark ?or the first event, the 100-yard
ran. They were: O Pulvermiller, Pastime
A. C; C. H. Baxter, N. Y. A. C,; M. O’Sul-
N. J. AZC; A.A. Jordan, N. Y. A.
C; E. W. Goff, Madhattan A.C; T. J.
Mooney, N. J. A. C,
The men got away to & good start,
and ran in a bunch for 40 yards. Then
Mooney drew away from the field, and
kept the lead to the :,56' winning by a-
bout a yard in the g time of 10 3-5s.
Jordan, Goff and Pulvermiller had a
hot race for second honors, Jordan spurt-
ing at the finish and winning by two
feet. Goff and Pulvermiller ran dead
heat for third place. O’Sullivan finished
fifth and Baxter sixth. All the starters
got inside the time limit of 11} seconds.
Putting the 6-pound shot was the next
event. It was fenenlly expected that
O’Sullivan would win, and_he -did_so,
with a put of 37ft. }in. Pulve Miller
was second, with 36ft. 83in., and Mooney
third with 33it. 6in. Baxter and Goff
failed to qualify.

All the men participated in the high
jimps. This was Goff’s plum and
swallowed it without dalay. His jum,
was bft. 4in. Jordan and Mooney tie
fox second place with 5ft. 2in. Baxter
and Bulmiller failed to qualify,

Only four men started in the half-mile
walk, This was one of Jordan’s cinches.
The starters were Jordan, Goff, Baxter
and Pulvermiller. In that order they
went around two laps of the track. Bax-
Jer realizing that if he failed: to qualify
in the walk he would be out of the fight,
put on steam and m to finis
third.” Jordan won as he pleased by 10
yards in4m. 11 %58, Goff coming in
second. Pulvermiller managed fo get
inside the 4m. 30s. limit, and made hi
position more secure.” He was badly
pumped out'at the finish.

The powerful O’Sullivan came {o the
front in the 16-pound hammer throwing
contest, and hurled his grapeyine han-
dled hammer 105ft. 103in. Ivermiller
came second with 98ft. Ilin,, and Jordan
was third, with 97ft. 9in. Baxter failed
to quallify and as it was his third failure
he was declared out of the contest. Goff
got inside the limit with a throw of 84ft.
and Mooney was also safe with a throw
of 80ft. 4in.” The standard was 75ft.
