A noticeable interest in the province 
has recently been manifest, Mr. Turner 
said, by young women leaving posi­
tions as nurses and domestics in view.
The great deterrent to the immigra­
tion of agricultural laborers and other 
Englishmen in similar classes is the 
cost of the journey, which is very high 
In comparison with the rate to points 
east of the mountains. The Salvation 
Army has met this. difficulty by ad­
vancing expense money to immigrants, 
amounting to £6 apd £8 per head./ And 
Mr. Turner said that 80 per cent of the 
immigrants assisted in this way by the 
Army in the last two years fcad paid 
the advance monies back. The monies 
thus returned through the Toronto 
agency alone, in one month, amounted 
to about £900,000. These advance mon­
ies were returned by the immigrants 
in installments running from $1.50 to 
$25 per month. Mr. Turner thought 
that some organization along these 
lines, to assist immigrants with their 
passage expenses, would prove bene­
ficial in this province.

Inquiries in great-variety are directed 
to the London agency, and the office 
is kept pretty weH advised - of any 
movement lôoking toward this prov­
ince. At the present time Mr. Turner 
says, there is a large company under 
formation, to exploit the British Co­
lumbia fisheries for the London mar­
ket.

Greenwood, ‘-'because of it| relation to 
the Oriental question,

the British have been, and that is say-t 
ing a good deal. Since the victory over 
Russia they have come into the fore­
front of the world’s powers, and that 
makes the problem of dealing with 
them a very del loaf e one. If British Co­
lumbia wishes to make any move in 
the matter she must make herself 
heard through the Federal /government 
through which thé province will na­
turally approach the home government 
on this question. When the Dominion 
takes the matter ‘up, the Imperial gov­
ernment will be in a position to do 
something in the matter. While I will 
not say that the action of the province 
alone will have no effect, the matter 
will, no doubt, ultimately be made a 
Dominion question.

“You know I am a Canadian by birth, 
and I love to spend my holidays over 
here. There ought to -be a’great affin­
ity between Canada and the present 
Liberal government of Great Britain.
We have over there a number of great 
questions before ys. Now at the close 
of the second session of the present 
parliament the government is as unit­
ed and determined as ever not to rest 
■until they have settled the land ques­
tion in such a way that the old landed 
aristocracy idea will become a thii^g of 
the past, until the dominance of the 
state church has been overthrown by 
a disestablishment measure; until the 
clerical and hereditary domination of 
the House of Lords hag been altered; 
in fact, until the government of the 
country has been placed upon a demo­
cratic basis such as already obtains in 
all the self-governing parts of the Em­
pire outside of the British Isles. Every 
Canadian loyal to his democratic ideals 
ought to be in sympathy with the Lib­
eral government of England, for we are 
only fighting for the things on which 
the people here pride themselves.”

In the matter of emigration Mr. 
Greenwood expressed himself as confi­
dent that the prosperity of the Do­
minion was bound to continue as long 
as the tide of emigration westward 
was maintained. “We find,” said he, 
“considerable opposition in the 
try districts of England' to the 
parture from the côuntry of the young 
men who are tilling the soil either as 
laborers or small tenant farmers.

Paris, Aug. 28.—In announcing

The announcement was made in the 
course of the first cabinet meeting held 
since the Moroccan .crisis. M. Clem­
enceau did net explain the orders given 
to thé general, but said the govern­
ment had propounded a number of 
questions to the french commander 
who had not yet answered them.

The minister’s declaration was 
garded as important, following as it 
does the interview between the Pre­
mier and King Edward and Ambassa­
dor Cambon and Chancellor Buelow.

M. Clemenceau stated to the cabinet 
to-day that the government had no 
confirmation that the Sultan of Mo­
rocco had been assassinated, and also 
was ignorant of the real purpose of 
Mulai Hafig, the Sultan’s brother, who 
recently was proclaimed Sultan at 
Morocco. *

of Saskatchewan, where conditions 
have been very favorable.

Clotting is now under way in a great­
er part of Manitoba and it is commend­
ing in Saskatchewan and Alberta. The 
past two days have been unfavorable 
for cutting in Manitoba, as there has 
been general rain and the weather is 
still unsettled^

The Southern Manitoba will be the 
lightest. Along the main line of the 
C. P. R. it will be medium, while that 
north of the C. P. R. will be heavy.

Conservative estimates of the total 
ÿleld in the three provinces gives the 
figures at eighty million bushels, which 
would be a falling off of at least ten 
million bushels from the yield of last 
year, but increases in prices now pre­
vailing would make money returns to 
farmers equal to those of last year.

Unfavorable Weather.
Winnipeg, Aug. 29.—Very unfavorable 

weathèr for harvesting prevails 
throughout Manitoba still, and though 
many farmers had started cutting, 
work Is now practically at a stand­
still. This will not do much damage 
to grain, however, unless it renders the 
fields too soft for operating binders. 
The slight delay will not be serious as 
the wheat can stand considerable 
turing.

Winnipeg grain men who have re­
turned from a trip through parts of 
Manitoba and Saskatchewan say that 
the crop is fairly good, but will ripen 
very unevenly and considerable of the 
late stuff will be caught by early Sep­
tember frosts with the result that 
there will be a lot of low grade wheat 
in the West this year. Harvesting Is 
not by any means general yet, and it 
will be fully a week yet before work 
can be said to be really under way.

Yokohama, Aug. 27.—The flood caused 
by torrential rains is supposed to have 
done several millions of dollars dam­
age in centijkl Japan. The pipes fur­
nishing the water suply of Yokohama 
were seriously damaged, entailing a 
water famine which continued 10 days.

Sidney, Aug. 28.—After many years 
of stagnation the little town of Sid­
ney is on the up grade. The saw mill 
is running full blast, Rouses are going 
up in every direction, the fruit and 
clam canneries are doing good busi­
ness, and the place has been discov­
ered as a residential centre, the scenic 
qualities of which arc not surpassed by 
many places on the coast. Besides 
these things which make for the pro­
gress of the place, there is communica­
tion with the Capital city, and with 
the numerous islands of the straits.

Metallurgists and Representatives 

of Mining Capitalists in Old 
Land to Make Excursion.

With Reference to Chinese and Im­
migration Laws—Oriental Ex­

clusion Committee Meets.

He Says It is More Economical to 
Purchase Goods In 

America.

“The Oriental Exclusion Committee 
of the trades and labor council, en­
dorses the action of the school board 
in trying to prevent the Chinese of the 
city from evading the immigration 
laws, and will recommend that an in­
ternational convention be called to dis­
cuss the situation in regard to Orientals 
In all its bearings.” *

It will be remembered that at the last 
meeting of the trades and labor council 
a permanent Oriental exclusion com­
mittee was formed, consisting of the 
following members: J. C. Wàtters, J. 
B. Martin, J. Lendrum, Ed. Gilligan 
and A. Johnson. It held its first meet­
ing Tuesday and the occashra Was 
an èventful one.

