“When we first raised the American
flag its position was behind the igloos,
which, according to our initial obser-
vations, was the position of the pole,
but on taking subsequent observations
the Stars and Stripés were moved and
placéd 150 yards west of the first posi-
tion, the differene in the observations
being due, perhaps, to the moving ice.

“When the flag was placed, - Com-
mander Peary exclaimed in English:
‘We will plant the Stars and Stripes at
the North Pole.” In the native language
I proposed three cheers, which - were
given in the Eskimos own tongue.

“Commander Peary shook hands all
around and we had a more libéral din-
ner than usual, each man eating as
much as he pleased. The Eskimos
danced about and showed great pleas-
ure that the pole at last was reached.
For years the Eskimos had been try-
ing to reach that spot, but it came al-
wavs with them ‘tiquelgh,” which
translated means ‘get so far and no
closer.>”?

Henson, who reached the farthest
north with Peary three years ago, said
that conditions were about the same
at the pole as elsewhere in the Arctic
circle. All was a solid sea of ice, with
a two-foot lead of open water two
miles from the pole.

“The report is absolutely untrue that
I did not zo to the pole,” said Henson.
“I went the whole distance,

‘“At the pole,” continued Henson, “we
could see no open land and we went no
distance beyond the flags, The ice near
the igloos was at least ten feet high,
and the flags were placed on a hum-
mock twenty feet in height.”

SECRETARY BALLINGER

Orders Dismissal of Chief of
Field Division of U. S."
Land Office.

Washington, D. C., Sept. 16,—In ac-

night in a letter from ‘President Taft,
Secretary of the Interior Ballinger to-
day directed the dismissal of L. R.
Glavis, chief of the: field division of
the general land office, with head-
quarters in Seattle, Wash,

The reason for the dismissal of Glavis
is stated in Mr. Taft’s letter to Ballin-
ger as follows:

“The filing of a disingenious state-
ment unjustly impeaching the official
integrity of his superior officers.”

In this letter President Taft exoner-
ated Ballinger of charges made by
Glavis against him in connection with
the Cunningham coal land cases  in
Alaska.

President Taft also sustains the action
of Ballinger in regard to . restoration
and withdrawal of public lands, in con-
nection with allegations regarding pow-
er sites and the so-called water power
trust at the national irrigation congress
at Spokane recently.

In view of the fact that the president
sustains Ballinger, there is much specu-
lation as to what the result will be re-
garding Chief Forester Pinchot, The
chief forester has held that Ballinger
had overthrown the Roosevelt policies
of conservation, to which he (Pinchot)
was devoted, and of which he was an
ardent supporter.

The statement that Taft considers
Ballinger in accord and in sympathy
with the administration, leaves the
clear impression here that inasmuch
as PincHot has bitterly disagreed with
Ballinger, the attitude of Pinchot can-
not well conform with that of the ad-
ministration.

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EIGHT PERISH
IN COLLISION

TRAINMEN BURIED
UNDER WRECKAGE

Fire Follows Wreck and Bodies
of Several Victims Are
Cremated.

Nashville, Tenn., Sept. 15.—Eight
men are known to be dead as a result
of one of the worst wrecks in the his-
tory of the Nashville, Chattanooga and
St. Louis railroag to-day, when pas-
senger train No, 4, travelling at a high
rate of speed, crashed into a freight at
Pegram, 25 miles west of here. “A num-
ber are also missing.

The following are known to be dead:
Will Morgan, travelling engineer, body
burned; George Greer, passenger engi-
neér, body burned; Jesse Tarkington,
freight engineer, body burned; Jos.
Roach, messenger; Sam Whiten, freight
brakeman; W, S. Stalcup, mail clerk;
L. T. Bailey, mail clerk, body burned;
Ellis Martin, freight conductor.

Following .the collision "the engines,
which met head-on, were overturned
and the mail coach and baggage car of
the passenger train was demolished.

‘While the panic-stricken passengers,
many of whom were injured from flying
glass, rushed from the cars, flames
burst from the fire boxes of the en-
gines and caught in the splintered
wreckage, incinerating the bodies of
the trainmen caught underneath.

While the train crew and male pas-
sengers worked heroically to stay the
progress of the flames and rescue the

» bodies of the unfortunate victims of
the wreck, dispatches had been flash-
ed to Nashville for aid.

A switch engine and a car: loaded’

with physicians, nurses and employees
of the company was immediately rush-
ed to the scene to render all possible
aid to the injured, .

Men are now working in the wreck-
age attempting to clear it away in the
hope of extricating the missing who
are imprisoned under the cars.

ARE RUSHING
ALL CITY WORK

GANGS ON STREET
IMPROVEMENTS INCREASED

Much Activity Prevails in the
Vicinity of the Cause-
way.

The city engineer’s staff is taking full
advantage of the present fine weather
and is rashing work on all the civic
improvements in hand with the utmost
dispatch, so as to make all the pro-
gress possible before the wet weatheér
sets in. Mr. Topp has during the past
few days put a large number of extra
men at work.

No less than sixty men are employed
in the construction of the big surface
drain on Cook street, which is to be
about a mile in length and cost in the
neighborhood of $45,000,

The improvement will be much ap-
preciated by the residents along that
thoroughfare, as the low-lying section
which has long been a source of com-
plaint will now be drained. The brick
portion has been completed along 'Cook
to Moss street; and work is now pro-
gressing on the balance from Moss
street to the water front, near the
cemetery on Dallas road.

Much .activity also prevails in other
sections of the city, especially where
permanent pavements are in progress,
and a very busy district is at the
eastern end of James Bay, where all

The cement
subway on the west side, in which the
wires will be placed underground, has
been completed, and the sidewalk on
this side ~ will be taken in hand and
finished within the course of a week.
Afterwards the. grading of the roadway
preparatory to the laying down of the
block pavement will be undertaken.
On Belleville street, east of Govern-
ment street, the laying of cement walks
has been commenced,

Humboldt street, east of Government
street, is now being graded preparatory
to the laying of the block pavement,
The southern end of Gordon street
has now been blasted down to the pro-
per level and will be graded at once
and permanent walks laid.

When these various improvements
have been completed, the area sur-

JAPANESE FIRE

PORTLAND FLOUR MILLS
DESTROYED BY FIRE

Loss is Estimated at $300,000
—Qutbreak*Followed. Ex-
plosion in Plant.

Portland, Ore., Sept. 16.—After de-
stroying the Portland Flouring Mills,
the largest plant of its kind -in the
northwest, and spoiling thousands of
dollars worth of grain, a fire which
started from an explosion at the mills
early to-day was brought under con-
trol shortly before noon. For a time
it was thought that “everal employees
had lost their lives and that a section
of the manufacturing district of the
city would fall a prey to the flames.
The estimated total loss will exceed
$300,000.

As far as could be learned none of
the seventy employees of the mills
were Kkilled, although a search of the
ruins will be made.

A general alarm was sounded short-
1y after the fire started. In spite of a
score of engines and two fire boats the
mill was soon a mass of flames and
only desperate work on the part of
the firemen kept the fire from spread-
ing to adjoining manufacturing plants.

The blaze was spectacular from the
fact that the flames ate their way
downward, floor by floor. When the
engines’ responded to a general alarm
the sixth and seventh floors were al-
most consumed. Then the flames travel-
led to the third and second floors,
seizing the grain and inflammable ma-
terials in the building,

The plant was the largest in the
northwest and had a capacity of 4,500
barrels daily. The building was sup-
plied with modern machinery and an
automatic water sprinkler. It is be-
lieved that the force of the explosion
disconnected the sprinkler attach-
ment.

Number of Homes Destroyed—

Timber Saved.

Many
of the smaller fires have been extin-
guished and the shifting of the wind
bas saved thousands of acres of tim-
ber lands from the flames of larger
conflagrations.

At St. Helena further serious damage
is anticipated from the forest fires,
while at Calistoga the flames are prac-
tically extinguished,

Crops Damaged.

Scientists Comment on Explor-
er’s Refusal to Give Addi-
tional Information.

Point Richie, Nfid., Sept. 15.—(Mar-
coni Wireless, via Cape Bay.)—The
Canadian cable steamer Tyrian, en
route to meet Commander Robert E.
Peary at Battle Harbor, arrived here
to-day bearing a large delegation of
reporters.

Following an all-night
ysearch for the youngsters, a milkman,
fwhile maeking his round early last
Monday, found the dead body of Teresa
and Freddie Infusino lying under a
culvert in an isolated section of the
city. Fannie, who was suffering from
a revolver wound in the arm, gave to
the police a -detailed account of the
kidnapping and told how the stranger
had deliberately shot the children,

The police to-day say that they be-
lieve that Fannie knows the identity
of the murderer of Freddie and Teresa,
but is afraid to tell who he is,

When the victims of the murderer
were laid to rest to-day the funerals
were attended by many thousands of
angry Italians, and it was necessary
to send a detail of police to the ceme-
tery to prevent a demonstration,

The Italians are wrought up to a high
pitch of excitement, and the murderer
of the children is certain to be sum-
marily dealt with in case of his appre-
hension.

The father of Freddie Infusino was
indignant this afternoon when he was
told that the police suspected that his
daughter knew the identity of the
murderer and was afraid to reveaj it.

EXPLOSION WRECKS
CONSTRUCTION CAMP

One Man is Instantly Killed and
. “Several Others Sustain
Injuries.

Nehalem, Ore., Sept. 15.—A special
train -carrying surgeons, nurses and
supplies arrived here to-day to succor
severa] injured workmen who narrow-
ly escaped death in a premature ex-
plosion of 10,000 pounds of dynamite
five miles from here yesterday. One
man was killed - instantly by the ex-
plosion and five others seriously hurt.

The dynamite ‘“kicked back” instead
of exploding in an upward direction and
10 buildings in the construction camp
where the accident occurred were de-
stroyed. Among the injured is John
W. Sweeney, president of the Sweeney
Construction Company of Portland.

Sweeney holds a contract for con-

Before the men who placed the charge
reached their places of shelter the
dynamite exploded.: One man, a Greek
was blown to atgms.

BETWEEN TWO BODIES

Long Debate on Request for In-
formation on Water
Question.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

A simple request of the board of trade
a committee appointed to study
the water problem of Victoria, with
ihe object of assisting the citizens in
solving it, be furnished with all infor-
mation bearing on the subject in pos-
session of the eity council, caused a
half-hour’s debate to no purpose at the
meeting of the latter body Monday
evening.

That any ops:ction would be made
to such request from such a body cam:
as a great surprise to the majority of
the board, but as soon as jthe fcity
clerk had read the communication from
the secretary of the board of trade,
Ald. Fullerton arose and asked the
mayor if he thought a similar request
from the Trades and Labor Council
would be granted. He did not like the
tone of the letter. The board of trade
was not a responsible body.

Mayor Hall could not for the life of
him see any objection to granting such
a request. Any duly organized body
would have the right to ask for such
information.

Ald. Stewart inquired whether the
Trades and Labor ' Council was any
more of a. responsible body than the
board of trade. He had no objection
whatever to granting the request. The
hoard of trade was representative of
the whole city and the council should
Lc glad at any time to give all the in-
formation at its disposal to anybody on
the water gquestion.

Ald. Fullerton persisted in his oppo-
sition to the request. He did not want
any organization granted special privi-

that

leges.

Ald. Turner could see no objections
to doing what the board of trade asked.
The hoard of trade was representative
of all interests in the city and should
be made acquainted with the whele
situation affecting the.water problem.

Ald, Fullerton argued that the board
of trade had not acted in proper fashion
in taking a partizan attitude on the
question of the by-law for the expro-
priation of Goldstream.

Mayor Hall differed with Ald. Fui-
lerton on this point. The -board of
trade had taken no part in the cam-
paign for the passage of the water by-
law. 7

Ald. Henderson took a similar posi-
tion to that of Ald. Fullerton, The
board of trade was asking for all
available inf;;rma.tinn, suggesting' ithat
they wished to work with.--the. ngity
council. He did not like this proposal.
The counci] was elected to manage the
city’'s affairs and could not allow any
other organization to work with them.
The board of trade was getting too in-
timate with the city council. During
the campaign on the by-laws many
members of the board of trade took an
active part in favor of one by-law at
Jeast. If the citizens were desirous of
becoming familiar with the facts on the
water question the council was the
body to lay the case before them. The
council would present the facts in
straight fashion. The board of trade
might twist the information to suit its
own views. The cquncil should main-
tain its position as the governing body
of the city’s affairs and not surrender
any of its rights to the board of trade.

The Mayor—The letter is a very sim-
ple request. Any citizen could prefer
a similar one and the counecil should be
glad to supply the information. No
special privileges were being asked for.

Ald. Stewart said he was much sur-
prised at the objections to the request.
The counci] should give everybody who
askeq all .the information at its dis-
posal. Ald. Henderson - seemed to be
under the impression that the council
had something to hide. He was getting
just a little tired of Ald. Henderson.
He knew of no member of the board
who had such an ability to twist a sim-
ple matter into the form of a mystery.

Ald. Henderson wanted to know if it
was not true that the board of trade
had appointed a committee to work
with the city council on the water
question.

The mayor replied that it had not.
and he read from the letter to show
that this was correct.

Ald. Turner again pointed out that
the people were entitled to every par-
ticle of information which the coun-
cil could give them regarding any civic
scheme.

