Where admission is desired for a patient, the Medical Superin­
tendent should be asked for the necessary blank forme. It this 
request be made by letter, the patient’s name in full and residence 
must be given, and the statement made whether they are required 
for a public or private patient, as the forms differ in the two cases. 
Unless the case be extremely urgent, when the patient may be 
brought along with the papers properly filled up, they must first be 
returned to the Medical Superintendent, that he may satisfy hlmeelf 

to their correctness and the suitability of the case.
The rates for private patients vary from four to twelve dollars 

per week, to be paid monthly In advance ; four dollars securing

In bringing a patient to the Hospital, use force if necessary but 
never deception, as it lessens the chances of cure by making him 
look upon the Institution with dislike, and those in charge of it as 
alone responsible for his being kept there. Tell the patient frankly 
that physician and friends alike consider him sick, and that it is pro­
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(weed to take him to a hospital where his chancee of being cured 
will be of the best, and whence he will be taken out again as soon 
as well. f

Packages for patients, sent by express, must be prepaid -and / 
addressed to them, care of the Hospital.

Friends will pnly be written to on the occurrence of serious illness 
or other important incidents, but all letters of inquiry, enclosing 
return postage, will be promptly replied to. Every such letter of 
inquiry should give the writer’s post-office address and mention the 
patient’s name in full. ,

Patients can be seen by their relatives any day except Sunday, 
from &30 to 11.30 A.M., and from 2 to 4 P.M., with permission from 
the Medical Superintendent. Should any friend, not a relative or 
guardian, wish to see a patient, such friend must have a written 
order from a near relative or guardian. /

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TWELFTH ANNUAL REPOET OF THE GOVERNORS OF 
THE PROTESTANT HOSPITAL FOR THE INSANE.

To the President, Governors and Subscribers of the Protestant Hos- 
pital for the Insane, Verdun

Gentlemen—The Board of Management have the honour of pre­
senting herewith the Twelfth Annual Report of the Г_______
Hospital for the Insane at Verdun, which covers the ninth year since 
It opened for actual work,

The Medical Superintendent’s report is herewith appended, and is 
as usual, very comprehensive lp all Its details and tabulated state­
ments, and, on the whole, very satisfactory. The Auditor’s report 
and financial statements are also submitted.

From the Medical Superintendent's report, we find that the admis­
sions for the year were 110, while last year they were 130 ; 54 per 
cent, of these came from the City of Montreal and County of Hoche- 
laga, while 67 per cent, were of Canadian birth. Intemperance was 
ascribed in seven per cent, of the admissions as the

cause of insanity, 

and the physiological changes which come with old age accounted 
for nine per cent. The oldest patient admitted was 85, and the 
youngest eight years of age. Heredity was traceable In 63 per cent, 
of the cases brought In.

The average number of patients for the yean was 316.47, as against 
286.54 last year. The yearly increase In population has been steady 
ever since the Hospital opened, but we do not think because of that, 
we are to conclude that insanity is on the increase; we rather attri­
bute the filling up of our wards to the fact that the knowledge of the 
existence of the institution and of the good work it is doing has 
become more general, so that patients who were formerly hidden 
away and cared for in private, at great inconvenience and discom- 
ort to both the friends and the afflicted, are now committed to the 

care of Dr. Burgess and his staff, to the unquestionable benefit of 
both.

The total discharge rate on admissions was 58.18, almost the same 
as in 1897, when it was 58.46, but the recovery rate was much higher, 
being 43.63, as against 31.53 per cent. Of those discharged, 71 per 
cent, had been insane less than three months prior to admission—a 
very forcible illustration of the advantage of early medical treatment 
for mental disorders—an advantage which Dr. 
failed to present when opportunity offered.

The death rate was low, being 5.68 per cent, on the number under 
•treatment, as against 8.23 per cent., in 1897.

The system of non-restraint and parole continues, gnd grows in 
favour with the Medical Staff. Although many of the patients have 
daily access to tools that could easily be converted into offensive 
weapons, there has not yet been occasion to record a single accident, 
showing that a careful surveillance of those patients known to have 
suicidal or homicidal tendencies is a much better safeguard than 
placing them under restraint.

Of the large number wty> enjoy parole—going about the grounds 
unattended, and in some cases even into the city—there have been 
only four cases where good faith has been broken. The sense of 
being trusted is of incalculable benefit to most of them, and there are 
not a few unpromising cases in which the beginning of recovery can 
be directly traced to an acceptance of their word of honour.

Dr. Burgess again points out the great advantage that would ensue 
had we proper workshops with skilled instructors for the employ­
ment of patients. In the absence of these, however, and realizing 
the very beneficial effect that occupation has in the treatment of 
mental diseases, he has yet been able to occupy about 69 per cent, of 
the inmates.

The maintenance expenditure was $61,211.39. It will thus be seen 

that the ordinary revenue has fallen short of the expenditure for 
maintenance by $5,819.23.

Based upon these figures, the per capita cost per annum for main­
tenance was $193.41, as against $178.46 for the previous year, being at 
the rate of a trifle less than 53 cents a day per patient. This rate 
of maintenance, including, as it does, private patients, is not 
regarded by the Medical Superintendent as excessive compared 
with that of many of the insane hospitals elsewhere. In view, 
however, of the increased expenditure over that of the previous year, 
he suggests the preparation of a comparative statement to show 
where it occurs, and, in connection with this most important ques-
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tion, he reiterates the views he has always held, viz., that to conduct 
the hoepital in the best and most economical manner possible, there 
should be a thoroughly capable accountant, with office at the hospital 
—one who would be in daily touch with all departments of the insti­
tution. The Doctor’s recommendations on this point should, and no 
doubt will, be taken up by the incoming Board and duly considered.

The Auditor's statement far the year shows a deficit of $2,689.44 on 
current expenses, leaving capital with a credit of $206,281.47.

Infirmary has been fitted up for the purpose by our own workmen, 
under the direction of Dr. MacPhail, Pathologist of the Hospital, and

Dr. MacPhail’s report in connection with this 
Department is submitted with the others, and is detailed and precise 
in all pertaining to his Deparfcmeùt. It is the opinion of the Medical 
Staff that valuable pathological and bacteHological work will be done 
in this Department during the present year.

Alterations and improvements have been made during the year for 
the better accommodation of the help apd for the administration of 
the Hospital, not the least among these being the removal entirely 
of the Smeod-Dowd furnaces from the women’s wing and the substi­
tution for same of steam coils, supply from the boiler-house, thereby 
materially lessening the risk from fire and doing away with the dirt 
and dust constantly arising from the shovelling of coal in the base­
ment.

capacity of 760 gallons—this is to be connected with the 
ground water tanks, and a system of hydrants about the grounds 
one of which is already in place.

During the past year a plan by Mr. C. Goad, C.E., was made, show­
ing the exact position of all the buildings, their construction, drains 
steam and water pipes, etc., etc., supplying a want long felt.

Dr. Burgess, in naming the requirements, enumerates a nurses’ 
home, a detached/tesidence for the Medical Superintendent, cottages 
for married employees, increased workshop accommodation, 
mer-house for female patients and a greenhouse.

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PATHOLOGIST’S REPORT.

The matter of chief interest in the department of pathology during 
the past year is the equipment of the laboratory. For five years past 
the work was done under the difficulties always associated with 
inadequate space and imperfect appliances. As a result, much valu­
able material was either inadequately dealt with or wasted. Such a 
waste, though deplorable, could not be avoided owing to the lack of 
instruments of precision, of incubators, and, above all, of a cold 
chamber. All this has been changed through the generosity of a
