On Thuraday evening last a meeting |
was held in Masonic Hall, by such
representatives of the Liberal party of
the Miramichi as could readily be got
together. Although tke notice was
‘very short, there were about one hun-
dred and forty-five persons present who
elected Richard Carman, Esq., Chair-
man, and Mr. D. G. Smith, Secretary.

The Lumber Trade.

The last number of the Timber Trades
Journal gives a rather more hopeful
view of the timber trade in Great Brit-
ain than it has for some time past and
indicates that the lowest tigures have
been reachéd. Referriug to the Liver-
pool market it says :—

The importation continues to be
moderate, especially of Quebec goods,
only two vessels having thus far arrived
with cargoes consigned on the market,
the other arrivals being under contract,
if we except a few parcels of pine deals
which have come forward by steamer.
Meanwhile, there is a steady demand,
and with a growing confidence in the
future buyers are coming into the
market rather more freely than they
have done for some time past.

This is more evident in the spruce
deal branch of business than in any
other, as the moderate import and the
higher prices asked abroad for these
goods are having no inconsiderable in-
finence upon consumers. The advancs
obtained by anction a fortnight ago has
been more than sustained, as several
cargoes have been sold privately during
the past week at higher rates, and the
impression seems to strengthen from
day to day that we have seen the lowest
prices. Still this can only be the case
if we have no excessive import, aud it
is to be hoped that the slight impetus
from which the trade is now benetiting
may be sustained, because much of the
business recently done has been of a
very unprofitable nature, and the mer-
chants now want a turn in the market
by which they may recoup themselves
for their recent losses.

It is to be hoped that a turn for the
better—leading to a permanent im-
provement in prices—has been reached,
for whatever may be said to the con-
trary, the lumber trade has been work-
ing under a very discouraging outlook
during the present season. Ttis proba-

TheU. S. Mail bag Grievance.

A short time since, the American
newspapers compMined that the Cana-
dian Postal zuthorities were wmaking
wholesale appropriations of American
mail-bags which came into their hands
in the ordinary interchauge of wmails
between the twe countries. The Deputy
Post-master-General Ottawa was,
interviewed on the subject the other
day with the following result:—

‘I have not the slightest doubt that a
large number of Uuited States mail bags
are in use 1 the Dominion. In fact, [
know it cannot well be otherwise. The
Canadian and American bays are constant-
ly going and coming between the two
countries, and of course a great msny
American bags are in use on this side of
the border just the same as lots of Cana-
dian bags are used in the States. The
fact of the matter is, that the Americans
have discovered that just now the balance
is in their favor; that is all it really
amounts to.”

RePoRTER—The inspector states that
the inspectors sent over from the United
States, found United States mail bags put
up and about to be despatched to Manito-
ba and British Columbia with Canadian
patent locks on them, showing that they
had been deliberately appropriated and
repaired at our repair shops. Is that
correct ?

MRg. GRrIrFIN—I have not the least
doubt that the United States bags are, to
a certain extent, used for carrying our
local mails. The Canadian and American
bags are just alike, the only distinguish-
ing mark being some steucilsd Ictters
which very soon become 8o obliterated as
to be scarcely distinguishable. In the
hurry of making up mails postmsters do
not stop to huut through a pile of mail
bags for a Canadian one, but take the
tirst one that comes to hand. A short
time ago we issued orders for post-masters
to return all the American bags, bat they
will not take the trouble to do that. For
years and years the same style of affairs
has existed. Americans use Canalian
bags and vice versa.

pondent, denied that there was any sub-
stantial foundation for the American
charge. When the postal arrangement
now in existence between the United
States and Canada was first made nearly
two-thirds of the mail bags belonged to
the United States. This arose ont of the
Aumerican mails delivered in Canada be
ing much larger than the Canadian mails
going out. The change had, therefore, to
be made gradually, and the number of
late was being rapidly reduced. Within
a brief period about fitteen hundred new
bags had been removed from Ottawa, and
were utilized by the local department.—
With respect to bags fromn the States be-
ing kept here, it was admitted a few
might have got mixed up with our own,
but the same accident might happen to
ours in the States. The estimated. cost of
these bags would not excced $1.25. —
There is scarcely a United States bag
used in this Province, and new hags are
being sent from Ottawa as fast as they are
asked for. Postmaster James must look
to another quarter than Canada for an-
other Star route sensation. ;

There has, no doubt, been an attempt
on the part of the United States Postal
authorities to exaggerate the alleged
appropriatlon of mail bags by the Cana-
dian Department, but those who have
any knowledge of the matter are well
aware of the fact that there is a little
too much carelessness in connection
with the handling of empty mail bags,
and that they aie ot 18-
turned to where they belong, as prompt-
ly as they shonld be. If, as the Mon-
treal official intimates, new bags are
sent to local oftices as soon as request-
ed, it is quite clear that post-masters
are very backward in making requests
and Inspectors in forwarding them.
We have seen mail matter carried in
potatoe bags in this Province,the reason
assigned being that regular bags could
not be obtained- 1i a few of the miss-
ing Americans bags were sent down to
this Province, the potatue bags might
be spared from the service.

