the greatest of them all, whose poetry is
the property of all mankind, and whom
Englishmen and Scotchmen, as well as
Irishmen, are proud to homor. Mrs,
Landry then read a centennial poem to
Moore, and was heartily applauded. Mrs,
Perley, Miss Guthrie and Messrs. Lock-
hart, Guthrie and Murphy sang ‘‘The
Harp that once thro’ Tara’s Halls” asa
quintette, rendering the music correctly
and pleasingly; but all attempts to harmon-
ize the melodies have necessarily failed,
and no matter how well the harmonised
versions are sung, much of the music and
all the pathos, which is their very essence,
is lost. That the audience felt this was
evident, for when Miss Guthrie sang
“The Meeting of the Waters” the ap-
plause was much more earnest. Messrs.
Guthrie and Murphy sang ‘¢ Believe me,’
ete., in excellent time and tune, and then
Mrs. Perley sang ‘“Ob, the Shamrock,’
and was encored. The Mayor then' in-’
troduced the orator of the evening, R. F.
Quigley, Esq., L. L. B., who delivered a
glowing and eloquent oration on *‘ Thomas
Moore, the Poet and Patriot.”

After referring to the social and political
position of Ireland in the time of Moore
the orator said:—

Amoug all the miseries, struggles and
martydoms of his native land, the sublime
aspirations of the poet have floated, ever
living deeds. in the atmosphere of her
politics, descending ever and anon into
some quickening zone and fructifying into
the magnificent idea of Irish nationality in,
the recognition by English statesmen of
the great fact that Irish ideas and Irish
aspirations are the true basis of Irish
legislation—the prelude, the speaker earn-
estly hoped, to the consummmation of the
political creed to which in 1843 O’Connell
pledged the Irish people—that the one
measure essential to Ireland’s advance-
ment was Legislative Independence.

Wer't thou all that 1 wish thee, .great, glorious and

ree,
First flower of the earth and first gem of the sea,
I might have thee with prouder, with happier brow,
But, Oh!could I love thee more dearly than now,
No, thy chains as they rankle, thy blood as it runs,
But make thee more faithfully dear to thy sons—
Whose hearts, like the young of the desert-bird’s

nest,
Drink love in each life-drop that flows from thy

breast.
In such strains sang the poet of that
sacred love which will never die out of the
Irish heart— a sentiment that deepens with
the progress of education and enlighten-
ment. No matter what the measure of
her adversity or prosperity, Ireland will
be Ircland to the last. Napoleon Bona-
parte truly said Europe would never know
repose till governed according to its nation-
alities. Such was the wise policy on
which Imperial Rome- consolidated its
world wide power. Each nation has a re-
presentative value, each race has the cap-
acity to work out special good results and
toreveal great truths in some original form,
God designs that each country shall havea
peculiar ideal physiognomy, and he has set
its geographical characteristics asa bony
skeleton and breathed into it a free-life
spirit, the spirit of patriotlsm. As a
British subject, he was proud to point to
Englaud as the very brightest ornament,
and that he was as such an heir to all her
martial glories, to all the literature that is
crowned by Bacon, Shakespeare and Mil-
ton. “ The triumphs of English science,”
said the speaker, ‘“are mine,” and I feel
the thrill of that energy which has knit
together the vast empire over which the
flag of England waves, that flag of which
the Laureate wrote:—
¢ Banuer of England! not for a season, O Banner £
Pritain, hast thou,
Floated ,'vquueriug battle, or flapt to the battle
Ne\'eri:i\l.h mightier glory than when we had reared
thee on high,
Flying at top of the roof -in the ghastly siege of
Lucknow—
Shot through the staff or the halyard, but ever we
raised thee anew,
And ever upon the topmostroof our Banner of Eng-

land flew.”
(Applause.) And, asked the speaker,
is it any less a privilege to be an Irish-
man? lreland has glories all her own, of
which any man might well be proud
““ Not a stain on its green, not a blot onits gold,
Lift up the green flag!Oh, it wants to go home;
Full long has its lot been to wander and roam.
It has followed the fate of its sons o’er the world,
But i!: {;};ls, like their hopes are not faded and

furled,

And . wherever its exiles 'neath the heaven's broad
Have t&::-]el::‘,fntod to suffer, to sorrow and roam,
They’ll bound on the sea and away o’er the foam,
They'Hlnarch to the musie of * Home, Sweet Home.”