A letter addressed to Christian S!v- 
ertz was read from A. E. Fowler, sec­
retary of the Washington Exclusion 
League at Seattle, suggesting among 
other things that an international con-, 
vention of all- those interested in the 
exclusion of Asiatics should be called 
to meet at some, point on British terri­
tory, preferably, at Victoria or Van­
couver. „ He stated that the league was 
growing in Washington state at a great 
pace, ho less than 5,000 members hav­
ing been enrolled in two weeks. TJie 
idea met with the favor of the com­
mittee and a recommendation will be 
made to the trades council, 
meets next Monday evening. As the 
members of théf * tee arè also
prominent members of the cotihcil, the 
plan will be almost sure of approval.

So far 4:here has been no bronch of 
the Exclusion league formed In Vic­
toria, but it is probable that at the 
next meeting of the uades council ar­
rangements will tie made for a public 
meeting, in which the matter will be 
discussed, and it is likely a branch of 
the league will be formed. A number 
of the business men of the city have 
suggested this course to members of 
the trades council and it seems likely 
that the movement will receive the sup­
port of a large part of the community.

On the matter of the action of the 
school board the committee were un­
animously in accord with the board. It 
considered that it represented the opin* 
ion of the workingmen of the city al­
most without exception. It will recom­
mend to the trades and labor council 
at the next meeting that they too com­
mend the action of the school board.

H. Mortimer Lamb, secretary of the 
Canadian Mining Institute, with head­

quarters at Montreal, is in the city to­
day on a mission, which in its prospec­
tive possibilities, is likely to be produc­
tive of considerable advantage to the 
province of British Columbia. He is 
making arrangements for an excursion 
through Canada of a large party of 
British metallurgists and representa­
tives of mining capitalists in the Old 
Country to take place next midsum­
mer.

The proposal is to engage a special 
train under the auspices of the Cana­
dian Mining Institute to convey this 
party of eminent men through the Do­
minion and to show them the vast 
mining resources that it possesses. 
They will be shown over the silver 
mines at Cobalt, over the asbestos de­
posits in the East, and then their tour 
will extend to this province where they 
will investigate the different mines 
which are already producing and those 
ethers upon which construction and 
boring work is in progress.

One object of this tour is to show 
these representatives of the British in­
vesting public that faith can be re­
posed in the resources and the man­
agement of the mines in British Colum­
bia. It is recognized that the British 
investors have never quite got over 
the number of wild cat schemes which 
were floated in the early days of Brit­
ish Columbia. Those who have the 
advancement of the province at heart 
feel that something is necessary to 
eradicate a false impression which ex­
ists and to restore public confidence in 
the Old Country in the mining future 
of this province.

The local branch of the Canadian 
Mining Institute, whictrjiae a member­
ship of 60, has conferred with the Hon. 
William Tempieman with a view to 
finding out if the Dominion govern­
ment will support the scheme. It is 
understood that every Incentive will be 
forthcoming. The G. P. R. will also be 
approached and it is likely will make 
concessions in conection with the spe­
cial train which the institute proposes 
to engage.

It is further proposed to merge the 
two parties of British scientific men, 
namely thé engineers and scientists, 
who as already mentioned In these col-t 
umns are coming to the country next 
summer, and the party of mining men 
and representatives of capitalists, so 
that together they may tour the coun­
try. With regard to the second party 
it is an augury of success that already 
some 60 applications have been re­
ceived from those who wish to take 
part.

The famous station at Naples, found­
ed by the German government, is not­
ed all over the world for the assistance 
given to European fisheries, and au­
thorities from United States, Great 
Britain, Japan, and in fact, all parts 
of the world resort to Naples for 
search work. It is anticipated that 
the Vancouver Island station will be­
come scarcely less renowned.

Fishery authorities and scientific 
men generally are enthusiastic about 
the new station and anticipate that 
when it is completed it will vie in its 
scientific advantages with the Mediter­
ranean Stazione Zoologica. Professors 
and leading investigators from all the 
provinces of Canada, from the United 
States and from Europe will make the 
station or. Vancouver Island the centre 
of valuable investigations in the 
future.

LANDED fROM STEAMER
IN DEAD OE NIGHT

HEAVIER TINES FOR
FLYING AUTOlSTS

One Becomes Insane—In Lucid In? 
terval Tells How Immigration 

Laws Were Violated.

Chief Langley Predicts Fatal Accident 
as a Result of Racing After

Dark.BANDSMEN PROTEST.

Object to Engagement of Musicians 
From States For Ottawa 

Exhibition.A remarkably bold contravention ci 
the Dominion in.migration law's on tb.> 
part of Capt. C. Jouan, of the French 
steamer Admiral J uareguiberry, has 
just been brought to light through a 
statement made by Rene Mary, a 
Frenchman, who is now confined in the 
asylum for the insane at New West­
minster.

The man, w'ho was arreStQg la the 
streets of Nanaimo a short time since, 
was sent by the police authorities 
there to the asylum as he was, to all 
appearances, a lunatic. During a lucid 
moment he told a story to Dr. Doherty, 
the superintendent, which, were it not 
corroborated by evidence obtained by 
the Dominion immigration department, 
would seem almost incredible. Mary 
stated that he came to Nanaimo in the 
beginning of July on the steamer Ad­
miral Juareguiberry which, after 
coaling thefe, left at midnight on the 
7th of the month. When the steamer 
had proceeded a few miles from port 
it was stopped, a boat was lowered 
and Mary, together with three sick 
Japanese, was rowed in the dead of 
the night to shore. Mary had been 
sick for some time and when his com­
panions w'ere landed a few miles from 
Nanaimo, he lost his reason. From 
that time on he remembers nothing un­
til he became conscious in the asylum 
at New Westminster.

Mary only remained sane long 
enough to tell the above story and then 
relapsed into insanity from which he 
has not yet recovered. A search of his 
clothing revealed a pass-book similar 
to that usually held by discharged 
French soldiers, and the presence of his 
name in this book has* induced a be­
lief that he was formerly a soldier. 
Whether he was a member of the 
steamer’s crew, a passenger, or a 
stowaway, has not yet been deter­
mined. The matter, upon Dr. Doherty 
reporting to Ottawa, was at once taken 
up by the immigration authorities, and 
Dr. Milne, Dominion health inspector 
and immigration officer, has notified 
the provincial police to look out fpr 
the three Japanese who, according ito 
Mary, were landed with him. As the 
man was quite sane for the short time 
during which he told his story, no 
doubt is cast upon it, particularly as 
the customs officials at Nanaimo. r ta ta 
that the steamer sailed, after flll'ng 
her bunkers, at midnight on July 7th, 
thus strengthening the account given 
by the unfortunate Frenchman.

The immigration department is in 
correspondence with its Paris agent, 
arid every possible effort is being made, 
not only to obtain the co-operation of 
the French government in having the 
owners and captain of the steal/ er 
fined, but also to ascertain the where­
abouts of the man’s relatives so that 
he can be deported. Under the immi­
gration law the owners of the stean er 
are liable to a penalty for each person 
surreptitiously landed, to a further 
penalty for neglecting to report the 
presence of sickness aboard, the 
lain to a penalty for landing sick 
ir? such an inhuman manner. No stone 
will be left unturned to apprehend the 
Japanese who were landed with Mary, 
and the immigration officials will do all 
possible to secure the punishment of 
the owners and captain upon the re­
turn of the steamer to France.