Ald, Ross—Here you are again, talk,
talk, talk and doing nothing. To my
mind you made a great mistake when
you took the referendum. Why not get
all the reports necessary on the water
question and go ahead?

Mayor Hall explained that no refer-
endum had been”taken on the question
of determining Sooke Lake as a source
of water supply.

Ald, - Henlderson and Ald. Fullerton
contended that there had been, and the
mayorg explained that the only question
which the electors had been asked to
vote upon was, should the council ac-
quire rights at SookKe. ¢

After this long debate' the matter
was disposed of by a decision being
reached to grant the  request of the
board of trade.

Castles also was a director of several
railroads and other -corporations. He
wags United States trustee for the
Northern Assurance Company, Ltd.,
of London.

TRADE DEPRESSION
IS AT AN END

LARGE INCREASE IN
CANADIAN BANK DEPOSITS

President Hobson Speaks at
Convention of Canadian
»  Manufacturers.

Hamilton, - Sept. 14.—The annual
meeting of the Canmadian Manufactur-
ers’ Association opened here to-day,
the features being the address of the
retiring president, R. Hobson, and the
presentation of a volume of reports of
the most exhaustive charatter.

The report of the treasurer shows a
surplus of $16,000, “while the member-
ship committee’s statement shows total
roll of 2,356 names, 1,444 being in On-
tario, 547 in Quebec and 98 in Mani-
toba. The increase for the year was
323.

President Hobson, in the course of
his remarks, said the trade depres-
sion was at an end.

The bank deposits for the year show-
ed an increase of $20,000,000, bringing
the total CAnadian deposits up to $121,-
000,600. The traffic through the canals
from the opening of navigation until
the end of July showed a total of 35,-
287,721 tons, or more than the total for
the whole of the season of 1908.

Referring to the labor question, Mr.
Hobson expressed the wiew that while
conditions had been not altogether to
the liking of factory employees, there
was no inclination to create a disturb-
ance. While he gawve credit to the Do-
minion government for a serious in-
tention to prevent strikes, something
should be done to prevent foreign pro-
fessional agitators who warp the minds
and passions. of working people till they
imagine there is trouble where no
grievance exists. The strike of coal
miners was evidence of unwarranted
interferehce of this class of importa-
tion which used its imfluence to force
men to break their agreements with
employers,

Referring to the ‘American tariff,
President Hobson characterized the
action of the American senate as a vio-
lation of trust reposed in it by the peo-
ple of the United States, while it is
barren of all desire to create closer
trade relations with Canada. Its action
puts the farmer on the same level as
the manufacturer, both of whom must
iook to home markets. Qur sales to the
States total about $92.000,000 annually,
while American sales in Canada repre-
sent $180,000,000. The Canadian govern-
ment is called upon to take the Ameri-
can government at its word and. bring
into effect the provisions of the Sur-
tax Act of 1903.

BRUTAL MURDER
AT NANAIMO

GUS CARLSON STRANGLED
IN HOME BY ROBBERS

His Wife Bound and Gagged
by Murderers, Who
Stole $90

Nanaimo, Sept. 14—The town is
horrified this morning by the news of
a dastardly murder which was com-
mitted last night in Haliburton street,
one of the principal streets of the town.

Gus Carlson and his wife had been
to the moving picture show last night.
They returned home about 9:30, and a
few minutes later retired to bed. Some
time later ‘they heard a noise in one
of the other rooms, and thinking it
was. a cat Carlson, according to the
story of his wife, got out of bed to put
it out. The next thing she knew two
masked men walked into the bedroom
and demanded to know where she kept
her money. She immediately complied
with their demands and they took all
there was, about $90, They then tied
her hands and feet, gagged her and left
the room. After working with the gag
and the bonds for some time she suc-
ceeded in slipping.the gag off and at
once shouted for assistance. This was
at once forthcoming. She was freed
from her bonds and then asked where
her h:sband was, and upon a search
being made he was found lying prone
on the floor of the sitting room. He
was quite dead. He had been struck
on the side of the head-behind the right
ear, but this was not the causeé of his
death.

The flends resonsible for the -deed
had evidently stunned him as soon as
he entered the sitting room and then,
as he lay unconscious, had tied a slip-
ping rope around his neck. The rope
had first been drawn tightly around the
neck of Carlson by & noose and then
for the rest of its length, about eight
feet, coiled as tightly as it could be
pulled around the neck. e man had
been strangled, and strangled in the
most brutal manner.

Robbery was the only motive for the
crime. There was $90 in the house, and
for this paltry sum Carlson was brut-
ally murdered. The body was removed
to the undertaking parlors, there to
await the inquest, which will be held
to-day. 3

So far the police are without a clue
to the perpetrators of the erime, but
Mrs, Carlson describes one of the men
as having a heavy beard and mous-
tache.

HOW CANADA GROWS.

The federal department of immigra-
tion has issued a report which shows
statistically how Canada is growing as
a result of the flow of the tide of popu-
lation from other countries. The in-
formation is also interesting as demon-
strating the elements of which Can-
adians of the future are most likely to

be combosed.
1897 the total immigration was 21,716.
In“the’ fisca] vear 1908-09 it was 146,908
The year before, vfthe'yea_‘rx of  largest
immigration to the country, it “f,a/s 262,-
469. The British immigration to Can-
ada 'was, in 1908-09, 52,901; the year be-
fore it was 120,182. The continental
ircmigration last year was 34,175. Dur-
ing the entire period since 1897, 30 per
cent, of the arrivals from continental
countries made entry for homesteads,
while many others engaged with
farmers or in domestic service.

In 1897 we got only 4,212 immigrants
from the United States. Last year the
number was 59,832. Since 1897, 43 per
cent. of the  immigrants from the
United States have made ei@r}y for
homesteads. In the fiscal year-1907-08
(ithe last year for which the statistics
are available), these newcomers
brought in $52,000,000 in cash and set-
tlers’ effects. In the last two years
English and Welsh immigrants num-
bered 91,412 and 37,482; Scotch immi-
grants, 22,223 and 11,810, and Irish im-
migrants, 6,547 and 3,609. Japanese
jmmigration tdtalled in 1907-08, 7,601;
for the year just closed, 495. That il-

lustrates the working of the arrange-

ment made by Hon.' Mr, Lemieux.

Since December, 1902-03, when . the
Medical Act went into force, 19,897 im-
migrants were held for further inspec-
tion, and 3,803 were rejected. Inspec-
tion of immigrants seeking admission
toc Canada from the United States was
begun in April, 1908, and during the
fiscal year 1908-09, 4,680 were de-
barred. Under the deportation clause
of the act since 1903-03 a total of 3,149
immigrants were returned to the coun-
tries whence they came, having been
found to be undesirable or likély to be-
come a charge wupon -the “publi¢. . Of
these deportations 1,748 were made last
year. :

"CANADA AND THE AMERICAN

TARIFF.

The New York Joufng]l of Commerce

does not approve of a tariff war be-
tween the United States and Canada
as a consequence of the official inter-
pretation of the maximum .provisions
of the Payne tariff bill and the timber
policy of the provincial governments of
Ontario and Quebec. It believes that
such a conflict would be the extremity
of folly from an American :point of
view notwithstanding the strength of
the republic from an industrial point of
view. It says:
; “The policy of Quebec and Ontario
in this matter may or may not be wise,
but it is guite in keeping with the
‘principle’ of ‘the protective tariff, and
the United States, of all countries, has
no ground of complaint on account of
it.  As it applies only to wood cut on
public lands it may be regarded as a
policy of conservation, though doubt-
less the purpose is to give Canadian
pulp and papermakers an advantage in
the use of this material. That makes
it -all the more in the spirit of the pro-
tective tariff policy. If countervailing
duties are intended to be an instrument
of coercion to secure the removal of th2
obstacle to the exportation of this
Canadian pulp wood, they are sure to
fail of their purpose. They certainly
will if anything like the American
spirit prevails in Canada, and we hope
it does. If they are intended for re-
taliation or punishment, they are likely
to have the opposite of a deterrent ef-
fact. Already they are producing an
agitation for the adoption .of the pol-
icy of prohibition by the Dominion gov-
ernment of all exports of pulp wood,
whether grown upon public or-private
land.

‘“What Canada would. do would re-
main to be seen, but the practical re-
sult would be to raise and strengthen
the barrier between the two countries,
and to divert the trade of each from
the other and send it to more distant
parts of the world across the seas,” A
more utterly foolish course than that
deliberately started in the tariff law,
at the instigation of the paper trust,
could not be conceived of, and it is to
be hoped that the public opinion of the
country and the sanity of the author-
ities of both governments will prevent
its going any further.”

JAPANESES TRADE TACTICS.

The Tokio correspondent of the Lon-
don Telegraph has been sending letters
to his paper which throw much light
on Japanese methods in trade, and ex-
plain their invasion of sealing and
shipping as well as other departments
of commerce.

There is little doubt that at present
Japan is engaged in an effort to under-
sell and eventually to overthrow all
her foreign trade competitors in China.

ese government itself. Japanese trad+:
ers and manufacturers, as a rule, are
poor, but with the help of their few
large export corporations anq the back-
ing of-the Imperial government they
become a force with which the for-
eigner cannot easily reckon, The Jap-
anese government advances all the
necessary funds for facilitating ship-
ments of mnative cotton manufacture,
and in every possible manner encour-
ages the expansion of its trade in
China.

The governmeént borrows this money
abroad at 5% per eent. interest, includ-
ing bank commission, and then lends
the money to the cotton shippers at 2
per cent. to enable ‘them to control the
market -ini- cotton fabries; -Thus, -by-a
lower rate of interest than the for-
eigner can possxbly command, and also
by special railway rates, the Japanese
cotton trader is enabled - to compete
with British and American® products,
and even te drive‘them ultimately from,
the market.

Of “course, the Japanese authorities
cannot but be aware of the fact that
this policy must ultimately  prove an
unproductive ' investment -of .eapita,,
seéing that in every loan to the cotton
traders there is a clear loss to the na-.
tion of 31,& per cent.; but there is noi
reason to believe that the government
intends to continue this method of de-,
veloping, supremacy .in trade longer
than ig necessary to rid the Man-
churian market of foreign Competxtlon
The same method of allaying or sup-
pressing competition is followed in en-
couragement of Japansse shipving in-
terests. All the leading Japanese-steam-
ship companies "are heavily subsidized
by the government, by which they are
enabled to pay the promisea dividends
while they cut cargo rates sufficiently
to interfere seriously with the carrying
trade of all foreign competitors, A
familiar example of ‘this is the fact
that the Japanese cotton manufactur-
ers are able ‘to import the raw ma-
terial from Bombay, pay the freight on
it, and manufacture it, and -then ex-
port the fabric to India cheaper than
the Indian manufacturers can produce
the same goods on the ground. Hence,
though it may appear a mistaken
financial policy to pay profits by sub-
sidy, it may none the less prove effec-
tive as a temporary expedient to secure
permanent control of the coveted mar-
ket. ;

Since the recent revival of Ameri-
can interest in the financial possibilities
of China as a field of investment, Ja-
panese financiers have been showing
an extraordinary activity in the same
direction. Within the; past few weeks a
company has been formed with a capi-
tal of £100,000, subscribed by 34 of the
leading capitalists of the empire. The
gpecial object of this company is to give
Japan a share in the financial oppor-
tunities afforded by the development
of China. The company expects to be-
gin its operations by undertaking to
supply the growing demand for rail-
way material in China, Recently, too,
ithe Japanese government succeeded in
floating a railway loan of some £250,000
with the Chinese authorities,

Japanese subjects, moreover, are
gradually coming to form a large and
important element in the foreign popu-
lation of China, But their present in-
vestments in the enterprises of the
country do not exceed £2,000,000, which
is regarded by the Japanese as insig-
nificant compared with the financial
interests of Europe and America in
China, Consequently every effort will
be put forth, to afford Japan a share in
the economic, industrial and commer-
cial possibilities of her big neighbor,
unti] Japan ultimately secures a posi-
tion consistent with her ambition to
be supreme in the Far East,

Speaking at Halifax the other day
Hon, Mr. Fielding said:

It is announced that the contractor
who erected, or rather “ran up,” the
condemned Lampson street school,
which was a menace to the lives of all
who entered it, has settled the case
with the government for a money con-
sideration.

But they are
not -paid for their services either,
counting the honors of their positions
and the opportunity to perform public
service sufficient recompense.

LUMBERMEN BLAME
RAILWAYS FOR FIRE

Evidence Given Before the For-
estry Commission at °
Cranbrook.

Cranbrook, B. C., Sept. 16.—A feature
of the session of the timber commis-
sion yesterday was a heavy indictment
against the railway companies as the
cause of the” bulk of ‘the  forest fires.
Ac- B. Watts, of the Wattsburg con-
cern, put down ninety per cent. of fires
to their blame, and was very caustic
in his remarks and suggestions as to
Low they should be treated. He de-
clared that the regulations of the rail-
road commission and of the railroad
department ‘were openly disregarded,
and wanted them to take a hand ‘in
enforcing the provisions of the act,
pointing. out that private individuals
were confronted by the C.P.R.'s liking
for appeals to the Privy Council.

Otis Sharpe, on the contrary, did not
think the railways were as much to
blame as people imagined. He put
down many of the fires that occur
along railwaylines to smokers throw-
ing matches and cigar stubs out of the
window or people walking along the
track doing the same thing. In the
woods many fires were caused by for-
eigners amongst the lumbermen or by
Indians smoking cigarettes.