Smash-up 02 ths Intercolonial.

MriLLsTREAM, Que., Ang. 11.—An acci-
dent which happened near here last night
on the Intercolonial illustrates very well
one of the dangers to which that road is
liable, and against which the utmost pro-
caution must be taken if disasters are to
be avoided. At the junction of the Meta-
pedia River with the Restigouche is the
station of Metapedia, and ten miles up
the valley of the former is Millstream
Station. For many miles through this
valley the railway winds along the edge of
the stream, following its sinuosities as
closely as the character of the banks will
allow. At times these approach so near
the bed of the river and are so full of
curves that deep catting through the
rocky roads are an absolute necessity.
Owing to the delays formerly caused by
these cuts filling with drifted snow, they
have been all roofel over with shels, so
that the effect of passing through one of
them, in so far as light is- concerned, is
very much the same as passing through
a tunnel.  Asthe rock isalmost invariably
tilted and fractured to an excessive degree,
while the cuttings are usanally curved, 1t
i8 easy to sece that there is at all times
danger to trains from rock slides, and the
impossibility of the most careful drivers
seeing an obstacle on the track more than
a few yards ahead. Two miles ahove
Millstrecam Station occurs one of the most
dangerous of all these quasi tunnels. [tis
long, crovked, and steep, and closely over-
hangs the bed of the stream, while the
rocky masses which compose its sides are
more than usually jagged and threatening.
The danger of slides, of which the train
hands live and work in constaut fear, has
been greatly increased by recent steady
and long-continued rain, and last night,
some time after the east<bound express
passed through, a huge mass of rock,
weighing not less than twelve tons, became
detach sd from the wall in the midlle of
the cut and slid duwun, entirely unobserved,
on the rails. Shortly before midnight a
local treight train left Millstream and un-
der high pressure of steam on the up grade
ran against the mass with the most extra-
ordinary results. Tuough the engine left
the rails, the t'ain was impelled through
a distance of 159 feet bhefore it came to a
dead stop, and even then the shock was so
great as to turn the tender bottom up-
wards and lay it at right angles across the
rails. The foremost car was then thrown
right side up fairly and squarely on top of
the tender, and lying in the same direc-
tion. The end of this car next the bank
was thus raised so nigh that it went sev-
eral feet through the sloping roof of the
shed, tearing down a number of the heavy
rafters on one side of the cut. As a mat-
ter of course, the unsupported rafters on
the other side tumbled also, and fortunate-
ly for the driver and fireman a very heavy
one fell between their uuroofed cab and
the uplifted car which must have crushed
them instantly to death hut for its friendly
protection. As it was the driver escaped
with a slight scratch, and the fireman
would have been equally fortunate but for
the severe. though not dangerous, scalding
of the lower -part of his body by a jet of
steam escaping from a broken guage.

In spite
of all they could do, however, the express
from Moncton had to lie over for an hour,
until the passengers and baggage could be
transferred to one that had backed down
from Rimouski to receive them. It will
take till some time to-morrow to get the
engine out and the track relaid, as the
former has to be moved out of the cut in
order to get it out of the way of traffic.
Amoug the passengers on the up express
are Mr. F. M. Bell-Smith, A. R. C. A, of
Montreal, who during his being imwolun-
tary delayed has drawn a special sketch of
the scene in the cut where the engine,
tender, and forward car are lying. Bya
singular coincidence the same driver,
through a broken wheel on his engine, ran
his train off the track and into the river at
a point near one end of this same cut
about two months ago in the night.

A Huge Swindle.

BosroNy Aug. 11.—A confidence game,
which for daring coolness and breulth of
conception has perhaps never becn sur-
passed, was perpetrated in this city a few
weeks ago. An old and well-known
commission merchant named Dani: 1 45 .o.l-
now recently purchased alot of damaged
cotton, and among the offers of a bargain
for it which were offered was one from G.
A. Faller,\a cotton broker, ostensibly
acting in the\utereats of a large manufac.
turing firm in_Biddeford, Me. After
some negotiations. Fuller introduced a
man who pretended to be a special agent
of the Company. A bargain was struck
after some time, and Mr. Gooduow was
requested to send the cotton by water, as
the Biddeford Company was engaged in
serious legal complications with the rail
ways. Forall thes2 representations letters
aul telegrams, apparently genuine, were
shown. In order to effect the shipments
Mr. Goodnow purchased an old barque,
the Western Sea, and besides the cotton,
which waa valued at $29,391, large quan.
tities of wine and tes were pat on board,
as it was said thase would meet with realy
sale. Mr. G luw was also induz:d to
provision th: vessel for a long voyags, a3
being a foreign vessel (she sailed under the
Haytian flag) she must first go to St.
John, N. B., and thence back to Bidde-
ford. The barque sailed on the 3rd of
July, but when Goodnow afew days
afterwards presented his bill at the office
of the company here, he found that h:
had beea swindled. The arrival of the
Western Sea was chronicled at St. John in
due tim>  She cleared feom that port oa
the 26th of July, and has not since been
heard of. Telegraphic orders for her de-
tention have been sent to all points where
she would be likely to touch.