An audience like the one before him
could he felt, understand and appreciate
the feclings that ind such utterance and
respect in others, what they cherished in
their own breasts. In the historyof poetry
there are poets and poems in which the
ruling ideas of their time and nature ap-
pear in all truth and power. After con-
sidering poetry in its relation to nature as
an intuition of the Infinite, a perception
of God in creation, the speaker proceeded
to show that the work of the poet, no
matter how great he may be, is not to be
considered the exclusive product of the
individual, for it must bear on it the
stamp of his education, of the people
among whom he dwells, and of the age in
which he lives. In this connexion the
speaker instanced Milton and his Paradise
Lost. The power to take'up into one’s
own mind the thoughts of a whole people,
to give a voice to the impressions made
upon them by nature, religion and society,
to interpret to them their doubts, longings
and aspirations ; to awaken the chords of
deep and hidden sympathy, which but
await the touch of inspiration—this is
poetic genius, these the functions of the
National Poet. What Milton and Shake-
speare were and are to their country and
history, so was Moore to his, the typifier
of his generation and the delineator of his
country’s national life. He spoke of the
aspirations of the people towards national
liberty and Catholic emancipation, for
which the uncrowned monarchs of the
world, O’Connell, Burke, O’Connor, Shiel,
Fitzgerald and others struggled in vain.
Ireland has no national anthem, but when
she has one, the grand -epic will glow
with every air of Moores melodies so full
are they of patriotism. Moore crystalized
the history of his country Into the tapestry
of verse, and while O’Connell was strug-
gling with the masses, he was touching
the high and tashionable clasm. by the
magic of his poetry. In concluding, the
orator of the evening paid a glowing and
eloquent tribute to the memory of the
Bard of Erin.

The Canadian Pacific Rallway,

Who has not, occasionally, met the
man with ““abee in his bonnet "—a
comparatively harmless ¢ bee’ it may be,
injuring no one but the unfortunate
80 possessed—or the man with a hobby,
which he will insist on trotting out on
any and every occasion, riding it to
such an extent that the danger always
exists that he will either injure his
friends or himself by his persistent
sticking to his one idea. As with in-
dividuals, so it will somelimes happen
with nations, the results of any special
| idiosyncrasy in the Iatter case, however,
| being much more disastrous, as they
| are so much more widespread in their
effects.

If ever a nation had become domin-
ated by a hobby, Canada might be so
considered on the subject of the Pacific
Railway. “This Dominion of ours”
has got so dazzled with-the magnitude
and brilliancy of the idea, that the
hard, stubborn facts of the—how—
are completely lost sight of. Both
parties and all sections of the people,
alike, appear ready for the plunge, and
can see nothing ahead of the country
but the completion of this gigantic un-
dertaking, without spparently consider-
ing that on its completion there will
be such a load of debt on the shoulders
of our people as will be sufficient to
¢rush the life out of them.

It is'amaszing to contemplate the mag-
nificent vagueuess with which the project
is continually spoken of. ¢ Our glori-
ous Northwest ” is constantly referred
to in the most glowing terms, as if the
fact of its being there were sufficient to
build and equip the railway—though
how that same Northwest is to be uti-
lized and made practically available for
this purpose is something which has
never yet been actually and practically
brought to an issue. That any body of
men, in their senses, should seriously
lend themselves to the present project
appears incomprehensible. We have
heard, over and over again, any amount
of raphsodies poured out in connection
with & “ great and united Dominion,”
a “‘splendid country stretching from sea
to sea”—all very pretty and quite
captivating to the imagination—but, as
facts and arguments on which to build
reasons for the proposed railway, worse
than useless. With a population of
some four millions we are attempting a
work similar to one which taxed the
energies and resources of our neighbors
across the line with a population of
ten times ours and resources of vastly
greater extent. They had a country at
both ends of their line vastly superior
to ours in natural resources and in
population, and although we may have,
in the middle of our country, the ad-
vantage of them as respects inhabitable
territory, it will be many years before
it has a population which will be
able to bear any portion of the expense
which would be incurred by the build-
ing of such a railway. By all means
let us get this Northwest opened up
and connected with our older settled
Eastern Provinces, but for the next ten
years, in the name of common sense,
let us stop there. What is British
Columbia that the future of the whole
Dominion should be perilled in order
to intain & connecti with it?
Within reasonable limits it is desirable,
undoubtedly, that such a connection
should exist, but there is neither rhyme
nor reason in asking such a sacrifice as
the  building of the Pacific Railway
would be in order to keep up this con-
nection. It would be far better to take
British Columbia at her word and let
her go or, as an American politician
oncg said,in referring to the purchase of
Alaska, to bring all the inhabitants
east and board them at some of our first
class Hotels for their natural lives.
British Columbia is not worth the sacri-
fice Canada is endeavoring to make for
her. It is a country which gives no
promise of ever repaying the mad in-
vestment, a country -which at present
contains scarcely more than ten thou-
sand people and whose capacity to ad-
vantageously accommodate manymoreis
very doubtful, a country which is not
-and will not be, for many years, capa-
ble of affording the support to a trans-
continental railway which California
gave to the American Pacific Railway and
whose people are determined to do their
best to shut out the only race by whose
aid, should the railway be persisted in,
it can ever be built at all, as any one
conversant with the building of the
United States line will remember the
immense advantages derived by the em-
ployment of Chinese laborers on that
railway. It is a conntry which has
comparatively nothing to give but a
great deal to gain in connection with
this railway and which,in insisting upon
getting it, plays the game of ‘“ headsI
win and tails you lose” with the rest
of the Dominion.