As soon as Mary’s antecedents have 
been inquired into he wifi be sent to his 
home country àt the expense of the 
Canadian government and placed in 
the care of his relatives and friends. 
The immigration department is intent 
upon securing the punishment of the 
principals, in what is -not only 
lawful, but an unnatural act, and will 
do all in its power to make 
ample of them.

Heavier fines and stricter regula­
tions will be provided for local auto 
owners shortly in consequence of the 
speed mania which is developing in 
the city. The practice of racing 
through the streets, especially after 
dark, at a speed of well over twenty 
miles an hour, is becoming so popular 
with local drivers that the police and 
the municipal authorities have been 
much troubled of late. Monday Chief 
of Police Langley conferred with . the 
city council and suggested that the 
present fine for exceeding the speed 
limit in the motor vehicle by-law be 
raised, and that provisions for the bet­
ter display of numbers on cars be 
made. The whole matter wrag left with 
the city solicitors to draft an amend­
ment to the present by-law, embody­
ing the chief’s suggestions.

In introducing the matter the mayor 
said that he had, with the chief of 
police, talked the matter over, and 
they had decided that the 
should take further steps to prevent 
the riding of bicycles on sidewalks and 
automobile speeding. In his opinion 
the only way to accomplish this was to 
raise the penalty imposed for speeding. 
At present the fine was totally inade­
quate. Where in Victoria automobil* 
lets were fined only $15 to $25 for en­
dangering the public safety, they were 
assessed $100 in other cities for the 
same offence. In the same way the 
fine for riding bicycles on the sidewalks 
in this city was only $2, whereas in 
©astern cities it was more than double 
that amount.

Chief of Police John M. Langley said 
that the automobelists in the city had 
become very numerous, and that there 
was now between 60 and 70 machines 
in the possession of local enthusiasts. 
Most of the speeding about which there 
had been so many complaints was done 
after dark, and the conditions under 
which it was accomplished rendered the 
police almost powerless. The smallness 
of the police force made it impoentfblè 
for constables to remain in one place 
watching for the machines; and, an­
other great trouble, when a matibine 
did pass a constable it was practically 
impossible for him to distinguish the 
driver or the machine’s number in the 
darkness. The chief suggested that the 
numbers of the rimehines should hé 
placed on thé lamps at the back.

“I feel,” said Chief Langley, -that 
the time is not far off when a very 
serious, in fact, a fatal accSdent will 
result from this bad practice of raotag 
in the streets. The present fine is too 
small., In most big cities the fine for 
the first offence is $106, while for the 
second offence a heavier fine is im­
posed and the machine confiscated and 
kept away from thé owners for a num­
ber of months. If something like that 
was done in Victoria the automobllléts 
would not give us any further trou­
ble.”

Ottawa, Aug. 26.—A curious labor 
matter has been brought to the atten­
tion. of the department of labor. Vic­
tor’s Royal Venetian band, a United 
States concern, has been engaged for 
the forthcoming Ottawa exhibition to 
the exclusion of the local bands, which 
are exceedingly wrought up. Deputy 
Minister Mackenzie King, however, 
says that fthe department could not act, 
and the pnly action that could be taken 
would be to bring the matter to the at­
tention of one of the judges and insti­
tute an action under the Alien Labor 
Law.

forgotten N. P. "The tariff is out of 
politics,” we are told by the protec­
tionists who have been convinced by 
the logic of events that in their own 
political interests it would be well to 
leave it so. Mr. Borden will take high 
moral ground in his addresses through­
out the country. He will tell the peo­
ple in the choicest phrases at his com­
mand that the civil service ought to 
be taken out of politics also, as far as 
possible, and that the sacredness of 
the ballot must be preserved and polit­
ical corruption scotched wherever it 
raises its festering head. In all of 
which the supporters of the present 
government will cordially agree. Prac­
tices which interfere with a free ex­
pression of the popular will at the 
polling booth and which tend to lower 
the moral tone of the people cannot 
but"be condemned by every well-wisher 
of the Dominion. The two great politi­
cal parties, instead of girding at each 
other and assuming a “holier than 
thou” attitude, should co-operate to 
put down something which, notwith­
standing all that is said, is net a 
growing evil, and which is certainly 
not an evil inherent in one party. It 
is unfortunate that leaders Imbued 
with the very highest principles can­
not always effectively control the ele­
ments which attach themselves to par­
ties, We have no doubt whatever, for 
instance, that Mr. Borden would get 
rid of Messrs. Foster and Fowler If he 
dared make the attempt. They are two 
of the leading men of the party of 
which he Is the leader. Mr. Borden 
has been plainly told by the Montreal 
Star and the Toronto News that these 
two gentlemen have dragged the 
name of the Conservative party In the 
mire and that his chances of success at 
a general election must be reduced to 
a minimum by ^ls association with 
them. But he places them on the front 
seats of his platform and asks the. peo­
ple to Usten^go high-sounding exor­
diums from their lips. We' must Judge 
leaders of political parties by their 
performances—not by 'the principles, 
however exalted, they profess.

The Conservative leader of Ontario 
was heralded before and immediately 
after his assumption of office as a 
model leader. We were told of the 
mighty reforms he was going to ac­
complish. He was not going to ap­
point his followers to important posi­
tions in the public service simply be­
cause they h»d been his followers and 
had been active workers in the cause. 
He was going to see that elections 
were pure and the members elected to 
the Legislature undefiled. What has 
been the character of Mr. Whitney's 
performances compared with his pro­
fessions? Has he reformed the civil 
service or maintained the integrity of 
the ballot? The demands of Tory heel­
ers have been so importunate that 
hundreds upon hundreds of men who 
had faithfully and without political 
partisanship perfotoned the duties of 
their ofllces have been removed and 
their places filled by hungry partisans 
of the Ontario Conservative party.

I NEWFOUNDLANDERS AND 

AMERICANS. (Fropi Thursday’s Daily.)
Information of a highly interesting 

character, which goes far to prove that 
the Queen Charlotte Islands are the 
mineral elysium of British Columbia, 
was brought to the city to-day by Col­
onel Topping, who is probably the best 
known mining man in the province. 
The Colonel has Just returned from a 
trip through the islands and the views 
which he now gives to the Times would 
endorse the opinion which is gradually 
gaining ground that the northern group 
of isles are a veritable Tom Tiddler’s 
Ground.

.The proposal to submit the fisheries 
dispute between the United States and 
Newfoundland to a committee of the 
Hague Conference for settlement seems 
to meet with general favor. Sir Robert 
Bond, the Premier of Newfoundland, 
has not yet exprssed an opinion on the 
subject, but there is little reason to 
believe he will object to such a tribunal 
sitting upon the case of the colony. No 
one qualified to speak with authority 
for the United States has yet expressed 
an opinion; but the press has been 
universally favorable in its comments, 
and the probability is that President 
Roosevelt and his government will be 
pleased to adopt such a mode of dis­
posing of a very troublesome matter.