Wm. Pearce, head of the irrigation
department -at Calgary, called Super-
intendent Chudleigh, master mechanic,
and Chief Forest Ranger Mallendine
to the defence of the company, and all
swore that the regulations were lived
up to, and the engines were all equip-
ped with spark arresters. Mr. Pearce
believed a patrol sent along after the
train would be a good thing, and not
expensive, but he said the shipper of
freight would be the one to pay for it
eventually,

Peter Lund, who was one of the sev-
eral lumbermen heard during the day,
suggested a small car equipped with
tools and perhaps chemicals as a use-
ful auxiliary to a patrol. He and oth-
ers thought that if fire was kept out,
as it could be kept out by an efficient
and effective system of patrol, nature
would look after reafforestation.

The .commission went to Fernie last
evening.

Archie Leitch, manager: of the East
Kootenay Lumber Company, gave evi-
dence at the previous day’s session.
Like other lumbermen, he favored per-
petuity of tenure, with a fixed rental,
leaving any increasé in the public rev-
enue from timber to be raised by high-
er royalties. If fire is kept out he con-
sidered that natural afforestation was
sufficient; the patrol system of fire
protection now in force he thought was
a good start, but it should be in-
creased. Ninety per cent. of the fires
in this district he put down to the rail-
way, but he conceded that railway
operation was impossible here in the
dry season, without some danger of
fire. Therefore the railways should
bear a share of the cost of a fire pa-
frol equally to the government and
the license helders. g

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PRINTERS WANT
 LOCAL WORK

TOO MUCH SENT
EAST THEY CLAIM

Movement to Bring Pressure to
Bear on Firms Sending
Out of Town.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

A movement has recently been in-
augurated by the Master Printers’ As-
sociation of this city, a society formed
a-short time ago for the purpose of try-
ing. to -se@ure’ for: Victoria workmen
the printing which is now being sent
to the East. According to the state-
ments made by the officials of the as-
sociation a large part of the printing
required in the city is sent to the East
to be done, while in. many cases it
could be done équally as well and as
cheaply in Victoria. Evén where there
is a slight margin of difference owing
to the increased wages paid on this
coast, the printers claim that they
should get the preference.

A committee has-been appointed by
the master printers to confer with the
Trades and Labor Council, the Allied
Trades, which includes the bookbind-
ers, pressmen and others engaged in
related work; and also with the Typo-
graphical Union. The object is to de-

vise ways and means to keep the work

in the city.

The view of the master printers is
that if they cut the work as fine as
possible, leaving only & narrow margin
of profit, that the workmen of the city
should help them out in patronizing
only those establishments which have
their printing done here. In this way
they hope to force the hands of the
meérchants to sécure to Victoria the
large sums of money which are annu-
ally paid to the firms in the East, and
from which Victoria gets no benefit.
They claim that the firms which look
to Victorians for support, should also,
when they have business to give out,
let Victorians have an opportunity of
doing it.

A letter has also been sent to .the
board of trade asking for their co-
operation. The board it is said by the
printers has always expressed a wish
to encourage industries, but has not
taken any practical steps looking to
such a result. Here they say is an
opportunity for them to get down to
business and aid a local industry which
is capable of doing much for the city.

As an instance of the discrimination
in favor of eastern firms, that of the
new bills of laden required by the rail-
way commission is instanced. Of these,
large numbers of which are required
locally, 185,000, have already been or-
dered by loeal, firms to be printed in
the East. The, Victoria firms are offer-
ing to do this at the same rate, name-
ly, $5 a thousand, The amount of or-
ders on this one line alone sent out
within the last few days amounts to
nearly $1,000, which might just as well
have been expended in the city.

There seems little doubt but that a
good deal too much of the work done
in this city and other lines which is
sent out might be done here. Victoria
for Victorians is a good motto, and is
also good business, Patronize home in-
dustries is an old cry, but a good one.
Doubtless the new Master Printers'
Association will be able to make them-
selves felt in such a manner that it
will have the effect of keeping at least
some of the printing at home, and ;he
agitation will have a good effect on
business generally

FRANCE WILL MAKE
EXTENSIVE EXHIBITS

Commissioners Meet the Ex-
ecutive of Winnipeg
Fair.

Winnipeg, Sept. 16.—~International
interest in Canada’s exposition in 1912
continues to grow. Representing the
national organization of manufactur-
ers, and officially commissioned by the
French government, Maurice Huett,
president of the foreign commission,
accompanied by .Ives Colcumbet, a
millionaire French exporter of wine
and a member of the international jury
of war, held a conference with the ex-
ecutive committee of Canada’s expo-
sition . yesterday at Winnipeg. That
France is deeply interested is shown
by an announcement that steps toward

_sx'on to further their interests. George
Gerald, who took an interest in intro-
ducing the Franco-Canadian treaty, and
Pierre Bodin, senator and minister, are
honorary presxdents. Mr., Huett, presi-
dent of the international commigsion,
has been appointed president genera]
Theodore Rose and Jves Caolcumbet are
vice-presidents, and Victor Larvelle, in
charge of the French seetion at Seattle,
has béen appointed secretary general.

At a conference held yesterday, Mr.
Huett said: ‘“Canada is the bread bas-
ket of the world, and France is the
greatest reservoir from which the
world’s wine comes, Bread and wine
have been grouped together as the
staff of life throughout the ages, and
as Canada’s great exposition in 1912
will be an opportunity to display both
products on a scale greater than the
world has ever known, five hundred
various manufacturers will participate.
France will rival all other countries in
building, and the French exhibit at the
Alaska-Yukon-Pacific will be eclipsed.”

Messrs. Huett and Colcumbet while
in England met Hon, W, S. Fielding
and Hon, Mr, Brodeur in Lendon, and
before coming to Winnipeg had inter-
viewed distinguished men in Eastern
Canada. Messrs. Huett and Colcumbet
are very enthusiastic  over Canada’s
prospect for ‘holding a .successful fair

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STEEL WORKS
FOR PROVINCE

J. A, MOORE SPEAKS

OF HIS ENTERPRISE |

Location Has Not Yet Been
Decided—Will Be Con-
§idered Later.

(From Thursday's Daily,)

J. A. Moore, of Seattle, the head..of
the Irondale Steel Company, is in Vic-
toria to-day. He expects to return to
Seattle again this afternoon. When
interviewed. to-day .on- his project Mr.
Moore said that within sixty days he
expected to have work in full opera-
tion at Irondale, looking to the manu-
facture of steel there. The raw ma-
teria] used would be drawn from
Washington state, and the deposits
controlled by Mr. Moore’'s company on
Vancouver Island.

The company has now abundance of
capital, Mr. Moore says. It is capital-
ized at. $17,000,000. Included among
the capitalists is Herbert D. Law, of
San Francisco, a multi-millionaire.

Eastern capital, as well as that of the
coast, has been enlisted in the enter-
prise, and the financial situation is ex-
cellent.

Asked if he had in view steel mills
at Quatsino as were suggested some
time dgo, Mr. Moore said that would
not be a suitable site. Victorians and
Vancouver men had invested  in the
company, and immediately after the
Irondale works are running it was his
intention to take up the question of
steel works allied with these to be lo-
cated some where in British Colum-
bia. The question of location had not
been decided and he could say nothing
definite as to that.

The British Columbia investors
would be consulted and form a sort of
advisory board to the central body. All
would be under the one control.

The steel works when completed
would turn out steel bars, steel tubes,
car wheels and eventually shipbuilding
plates. Further extensions would fol-
low with development. Mr. Moore ex-
rected to take up the question of the
British Columbia works after New
Year.

REPORT SUBMITTED
TO MANUFACTURERS

Increases in Membership and
Revenue of Canagdian
Association.

Hamilton, Sept. 16.—In presenting his
annual report at the convention of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association
yesterday, Secretary Murray, Toronto,
after alluding to the successful year
that had just passed, pointed out the
need of improvements. - He suggested
that a commercial guide containing a
list of all. bona fide manufacturers and
exporters in the Dominion be publish-
ed for circulation instead of a list con-
taining only the names of members of
the association as published at pres-
ent. He next remarked upon the need
of a legal department to give necessary
assistance in legal and parliamentary
work. As a means of augmenting the
association’s income, he suggested that
a charge be made for services now ren-
dered members by the various depart-
ments. In winding up he deprecated
the apathy displayed by members as to
the welfare of the organization and
stated that all should urge manufac-
turers to come in and even to force
them if necessary.

Discussion followed which was
brought to a close by the proposal.of
a resolution confiding the matter of a
legal department to a committee which
is to report at the next meeting of the
executive council. A committee also
appointed to look into the membership
question and suggest a method of in-
creasing it.

Treasurer Booth reported that the
surplus assets had been reduced from
$21,945 to $16,000, Receipts from all
sources were $52,150,098, an increase of
$3,422.02 over the previous year, Dis-
bursements were $54,626.15, the deficit
being offset by a balance. of $7,751. 97,
carried over from last year. The re-
port of the membership and recep-
tion committee showed that the mem-
bership now, totalled 2,356, an increase

ver last year of 171,

LARGE NITRE BEDS
IN CALIFORN|A

Mojave Valley Deposits Prom-
ise to Surpass Those of
Chile.

New York, Sept. 16.—That San Ber-
nardine county, California, contains
cnormous nitre beds that' promise
surpass the famous Chilean deposi
was the announcement made to-d
Wm. J, Dingee, a California millio
aire, who has located claims aggregu
ing 16,000 acres, in the district. Ti
deposit, which Dingee asserted is fah
ously rich, is located near Johanne
burg, on the Majave desert. Mining
experts sent to Johannesburg to inve
tigate, reported so favorably that ne-
gotiations were entered Into with the
Southern Pacific for the construction
of a branch line into the Lone Willow
district, where the claims are located

According to Dingee, samples of the
deposits analyzed contained from 25 to
28 per cent pure nitre. He is said to
have interested several New York
financiers in the development of the
claims,

Almost the entire world’'s supply of
nitre at present comes from the Chilean
deposits which are controlled by the
Rothchilds. The cost of production in
the South American republic is about
$40 a ton, to which is added $11 export
duty. This duty is one of the largest
sources cf revenue of the Chilean gov-
ernment,

Bridgman Declares
Abandoned by

Boston, Sept. 14.—In a special dis-
patch from Sydney, N. 8., Herbert L
Bridgman, secretary of the Peary
Arctic Club, declared himself indignant
over the criticism directed against
Commander Robert E, Peary for taking
Cook’s stores in the north. Bridgman
is quoted as having said that Peary
had the right to take the stores as Cook
had abandoned them.

The friends of Dr. Cook, however, are
loud in their protestations .that Cook
did not abandon the stores ‘cached
away, but that they were left unguard-
ed because Rudolph Francke, who was
protecting them, was taken sick and
was compelled to return to civilization,

Denies Report of Trouble.

Sydney, N. 8., Sépt. 14.—Mrs. Robert
E. Peary -yesterday denied .that there
was any treuble among the crew on
the Roosevelt because Peary took the
negro Hanson with him on his final
dash for the pole instead of a white
man.

“There is no color line in the Arctic
region,” said Mrs, Peary, ‘“and I am
sure that the negro’s. color was not
the cause of any indignation on the
part of other members of the crew.”

Boatswain’s Story.

St.” John’s, Nfid.,, Sept. 4.—Allan
WHittén; who “was’ “boatswain of - the
Peary auxiliary steamer: Erik in 1905,
and again in 1908, gave his quota to
the Polar controversy yesterday. On
his expeditions he naturally saw much
of Peary and Peary’'s plans: He was
also in the Erik in the summer of 1907,
when she lay for a week in Sydney
harbor alongside the schooner John R.
Bradley, in which Dr. Cook was start-
ing for the Pole. : The Erik that year
was going to. Hudson’s Bay for the gov-
ernment. Whitten says that the Brad-
ley was abundantly equipped for Cook’s
expedition, having suppiles for at least
three years.

He confirms Cook’s charge at Copen-
hagen that Peary’s people took Cook’s
provisions, adding that not only did
the crew of the ship take Dr, Cook’s
stores that were at Etah, but boats
were sent to Annotok, thirty miles dis-
tant to rémove €Cook’s provisions
which were stored there. Whitten ad-
mitted, however, that hé-did not know
if this removal was by arrangement
between Rudolphe Francke, who was
left in charge of the provisions, and
Peary;, or Peary’'s representatives.

The boatswain also made the state-
ment that -Cook’s and Francke's col-
lections of ivory and skins, some of
them very valuable;” were likewise
taken. He said that the trouble with
Peary’s previous expeditions had been
lack of supplies, Instead of remaining
away -for .three years, Commander
Peary was compelled to return after
about 15 months, the real reason,
Whitten declared, being that he did not
have enough supplies to remain longer.

They
were mate J. J. Moore and two seamen,
(i. Alexander and W. Cavin, Alexander
received the greatest shock, it sending
him into the water, The others were
slightly injured. All were taken to the
hospital on arrival here, but the mate
was able to leave for home after hav-
ing his eye dressed., The others are still
at the hospital.

The buoy was replaced after being
lifted and recharged. Four separate
explosions occurred at intervals of some
minutes. The buoy was then taken in
tow and brought to the Government
wharf in this city.