3lack Bivch ». Walaus.

[Toronto Globe.]

A short time ago a local sketch appeared
in the Globe deploring the exhaustion of
the supply of walout. Since that time the
subject hay been discussed in most of the
Caualiau papers, and many suggestions
have been offered as to the kind of wood
that might be used as a substitute. A
Globe reporter interviewed several exten-
sive furniture dealers and lumber mer-
chants on the subject, and all were unani-
| mous in saying that the only good substi-
| tute is black birch, which 1s rapidly com-
ling into favour. Black birch is a close-
grained, handsome wood, and can easily

be stained to resemble walnut exactly.
It is just as easy to work, and is suitable
for nearly, if not all, the purposes to
which walnut is at present applied. Birch
is much the same colour as cherry, but as
the latter wood is now so scarce, and con-
sequently so dear, the dealers do not take
much stock init. It is with difficulty
that cherry wood can be obtained at $50
a thousand feet, while birch wood can be
purchased at any saw-mill for 816 per
thousand feet. When properly stained it
is almost impossible to distinguish the
difference between it and walnat, as it is
susceptible of a beautiful polish, equal to
any woud now nsed in the manufacture of
furnitare. When it became known
throughout the States and Capada that
the supply of walnut was almost exhaust-
ed, the dealers set their brains to work to
find a substitute, and now sin e birch has
been thought of, the price is slowly advaue.
ing.

In the forests throughout Outario,birch
grows in abundance, especially if the land
be not too boggy. There is a great differ-
ence in the wood of different sections,
Where the land is high and dry,the wood
is firm and clear, but if the land where
the wood is grown be low and wet, the
wood has a tendency to be soft, and of a
bluish colour. In all the northern regions
it can be found in great abundance, and
as the tree grows to such a size, little
trouble is experienced in procuring a large
quantity. The forests of th: Manitoulin
Islauds abound with it, as well as those of
the Peterborough and Haliburton districts.
The Muskoka district also contains a plen-
tiful supply.

During the past few years large quanti-
ties of this wood have been exported from
the Province of Quebec at a low figure,
but this will be stopped when it is known
that it is to take the place of walnut in
the near future. It is very easily detected
among other trees on account of its height,
large trunk, and the peculiar colour of its
coarse bark. Most of the perforated chair
bottoms now in use are manufactured
from it. There is a species of bird’s eye
birch, but it is very scarce and is not
more valuable commercially than the
plain woods. In consequence of the pros-
pect of its speedy substitution for black |
walout, it should be husbanded with the
greatest of care.

An evidence of the weight and solidity
of the wood is the fact, that it will sink
after being a few days on the water. This
fact is a slight drawback to the work of
having it conveyed to saw-mills. One of
the principal means resorted to is binding

it together with pine logs, and thus it is
brought to the mill, but pine caunot
always be found where birch grows, and 1t
is then necessary to haul it, sometimes a
great distance, with the aid of horses.

How Salmon aro Oaught by the
‘“ Fishing wheol

The San Francisco (Cal) Bulletin, in a
recent issue, says. “‘From an Euglish
gentleman who has lately travelled over-
land from British Columbia we learn that
a new dzvice, which has been patented,
is now -in operation taking salmon on the
Columbia River. This device, a machine,
is known as ‘*“ William’s Patent Fishing
Wheel,” and is located on the Oregon
side of the Columbia River, about a mile
and a half below the cascades. This
device consists of a jetty of rocks built
out from a point on the shore of the river,
outside of which is a planked sluiceway,
in which an undershot wheel with large
tank buckets revolves. The sluiceway
was built when the river was at its lowest
stage of water, and the wheel is hung so
that it can b2 raised or lowered, as may be
desired, according to stage of water. The
instinet of the salmon is to run up the
river alougsile of the bank iustead of
mid-chanuel. By this the tish can take
advantage of the eddies below’ jutting
points of land.  Un these projecting points
of land the Inlians have from time im-
memorial takea salmon in large numbers
by usiug dip-nets. The jetty built out
from the point above named makes a
larger and longer slack water behind it,
aud the salmon rounding the point rush
into the sluiceway to get up the river.
In the sluiceway, the wheel, which re-
volves in the current, is gauged 8o as to
sweep within a foot of the bottom, aud
the salmon are scooped up in the tanks or
buckets, which latter let out the water as
they descend. Ou the wheel descending,
the fish are thrown out into a trough or
gutter leading to a pen below, where they
remain until taken
The arrangement of the slute }

is a most successful one, the

adult salmon, which are the ouly Omes
canned, running from 1500 to 4000 per
day. There is virtually no expense in
taking the fish save attending to the pen.