_Concerning the business which would
e attracted from abroad to this line,
when built, there exists, as there does
on every other aspect of the subject,
the most charming vagueness and un-
certainty. There is, say its advocates,
a possibility of an immense China trade
being developed, of a large trade with
India etc., etc., but any facts as to
actualities about these matters are
never to be found. To be sure,if there
is no railway we are certain not to get
any such trade, but is it desirable toin-
cur immense certain expenditures to
get advantages which, at the best, can
only be considered as posibilities.
Such may be a statesmanlike plan;
it is, however, far from being a busi-
nesslike proceeding. There is, also,
another factor which will have to be
taken into account in calculating on a
forwarding business for such a railway.
Any such business must be largely con-
signments for Great Britain and the
other European countries, and the
statistics of the Suez Canal show that
this trade is being, year by year, more
and more largely done through that
great work. There is water carriage all
the way to its destination, less risk of
damage from breaking bulk so frequent-
ly as would require to be done by rail-
way, and less expense. Undoubtedly,
some classes of freight might be bhad,
but a paying business would indeed be
a thing of the distant future and, mean-
time, whilst the Canadian tax-payer is
waiting for the realization of all the
! bright visions which were to be brought

Quebec and the Vice Regal Party.

A Quebec despatch of last Friday
says :—‘“ All over town preparations
for the approaching visit to the ancient
capital of His Excellency the Marquis
of Lorne and Her Royal Highness
Princess Louise are visible. The em-
ployes of the Gas Company are busily
engaged every here aud there laying
pipes for the illumination of various
public and private buildings. A num-
ber of men are still at work preparing
for the lighting up of Dufferin Terrace
on the night of the grand illumination
and workmen are engaged in the con-
struction of the handsome arch to be
built by the corporation at the eorner
of the City Hall Junction of St. Louis
and St. Ursule streets. His Excellency
and Her Royal Highness and suite will
land at the Queen’s Wharf at 12.30 a.
m., on Wednesday next. A pavilion
similar to that now erected on Dufferin
Terrace will be temporarily constructed
on a raised dais on the wharf, the
covering of which will be a carpet of
scarlet cloth and hangings of blue and
ard white, with a large artificial boquet
suspended from the top. Two places
will be provided—one for His Excellency
and the other for Her Royal Highness.
Mr. Gregory, of the Marine and Fisher-
ies Department, will have green trees
planted along the route from the steam-
er to the pavilion, and from the pavil-
ion to the street, and this passage may
be covered with carpet or matting. The
Vice-Regal party will be received by
the Mayor and Corporation on behalf
of the citizens, and at the pavilion will
be presented with an address of welcome
in both the, English and French lan-
guages. The French copy has been
written by Mr. Ouimet and the English
by Mr. Denis Murray, each to be en-
grossed upon parchment with handsome-
ly illuminated borders, which are now
being executed by the ladies of the
Convent of the Bon Pasteur. The Que-
bec squadron of cavalry is likely to form
an escort. Whether or not, the escort
will also comprise the other military
corps of the city, or whether they will
line the streets from the Queen's Wharf
to the Citadel is not yet known. If
the streets are not lined by the mili-
tary, it is suggested that the national
societies turn out and line them at the
Citadel. Fifty men are at work prepar-
ing the Vice-regal quarters for occupa-
tion.”