It is not very complimentary to the 
British government that one of the col­
onies of the Empire should express 
doubts about receiving fair treatment 
from a tribunal composed of Imperial 
and United States representatives. A 
feeling has been Groused, particularly 
in Newfoundland, that the desire to 
maintain cordial relations with the 
United States is stronger in the breasts 
of British statesmen than a determina­
tion to stand out for strict and Im­
partial Justice to colonists, and hence 
that it Is not safe to entrust an arbi­
tration board composed exclusively of 
Americans and Britons with the ad­
justment of such disputes as the fish­
eries question. The Judgment of the 
Alaska Boundary Commission aroused 
a good deal of bitter feeling in Can­
ada. The Newfounidanders doubtless 
felt that the decision in théif cas was 
merely a repetition of the policy of-con- 
ciliation, at the expense- of the most 
important Industry in which they are 
concerned. Naturally they looked at 
.the matter entirely from their own 
standpoint, putting aside almost com­
pletely the American view, jyhich the 
British were bound to consider, Involv­
ing as It does the interpretation of 
treaty rights. The Islanders maintain 
that their treaty obligations are limit­
ed by’such regulations as they may 
choose to pass, ostensibly for the pro­
tection of their flsheris. They canhot 
"understand why any treaty should con­
fer upon foreigners rights which they 
have denied themselves In their desire to 
maintain for all time an important in­
dustry—the most jmportant, in point 
of fact of all the industries of the Isl­
and. We British Columbians ought to 
be in a better position to appreciate 
the contention of the people of Nev£ 
foundland than any other community, 
because for years we have been 
deavoring to sprotect and conserve the 
fisheries of the Fraser River, observing 
close seasons and imposing strict regu­
lations, which we have faithfully car­
ried out, while our neighbors on the 
other side of the Gulf have considered 
themslves free from any such restric­
tions. We have had a practical il­
lustration of the result during the 
present year. The sockeye run has 
been so completely decimated that the 
canneries on both sides of the bound­
ary line have been conducted at a loss. 
Possibly our neighbors have at last 
been convinced by dear-bought experi­
ence of the absolute necessity of close 
seasons and district regulations if the 
industry is to endure.

He took the paper from them and left 
the house, but, as he closed the door, 
contrived to throw the paper on the Iron­
ing table.

Hay has advanced in price. The al­
ready high price of $20 a ton was 
a few days ago increased to $25. an 
advance of 25 per cent. The change 
was not wholly unexpected, but no one 
anticipated there would be such a 
jump all at once. The question which 
is now agitating the mind of the con­
sumer is whether the price of butter 
and cheese will rise in proportion. A 
25 per cent, advance on creamery but­
ter would place it at 57 1-2 cents. Both 
hay and butter are scarce and no sur­
prise would be occasioned if they both 
went higher.

Potatoes now retail at $2 a sack. 
They are not plentiful anywhere in 
British Columbia, and it is doubtful if 
they will go much lower.

Plums are lower than last week, the 
best qualities going at 20c. to 25c. a 
basket.
prunes on the market, and in a week or 
so there will be plenty. The price for 
these is about the same as for plums.

There is also a slight downward 
movement in green corn, onions, to­
matoes, and pears. The fact that large 
quantities of cucumbers are on the 
market at this time of year makes them 
cheap. They are grown out of doors 
and are a good crop.

The first consignment of preserving 
peaches arrived a few days ago, and 
housewives are now bottling their win­
ter's supply. They will continue to 
come fpr some time yet, but the ten­
dency of the price will be rather up 
than down as the growers are shipping 
large quantities east this year, there 
be’ng a great demand for them there 
at good prices.

Grapes are plentiful and the quality 
is good this year. Just now they retail 
at 25c. a basket, which is ten cents 
lower than last week.

From New Westminster to Cloverdale 
the route is by what is known as Sin­
clair’s survey. Leaving the bridge, it 
crosses the westerly end of the Mus- 
queam Indian reserve, and across the flat 
to the foot of the hill at the Yale road. 
Proceeding southwest the hill is gradual­
ly climbed, the summit being reached on 
the Scott road, about one and a half miles 
from the. bridge. The maximum grade is 
2.60, which is not exceeded anywhere on 
the whole line. From this point to Clov­
erdale the line will be almost on a dead 
level, there being only one curve in the 
ten miles.

A slight westerly bend is made on the 
top of the hill and the Scott road is paral­
leled for a mile, when a turn is made 
south and the road crossed. A tangent is 
struck in a southwesterly direction for 
four miles to the Johnston road. From 
this point the line will run to Cloverdale, 
passing a quarter of a mile to the south 
of Surrey Centre.

Beyond Cloverdale the definite location 
has not yet been fixed, though it Is ex­
pected that within sixty days this will be 
known. The selection will depend to 
some extent on the assistance of the land 
owners between Cloverdale and Langley 
Prairie In the matter of right-of-way. 
The company has two Hues surveyed, and 
it is the intention to run a third. One of 
the routes already outlined has too much 
grade, while the other, although over an 
excellent grade, is considerably longer. 
An endeavor will be made to secure a 
medium route.

So far it has been found that labor is 
scarce, but as soon as white men can be 
obtained they will be put to work. No 
more time than is necessary will be lost in 
construction, and it Is expected that in 
two years the line will be in operation. 
It will be sixty-two miles in length and 
will cost about $2,500,000. When running 
the time between Vancouver and Chilli­
wack will be reduced to two and a half 
hours, and an hour and three-quarters 
from New Westminster.

MltflNG DISASTERS.

Scientists Are Considering Methods 
for the Protection of Miners.

New York, Aug. 28.—The terrible ac­
cidents which have occurred in the 
coal mines of Germany and France, 
according to advices received hère, 
have drawn the attention of scientists, 
especially in the former country, to 
the introduction of methods of pro­
tecting the miners against the recur­
rence of such calamities, or at least to 
minimizing as far as possible the en­
suing loss of life.

One measure contemplated Is the 
construction of safe chambers, shut off 
from the rest of the mine, and pro­
tected against explosions. A conduit 
of compressed air is introduced into 
these excavated rooms, and should the 
conduit be .destroyed, vessels or bowls 
filled with oxygen, stored in the cham­
bers, are intended to supply the neces­
sary air until rescue can be affected. A 
logical extension of the plan Is the 
equipment of these chambers with a 
sufficient supply of water and 
densed food to sustain life for a rea­
sonable period of time, in somewhat 
the same manner as lifeboats on ves­
sels are equipped.

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STREAM OF BOILING 
WATER FLOORS MAN

D. S. Morrison is Victim of Severe 
Scalding Accident at the Outer 

Wharf.

D. S. Morrison, foreman of the Capital 
City Canning Company’s cannery at the 
outer wharf, met with a bad scalding ac­
cident yesterday which will confine him 
to. hospital for some weeks to come.

Mr. Morrison had proceeded to the top 
of the boiler at the works to turn on 
steam. Scarcely had he turned on the 
valve when there was à loud report and 
a great stream of water shot out of the 
three-inch pipe, striking Mr. Morrison in 
the abdomen and knocking him down. 
By good fortune he retained consciousness 
and was able to crawl away from the 
scalding fluid.