The Joliffe recharged a buoy at
Kyuquot and delivered a quantity of
coal at Carmanah on the present trip.
‘While at the latter place the men who
were discharging the coal were
marooned at the lighthouse and had to
spend a night on the beach. They had
just landed a boat load of coal when
the wind rose suddenly and the sea
became too boisterous to allow them
to return to the steamer.

Details of the accident disclose
story of great bravery on the part of
a second-class petty officer of the tor-
pedo-boat destroyer. Unfortunately, |
the man’s name was not known, but a
sailor from ‘one of his Majesty’s shipsi
at Wei Hai Wei recounted the incident
as follows: When the tube burst below
there were about half-a-dozen men in
the stoke-hold and vicinity. The burst-
ing of the tube was followed by a huge
volume of steam rushing from the
hold, and realizing that an accident had
occurred the petty officer forced his
way below and immediately set to work
to secure the safety of the ship and
at the same time stop the rush of steam
and scalding water. In this he was
successful after a terrible experience,
The work of getting the other men out
was begun at once and it -is reported
that those who wille below and got out
alive owe their lives to the bravery of
this man. All the men were got to the
deck alive, but one was so badly scald-
ed that he died shortly afterwards, and
another was very badly injured, and
died later. When all danger was pass-
ed the petty officer came on deck, we
are told, and said ‘““‘Are the boys all
right?” and on being answered in the
affirmative he replied that he thought
he was about finished., The man then
collapsed, and died without regaining
consciousness, His hands were - beyond
description.

" INVESTORS TURN TO
BRITISH COLUMBIA
English  Manufacturer
Purchase Zinc in This
Province.

Will

That British capital, attracted by the
solid basis upon which the mining in-
dustry of British Columbia is at pres-
ent being conducted, is likely ta come
into the province in large and steadily
increasing amounts within the next few
vears is the opinion of John B. Orr,
president of the great English firm
of Orr's Zinc White, Limited, of Liver-
pool, who is now touring the province
with a view to making arrangements
for obtaining zinc for use in the manu-
facture of zinc paint, which is steadily
replacing the older form ?f lead) paint.
In most countries there is a growing
objection to preserving the insides of
houses with a coloring material made
of lead owing to the poisonous nature
of the salts of that metal This is es-
pecially so in France, where the gov-
ernment has taken strong measures to
discourage the public from asing paint
manufactured from lead: That the
consumption of zinc Wwill rise rapidly
therefore seems certain.

In conversation with a representative
of the Nelson Daily News, Mr. Qrr
said:

“I think that the British eapitalist
will be only too glad to find such a
profitable field for investment of his
money as British Columbia, from what
I have seen of it, appears to be. All
that is necessary is for him to get to
know something about your provinee.
So far it has been almost terra in-
cognita but just in proportion as the
English capitalist obtains reliable
knowledge of your great province will
he become financially interested. The
British investor is generally of a fairly
careful nature, but he is never blind
to a chance for solid and safe. invest-
ment of his money and I believe that
in British Columbia he will find a field
entirely after his own heart,

“I have been delighted with my trip
through Canada and with the tremend-
ous possibilities which I. have seen
open out before me, There is easily
room for twenty to thmrty millions more
people in this great Dominion, and I do
not think it will be very many years
before the increase in your population
will reach this figure.

“Since crossing the Atlantic I have
seen practically all the provinces of
Canada with the exception of Ontario.
Of Ontario I cannot speak but British
Columbia is far, very far ahead of the
rest. Your ‘provinee is the most at-
tractive, most seductive place in the
whole vast Dominion of Cdnada, It
is a great province, I might say coun-
try, and as I said before, opens an ex-
cellent field for investment.

“I also visited the board of trade of-
fices and saw some splendid samples
of ~inc ore and galena. What astonish-
ed me most was the high values in
silver which theé argentiferous lead ore
carries  in this distriet.
mines in England, and if we get 10 to
12 ounces of silver to the ton we think
it is something extraordinary, but here
1 understand the values frequently run
into hundreds of ounces to the ton,

“Up to the present my company,
which uses a vast amount of zinc, has
purchased very little from Canada, but
I intend that this shall be altered. I
have arranged that some large sam-
ples of zinc shall be sent to my works
in Liverpool and we shall be able to
use very large quantities of the metal.
We are as cnxious to obtain zinc as
you here in British Columbia are to
gell it. I do not jsee why the old coun-
try should not sfpipport the British Col-
umbia zinc industry {n preference to
that of the United States. One great
inducement -to the British user of zinc
to buy from Canada is that there are
no troublesome tariff restrictions and
changes, such as there are in the
States.”

Mr. Orr is accompanied on his British
Columbia trip by W, A. Reid of Lon-
don and Aberdeen, who is associated
with him in many business enterprises.
Mr. Reid spoke on similar lines to Mr.
Orr, saying: “The British capitalist is
turning rapidly towards British Colum-
bia as an-outlet for the investment of
capital. As an example of the interest
which is being taken by the old coun-
try capitalists I may say that a leading
financial paper a few days ago stated
that from $2,000,000 to $3,000,000 of Eng-
lish money would be invested in this

' province within a short period of time.

“I am particularly glad to have been
during by tour of British Columbia
that nowhere is there any sign of a
boom but that steady development and
progress is nearly everywhere evident.
It is very largely this absence of any
signs of a boom which has induced Mr.
Orr and myself to decide to look into
one or two mining enterprises here with
a view to investing some capital, There
are certainly great opportunities for in-
vestment if a little judgment is used.

‘“Yes,” continued Mr, Reid, “Canada
is a great country and has many great
provinces, but the greatest and fairest
of them all is British Columbia. One
day, in the not distant future, she will
be the most prosperous of the whole
Dominion. I need not say much about
the mines except that I was astonish-
ed to find that so much zinc was lying
unused and often going to waste in the
Kootenays. It seems to me-to be most
regrettable that, owing to lack of
smelting facilities, so many tons of
the precious meta] are yearly being
thrown into the lakes and on to the
waste dumps.”

Messrs, Orr and Reid, .who came to
Canada in connection with the sessions
of the British Association at Winnipeg,
will return to England via Montreal
and New York.

SIR R. CARTWRIGHT
\_ VISITS THE COAST

Minister\of Trade Impressed
With Possibilities of
the West.

Vancouver, Sept. 15. — Sir Richard
Cartwright, federal minister of trade
and commerce, arrived in the city Mon-
day night on his first visit to the Pa-
cific coast. Although his first trip west
has been primarily for the sake of
recruiting his health, he has come pre-
pared to take back with him, as did
the other members of the .Dominion
cabinet who visited here this summer,
a -full appreciation of the progress, pos-
sibilities and needs of this western

land.

The scourge of rheumatism drove
the minister west in the first instance,
and for the past three weeks he has
been taking the baths at Harrison Hot
Springs. His son, Dr. C, Cartwright,
went up to the springs Monday. Sir
Richard returned to-day, and expects
to be in the Dominion capital by Sun-
day, in time to attend a meeting of the
cabinet on Monday. It was at first his
intention to visit a son, Colonel Cart-
wright, at Summerland, B. C.,, but lack
of time will not permit.

Sir Richard came through the prai-
ries at the time they were cutting the
wheat, and the sight of the miles and
miles of yellow grain ready for the
threshing machine was an inspiring
one. He says the country-.is going to
have another bountiful erop this year,
and expects that his’ department will
receive a great deal of the benefit.

It is just twenty-two years since he
was last in British Columbia, and then
he was no further west than Revel-
stoke. .This is his first visit to the
coast.

TELEGRAPH AND TELEPHONE.

Negotiatio.ns for Consolidation of
Western Union and American
Bell Companies.

New York, Sept. 15.—The New York
News bureau yesterday authorized the
statement that considerable progress
has been made toward consolidation of
the Western Union Telegraph Com-
pany and the American Bell Telephone
Company, The telephone company has
been trying for several months to con-
trol the Western Union, but the offi-
cials could not agree upon terms,

Recently negotiations were resumed,
and it is understood that the telephone
company is seeking the Gould and Sage
holdings as well as buying heavily in
the open market.

IDEAL LOCATION FOR
NAVAL RESERVE

Commander * Stratton Speaks
of the Advantages of
Puget Sound.

Seattle, Wash,, Sept, 15. — “Puget
Sound, with its inland waters, ifs many
cities, its vast shipping, its recognized
position of supremacy in regard to the
commerce and politics of the Pacific,
offers to-day the most ideal location in
the United States for a powerful naval
reserve.”

This was the statement of Samuel
‘W. Stratton, commander-of the naval
reserve - of the district of Columbia,
who left for Washington yesterday
after a short visit to the exposition.
Continuing, he said:

“In Seattle, Tacoma, Everett and
Bellingham enough reserves could be
mustered to ask for and receive a naval
vesse] from the government. It is, as
I say, the ideal coast, and Washington
should have ready for the government
in time of war several thousand well
trained reserves. And, think of it. You
have a navy yard right here at your
door.”

As Lieut, Stratton, he and-his divis-
ion of 65 men of the Illinois naval re-
gerve, were of great value to the navy
in 09mpleting the crew of the battle-
ship 'Oregon when it had made its fa-
mous dash around the Horn to take its
part in the Spanish war and reached
Key West far short of its complement.

Vancouver, Sept. 14.—Thirty passen-
gers on a B. C. Electric car running
from Stevenston to
rowly escaped serious injuries while
the car Ladner had a portion of the
roof demolished by .the criminal care-
lessness of those blasting stumps at
what is known as the Horseshoe bend,
Without warning, as the car was start-
ing down the grade at a slow rate, a
terrific explosion occurred right along-
side of the car, and a big stick of tim-
ber shot through the air landing on the
roof of the car and breaking a hole
through, also smashing the rear sign-
board.

ON FIRST HUSBAND'S GRAVE.

New York Musician Killed -His Wife
and Shot Himself.

Charles A, Orlamunder, a New York
musician, 65 years old, shot his crippled
wife dead and then killed himself with
the same revolver at the grave of the
woman’s first husband, The bodies
were found in Hoboken cemetery in
such a position that it is thought the
wife must have been leaning forward
on her crutches over the grave when
her husband shot her above the left
ear,

At the sound of the two shots, the
superintendent of the cemetery . hur-
ried in the direction of the reports. He
found the woman on her back, dead,
at the feet of the man, who was sit-
ting on a bench still breathing faint-
ly. He died before he could be taken
to an hospital,

A curt letter to an undertaker,
found in Mrs. Orlamunder’s handbag,
pointed straight to an agreement be-
tween wife and husband to die to-
gether,

“Bury us, and, whatever the ex-
pense, you will be paid,” it directed. A
card in Orlamundelr’s pocket gave the
name of a friend, who, an endorse-
ment explained, would provide money
for the funeral. Fifteen dollars and
a little loose change were in a pocket-
book.

A deed of title from the woman’s
first husband to the burial plot where
the two died, was found in the wife's
handbag.

MORE FARMERS ARE
NEEDED, SAYS HILL

Unless  Agricultural Population
is Increased U. S. Must
import Wheat.

Chicago, Sept. 15.—“The idea that we
feed the world is being corrected, and
unless we can increase the agricul-
tural population and the product, the
question of a source of food supply at
home wil] soon supersede the question
of a market for our own products
abroad.”

This was the warning given by
James J. Hill at the convention of the
American Bankers’ Association yester-
day during a discussion of the decline
of agriculture and its consequences.
Mr. Hill's subject was “National
Wealth and the Farm.”

“We have,” said the speaker, *“al-
most reached a point where, owing to
increased population without increased
production peér acre, our home food
supply will be insufficlent’ for our
own needs. Within ten years, possibly
less, we are likely to become a wheat
importing nation. The percentage of
the population engaged in agriculture
and the wheat product per acre are
Poth falling, at the same time the cost
of living is raised everywhere by this
relative scarcity of bread, by arti-
ficial Increase in the price of all man-
ufactured articles and by a habit of
extravagance which has enlarged the
view of both rich and poor of what are
te¢ be considered the necessaries of life.
These plain facts should disturb and
arouse not only the economic student,
but the men who are most intimately
related to the wealthof the nation and
most concerned that it shall not suffer
loss or decrease.”

Mr. Hill declared that never yet has
enhanced cost of living, when due to
agricultural decline and inability to
supply national needls, failed to end
in the national disaster. Mr. Hill said
the farm is our main reliance and that
every other activity depends on that.
He asserted, however, that the ma-
jority of people fail to realize practi-
cally the declining status of agricul-
ture in the country.

RELIEVED OF CASH.
Visitor to Seattle Reports His Loss to
the Police.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 14.—George E.
Annis requested the police to-day .to
endeavor to locate a new-found friend
who separated him from $100 last
night.

Annis, who came over from Vic-
toria on the steamer Princess: Char-
lotte, was approached by an ‘affable
well dressed young man, with whom
he became friendly.

The stranger announced that he
was going to take Annis out for a
short spin. They stepped into a cab
and were bowling pleasantly along
when the affable stranger suddenly
inquired, ““How strong are you,
friend ?”’

For answer Annis hauled forth his
wallet, which contained $100 in green-
backs. Calmly the stranger trans-
ferred the wallet and contents to his
own pocket and put Annis out into
the street.