As the fishcrmen who take salmon in
boats in the Lower Columbia River de-
mand and receive from fifty to sixty cents
per tish from the canneries, one can readily
see what a vast profit the use of the whgel
makes to the cannery connected with it.
In fact, if the use of this wheel increases
on the Upper Columbia River, the canner-
ies located near Astoria and all o.hers
who depend on boat fishing, will either
have to give up business or run at a loss
from a reduction in price of canned
salmon, while theic rivals will get rich.
There are about 3,000 men employed in
the boats, and making nets for salmon on
the Columbia River, which the general
use of this wheel will throw out of work,
and at the same time the permanent plant
of the canneries, consisting of piers and
bnildings, estimated at more than $250,-
0)0, will become worthless. These two
items, the non-employment of boatmen,
etc.,? and permanent plant of canneries,
are, however, the least of the evils which
will come fron. the use of Williams
patent tish wheel.

Our informant states that the wles!
scoops up all sizes of salmon, from one-
pound weight upward ; that all fish below
six-pounds weignt are not used in canuing,
but are thrown back iuto the river dead,
and float away. He states that at one
emptying out of the pen, which he wit-
several

awa,

nessed, hundred of the young
salinon were thrown away as above stated,
and as this occurs three times daily many
thousands of immature fish are destroyed
weekly, which would in succeeding sea,
In
fact, it ix simply a question of a few years,
say five, with this fishing wheel generally
in use, whether salmoun cauning on the Co-
lumbia river, which averages §2,500,000 to
$3.000,000 annuaily, will have to cease for
want of adult fish to can.

The use of this fishing wheel means the
rapid destruction of salmon-canning in all
rivers that have a quick current and rocky
shores. It is a patent which should be re-
voked on the ground ot being ‘‘adverse
to public policy,” and its use, or kindred
devices by which the immature fish are
destroyed, should be prevented under
heavy penalties withiu the limits of the
United States.

Marshes Damaged !

On Wednesday night last the Tantramar
Marshes, Westmorland, were visited by
an exveedingly high tide. It was un-
accompanied with wind, but estimated to
be as high as the ‘Saxby” tide. The
Island—Spectacle—New and West Marsh-
es were asea 3 and 4 feet deep. The
Dykes were broken, the railroad injured
in places, aud hay nearly ruined and some
washed away. The damage is estimated
at from $5.000 to $10.0C0. Cattle and
horses were brought off next morning from
nearly all the marshes. Pastures will be
ruined by salt water.

DEeaTH oF A PrOMINENT MAN :—HaLl-
FaX, Aug. 16.—Martin I Wilkins, Pro-
thonotory ot Halifax County, died this
morning. He entered public life in 1851
as member for Pictou. He became Solici-
tor General in Johnstone’s Conservative
Administration, was defeated in 1859, and
dropped out of public life till 1866, when
he defeated the present Chief Justice
McDonald. He was one of the Anti.
Confederate leaders, and was the first
Attorney-General of the Anti-Confederate
Government of Nova Scotia. To the last,
he was, what may be called a repealer.
The deeeased was a remarkably able man.
The office is worth $5,000 a year, and it is
understood that Local Premier Holmes
will step into it.

Strange Proceedings.

‘We have a report, under date of 13th
inst. of a case in which a Gloucester
Magistrate appears to have made a very
improper use of his office. A sailor was
charged with deserting from his ship at
Caragnet, and taking with him a pocket
book coutaining meney and securities
amounting to some $50, besides a quantity
of clothing, the property of other members
of the crew. On application of the captain
of the vessel, Justice Blackhall issued a
warrant for the arrest of the sailor who
was caught at Tracadie—some 25 miles
from Caraquet. The prisoner being
taken before Justice Blackhall, the
latter refused to require him to
answer to the charge of the captain,
who had, as‘the Justice said, arranged to
cancel the warrant. The Constable who
arrested ‘the sailor,asked Mr. Blackhall for
his fees, but was directed to apply for
them to the captain. The captain, how,
ever, refused to pay, and on the Constable
asking Mr. Blackhall for a capais by which
to compel payment he failed to get one.
The Constable was obliged to return to
Pokemouche and obtain a capais from a
Magistrate there,and when he and another
Constable returned to Caraquet with it, he
found the eaptain and Mr. Blackhall to.
gethér under rather pecnliar circumstan-
ces, and the latter abused the Constable
roundly. The case of the Constable
against the captain came to a hearing on
30th ult. and resulted ina verdict for the
Plaintiff. Our correspondent promises a
report of the proceedings at the trial
which, we presnme will afford another
illustration, in Mr. Blackhall’s case, of the
peculiar sense which a certain class of our
country Justices have of their duties,
powers and privileges.