¢ The Princess Lonise will next week
lay the foundation stone of the new city
gate, between Louise and John Gate.
St. Louis Gate is to retain its old
name.”

Sir John always
said that wages would increase, work be-
come abundant, trade and traffic be pro-
moted and good times generally be felt
as soon.as ‘‘those abominable Grits”
were turned ont of office. But the
““black list ” in salary reductions on
the Intercolonial looks like something
worse than ever befel that service
hefore.

Since the above was written the Sun
of 3rd inst., has come to hand and gives
evidence of a condition of perturbation
in the wing of the party represented by
it, which promises dreadful things to
come. It seems, however, that after
the Sun’s party had worked itself into
a state of desperation betoking a condi-
tion suggestive of desperate deeds,andat
the supreme moment when the vials of
its wrath were on the point of being
tipped for the deluge and annihilation
of the head of railway affairs,a gleam of
the rational came over the editorial
mind and arrested the destroying pen.

Schrieber undermining the Government
by destroying the allegiance of consti-
tuencies to the Gover t. A chang
is imperatively demanded, and that
without nnnecessery delay.”

Our Angling Waters.
[NuMBER TWO.]}

One of the best salmon rivers in New
Brunswick is the Nepisguit, whichfinds
its way into the Bay Chaleur through
Bathurst harbor, about 40 miles north
of Miramichi by the Intercolonial Rail-
way, and a little over two hundred miles
from St. John. Though a large river,
when its volume of water is considered,
it is, nevertheless, unlike all the other
principal ones of the' North Shore in
this—that it has but a comparatively
short stretch of tidal water, after loav-
ing which the augler meets with an al.
most uninterrupted succession of quick
and heavy runsamong rocks and gorgss
with intervening pools,which give gouod
and certain sport with salmon averag-
ing twelve pounds. Thie salmon-fishing
on the Nepisguit, too, iy gll within a
river-length of about twenty miles,- -
from the first pool at the head of
tide water to the po»l at tha foot of
Grand Falls, beyond which latter no
fish can ascend the river,although there
is said to be some excellent land-locked
trout in the upper waters.

The first four miles of the river,
known as the ‘ Rough Waters” are in
charge of the luzal fishery officer at
Bathurst,—Mr. James Hickson— for
the Dominion Government. This
officer is authorised to issue licenses to
anglers at one dollar a day per rod,and
those who desire to tish should arrange
with Mr. Hickson a week cr more in
advance, as the number of rods allowed
at the same time is limited by him and
if all the * Rongh Waters ” ground is
under license the fisherman must forego
the privilege of fishing there until his
turn comes, or go elsewhere.

Next above the ‘ Rough Waters”
section of the Nepisguit is the Pabinean
Falls district, but this,like the *‘ Chain
of Rocks,” the Great Falls and inter-
mediate portions of the river,is incladed
in the lease of John W. Nicholson Exq.,
of St. John, and gentlemen, associated
with him.

For the information of onrangling
friends who have not fished the portion
of the Nepisguit open to the public,we
may state that by making arrangements
therefor in season they muy lew:
points as ra?uta as St. John and, after
enjoying a fair night’s sleep, either in a
Pulman berth, or as they sit in the
ordinary car, havea cast on almost any
pool of the ¢ Rough Waters” at sunrise.
To do this itis necessary to get Mr.
Hickson’s permit in advance,or have an
understanding with him in reference to
it. Canoemen must also be arranged
for, who may be in waiting at the head
of tide, which is reached by less than
an hour’s drive. Mr. J. H. Wilbur
of the Wilbur House, Bathurst, is a re-
lisble person to entrust the arrange-
ment of any necessary team or canoe
business to. Among the men who
know the pools and are trusty canoenmien
we may mention the five Busheys—"oe,
Luke, John, Aleck and Ned; also
Borna Vino and Edward Vino. The
services of any two of these—they find-
ing their own canoe—may be had at a
cost of from $2.50 to $3.00 per lay, and
of course, every fisherman requires his
own canve and canoemen. A good
camping place is that at the head of
tide on a piece of high land owned by a
Mrs. Arseneau, and overlooking the
river. A spring brook runs near, the
descent to the river from camp is easy
and the landing place all that could be
desired. The canoemen do the camp
work, and a camp watcher during the
day may be had from some of the
houses half a mile away, although, in
some cases, it is hard to prevent petty
theft, the disappearance of some things,
even as large as salinon being most un-
accountable and generally attributed to
‘¢ that large black dog of Young’s.”