Mr. Morrison was badly scalded about 
the abdomen, arms arid face, 
removed to the Jubilee hospital, and it is 
hoped, it no complications ensue, that he 
will again be at work In a few weeks’ 
time.

Shortly after the accident the cannery 
engineer arrived ont the scene and ex­
amined the pipes.. He was unable to dis­
cover the cause of $$ explosion, as there 
was no damage done , to the valves or 
pipes. It fs surmised that steam had col­
lected behind the water, and as soon as 
the valve was released it forced the 
water out at a terrific speed.

There has not been much change In 
pressure conditions during the past 
week, the pressure for the nyst part re­
maining high on the American coast and 
causing fair weather over the southern 
part of the province; on the evening, 
however, of the 24th a disturbance sud­
denly appeared off Vancouver Island and 
rapidly developed, causing a moderate 
pale on the outside waters and welcome 
rain throughout British Columbia; the 
fall, however, was light, the heaviest 
amount being at Barkervllle.

The general tendency of pressure dis­
tributions has been for low areas from 
the ocean to pass inland through the up­
per part of the province and cross the 
Rockies into the eastern provinces, where 
at times they have shown much energy 
and caused heavy rainfall.

A few thunderstorms have occurred 
both in the Pacific states and the prairie 
provinces, and temperatures have been 
only moderately high on the Coast, 
though inland between the ranges they 
have been much higher^
Rockies it has been cooler during the 
week, and in some instances light frosts 
have occurred, though no serious dam- • 
age has been reported; in these provinces 
the rainfall has been in excess of the 
average.

Woman Severely Injured at Summer Re­
sort in Pittsburg.

Pittsburg, Pa., Aug. 27.—Torn, bruised 
and suffering from shock, Mrs. Anna A. 
Hucke, 55 years old, of this city, lies at 
her home' to-night in a precarious condi­
tion as a result of an attack by a lion at 
Luna park, a summer resort in this city, 
late to-day. Mrs. Hucke was rescued al­
most from the jaws of death while she 
lay on the ground, where the animal had 
thrown her, and while scores of rescuers 
were firing a fusilade of bullets into the 
blood-crazed beast, who, meanwhile, was 
biting and clawing at the woman's body.

Without warning, the lion appeared 
from behind one of the buildings, and 
with a roar sprang for Mrs, Hucke, who 
was nearest to him. The woman scream­
ed and attracted the attention of the 
crowds. W. A. Downing, chief of the 
park police, who came to the rescue, 
found the lion tearing away at the wo­
man’s clothing, and having drawn his re­
volver. immediately emptied all the cart­
ridges into the beast. Repeatedly Down­
ing reloaded his gun and fired, but with 
little effect.

Other rescuers secured rifles from the 
shooting galleries and revolvers from the 
ooncessionaries, and soon a score were 
pumping lead at the Hon. Still standing 
over the prostrate woman flashing his 
teeth and lashing his tail, the lion stood 
with the ground around him literally 
ploughed up by the hundreds of shots 
that were being fired at him. Soon, with 
the noise of firearms and the shouts of 
the woman’s rescuers the lion tutned and 
walked a few feet away, and sinking 
down upon the ground, he turned over 
on his back and with a few kicks and a 
gasp he died. His skin was completely 
riddled with the small calibre bullets that 
had been fired at him and .took effect.

The shot that caused his death was 
among the first fired, that of a 38-calibre 
revolver, used by Chief Downing, when 
he first appeared on the scene.

The White Pass & Yukon Railway 
will next summer construct an exten­
sion of its line through the White 
Horse copper camp in order to draw 
ore tonnage which is likely to amount 
to at least a thousand tons per day by 
July 1st, 1908. While in the North on 
his annual trip of inspection, S. H. 
Graves, president of the White Pass, 
went over the copper district accom­
panied by A, L. Bordoe, manager of the 
ioad, and the result of his investiga­
tion was a decision to recommend his 
directors to build the extension.

Information regarding this decision 
on the part of Graves was brought 
to Vancouver by passengers arriving 
from Skagway on the steamer Princess 
Royal. Mr. Graves left the North a 
few days ago, and is now in Seattle. 
He is expected in Vancouver in the 
course of ten days.

The projected extensions will leave 
the main line of the White Pass Rail­
way some ten miles further up the 
river than the town of White Horse, 
and will run through the copper belt 
for a distance of twenty or twenty-five 
miles. Ore shipments will be carried 
by rail to Skagway and thence by 
steamers to British Columbia coast 
smelters.

Harrisburg, Pa., Aug. 27.—Effective 
war is being waged against the “Black 
Hand” throughout Yennsylvania by the 
state constabulary, it Is announced, and 
the indications are that the troops will 
soon rid the commonwealth of its 
murderous organization.

The state police Authorities are in 
possssion of information that “Black 
Hand” operations are directed from 
central headquarters in New York, and 
that the agents actually engaged in the 
work of intimidation are not all for­
eigners, some Americans being impli­
cated.

For several months the state police 
department has been directing its at­
tention largely to these operations, and 
to-day it is said to be in the posses­
sion of a mass of information which 
will lead to the arrest and conviction 
of the ringleaders. More than fifty ar­
rests have been made.

John Chapman, aged 58 years, em­
ployed for the past twenty years on 
the tug Hector, was accidentally 
droxvfied in the harbor here this after­
noon. He leaves two sons and 
daughters.

The Grand Trunk Pacific, after 
many delays, appears to have decided 
to rush construction on the Pacific 
coast section, and the advance party 
of 200 men arrived on the Camosun 
Tuesday and left on Thursday by the 
Northwest for their destination, Cop­
per river, which is two miles below 
the canyon, says the Port Essington 
Sun of August 17th. The party was 
in charge of J. H. Stewart who also 
went up the river. The purchasing 
agent, Mr. Chas. Hossler, returned on 
the May to Vancouver, where he 
keeps, in touch with the commissariat 
end of the system and provides the 
workmen as rapidly as conditions on 
the branch warrant their being put to 
work. It is intended to have 1,000 men 
to work this fall.

In addition to building the 180-mile 
branch from Kitamaat to Hazelton, 
the contract for which was recently 
awarded to Messrs. Foley Bros., Lar­
sen & Co., work on the main line sec­
tion from tidewater at Prince Rupert 
to Kitsilas canyon on the Sfcecna 
river, comprising 100 miles will be un­
dertaken this fall. The contract for 
the last-mentioned section will be 
awarded within a fortnight.

The company also intends' to have 
work started this fall on a 200-mile 
prairie section, extending west from 
Edmonton to a point 60 miles east of 
the summit of the Rockies. The gap 
intervening between Hazelton and the 
most westerly section of the prairie is 
670 miles. Contracts for that portion 
of the work will be awarded early next 
spring, and next summer will see con­
struction in progress for the entire dis­
tance bètween Prince Rupert and Ed­
monton, a distance of approximately 
1,000 miles.