Victoria, will this year do so, and “kill
two birds with one stone'*—take in the
fair here and afterwards go on to’ Se-
attle for the exposition. Recognizing
that from amongst the thousands of
vigitors to Seattle, Victoria ought to
try and draw a good share to Victoria,
Secretary Smart is devoting much at-
tention to advertising the show in the
Sound city. He is carrying special ad-
vertisements in the Seatile newspapers
and has an agent at the exposition
grounds distributing literature, All
the transportation companies have
agreed to offer special rates for the
fair week.

TWO FISHERMEN ;
HAVE NARROW ESCAPE

Nelson Residents Almost Drown
+ When, Their Boat
Capsizes.

Nelson, Sept. 14—Two young men,
residents of Nelson, had an extremely
narrow escape from drowning at Wil-
liams siding, about five miles west of
the city. The two had gone fishing,
and when starting to return’ in some
way upset a boat which they were
using and were forced to cling to the
upturned craft until rescued, forty min-
utes later, by Joseph Marsden and Mr.

RICH ORE FOUND
IN SUMMIT CAMP

Samples From the Tulameen
Run Over Four Hundred
Dollars to the Ton.

—— s

Rossland, Sept. 14.—Charles Connell,
the veteran . prospector, has arrived
from the Hope Summit of the Tula-
meen from what is known as the Sum-
mit camp, which is a great mining
centre in the making. Mr. Connell had
with him a number of samples of ore
from the celtic Chief group, which he
has been developing for the past eleven
yvears. The samples are galena, carry-
ing high values in gold, silver, copper
and lead. Assays show that this ore
runs a little over $400 to the ton. The
ore was taken from a blind ledge, run-
ning east and west dnd was encounter-
ed while driving a crosscut in a north-
erly direction to tap the main lead,
which runs east and west. The ledge
from which the ore was taken is six
feet wide, with a pay streak of twelve
inches the balance being concentrat-
ing ore. The main lead is seven feet
wide and carries ore similar in char-
acter to that of the lead from which
the ore: was taken, In the Celtic group,
owned by Mr. Connell, there are four
claims, the Celtic Chief, Celtic Chief
fraction, the Blue Bird and the Black
Bird.

Mr .Connell says the first claim stak-
ed in Summit camp was in 1891, and
by J. L. Sutter, for Terre Haute, In-
diana, syndicate. A little later Robert
Stevenson, a well-known Similkameen
prospector, made several locations
there. Dan . Ross, another  prospector
of that section, at a later time, also
put down some stakes in claims there.
Mr. Connell was the fourth and took
up the Celtic Chief group eleven years
ago. Two years since Andy Jensen
staked the east extension of the Celtic
Chief and has some valuable proper-
ties, showing ore from the surface.

The ledges are found on a contact
between lime and porphyry and are
strong, continuous and well defined,
running cast and west,

The owners of the several groups in
the camp have done considerable work
on their properties and there are eight
different claims from which shipments
can be made at once, so advanced is
their . development, provided transpor-
tation was afforded. The surveyed line
of the V., V. & E. over the Hope
mountains, which are a portion of the
Cascade range, is within eight miles of
the Summit camp. There is as large
a mineral area as the Slocan to be
opened up, and it is considered to be
even more valuable than the Slocan
as the ore is of a higher grade.

In the Summit p, half a mile
from the silver-lea properties, Mr.
Connell also owns a group of copper-
gold claims, consisting of the Empress,
the Summer Star and the Red Light.
The ledges are from 8 to 9 feet wide, as
far as developed, and the ore in the
ledges runs as high as 12 per cent.
copper with high gold values. He in-
tends to give 'these his attention next
year, as he considers them valuable, in
view of the coming transportation fa-
cilities.

WASHINGTON OFFICIAL
DIES SUDDENLY

Col. F. D. Heustis, of Olympia,
Passes Away From Heart
Failure.

Olympia, Wash., Sept, 15.—Col. Fred
D. Heustis, member of the state cap-
ital land commission, former collector
of customs of the Puget Sound dis-
trict and prominent in the state for
many years, is dead here of heart fail-
ure. Col, Heustis expired last even-
ing while sitting in an easy chair on
the porch of his residence here. He
had been apparently in the best of
health and after eating a hearty din-
ner, had walked to the porch to read
the day’s newspapers.

Col. Heustis, who was 68 years o!
age, leaves a widow and three sons,
one of whom resides in Los Angeles
and another in California. He won a
creditable record in the civil war and
afterward was engaged in railroad con-
tracting. He built a portion of the
Great Northern through Montana and
also the Grays Harbor branch of the
Northern Pacific in Washington.

| PERMANENCY OF
ROAD CONSTRUCTION

| Major Shepherd Delivers Lec-
ture at Vancouver—Dust
Prevention.

Vancouver, Sept, 14.—Permanency of
road construction was the point em-
phasized by Major James Shepherd, the
good roads expert, in his lecture at the
city hall last night. He maintainec
that even in the suburban districts i
was far better to put down good roads
and walks than to do simply grad-
ing and planking which
never give good satisfaction, and i
variably, with the first and
costs, proved an _expensive
tion.

Yesterday was spent in a close in-
spection of the streets of Vancouver
under the guidance of the city engi-
neer, so that the speaker came to the
meetmg with some knowledge of local
conditions,

The streets of this city did not seem
to make an entirely favorable impres-
sion upon him. For one thing, - he
thought that there was altogether too
much dirt round. Then, again, the
streets had ditches at the side that
were much wider than necessary. For
a roadway of a residential street, he
thought that a width of 24 feet was
sufficient. In every case concrete curh-
ing and boulevards should be adopted.
It might seem like an extra expense,
but the improved impression that it
made on visitors pald for any extra
cost. The average visitor would never
know about the water:system or ths
sewerage, but he could always see the
streets.

Streets, the lecturer declared, were
like railways. The time was when the
railroads followed the settlements, but
now it was the other way around. And
it was the same way with streets. Now
enterprising companies made the roads
and streets first, and then sold the
lots after. City councils should do the
same,

Major Shepherd was not disposed to
favor the use of macadam, as, in his
opinion it was not at all durable, and
its up-keep was entirely too costly. In
the east the use of asphalt blocks had
been found very satisfactory. Vitrified
brick was also good. In the west the
cost of paving was about a third high-
er than in the east. Asphalt blocks
cost there, laid on five inches of con-
crete and an inch of mortar, about $2.50
per square yard, and brick about five
cents per yard less,

Méthods for dust prevention were also
considered, and Major Shepherd said
that the use of oil had in many places
proved beneficial. ~Salt water was also
valuable. Dirty streets brought disease
and no city should spare pains to keep
its streets just as clean as possible.

The use of a grading machine was
recommended. The lecturer said that
even in this place of trees and stones,
there were miles of streets that. ought
to be graded with a machine, He
claimed that with four horses and three
men as much could be done with a
grader as with two or three dozen men
with picks and shovels.

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BENEFITS OF IRRIGATION.

Spring Wheat Yield in Alberta Is
Increased.

Calgary, Sept. 14.—“Two acres of my
spring wheat goes 60 bushels to the
acre; the balance runs 40 bushels.
‘While the latter yield pays handsome-
ly, I could have secured 60 bushels per
acre from the entire field by applying
water,” such is the statement of Mr,
Budd, of Gleichen,

When asked the cause of the in-
creased yield, he said: “A portion of
the field yielding 60 bushels was sub-
irrigated, water from the ditch perco-
lating through theé soll and reaching
the roots of a strip of wheat two acres
in extent and adjacent to the ditch.
This wheat secured more moisture
than the portion of the field depending
upon natural rainfall and this is the
only reason for the 50 per cent, increase
in yield. Next year I will use water
and increase my entire crop returns 50
per cent.”

On the farm of ¥, W. Crandall,
Gleichen, is another striking example
of the benefit of the artificial applica-
tion of water. On thi§ farm the sow-
ing of 160 acres winter wheat was fin-
ished on the 31st of August, 159% acres
being irrigated, but the remaining half
acre not reached by water. To-day the
irrigated portion of the field is covered
with a splendid stand of wheat six
inches in height, and just commencing
to stool, while the half atre;" although
sown at the same time, shows no
growth worthy of notice. The appear-
ance of Mr. Crandall’s wheat is so
much in advance of any sown in the
Gleichen district this year that many
farmers are now irirgating their wheat,
although the same has been sown some
time.

CRUSHED TO DEATH.

Pittsburg, Sept. 14—One man Wwas
killed and nine others seriously injur-
ed yesterday when the walls of the
Blanck Transfer & Storage Compahy’s
building, recently destroyed, by fire
collapsed, demolishing two adjoining
buildings and burying more than 2
dozen men in the ruins.

The dead man, Herbert Tiege, an
employee of a local paper company,
with those who were seriously in-
jured, were in a two-story hotel next
door to the walls when the accident oc
curred.

Two workingmen were tearing down
the walls of the Blanck building when
the crash came. The men Were unable
to jump, and both rode the walls to
the ground in safety, filve stories be-
low. The monetary damage is esti-
mated at about $15,000.

She, how-
ever, showed the advantage the ‘build-
ing would be to the women of Victoria,
thanked the societies for their ¢o-opérd-
tion and hoped they would work loyal-
ly to fulfil their pledges of support. She
regretted that it was impossible for her
to be present during the exhibition.

On this matter of the woman's
building and betting at the races, Mrs.
Williscroft reported for the W.C.T.U.
that the society would have nothing
to do with the exhibition under exist-
ing conditions.

Mrs. Hasell and Mrs. Jenkins on the
other hand believed that faith should
be kept with Mrs. Richards. Mrs.
Hasell said that the Daughters of Pity,
the King’'s Daughters and the Woman’s
Auxiliary believed it was best to over-
come evil with good. None but the
kindest feeling was shown towards
Mrs. Richards by al] the speakers.

The following resolution was unani-
mously passed:

“The officers and members of the
Local Council of Women of Victoria
hereby enter.a grave and earnest pro-
test against the action of the board of
directors of the Agricultural Associa-
tion in allowing bookmakers at the fall
races, and we also place on record our
sense that we have been unfairly dealt
with by.those who introduced the
bookmakers, in that after we had been
irduced to pledge ourselves to support
the fair in the interests of the women’'s
building under the impression . that
everything .connected with . the fair
would be conducted on the same lines
as last year without any warning be-
ing given to wus that an element of
which we whoilly disapprove would be
introduced in -connection with the fair,
and without our being allowed: any
voice in the matter.”

The treasurer had no general busi-
ness to report upon, but on the matter
of the entertainment of the delegates
from the congress reported that there
had been expended $666, and a balance
of $5.75 was left on han@. The report
was received with gratificgtion. The
treasyrer, Mrs. Gould, was }hanked for
her very valuable services, and the
committee discharged with the thanks
of the council. g

The president brought up the mat-
ter of the recent decision of the school
trustees to appoint a man as principal
over the boys’ and girls’ schools. It
wag decided to leave to the president
and the president of the Mothers’
Club the task of writing to the trus-
tees, pointing out the advisability of
having ‘a girls’ school in the city and
allowing its principal to be a woman.

A letter was received from the pro-
vincial vice-president, Mrs. Day, point-
ing out that there were no funds for
provincial organization. A provincial
ronference had been held in Victoria
in 1908, at which it was resolved that
the conferences should be held annual-
ly in October, and an invitation to at-
tend one in Vancouver had been ac-
cepted, - It had, however, been deemed
by Mrs. Day advisable to defer the
conference till funds had been raised
for the payment of the expenses of the
delegates, and she had written to the
councils for an expression of opinion,
and asked the Victoria council for
their decision on the matter.

A reference was then made to the de-
cision of the quinquennial on provin-
cia] organization, and Mrs. Day said
she would be gtad at any time to give
an account of the proceedings.

As to the date of the meeting of the
provincial conference the Victoria

eouncils agreed to abide by the declsion

of the other local councils of the prov-

ince. It was also agreed that Mrs. Day
be asked to meet the council and ex-
plain clearly the action of the quin-
quennial on the matter of provincial
organijzation,

Mrs. Day wrote she had obtained
from the managing director of the Col-
onist permission to issue a woman's
adition of the paper, and asked the ad-
vice of the counci] as to whether it
should be issued on Sunday preceding
the annual meeting or the Wednesday
after.

The introduction of this subject was
followed by considerable discussion,

The statement in the Toronto News
that the womens edition of the Colonist
was to be accepted by the local counci?
was referred to and described as incor-
rect, *

Several spoke on the subject and re-
sponsibility for the proposed publica-
tion denied.

The matter was formally dropped,
the publication being left entirely in
the hands of Mrs. Day, it being set
forth that as it was a private enter-
prise of Mrs, Day’'s the council was
not in & position to give any opinion
on the matter.

A Jetter from Mrs, Cummings stat-
ing explicitly the attitude of the Na-
tional Council respecting provincial
organigation, as clearly defined at the
last meeting of the council, was read,
and ordered spread on the minutes.

SEATTLE WILL WAGE
WAR AGAINST RATS

Giant Traps Will Extend
“Nearly Two Miles Along
Waterfront.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 14.—Giant rat
traps, extending nearly two miles to
catch waterfront rats, will be installed
by the city department of health and
sanitation, according to plans under
consideration to-day by Dr. J. E.
Criehton, commissioner. of health. This
plan is more economical than former
methods, because it requires less at-
tention. A large v-shaped corral will
be built at regular intervals, the
sides of high wire netting, the opening
of the “v” facing the wa'ter and the
point-extending back to the rear of the
overhanging wharf. At the point of
the “v” a small opening will give into
a barrel sunk flush with the ground
and covered with a door, so hinged
that it will drop the rats into the bar-
rel beneath. BY means of this pitfaill
ic is hoped te keep the rats well
tkinned out.