Burnt Church Items ete.

FISHING.

The fishing along the shore this season,
so far, has not been very good. About the
middle of May the lobster fishery com-
menced, and at first the lobsters were very
plentiful both at Tracadie and all up the
shore to Burnt Church, as well as at
Portage Island, even in spite of the rough
weather. With its continuance, however,
up to the present time, came the repeated
wrecking of the lobster traps and the catch
is said to have been, on the whole, a poor
one.

SALMON

The salmon fishery commenced June lst,
and has also been very poor, the estimate
for Burnt Church, Portage Island, Neguac
and Tabusintac Beach being about a
quarter of a fair average catch, and the
salmon being so scarce latterly, that the
fishery terminated on the 1st of August,
though the legal time extends to the 15th
of the month.

As an instance of the scarcity of Salmon
we may mention, that Mr. Jas. A. David-
son stated he fished 150 fathoms of net,
from the 15th May until the middle of
June and only caught 45,

The enl fishery commmenced about the

'y interfered with business,
this drawback the catch is
consulered a very fafr one.

BASS.

The bass net fishing commences about
the first of October, but the Indians have
taken a considerable quantity of small
bass with hovk and line, chiefly at Church
Point Bridge, through which the fish seem
to go with a rush, with the rise and fall of
the tide, the propitious time appearing not
to extend over twenty minutes or half an
hour, during which they bite freely. The
Indian boys seem very expert at hitting
the corrzet troubling of the waters, and
usually fill their baskets. The bait used
are small chub.

FARMING.

¢ The season has been on the whole a
favorable one for the farmers, notwith-
standing 1ts lateness and a good deal of
wet weather.

Along the shore the potatoes have been
almost free from the bug, and are general-
ly a fine crop, though this does not apply
tosome of the back settlements, where in
some instances they have been entirely
destroyed by the bug, and in others much
injured.

A considerable amount of both oats and
wheat have been sown and the crops look
remarkably well through the country. The
hay crop_ is also good, but much of it has
been damaged by the rain after being cut.

THE RAIN.

With the exception of about a couple of
days a week, the verb to rain goes ahead
in a perpetual and triumphant conjuga-
tion, ‘It rains, it has done raining, it is
going to rain.” It seldom takes a steady
pull however. but refreshes the earth in
half hour showers, after each of which it
brightens up for the next, to the delec-
tation of the hopeful hay-maker and the
illustrions stranger. It is moist certainly,
but the variations of cloud and sunshine
are very picturesque, and those who don’t
like it, and wish to make things equal all
round, can get into the water at the short-
est notice.

NEW BUILDINGS,

Since the storm and high tide which
did considerable damage along shore in
1879, Messrs. J. W. & J. Anderson
have moved their store somewhat further
back from the shore, and have now a new
store nearly finished, a short distance
from their old one. This is a peat and
substantial plank building, 22 ft front by
53 ft. deep, and -13 storeys high. It is
partitioned off into a good-sized front
store, back store, and office on the ground
floor, while on the second flat there is
capacious accommodation for either
storage of lighter goods or workshop.

Messrs. A. & D. Loggie erected a new
building some time ago, 60x25 ft. at right
angles to the shore, a large portion of
which is devoted to a neatly fitted retail
store, with office and back store, the
| building being 14 storeys high. They
| have also tin shop and other buildings for
storage adjoining.

During the gale of 79 this firm Lad a
60 ft. building carried away at Tracadie,
besides another of 40 ft. broken up, and
lost a large quantity of traps and other
materisl, and, at Neguac Gully, a fish
shed forty feet long was carried away.
The building at Tracadie has been replaced
by one of similar dimensicns, and that at
| Neguac Gully by one of 50 ft. in addition

It is true
that there are only a few families w®:i
dent in the district, but it has always
been an open question whether Rurnt
Church has a proper sense of its respon-
sibilities in regard to the ten us, It is
needless to say that the pupils in the
school seem to be making atisfactory
progress, as under the present system of
inspection and grading, any pupil with a
tendency to idleness and inattention is
s oon singled out.
INDIAN SCHOOL.

The establishment of an Indian School
in the Burnt Church Indian Settlement,
is a great improvement on the old condi-
tion of things, and the advantages to arise
from it seem to be fully appreciated by
the Indians themselves, who are quite
proud to show strangers how their children
can read from the 1st, 2nd or third reader.
The school has only been in operation
some eight months under Miss A. Dumar-
esque, of Tracadie, and considering the
children knew little or no English, the
progress made has been alike creditable to
both teacher and pupils.

The school is, of course, under the In-
dian Department of the Dominion Govern-
ment, which commenced a neat and commo-
dious school house the spring before last,
the dimensions of which are 24x16 ft. with
12 ft. post. As the majority of the In-
dians live near the water,only in the sum-
mer season, and move to their camps in
the woods on the approach of winter, the
school house has been placed as convenient.
ly as possible, between these two localities,
about a quarter of a mile north of Church
Point Bridge.