The number of pools and extent of
the fishing ground on the Rough Waters
are sufficient for from six to ten rods,
when the fishing is properly apportion-
ed by nutual agreement. Of the choice
spots we may mention—from memory
—among the best pools, Miller’s, Mill-
er's Island, Willis’ Ledge, O’Brien’s
Ledge, The Roll, Chain Pool, Gravel
Pool, Long Pool, Bushey’s Falls, Split
Rock, Black’s Pool,Round Ledge Pool,
Bridge Pools (just below I. C. R.
Bridge) Quarry Pool, Round Rocks
Pools, (six in number) and others of
minor character. The Indian Camp
Pools are the next, but, if we remem-
ber rightly, they are within the bounds
of Mr. Nicholson’s lease—although we
may be mistaken.

The strongest tackle is necessary for
Nepisguit fishing, for although its sal-
mon are of smaller average thun those
of the Restigouche, Cascapedia and
other streams further north, they are a
more game fish and die hard. Rods of
from fifteen to seventeen feet are with-
in ““regulation ” length. The standard
fly that seems to kill best is the ‘¢ Silver
Doctor.” - The next favorite is the
‘“ Butcher.” The _‘‘ Donkey” takes
well on dull days. Red and black body
with red hackle and turkey wingisa
good home-made killer.

The writer has killed salmon in the
¢ Rough Waters,” as well as in the
Pabinean pools—which are like boiling

cauldrons being in the main, but small l
resting places into which the wild, white |
torrent leaps and swirls around only to
leap, again and again, until it spreads
widely out in the less turbulent aud shal-
low stream below. The general angler,
however, need not be informed particnlarly
of the grounds above the‘‘ Rough Waters ”
district as they are private property and
may be tished only by those who are for-
tunate enough to knmow Mr. Nicholson
and his friends and to impress that gentle-
man—who is, perhaps, the best salmon
fisherman in New Brunswick—favorably
in regard to their capability of apprecia-

ting the sport in true angler’s spirit and
fashion.

force. After a salmon is struck the most
serivus and exciting business commences
between the interested parties. The fish
naturally rushes outward and it is seldom
that he can be checked sufficiently to pre-
vent his getting away into the wild pitch.
Good tackle and a master hand may
bring him to gaff, without aliowing him
to take any of the pitches, but it is rarely
this is done. After the fish has gone
down a pitch and the fishermen has follow-
ed—keeping his line sufficiently taut to
prevent it from looping and becoming caught
around some bowlder—of which there are
many—he may turn his captive into the
next pool, but he will often fail, even in
this and, in many cases, lose the fish and,
perhaps, his casting line, from being un-
able to keep up the headlong pace, now
running forty feet above the river, along
a cliff, springing over great ‘Yissures in the
rock, passing the rod around some over-
hanging tree, sliding roughly down into
a gully and being stopped, perhaps, by
a perpendicular rock or precipice, around
which there is no time to run. Old
anglers generally manage to have their
guides on hand for such emergencies, and
we have seen the rod, with a salmon at
the end of fifty or a hundred yards of line
run out, tossed up or down to waiting
hands which, in turn, humored the fish ;
in order that the run around to the next
difficult place could be made and the rod
'be again received by being . tossed up or
down some place where the continuation
of the run along the river-bank had be-
come an impossibility. Itis not uncom-
mon for a well-hooked fish, struck when
the water is high at the ‘‘Flat Rock
Pool” from the cliff that towers above, to
be carried down the four pitches below in
less than five miuutes by the rod being
passed or thrown down and up the impas-
sible spots which skirt the wild falls.
Under such circumstances there is no
time to exercise the art by which, in
ordinarily rough water, the salmon might
be headed into uny semblance of a smooth
spot that may present itself, for when even
the king of fishes has been seized by such
a wild torrentas that which goes thunder-
ing through the Pabinean chasms, he can-
not recover himself as he tumbles along,
now headed one way and now another,
now on an “‘ even keel ” and next show-
ing the silvery belly, whiter and brighter
than the surrounding foam, until he
reaches the end of the race and
enters the sccond and last stage of his
career in the river. A fish which
takes his captor through such an ex-
perience does not afford him the op-
pertunity for cool and deliberate manipula-
tion which is so enjoyable in ordinary
salmon fishing on the Miramichi and Res-
tigouche, for both angler and salmon are a
good deal “* blown ” in running the pitches,
but that is ‘“ glory enough for one day”
for in the exciting chase of flve minutes
the vitality which would otherwise have
been exhausted only after half an hour of
leaps aud ruus, has been expended and
the captive resists but little longer before
he is curving in his last struggle with the
gaff in his body. Salmon landed after
such an experience is an object of pardon-
able pride to him who has accomplished
the feat, and we do not envy the man
who cannot, at sach a moment, imagine
himself a conqueror, and experience a
more satisfactory sensation of victory than
most generals, for he not only plans and
directs, but also executes the manceuevres
against the enemy and the apoil and honor
are all his own—besides nobody is injured
excepting the fish.