The 100-mile section from Prince 
Rupert east to Kitsilas canyon, where 
the Copper river rising in the south 
pours its waters into the Skeetia 
river, is described as embracing the 
heaviest rockwork on the entire line 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific. Sev­
eral ranges of mountains paralleling 
the coast will have to be surmounted, 
affording great scope for a display of 
engineering skill. Allowing for the 
most favorable conditions, at least two 
years will be occupied in its construc­
tion. Kitsilas canyon is also the point 
where the coast section first strikes the 
180-mile section from Kitamaat to 
Hazelton, about to be built by Foley 
Bros., Larsen & Co. It is 40 miles dis­
tant from Kitamaat. On this contract 
the work will prove very heavy, al­
though not equalling that from Prince 
Rupert east to the canyon.

The line from Kitsilas to Hazelton 
hugs the south bank of the Skeena 
and practically the grade will have to 
be blasted out of the shelving banks 
for the entire distance. That portion 
of the main line from the canyon to 
Hazelton overlaps the franchise grant­
ed the Pacific, Omipeca & Northern 
railway, whose charter was acquired 
by the Grand Trunk Pacific. The plans 
show that scores of tunnels will have 
to be bored in order to secure the 
standard grade. It is expected that 
between a year and a half and two 
y fears will be occupied in building this 
iso-mile section. The construction men 
and grading outfits will come from the 
prairie region, where the contractors 
have almost completed a 200-mile sec­
tion of the Grand Trunk Pacific west 
of Saskatoon. The importations, how­
ever, will not complete the requisite 
supply of bone and sinew required for, 
the big undertaking in the north, and 
laborers will also be hired in Vancou­
ver.

It is statéd on good authority that 
Messrs. Foley Bros.* Larsen & Co., do 
not intend to change their invariable 
policy of engaging white labor only. 
Besides the army of graders, there will 
be employment for hundreds of teamr 
sters, cooks and blacksmiths. The en­
tire 180-mile section will be dotted with 
canvas tents within two months, and 
the actual work of construction at 
the Kitamaat end will be in full swing 
within a fortnight. As is the usual 
custom, the work for the entire dis­
tance will be sublet, and scores of sub­
contractors will soonxJbe coming north 
to bid on the work. By subdividing 
the work into stations varying from 
one mile to ten miles in length, the 
undertaking can be rushed to comple­
tion with greater dispatch. Each sub­
contractor will then have his respon­
sibilities considerably modified. There 
will be no let-up as soon as a start 
shall have been made, as the winter 
months are regarded as the most fav­
orable season of the year for rock 
work.

It is expected that next summer will 
see the completion of that portion of 
the line, forty miles long, between 
Kitamaat at tidewater and Kitsilas 
canyon, where the line first strikes 
the Skeena river. With this accom­
plished. the contractors will be great­
ly aided in rushing work on the main 
line east and west as the facilities for 
shipping in men and supplies by the 
Skeena river boats from Essington are 
not exceptionally favorable, apart from 
the disadvantages presented by the 
short season of navigation. In any 
event the beginning of the new year 
will see construction in progress from 
end to end of the 180-mlle section. The 
most urgent problem is naturally that 
of rushing to completion with all pos­
sible speed the forty-mile gap separat­
ing Kitamaat from the Skeena river.

In order to see this vigorous policy 
fully inaugurated, President Hays and 
Vice-president Morse will visit the Pa­
cific coast early in September. A month 
will be spent in the. North.

The proposed amendment to the 
Motor Vehicle By-law to set a heavier 
fine on autos which exceed the speed 
limit is not looked upon with favor by 
some of the leading owners of cars in 
the city. It will be remembered that 
Aid. Fell suggested at the council 
meeting held on Monday night that the 
fine should be raised to $500. This Idea 
is considered by owners to be so ri­
diculous as hardly to be worthy of 
consideration.

Casablanca, Aug. 27.—A sharp en­
gagement between the Frenbh and the 
Moors took place yesterday afternoon 
about six miles from General Drude’s 
camp. A reconnoitering party of Sap- 
his came in touch with the enemy, who 
opened a heav>* fire on the cavalry­
men. The latter replied with effect, 
but retreated, under instructions, with 
the object of attracting the attention 
of the French commander to 
Moors’ advance. Reinforcements with 
artillery were promptly forwarded to 
the scene of the fighting and the 
Moorish force was driven back into the 
hills. No loss on the French side was 
reported.

The Moors began to form for another 
attack when about three miles away, 
but a few well-directed Shells quickly 
dispersed them. The Arabs suffered 
heavily from the shell fire.

Morocco Discussed.
Paris, Aug. 27.—The French newspa­

pers are energetically occupied with 
discussing the recent interview be­
tween the French Ambassador to Ger­
many, Jules Cam bon, and Prince Von 
Bjuelow, the imperial chancellor, at 
Nordenay^ which is now deemed to 
have been of the greatest Importance 
to Germany and France.

It is probablé that the committee will 
ask for four battleships, to be of more 
than 20,000 tons, and 25,000 tons if 
practicable.

Rout3 Not Selected.
Washington, Aug. 27.—At the south­

ern drill grounds, 40 miles off the 
Chesapeake cape, Admiral Evans' fleet 
which sailed from Hampton Roads 
yesterday, will remain two weeks 
practicing fleet and squadron forma­
tions, following which will be the re­
gular fall target practice, occupying 
possibly a month. Acting Secretary 
Newberry said to-day that the ships 
would then go to the navy yards, 
where, in two weeks, they should be 
put in perfect condition, the actual 
start being made about the middle of 
December.

None of the itineraries so far pre­
pared by the navy department are fin­
al. If the decision as to the route of 
the big ships is in favor of a return 
by the Cape of Good Hope, the fleet 
will sail from San* Francisco about 
the end of next summer, steaming 
across the Pacific, calling at Hono­
lulu and probably heading thence for 
Australia. If the Suez route is set­

PAID PENALTY FOR

When Completed, Singer Building in 
New York Will Be Forty-Seven 

Stories High.

New York, Aug. 26.—Piercing the 
sky-line of New York, far above all the 
other sky-scrapers of the down-town 
district, the lofty Singer building, fast 
nearing completion, will within the 
coming week, exceed in height the 
Washington monument, whose solid 
shaft of granite rises 555 feet above 
ground. When the structural workers 
riveted home the last steel beam on 
Saturday, before ending their day’s 
work, the stSel 
floors of the building had been com­
pleted. Eleven more stories remain to 
be built and when the towering pile of 
steel and masonry is finished it will be 
forty-seven stories high and 612 feet 
from the sidewalk on Broadway to the 
pinacle. This giant sky-scraper will be 
the highest occupied building in the 
world and will overtop all other ëxîst- 
ing structures, except the Eiffel tower 
in Paris. When completed a time ball 
will drop every hour from a pole on top 
of the building and eut night the falling 
hour globe win be illuminated by three 
lights, which will play upon it con­
stantly.
_ The foundation of this colossal build­
ing is set in solid bedrock, ninety feet 
below the level of the sidewalk. On 
the bedrock were built caissons of ce­
ment. A heavy steel body laid over the 
caissons forms the underbody of the 
structure, fourteen floors which com­
prise the main section of the building, 
from which rises the tower up to forty- 
seven stories, with its scores of office 
rooms.