ASSAULT CASE

Hearing of Charge ' Against
Hugh Springer and De-
te(;tive Walsh.

Vancouver, Sept. 14.—Hugh Springer,
manager of the Minoru track, and Chief
Walsh, of the¢ Canadian detective
agency, appeared before Mr. Foulkner,
J. P., at Steveston on a charge of ag-
gravated assault laid by Henry Moon,
a Seattle telegraph operator. The case
arose out of Moon and Plummer, two
Americans, working a correspondence
system by which results of the races
were wired away to agents in Seattle
and Victoria, thereby beating out ths
official results of the races at Minoru
park.

A few days before
the races he met Springériand Walsh
and he was refused the “privilege of
sending results unless he'paid $200 a
day. "
but would try to get the $200,
given a pass to the track.

On the day of the assault Moon
claimed he received a note from an
auto driver while he was at Eburne,
supposedly from his partner Plummer,
saying come to the track at once. He
went, but found the note was a hoax,
Moon claimed that he was telephoning
the results of the races, as received
from his partner at the track, to Seat-
tle. When he got to the, gate at the
track an officer placed him under ar-
rest. He wag taken to a room in which
were two men and his partner Plum-
mer. The latter was taken away and
the door locked after Springer came in.
At the time of the assault there was a
Mr. Johnson and a Mr, Carlisle, be-
sides Springer in the room. Springer
called him a fou] name and said: “You
will steal from me,” and, then struck
him on the face. Moon said that as
Springer was a . bigger man than he
was, he did not consider it a good plan
to fight back.

At the time of the assault the door
was locked and he .could not get away.
A photographer then came into the
room and took his photograph, and
Springer then made him sign an ar-
ticle to the paper and also a telegram
to Clancy, in Seattle, to whom he was
sending results.

Later, continued Moon, Walsh and
Springer came back and asked him if
he had had enough and would quit
sending results to Seattle and Victoria.
He refused.

CANON HENSON AS
INTERPRETER OF LAWS

Action by Bishop of Birming-
ham Has Been
Dropped.

®anon Henson, of Westminster, who
addressed the Canadian c¢lub in this
city a few weeks ago, has upon his re-
turn to England been relieved of a
threatened action against him by the
Rishop of Birmingham. under an old
ecclesiastical law.

The Bishop of Birmingham has de-
cided mot to take the action in the
Court of Arches which he contemplated
some time ago against Carnon Hensley
Henson. The action rose out of the
canon’s preaching in the Digbeth In-
stitute, Birmingham, last March, not-
withstanding a formaj] inhipition by the
bishop, to whom an appeal had been
made by the incumbent of the parish
in which the Digbeth Institute is sit-
uaied. Bishop Gore has written as fol-
lows to Canva Henson:

“August 23, 1909.

“My dear Henson—] see that you are
home again; anq I see also that you
have made some allusion to probable
action on my part with regard to what
occurred just before Easter, when you
left ©ngland,

“it was undoubtedly my intention
then to proceed against you in the
Ccurt of Arches for what was, in my
cpinion, a serfous violation of a funda-
menta] principle of our church admin-
istration; and accordingly immediately
after Easter I consulted lawyers, and
I was assured by them that my suit
should be successful. But time has
passed, and I find that I cannot bring
myself to believe that it is my duty to
revive the matter. I am writing, there-
fore, simply to tell you that I have let
the matter drop, and am going to do
nothing more.

“C. BIRMINGHAM.

“Bishop’s Croft, Birmingham,”

In an-interview, since the letter was
written, Canon Henson said that he
had requested the bishop to publish the
letter. He added: “] do not think
there is really very much more for me
to say. When a man threatens to take
legal action, and then, as the time
draws near for the proceedings to take
effect, says, ‘I have reconsidered the
matter and decided to take ho further
proceedings,’ the inference to be drawn
is obvious. I suppose that the bishop
has taken his course after due consid-
eration.” ;

Asked if he would be prepared to ac-
cept in future a similar invitation from
Mr, Jowett or any one else in the dio-
cese of Birmingham, Canon Henson re-
plied: “Unquestionably. Why should
I Not? I maintain that my construc-
tion of law and duty is correct. I have
not receded from my position. I
should think that is quite obvious to the
whole world. INow that this challenge
has been withdrawn my view holds the
field. I think it would be ungenerous
on my part to rub it in.”

Canon Henson added that he left the
press and the public to draw their own
conclusions from the affair.

HARD TO ESTABLISH
IDENTITY OF A DOG

Judge Lampman in Couhty
Court Confronted With Puz-
ling Problem.

Much amusement was provided for
all who happened to be present in the
County court on Tuesday when Judge
Lampman heard evidence in the case
of Greenwood vs. Birnie, idents of
Kingston street, the plainti harging
that defendant’'s dog did deliberately,
with malice aforethought, forcibly en-
ter upon his premises and there slay,
in the most cruel and cold-blooded
fashion, certain little ‘pet rabbits, to
the number of sixteen. One Belgian
hare was also assassinated before the
murderous canine’s lust for blood was
satisfied.

To satisfy the damage which the
plaintiff suffered in the loss of these
pets’ he asked that the defendant be
mulcted to the tune of $40,

W. H. Langley represented the plain-
tiff, and the case for the defendant
wag in the hands of J. A. Aikman.

Both sides called a large number of
witnesses, and in taking of their testi-
mony a splendid {Hustration was fur-
nished of the possibilities that exist
for a ‘difference of opinion ‘where the
identity of an ordinary dog, with no
particular distinguishing marks, is con-
cerned.

The witnesses on behalf of the plain-
tiff had not the slightest doubt that it
was Birnie’s dog that had donhe the
murderous deed.

She was sure of this for the simple
reason that during the day of the crime
that particular dog had been reclining
in the most peaceful fashion on its ae-
customed bed in the woodshed, and the
door was locked so that he could mot
have got out. She remembered that
date well for the reason that the as-

sault upon the rabbits happened coin-.

cidently with a trip which her husband
had made to Vancouver to purchase a
horse.

Judge Lampman listened to much evi-
dence of this sort of a contradictory
character and reserved judgment.

Re Relieved of Respon-
sibility.

Owing to the increasing business of
the Canadian Pacific railway system
another change has been put into ef-
fect for the distribution of the work,
by which in future the Atlantic steam-
ship service will be placed directly
under the supervision of Mr. 'G. M.
Bosworth, fourth wvice-president »f the
system, Hitherto this business has
been under the direct .supervision ¢f
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, to whom u.l
reports were sent. - The work devo v-
ing upon the president, however, has
become so great that it was {ound
necessary to relieve his office of a
good deal of the detail work, with
the result that the trans-Atlantic
Steamship business has been transfer-
red to Mr. Boswosth,

A circular has been
Thomas Shaughnessy setting forth
that “Commencing October 1st, the
operation and maintenance of the Can-
adian Pacific Railway Company’s At-
lantic Steamship line will be unces the
Jurisdiction and supervision of Mr. G.g
M. Bosworth, fourth vice-president.
The manager of the line will' repart to
Mr. Bosworth and be governed by his
instructions.”

This change will not affect the other
steamship services of the C, P. R. cn
the Great Lakes and the Pacifie,
which will report as hitherto direct
to the president. The move, hows
ever, is taken as indicating that the
increasing importance of: the Can-
adian Pacific’'s maritime business will
eére long lead to the whole: steamship
department being placed under the
direct supervision of one of the wvice-
presidents, 'and that Mr. Bosworth’s
jurisdiction will eventually be increas-
ed to cover the whol¢ marine service.

LOUDON HILL HAD
PERILOUS VOYAGE

issued by Sir

Reaches Monteviedo With Hole
in Hull and Two Men
Short.

With sails torn and her deck fittings
battered and brokem, the British ship
Loudon Hill limped into port at Monte-
video, and scarcely had she made port
before she was furtheér damaged in
collision with a steamer. During the
Dsssage from ghe Pacific to Monte-
video .the bargue experienced the most
frightful weather of her entire career
at sea. Two of her sailors, Thomas
Benson and Frank Elmer, werse
washed overboard and lgst, and her
first mate wag s0 badly injured that
in order to save his life it was neces-
sary to amputate his right leg. Other
members of the crew were slightly in-
jured and even the captain sustained
interna] injuries. That the ship ever
reached a safe anchorage at Monte-
video is one of the miracles of the sea
and a tribute to the seamanship and
courage of her master, Capt, Locke.

The Loudon Hill, which Ilaid for
more than a year in the disengaged
fieet at Tacoma, was chartered to load
lumber. for Dublin, and last Febrnary
she shifted down to Mukilteo, where
she took her ecargo.

“M. McLean, the first mate, sustained
a mashed fooi—there was not a single
bone unbroken in the poor man’s right
foot. In spite of all the care that
could be given him, martification set .
in after the fifth day. We had him on
board for 27 days after the accident, of
which 22 days he suffered from gan-
grene,” writes one of the crew. *“We
could have shouted for joy when, on
July 30th, the British steamer Orari,
of the New Zealand Shipping Com-
pany’s fleet, . came alongside; .and,
even if she did damage us in collision,
her ships’ doctor came aboard and at-
tended Mate McLean. The mate’s
foot had dropped off, and he was in a
terrible condition. He was first put
aboard the Orari and taken to Meonte-
video, where he arrived the day before
our ship got there. It was a“race be-
tween life and death, but happily the
black messenger was defeated. After
taking the mate to the hospital, it was
found nécessary to amputate hig right
leg about four inches below the knee.”

After the iccident, which occurred in
57 sguth latitude and 74 west Jongitude,
the Loudon Hill met with frightful
weather. For days the mercury‘in the
thermometer hovered at 10 degrees
above zero, the wind blowing a gale.
When the accident occurred all of the
sallors became panic-stricken and ran
to the forecastle crying and praying.
Some of them were hurt, but not very
badly.

Although Capt. L.ocke had nothing
but a small lifeboat compass to navi-
gate on board to assist him, and was
himselfs suffering from #nternal in-
juries, he managed to have a jury
vwheel rigged up and to bring the ves-
sel in safety into Montevideo; and
while ‘'she had a decidedly close call,
Capt. Locke managed to have his deck-
1cad intact.

It was the day before arriving at
Montevideo that the Loudon Hill was
fn collisifon with the Orari. The steam-
er struck the vessel astern and cut a
kole into her port quarter near. the
spot where the sea had come aboard
and wrecked the rail. The ship is now
rzpairing at Montevideo and will soon
leave for Dublin. A few days after
ker arrival in Montevideo the Loudon
Hill was surveyed by Capt. Eddy,
Lloyd’s surveyor; Capt. McMahon, sur-
veyor, and Edward Cooper, Lloyd's
agent.

We think
it worth while to negotiate reciprocity
treaties—which the senate quietly pige-
on-holes—with France, but our business
with France last year fell short of that
with Canada by more than  $15,000,000.
‘We are spending some three hundre:l
million dollars on the Panama Canal in
hgpe of enlarged trade with the west
coast of South America, Our combined
trade with all the countries on both
coasts of Soutlr America in 1907 was
only a little ‘over $200,000,000. /With all
Asia we did in 1907 but $50,000,000 more
than with Canada. Her total foreign
trade with all countries has grown 138
per cent, in the last ten years.

“From 1898 to 1906 Canadian imfforts
from Great Britain increased from $32,-
048,461 to $69,183,915, or over $37,000,000.
During the same time her imports from
the United States increased from $74,-
824,923 to $168,798,376, or $93,973,453, ac-
cording to her official statistics. In these
vears the exports of Canadian products
to the TUnited States increased over
$49,000,000 and to England less than $34,-
400,000. In 1895 her dutiable imports
from the United States exceeded in val-
ue those from the United Kingdom by
$2,500,000; in 1906 the difference on the
same side of the account was nearly
$37,000,000, The valde of goods reach-

. ing Canada in bond from the United
States ports in 1906 amounted to $25,-
936,120; while the merchandise received
in transit from Canada in 1906 at the
Atlantic seaports of the United States
and thence shipped to foreign countries
was valued at $25,300,790. To such an
extent each finds it convenient to use
the ports, the railroad systems, and the
canals of the other,

trade.”

Stockton, Cal., Sept. 15.—Five opium
dens were raided here last night by
Dr. D. G. Pratt, inspector for the state
pharmacist board, who was accom-
panied by Sheriff Sibley and two of
Pratt’s assistants. Opium pipes to the
value of $1,000 were collected in the re-
sorts and the owners of the places, in-
cluding two white men, were arrested.

PRICE FIXED FOR
LATE RUN OF SALMON

Fifteen cents per fish will be the
price paid by the canners for Ilate
sockeyes and cohoes when the fishing
season on the Fraser river reopens at
midnight on to-morrow night. It was
stated by canners that this price would
be generally ‘ebserved till ‘the fishing
ends.