The number of pupils on the register is
36 and the average attendance in summer
is 16 and in winter 25. In summer the
children are a good deal engaged in look-
ing out for the bass at Church Pomnt
Bridge, and many also accompany their
elders in search of bass and mackerel in
the Bay and outside Portage Island.

On visiting the school we found the in-
terior neat and clean, with a substantial
new stove for heating purposes, and
though the pupils were not numerous,
they were quiet and orderly. They
shewed some very fair writing on slates
and are shortly to be promoted to copy
books. The reading, spelling and exer-
cises in arithmetic were all that; could be
expected, and it is simply sufficient to say
that it is generally admitted that the
children learn fast. The Trustees of the
school are Peter Giunish and Peter Cloude;
the former who accompanied us to the
school house, is perhaps better known as
¢ Pierre.”

The R. C. Church here is stated to be
42 years old and is in a fair state of repair
with the exception of a little plaster hav .
ing fallen from the ceiling near the en-
trance, which we were told, is to be repair-
ed in a short time. Services are ouly
held once a month, when the Indians are
visited by the Rev. Father Morrisy, from
Bartibogue. The Indian lands have a
frontage of two miles by four miles deep,
and some have snug farms well stocked.
The Indians have also another larger
reservation down at Tabusintac. At
Burnt Church the Indian popalation num-
bers about 300, and is decidedly
increasing. It is in some cases long lived,

as we weretold there were several instances

of men and women of 85.

The President’s Condition.

ANOTHER TURN FOR THE WORSE.

WasniNeroN, Aug. 15, — Unofficial
bulletin, Executive Mansion, 9 p. m.—
The President has experienced no trouble
from nausea since 6 p. m. A hypodermic
injunction of morphia was administered a
short time ago, and at this hour he is
sleeping.

The following message was sent a few
minutes past 8 o'clock:—
To Gen R. B. Hayes, 1vemont, Ohio.

Have reached another very serious
point in the case. The conditions at this
hour (8 p. m.) are of a character that
causes great auxiety. We hope for better
things in the morung.

Unofficial .bulletin.—The President is
said to be considerably better at this hour
than when the morning bulletin was is.
sued. He has taken some milk and a
small quantity of beef, extra cut. He
hasg also partaken of some whiskey with
egg, all of which he retained. In response
to an inquiry as to the cause of the
President’s vomiting, Private Secretary
Brown, said that it was due entirely to his
weak stomach, and, whi'e it was more or
less aggravated by th wound, that it
could not be attributed solely to its effects.
He added that the President contracted
dyspepsia while he was in the army, and
at no time since has been entirely free
from it, and that when he was in apparent
good health he was oftentimes troubled
with nausea. Brown says that the sur-
geons are not at all alarmed at the
President’s present coudition. During
the last hour he has slept some and ap.
pears to be stronger. It having been in.
timated that the operation performed
on Monday last was in fact an attempt to
remove the ball, Brown was asked if the
story had any foundation. He replied
that it was entirely erroneous and said
that there was no immediate intention of
disturbing the ball.

WasuineToN, Aug. 16.—8.30—The
President is somewhat restless and vomit-
ed several times during the early part of
the night. Since three this morning he
has not vomited and slept tranquilly most
of the time. Nutritious enemata are suc-
cessfully employed to sustain him. Al-
together the symptoms appear less urgent
than yesterday afternoon. His pulse is
100 ; temperature, 98.6 ; respiration, 18.

The Strange and Stirring Story of an
African Traveller's Life — His War
Upbn the#Slave Chiefs. =

#Romé Cor. Neg York Evenigg Post.]

ﬁl.nolo:;(}eui;‘ one of thipse guhan
herobs offAffican explopation who Have
hondred the Italisn name, is dead.
He was born at Ravenna, and pursued
his military studies at Neuwienerstadt,
but the news of his dreadful death was
carried to his family, residing at Trieste,
He had been absent from them three
years, and the sole hope of his last days
was, after infinite hardships and perils,
to reach home. But that hope was not
realized, as he died in the hospital at
Suez. Guessi was the friend of the negro
race and the enemy of slavery. Ap-
pointed by the English Pasha Gordon
who was then in the service of the
Khedive,to subdue the rebel slave chief,
Suleiman, his success in that enterprise
was rewarded by hisappointment to the
governorship of Bahr-el-Ghazal. In
two y@ffahd lrlf T~ disgiplined and'
armedi hig o l@:ﬁ, in twepty
battles destroyed the army of Suleiman,
which consisted of nearly fifteen thou-
sand men, with eight thousand in re-
serve. Suleiman, who was the chief
negro dealer in Africa,—Gessi calcula-
ting that he exported fifty thousand
slaves annually—was: killed, together
with other slave dealers. >