A Speech by the Marquisof Lorne.

The following is the speech of the
Marquis of Lorne at the Dinner given
at the Windsor Hotel, Montreal on the
evening of the Queen’s Birthday :—

GENTLEMEN AND OFFICERS OF THE Ca-
NADIAN Miritia,—Allow me to thank
you from the extreme kindness of your
reception, but you must allow me to
ascribe that reception to my official po-
sition, for I am fully conscious that I
have been too short a time among you
to be able to do more than to claim
your kindness and consideration. With
the Pgincess it is different, and, [ be-
lieve, Ican claim for her personally a
warmer- feeling. For with regard to
her you have in Canada the combina-
tion of these two sentiments which I be-
lieve are most powerful in the human
breast—the combination of loyalty and
gallantry. I cannot tell you enough on
her behalf of her feelings as to the man-
ner in which she has been received by
every section of the Canadian people. I
am often asked how she likes this coun-
try,and I can only reply to my numerous
inquirers by repeating again what I have
said to those who have asked personal-
ly, that although she hkes this country
very much, she likes the people better.

I must not forget to thank Sir Edward
Selby Smith for the extreme cordiality
with which he was so good as to propose
this toast, and I can assure him that it
is not only here amongst Canadian
officers but any where else I should
have been proud to hear from him the
words he has used. He has, I am sure,
earned the gratitude of every militia re-

giment in Canada during the time that

he has been here, and he speaks, I am

sure, as your representative, with the

full voice of your authority. It isim-

possible to read the able and full reports

which, year after year, have issued

from his pen without seeing that he has

given his whole mind to your services,

and has studied to the very utmost

your welfare and the efficiency of your
organization. He has held before your
eyes a high standard, he has held that

standard up with a most efficient hand
and I believe you thoroughly well know
how valnable his services have been, and
what an advantage it is to have an
ofticer at the head of the Canadian
Militia who has had experience in active
The manner in which the
manceuvres were performed to-day,
shows how much value you have attach-
ed to his teaching——what full advantage
you have taken of all the opportunities
given to you. And while I am on the
review, allow me to congratulate you
on having in your midst to-day and
forming so splendid a part of your
spectacle the gallant American regiment,
many of whose ofticers I have the plea-
sure of seeing in this hall. I wish to
repeat to them to-night what I had the
honor of saying to the regiment at large
that I thauk them most sincerely for
having come this long journey to honor
our Queen's Birthday, and I regard
their having undertaken their journey
and having come here as a proof of
that amity of feeling and sentiment
which is as strong in the breasts of the
American people as is their community
with us in that freedom in which we re-
cognize our common heritage. I be-
lieve I am not wrong in saying that
they have paid us an unusual compli-
ment in allowing their band to play our
National Anthem, while a part of their
musicians were arrayed in our national
colour. Some of the band wore the
Queen’s colour, and I believe I am not
misinterpreting the feelings of the
ofticers here present when I say that
737 muiz  Americans, not only
those of British race, but many others
wear in one sense the Queen’s colour at
their hearts, not only because she is the
Qnueen of that Old Country with which
so many of their most glorious mem-
vries are forever identified,—that Old
Country of which they are in their
hearts as prond as I can honestly say
England is of them,—but also because
the Americans are a gallant nation, and
love a good woman. They have lent
us a helping hand to-day, and I believe
they will always be ready to do so,
should nccasion arise on which we may
ask them to stand by us. We have had
a very pleasant day together which has
been followed by a testful evening, and
a pleasant dinner— pleasant to all,I ven-
ture to say, but restful only to those
whose fate it has not been when the
dessert has been put upon the table,
and the wine has been passed round,
to be obliged, by making speeches, to
““ open fire” again. If an army could
always depend upon having such a good
commissariat as our little force has en-
joyed to-day, it is my belief that field
days would be even more popular than
they are, and I doubt if the finance of
any people, no matter how many
changes they should make in their
tariff, could long stand the expense.