Loading and 
unloading was the greatest difficulty.

Another difficulty was the "fact that 
cars were always loaded direct from 
the trucks. There was never any room 
in the sheds to put them. It has come 
to this that when the bad weather set 
in they must quit shipping or else ship 
damaged goods. These, he thought 
were most important complaints, and 
he hoped they , would get some relief 

A. E. Todd thought the best plan was 
to take Mr. Marpole down to the 
yards and he could there see for him­
self the difficulties.

L. A. Genge, of R. P. Rithet & Co., 
instanced one-case where inward-bound 
freight left on July 4th and did pot ar­
rive until the 19th.

under article 2 to give the Japanese the 
same freedom of entry, residence and 
business occupation as the Dominion 
extends to any European nation, to 
say nothing of our position as an ally 
of Britain, to which bond Canada Hi 
herself a party. "Japan, moreover, 
would never entertain any Idea of al­
lowing her people to be discriminated 
against. 1

“As to the special arrangement be­
tween us in the matter of Immigration 
by which you claim we are still bound, 
I should explain that this voluntary 

-understanding was made eight year* 
ago, and, by it, the number of Japan­
ese coming to the Dominion is restrict­
ed to 500 or 600 a year, exclusive of 
merchants, students, and those of our 
people,-about 3,900 tn number, who have 
been naturalized In this country, to­
gether with the families of the latter, 
and that there is no obligation on the 
part of the Mikado’s government to 
observe it. It is a purely voluntary 
restriction on the part of the Japanese 
government, out of sympathy and with 
the desire of preventing any irritation 
on the part of British Columbia by the 
flooding of the labor market. This un­
derstanding has been faithfully observ­
ed by Japan, and I have no fear of It 
being departed from on the part of the 
Dominion government.”

Grand Trunk Railway and Its Engin­

eers Reach an Agreement.
Inquiry to Be Urged by President 

Roosevelt in Hip Next Menage.

Perils of the roàd for the travelling 
public are to cease if a programme 
adopted by the administration shall 
prove effective, says a Washington dis­
patch.

The appalling number of victims 
which the railroad mlnotaur has ex­
acted has led President Roosevelt care­
fully to consider a way to curb Its vo­
racious appetite. The result will be a 
strong recommendation in his forth- 
coming annual message that legislation 
be effected which'will permit the fed­
eral government to make investiga­
tions of accidents affecting interstate 
trains.

In some states investigation of ac­
cidents are made at coroner’s inquests ; 
in others they are intrusted to rail­
road commissioners. Secretary E. W. 
Mosely of the interstate commerce 
commission thinks the Wisconsin rail­
road commission is especially well 
equipped to make inquiries into acci­
dents. J

That there is «grave need of protective 
legislation is shown by reports in regard 
to accidents issued by the commerce 
commission for the last eight years, 
from 1900 to 1908 inclusive. There have 
been killed 27,744 and injured, 406,248.

Professor Shortt, the chairman of the 
board of conciliation and investigation 
appointed to adjust the dispute between 
the Grand Trunk Railway Company 
and Its locomotive engineers, has for­
warded to the minister of labor a report 
of the board.

The report states that a final settle­
ment of the cyspute vas effected on 
August 13th, both parties having on 
that date signed an agreement for three 
years fçom August 1st, 1907. The agree­
ment, which covers rules and rates of 
remuneration applicable throughout the 
Grand Trunk system, Is of considerable 
length. It accompanies the report of 
the board. The main features of the 
settlement is a substantial increase of 
wages to the engineers, made in consid­
eration of the agreemént extending over 
a three-year period.

The board of conciliation and investi­
gation under which this settlement has 
been effected was comprised of Profes­
sor Adam Shortt, Queen’s University, 
chairman; Wallace Nesbitt, K.C., re­
presenting the company, and John 
Cardell of Calgary, representing the 
locomotive engineers, 
its sittings at Montreal on July 23rd, 
and took a considerable amount of evi­
dence during the succeeding days. 
There was some delay occasioned by the 
unavoidable absence of Mr. Nesbitt, 
the company’s representative, during 
part of the inquiry, but a provisional 
agreement was practically reached on 
all matters in dispute before Mr. Nes­
bitt was obliged to leave.

The agreement Is signed on behalf of 
the Grand Trunk railway by Messrs. 
C. M. Hayes and W. D. Robb, on be­
half of the company, and on behalf of 
the locomotive engineers by Messrs. 
Cameron, Battley and Johnson. It is 
also signed by the members of the con- 
cilliatlon board.

This Is the second important dispute 
between the employees of the Grand 
Trunk Railway Company and that com­
pany which has been settled under the 
Industrial Disputes Investigation Act, 
and a serious strike on the railway 
averted by virtue of this

Ottawa, Aug. 26.—The act “respecting 
the inspection of meats and canned 
foods,” passed at the last session of par­
liament, goes into effect on September 
3rd. and thenceforth all of the packing 
and canning establishments of Canada 
will be under the strictest possible Inspec­
tiez. Seventy-five' thousand dollars have 
been appropriated to carry out the in­
spection, and forty men have been train­
ed for the work. The result, It is expect­
ed, will be that after meats and provi­
sions exported bearing the words “Can­
ada approved,” «will carry the highèst 
guarantee of purity and healthfulhess, 
and will command the highest prices In 
the markets of the world.

The most impressive of the new regula­
tions for the packing of meat are those 
relating to cleanliness. All establish­
ments having inspection are required to 
be suitably lighted and ventilated, and 
all appliances, such as tables, trucks, 
vats, machinery, containers, etc., must 
be kept clean and sanitary. Employees 
engaged in handling foods must be free 
from tuberculosis or other communicable 
diseases, and must observe every rule as 
to sanitation as may be deemed necessary 
by the inspector In charge. Inspectors 
are authorized to refuse inspection if 
sanitary conditions are not observed. The 
words “Canada approved” cannot be 
used except on packages that have been 
officially inspected. Offences are punish­
able by fines to the extent of $500.

The Cook street expropriation mat­
ter was again before the council on 
Monday, when, after discussion, it was 
referred to the city sol led tors to give 
a legal opinion upon the by-law as it 
stands, and upon the power of the 
Douglas estate to talke away Cook 
street from the city if aaiv part of it 
originally given by the estate is di­
verted. ,

The matter came up upon* thé read­
ing of the following report*»from the 
city assessor:

Gentlemen Re petition of J. W. 
Church and' others, objecting to the pro­
posed straightening of Cook street.

In examining this petition I found it 
necessary to interview the B. C. Land 
& Investment Agency, the agents for J. 
A. and John Douglas, as to alleged own­
ership by the latter, and found that the 
deeds for the bulk of the property had 
not passed from the Messrs. Douglas to 
the present reputed owners, so that the 
former are still the legal owners, and as 
such had signed the petition. In the 

' light of that, I have to report on the 
petition as follows, viz.:

The petitioners are: J. W, Church, Mrs. 
D. R. Harris, Jas. A. Douglas and John 
Douglas, a total of four, representing an 
assessed value of $48,460.