‘“Practically all the canneries which
operated on the Fraser during July and
August will be packing the late fish,”
said a eanner in Vancouver. “In pre-
vious years all the canneries have not
operated, the late work being principal-
ly confined to those who found their
stock of empty cans too large to be car-
ried over. This year all the canners are
in that fix, and in order to get rid of
the cans. fish will be packed as long
as they continue to run. Of course this
year the pack on the Fraser has been
so smal] that every canner is now out
to get all the fish he can during the
late run.”

It is reported to-day from Steveston,
New Westminster and the gulf that
the river and gulf waters are alive with
cohoes ang late running sockeyes, Can-
fisherman are confident the
late pack this year will be a large one
as the run of fish has been about two
weeks later than usual and there are
still many to be caught. .

MISSIONARY WORK
IN.NEW DISTRICTS

Mrs. Walker of Toronto Ad-|
dressed Gathering of Pres-
byterian Ladies.

O’Kell gnd Alex.

A gzathering representative of the
different women’s missionary societies
of the Presbyterian churches in Vic-
toria met in the lecture room of St.
Andrew’s church Tuesday - afternoon,
when they were addressed on the sub-
ject of home missions by Mrs.. Walker,
of Toronto, who has been sent on a
tour of inspection through all the
western provinces in the interests of
the western division of the Women’'s
Home Missionary Society of the Pres-
byterian church of Canada.

Mrs. ‘Walker proved to be 'a most in-
teresting speaker, and her account of
how the home mission movement  is
spreading and growing and exerting a
mighty influence for good among the
foreigners settled in the prairie prov-
inces were listened to with the closest
attention.

The good work being done by the
mission hospitals established through-
out the prairie provinces was dwelt on.
Wherever there are foreigners, hos-
pitals are indispensable to the carry-
ing on of missionary work. Often, too,
Canadian settlers living in isolated
districts ‘would die for lack of medjcal
care were it not for the missionaries.

Speaking of two church dedications
which she with a party of four others
attended in Alberta recently, Mrs.
Walker said the contrast between
them and the luxurious churches of
Toronto to which she was accustomed,
made them almost grotesque. The first
one was roughly boarded and unplas-
tered, the seating accommodation be-
ing furnished by seven benches. The
pulpit was also of rough boards, but
had been ornamented by the mission-
ary witht sawn shingles. The second
church was like the first, except that
the pulpit was formed of three bunches
of shingles piled on top of each other.
Yet the congregations were not only
catisfied with their buildings, but
proud of them. At the second church
black ants swarmed over the preacher,
and the man who had donated the site
appeared at the opening services in
hilue denim ovéralls and checked shirt
without collar. Still, as the speaker
pointed out, these people had done the
very best they could, and in time they
would have a good church and perhaps
a fashionably dressed congregation. In
the meantime it was the duty and the
privilege ef all in meore comfortable
circumstances to lend a helping hand
The futureqjf Canada depended largely
on the Christianizing of the foreign-
ers who were pouring into the prai-
ries, for they~were so numerous, that
before long they must and would be-
come a controlling power,

The Galicians were spoken of as be-
ing especially good citizens. When
they lived in one room, and also kept
the family cow there, it was from ne-
cessity,.not from choice. They had
been oppressed for generations, and
they had no money with which to build
a proper cow stable. Naturally, too,
the inconveniences of that wav of liv-
ing did not affect them as it would
others.

The work with Canadian young men,
living in homesteads in lonely shacks,
and also those in the lumber camps,
was touched upon. - 'When sick they
are terribly: neglected, but whenever it
was possible for the medical mission-
aries to render help, they did so. Men

According to a report on the Kaga
Maru, the owners of the new freighter
Taeoma Maru, which recently completed
her first voyage to this Coast, are so
pleased with her that they have present-
ed the builders with a present of five
thousand dollars as an acknowledgment
of the excellent results they have obtain
ed. THhHe vessel is said to consume very
little- fuel when her :speed is.taken into
consideration. The success of the steamer
is attributed by the Osaka Shosen Kaisha
to the skill and good workmanship of the
constructing company.

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URGE COUNCIL TO
STOP BETTING

MINISTERS OF CITY
INTERVIEW BOARD

Question of Civic Authority Re-
ferred to Solicitor for
Report.

Prior to the regular session, the city
council was Monday night waited upon
by a deputation from the Ministerial
Association, who entered a protest
against betting at the fall fair and
urging that an end be put to the
bookmaking, which it is alleged is now
being carried on in the city. The
deputation was made up of Rev. W.
Leslie Clay, Rev. J. McCoy, Rev. Her-
man A. Carson and Rev. A, A. Roberts,
the latter secretary to the association.

Rev. Mr. Roberts submitted a resolu-
tion which had been passed by the as-
sociation at its meeting yesterday
afternoon on the lines of protest men-
tioned above.

Rev, Leslie Clay regretted very much
to learn that it was proposed to allow
horse racing with betting privileges at
the forthcoming fall fair. The Minis-
terial Association desired to lodge an
emphatic protest against this. It was
reported that bookmaking was being
conducted in several downtown resorts.
He did not know how far the law went
in regard to sweepstakes, but if there
was any method by which these per-
nicious influences could be stamped
out it should be followed. Mr. Clay
referred to the published remarks of
Mr. D. R. Wilkie, inspector of the Im-
perial bank, who had expressed him-
self to thé effect that the gambling
mania in British Columbia was “a
damnable thing.”” This view of a hard-
headed business man should impress
the council as to the seriousness of the
situation.

Rev. Mr. MecCoy portrayed the bad
effect on the boys and girls of the city
of the betting evil.

Rev. Mr, Carson cited cases where
young men had ‘‘gone wrong’ as a re-
sult of the race betting evil. The law
should be enforced to the limit,

Mr, Clay said it was the intention of
the Ministerial Association to also ap-
proach the Oak Bay council in the
matter, as it was admitted that the
race track and fair grounds were out-
side the jurisdiction of the city. The
council, however, should go as far as
it could in the matter and endeavor te
stamp out the intolerable evil of gam-
bling.

On the matter coming up when the
council sat in regular session Ald.
Turner, on the letter being read, said
that the city had no jurisdiction as far
as the agricultura] grounds were . con-
cerned and the Ministeria] Association
should be so informed.

The mayor suggested that the first
part of the letter might be forwarded
to the Agricultural Association and
the second part to the police commis-
sioners.

Ald, Fullerton contended that ., the
mayor, as chief magistrate of the city,
should .put the law in force and put a
stop to gambling. It was not neces-
sary for the council to .pass a resolu-
tion for the mayor to take this action
at any time. There was no use in send-
ing any request to the Agricultural As-
sociation, The way horse races were
being managed was a disgrace to the
city.

Ald. Turner—What is the good of
talking? You can’t go outside the city
limits and exercise any contro]l over
what goes on there. Let us not make
ourselves a laughing-stock.

Ald. Ross—My opinion is that we
should take over the agricultural
grounds, and thus bring them inside
the city limits.

Mayor Hall said he would certainly
do all in his power to suppress gam-
bling in any form wherever he had any
Jjurisdiction, but some of the aldermen
were acting unfairly in trying to throw
responsibility on him which he could
not assume. The question of the coun-
cil’'s jurisdiction over the Agricultural
Association had been taken to the Su~
preme court and the city had lost. The
members of the council and citizens
generally should remember that when
he presided at a meeting of the agri-
cultural board he did so as a citizen
and not as mayor of the city.

Ald. McKeown thought it was due
the Ministerial = Association that the
council should show a desire to meet
their wishes in the matter.

Ald, Turner expressed the opinion
that a stop should certainly be put to
the pool selling that was said to be
going on in the city.

Ald. Henderson said there was a by-
law to cover this case.

Mayor Hall—The by-law is not worth
the paper it is written on,

Ald, Ross~You say the by-law is not
worth the paper it is written on. Now
what ‘I want to know is who framed
the by-law?

No answer was given to this ques-
tion.

The mayor closed the discussion by
again stating that the council ‘hag no
jurisdiction -outside the city limits and
the by-law would not meet the case
until an agreement had been entered
into with the Agricultura] Association.

The ,letter was referred to the city
solicifor for report.

There has been a large run of salmon
this year up the Skeena river to the
Dominion government hatchery at
Lakelse river and lake. The fish were
somewhat late in arriving, spawning
not commencing until August 9th; but
rotwithstanding this the hatchery was.
filled to its. capacity by August 25th,
six days earlier than ever hefore. This
is the record in spite of the rainy
weather, which lasted throughout the
month. 3

Altogether throughout the season
4,436,000 sockeye eggs: were collected in
splendid condition, and the fish were
still running in large numbers after the
hatchery was full of ova. They were
much more numerous than on’ any
previous occasion. Thomas Whitwell,
who is in charge of the hatchery, says
the season has been a splendid one.

Instructions Issued to Superin-
tendent of Parks Last
Evening.

At a meeting of the parks’ board held

la&t evening, Parks' Superintendent D.

D, England notified the board that the

poundkeeper had refused to collect
damages assessed by himself for dam-
age done by cattle running at large on
the boulevards. These damages Mr.

PRETTY WINDOWS
FOR HORSE SHOW

Local Firms Make Artistic
Displays in the Com-
petition.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The window dressing competition in
connection with the annual horSe show
held by thé B. C. Agricultural Associa-
tion has caused quite an amount of

interest to be taken by the local firms.
Three cash prizes are to be given to
firms having the best dressed win-
dows descriptive of the horse show.
Secretary Smart, of the association,
has received eleven entries for . the
competition. The windows are all
dressed very neatly, and are a credit
to those who have ' undertaken the
work.

In the window of Dixi H. Ross is as
real a display .as could be made. A
stall has been fixed up in the window
and covered with bunting. In this two
smal]l Shetland ponies are placed, and
are on view from 9 o’clock to 12 .o’clock
in the morning and from 2 o’clock to 6
o’clock in the afternoon. The floral
decorations consists of two large horse
shoes made of gillardia, a number of
vases of dahlias and a few sunflower
plants. ‘A large number of bottles of
preserves add to the decorations, while
red, green and yellow ribbons are in-
tertwined everywhere. The motto of
this window is, “If you live in Vic-
toria you will surely patronize the
horse show; if you are a visitor don't
fail to go, for there you will find en-
joyment, society and value for your
money.”

At Angus Campbell’s, the ladies out-
fitters, is a very pretty window. . A
large wax lady inh her Sunday best
stands in the middle of a horseshoe of
gillardia flowers. In the window. there
is also a number of jardiniers of chrys-
anthemum and gladiolas. Twined along
the top of the window and the corners
is the green vine of the smilax. The
red, yellow and green colors are
stretched across the window and work-
ed into many designs.

W, H. Wilkerson, the jeweller, an-
othe who has made entry, has pre-
pared a neat liftle window. A ‘horse
shoe of yellow and brown dahlais
stands in the centre of the window,
and the minute head of a horse is in
the middle of it. In front of this is a
little race track, the course being lined
with a watch chain, and this is sup-
ported by tie:pins. A number of stop-
x\'dtches, whips and cups are laid
throughout the window, and little nar-
row strips of .red; yellow and - green
ribbons finish off the neat -display.

The window of the Shore Hardware
Company is  well decorated, and
worthy of credit. A large arch extends
from one corner of window to the
other, with the words ‘Victoria Horse
Show” jn horseshoe nails, with a red
background. Two saddles are in the
display, as-well as the needs of a
blacksmith shop, from an anvil down
to a nail, afid the needs of a stable
from a pitchfork to a curry comb, The
red, yellow and green colors are well
to the front in-the display.

The firm of Hawkins & Hayward
also have an entry in, and their dis-
play is very good. It consists of a min-
ute model of the exhibition grounds
and buildings. There is.the main build-
ing, the grandstand, paddock and race
track. The track is well gotten up and
a little machine underneath works a
number of horses on the track, and they
move around, ¥

Copas & Young have decorated their
double window on Fort street in an
excellent manner., A number of silver
cups, stirrups and whips are combined
with an’ artistic display of the firm’'s
goods. A number of pictures are also
in the window, The two mottos are:
“Horse Show, 1909. Don’t Miss It,” and
“If You Can’'t Be an Exhibitor Be a
Spectator.”

Tomlinson & Bellhouse, who has just
opened up @ shoe store on Yates street,
is also one of those having entered
the competition. The window is rather
small, but the display is neat. It con-
sists of a large gilded horseshoe with
a small model horse in the centre of
it. A number of shoes are in the win-
dow and maidenhair fern is twined
around articles in the window.

The hardware firm of Drake & Horn
have a display in their large window.
A life-size model of a horse with a full
set of harnéss on him stands in the
background, while - in the front is a
large number of tools required by
blacksmiths in their work.

BIG SHOT FIRED AT
PRINCE RUPERT

Small Mountain on Right of
Way on G. T. P. Shattered
by Explosion.

The second largest shot fired at
Prince Rupert was set off last week,
and it was a remarkable one in its suc-
cess, says the Optimist. The whole
side of a small mountain was shattered
and the hills thiles away shook with
the shock, It teok 1,010 cases, or 2534
tons, of virite, and 800 pounds of lyna-
mite as detonator, to do it.

For several weeks Contractors Roas
& McColl have had gangs at work tua-
nelling the high bluff just below the rig
wharf. They have two coyote aales,
with several chambers leading from
them. These were loaded with powder
and tamped. On Tuesday evening the
big shot was ready, and a crowd of
spectators gathered on the hills to
watch the effect. Into this barrier of
rock the contractors had put thousands
of dollars’ worth of work, and more
thousands of dollars’ worth of powder.
Certainly the shot was of more than
passing interest to them.