““The trade has now become impos-
sible,” wrote Gessi to the Geographical
Society of Rome in 1879. *“‘I have
armed all the negroes, and they can now
defend themselves.” In the decisive
battle where he overthrew Suleiman he
had two thoysand well-armed rebels op-
posed to him, while his own force was
only one thousand men, many of them
being also slavehelders, and therefore
not in sympathy with him. But he suc-
ceeded in defeating Suleimaa and in
LIBERATING ONE HUNDRED THOUSAND

He ‘mistt® x"ows, “opened s{;hoors, régu-

lated the tax on ivory and gum, and
tried to reduce that distant African pos-
session of Egypt to order. But the
Mussulmans thére could not forgive the
destruction of their trade in slaves, and
they rendered his position so disagree-
able that when Pagiia Gerden lost’ his
office Geasi also lost his and left Bahr-el-
Ghazal.

Worn out with fatigue and mental
distress he embarked on the Safia with
his people, consisting of five hundred
men, yomen, and- children, iz Septem-
ber1880. ‘But his'voyage on'the upper
Nile was destined to become known as
one of the most tragic events in African
history. The yvessel, which was not
strong enough to force its way through
the masses of aquatic plants which in-
cumber that portion of the river, became
tangled in them \aﬁgd remaingd there
throe months and,'a{Balf. é
an aquatic plant which grows in equa-
torial latitudes, transforms the stream
into a vast impenetrible marsh and
stops navigation as completely as the
ice does in northern regions.. All the
efforts o:i&dﬂ':w'h&.aet isman to work
with haichéts and spades foliberate the
Safia and the four barges attached to it,
were unavailing. To the horrors of his
strange imprisonment were soon added
intense sufferings by famine. About
half of the people with Gessi died from
fever and famine, and many of the sur-
vivors who were rescued by another
vessel which went to their relief also
died after reaching Khartoum, a city of
about eighty thousand inhabitants,
capital e Egyptiap Sudan.

The ~bodies of the women, the
children, the weak, and the old, who
first succumbed to these miseries, lay
putrefying for weeks on the strong
branéhésof the ‘dreadful- plants -that
held them in & giant embrace. Several
of the dead bodies were devoured by
the survivors, and Gessi relates in his
report to the Italian Geographical
Society that the moral effect of these
scenes upon his own spirit was more
dreadful than even his sufferings for
want of food. , The people, also, to
alleviate hunger, cut up the skins in
which their effects were wrapped into
strips, soaked them in water over night,
and then

BOILED AND ROASTED THEM.

The fruit of one of the plants near them,
resembling the artichoke, was eaten,
but coald not be found in ‘sufficiently
large quantities. Added to the hunger
and fatigue occasioned by working in
the water to liberate the ship, was the
torment of mosquitoes at night. Many
of the sufferers walked the deck all
night, and sometimes in turning put
their feet on the sleepers, when groans
and screams and often fighting succeed-
ed. As one time in the early part of
this period of torment the Safia was
within half a mile of open water, and
Gessi hoped in three days to be able to
reach it, but a tempest, followed by two
hours of hail, drove them back into the
green wilderness of branches. After
that they could not see the pure water
even from the masts.

The night before the rescuing vessel
arrived, Gessi wrote: ‘I felt myselt
dying; I felt languor and emptiness,
and my strength was leaving me. 1
cannot describe what passed through
my mind that night. I had escaped
death in so many battles, from so many
betrayals and conspiracies against my
life, and I'must die at last in the middle
of a river from the same canse that had
killed thousands and thousands in Niam-
Niam or in the burning desert of
Darfur.” When his friend, the German
traveler Marne, reached him on board
the ship Bordeen, Gessi was reduced to
a skeleton. The strong man whom his
friends had always compared to a lion,
the btave soldier who feared neither
enemies nor death, was as weak as a
child, He waslifted on board the other
veasel and was soon partly restored, but
the sufferings had been too great, and
a fever ensued, which ended his life
soon after.

: ’l‘h.e journal kept by Gessi during his
lmprisonment among the barrazzi was
sent to the Geographical Society of
Rome after his liberation. The intrepid
spirit of this Italian traveller faces death
with calmness as he nightly keeps the
record of his suffering. ‘“ We are con-
stantly laboring,” he says, ‘‘at one
plant about

TWELVE THOUSAND FEET LONG,

and every day the work is more difficult
for my people, because they are half
immersed in water. We are surround-
ed as if by a strong wall. Itis as diffi-
cult to go back as to advance, and we
can not send mes enger or relief, as

his sudd,

 bath the shores -are populated by war-
like and savage enemies who are not
friendly to us.” At the end of the
second month he writes: ‘‘The mo-
mueBt is critical. There is no hope of
salvation. All begin to abandon them-
selves to desperation, and, seated on
‘deck with their heads down, wait for
death.”