Aund it is, perhaps, fortunate that a
force in the field cannot always carry
about with it on a campaign a Windsor
Hotel, otherwise the pasiime of war
would be a far more popular amuse-
ment even than it is at present. Peo-
ple are now far too fond of it. The
past has shown that they always have
been so, and with the best resolutions
for the future, the same is toodikely to
remain the case. Why is this? Itis
because they do not know what it is,
and take everything that is unknown to
be magnificent. But if nations are
happier when there is no need for them
to squander wealth and spread sorrow
and disaster by the maintenance of large
forces kept on foot for purposes of
offence, yet, it will be generally con-
ceded that no nation should be content
without a numerous, an efficient and
well-organized defensive force. This,
Canada and the United States fartunate-
ly possess, and the motto which was
propused by Lord Carlis’e as that which
the Volunteer Force in England should
take, namely, ‘‘Defence, not De-
fiance,” is one which is equally suitable
to our kindred people. The Militia
Force is the historic force of both
conntries. At our Review to-day we
have had one of the few occasions on
which it has been possible of late to bring
a fair number of men together for unit-
ed drill. Good drill requires constant
attention and work, and I believe it has
certainly been the opinion of the specta-
tors of the Force to-day that officers
and men have made the best use of the
opportunities which have been given
them. Thronghout Canadathe military
spirit of the people has given the most
admirable material to the hand of an
experienced officer, and the Govern-
ment has shown not only by the ap-
pointment of the gentlemen whom I
have the Lonor of meeting heve to-night
as the bearers of Her Majesty's commis-
sion, but also bv the institution of the
Military School at Kingston, that they
recognized that one of the most cruel
things the rulers of a people can do is
to expose brave men without able
leadership to the chanceés of a campaign.
T hope in a few days to bte able to visit
the Kingston School, which is so ably
ofticered, and which, during its short
career, has already struck deep roots in
the confidence of the conntry, and it is
also looked to as the training place of
the rising Canadian officer. Our militia
force is large in number, and we have
had during the last two years the best
proof of the spirit with which itis ani-
mated. I should be neglecting an im-
portant duty were I not to take this
opportunity of tendering the warmest
thanks of Her Majesty and of the Im-
perial authorities at home to those gal-
lant officers of the Canadian Militia
Force who have of late so often offered
themselves for service in active warfare
and to assure them that althongh it
was not necessary to take advantage of
their offers, their readiness to
serve has been none the less valued,
noted and appreciated, and that the
patriotic spirit which binds together all
branches of our Queen’s army in what-
ever quarter of the globe they may
stand, and from whatever race they
may spring, is seen with pride and sa-
tisfaction. And, gentlemen, although
the bearers of commissions in our
Militia Service have not been able to
show their devotion personally to their
Sovereign and country among the lofty
ranges of Afghanistan, or on the bush.
covered slopes of Zululand, yet the
news of the distant contests waged in
those regions has, we know, been
watched here with as close an interest,
as intense and hearty a sympathy as in
Britain itself and the sorrow at the loss
of such gallant officers a8 Northey and
Weatherly, has been shared with our
comrades-in-arms in the old country,
not only becanse the same uniform is
here worn, but also because the honor-
ed dead are united with our people by
ties of the closest relationship. The
dividing seas have not svmdered the
brotherhood which the love of a gracious
Sovereign, and the passion for freedom,
make the lasting blessing of the great
English communities, and just as our
country shows that she can strike from
the central power whenever menaced,
85 will her children’s States, wherever
situated, respond to any call made upon
them, and prove that England’s union
with the colonies is none the less strong :
because it depends on no parchment
bonds or ancient lagal obligations, but
derives its might from the warm attach-
ment, the living pride in our Empire,

Revenue »s Protective Tariff.