The non-petitioners are: J. D. Virtue, 
Miss L. Millan, Miss L., B. McKenzie, 
Mary J. Foster, Jno. Balmer, Bank of B. 
N. A., Henry Moore, M. VDJ, T. Drake, R. 
P. Rithet and Mrs. W. Olijphant, a total 
of 10, representing an assessment of 
$24,030.

Longford, Ireland, Aug. 27.—James P. 
Farrell, Irish Nationalist member of 
parliament for North Longford, and 
forty others were arrested early to-day 
and are now being tried by a special 
court convened for the purpose, on the 
charge of taking part in “an unlawful 
assemblage, likely to cause a riot.”

Mr. Farrell had been holding meet­
ings throughout his constituency, at 
which exciting scenes occurred between 
Nationalists and members of the Sinn 
Fein Society. In addition many cattle 
have been driven from the grazing 
lands in the district which the prosecu­
tion alleges was encouraged by Mr. 
Farrell and other speakers.

Large forces of police are being dis­
patched here, trouble being anticipated.

Mr. Farrell is the editor and propriet­
or of the Longford Leader, a National­
ist newspaper circulated in the coun­
ties of Longford, Westmeath, Roscom­
mon and Leitrim, and is the author of 
“A History of the County of Long­
ford.”

At the general election of 1900 Mr. 
Farrell was returned unopposed from 
North Longford, succeeding Justin Mc­
Carthy, who resigned.

Nanaimo, Aug. 27.—The miners em­
ployed at the mines of the Western 
Fuel Company in Nanaimo have held 
two mass meetings, the last me being 
held on Saturday evening. The con­
tract under which the men engaged to 
return to work after the strike of two 
years ago expires at the en I of this 
month. The expiration of the contract 
leaves the employees free to ask for 
fresh terms, and it is understood that 
they will seek to have the ten per cent, 
advance granted them temporarily 
some months ago ratified as a perman­
ent increase of wages.

It is also reported that they will ask 
for cheaper house coal, or, rather, ask 
to have the price of a load of coal put 
back to the figure at which they were 
accustomed to get it from the old com­
pany.

Thirdly, they will seek to have free 
transportation to and from the • mine. 
It was a part of the conditions of the 
settlement effected by Mr. Mackenzie 
King that every employee of No. 1 
mine should be taxed $1 per month in 
respect, of the transportation to and 
from Protection shaft. To some of the 
company’s hands this meant that they 
paid $1 a month for transportation, 
which enabled the company to reap 
the advantage of over an hour a day 
extra work out of thsm, and this ques­
tion has always been the cause of much 
dissatisfaction among the men.

At the first meeting the men appoint­
ed a committee to wait upon Superin­
tendent Stockett, but he objected to one 
member of the committee on the 
ground that he was not an employee 
of the company. The second meeting 
was called on Saturday to take up this 
point, and finally a new committee was 
appointed. If Mr. Stockett is satisfied 
with the new committee’s composition 
an attempt will be made to reach a

He obtained his desire and came 
out second best. The prisoner em­
phatically denied that any of the other 
men struck the informant, and took all 
the blame on himself.

The Hague, Aug. 27,—Joseph H. 

Choate and James Brown Sco.tt, for 
the American delegation- to the peace 
conference, have brought up a new 
proposition with respect to allotment 
of judges for the international high 
court of justice, 
the United States announces the will­
ingness of all the countries of the Am­
erican continent, including the United 
States, to have four judges appointed 
for the twrenty-one countries of the 
continent, on the understanding that 
this will reduce the number of judges 
to fifteen. The proposition does not go 
any further, but it is understood that 
the Americans hope the other contin­
ents will take similar action, that Asia 
will be allotted two judges and Europe 
nine.

The committee having the subject In 
charge to-day "completed the first read­
ing of the revised version of the Am­
erican proposition for the establish­
ment of an international high court of 
justice, and the second reading has 
been fixed for September 2nd. Mr. 
Choate explained some of the doubtful 
points regarding the Jurisdiction of the 
court. Senor Aslava, head of the 
Mexican delegation, announced Mexi­
co’s opposition to the court, as he says 
it was considered to be impossible to 
secure equality for the countries in the 
appointment of judges.

Ruy Barbosa (Brazil) made a long 
speech, in which he protested against 
the appointment of judges as project- 

■ ed In the American proposal. He in­
sisted that this question must be set­
tled in a manner that fully recognized 
the equality of the powers.

The meeting was then adjourned 
until September 2nd.

In case of “personation” the entry will 
be summarily cancelled and the applicant 
will forfeit all priority of claim.

Food, besides being very bad, was 
very dear; and worse were the table 
manners of even the “best people.” 
Miss Barnicoat vividly described the 
Russian officers at the restaurants 
gnawing chicken bones like a larger 
sort of dog. The quantity of “palm 
greasing” necessary in all walks of life 
is a thing to despair over.

Twice, on the South Russian “ex­
press” (so-called because it stops a 
long time at every station) Miss Barni­
coat had to pay “extras” for “the 
speed of the train”!—and without no­
ticeable acceleration of the 
either. It is much the cheaper way 
to travel without a ticket; nobody 
checks you as you enter the train, and 
by bribing the conductor with some­
thing less than the price of a ticket 
justice is satisfied. Altogether it is a 
comic country, which Miss Barnicoat 
cannot recommend to pleasure-seekers.

After a journey to the Caucasus, 
where, accompanied only by two Ital­
ian guides, she traversed a dangerous 
country where no Englishwoman had 
previously set foot, Miss Constance 
Barnicoat, the well-known'lady travel­
ler, has,returned to London.

Miss Barnicoat had Intended to add 
to her mountaineering exploits, but, as 
she told a Morning Leader representa­
tive, illness prevented her doing emuch 
climbing. She, therefore, went explor­
ing, and had some interesting experi­
ences.

The little party of three, on crossing 
the frontier from Vienna, made first 
for Piatagorsk, a South Russian water­
ing place which the traveller could 
scarcely denounce sufficiently. It is a 
place of no drainage, no sanitation, no 
accommodation, atrocious food, filthy 
streets and no security of life or prop­
erty. Robberies take place nightly, and 
murders are a popular amusement, 
notwithstanding the prevailing martial 
law.

Leaving this wretched den wi^T 
thankfulness, Mi,sg Barnicoat proceed­
ed by “troika” to the mountains—a 
three days’ Journey. It would have 
been quicker to walk, but the troika 
wag necessary for the luggage. During 
this part of the trip she slept (on 
ground wet with the constant rain) in 
a tent in the open, but at the end of 
the three days they reached a Tartar 
village, and were hospjtat^y entertain-^ 
ed at the guest house. : '

Kindly Tartars.
The guest house is a primitive build­

ing which all Tartar villagers of any 
pretensions keep just outside their own 
boundaries for the : entertainment of 
passing travellers. It has a hard, but 
clean, bed, and food is provided by the 
village in generous quantity, though 
to the unfamiliar palate it is of poor 
and unwholesome quality. . The tea is 
good, but the black bread and the Cir­
cassian cheese make sad eating.

Villagers, however, are extremely of­
fended If the guest fails to do justice