The signal was given and the battery
was struck! There was a fan-like
flash, ag though the very air itself was
being torn to shreds, a shaking of the
ground, a cloud of earth, rocks and
smoke, and then two muffled reports.
Far out into the harbor the fragments
of rocks showered into a bombardment
of splashes that could be heard away
up on the hills. Then the smoke clear-
ed and spectators rushed to view the
wreck of a miniature mountain,

The scene was one mere man has not
often the privilege of viewing. The
only other force in the world to be
compared to it is a volcano in eruption,
and man can never get near enough to
that to see the detail.

It is estimated that 45,000 yards of
rock were broken up, and most of it
into small pieces.

The rock was broken very fine, which
will mean a great saving in the labor
of handling it. A great deal of heavy
block holing will thus be dispensed
with, as the shovel can handle a great
deal of it just as it is.

It was notable that among the spec-
tators was E. A, LeSueur, president
and genera] manager of the General
Explosives Co., Ltd., of /Ottawa. He

arrived in Prince Rupert last Suyaday.-

In July of last year this cédmpany
started to manufacture virite on 'Wolf
Island, which is just across the harbor
from the G: T. P, wharf, under the
management of Francis E, Leach, of
Vancouver.

The explosive virite is a new powder
invented and put on the market by Mr,
LeSueur, of Ottawa, some four or
five years agoe. It is a dry non-freez-
ing powder, and the grade manufactur-
ed in the local factory is used for
heavy shots and coyote holes chiefly.

Virite iz being used very extensively
by the contractors on the G. T. P. con-
struction,

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Owns and Operates All Its Public Utilities—Has
Been Able to Reduce Tax Rate By Eight
Mills on the Dollar.

That the city of Guelph, Ont., was

the first Canadian city to own and suc-
cessfully operate all its public utilities,
that under management by’ civic com-
missioners all these have been greatly
reduced in cost, and that they further
reduce the cost of ordinary taxation by
eight mills on the dollar, are the extra-
ordinary ~and encouraging statements
made by Mr. W. J. Bell, of Guelph, in a
paper which he read—with documents
to support it—before the Gmelph board
of trade the other day.

The city of Guelph, says Mr, Bell,
may justly and proudly claim to ‘have
bee;\ the first Canadian municipality to
own and successfully operate all of its
nablie utilities.

From the earliest times almast all
our towns have controlled their water
works systems, but to this-day the ma-
jority of them have been satisfied to
let it go at that, {

Some twenty-two years ago Guelph
took & rather radical departure from
the regular groove and built its 156 1-2
mile steam road, under the title of the
Guelph - Junction railway. This it
leased on a percentage basis to the
Canadian Pacific under a 99 year
agreement, and, as you are all aware,
on this $193,000 investment we are now
wceivirfg yearly dividends amounting
to about $25,000 or at the rate of 13
per cent. per annum, Those divi-
dends have constantly increased, and
are constantly increasing, amd will un-
questionably reach double their present
proportions in the lives of many here
present,

Lighting Greatly Reduced..

In the yeér 1903 the city -purchased
the gas works, and the electric light
and power plants, -at a cost of $155,000,
on which it subsequently spent. in bet-
terments a further sum of $55,000, mak-
ing a total investment in these utilities
of $210,000, Prior - to these vyorks be-
ing taken over our citizens had to pay
$1.80 per 1,000 feet for illuminating gas,
and 14¢c per 1,000 watts for commercial,
and 12¢ for private electric eurrent. We
are now charged but $1.00 per 1.000 for
gas, and 10c all round for electric
lighting, and on,the amounts of these
two commodities consumed by our peo-
ple last year a net saving.of over $15,-
500 was made by the public, in addition
to which, the commissioners of these
departments cleared a gross. profit of
$34,179 for the twelve months, or, after
paying interest on debentures, a, hgnd—
some clear profit of $25,218. Con-
sidering -that out of profits alone de-
bentures to the extent of $17,945 had
already been paid off at the end of
1908, this mnet profit was equal to a
dividend at .the rate of about 18 per
cent. .on the net investment of $192,-
054, which the city then had in these
utilities. jins.

The light and heat - commissioners
pay the same taxes on their plant as
were paid by the private company, and
supply the ecity with arc lights for
street .illumination at $5 per year less
than their predecessors, Truly this is
a wonderful record, but the end is not
yet if the present anticipations of the
commissioners are to be realized,

These gentlemen assure me that with
the advent of Niagara power next year
they expect to supply gas at 90c per
1,000 feet, and electric light at 6c per
1,000 watts, Please note these figures
and at the same time remember that
jf these antieipations are fulfilled, and
1 quite believe they will be, we will be
having the cheapest artificial gas of
any city in Canada. with one single
exception, As it.is I may say -that,
even now, there are only three cities
jn the whole dominion which are be-
ing supplied with artificial gas at a
lower price than we.

City Makes Big Profit.

Since taking over the two plants, and
after ~allowing for depreciation, . the
commissioners have made within the
5 1-2 years ending December 3lst last
a net profit of a round hundred thou=
sang dollars, not ome penny of whicch,
however, has been used for the reduc-
tion of the city tax rate, but has been
applied to paying off debentures, add-
ing to the sinking fund, etc., although,
of coruse, in time the profits made in
these departments will go towards still
further reducing our already low tax
rate, .

As has been generally the experience
in cities of this size our street railway
proved an unprofitable venture when
operated as a private enterprise. Since
the  commissioners took charge the
road has been improved to:such an
extent that it is now pronounced in
the official reports of the government
to be one of the best railways of its
%¥ind in Ontario, In this the city has
$108,000 invested, on which last year it
made a profit of $5,065, notwithstapd-
ing the fact that one of our workmen
may purchase 100 car tickets for $3.00,
and thus each day effect a saving of 8c
¢(or $25 a year), on the usual fare
charged in most cities for his two rides
aaily each way to and from ‘his place
of employment,

Since the water works passed from
the hands of the city council to those
of the commissioners water rates have
been reduced by 10 per cent., while the
profits made have gone up by leaps-and
bounds until last year they amounted
to the large total-of $21,139 on, an in-
wvestment of $173,948,~ equivalent to a
dividend of 12 per cent. The gommis-
sioners, as you are all aware, are now
about completing improvements in the
whole plant at an outlay of $125,000,
when it is belleved that we will-have
a water supply second to none, !

Our tax rate this year is 14 1-2 mills
on the dollar, which is not only the
lowest of any city in Canada, hut it is
javied on property assessed at the low-
est valuation of any city in the coun-
try raving a ponulatioh approxiniate-
Iy the same ag we, This !latter is not
an iflle statament by any means, as is
proven py the feast that our total tax

b ~
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able property is assessed at but $6,091,-
000, a smaller total than that of any
city of equal size, and even lower than
many with a distinctly smaller num-
ber of inhabitants.

Dividends Reduce Taxation,

I find from actual calculations made
by Mayor Hastings that the net divi-
dends received from our various public
utilities have reduced the tax rate of
the city by 8 mills on the dollar, In
other words, if we did not own all of
our utilities we should not only have to
pay more for their use, but we would
have a tax rate of 22 1-2 mills this year,
instead of 14 1-2. Our gas, water,
electric light and street car rates
would be higher, and for every $1,000
that we are assessed we would have to
pay an additional $8 per year in taxes.
Just pause for a moment and let these
facts sink right in. For example
take a six roomed house with modern
conveniences, assessed at say $1,500, in
which it would naturally be necessary
to burn about 12,000 feet of illuminat-
ing gas per annum, and then go back
to the year 1902, before we owned our
public utflities, when the tax rate stood
at 21 mills on the dollar, and the own-
er would find expenses as follows:

A nice direct saving, is it not?. And
one to which may be added the indirect
saving made in street car fares on an
improved city-owned street car line.

I hawe compiled and submit herewith
comparative statistics of the expendi-
ture.for taxes, water and gas for both !
a mechanics’ dwelling in the larger
cities ang for a six-roomed house with
bathroom and closet in al]l of the
smaller Ontario municipalities having a
populatioy of not less than 9,000 peo-
ple. T have also obtained similar par-
ticulars from the nearest Americcan
city of the smaller class: Port Huron,
Michigan, with which many of us are
familiar, !

To'prevent the possibility of error in
this statement I hHave written the civic
authorities of each, giving them the
exact figures which it is my intention
to publish with reference to their vari-
ous cities, so that this chart may be
relied upon, ;

Cheapest City in Canada.

Notwithstanding that we are not
blessed with cheap natural gas like a
few rival cities, the net results are |
very gratifying to Guelph, as they!
prove that our tax rate is not only the
lowest of all, but that it is Jevied on a
total assessment lower than that of
any city of a similar size, Taking the
combined’ three items of taxes, water
and gas, Guelph is shown conclusively
to be the cheapest city in Canada in
which & workman can live, while his
wealthier neighbor, with a higher as-
sessment, will find it correspondingly
advantagequs to reside with us.

These pleasing facts should prove
attractive to manufacturers looking for
a city in 'which ‘to locate new indus-
tries,

After carefully considering the fore-
going is it any wonder that the envious
eyes of the taxpayers of all other Can-
adian cities are constantly turned to
Guelph: when ‘municipal taxation is;
being discussed? From this city the|
last word on the subject is expected, ;
and if I am not greatly mistaken we |
stil] have some surprises in store. Per-
sonally I do not mind going on re-
cord with a prediction of a 10-mill tax
rate for all purposes for the city of
Guelph_inside of five years.

The ‘city's_‘annually increasing pro-
fits on its public utilities are at pre-
sent over $85,000, and I am  glad to
dray your attention to the- fact that
its assets exceed.its tota].liabilities by
the handsome figure of $327,462.

Neither too high praise nor too great
thanks  can possibly be given to the
public-spirited gentlemen who have
acted as commissioners of our differ-
ent city utilities. One and all- they
have, without exception; proven them-
selves men of not only the highest in-
tegrity, but of superior ability as well.
Every one of our utilities is now in in-
finitely better shape in every way than
when privately owned,

Utilities Admirably Managed.
_Notwithstanding that the rates for
gas and electric light have been ma-
terially reduced and that we can now
buy 100 street car tickets for three
dollars, the profits in all three . depart-
ments hayve been substantially; very
substantially, increased, while our wa-
ter rates under the commissioners have
been reduced 10 per cent below those
charged when the water works were
controlled by a committee of the coun-
cil,” to say nothing whatever of the
great imiprovement made in the-entire
plant itself,

Now it is entirely due to the fact that
this far we have been fortunate
enough to have the management of our
utilities in the hands of upright, cap-
able and energetic commissioners that
these successes have been dchieved,
but it must not be lost sight of that
our various commissioners will not
live forever, -and -that they will not,
nor can they be expected to, act for all
time without remuneration. Changes
are sure to.come, and it is now our
bounden duty to _prepare a way in
which the city’s -best interests will be
protected when the time for this in-
evitable change arrives,

To me it appears that perhaps we
have more independent comnissions
than are necessary. Ceould not the

All Mayors Favor Centralized Govern+

~  ment, {

In order to be possessed“of reliable{
data. for the writing of this paper I
put myself in communication with the
Mayors of ,about forty different cities
and from these I asked an expression
of opinion as to the merits and de-
merits of government by commission.
The replies received have varfed in the
amount of enthusiasm shown, but gen-
erally speaking all favored the idea,
some of them emphatically so, with
the exception of the Mayor of Kansas
City, who, while owning that all pos-
sible good might come from commis-
sion government was not prepared to
admit that government by afdermen
was necessarily a failure, This gen-
tleman, like myself, is after “Results,”
and the showing of his own city under
aldermanic adminstration is certainly
both exceptional and gratifying.

The tax rate in Kansas City for all
purposes is 12 1-2 mills on the dollar
on property assessed at' but one-half
of its actual value, while the net debt
of the city is under $4,000,000, as against
a4 net debt of six times that amount
owed by the city of Toronto, which it
equals in both population and wealth,
and much exceeds in .commerce. ‘This
Mayor is the only one who expressed
the opinion that a:change to commis-
sion ‘government is unnecessary.

Now, if the city of Guelph were to
belong to ‘a private individual, how do
you think that owner wou¥d-have its
affairs looked after? Would he have
aldermen elected- by wards or general
vote? Would he have in addition an
advisory committee dignifieq with the
misnomer, ‘“board of control,” with
very little power to *control’” any-
thing, as in Toronto?  Would he have
a separate set of commissioners to
manage each and every publie utility
as we have in. Guelph, or would  he
employ a limited number of first-class
men and pay them adequate+ salaries
to devote their time and energies to
the proper.conduct of the city on busi-
ness principles? The. American cities
governed under commission laws have
adopted the latter plan. How  long
will we be in following. their seemingly
excellent example

Guelph was the first Canadian city to
fully adopt the principle of “owning
and operating all public . utilities,: Will
it also be the first to place its entire
business affairs in the hands of Muni-
cipal commissioners?

Yard, namely, the TUltonia, Ivernia
Carpathia, - and Mauretania, all of
which have done exceedingly well, the
most successful being, of course, the
Mauretania, This is the most important
order in the way of passenger steamers
that the Tyne has secured since the
Mauretania was booked over four years
ago, and it will brighten the shipbuild-
ing outlook on the river,