On the last day of December: ‘“ This
is the most terrible day. I remember
nothing like it in all my life. To-mor-
row is the new year—a sad day for me
I think of my home, of my wife, my
children, who n their play kuow no-
thing of the terrible situation of their
father. So ends the year 1880, and I
am led to this extremity because I was
not fortnnate in my campaign against
slavery. The influential men of Khar-
toum had condemned the war against
Sulieman as it injured their own inter-
ests.”

New Year’s day he greets with:
““ The day is dawning, and in thoughtI
send best wishes to family, relatives,
‘an®& friends.”. On the 4h he writes :
¢ If help does not come to-morrow we
shall be dead: Hunger has exhausted
all the strength and every hope of my
people.” But on the 5th of January
they hear guns and see the vapor from
a steamer. ‘‘ It is the Ismailia. Great
God be thanked !” Teats fall from all
their eyes, and the lion-hearted Gessi
himself weeps as all of these suffering
creatures go up one after another to
kiss his hands and feet. *God be
thanked, We are safe !”

Howe, and wife, and children, and
friends seemed near again to the weary
‘traveller, who, after three years of
African life, longed for rest with them.
But the strain had been too great even
for his iron constitution, ‘and he died
without seeing them.

Thus perished one of the noblest
martyrs of the crusade against slavery.
Vietim of the capidity of the Arabsiof
Khartoum, who saw the destruction of
a chief source of their wealth, he was
recalled by theirinfluence from his work
of liberation in Bahr-el-Ghazal and
Darfur. He was accused of wishing to
exclude the Arab clement and make
use of the negroes in his administration
ahd of teaching thém to assert their in-
dependence.

Bahr-el-Ghazal and the provinces ad-
joining were the centre of the African
slave trade. Twenty thousand Arabs
were occupied in his traffic, and at least
eighty thousand - slaves were captured
and exported annually. This is the
veay lowest calculation, and the numnber
was probably twice as many, if not
greater even than that. Every Arab
settled there had
FROM THIRTY TO TWO HUNDRED SLAVES,

and from Jessuf Pascia Gessi took three
hupdred, Even the pooreat Arab kept
abow¥ twenty huts made of straw and
encircled with thorns, within which the
slaves were kept fastened to each other
by a long chain. Gessi destroyed all
these places of wickedness and let the
slaves go free.

The neigltborhood of Bahr-el-Ghazal
was, not long ago, inhabited by two
hundred thousand families of a tribe
called Dgangey. The Arabs preferred
to hunt for slaves here on account of
the numerous flocks of sheep in the
land, and the Dgangey were soon re-
duced to thirty thousrnd fami'ies.
These moved to some land inaccessible
to their tormenters on account of the
pestilential air and the marshes, but
only after the triumph of Gessi over
Suileman were they persuaded to re-
turn to their own land.

The death of Gessi will revive this
terrible scourge in that part of Africa,
as even while he was there the Arabs
only awaited his departure to revenge
themselves on the negroes who had as-
sisted him. He believed, however,
that with four or five stations directed
by honest persons slavery could be abol-
ished.

Romolo Gessi was of medium stature,
thin, with chestnut hair and beard.—
His vivid glance, quick speech, great
activity, and indomitable energy early
marked him as one adapted to great
enterprises. The last will make his
name forever remembered among the
unhappy negroes of Central Africa as a
liberator and benefactor. But he was
known previously for his explorations
in the upper Nile, and for his circuin-
navigation of Lake Albert.

This lake had already been discover-
ed by Samuel Baker, but Gessi was the
first to circumnavigate it, which he did
in 1876. For this exploit, the honor of
which Henry Stanley contests with himn,
he received a gold medal from the
Italian Geographical Society.

“If the voyage were not perilous it
would not charm me,” he said, but this
was dangerous enough even for his bold
spirit. One of his companions was
eaten by a crocodile; one died from
fever which he himself had also : the
white ants destroyed their goods : they
were drenched with rain and at night
tormented with mosquitoes. With the
aid of one thousand men hired by the
Egyptian government he transported
three boats over very h'gh mountains
destitute of roads. 'The boats were
thirty feet long and were manned by
eighteen mariners and twelve soldiers.
Gessi was accompanied by another in-
trepid Italian traveller—Carlo Piazza,
—and although the season was unfavor-
able on account of heavy rains and the
natives were hostile, yet he succeeded
in exploring this lake. He considered
it a great reservoir, but not the source
of the Nile, which is Victoria Nyanza.

Here also were those growths of vege-
tation which four years later became the
source of his death. *‘ Numerous float-
ing islands of vegetation of immense
size move about the waters and for
days prevent navigation. The stalks
rise twelve or fifteen feet in height, and
sometimes the wind moves them as if
they were sails. They go at the rate of
four or five miles an hour, and the
waters are continually chauging their
aspect.”