Mr. McCulloch, a high authority on
questions relating to political economy, is
delivering at Cambridge, Massachusetts a
series of lectures in which he deals some
slashing blows at the false notions held in
the United States on matters of this kind.
In a recent very able discourse he drew a
vivid picture of the disastrous effect, on
American commerce and foreign trade, of
their protective tariff. Among other
things he said :—

““ Our existing tariff was a war measure.
In 1860 the average duty on dutiable goods
was 19 per cent.; it is now 49.75.—
An examination of the tariff will satisfy
any unprejudiced man that it is not
in the interest of public revenue or of
foreign trade: it is unquestionably prejudi-
cial to both. Members of Congress feel it
to be their duty to look after the interests
of their immediate constituents rather
than the interests of the Government or of
consumers. If the tariff could be takeun up
by Congress and the duties on each article
independently considered, it would be
made, as it ought to be, simply a revenue
tariff. It has not been so considered.
The protective interests stand by each
other, the support of one being necessary
for the support of another, and the tariff
remains as it is, depriving the Government
of needed revenues and building up mono-
plies at the expense of the consumers, in
violation of the spirit of our institutions.
The question is one which cannot long be
kept in the background. The people are
complaining of the burdens of taxation.
Their attention cannot fail soon to be di-
rected to the tariff, apd when it is so di-
rected the popular demand for tariff re-
form will be irresistible. If those who
are being enriched by protective duties are
wise they will take the lead in bringing
about this much-needed reform. If they
do not they may at no distant day be de-
prived of the advantages which a tariff for
revenue would give them. The people
are apt to go from onc extreme to another.
The public revenues are® now sufferin,
from a protective and prohibitory tariff.
The danger to be avoided is such an up-
rooting of it as will, in sweeping away
every vestage of protection, also deprive
the government of the income it needs
from revenue duties upon foreign goods.”

The *‘ Heonomy ” Catechism.

As illustrated by the precept and practice of
various Canadian Governments.

BY ZEDEKIAH TIMBERTOP.
Question.—What is Economy ¥
Answer.—In precept, it is an exceeding-

ly useful subject tor talk at picnics, Politi-
cal Dinners, etc., and is much valued by
both political parties.

In practice, it is a lost art.

Q.—Do all political parties agree as to
what constitutes economy ?

A.—No, it depends upon whether they
are ““ins ” or ‘“‘outs ” how they look at it.

Q.—Define Economy as understood by a
party in power.

A.—Economy, as understood by a party
in power, is: However much they may
*'E-A‘i’e‘hmml_lii;_predeceszom of extra-

vagance, neverthcless 1o costinue the ex-

penditure as they found it, and even in-
crease it in order to provide for the “‘faith-
ful,” and should any unpleasant questions
be asked, declare emphatically that the
additional expenditure is unavoidable,
owing to obligations incurred by their pre-
decessors which they have now to fulfil.

Q. —Define Economy as understood by a
party in Opposition.

A.—Economy, as understood by a party
in Opposition, is: Under all circamstances
to assert and maintain, that the expendi-
ture of the Government is outrageous and
extravagant.

Q.—How many kinds of Economy are
there?

A.—There are a good many kinds, but
only three that are very prominent, viz:
¢ Economy,” *‘Partial Economy” and
‘“ Rigid Economy.”

Q.—What do you understand by
““Economy ?”

A.—“Economy” is really reducing pub-
lic expenditure, and curtailing the ex-
penses of Government. (N. B.—This sort
is very much out of date now-a-days).

Q.—What is ¢ Partial Economy ? ”

Partial Economy is makinga *‘ readjust-
ment ” among the staff of several Depart-
ments and cutting off the heads of a few
officials drawing small salaries, so as to
show an apparent decrease, and afterwards
making things sweet for every body
through contingencies.

Q.—What is ““a Rigid Economy ?

A.—*A Rigid Economy” is practiced by
making a sweeping réduction in the num-
ber of officials (being careful always to cut
off the heads of your political opponents),
and, by-and-bye, quietly fill up their
places by giving them to friends of your
own party, taking advantage of the occa-
sion to pitchfork a few extra ‘‘stamdard
bearers ” into nice soft berths when youn
are about it.

Q.—Which of these kinas of economy is
most in favor with politicians ?

A.—The latter, because the expression
